Federal Budget
Surplus Found

WASHINGTON (AP)—The Nixon administration,
suddenly and perhaps with a bit of embarrassment, has
surprisingly found the federal government had a $3.1
billion budget surplus last year.

The bonanza, which came aft-
er months of administration
predictions that ‘the surplus
would be less then a billion dol-
lars, resulted from income that
was higher and outlays that
were lower than the fledgling
administration expected last
January.

Preliminary figures, Iissued
Monday by the Treasury De-
partment and Bureau of the
Budget, showed rounded-off re-
ceipta of $187.8 bllllon and out-
lays of $184.8 billion for fiscal
year 1869, which ended June 30.

The surplus caused some
Democrats in the Senate to
comment that the administra-
tion's case for extending the in,
come tax surcharge had been
weakened.

304 Germ-Free Mice

SPACE CENTER, Hous-
ton (AP) — Researchers
today delayed until
Wednesday the first treat-
ment of germ-free mice
with moon dust to deter-
mine if lunar organisms
exist which could threaten
life on earth.

They had hoped to start the
process today, but officials re-
ported more time was needed
for preparation, including grind-
ing the lunar soll samples Into
uniform size for the experi-
ments.

The opening of a second box
of rocks rasturned by the Apollo
11 astronauts was delayed by a
rip In a glove that technicians
use to reach Into a glass-en-
cased vacuum chamber.

The outer layer of the three-
layer right hand glove was torn
while removing samples from
the first box. If cut all the way
through, outside air could seep
in and ruin the vacuum, or lu.
nar organiams, If present, could
leak out. .

A new outer covering was
being placed on the glove today

and work in the chamber was
expected to resume late ™ the
day.

Meanwhile, nsclentists study-
ing rocks gathered on the moon
by the Apollo 11 astronauts say
the evidence |Is overwhelming
that thé lunar plains were creat.
ed by lava flows.

Lighning with ita terrifying
destructlve power has been
rightly feared by man for count-
less ages. The ancient Greoks
thought that the lightning
strokes were {laming spears
huried by Zeus, the ruler of the
gods, and that the thunder was
his wrathful roar, The S8lavic
peoples belleved that the power-
ful ruler of their gods was the
creator of the lightning.

In pagan times, the ceremony
of the burning of the yule log
In winter was In honor of the
god of storms. Pleces of this
charred log were kept in the
house as protection agalnst
lightning and wind. In our own
country not too long ago many
people carried in thelr pockets
a plece from a tree that has
been struck by Mghining be-
cause they erroneously believed
that lightning never sirikes an
object twice,

Just how Nature produces n
stroke of lightning Is now pret-
ty well underatood,' although
sclentists still have differing
theories as to how the storm
cloud becomes electrified. A
thunder cloud takes shape when
warm molst alr ocurrents rise
high Into the air forming o
cloud which keeps plling up
higher until it reaches very cold
air. The water vapor at this
helght condenses into rain, snow
or hall that falls down through
the cloud. As it falls, It cools
the Inside of the cloud and sely
up whirling afr currents, These
currents toss the raindropa
about, breaking them up.

Somehow (n this process, slec-
tricity 1s produced. The positive
charges or electrons are carried
high up to the top of the cloud
while the negative charges or
protons are concentrated in the

. lower part. The negalive charge
in the cloud attracts to the
ground aren beneath ® an ex-
actly equa!  positive chargs.
8ince positive and negative
electric charges always attract
each  other, the cloud and
ground charges try deaperately
to meet, but the nir betweon
them prevents this at first be-
couse alr Is not a good conduc.-
tor of electriclty. Soon the
charge in the cloud becomen
atrong enough to start a short
path or "leader’ stroke toward
the ground. This stroke shoots
«about 80 fect below Lhe cloud,
brenking apart or ‘“lonizing'
the atoms of alr in Ws path,
. When alr atoms are broken
S\apart this way, they suddenly
hecome Dbetter conductors of
elgotricity.

Following this path, the leader
flashes  downward by stops,
which\explains, the zigzng lines
of a flash of lightning. Finally,
when the leader almost reaches
the ground, the positive ground
charge may send up a leador of
s own to meet the leader com-
Ing down. As 'soon as they con-
nect, an unbroken pathwuy of
fonized air extends from cloud
o ground. Then, nlpng this path
a lerrific flow of ¢lectric cur-
rerd rushes from ‘ground to
cloud, .

This i3 the lightning Hash you
soe. A lghtning flash which s
from sevéml inches to o foot
wide and from 300 feot to ‘over
2 miles long comes from a tre-
mendous electric current of ‘ut
least many milllons and often
a billlon volts,

Common lightning with
stralght or branching strokes s
called chain or streak lightning,
Forks and a  jugged pattern
seam more commaon in the first
of n close series of flauhes, be-
fare u good puth of *“‘ironized”
mr v formed. Sheot Hghtning
is lightning seen far away or
when the flash is hidden from
direct view nnd reflected from
clouds, On mare occasions o
lightning flash leaves a lne of
bright beuds or spots behind
when it fades. This bonded lght-
nng s chain Ughtning.

It 1 in such n podition that
oo sees an el view of branch
strokes which look brighter und
seam o st longer because of
the position of the ohserver.
Every now and then. people
have roported seeing balls of
fire, called ball lghtning or
Hghining bolts, Scientists have
yet to substantiate these reports
with aclentifie fact

The strange halo of fire—
corposant — known as 8t. E).
mo's fire Is ane of the more
unusyal phenomena  Assoclited
with thunderstorms. It appears
at ‘the top of a ship's mast, on
the propeller or wingtlp of an
alrplane, and has even been
seen an 4 cow's horng or aroud
a4 person's head! This occurs
when an electrical potential s
built up between un object and
the churged atmosphere of n
thunderstorm.

This phenomenon  was re-
garded with awe and fear by
the superstitious sallors of long

the ships for protection. Bince
there s no St. Elmo;, It s be.
lleved that the name first came
from S8t Erasmus (A.D. 303)
who was patrén saint of Portu-
gese mariners, Over the years

Much later, a 12th century
saint, Peter Conzalez, became
patron saint of mariners and
the strange light was attributed
to him. To the superstitious
sallora, the appearance of only
ann flame or halo of fire meant

8 yet to come while two or
more Indicated that the storm
was lensening,

Thunder in really the sound
effect of lightning. It nlways
heard after the flash and s
caused by afr that has been
heated by the electrical charge.
This sudden heating cnuses sud.
den expansion of the nir, pro-
ducing the rumbling or crackl-
Ing round wave we oall thunder,

Actually the flash and the
sound occur simultaneously, but
because the speed of light s
much faster than the speed of
sound, you see the flash before
hearing the thunder clap. You
can tell how far away the
lightning Is by slowly counting
one, two, three, ote., between
the flash and the thunder. DI-
vide the number by five and
you will know the distance in
miles from the lightning flash
o you, Lightning from the west
or northwest s from a storm
that Is moving In your direc-
tion. If It |8 seen in the enst or
routh the storm in usually mov-
Ing away from you.

The offects of an electrical
storm are both destructive and
beneficlal, Each year lghtning
causen over 7,000 forest fires
and many farm bulldings as
well are destroyed In this way.
Power lines are often hit and
damaged, leaving countlesa
people without electricity.

Veary few people realize that
lghtning has a useful side. Air
contains great quantities of ni-
trogen. Plants cannot grow
without nitrogen but have no
way of absorbing it out of the
alr. The tremendoits energy of
ench lightning filash causes ni-
trogen to be changed in such a
way that It is absorbed by the
water én ralndrops, wo the rain
that falls during a thunderstorm
brings nitrogen into the soll.
About four pounds of mitrogen
are added In thls way to an
acre of land ench yonr,

Lightning also cnuses oxygen
in the air to change from Its
usual form to osone. The strong
sulphur<llke smell you notice
when lightning has struck near-
by is partly ozone, Layers of
ozone high In the alir help pro-
tect the earth from the ultra-
violet rays of the sun,

Nowndays because we under-
stand more about lightning and
thunder, we have less reason to
fear them as long as we fol-
low the preacribed rules of safe-
ty: in fact, we can oven enjoy
thiz moat unusual and exolting
part of our weather.

Back comes a
heart to dummy'e king, and de-
clarer leads dummy’'s low dla-
mond. East can take the ace,
but then South has time to dis-
card dummy's loging heart on
tht king of diamonds.

South pgets his extra cooky
whenever West has the queen
of diamonds. When Bouth leads
the low diamond from his own
hand, West must step up with
the queen.

The defenders cash a club
trick and then lead & heart to
dummy’s king. South leads dum-
my's jack of diamonds and now
he doesn’t have to worry about
the location of the ace of dia-
monds.

docking'” and ‘‘there's a certain
rill or crater."

He said Monday night the
spacemen passed time in their
quarters by dining on smoth-
ered steak and rice, talking with

their families through a glass
partition, playing table tennis
und watching & movie, “Good-
bye Columbus.**

Earller McLeaish reported
the moonmen have been reflect-
ing on the significance of their
momentous mission and the
place they will take in history.

"“As you know they are nol
outspoken people,” he sald.
Fourteen persons, including
doctors, technicians and a cook,
are quarantined with the astro-
nauts.

They will be released from
quarantine Aug. 11 if they have
not developed any illness and if
nothing harmful has been found
in the rocks they brought back
from the moon. The rocks, col-
lected by Armstrong and Aldrin
when they explored the lunar
surface July 20, are belng ex-
amined in another section of the
Inboratory.

The ustronauts today conclude
what is known as a “‘first blush"
debriefing in which they report
genernl impressions of things
that occurred during the eight
day mission. Generally, they
discuss the operations of var-
fous spacecraft aystems.

The only persons sitting in on
these tape-recorded conferences
are astronaut Donald K, Slay-
ton, director of flight crew oper-
ations, and NASA tralning coor-
dinator Lloyd Reeder.

On Thursday the moonmen
meel with key Apollo officials to
begin seversl days of more de-
tailed discussions,

McLeaish sald that Monday
they discussed the lunar orbit
und landing phases of the flight.

Armstrong reported the en-
gine of the lunkr module Bagle
kicked up considernble dust as
it seottled In for & touchdown.
This reduced viaibility but did
not jeopardize the landing. :

“Jt was not unexpected,’
McLeaish sald of the dust.

He also reported Armatrong
and Aldrin talked about the
near-landing in a rock-filled cra-
ter, which had been reported
eariler.

Three Americans were killed
and 14 wounded, the U.8, Com-
mand reported.

The Vatican Curia has tried to
quash this line of thought In two
editorials in the past week in
L'Osservatore Romano, the Vat-
jcan's dally newspaper.

An article Monday claimed
that all arguments against the
papal teaching ‘“'despite some
appearances, have falled to af-
fect the solidity of the doctrine
on which the encyclical Is
based,'"

The editorial added that many
have written to the Pope ex-
presaing loyrity to the Pope's
ruling

Last Wedneaday a Curia theo-
logian wrote that the birth con-
trol ban was “immutable and
absolute'’ despite '‘a whole ser-
les of unfavorable and at times
scandaloua reactions.” The artl-
cle added that the Pope's suc-
cesaora would be bound by the
encyclical,

The Pope's critics argue that
since he did not Invoke papal in-
fallibility in Humanae Vitae,
Catholics are not bound under
pain of mortal sin to obey him.

We do not belleve, {f he does, that the
Egyptian military has suddenly achieved
all the proficlency it so plainly lncked
In two previous teats, in 1066 and In 1967,

Nor do we belleve, if he does, that
he has so Impressed the Israells that
they are turning meek in the fleld.

We belleve, to the contrary, that they
are quite willing to have him, if he Is
foollsh enough to play the game that
way, keep on with actions and words and
geatures which will bulld up Israel's
claim, when Israel does act vigorously,

It Is time for the United Nations to

tions to try to give cemse fire orders to
headquarters on each wide, and to gird
Iteelf for a real physical effort to nee
that such orders are observed.

The nations of the Near East are ex-
erclaing, every day now, the sovereign
right to wage war. What the whole world
has to consider Is whether their conduct
does not prove the valldity of the thealn
that this can no longer be permitted to
be & soversign right, The United Nations
hes sald no before, once in Korea, and
once in Suez, It needs the strength to
say it again.

A Plea For Mercy

That not always pleasant Puckishness
which stood always just inside the po-
litical officeholder or candidate has now
been pleased to remove the last doubt
about next year's Senatorial race in
Minnesota.

We think we Ure of practised poll-
tclany who make ahopworn candidates
and shopworn officlals and we think we
would vote, almost any day, now, for
some rash neophyte who might not have
the smooth, glib, profesalonal answer to
every question that came along,

There have, of course, been some not-
‘able long range political rivalries in

PZC Receives List
Of Capital Projects

The Capital Improvements
Program Advisory Committee
(CIPAC) submitted {ts report to
the Planning and Zoning Com-
mission (PZC) last evening, af-
ter more than a year and a
half of work.

Donald Bishop, secretary of
CIPAC, emphasized the report
is incomplete and priorities of
capital improvements could not
be Msted since information from
all town agencies had not been
received. He was referning es-
peclally to the Board of Select-
men, which, even after several
letters, did not return the re-
quested information.

Two members of CIPAC,
Chairman Donald Smith, ami
Armold Carlson, sattended a
selectmen’s meeting during the
winter arking that the CIPAC
form be completed and neturn-
ed to the advisory committes,
CIPAC offered #s help in com-
piling the necessary data, but
telectmen forwarded o infor-
muation,

CIPAC was formed In Jamy-
ary 1968 by the PZC to compile
& list of propossd capital im-
provements for the next six
years. According to the Connec-
ticut Development Commission,
a capital improvement is5
“major improvemert of 4 non-
recurring nature to the physical
plant of the municipality as dif-
ferentiated from ordinary re-
pairs or maintenance of a re
curring nature.” CIPAC elected
to use real property as a base,

CIPAC then wrote letters to
the variovs town boards, com-
missions, committees and agen-
cles of the town requesting their
ovaluation of what would be
noed>d within the projected six-
year period for their respective
board.

Responses included :

The Board of Health: A aew-
erage system composed of a
main trunk line around the lake
through the center of town to &
central collection depot and fil-
ter system with interceptor
sewers through all streets to
the height of land around the
lake.

The Board of Education: An
elementary school In the north
end of town, (n. addition to a
Central Office Space buflding:

The Public Health
Assoclation: A Thealth center
consisting of nursea’ offices, a
reception room, clinic room,
examination room, storage fa-
cilities and equipment neces-
sary for the functioning of the
agency. The PHNA pointed out
in its report such a facllity
would release space In the
"Town Office Bullding for ex-
panding Town administration
requirements’ and should meat
the needs of .a town with a pop-
ulation of 10,000,

The Conservation Commis-
sion recommended purchase of
land ndjacent and south of 8t
Mary's cemetery slong Rt. 31
and land south and west of the
Plains Athletic Field to be used
for a cemetery. and/or sewer-
age treatment plant.

Edvcation necessitated 10 per
cent per year growth rate, a
slowdown from about 12 per

length of time they recelved it,
and whether they got proper
treatment.

He sald there is no such audit-
Ing in Medicald, which, he sald,
stimulates the ‘““‘use of high cost
In-patient services.'

Knowles sald -he is not op-
poaed to the Idea of either pro-
gram and does not think they
need to be scrapped, just {m-
proved.

He sald that, (deally, medical
care would be provided by the
“private sector,” that is, medl-
cal insurance compeanies, and
outiays by individual patients,

But he said the country was
founded on a basis of “what the
people can't do for themaelves,
the government has to do for
them."

Citing such things as inflation
and the rising cost of medical

care, he belleves some form of
public health care s needed.

“This Is not soclalism, not:

communism, but pure pragma-
tism,"” he said.

He also belleves that public
health could have
been supplemented better on a
community or regional levsl
than on a national scale, where
a central authority might not
know local needs.

To an extent, this still may be
posaible, Knowles sald, with
programs planned by a coordi-
nated group of physicians, hos-
pital directors, government offi-
cials and users of the medical
services,

"‘Professional groups and ex-
perts are certainly needed, but
they must be publicly accounta-
ble,” he said. ‘‘The professional
has nothing to fear if he's doing
his job well."”

“There's nothing to do arcund

The high school does nothing
In summertime. Local theatre
groups are mostly for adults.
Jim sald he became more and
more aware of all the young
talent in town doing nothing.

Jim ls a theatre major at
Tufta University in Boston and
worked last summer in sum-
mer stock in Lake Placid, N.Y.
A second summer job there fall-
ed to come through this year,
He, 00, faced a nothing sum-
mer in town,

Fred T, Blish, a leader of the
Little Theatre of Manchester,
had been talking to Jim about
putting on youth drama during
the summer. The idea atarted
to grow.

But Nicola needed help.

Mary Buck, 19, of W. Middle
Tpke. sald, "I got a phone call
In February from Tufts: Would
I do 1t? Would I be the stage
manager?' °

Karen Krinjak, 18, of 216 Fern
Bt. got a call in March asking
her to handle the muasie.

The three teens then formed
Jimmarkar' Productions and
began making what now ap-
pears to be grandiose schemes.
Not one had ever put on a show
that was not run by adults
They had planned six big plays
for this summer but will now
do just two.

The problems came up rapid-
ly. Each seemed capable of
atopping the whole thing.

They needed a cheap place
to practice and perform. An old
dance hall on Keeney St. look-
od good for awhile but the fire
laws alone ruled It out,

Schools were ruled out as too
expensive. There were no
churches big enough, By early
June, they were convinced they
would have to give up, )

As with every otner problem
they have faced, a solution was
worked out. The Board of Edu-
cation offered them Illing for
Just the nights of the show, for
the cost of the custodial care,
Half a dozen churches offered
them their halls for rehearsals.

After several! more problems
were ironaed out, they tried to
pick plays.

They wrole to all the stage
companies who had righta to
plays they liked.

many plays which ruled them
out. They cost too much. The
sels were too difficult, The act.
ing roles called for much old-
er people. The chorus was far
too big,

They phoned Mumic In New
York three times before they
gol & copy of the score and the
script, Jim had seen the play on
Broadway in March before it
closed after 100 shows. When he
saw the script, he was con-
vinced they could do It.

They coughed up the $525 in
royalties and completed a deal
with Music June 27,

They auditioned July 1 and 2
and had a cast all ready to go.
All they ‘needed for rehearsals
were coples of the script from
Music.

Mary Buck said, "Every day
we called Music and every day
they said we should get the
scripts In the next mail, We
didn't.

“But we scheduled full re-
hearsals every night for a week
thinking we'd have the scripts
before each night. When every-

one showed up and there were said

no scripts, they all had to go
home. Morale was low."

Finally the scripta came. The
four leads and dozen chorus
members hava been rehearsing
every night from 7 to midnight
and all day on Sundays.

Almost every other job, big
or amall, has brought the same
frustration, The three leaders
had the makings of ulcers, But
all the pleces were beginning
to come together by last Bat-
urday when Jim said, “'Bvery-
thing seems to be working
smoothly now."

Thelr work 15 all the more
impressive when thelr back-
grounds are examined. Nome of
them ever did anything Hke this
on their own. -

Carl Yastrzemski had a
similarly sensational year
for the Boston Red Sox In
1887. Robinson made, he
sald, “Chicken feoed after
the Serles. A couple thous-
and bucks, It didn't even
equal my income tax.'

“Somotimes, though, =n
black nthiote will not want
to do work for one reason
or another, 1T remember I
onco got Gibson a  really
fine financinl deal In Boston.

Willle Mays may have
more outside biminess deals
than any other black base
ball player.

Nixon Inter imsued a state-
ment saying America’s SEATO
obligations were nol Inconsais-
tant with his alm for a postwar
cutback in the U8, milltary
presence abroad.
