U.S.
Sun Probe 
In Orbit

■ CAPE KENNEDY, Fla. 
(AP)—A new solar observ­
atory successfully rocketed 
into orbit today, poised to 
zoom in telescope eyes on 
more than 16,000 points 
around the sun’s seething 
surface for cloeeup studies 
of solar flares and sun­
spots.

Called 080  6 for the sixth or­
biting solar observatory, the $13 
million spacecraft bolted away 
from Cape Kennedy a t 8:62 a.m.

NEW YORK ( AP )  — The mu­
nicipal bond market, weighed 
down recently by uncertainty 
over proposed tax reforms, ap­
peared on firmer footing this 
past week.

In contrast to the previous 
week, key municipal laaues— 
tax-exem^ bonds sold by state 
and local governments to fi­
nance public Improvements— 
were sold at decidedly lower 
coat.

French goods will now be more 
competitive.

The last time a major deval­
uation of a world currency oc­
curred was two years ago when 
Britain reduced the pound from 
62.90 to 62.40.

FYlday’e decision was the ISth 
time to the past 40 years thst 
the franc had been devalued. 
The last time was Dec. 36, 1868, 
when the franc was cut 17.6 per 
cent.

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The Unratified Protocol
Recent attention to this nation’s de­

velopment o f chemical and bacteriolo- 
glcal warfare resources, together with 
revelation of Its actual use of some 

forms o f gas In Vietnam, has kept re­
minding everybody that the United 
States Is the only Important world power 

which has never ratified the Geneva 
Protocol of 1928.

Signers of the Geneva Protocol bound 
themselves not to be the first to use 
the types of weapons covered by the 
Protocol.

The United States Itself led In pro­
posing the Geneva Protocol, as a means 
of guarding against more of the poison 
gas used In World War I. Then, un- 
accountably, the Senate never ratified 
the Protocol.

Perhaps we didn’t bother to ratify be­
cause we felt so virtuous and so pure 

that we thought everybody would auto­
matically trust us not to be the first to 
use such terribly Inhumane weapons.

Since then, however, we made our­
selves the first to use an atomic bomb— 

a weapon whose horror is so great that 

It would obviously have been Included 
in the 1924 Geneva Protocol If the states­

men of that time had seriously imagin­
ed It would ever be available.

The fact that we did make ourselves 
the first to use the atomic bomb, coupled 

with the controversy over what kind of 
gas we have used In Vietnam and how 
we have used It, has now raised the 
question of whether, for all our self- 
fancied virtues, we would rather be out­
side such a thing as the Geneva Proto­
col than Inside It, as a signer and ratl- 
fler.

It Is In an effort to bring us to a 
clarification of our own principles and 
our own willingness to accept prescrib­
ed standards of military conduct that 
Congressman Bmlllo Daddario of this 
district is now Introducing In Congress 
a resoluUon asking President Nixon to 
resubmit to the United Stotes Senate 
the Geneva Protocol of 1928.

“ Our nation’s failure to ratify this 
protocol, which the United States 
originally proposed, has troubled me for 
a long time,’ ’ said Oongressman Dad­
dario. ‘ "n ie effect o f the release of 

chemical and bacteriological agents in­
to the environment has been a topic 
about which my Subcoinmittee on 
Science, Research and Development has 
been', greatly concerned.’ ’

Oongressman Daddarlo’s call for a 
United States ratification of the Protopol 
was taken up, a few  days later, by 

Senator Abraham R lb loo ff.Th e  central 
purpose of both Coiuiectlcut lawmakers 
would seem to be to remove all am­
biguity and uncertainty about the kind 
of conduct to which thU country la 
willing to bind Itself with regard to the 
use of the weapons to which it la cui^ 
rently devoting so much research time 
and money.

Tile nation whloh, on the record, was 
indeed the first to use the atomic bomb 
can hardly claim that Its own adherence 
to dvlUaed methods of warfare la so 
self evident the signing of any Protocol 
would be superfluous.

As always, however. It needs to be 
pointed out that, the cure for what alls 

world Is not In what weapons It 
uses In the murder It claims can be 
legal, but In outlawing war Itself, even 
If there could be a war fought only with 
sticks and stones.

and heavier trucks an the Interstate 
Highway ByMem, aeems a little sad.

At the top of the od Is a picture of a 
tree-lined, two-lane road o f three 
decades or so ago. At the bottom Is an 
arid vista only too typical o f the multl- 
lano, hlgh-spe^ Interstate network. As 
the ad cays, nearly everything has 
changed, and not In all ways for the 
bettor.

The advertiser, a major supplier of 
truck parts, contends that present 'Irnlts 
on truck size and weight, adopted In 
1958 "before the Interstate Highway Sys­
tem even existed,”  e re  now unrealistical­
ly low. For • two yeare Oongreas has 
been considering legislatlan that would 
allow 'ndlvldual states to increase the 
exlrtL'g limitations.

The advertisement c'alms that the pro- 
poood Increases are "modest,'’ and re- 
at'vely they poictbly are. Y et any mo- 
torlM whose hands have gripped the 
wh d  a bit tighter as A massive truck- 
trailer roared by at 80 mUes an hour 
to likely to wonder whether there should 
be any slze-vnelght Increases at all.

Whatever sltoct Ugger trucks would 
have CO motorlatF peace of m'nd, there 
Is considerable testimony that they 
wouhto't be especially good for the high­
ways. Although the hlgher-Hmita bill had 
official John on Administration 'rupport, 
James B. Wllsoiv the Federal Highway 
AdmlnlMratlion’a deputy director tor 
highway safety programa, said toot year 
that he was "peraonally a  little appre- 
henalve" about the measure. He said he 
feared both the safety ramifications of 
lengthening the trucks and "the eftoct 
on the pavement Iteelf.”

Also tost year. Federal Highway Oom- 
mlsBloner Lowell K. Bridwell conceded 
that the bill tailed to Include adequate 
safety provto'ona and would "speed the 
deterioration" of the roads.

Even If It w%tre perfectly safe and 
snne to operate larger trucks on the 
Interstate highways, It to unrealistic to 
fts'ume that they would operate only 
there. Obviously enough the heavier ve- 
hdcl« alro would have to travel on con­
necting roads many of which were never 
n ended for trucks of euch weight and 

size.

The Tntortate eyotem reprecents a 
multlbllllon-dollar public investment, and 
Itn une surety merits calm and careful 
dellbfratlon. Untortunatoly, however, the 
oons'der't'on. so far hae been anything 
but oalm.

L'kie too many other transportation 
mattore, the dispute has featured a 
battle between powerful lobbying groups 
the American Trucking Asrodatlons sup- 
pott 'rg  the naeasvre and the American 
Automobile Assoclatlcn oppos'ng It. Re- ' 
ports o f ATA campaign contributions to 
lawmaikarB stirred acrimony In Oco- 
greae; one House member w m  moved 
to label a colleague a "potocat."

Lobbying Is of coune Inescapable and 
often actually quite useful. What has kxgr 
been needsd, though, Is some serf of 
mechantam at the Fedaral level to re­
concile all the conflicting presaurea In 
tha public’s Intoreet.

So tar as the Admintotratton is con- 
oomed, the TVansportatlan Department 
to a start toward coordinatlan, although 
too many Federal transit matters are 
atlll handled elsewhere. Up to now there 
hasn't been even that much progrusa in 
Oongreas, where all ot the money muat 
be appropriated to finance Federal 
tranaportathm actlvltlea.

Federal dlaorganlaatlon helps to csc- 
pta'n the present chaos: Crowded and 
unsafe highways and airways, decayii^ 
and dkapraarlng maze transportation. 
Fortunately. President Nixon appears to 
see the need for bettor balance: " I ’m

Balancing la always a dlfflCuU procaaa 
The trucking Industry may well be right 
when kc rays larger and heavtor trucks 
would be mote etnclent and wbuM allow 
the InduMry to keep down ihlppUg^ costs.
In these Inflated times anything that 
holds down costs and prices osn't be 
lightly brushed aside.

At the rame tlm a the huge truck- 
trailers would further congest highways 
that, at many ptooes many times, a l­
ready overflow with vehictos. Fhr the 
present, at least, srhat's good tor the 
trucking imtastry doeant look entirely 
good for the public. — W ALL STRB irr

Nuclear Rockets
By Dr. I. M. LEV ITT , 

DIRECrrOR 
The Fela Planetarluin 

of The Franklin Instttute
Nuclear rocket engines now 

under development wlU become 
operational by 19TB and within 
the next 10 years nudehr-pow- 
ered rockeita w ill be propelling 
spEucecrott to the outer planets. 
Also within this next decade 
tasks Involving synchronous or- 
bdto or long-range probee may 
well make excltislvie use c f nu­
clear rockets.

The application of nuclear en­
ergy wtth Its tremendous po­
tential will revolutionize p l a ­
ning for future space achlvltiee. 
Dr. Bklward C. Welsh, who head­
ed up the National Aeronautics 
and Space OouncU for several 
yeoTs.said we "must plan for a  
new generation cf space actlvl- 
lUes Involving compleK missions 
which would require great range 
and fflexiblUty in propulsion, in . 
onboard power and In the sub­
systems o f the qpacecratt.”  Dr. 
Welsh feels that combining a 
nuclear upper stage with a Sat­
urn 6 will greatly enhance this 
booster’s capeJbUiUee.

Why does a  nuclear racket 
engine provide so much more 
power? The answer is in what 
the rocket engineer calls the 
"specillc impulse" o f the oi- 
glne. Specific impulse Is a  term 
almoot Uko "m iles per gallon”  
fpr the automobile. The higher 
Ute specific impulse, the more 
imltea per gallon, so to speak. 
The propellants used for the 
early satellites wore liquid oxy­
gen and kerosene. These yielded 
a specific Impulse of about 325.

Later, as newer propellants 
were Investigated, engineers hit 
the jackpot with liquid oxygen 
and liquid hydrogen, which had 
a specific Impulse of 428. This 
Is currently our most efficient 
rocket engine. However, the 
nuclear engine will yield a spe­
cific Impulse of about B28— al­
most double that of the best 
propellants In use today. The 
nuclear engine Is such an effi­
cient user of propellants be­
cause of the high temperatures 
generated In the nuclear reac­
tor.

The doubling of the specific 
Impulse means the doubling of 
payload. Or, If there la no need 
to double the payload, trip time 
can be appreciably shortened.

Dr. Warnher von Braun, di­
rector of the Marahall Space 
Flight Center, In testimony be­
fore the Senate Committee on 
Aeronautics and Space Sciences, 
Indicated that the Saturn 5 
could land almost 78,000 pounds 
on the moon. However, If a nu­
clear rocket were used, the pay- 
load could be Increased to 180,- 
000 pounds.

While this may not appear 
significant. Von Braun pointed

out that the first astronauts on 
the moon would be on Its sur­
face for perhaps a day. (As It 
worked out, Armstrong and Al- 
drin did stay on the lunar sur­
face for almost 22 hours.) Using 
the potential of the nuclear 
rocket could increase that by a 
factor of 100!

In terms of Interplanetary ex­
ploration, a nuclear third stage 
for the Saturn 8 could launch 
two spacecraft to Jupiter In­
stead of one, thereby Increasing 
the number of experiments and 
the probabilities of mission suc­
cess.

Missions appropriate for a 
Saturn 8 nuclear upper-stage 
spacecraft would include a wide 
range of objectives. We could 
launch on advanced Venus or- 
blter and lander. The orbiter 
could circle Venus to release a ' 
surface probe (br an Inflatable 
probe which could float In the 
dense Venusian atmosphere). 
An advanced Mars orbiter and 
lander could also be undertak­
en. but In this case the lander 
would actually descend to the 
surface.

Solar probes could be launch­
ed. With an advanced nuclear 
spacecraft, we could certainly 
come to within 10 mUes o f the 
solar surface. With considerable 
research and experimentation, 
the probe might even appioach 
to within 6 mllllbn miles of the 
apparent surface where the 
probe would be exposed to a 
temperature of 2,000 degrees.

A nuclear-powered spacecraft 
could further serve as an aster­
oid probe, exploring the region 
of space between Mars and 
Jupiter and measuring the den­
sity and- physical characteris­
tics of particles In this belt.

Jupiter and Saturn orblters 
could be launched by this space­
craft. Such missions, con­
ceivably the moat important 
ever undertaken, will be a nec­
essary part of our studies of 
the major planets.

Once In about 180 years the 
outer planets are so aligned that 
a single probe could fly  by most 
of them. This situation arises In 
1077 through 1980. Probes 
launched during these years 
could perform "Grand Tours" 
of the solar system, approach­
ing every planet beyond the 
earth.

These probes, after passing 
Pliitiof, w<^d then move Into In­
terstellar space. By that time, 
highly efficient and advanced 
comtpunlcations systems should

In 1988 Halley’s comet will 
once more move past the sun. 
Roughly nine years before this 
time a probe oould be launched 
to fly  "shotgun”  with the comet 
30 that astronomers can learn 
more about comets and their 
compositioin. For all' these 
probes, the Saturn 6 plus a nuc­
lear upper stage would be nec­
essary.

Nuclear rockets cost a great 
deal of money. Our first nuclear 
engine -=- the NERVA 1 — cost 
about 8600 million, plus another 
8500 million for staging. Its 
thrust is about 78,000 i>oundB, 
which Is considered modest. To 
fferfect the NERVA 2, with a 
thrust of about 250,000 pounds, 
the cost would be another 11.6 
billion (Including staging). 
Thus, the total bill for the nu­
clear rocket engines becomes 
a major item in governmental 
budgets.

However, the United States 
cannot afford not to undertake 
this research and development, 
for the Soviet cosmonauts have 
repeatedly stated that they 
expect to go to the planets and 
that a  nuclear engine will take 
them. It  woi^d be tragic i f  we 
surrendered manned explora­
tion o f tlie planets to the Soviets 
because of costs which con­
stitute a minor element in our 
space budget.

One of the strangest aut- 
comes of the 1969 General As­
sembly was that which saw the 
savings banks of Connecticut go 
down to almost total and disor­
ganized defeat In their ettiHl to 
obtain tbe right to offer oheck- 
ing account services to their 
depositors.

'the outcome was strange 
because. it upset the sentimen­
tal odds.

When the battle between 
these two groups began In the 
1969 session, we think we were 
reading the sentimental at- 
moephere correctly when we 
concluded that almost any leg­
islator or pOliticfd leader who 
wasn’t personally bound In some 
way to the commercial banking 
structure had a rather strong in­
stinct to do something friendly 
and helpful for the savings 
banks, to rescue them from 
the fierce pressures of com­
mercial banking competition. 
This did not mean we oould 
predict an easy victory for the 
savings hanks; the commercial 
fellows seemed in superior 
strategic committee position; 
what we expected was that the 
pressure from among ordinary 
legislators who had no particu­
lar personal connection with 
either type of banking would 
be enough to force some kind 
of compromise on the commer­
cial bankers, even if  they did 
have control of the legislative 
committee that had to write 
and report the bill.

Umental aadneta ovar tha aea- 
Blon, tha kind a* half la grrt al " 
moat aU obsarvera fa tf when 
ctie special interest has too easy 
a time o f It scoring a  one-aldad 
victory over another.

Some of the analyala o f what 
ht^ipened has given particular 
credit to the two chief lobby­
ists for tbe commercial banka, 
former Lieutenant Governor 
Fred Doocy, a  commercial 
banker himself, who managed 
to be unobtrusively perafstent 
on the fringe o f aU the legisla­
tive. aetton, and former Repub­
lican National Chairman Meade 
Alcorn, who brings weight (tod 
skin and drive to every poUtl- 
cal operation he undeitakee. We 
agree with such analysis, iqi to 
the point where w e have to eay ’ 
that such lobbying alone could 
not have done the trick.

In the end, the savings banks 
defeated themsMvee, by proving 
unable to take tlte etmipromlae 
legislative sentiment s t o o d  
ready to force upon the com­
mercial Interests.

partly won In 1969. Conceivably 
they can be sentimental favor­
ites once again, so fa r  as rahk 
and file legislators are con­
cerned. Perhaps, next ttnie, 
they will even be kind to 
themselves.

Presently, the chairman and 
the secretary receive $800 each 
and tbe other directors, $200. 
'Am ong the charter changes 

approved at the same April 80, 
1968 referendum was the <»>e 
authorising town elecUona on 
the first Tuesday following the 
first Monday In November of 
odd-numbered years. The 
riiange canceled the election 
vdtich would have been held In 
October of last year.

Another change proirldes for 
the seating of the Board ot Di­
rectors on the third Tuesday of 
November. 'When town elections 
were held in October, the board 
was seated on the first Tuesday 
of November.

Because ot the change, two 
Board o f Directors’ meeUngs 
may 'be in order tor next No­
vember—one by toe lame-duck 
board on the first Tuesday, the 
board-s regular meeting night; 
the other on the third 'Ihurs- 
day, for swearing-in the new 
boa^.

One charter change which 
was hot amended on April 30, 
1968, but which is covered by 
a special act ot the 1969 gener­
al Assembly, is the date on 
which newly-elected Board of 
Eklucatlon members are to be 
seated.
. The charter provides that 
they will be seated on the first 
Monday In November. That day, 
actually, Is tha day before they 
will be elected.

Under the special state act. 
Town Clerk Edward Tomklel 
and Town Counsel John Shea 
have completed and filed spe­
cial forms with the secretory 
of the state’s ofhee, designating 
the third Tuesday In November 
as the date for seating school 
board members.

The reason the charter pro­
vision was not changed April 
30, 1968, as the other ones were, 
la because the voters consider­
ed and defeated a major change 
in the election ot Board Educa­
tion members.

The proposed and defeated 
change had provided for the 
election of all nine school board 
members every two years, to 
non-staggered two-year terms. 
That proposal had provided for 
seating them on toe third Tues­
day of each month.

The school board will con­
tinue to be elected to three- 
year staggered terms, with toe 
terms of three members to ex­
pire each year.

He said 
he would not rule out the possi­
bility of calling the senator, 
however.

Kennedy has said he will

cooperate with an Inquest to ev­
ery way possible. He canceled 
a planned trip to Eurta^ to be 
on hand If needed.

Dlnls has spoken with Penn­
sylvania authorities aboiA ex­
huming the body of Miss Ko- 
pechne for on autopsy. She was 
burled to her home town, P lym ­
outh, Pa.

When Miss Kopechne’s body 
was recovered from the sunken 
Kennedy car the momtog after 
the crash, she was pronounced 
dead of drowning, and an aide 
to Dlnls' office released the 
body without an autopsy. ‘

Pan Am canceled all out­
bound flights early Friday after

Travelers waiting to board 
planes for Europe, South Ameri­
ca and the Far East scurried to 
book reservations with other 
carriers. Aside from long lines 
at ticket counters, little difficul­

ty was reported at terminals 
throughout the country.

Pan Am said U.S.-bound 
flights were not affected. Cargo 
flights for the Vietnam war 
were exempted from strike ac­
tion by the union.

The airline, which carries an 
average of 30,000 passengers a 
day on 460 flights, serves 119 cit­
ies in 81 countries.

Teamsters Local 732, desig­
nated in February as bargain­
ing agent for the ground person­
nel, was authorised to strike 
Friday with expiration of a 30- 
day cooling off period set by the 
National Mediation Board.

The union had„demanded for 
its first contract a 16 per cent 
annual wage increase ov,er 
three years, a shorter woilt 
week, improved pen.«ion3, vaca­
tions and other benefits for its 
members who now average 
J3.30 an hour.

Neither Teamsters Vice Presi­

dent Harold Gibbons nor Ever­
ett Goulard, Pan Am vice presi­
dent for industrial relations, 
would comment on terms of the 
new pact.

The only comment came from 
Usery, who said, “ We believe it 
to be a  good settlement and ^air 
to both parties."

Usery sat in on the negotia­
tions when they moved into the 
offices of Secretary of Labor 
George P. Shultz at midnight 
Thursday.

Maine's Democratic Gov. 
Kenneth M. (hirtis said he 
wants his state's health and wel­
fare agency to analyze the pro­
posals, but “ I'd be happy if it's 
a better program for less moh- 
cy.“

“ I don't think the state can 
expect any financial benefits 
from the programs the Preal- 
dent talked about," responded 
Dr. James Bax, secretary of the 
department of Health and Reha­
bilitative Services in Florida.

On the positive side, Bax said 
the proposals indicate “ a new 
direction, of trying to act on 
problems rather than react to 
problems that have already oc­
curred."

Republican Gov. Ronald Rea­
gan of California described Nix­
on’s proposals as "certainly 
far-reaching and I believe a se­
rious effort to resolve many of 
the problems that all o f us in 
the country are facing."

Dr. George A. Wiley, execu­
tive director of the National 
Welfare Rights Organization, 
said Nixon's proposals "wrlll not 
solve the welfare crisis or the 
crisis of the cities."

"It is, however, a victory for 
welfare recipients across "the 
country whose militant actions 
and struggles have exposed the 
total inadequacies of the present 
welfare system,” Wiley said.

"I think it was adequate," 
said Dr. Deton Brooks, commis­
sioner of the Chicago Depart­
ment of Human Resources. "It's 
high time somebody got around 
to reforming the welfare sys-. 
tern."

But Brooks said he was con­
cerned about the emphasis on 
federal-state revenue sharing.

"States have in the past con­
tributed to the urban crisis,” 
Brooks said. "You need a feder­
al-state-local partnership. The 
states have a role to play, but 
there seemed to be an over-em­
phasis on that.”

Massachusetts Gov. Francis 
W. Sargent, a Republican, had 
said after a briefing on the pro­
posals earlier in the week that 
he was fearful the Industrial 
states would not get the help 
they need.

"What we need in Massachu­
setts Is less policy, philosophy 
and guidelines—and m o r e  
cash," Sargent said.

There was no comment from 
New York’ s Republican Gov. 
Nelson A. Rockefeller or New 
York City's Mayor John V. 
Lindsay.

Suit T o Halt Newhouse Seen 
Testing Press Monopolies

Meredith Guilty 
Of Harassment
NEW YORK (AP) — Civil 

rights activist James H. Mere­
dith has been sentenced to two 
days in jail for harassing ten­
ants and cutting services in the 
Bronx apartment building he 
owns.

Judge J. Howard Rossbock of 
Bronx Criminal Court freed 
Meredith immediately Friday 
because he had served two days 
while awaiting sentencing rath­
er than post a $100 bond. ,,

Meredith bought the S4-famlly 
building in December 1967 for 
$10,000 In cash and $234,176 in 
mortgages. One mortgage hold­
er has begun foreclosure proce­
dures for nonpayment and a re­
ceiver was appointed two weeks 
ago to collect rents and main­
tain the building.

Meredith, who broke the color 
line at the University, of Missis­
sippi, has declined to discuss his 
financial situation.

NEW YORK (AP) — The 
Denver Post has filed suit In 
federal court to block Samuel I. 
Newhouse, who holds a minority 
interest in the newspaper, from 
gaining control of It.

The complaint filed Friday 
accused Newhouse of conspiring 
to rostrain c:ompot'tlon In viola­
tion of antitrust laws and also 
charged that he Is threatening 
to substantially lessen competi­
tion in various markets for the 
gravure newspaper supple­
ments.

Named as a defendant was 
the Newhouse-owned Art Gra­
vure Corp.

Newhouse declined to com­
ment on the court action.

The suit was filed by the law 
firm of which former Supreme 
Court Justice Arthur J. Gold­
berg is a member. In advance 
of the action, Goldberg said: "It 
will bo the first time that we 
shall be really challenging the 
newspaper and television mo­
nopolies that have been building 
over the last de<’ado." .

The suit said, "Upon informa­
tion and belief, Newhouse's 
present Interest in the commu­
nications media amounts to the 
greatest concentration of power 
over the dissemination of news. 
Ideas, and advertising which 
has over been placed in the 
hands of one person In the Unit­
ed States.”

The Post said Newhouse owns 
or has substantial Interest In 22 
newspapers, 7 tel6vlslon sta­
tions, at least 4 FM and 3 AM 
radio stations, 20 cable televi­
sion operations, 20 nationally 
distributed magazines and a

news gathering and distribution 
service known as the “ New­
house News Service."

In addition, the Poet said, 
Newhouse has attempted to ac­
quire the Honolulu Star-Bulletin, 
the Omaha World-Herald, the 
Buffalo Courier-Express, the 
Boston Herald Traveler, the 
Houston Chronicle, all of the 
Hcarst newspapers, Newsweek 
magazine and Curtis Publishing 
Co.

The suit in New York stems 
from litigation begun last year 
in federal court jn Denver. The 
Herald Co., of Syracuse, N.Y., a 
Newhouse property that owns 
an 18.8 per cent Interest in the 
Denver Post, filed suit. It 
charged the newspaper's man­
agement with Improper use of 
company funds and seeking 
public sale of stock held In the 
I'ost's treasury and In Its em­
ploye stock trust.

The Post denied the allega­
tions and countercharged that 
the Newhouse Interests were at­
tempting to restrain competition 
in violation of the Sherman and 
Clayton Antitrust Acts.

The Denver court suggested 
that the countercharge bo han­
dled lus a  separate suit. Gold­
berg .siUd it wii.s deel<le<l to file 
It In New York because it 1s con­
sidered Newhouse headquar­
ters.

The Post asked that the New- 
hoiLM<> InterciSt.s "bo pernumerU- 
ly enjoined from purchasing ad­
ditional shares of stock in the 
plaintiff, that defendant Herald 
Company be required to divest 
Itself of Its Shares in plaintiff 
under such tbrins and conditions 
ns the court may prescribe."

11 Injured 
In Italy By 

Train Bombs
ROME (A P ) — Eleven per­

sons were Injured today in 
bomb attacks on nine trains at 
the peak of the Italian tourist 
season. Police launched a na­
tionwide hunt (or a chain of ter­
rorist commandos.

Suspected of- organising the 
overnight bombings, from Na­
ples to Venice, were <^ponenta 
of the imminent settlement of 
the longtime Alto Adige region 
dispute between Italy and Aus­
tria.

Flrat investigation of the ex- 
ptoalona on main tourist lines 
from midnight to dawn Indicat­
ed all the bomba were alike. It 
was believed they had been 
placed aboard passenger coach­
es on a prearranged plan by 
commandos in Venice, Rome, 
Pescara and perhaps other cit­
ies..

'Two found Intact and bits of 
others which exploded indicated 
the homemade bomba contained 
high explosive wired through a 
small battery to wristwatches, 
at least two of which were Ger­
man-made.

gthe blasts came during light 
traffic hours after midnight. 
Some of the explosions were in 
empty coaches. There were 
eight explosions in seven trains. 
Bombs wre found unexploded 
In two other trains.

’The director-general of Itllsn 
national security forces ordered 
a nationwide hunt and ail trains 
were being searched.

Police sources said the inves­
tigation centered around Alto 
Adige (South 'Tyrol) terrorist 
elements.

Italy has had other waves of 
bombings In 1961, 1968 and 1967 
in the dlipute over the Alpine 
border re^on which lu ly  took 
over from Austria after World 
War I.

’That dispute seemed near set­
tlement this week. Premier 
Mariano Rumor told Parliament 
Friday hla government would 
press (or u quick solution. An 
Alto Adige deputy told the 
chamber the settlement plan 
seemed satisfactory.

Previous moves toward a 
peaceful settlement of the dis­
pute have brought flareups of 
violence from extremist group*.

(Continaed from Page One)
Uve reorgajilzatlon of the anU- 
povei^y agency for a new em- 
phetaia <hi experimental job pro- 
grama rather than operation of 
proven onea.'

Statea would save $736.8 mil- 
U<m a year In welfare costs un­
der his federalized program, the 
President said.

He described a ‘ 'welfare 
quagmire”  that is threatening 
to bankrupt state and local gov­
ernments under a case load that 
has doubled in the last 10 years.

It discriminates against cer­
tain areas of the country, 
against male-headed families 
and against the working poor, 
he said. Monthly payments 
range from $30 a month for a 
family of four in Mississippi to 
$263 a  month for a like family In 
New Jersey.

The President said his family 
assistance plan rests on three 
principles: “ equality of treat­
ment, a  work requirement and a 
work Incentive.”

“ Its benefits would go to the 
working poor, as well as the 
non-working,”  he said. "To fam­
ilies with dependent children 
headed by a father, as well as 
those headed by a mother; and 
a basic federal minimum would 
be provided, the same in every 
state.”

Every recipient, except moth­
ers with children under age 6, 
would have to register wiOi the 
employment service and accept 
either training or a job to quali­
fy for aid.

The day-care centers would 
both encourage mothers to work 
and provide them employment, 
the President said. In addition 
recipients would receive a $30 a 
month bonus for job training. 
They could also keep the first 
$60 a month of outside earnings 
with no reduction in aid, plus 60 
cents of every dollar beyond 
that.

President Nixon described 
these benefits for the working 
poor: "A family of five in which 
the father earns $2,000 a year— 
which Is the hard fact of life for 
many families—would get fami­
ly assistance payments of $1,260

for a total Income of $3,260. A 
family of seven earning $3,000 a 
year would have Its Income 
rat ed to  $4,360.”

He took issue with the words 
"guaranteed Income,”  prefer-, 
ring Instead his term “ family 
assistance.”

"A  gauranteed income would 
undermine the incentive to 
work,”  the chief executive said, 
"rh e family assistance plan In­
creases the incentive to work.

"A  gauranteed income e ^ b l -  
■shes a right without responsl- 
■jlllty; family assistance recog- 

Izes a need and establLshes a 
responsibility,”  he said.

The President said he faces 
the “ fact frankly and directly” 
’'3t his proposals will be con­

troversial.
"If we fall to make this in­

vestment in work incentives 
'ow, if we merely try to patch 
ip the system here and there, 

•ve will only be pouring good 
money alter bad in ever in­
creasing amounts,”  he said.

The President's proposal 
would require all states to pro­
vide the difference between the 
federal mlnimtim and their 
present ibeneftt level. Some 10 
tates now provide less than the 

$1,600 minimum for a family of 
our.

President Nixon described the 
"New Federalism” as turning 
the tide of power and responsi- 
'}illty that has flowed to Wash- 
ngton for 30 years and giving 

.'itates a greater measure of re­
sponsibility—not as a way o f 
avoiding problems, but as a bet­
ter way of solving problems.”

He used the shift In manpower 
programs to emphasize his 
nolnt.

"F or the first time, applying 
the principles of the Netw Feder­
alism, administration of a ma- 
‘or established federal program 
would be turned over to the 
states and local governments, 
recognizing that they are in a 
position to do the Job better,”  
the President said.

He plan.H to send three major 
messages to Congress next 
^veek explaining his reforms In 
greater detail.

franc devaluation, but added 
"the French contribution to the 
improvement of the payments 
balance equilibrium should not 
remain without reaction from 
other countries.”

The statement, released by 
his office Indicates Schiller bj- 
lleves other countries also may 
have to take action.

In London, one of the world's 
major financial centers, Sir 
George Bolton, chairman of the 
Bank of London and South Afri­
ca, probably summed up the 
general feeling:

"The French devaluation will 
cause another period of anxiety 
among the leading foreign cur­
rencies. If any leading currency 
is devalued for domestic rea- 
tons, one cannot help wonder 
wliat comes next.”

The majority of money deal­
ers felt the pound could with­
stand the shock, although they 
would have preferred to see a 
franc devaluation in conjunction 
with an upward evaluation of 
the mark.

They pointed out the pound is 
definitely stronger now than It 
wa.s during the mark crisis in 
May. But. the Back of England 
said in its last bulletin thq 
pound was still "convalescent” 
rather than strong.

Commentators and bankers in 
Spain, Austria, Switzerland and 
the Scandinavian countries all 
said their currencies would not 
be affected by the move.

One Norwegian financier, re­
calling the succe.ss of the 
French revaluation in 1958 un­
der Charles de Gaulle, said:

"If the new move is followed 
with a fim 'lar, strict internal fi­
nancial policy, to check wages 
and prices, the new tt’ vali«"tion 
could be a similar success.”  '

Analysts said the main effect 
of the devaluation would be In­
ternal to France. T)ie French 
government's effort to lower its 
prices relative to other coun­
tries by cheapening its currency 
would not seriously affect 
America’s competitive position 
abroad, they said.

"I can’t see any pressure on 
the dollar now,”  said Edwin A.

A 
cheaper fnonc may make 
French goods cheaper here and

American goods more expensive 
in France, he said, but the dol­
lar’s position is strong enough to 
withstand this pressure.

Relchers noted that the deval­
uation will make it harder for 
Britain to compete abroad.

“ The pound has traditionally 
been the first currency to be af­
fected by this kind of thing, and 
it could be adversely affected 
by the French move,”  said 
Richard Kaufman, a vice presi­
dent of Chase Mahattan Bank.

Evidence of the immediate 
pressure- on sterling came u  
the pound dropped to $2.3890 
from $2.3913 immediately after 
the French government’s an­
nouncement.

Winch, however, noted that 
the effects of the devaluation 
would be reduced by the Issu­
ance of Special Drawing Rights 
at the next meeting M the Inter­
national Monetary Fund this 
fall.

The SDRs, which are certifi­
cates used instead of gold in 
trading between governments, 
are expected to bring increased 
liquidity needed to support 
world trade.

“ When they are this close to 
salvasrlng the monetary system 
with SDRs, they are not going to 
let the whole thing go down the 
drain,”  Winch said.

U.S. Puts 
Sun Probe 
In Orbit

OSO 6 was the first spacecraft 
equipped with a new precision 
pointing system to aim its tele­
scopic eyes and radiation sen­
sors at any one of 16,334 points 
on the sun's surface or around 
its edge. This would allow scien­
tists to view solar flares and 
sunspots close up.

Previous OSO satellites were 
equipped to scan the entire sun 
but could not zero in on any par­
ticular area of the solar disk.

"It ’s like looking at a pro foot­
ball game through a zoom tele­
vision lens rather than a regular 
lens,”  explained Dr. Ruel C. 
Mercure Jr., president of Ball 
Brothers Research Corp. at 
Boulder, Colo., prime contractor 
for OSO spacecraft.

After checking satellite sys­
tems for three days, officials 
planned to turn on the first ex­
periment Monday and have all 
seven operating within 10 days.

Five OSO satellites have been 
orbited successfully since 1962 
and another Is to be launched in 
18 months to chart the sun over 
a quiet period through a time of 
peak activity which is just start­
ing.
