Attracts Mothers to Careers

LITTLE ROCK, Ark, (AP) —
Nurses with preschool children
bring them along when they go
to work at 8t. Vincent Infirmary
here. The kids go to a special
center designed to attract and
keep badly needed nursing help
at the hospital.

As a selling point to attract
mothers who have urgently
needed nurning skills, the St
Vincént center not only watches
over the child but tries to broad-
en his knowledge and percep-
tion.

“We are trying to enhance
their environment,” says the
hospital administrator, A. Allen
Weintraub. “We want our child
care center to be based on
learning, to do something for
the children, to make & concen-
trated effort toward teaching.'

The need for nurses is great
nationwide — partly  because
many qualified women are too
busy with motherhood to work

—~but Arkansas ranks last
among the states In the ratlo of
nurses to population.

(A number of hospitals—in-
cluding some in Arkansas—have
centera for children of nurses
But Weintraub sald in an inter
view he belleves many potential
nurses would want more than
just baby-sitting and meals.

To direct the program, St
Vincent hired Miss Dana Durst
of Fayetteville, Ark,, a 23.yéar-
old Sarah Lawrence College
graduate. Her staff, in operation
slightly more than o nfonth, pro-
vides elght or more hours of
care and a learning environ.
ment, plus three meals and two
snacks—to 63 children

It may have grown afraid to keep on
adding to the price of ita product the
expenge of annual re-tooling,

Detroit may finally have pald some
attentlon to the success in the market,
it both ends of the price scale, of foreign
products which hardly ever change their
appearance.

And Detroit may have come, through
discovery that not even planned obso-
lescence can promote enough additional
#ales to pay for its own cost, to a better
ndjusted view of what constitutes a
sound market year.

In any case, as we have sll been able
o notice In the last year or so, and as
we will be notlcing again this fall as
the new models come out, the difference
between yearly models has been dwind-
ling. The car that Is only one or two
yeurs old Is not being subjected to any

_Court Orh;re;d To Release
Illegally Arrested State Man

NEW HAVEN, Conn. (AP) —

The Appellate Division of the
Circuit Court has ordered a low-
er court to dischiarge a Milford
man convicted of breach of the
ptace after he was illegally ar-
rested.

According to the opinion of the
court, written by Judge Bernard
A. Kosicki and announced today,
Richard Seiden was arrested by
Milford policeman Howard Da-
zlel who heard Seiden utter “a
four-letter profane word."

The opnion sald Selden was ar-
rested after he uttered the word
while admitting to his apartment
an scquaintance who had knock-
ed on his door. Dazlel was
standing near Seiden's door, the
court sald, while Investigating
a commotion In an apartment
near Selden's.

Daziel entered Seiden’s apart-
ment, the court sauid, “without
knocking or making any indica-
tion by word or otherwise that he
wus a police officer and was
secking entry for the purpose of
making an arrest.'’

Selden scuffled, struggled and
using profane langunge and ob-
scenities. Upon trial, Selden was

resisted] the arrest, the court
sald, uwwing profane language
and obscenities, Upon trial, Sel-
den wns found innocent of two
counts of breach of the peace
and resisting arrest In connec-
tion with. the Incident at his
apartment,

The appellate court sald the
lower court had correctly clear-
ed Selden of the first two
charges because an “accused
person may resist an unlawful
arrest and is not bound to sub-
mit o an lllegal arrest.'” The
corut concluded that Selden's
arrest was lega)

Selden was found guilty in the
lower court, however, of breach
of the peace committed at the
police mstation, where he was
tuken after the arrest.

According to the court, while
al the police statlon, Selden
hurled *‘epithets, vile invecotives
profanities and obscenMies al
the officers.” In addition, the
court sald, he “threntened Of-
fleer Daziel with the loss of hia
Job and persiated In demuanding
the reason for his arrest.'

The appellate court ruled that
the conviction on this charge waas

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CRCEO Plans Task Force
To Study Drugs Problem

By SOL R. CONEN

The Capitol Region
Council of Elected Offi-
cials (CRCEO) last night
took a giant step toward
full involvement on a re-
gional basis in the drug
problem—its use, and the
measures needed to control
it.

The council, & wvoluntary or-
ganization of 28 of the 20 towns
in the Capitol Reglon, voted for
the formation of a Regional
Task Force, to recommend
steps for stemming the use of
drugs, for controlling Its traf.
fie, and for rehabilitating its
victims,

The Task Force, to be an-
nounced soon by the CRCEO's
chalrman, Manchester Mayor
Nathan Agostinelll, will be com-
prised of people involved in all
aspects of the problem, includ-
Ing education, law enforcement,
and rehabilitation.

The CRCEO sponsored o sym-
poseum on the drug problem
last night. It was at the To-
bacco Valley Inn, Windsor, and
was attended by approximate-
ly 100 persons from the Capitol
Area—law enforcement officinls,
health and mental health per-
sonnel, elected officlals, educa-
tors, attorneys, and a variety
of others, ull Involved or about
to be Involved In the problem.

Last night's meeting was In
response to a July 28 resolu-
tion by the Hartford City Coun-
eil, calllng on the CRCEO to
“‘eall an Immediate meeting, to
formulate plans for an offective
organization . . "

From Manchester

Attending from Manchester, In
addition to Agostinelll, who was
moderator of an 11-man panel,
were Pollce Chief James Rear-
don; W. J. Godfrey Gourley,
chairman of the Chamber of
Commerce Drug Advisory Coun-
cil; Robert Digan, coordinator
of youth services# In Manches-
ter; Richard Provost, essistant
coordinator; Town Manager
Robert Weiss, and State Rep,
Firancls Mahoney.

Reardon was & member of the
panel, nand his explanation of
the functions and activities of
Manchester's Drug Advisory
Council drew favorable com-
ment from many of the other
pinelists,

“"We have the same problems
as every other community in
the state, but we've stasted to
do something about 4" Renr-
don sald.

Acknowledging thut the drug
problem In o concern of the po-
loe, Reardon added, “But, it In
not a problem for the police
alone. It in & problem for every-
one, principally for ma and pa,
who don't know where tholr kids
are and don't know what they're
doing.

"We have falled to focus the
problem where It belongs—at
home,” Reardon aald. '‘And, we
have falled, many times in the
past, o concentrate our efforts
where the problem exists—in
the schools.'

Hmphasizing the nood for sar-
ly education, to deter new users
from getting on the hablt, Roar-
don sald, "The pollceman
doesn’'t belong In the schools,
lecturing kids on the drug habit

~it s a function of oduca-
tore,"’

Reardon pralsed the Man-
chester Youth Commisaion, au-
thorized by the Board of DI
rectors and soon to be nctivated.
Heo antd that  the comminsion
will be involved directly In the
Munchester drug problem.

It was the consensus of the
panellsts and of those of the
audience who spoke that edu.
cation, community involvement
and law enforcement are the
key factors in attacking the
problem - education, to inform
potentinl drug users of the dan-
gers; community Involvement,
to nlert everyons to the medi-
cal dangers pnd to potentlal,
criminal after.effects; and law
enforcement, to apprehend the
drug pushers and to moke cer-
tain that at least some of the
users become avallable for
treatment and rehabllitation.

Agostinelll, In explaining the
CRCEO's sponsorship of last
night's meeting, sald that It was
as “‘a supportive sction to the
many esfforts being made by the
many agencies Involved.”

“The CRCEO I8 willing to be-
come involved, because it recog-
nizes that greater coordination
s need¥d on a reglonal bnsis
among those agencies,’” he sald,

The guestion of establlshment
of 4 Reglonal (undercover) Nar-
cotlcs Squad, to be financed by
contributions from all CRCEQ
towns, was left unanawered, un-
tll the Task Force mukes Ita
recommendationy, Establish-
ment of the Narcotles Squad
was one of the principal points
of the Harlford City Council re.
solution which precipitated last
night's meeting.

The main advocate laat night
for the Narcotles Squad wan
panellst Terry 8. Capshaw, atate
administrator for the Drug Con-
trol Division of the Department

' of Adult Probation.

Insisting that “We must start
with enforeing the narcotles
lawn,'" Capshaw warned, ‘‘one
drug addict ean do aa much as
$100,000 damage to the econo-
my, In stolen goods and in de-
structlon o property.”

On the subjeot of treatment,
he wald, ““We can’t treat them
unt!l we cateh them and, the
best way to trent them s to
lock them up firet."

Capshaw said that, although
arrests of nddicts s plentiful,
“the courls are putling 82 per
cent of those wrrested back on
the wsireets, on probution, nmd
free to continue the habit.'

Dr. Francin O'Brien, nnother
punelint, agreed with Capshaw
that “law enforcement is abso-
lutely necessary.”

Dr. O'Brien, who (s the elini-
cal pharmacologist at’ 8t, Fran.
cls Hospital, Hartford, sald that

few addicts seek treatment and

‘ rehabllitation.

“The Individual takes the drug
because he likes it and because
hé thinks. it gives him pleas.
ure, and certainly he doesn't
seak help to stop what he con-
siders a pleasure-giving habit,'
he explained.

“The fear of reality -ls the
greatest reason for taking
drugs In the first place/' Dr.
O'Brien sald.

Fducation Streassd

Btressing also the need for
education, he sald, ‘The ultl-
mate in education {s a well-in-
formed public — not alone the
adults, but the kids as well, We
must keep abreast of contem-
porary changes in drugs. and
we must aiways understand ita
dangers. However, knowledge
In (tself is & useless thing, We
must devote ourselvea to decl-
slon-making and to attitude-
formation."

He concluded with the warn-
ing, "Our determination to be-
come involved may weall deter-
mine the future of our civiliza-
tion.”

Gerard Carey, special agent
in Hartford for the Federal Nar-
cotics Bureau, sald, “Flve
years ago we couldn't get peo-
ple out to a meeting like to-
night’s. Now, the problem Is
the Big Thing—it geta the head.
linen.

“It I8 n terrible and fearful
problem,'’ he sald. ‘It is out of
the ghetto—it Is everywhere—
In all neighborhoods—in  all
towns. And, IU's everyone's prob-
lem now.'

Capt. Wayne Bishop, of the
Connecticut State Pollce Nar-
coticy Unit, sald, ""We have not
litened enough to the young-
stern on this problem. The 10
men In our department nssigned
to tha drug problem try to get
to the nchools, to talk to the
studerts. T agree, the police are
not the ones to talk to them.

"But if we don't, who will?"

Hartford Police Chlef Thomuas
J. Vaughan, too, pressed for an
undercover Narcotles Squad
to catch the pushers and the of-
tenders.

"Drug - seeking youngwters
from suburbla are coming into
Hortford every day, and what
happens in Hartford effects the
surrounding towns, in one way
or another,” Vaughan said.

He nlso complained that *'82
per cent of those arrested are
put back ontn the stroets by
the counts,"’

South  Windsor Pollee Chief
John J. Kerrigun was enthus-

lastic for (intertown coopera-
tion. "It Is o etep In the right
direction,'”” he said.

Exchange Information

He told of meelings held

Milton Geyer, chief of the
Public Health Education Secs
tion, warned, “We must be
truthful to ‘our kids, and we
must  bulld our programs on
truthful Information,

“I wonder what our Lleen-
agers would say,"” he mused,
it they learned that we met
at the Tobacco Valley Inn,
where the cigaretle smoke
could be cut with a knife and
where the Yooze was lowing?"

Geyer was referring to the
dangers of smoking and of al-
coho! addict'on and to the fact
that a cocktall hour preceded
last right's meeting on the dan-
gers of drugs.

He stressed the Importiance of
edueation, to cut down on new
drug users, and he pralsed
Manchester's program as out-
standing, “in the area and In
the state.'

First of Kind

In concluding the meeting,
Agostinelll anld that he was
gratified at the turnout and at
the active participation, and
that he was satisfied that the
Task Force he will appoint will
come In with recommendations
acceptable to all,

“An far ns I have been able
to determine,” Agostinelll sald
"this reglonal meeting Is the
firnt of its kind In the country.
I have learned that federal
officiala In  Waahington ure
anxlous to learn our future
action. I am certaln It will be
copled In other regions in the
United States.

‘“There Im no question,"” he
concluded, "“that the illegal sale
and use of narcolics and
dangerous drugs affects every
town in the region. It ia o grow-
ing problem with which we as
parents and public officinls are
deeply concerned. We ahould be
Involved, and we will be Involv.

For Army in Vietnam

SAIGON (AP) — Cookle and
Smidgen are looking for Mary
Jane in Vietnam.

The two are a male-fomale
team of German shepherd dogs
broughl into the country by the
U.8. Afmy on “temporary duty
status' after 16 weeka of inten:
sive training on Okinawa. They
were drafted for o military ef-
fort to curb the shipment of
marijuana back to the States by
servicemen.

8o far the dogs have been
kept busy-—demonstrating thelr
ukills everywhere from the
main postal terminal at Sal-
gon's busy Tan Son Nhut air
base to 6th Infantry Division
troopers in the Mekong Delta
packing up to go home under
President Nixon's 25,000-troop
withdrawal order.

Cookle and Smidgen are the
only two dogs who passed the

course out of 30 candidates. For
16 weeks the dogs were trained
in baslc obedience, safety, re-
trieving, nnd scouting, taking on
thelr complex sniffing missiona
starting with a marijuana-filled
toy.

The purchase and use of mari-
juana, also called Mary Jane,
by Gls have long beén a prob-
lem In Vietnam, although the
extent has often been the sub-
ject of controversy. In recent
months the 1.8, mlilitary has
stepped up a campalgn agminst
it, Including the wide use of ra-
dio and television spots on the
loca! armed forces network. But
with the cannabls plant so read-
lly—and chenply-—avallable in
Vietnam, it s not surprising
that some GIs think of malling
some to their friends Dback
home.

Cookle and Smidgen sniff their
way past assorted pleces of bag.
gage or packages and Individu-
als and sniff out planted mari:
Juana  shipments or personal
“dtashes’ In a man's baggy

, fatigue pockets, For his find the

dog Is rewnrded with an affec-
tlonate pat on the head and giv-
en his stuffed toy to chew on
while he bones up for his next
sniffing mission. The toy Is to
remind the dog of the smell of
marijuana while he's not nnw-
Ing packages,

According to the rulea, the
tralner can show affection for
his dog only when he finds a
hidden package.

During one demonstration at
o military police battalion head-
quarters Smidgen falled to de-
tect one packel,

“The dogs are not 100 per cent
offectlve. They occaslonally
make mistakes the same as peo-
ple do," maid 8gt. Enoa Cooper,
the senior instructor in the pro-
gram.

Above all, the dogs need si-
lence for thelr work., During e
misslon at the Tan Son Nhut

postal terminal, Cookls found
herself distracted by crowds of
curious postal workers who see
In her a down-to-earth replace-
ment for the electronic fluoro-
scopes now used to detect lllegal
shipments of marijuana, weap-
ons, munitions, and govern-
ment-lystied goods,

After meveral weeks in Viet-
nam, the dogs' performance will
ba evaluated and recommenda-
tions made whether to expand
the program. If the dogs get the
go-ahead, ssveral more German
shepherds selected for their
“military aptitudes” now In
tralning at the Miitary Police
§chool at Ft. Gordon, Ga,, will

Burgundy was the home of
the famed gastronome, Brillat-
Savarin, He belleved that “each
time a dish of a distinguished
and well-reputed flavor is serv-
ed, the puests should be studied
aftentively, and all those whose
expressions do not reveal en-
chantment, should be marked
down as unworthy."

The famed red Burgundy
wines come from the east side
of the Cote d'Or department and
frjiclude the greatl Gevrey-Cham-
bertins, the Vosne-Romanees,
Nuits-Saint-Georges ull in the
Cote de Nuits classification.
This arean stretches from Difon
to Cargolin. In the Cote de
Beaune classification, Erown
from Ladolx - Serrigny to
Santenay, we find the Pom-
mards, Beaunes, Meursaults,
The two areas combined cover
about 31 miles. We must not
forget the fine white burgundies
such as the Meursauit and the
Puligny-Montrachets,

Eddle Gracyalny is the wine

his guests, he uses it in cook-
ing. He is an avid skier and
golfer and, until recently, pitch-
ed for the Teacher's in the Soft-
ball League.

4 lbs. prepared beef (stew or
chuck) (Remove all faf,
gristle and membrane,
Then measure and sprinkie
with salt and white pepper.)

clove garlic, crushed
or % teaspoon garlic pow-
der

% tenspoon thyme

1% cup (% I1b.) butter
8 bay leaves
1 10% oz. can beef boullllon
2 cups dry red wine
1'4 1ba. onlons, sliced
1% Ibs. mushrooms, sliced
1 small can {fomato paste and

an equivalent amount of
water,

In a 10-inch skillet, brown the
seasoned meat. Then remove to
Inrge deep pan. Add brandy,
gariic, thyme and bay leavea.
Pour In boulllion and wine, a
little at a time, Cover tightly
and simmer for one hour until
meat is tender.

Meanwhlile, prepare onions
and mushrooms. Saute in butter
in large skillet. Add this mix-
ture to the beef; then tomato
paste and water. Simmer an-
other 114 hours.

" Biafra Urged
To Stop Fight

LONDON (AP) — Former
Nigerian President Dr. Nnamdl
Azikiwe today withdrew his sup-
port of Biafra's secession and
urged the breakaway West Afri-
can state to abandon its fight
against the federal Nigerian
government in Lagos.

Calling Biafran claims that
Nigeria seeks to exterminate
the Ibo tribe “a cock and bull
fairy tale,” Azikiwe sald the
fighting could stop “'If those who
rule Biafra would forget about
their puny selves.'

Aslkwe spoke nt a news
conference at the Nigerian High
Commission office here. A simi-
lar statement was lssued in his
name In Lagos, urging his fel-
low Ibos In Biafra and else-
where to end the civil war,

The former president said he
had withdrawn support for Biaf-
ra because "I want to help heal
old wounds."' He said he did not
regard himself as a partisan but
as ''an envoy of peace,’' and
added he plans to return to
Nigeria from a year's exile In
London to help bring about
peace negotiations,

‘I believe in one Nigeria pro-
vided the safety and equality of
all citizens s assured,” sald
Azikiwe,
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“We are not going to permit
unfon hizots to decide who is
qualified to work.,” he said,
"uniy an employer is qualified
to decide who Is competent.”

The demonstration by the ocon-
struction workers lasted for
about three hours, After march-
ing through Pittsburgh's streets,
they gathered at the City-Coun-
ty Building,

The move was halled as a vic.
tory by leaders of the Black
Qosstruction  Coalition, which
called the demonatrutions to
fcree an Increase in the two per
cent Negro memtbership share
umong the coity's 30,000 trade
unionizts. Byrd Brown a coall-
tion leader, said of the protest:
‘It hay been a qualified success.
We began the demonstrations to
bring construction to a halt and

council to negotiate,

“"But we still have no black
people working on these jobs,
and until we do it won't be a
cemplete success.'

During the three dayvs of dem-
onstrations In downtown streets,
more than 225 persons were ar-
rested and 35 demorstralors
and 12 policemen were injured.

Brown, chairman of the Pitts-
burgh chapter of the National
Assoclation for the Advance-
ment of Co'ored People, ap-
penred on television with Mayor
Joseph Barr to make the an-

Juncement.

Brown had been released 15
minutes earlier from jail, where
he was taken after being arrest-
ed during Wednesduy's demon-
strations,

Barr  sald the decislon,
reached during un emergency
meeting of owners in his office,
was made 1o prevent further
disruption and violence, and to
open negoliations between the
builders and unions and the
Black Construction Coalition.

"It is imperative that negotia-
tons contimue and that an
agreement satisfactory to all
parties be reached so that order
can be restored to this commu-
nity,”Barr sald.

The muyor, whose office had
released figures showing
Negroes made up two per cent
of trade union members, called
the Black Coalition cause
“right."

Federal Judge
Denies Back Pay
Award to Powell

WASHINGTON (AP) — A fed-
eral judge has declined to lssue

& Jjudgment ' awarding Rep.
Adam Clayton Powell pay lost
when the Harlem Democrat was
denied his seat in Congress.

US. District Court Judge
George L. Ham Jr., sald
Wednesday that before Powell
can get his $85,000 in back pay
he will have to refute in court
charges by the House that he

misappropriated congressional
funds

To do thisx Powell's lawyers
would have to file an amended
complaint—which would open
the way to a trial on the coun-
terclalm by the House.

Otherwise, Hart indicated he
would fssue a judgment soon,
possibly Friday, simply stating
that Poweall met the qualfica-
tions of memberahip In the 90th
Congress and therefore was en-
titled to be seated.

After hearing arguments from
lawyers for Powell and the
House, Hart {nvited them to flle
additional views by Friday.

Powell's lawyers argued that
a U8, Supreme COourt ruling
that Powell had been unconstl-
tutionally denied his seat In
Congresa In 1967 meant that he
was automatically entitled to
lost salary amd seniority privi-
leges. .

“If the Supreme Court
thought he was entitled to his
salary, why didn't they say so?"
Hart asked. On the contrary, he
said, the high court "skirted the
salary issue as carefully as a
ballerina.

“If 1 issue & declaratory judg-
memt now, it will say nothing
about salary,” Hart said.

Powell also wants the court to
lift a $25,000 fine the House as-
scased this year when It allowed
him to resume his seat. He also
wants restored the privileges of
24 years sendority. Hart declined
to rule on either of these.
