BRUSSELS (AP) —Danfel P.

Moynihan top White House ad-
viser on urban affafrs, begins a
week-long stay in Brussels Sun-
day to propose an additional job
for the 18-member North Atlan-
tic Treaty Organization.

The job: how to work together
internationally against urban
crime, . slums, transportation
shortages, pollution and any
other force that threatens the
life of cities.

U.S. officials point out that lo-
calized urban problems threaten
the Western world as much as
Communism.

Many Europeans are sceptical
of the new proposed role. They
see NATO exclusively as a mili-
tary alliance, with encugh work
in just promoting defense.

'Folksinger Josh White Dies:
First Popular Black Artist

NEW YORK (AP) Folkainger
Josh White, whose sophisticated
renditions of rural blues found
favor in urban cabarets, died
Friday while undergoing heart
surgery. He was 61,

White was one of the first
folksingers to appear in night-
clubs, His repertory ranged
from blues to ballads, work
songs 1o spirituals—all delly-
ered in a amooth baritone volce.

In cabarets or In concert, he
invariably performed seated on
a stool with his fool proped up
on one of the rungs and his
sirts open at the chest. He of-
ten smoked between numbers,
placing the lighted cigaret be-
hind an ear while he played.

H's best-known songs included
"One Meatball,” “The Ballad of
John Henry,” ‘“Jim Crow
Train,'* “Strange Fruit” and
“Hard Time Blues."

Folksinger Harry Belafonte,
sppearing in Las Vegas, sald
when  informed of White's
death: -

“I can't tell you how gad 1
am. I spent many, many hours
with him in the years of my ear-
ly development, He had a pro-
found Influence on my style. At
the time I came along he was
the only popular black folkein.
ger and through his artistry ex-
posed America to a wealth of
material about the life and the
conditions of black people that
had not been sung by any other
artist.** '

White was born in Gresnville,
8.C., the son of a4 Baptist minis-
ter., Hisw mother named him
Joshua in the hope that he too
would become ‘& preacher.
""Frald I've disappointed her.
White once eald. “Preachers
have to know an awful lot. 1
never got beyond the sixth
grade."’

He was 7 years old when he
helped a blind Negro singer
home and the singer subee-
quently asked Josh's mother if
the boy could take him to Flori-
da for the winter,

“My mother belteved that to
lead the blind would be doing

God's work,"” White explained.
“But to a kid—well, It promised
fun, adventure and no regular
school, day In and day out. And
I'd always been crasy about
muslic!"

The early travels were not all
that much fun, he recalled.
""Roaming the roads, never cer-
tain where I'd sleep, and almost
always hungry. I heard plenty
of bad talk, teo, and at first I
was oo young to understand it
But the music—the songs and
the gultar, somehow they made
up for everything.”

Because his mother objected
to biues singing, White used the
pseudonymn  Pinewood Tom
when he first sang the blues,
Later, he traveled tha ocountry
as the Christian.

With his Chaln Gang Album at
the start of World War IT he be-
came nationally famots.

“For years I'd been haunted
by certain songs that Georgia
chain-gang prisoners fang In
low, frightened volces when
their guards walked down the
road a ways, out of hearing,"
White once explained. “I want-
ed to try to set them down."

His fame brought him engage-
ments at such New York clubs
as Cafe Boclety and the Blue
Angel and he reached the height
of his popularity in the 1940,

In North Hollywood, Calif.,
Jazz expert Leonard Feather
sald of White: “He was orie of
the first folkaingers to really
bring that primitive idiom to the
attention of the white public . . .
night clubs.” '

n later years White toured
the college concert clrcuit, often
performing with his son, Josh
White Jr., and daughter, Mrw,
Beverly Saunders,

White, who lived in New York
City, had been inactive for the
past three years with o heart
aliment. He died at North Shore
Hospital in the Long Island
community of Manhasset,

In addition to Josh Jr. and
Beverly, he {8 survived by his
widow, Carol, and three other
daughtern; Bunny, Carolyn and
Judy.

Funeral arrangements were
incomplete.

" for rival media—the newspapers always
do all right with candidates who Jnow
how to run ahead of their tickets—but
with concern for the pocketbooks of
the parties and the politictans, and with
concern over the strateglés thay may
have to adopt, if the trend keeps on, to
finance such expenditures.

with additional heavy material
which affected the orbiter
flights. These ‘‘positive gravity
anomalies’ were actually fed
into computers during the
Apolla 11 flight to Insure the
astronauts touching down at the
deaignated target point.

Sclence s a vast body of
knowledge laborfously and
painstakingly assembled., How-
ever, in the process of collec-
tion there often enters the per-
sonal equation, or bias of the
sclentist, which can misinter.
pret results, The space pro-
gram has provided sclence [
magnificent opportunity to cor-
rect this body of knowledge.
With time, more and more of
our erroneous information will
be eliminated so that future ad-
vances may bo bullt on the firm
foundation of fact.

Heraldic history has been made in the town of
St. George, Bermuda. St. George is the oldest British
town in the western hemisphere and has been capi-
tal of Bermuda for over three and a half centuries,
but it had never had a coat of arms.

Now for the first time a herald of England’s Col-
lege of Arms left the United Kingdom to deliver
Letters Patent—the exquisite, hand-scrolled docu-
ment drawn up by the College of Arms—granting
armorial bearings to-the mayor and corporation of

St. George.

In full regalia, as never before outside the British
Isles, Dr. Conrad Swan, Her Majesty’s York Herald
of Arms-in-Ordinary, came to Bermuda to take part
in the ceremony specially organized for the occa-
sion. While in Bermuda, the York Herald also pre-
sented armorial bearings to the Bank of Bermuda,
on the occasion of the dedication of its new building
in Hamilton—the highest building in Bermuda.

St. George puton a jolly good show for this mem-
orable day in its history. In return for the herald's
unique visit, it accorded him a unique gesture of
appreciation: he was made an honorary freeman of
the town. This was the highest honor which could
have been given to him and there is no known rec-
ord of it ever having been given before. '

The town turned out in full strength and high
spirits for the colorful ceremonies, from the gov-
ernor in his plumed finery down to the smallest
schoolchild free of classes for the day. Uniforms,
pomp, bands and parades all contributed to the
