WABHINGTON (AP) —Presi-
dent Nixon wil fly to New York
next Thursday to address the
United Nations General Assem-
bly—and perhaps confer infor-
mally with Soviet Forelgn Min.

BAIGON (AP) — American
and enemy forces stepped up
operations today following the
end of a truce that had quieted
the Vietnam battlefield for three
days.

U.8. spokesmen salid Ameri-
can military activity was in-
creased to meet an “‘enemy ini-
tiative'' that included 37 rocket
and mortar attacks and two
ground assaultzs shortly after
the 1 a.m. end of the Viet Cong
cease-fire for the funeral of
North Vietnamese President Ho
Chi Minh.

Most of the attacks were In
the area from Baigon north to
the Cambodian border,

The rocket and mortar at-
tacks wounded 31 Americans,
U.8. headquarters sald. Four
other Americans and 87 enemy
troops were reported killed and
18  Americans - wounded |In
grourld fighting in the first 12
hours after the cease-fire.

point,” sald a spokesman for
the U.8, Command. “It's a clear

In the Long Run

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Post Office Department, report.
ing a first-class letter takes
about a day and a half for delv-
ery, Is Inaugurating a program
to advise patrons how to get the
mont of thelr stamp dollar.

Among other things, the de-
partment says, alr mall s fast-
er only when mali} travels more
than 150 miles but has a decided
advantage over firet-class for
the longer runs.

Postmaster General Winton
M. Blount released the depart-
ment's first otatistical report on
the quality of its first-class and
alr mall service Wednemsday, He
sald testing will be ocontinued
and expanded.

"‘Because of the importance of
this project,’” Blount matd, *I
have ordered that steps be tak-
en Immediately to expand the
system to other classes of
mail.”’

Results of the speed dellvery
reports, he said, also will be
used by the postal systeny to de-
tect [ts weak polnts and to find
ways to Improve the overall
service,

The first report was based on
samples during two three-month
periods—the first quarter of
1908 and the final quarter cover-
Ing the Christmas rush season.

Perhaps  wsurprisingly, the
study showed firat class mail re-
quired an average of only 1.6
daye for dellvery during the
heavy volume holidny scason,
compared to 1.6 from January
through March.

And as urbam dwellers may

have long suspected, service be-
tween major cltles was ‘‘ocon-
sistently poorer’' than the aver-
age transit time between other
lesw populous points,

The tests provided some vin-
dication for Blount's decislon to
relain air mall as a separate
mail classification after his pre-
deceasor, W. Marvin Watson,
proposed combining It with first
clasgs,

On the average, the report
sald, alr mail traveled 1,284
miles and required 2.1 days for
dellvery compared to 247 miles
for first cinss with the shorter
1.5-day transit time.,

Overnight service was provid-
ed on 65 per cent of first closs
maiil and 26 per cent of air mall,
the sampling showed, and only
600,000 pleces—or less than half
& percentage point—took six or
more days for delivery.

Del yed mail, however,
climbed to about 1 million
pieces during the October-De-
cember period.

The testa nlso disclosed wide
variances in tranait time be-
tween some major cltles and
others,

For example, an average of
two days was required for deliv-
ery of first class mall on the
220-mile run between Washing-
tan, D.C,, and New York Clty.

But for the 2,000-mile distance
between Washington and Los
Angeles, only 1.7 days of transit
time waa needed for first clasa
dellverien.

Blount sald another report is
in preparation on tems during
the first three months of 1069,
and these results will be an-
nounced.

Africans pay less than one per
cent of the total Income tax
revenue,

The proposals—overwhelm-
ingly nccepted by the malnly
white electorate In n referen.
dum ‘In June—have met with
conaiderable opposition from ur.
ban Africans whose Influence at
the polls will now be even leas
than under the preasent constitu-
tion.

Under the présent cross-vot-
ing syatem volers on both rolls
were able to Influence the elec-
tion of candidates on the other
roll, In addition members eloct-
ed by the ultraconservative trib-
al chlefs and headmen, who

generally support the govern:'

ment, will always be kept ut the
same levels un elected Africans.

The constitution, expected to
be Introduced with a general
election In April or May, will
nlso establish n Benate, It will
consist of 10 whites elected by
white members of parilament
sitting as an electoral collego,
10 African tribal chiefs elected
by the Council of Chiefs sitting

three other senatora appointed
by the president.

The Senate’s functions will in.

Administration’s Tax Plan

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
framework of the tax reform
blll constructed by s House nu-

thora to encourage high-income
persons to stop looking for tax
gimmicka faces some strong
challenges In the Senate.

Key provisions In the House
modify present
long-standing arrangemems on
capital goalne and would lower
sharply the top tax rate on
earned 4ncome,

Many other sections of the bill
seek o shut off or curtall the
use of devices which tax law-
yers have found over the years
to reduce the tax burden on the
wealthy,

Bul, aside from these w»o-
called loophole closers, framers
of the bill In the House Wayas
and Meuns Committee also re-
led heavily on Inducement to
try to make it less profitable to
search for such devices.

They did this by trying to
closs the gap between capital
goins tax rates and those on
ecarned Income.

Many gimmicks now used ac-
complish thelr purpose by shift-
Ing Income from the narmal tax
brackets into the capital gains
nroea,

At presest the top capital
gulng rate {s 25 per cemt, but the
maximum regular levy is 70 per

cent. Five years ngo it was 90 |

per cent,

The House bill ralsed the cell-
Ing on capital guina to 321 per
cent,

In addition, It made It harder
to get capltal gains Lreatment
by incrensing from six months
o o yeur the period a propenty
must be held before it qunlifies.

AL tho same time, #t rediwed

from 70 per cent to 00 per cent
the top tax on earned Income.

The theory behind this was
that, with & much smaller
spread between the two types of
taxation, persons with high le
comes would have far less In-
centlve to search for tnx shel-
ters.

However, both aspects of this
ptan are under attack In the
Senate,

The Nixon administration, in
Its presentation on the House
bill to the Senate Finance Com-
mittee lant week, asked that the
capital gains levy be retained
almost In Ha present reform.

It asked for retention of the
six month holding period and
the 26 per cent maximum ex-
cept In the case of a small-num-
ber of wealthy individuals with
very large capital gains where
2% per cent would be nppHed.

Secretary of the Treasury Da-
vid M. Kennedy explained this
recommendation by saying the
blll was overwelghted In favor
of rellef for Individuals and

Road Workers Get Union
As Four Votes Dropped

The State Board of Labor Re-
lations has ruled in favor of a
public workers' union and not
allowed four votes by Town
Hall employes to be Included in
a vote count of an election held
May 16 to determine if the

union would represent the Town
Highway Dept.

The election, which the union
has now won 8 to 7, was open
to certain town employes and
not others, and it Is this con.
troversy betwsen the ‘Town
Manager and the union which
led the SBLR to rule some voles
casat invalid.

According to the findings of
the June 11th hearing, the
ghﬂ ut:d asked and recelved

m Town Manager Terry
V. Sprenkel on Dec. 12 a 1ist of
employes of the Highway Dept,
who were eligible 1o vote in the
Local 1803, Councll 4, American
Federation of State, County and
Municipal Employes, AFL-OIO
election,

On Feb. 14 the SBLR ruled
that “‘the unit found appro-
priate was comprised of all non-
clerical employes of the classi-
fied service, except part-time
employes who worked less than
20 hours per week and exclud-
Ing supervisors and employes
of the Board of Education and
Library Board.” These wers
eligible to vote in the election.

On May 13th, according to the
8BLR, lists of the names of
those employes who would
qualify in the election wers giv-
en to all parties Involved. The
following day, the town man-
ager sent a corrected Ust of
employes to the agent of the
B8BLR and on the morning of
the election gave the same lst
to a unlon lzreoenlnth'e.

The union &lalm, now upheld
by the BBLR, waa that the tim-
ing of the town manager's re.
vised Nist did not allow the un-
fon to contest its validity at the
original hearing in February
“‘where & was the clear Inten-
tion of all parties that the unit
would be comprised of blue col-
lar workers and not include
Town Hall employees, such as
the four individuals 4n question,
namely: Maynard Brigge, Les-
ter Braddock, Malvin Stead and
Patsy DiClancia,'’ '

Both parties agredd that
Frank Dzen, a foreman was not
eligible to vote thus eltminat-
Ing a fikh contested ballot,

The town is expected to con-
test the SBLR ruling.

Sewer Services

At 2 Tuesdasy night meeting
between Manchester and South
Windsor officials It was agreed
to ask the respective towna to
share the $2,600 cost of a con-
sulting engineer who could co-
ordinate a plan to exchange
sewer services with Manchester
in certain areas of town where
Manchester's sewage could be
more easily treated by South
Windsor and South Windsor's
more eastly treated by Man-
chester.

The [ndustry recently stepped
up efforts to head off federal ac-
tion by tetting ity own house in
order, But FIC Chairman Paul
Rand Dixon says complaints
from irate buyers continues and
the investigation Is being given
top priority.

“‘The commission has now d&i-
rected ita staff to review the
files and to promptly investigate
all indications of law wviolation
with a view to recommending
lssuance of formal complaints
where justified," sald Dixon in
& lettor to Rep, Fred B. Rooney.

Ropney has been urging on
FIC investigators with, flles
showing, nccording to Rooney,
'that the magazine subscription
males Industry is thriving today
on misrepresentation and
fraud."

Among the Instances Rooney
clted:

—A family which bought five.
year subscriptions to five maga-
zines for $180. The regular rate
for the flve purchased normally
would have been $120.

—An 80-year-old man who was
pressured into buying a 10-year
subszcription package.

—Purchasers who contract for
five magazines for five years,
but wind up getting seven maog-
azines for a shorter period of
time because publishers are
trying to up thelr circulation on
the added publcations.

—Customers who are told
they are getting the magnzines
"free’’ then wind up paying hun-
dreds of dollars over several
years for “handling and malil-

ing."

—The renewal of contracts
without permission from gsub-
soribers.

The incentive for the
schemes, according to Rooney,
ia the inflation of certified circu-
lation figures, the basis for
magazine advertising rates.

But the FTC {s more con-
cermed about the sales pitches
used on subscribers.

The industry set up a year
ago, with governmental bless-
ing, the PDS—Pald During
Service—code to oversee the
practices of installment sales,

A crucial section in the code
permits a customer to cancel
any contract or purchase within
72 hours.

"It hasn't been working out
oo well," zald an FIC staffer.
“The people whose doorbells
are belng rung are not awnare
that they can cancel within 72
hours.*'

The code also permits the 50-
member Central Reglstry of
Magazine Subscription Bollcl-
tors to fine violators,

The registry has told Rooney
It levied fines averaging about
$5,000 apiece each and
$50,000 last year. Rooney calls it
“a drop In the bucket,"

Only 12 of the registry's 50
members are subject to the
code, There s no code for the
sellers who collect cash at the
door.

Rooney says the bulk of the
complaints he has recelved in-
volve Hearst Corp. and Cowles
Communications, whose publi-
cations include *'Look."

Rooney's letters and com-
plaints to Board Chafrman
Gardner Cowles prompted this
reply:

"Our executlve committee
agrees with your conclusion that
policing of the field operations
by regiomal directors who report
directly to the agency heads and
whose emphasis is primarily on
production has not proved as ef-
fective as we hadg anticipated.’

plane got on & collision course
within radar range of the city's
airport,
*'The blg plane showed on the
radar screen but not the amall
ptane,” said Jack H. Freta of
the Indianapolis Adr Route Con-
trol Center,

‘“This is not uncommon when
a plane does not have a trans-
ponder or beacon, a device
which reflects the radar
beams,”’

The light plane, a Piper Cher-
okee, did not carry this equip-
ment.

In Washington, Max Karant,
vice president of ‘the Alrcraft
Owners and Pllots Assoclation,
said one question it wanted an-
swered was: 'Why did the ra-
dar see the DC? and not the
Cherokee? Was the redar look-
ing only at, or mainly at, trans-
ponder-equipped alrcraft? Waa
it ignoring all other aircraft on
the primary radar?"

Duane Jennings, Indianapolls
airpont chief, sald all aircraft
within a 25-mile radius of the
Weir Cook field normally are
kept under radar survelllance,
The collision occurred 23 miles
from the terminal.

Jermings said both craft were
on visual flight rubes, there
were scatlered or broken clouds
at 3,000 feet and visibility was
15 mdles.

Ground witnesses sald both
planes were below the clouds
nnd clearly visible.

Jennings sald that under vis-
ual flight rules, avolding air col.
lision in the responsibliity of the
pilots.

The Natlonal Transportation
Safety Board, part of the inves-
tigative team, sald U recoversd
two recording devices which
were aboard the jetliner,

Edward E. Slattery Jr., the
board's director of public_af-
fairs, said he heard a volce tape
and there was ‘“‘nothing Indica-
tive of any knowledge of the
crew of other air traffic.”

Slattery sald It has not been
determined whether the private
plane hit the alrliner or vice-
versa but that “through coordl-
nation of eyewitness reports and
an analysis of painl samears #
should be possible to determine
who hit who."

Witnesses sald the private
plane appeared to knife into the
Jetliner's tall section, tearing It
from the fuselage,

The private plane was flown
by a student pllot, Robert W.

$500 = week, In order to get
booking assignments from soms
NCO club managers.

The Army sald it could not re-
tease Noel's correspondence be-
cause rights of accused persons
might be prejudiced. But he was
reported to have named several
Army sergeants who demanded
the kickbacks in Vietnam,

The Washington Star satd
Noel quoted _one noncommis-
sloned officer as commenting:
“Now, you're going to face
some miserable club custodians
who are going to ask you for
kickbacks on shows. I know thls
ds going on, and there's not &
damn thing T can do about it."

Another Noel passage quoted
by the newspaper had a ser-
geant saying: ‘“‘Sure, vou can
work the (deleted) division
again.

FARMINGTON, W.Va. (AP)

“They say it's golng to take
months to get them out,” =maid
Juanita Mayle, mother of 16.
“But I sure hope they're wrong.
I hope ft's much sooner."”

About 200 widows and other
relatives attended ameeting in
Farmington Town Hall Wednes-
day night called by mining ex-
perts to explain the reopening of
No, 9, scheduled to start Friday.

James Westfield of the U.8.
Bureau of Mines and John Ash-
craft, state mines director, de-
tailed the re-entry plan. WA,
Boyle, United Mine Workers
preagident, and John Corcoran,
president of Consolidation Coal
Co. which owns the mine, ex-
plained the positions of their or-
ganizations.

Ashcraft and Westfisld used a
huge wall map of the mine to
show where the seals of con-
crete and steel are located and
which ones will be broken Fri-
day to re-start the mine's venti-
lation system,

Westfield sal@ men will set
foot briefly {n the mine the first
of next week to open the steel

doors at the entrance. He sald
the first search teams will enter
the shaft within 10 dayws.

“We're saying It will take
months before we can begin to
search for the miners,’ West-
field said, “‘but I'm hoping we
can measure that o woeks.”

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
nation’s consumers will pay in
excess of a billlon dollars more
each year in gas, electricity and
telephone bills if state commis-

slons approve all rate Increases.

This figure—based on a com-
piiation by Senate researchers
—Trepresents a record volume of
rate hike applications by pri-
vately owned utilities,

The Senate's Government Op-
erationas Committee sald a total

‘of $061,160,608 in gas, electric

and telephone rate increases
were pending before the 50 state
utility regulating commissions
as of June 1.

Not included in this total, it
said, are a number of substan-
tial rate increase applications,
meluding one for a $117.5 mil-
lion rate Increase by Consolidat-
ed Edison of New York and a
$45 million proposed boost by
Commonwenlth Edison of Chica-
go.

The rate application figures,
Senate atatfers pointed out, also
do not Include some $218 million
in rate-increase requests now
before the FOC and the Federal
Power Commlission,

The state figures—on a utill-
ty-by-utility basis—break down
this way: Proposed electric rate
increases, $517.4 milllon; gas,
telephone, $448
million.

The Senate committee has
held 21 days of hearings this
summer on & bill, sponsored
principally by Ben. Lee Metealf,
D-Mont., to provide more public
Information on utility operations
and to create a federally fi.

nanced staff of experts to repre-
fent consumer nterests In rate
cases.

The committee sald as of
June 1, only eight states and
Puerto Rico had no requests for
ulllity rate increases.

These were some of the larg-
eat rate applications as of June
1: New York, $108.3 million;
Michigan, $188 million; Califor-
nia, $1585.7 milllon; and Mis
souri, $73.5 million.

U8, headquarters  sald 137
Americans were killed In action
and 1,440 were wounded, com-
pared with 185 killed and 1,087
wounded the previous week.

South Vistnamese headquar-
tars reported 502 government
troops killed—&he highest loss
since the week of June 8-14—and
1,210 wounded. In the previous
woek these totals were 354 killed
and 966 wounded.

The two commands:reported

of 2,477 5 week earller,

The bulk of the casualties oc-
curred Friday and Saturday as
enemy attacks were stepped. up
throughout South Vietnam to
commemorste the death of
North Vietnamese Presidemt Ho

The markedly higher South
Vietnamese casualties reflected
the American drive to ‘'Vietna-
mize' the war and turn more of
the fighting over to the Saigon
govermnmemnt 0 more Americans
can be brought home,

The casually report raised to
38,450 the number of Americans
reported killed in action in the
Vietnam war since Jan. 1, 1861,
The total number of wounded
rose to_ 240,602, and another
1,330 are listed as missing or
captured.

The number of enemy report-
ed killed since Jan, 1, 1061, was
put by the U.S, Command today
at 549,079,

Since the preliminary peace
talks began in Paris on May 13,
1088, a total of 15499 Amencans
have been reported killed in qe-
tion, 8,393 of them since South
Vietnam agreed to join the talks
last Dec. 7.

Denton A. Cooley, who has per-
formed more heart transplants

than any other surgeon, says &
disagreement over research
with artificial hearts led to his
resignation from the Baylor Cal-
lege of Medicine,

In a statement issued Wednes-
day, Cooley sald his appoint.
ment as unpaid clinical profes-
sor of surgery at Baylor was
contingent on his acceptance of
control of his research activities
by the Baylor research commit-
tee,

"'Subsequent refusal of the
committee Lo accept my propos-
al for continuation of research
at the Texans Heart Institute in
the field of cardiac replacement
then followed,” Cooley sald.

The resignation doea not al-
fect his relations with 8t. Luke's
Episcopal Hospital, where his
team has performed 20 heart
transplants. Two patients sur-
vive,

Dr. Michrel E. DeBakey,
president of Baylor Medical Col-
lege, heads a team which haa
performed 11 heart transplants
at nearby Methodist Hospita)l.

Cooley sald he resigned from
Baylor ‘‘so that T could continue
with clinlcal research, which Is
vital to the future conquest of
cardiovascular disease.'

Cooley and his team Implant-
ed o man-made heart in Haskell
Karp, 47, last April 4, Karp died
April 8, after the mechanical de-
vice was replaced with n donor
heart,

Following the Iimplantation,
DeBakey sald the artificial
heart Cooley used had been de-
veloped by a federally funded
heart program. This program
was subject to federal research
guidelines,

Cooley clalmed the heart was
developed with private funds,

to probe the development of the
artificial heart and Its implanta-
tion approved Cooley's plans for
future use of the man-made
heart and sald he was not sub-
ject to charges of federal guide.
line violations.

Meanwhile, DeBakey told m
Lon Angeles news conference
Wednesdny that the future of
heart transplants is limited and
federal cutbacks in research
funds threaten development of
megchanical hearts,

DeBakey sald, “‘Transplants
will never be a major treatment
of heart disease."”

He sald research needed in al-
ternative’ development of im-
plantable mechanical hearts
wag suffering from a 20 per cent
across the board reduction in
the nation's $2 bllllon a year
medical research program.

DeBakey declined to estimate
when mechanfcal hearts might
be perfected. It depends en-
tirely on the Intensity and the
scope of the research effort,’ he
said.

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‘China Getting
New Looks

ROME (AP )— Foreign Min-
ister Aldo Moro announced to-
day contacts between Italy and
Communiast China are taking

place with the aim of establish-
ing diplomatic relations.

Moro, a former premler who
has served for the past month
a8 foreign minister to Premler
Mariano Rumor, said the con-
tacts were taking place “‘at an
appropriate place.”

It was assumed to be a capital
where both countries had diplo-
matic misaions.

The ammouncement of Italy’'s
readiness to recognize Commu-
nist China was made last Janu-
ary by the former Soclalist for-
eign minister, Pletro Nennl.

It was later reported that Chi-
na had not reacted with "a Jot
of flexibility' to the Itallan ad-
vance,

But Moro's hour-long speech
today before the Forelgn Affairs
Commission of the Chamber of
Deputies confirmed that the
tallis were atill proceeding. It
was also the tirst announcement
that they had ever begun.

Moro's address, which fol-
lowed an Rallan Communist
party atiack on Hallan foreign

policy, devoted only few words
to relations with China.

He reaffirmed Italy’s alle-
giance to the North Atantic

that Italy withdraw.

Moro pledged that Italy would
remain falthful to the basic
NATO tenets, including what he
called ‘“The necessary presence
of an adeguate number of
American troops on European
soll."

He called the American troops
and bases—against which the
Communists have been demon-
strating for the past year—'‘n
concrete sign of the American
commitment for the defense of
Western Europe.*

Meanwhile the new look in
Russian-Chinese relationas led
some Western diplomats on
Moscow to say today that S¢.
viet Premier Alexei N. Kosygin
may have gone to Peking to
warn Communist China against
more attacks across the Soviet-
Chinese border,

The diplomats speculated that
Kosygin would not have flown
50 far out of his way unlesa he
