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Clergy Report Uncovers Fears
Pro and Con on Busing Project

Proponents of Project Con-
cern fear their children may
otherwise be educated In an
‘‘unreal” racially isolatad en-
vironment while opponents fear
foederal intervention in individ.
ual livea.

These facts were brought to
light when the Rockville Area
Clergy Councll ¢onducted a sur-
vey to gather facts about the
project which buses city chil.
dren to suburban schools.

Concern that the project
might become an issue in Ver-
non in the near future led the
members of the clergy to form
8 committee and to file o re-
port which is a compilation of
facts gathered by interviewing
individuals or groups for and
against the buming project. The
fivemember study committee
started its work last January,

The members of the clergy
came to no conclusion in the
81-page report as to which di-
rection the town should go, but
Inntend decided that evaluation
of the facts gathered and a con-
sequent declalon be left to each
individual clergyman.

A quenstion and answer for-
mat was prepared and groups
or persons who were Interested
In the Issue of Project Concern
were Interviewed.

An organized group of local
people, having no fornial name,
but all In favor of Instituting
Project Concern locally, waa
among those Interviewed.

Beveral reasons were cited for
this group's Interest in the pro-
Ject, “We realize there exists
in urban education o lack of
justice and brotherhood,"” a
spokesman told the councll,

The group further noted, ‘‘we
feel our children will be enter-
ing Into an Integrated world,
but that they are currently be.
ing educated in a raclally iso-
lated environment.”

As lta goal toward helping
the project, the group mald It
will take every opportunity to
inform the people of Vernon of
the factw,

Opposed to Project Concern
and also Interviewed by the
clergy were representatives of
the Concemned Citizens of Ver-
non (OCV).

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A Frightening Vote

If there hay ever been an event to
cast doubt on the reliability and good
sense of the democratic process, it
would be hard to find anything more dis-
concerting and alarming than the vote
which took place in the House of Rep-
resontativea the other day, on an issue
which directly concerns the survival of
the democratic procesa.

What happened in Congress, on
Thursday, Sept, 18, was that the House
found itself voting by a muargin of 339
to 70 in favor of a constitutional amend-
ment providing for the direct popular
vote election of the President,

If no candidate In such an election
received at least 40 per cent of the
vote, there would be a run-off election,
on the same basis, between the two
highest candidates.

Thia is & proposition which, despite
its glib acceptance by those faddish
crusadera who think only of the obvious
Imperfectiona of the electoral college sys-
tem, s nothing short of brutal In fta lack
of concern for the Impgrtectiona of the
new system which it would create.

The troubles and the injustices we
have under the Electoral College mys-
tem could be as nothing to the trouble
we could find ourselves in once we turn-
ed this whole nation Into one popular
vote tabulation which could take the
final outcome of any close election down
to every potentinlly corrupt precinet in
the whole country.

The temptation would not only be to
corruption, but to Interminable resort to
recount and legal challenge on susplcion
of corruption, In the wake of any closé
election. The danger that we could get
ourselves In a predicament where we
would find ourselves unable to elect and
declare electod a President would be in.
finitely greater than It ever threatened
to be In 1968, when the Electoral College
nystem faced one of Its most severe
tests,

What sre the woaknesses and tho po-
tential evils of the electoral college mys-

? They are, for one thing, that It
would be posaible for n candidate re-
celving n minority of the popular vote to
receive & mujority In the Hlectoral Col
lege. They are, for another thing, that
deadiock in the Electoral College could
throw the election Into the House of Rep-
resentatives, which might again — as it
would certainly have been if It had got
the opportunity In 1088—hand the vic-
tory to somebody other than the actual
leader In the popular vote,

The best kind of guard against these

two evils—the change which would not
substitute new dangers eoven more
frightening — would be some system
of _making elections to the Electoral
College reflect proportionately the vote
inside each Individual state.
» This would have the result of produc-
ing an Electoral College In which the
votes would have to be a very close
reflection of the total popular vote In
the country.

But it would, at the same time, guard
against having the responaibility for and
the challenge to every close election go
down to some confused, prolonged, and
perhaps unsolvable aquabble In every
last voting precinet everywhere,

The present membership of the House
at Washington lived through the appre-
hensions of the 1968 election. It has cer
tainly been aware of the presidéntial
eloction lssue for a long time. That it
should still bo able to come up with a
339 to 70 vote in favor of a system which
might be closer to anarchy than to the
democratic process is something to make
Americans shudder.

The fact thal gveryone has been sur
prised by the smize of the vole in the
House offers an alert for the future, It
will not be safe merely to depend upon
the SBenate or the statea to be more sensd-

r

ble. They will have to be urged at
least not to vote without looking, the
way the House did.

Freedom Of Religion
To the Editor,

It s very difffcult to under-
stand Mrs. Marie Palmer's in.
terpretation of “Freedom of
Religlon' as expressed in her
letter printed in the Manchester
Herald on Sept. 17.

My interpretation is that
every American citizen has the
right to practice, in private, or
in his own religious Institutions,
any religlon, or none, that he
chooses; but he may not, under
any circumstances, Iimpose it
on anyone else. It does not
mearny that any majority can
project its beliefs, or practices,
oa & minority group, any more
than "Freedom of the Prems”
means that The Manchester
Herald had less journalistic
freedom than the largest news-
paper chain In the world.

I sincerely hope thal no one
ever succeeds In causing a re-
versal of the Supreme Court de-
cisfon on banning prayers In
public schools. No other de-
clgion could have been proper-
Iy made, since the Constitution
of the United States of America,
which, by the Constitution itself,
we are committed to support,
clearly states in the Bl of
Rights, Article I: Congress
shall make no law respecting
an establishment of religion. If
the Supreme Court made o de-
cislon permitting prayers to be
sald In public schools, it would
have been plainly giving Con-
gress the right to emtablish re-
ligon in a Government institu.
tion,

Neither the efforts of Mrs,
O'Harn, or of anyone else can
rob anyone of the right to
practice his own religion as
long ns the Constitution is ocor
rectly interpreted, The United
States is not a Christian country
nor a Jewish country nor any
other. It is a nation of free peo-
ple who may worship any God,

or Gods, or none, as they wish.
Article VI, Bection 3 of the Con-
stitution adjures every govern-
ment official on every level to
support the Constitution, then
says: "'But no religious test
shall ever be required.” Why
is there so much confusion
about what that means? It
means to me, simply, that
everything In every governmen-
tal area shall be completely
separated from religion, and
that rel'gion Is a private affair.
Does not this concept embrace
complete tolerance for all
creeds, cluding Agnostics and
Athelsta?

Many people fear atheism,
but I respect it, My fear is that
the religious zeal of some peo-
ple will cause us to alide bit
by bit into a religious com-
munity where minority groups
will have to bow to the in-
fluence of another just because
it is the larger group.

The majority rules in this
democratic government. Re-
liglon Is an entirely different
perronal ares and I think the
Founding Fathers of this nation
knew that and tried to make It°
clear in the Constitution.

Bchool board chalrman David
Cook, doubling in his role as
chairman of the Meadowbrook
School addition Bullding Com-
mittes, cited the statistics at
last night's building committee
meeting.

Porter’'s Grist Miil

According to deed records,
the Porter's Grisdb Mill, now
know as Brink's Mill, was
operating in 1744. A furniture
factory stood behind the mill
and used the water for power,

A cattle pound was also bullt
on the property by the town to
confine stray cattle and is one
of the few remaining in the
state,

The house most llkely dates
from the late 1700’s and is bullt
into & solid bank of granite, The
framowork and asheathing of
the house and mill are
marily chestnut. Originally the
ground floor living room in the
house was paved with granite
blocks, but since many have
been removed and they have
been replaced by old brick, The
mill and house are now owned
by Mr. and Mrs, Emest Brink.
Pliny Parker House

The Pliny Parker House, now
the residence of Mr, and Mre.
Btanley Hygren, is a beautifully
restored Federsl - style home
bullt in 1828. It is located on
‘Marjorie Cir.

In addition to once being &
farm, the property was also the
site of a hroom factory, Orig-
inally, there were many box-
wood shrubs surrounding the
house; only one of these re-
mains today and can be seen
near the ell.

Gllead Congrogational Church

The fivst meeting house in
Giload was built in 1740, It was
a plain bullding and was taken
down In 1838 and the QGllead
Congregational Church's struc.
ture erected on the same site,

On the west end of the new
mesting house there were Ionic
pillars on the outaide and a gal-
lefy on the Inside.

Thirty years later the pillara
and gallery were removed. A
receas and arch were bulll on
the east end and a platform
for the choir was constructed in
the northeast corner. The con-
gregation had faced the cholr
during the ainging of hymns and
rome peopla felt it was tmpolite
to turn thelr backs to the minis-
ter, hence the change of loca-
tion,

In 1000 the pintform was re-
moved and the cholr and organ
were stationed In the receas,
With this arrangement, how-
ever, the miniater musb turmn
his back on the choir. Beveral
of the pastors In recent years
have stuggested that the origin-
al northeast corner aite would
agaln be a better location for
the cholr.

0ld Bllse Tavemn

BHADOWSMARK, as the Old
Bliss Tavern was renamed by
Chuse when he bought it from
the last of the Bllss family In

1920, was a stagecoach stop on
the Old Poast Road from Hart-
ford to New London,

The house is taxed In the He-
bron town records of 1780 ‘'for
four smokes'' (four fireplaces),
but architects consider It was
built some years earller.

Guests to the tavern or inn
used to warm themaseolves be-
fore the big fireplace and take
a drink of cider, hot fllp, or
toddy before retining to the cold
but elegant chamber above.

“A balilroom was & necessary
room in all taverns'' writes
Mary Earle Gould in her book
‘““Phe Barly American House,'
for “‘balls were frequently given
for gueats and visitors of high
rank.'

The house still has the ball-
room on the second floor where
the Chases and generntions of
Blisses before them gave many
square dances. The ballroom Is
pow used ma a children's play-
room,

Thoe Little House

Tho Little House, also owned
by Prof. Chase and now oc-
cupled by Mr. and Mra. Peter
Au Coln, s a fine example of
an early 18th century house
bullt around a central chimney
of uncut fieldstone and oclay.
The house has been skillfully
and artistically restored by Paul
Pagach Jr. of Hebron.

The house features a bee-hive
oven, In those times the central
chimney was built first, all the
fireplaces having been planned
ahead. If bricks ocould be had,
the even_was shaped llke a
bee-hive with a amall flue lead-
ing to the main chimney. Heal-
ed for baking, the bricks held
the heat for many hours,

Hf, owners since 1084 of the
former Kellogg White Houme
Oanking the Gllead Hill Come-
tery, have truoed the records
back to 1778, The house is uni-

Because of oll, recurrent Arab
East explosions have caused
crisis and near-panic elsewhere
from time to time.

A presidential task force now
Is reviewing the whole question
of quotas, but the argument that
the domestic Industry must be

kept prosperous because of na-
tional security make it doubtful
that there will be a drastic
break with present practice.
Currently, about 21 per cent of
U.8. consumption is foreign ofl.
Experts say that could be less-
eéned to & point where it would
be negligible and pose no threat
In time of crisis. Thus, oll pro-
ducers in the Arab East for ex-
ample, would be deprived of
conaiderable leverage.
