BONN, Germany (A P ) —  w il­

ly  Brandt’s capture o f the West 
German chancellorship is the 
result of a  10-year struggle to 
make his Social Deihocratic 
party respectable In the eyes of 
the West German public.

It  also is the sign of decreas­
ing tensions with Communist 
East Germany and of Increas­
ing prosperity In West Ger­
many.

Brandt, whose election as 
chancellor was assured Friday 
night. Is closely idenUfied with 
Ida party’s 1969 reform platform 
that gained It rising popularity.

Heavier Battling Seen 
Erupting in Viet War

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Presi­
dent Nixon has committed him 
sell to a showdown vote on his 
Supreme Oourt nominee even 
though he so far lacks a possi­
bly essential ingredient to victo­
ry—<^)en support of his own 
Senate leaders.

Both Republican Leader Hugh 
Scott and GOP Whip Robert P. 
Griffin refused to take sides F ri­
day as Nixon began to shift the 
full weight o f his prestige Into 
bhutUng eritlclsm of Judge d e ­
ment F. Haynsworth.

Scott said he still would vote 
In the Senate Judiciary Oonunlt- 
tee to report the nominal on to 
the floor but that he could not 
predic what the Senate—or 
even he—would do then.

Scott even added a  note of 
faint h o ^ ity .  He said he 
agreed with Democratic Leader 
Mike Mansfield that Hayn- 
eworth may have shown ques­
tionable judgment in ruU i« 
while a federal judge on two 
cases Involving companies he 
was flnanciaUy involved with.

" I t  justlfes some careful 
thought,’ ’ said Scott.

Scott also left It up to anoher 
Republican member of the Judi­
ciary Oommittee to release a 
letter from Nixon that capped a 
day of steadily increased White

House pressure and mountli« 
counter-demands from Demo­
crats and Republicans that Nix­
on withdraw the nomination.

In a  letter to Scott, Nbcon said 
there was notW i* in Hoyn- 
sworth's record to cast doubt on 
his Integrity or to fauH his posi­
tion on civil rights or labor is­
sues.

“ In order that there be no 
misunderstanding on the part of 
anyone,”  wrote Nixon, who is 
spending the weekend at Key 
Blscayne, Fla., " I  send this let­
ter to confirm that I  steadfastly 
support this nomination and 
earnestly hope and trust that 
the Senate Judiciary Oommittee 
will proceed with d i^ t c h  to «qp- 
prove the nomination."

Copies of the letter were sent 
to Judiciary Chairman James 
O. Eastland, D-Mlss., and the 
committee’s senior OOP mem­
ber, Roman L. Hruska of Ne­
braska who eariier met with 
newsmen to defend Haynsworth 
in a full dress news conference.

Raid in Wrong Apartment 
Results^ in Death of Father

W HirnBR, Calif. (A P ) — As 
Hayward Henry Dyer, 22, stood 
in the middle of a room cradling 
his infant son, a stray rifle shot 
from the apartment above 
crashed through the ceiling and 
struck him in the head.

Dyer was killed instantly EYi- 
day. He dropped 22-month-oId 
Francis as he crumbled to the 
floor. The tot suffered minor 
cuts.

Officers said the shot was 
fired accidentally by a police- 
msm—one of 12 officers who had 
mistakenly crashed into Dyer's 
mother-in-law’s apartment mo­
ments before.

Dyer who lived upstairs-but

He ran down to his mother-in- 
law’s apartment to investigate, 
as officers—realizing their mis­
take—went upstairs to the 
apartment l ls t^  on their war­
rant.

WASHINGTON (AP) — A spe­
cial Pentagon committee yes­
terday endorsed ROTC os a 
"highly desirable method”  'o f 
supplying military officers and 
recommended a greater univer­
sity role in overseeing a 
strengthened program.

Six coSege educators and 
three senior military officers is­
sued the 61-page report which 
urged a more active role for col­
lege faculty and administrators 
in picking instructors and shap- 
Ing curriculum.

Hie committee challenged 
foes of ROTC by recommending 
the courses, faculty status for 
the courses .faculty status for 
the officer-instructors and con­
tinued wearing of uniforms and 
military drill on campus.

Secretary of Defense Melvin 
R. Laird appointed the commit­
tee last spring amid rising cam­
pus opposition to ROTC. It was 
headed by Dr. George C. S. Ben­
son, political science professor 
at Claremont Men’s College. 
Calif.

The committee said it be­
lieves that the Reserve Officers’ 
Training Corps should be con- 
tlnuued as ’ ’a major procure­
ment source”  of officers for the 
Army, Navy and Air Force. 
ROTC currently supplies more 
than half the regular officers.

Israel Calls 
For Move To 
End Hijacks
u n it e d  NA’nONS (AP) — 

Israel haa joined the linked 
States and a growing parade of 
other nations demanding U.N. 
action to stop hijacking of 
planes.

Israeli Foreign Minister Abba 
Bban, whose government has 
threatened to act If two Israelis 
aboard a hijacked airliner are 
not released by Syria, caHed 
Friday for International steps to 
end air piracy.

Bban told a luncheon of the 
U.N. Correspondents Associa­
tion that lorael would oupport a 
move by Dutch Foreign Mlnlo- 
ter Joseph M. M, A. H. Luns to 
get the issue on the agenda of 
the deneral Aaaembiy.

Luns called Wednesday tor a 
resolution demanding that intsr- 
natlohal aviation conventioM 
provide that any nation rsoeiv- 
ing a hijacked plane should re­
turn the aircraft and pesaengers 
or lose its privileges under the 
conventions.

A TWA Boeing 707 with US 
persons aboard was comman­
deered Aug. 9 by two Arab 
guerrillas en route from Rome 
to Athens and Tel Aviv. Ib e  hi­
jackers forced the captain to 
land the aircraft in Damaocun. 
Later all the pesaengers ware 
released, e x c ^  two Israeli 
man.

The Netherlands tSMl savan 
other countries will push tor a 
debate this weekend on air pira­
cy.

Diplomatic sources sold ttis 
propoBsl would Include a resolu­
tion calling on member nations 
to abide by tha prinoiples of tha 
Tokyo convention, an agree­
ment signed by 12 nations that 
calls for prompt rslaose of pas­
sengers, crews and aircraft In 
hijackings.

President Nixon signed tha 
convention Friday at his Florida 
home where he ia spending the 
weekend. The Senate ratified the 
document last May.

Nixon has urged U.N. mam- 
beni to join the United Btataa In 
signing li)e convention and to 
take up air piracy In U.N. de- 
batea.

Cuba, the deoUnatSon of many 
planes hijacked In the Western 
Hemisphere, Is not among tha 
nations that signed tha Tokyo 
convention.

among theroselvea when the de­
vices will be Instalied.

If approved the judge, the 
settlement would have the force 
of a court decision, and the auto 
companies would be compelled 
to abide by it-

terests of the people."

"It will deprive private Hti- 
ganls of the opportunity to take 
advantage of such facts and 
judgment which might have 
been proved and obUtned by the 
fovernmeot,”  the oongreoamen 
oald.

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Far Out Fancy About Non-Violence 
As an Ironic prelude .to its observance 

of the centenary of the birth of Gandhi, 
his nation of India permitted Itself 
violent religious riots. In a city where 
he himself lived, which took perhaps as 
many as 1,600 lives.

This inevitably colored the observance 
which followed.

"It should be a day for rejoicing and 
thanksgiving," said Prime Minister In­
dira Gandhi. "But my heart Is burden­
ed with Infinite sorrow. How cam I 
speak of him, and how can we rejoice, 
after what has happened last week? The 
communist riots have made mockery of 
all our celebrations."

And the foremost Gandhi dUclple In 
India today, Khan Abdul Ghaffar Khan, 
addressing memorial crowds In New 
Delhi, said this;

"It Is dlstresalnf to see you have for­
gotten Gandhi's message of love and 
nonviolence, . .1 have- come here  ̂ to re­
mind you of Gandhi’s teachings. If there 
Is any place for me to protest, It Is 
here in India and now I am hero before 
you to protest against the violence, hat­
red and eommunaV feelings prevalent In 
this country."

In Now York State, Governor Rocke­
feller, proclaiming "Gandhi Week,”  not­
ed that Gandhi "was the forerunner of 
our own late Martin Luther King who 
mot the same fate as Gandhi—the bul­
let of an assassin."

And, the Governor might have add­
ed, whose teachings mot the same kind 
of neglect from!, those who come after 
him.

It seems possible to draw certain 
analogies from the careers of the great 
prophets of non-violence.

One thing they seem to have had In 
common Is that they provoked a violent 
end to their own careers.

The second thing Is that, despite the 
dramatic imiiiyrdom which might, 
from some points of view, bo consider­
ed an . effective means of giving greater 
strength and longer life to their mes­
sage, none of thorn manages to leave 
behind a world which has actually be­
come less violent.

Either mankind Is hopeless, 
dr the right kind of nun-violent lead­

ership, and the right kind of npn-vto- 
leiit message, have not yet arrived.

Why have the teachings of the great 
teachers of non-violence from Christ 
through King, left so little practical ef. 
feet after them?

Has the fault been in men? Or In the 
message?

Why must the recurrent task of the 
prophets of gentleness among human be­
ings seem the hopeless and unending 
labor of aonie Sisyphus whose task la 
never uccompllahed but who must kesp 
forever trying?

Such unanswered and perhaps unan­
swerable questions occasionally stir on 
unorthodo.x thought.

Could It be possible that even the 
greatest apostles of non-violence do not 
manage to divorce themselves complete­
ly from some Inferential reliance on the 
existence and potentialities of violence, 
the very thing they abjure? Do they not 
always somehow head into a course of 
action which constitutes, even in Its 
sometimes aggravating meekness, an In­
citation to violent attack upon them­
selves? Do they not sonl^tlmes almost 
threaten to become martyrs, knowing 
that their martyrdom may trigger dis­
orders established authority cannot 
handle?

Out of such wondering there comes 
s  way-out thMty which aaya that the 
perfect non-violence, when It appears, 
win be such as to exert the good

paralysis against any violence directed 
toward Its prophet, or likely to be em­
ployed, after his death, in supposed pur­
suit of his cause.

Meanwhile, the better, yet continually 
Imperfect better part of all of us con­
tinues, like Sisyphus, that pushi^  to­
ward some higher level of human con­
duct which has all It can do to keep 
from losing ground.

New Truck Speed Limit
The State Trafllc Ckimmlsslon has now 

Introduced to Oonnecticut’s major high­
ways the first legal differenUal between 
speed for trucks and speed for regular 
passenger traffic.

The decree that the limit for trucks 
• must be five mUes slower Uian the limit 

for passenger vehicles should amount to 
at least the beginning of a guarantee 
that any motorist who wishes to travel 
along at the legal speed limit can be 
guaranteed, henceforth, freedom from 
the experience of having some behemoth 
thunder past him at some speed beyond 
the legal limit.

That any differential at all has been 
set In Connecticut represents a victory 
for the motorists of Connecticut and for 
the members of the Legislature who 
shared their driving experience. Their 
pressure and opinion together, along 
with the tragic push of a pUe-up accident 
In fog on 1-81, apparently swung the 
members of the State Traffic Commis­
sion, the Highway Commissioner, the 
Motor Vehicle Commissioner, and the 
State Police Commissioner, away from 
the lukewarm attitude their representa­
tives displayed toward the proposal when 
It was being considered by the Legisla­
ture.

So much, so good. But the differential 
should In reality be 10 rather than five 
miles an hour. If motorists are to be 
sure It Is something they can count on.

And whatever It Is, It should be given 
some firm but courteous policing until 
the truck and bus operators reollie that 
Connecticut Is not joking, and that the 
reduced speed Is something which will 
have to be calculated Into the schedules 
they give their drivers.

Sailing For l-iiindlubbers
Only the confirmed landlubber, who 

has never been able to master the mya- 
terlous equations among wind and sail 
and hull and water, will dare rejoice 
openly and frankly in the claim of RCA 
Corp. that It Is developing a self-navlgat- 
Ing robot sailboat.

But once one haa finally abandoned 
all the vain pretenses of having salt In 
one’s veins, of being at home In small 
boat# on the bouncy main, and of hav­
ing any Idea of which way to lean when, 
what honest joy the new invention In­
vites !

It Is a boat which can sail Itself, with 
Its passengers carefree and luxurious, 
to any point In the ocean they may de­
cree.

If they reach a spot they like, they 
can order the robot sailboat to stop and 
linger there, and Its self-programmed 
expertness with the sea and the wind 
win be such that It VouUl remain in that 
one spot for a year at a time, should 
they so desire.

In appearance, the sails of the robot 
sailboat look like a giant pair of paren­
theses, perhaps twice as . graceful, as 
well as twice as easy, as the conven­
tional rtK-

Now give us a horse that will settle 
gracefully under us and know how to 
tell Itself what to do and what will 
there be to stop any of us from spend­
ing half our year sailing to the Bahamas 
and the other half riding to the hounds?

(unless they are MAa or MFHs). and 
hardly ever can they be the maalers of 
the correspondents who so address

What would really put the civil ser­
vants on their mettle would be If they 
were required to retain "E sq”  In their 
correspondence, but only where It was 
In the correct tradition. There Is noth­
ing In an esqulre’a dress or outward 
appearance to Indicate hla standing. 
Once upon a time esquires wore (or 
were entitled to wear) a allver collar 
round the^r necks, and used stiver 
spurs.

Permanent Colony 
Idea for Moon

Plans being formulated for 

the detailed exploration of the 
moon will range far Into the 
1970s. One concept being pro­
posed OH part of this exploration, 
is the establishment of a per­
manent colony on the moon.

One prime element of the 
concept is a nuclear stage. The 
contemplated exploration would 
be paced by this new propulsion 
unit and must await the opera­
tional status of the NERVA nu­
clear engine programmed for 
1976 or 1977. With the advent of 
the nuclear stage, advanced 
lunar operations will become 
feasible.

The concept outlined by Dr. 
George Mueller, NASA’s admin­
istrator for manned space flight, 
envisions the use of a perma­
nent complex of space stations 
orbiting the earth and moon. 
The lunar station would be sim­
ilar to the modular one being 
used to circle the earth in polar, 
synchronous or low-altitude or­
bit. The large earth-orbltlng sta­
tion, an Immediate objective lor 
NASA, Is currently meriting 
serious and detailed study.

The novel approach to this 
exploration scheme would be the 
absence of n permanent base on 
the moon. Pliuis contemplate a 
new lunar liuider which could 
depart from the low-altltude, 
polar-orbltlng lunar apace .sta­
tion with a crew of six men to 
remain on the lunar surface 
from two to four weeks. Essen­
tially the lunar space station 
would serve as an orbiting 
base from which astronauts 
would make their explorations 
and to which they would return.

The lunar apace .station would 
serve two additional purpo.ses:
As a laboratory where moon 
Maniples i\nd data could be sub­
jected to scientific analysis;

, and IU1 a refueling facility and 
terminal.

Several new, major compo­
nents must be developed to 
Initiate this concept. In addi­
tion to the nuclear shuttle, a 
large, reusable lunar-landing 
vehicle muM be developed to 
handle the Increased payload. 
The current lunar modulo is to­
tally inadequate to qualify as 
a lander. The last element, the, 
large, knv-altltudo, earth-orbit-^ 
Ing space station, may begin to 
take form In the curly 1970s, 

The nuclear shuttle has been 
funded and should be available 
In the late 1970s. The other Im­
portant development needed la 
a single, reusable, chemically 
fueled shuttle which can travel 
from the earth’s surface to 
rendesvDUs with the large space 
station.

The development coots of this 
new transportation system ore. 
of necessity. Inordinately high. 
With our eminently succeesful 
Apollo landings, we paid ap­
proximately $100,000 for every 
pound placed on the luna sur­
face! Obviously, such unaccept­
able cost win -push extended 
lunar exploration beyond the 
roach o f even a global, co-op- 
sratlro space effort. To over­
come this serious rasulblock, 
costs must be brought down to 
roaaonabie figures.

ITie current coat o f puttlngV 
pound of payload in low earth 
orbk la approximately $i.000, 
down from about $I minion 
when we launched our first 
MtetlltM. With the use of the 
new earth shuttle this coat can 
drop precipitously to from $10 
to $16 ,par pound. Using the 
nuclear shuttle to fly it to  luna 
orbit couM drop the unaccept­
able cost o f $100,000 a pound 
h> abou^$a00 per pound. At

$200 per pound delivered on the 
moon, our advanced luna ex­
plorations can be carried out.

If the reusable earth idiuttle 
and the nuclear shuttle be­
tween earth and moon are re­
alized, the cost o f transporting 
material directly to the lunar 
surface will also drop pre­
cipitously. With lower coats a  
permanent lunar settlement 
could bo established beneath the 
maiterlfUs needed to make It 
self-sufficient—so that its In̂  
habitants can live "o ff"  the 
moon—could be ferried to  the 
lunar surface.

In this fashion, complex and 
versatile chemical plants could 
be transported to the moon. 
Highly sophisticated mining 
equipment for acquiring raw 
materials could be Included. Al­
though liquid water may lie be­
low the lunar surface. It may 
be too difficult to "mine”  and 
we may be required to obtain 
the water from moon rocks. 
This would mean that rock- 
crushing equipment and baking 
ovens must be taken to the 
moon to initiate the acquisition 
of water.

Even electrolysis equipment 
to dissociate water Into oxygen 
and hydrogen could be trans­
ported. Thts liberated oxygen 
and hydrogen could be u.sed for 
an atmosphere and fuel. When 
thts technological plateau is 
realized we will be able to fuel 
the lunar ferry and nuclear 
shuttle from the moon to again 
effect substant'nl .savings.

The establishment of a per­
manent lunar settlement should 
bo a "snowballing’ ’ process. A 
ru le  bit of material may create 
much more than is neede<l to 
support .such a settlement. And 
this .settlement may provide 
what is needed to launch man­
ned expeditions to the planets 
without Incurring prohibitive 
costs. For manned flight to the 
planets, the key to the success 
may be the permanent settle­
ment on the moon.

Many observers of the space 
■scene ivre thus beginning to see 
the shape of things to come. I, 
for one, believe manned flight 
to the solar system’s outer 
plantds will be realized during 
■some of our lives and certainly 
during the lifetimes of our chil­
dren.

This figure is 
400 per cent highter than the 
fair market value placed on the 
property by our Town Assessor 
at the last revaluation. I won­
der how many property owners 
feel that their property has in­
creased 460 per cent in value 
in the last two years?

Perhaps the time has come 
for a revaluation of our local 
form of government. A Char­
ter Revision Commission should 
be appointed to consider the 
abandonment of the manager 
form of government in favor of 
one that is more accountable to 
the voter.

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A Long, Hot Winter 
In Store for Ulster?

BELFAST, Nmthern Ireland 
— At sundown, the 

“ Harda" gathegr <m street o<x̂  
ners and the IrWi problem 
starts all over again.

The ‘ ‘Hards’ ’ In Belfast »i°ng 
are ithe men at the barricades 
—t*»rowlng Are bomba and 
stonea, jeering troops and po­
lice, working out grudges hun- 
dreds of yean  old.

They may be (JathoUcs, Pro- 
■teatanta or UnlonlsU. Some may 
be nationalists, anarchists, hool- 
l*ans. These are the men— 
moMly young, many jobless— 
who llgbi the fuse of tu
this green land.

Slogans of reform and ideas 
for peace seem Irrelevant to the 
logic of attack and counterat­
tack hammered out in the 
■troeta of Ixmdonderiy s« a Bel­
fast.

Passions dormant for yean  
enqded a year ago. The year 
haa cost Northern Ireland a doa- 
en dead, hundreds Injured and 
thousands homeleaiL

It began In Londonderry when 
a Catholic civil rights inarch 
turned into a bloody biUUe with 
police who tried to  eoforee a 
ban against demmistratlona.

The government resigned In 
April after the Protestant-domi­
nated Unionist party split over 
giving jobs, housing and a wider 
vote to the Catholic minority. 
Violence sputtered on Into Au­
gust, when Brltldi aoldlera out 
short the rioting and arson wUta 
tear gas and stretched barriers 
of Iron and barbed wire acroot 
Northern Ireland’s two biggest 
cities.

By this time, the original dlis- 
pute over civil rights had turned 
Into the ancient ooUlaton be­
tween Protestant and CathoHo.

Businessmen are still count­
ing the losses. Farming and 
shipbuilding, the two main In­
dustries, are largely unaffected. 
But the Tourist Board estlmataa 
revenue will be down about 10 
per cent from Qie 1069 target of 
$72 mlUicn. Production of linen, 
a basic export. Is expeoted to 
drop well below last year’s  level 
because of employe absen­
teeism during the riots.

Some manufacturers have 
postpemed setting up plants. Un­
employment tops seven per cent 
of the work force, and hundreds 
of workers are planning to 
leave. Canadian officials In Bel­
fast received 768 i^iidicaUonB to 
emigrate laat month, more than 
triide the September figure a 
yesu* ago. The U.S. consulate re­
ported a 16 per cent Increase In 
similar Inqulriea.

Hundreds ot famUles dispos­
sessed in the riots face long 
stays In camps of traUora or 
converted construction huts un­
til government agencies find 
them permanent homes.

Angelo Mbralll, 80, a  truck 
driver bom In Northern Ireland 
of Italian descent, moved Into a 
four-room, 90 x 20 hut, one ot 80 
clustered of a CathoUo street to 
Belfast. His three sons sleep In 
a room 7 x 9 .  ’Ihe nearest water 
faucet Is 6 yards away and toe 
neau-est toilet 100 yards.

"They told us we’d be here six 
months to a year," Moralli 
aays. "It’s not so bad. We have 
heat and we’re putting up waU- 
paper.”

Scattered nighttime incidents 
continue. Belligerent crowds
form after the pubs close, ooca^ 
sional gasoline bombe are 
thrown, a few shots cue fired.

Britirti commanders have
4,000 troops available for peace­
keeping chores in Belfast and 
Londonderry but a military 
spokesman <x>mimented: "Short 
of the army getting trigger-hap­
py, can anybody he stopped 
from throwing a battle?”

’The Public Protection Author- 
Hy organized last month re­
ceived In three w e ^  more' than 
1,100 complaints ot threatened 
violence against individuals.

‘ "Ihe targets of this intimida­
tion are largely people of one 
religion living In an area of an­
other religion," said director 
Tom Cromey. ’ "nie unfortunate 
r^ult la that more families 
move out and there Is more 
segregation."

Prime Minister James CMch- 
eaterOark, opening Parilament 
last week, appealed for legisla­
tion he said could remove "root 
causes of fear and suspicion.’ ’ 
But many Irish are questioning 
whether the deliberate process 
of democratic government—the 
prime minister hopes to have 
most of Ids proposals enacted 
by Christmas—can any longer 
control the situation. '

WASHINGTON (AP) — Span- 
so n  of the most stringent coal 
mine safety bill ever to clear a 
branch of Cfongreas say they ore 
confident the measure will be­
come law this year.

Following a 73-0 Senate vote 
Thuroday, the measure was sent 
to the House where a similarly 
tough measure already hM  bean 
approved by the Labor and Pub­
lic Welfare Committee.

Oongreeakinal action has been 
spurred by toe tragedy at 
Farmington, W. Va. lost No­
vember where 78 miners died in 
an underground explosion and 
the wide publicity given recent­
ly to black lunfdiaease.

House mai^2|)Bra sold they

would push to bring toe safety 
bill to toe floor as aoon as possi­
ble.

Although not e  eingle Senate 
vote was cast against ths mass-
ure on final passage \bare wera 
several rights on amendmenta 
during five days c f  floor dabata.

WASHINGTON (AP) — A Re­
publican senator says President 
Nixon may be haunted by his 
repudiation of student protests 
against the Vietnam war.

Sen. (Jharles H. Percy of Illi­
nois said the statement undoubt­
edly will be used against he 
President time and again.

” As a matter o f realism,”  
Percy said Friday, “ any presi­
dent would be affected by any 
movement as widespread as 
that movement la.”

Nixon said Sept. 26 he expects 
continuing opposition to the war 
on campuses and elsewhere. 
". . . We expect It,’ ’ he said, 
“ however under no circum­
stances will I be affected by It.’ ’

At least three senators. Re­
publican Charles E. Ooodell of 
New York and Democrats 
George McGovern of South Da­
kota and Eugene J. McCarthy of 
Minnesota, already have accept­
ed campus engagements in sup­
port of an Oct. 16 war protest 
movement.

Student organizers are plan­
ning a moratorium on normal 
activity on that day, to turn In­
stead to teach-ins and other pro­
best aimed ageOnst the war.

"The conduct of a war just 
like the conduct of peace nego­
tiations caiuiot be handled on 
the floor of the U.S. Senate nor 
in the halls of the House of Rep­
resentatives,”  Sparkman said.

Percy proposed that the Unit­
ed States halt offensive opera­
tions in South Vietnam, and end 
bombing mlsaions there, "as 
long as the enemy takes no ad­
vantage of the situation.’ ’

He said such a peace Initia­
tive would be In line with Nix­
on's effort to reduce the level of 
combat and prod Communist 
negotiators to action In the 
stalled peace talks.

New ‘Press Freedom’ Code

Mrs. Meir, a 71-year-old 
grandmother of five, was 
brought to Milwaukee by her 
family in 1906 from Kiev, Rus­
sia. She left Milwaukee In 1921 
to go to Palestine where she be­
came a leader In the creation of 
Israel.

The emotional peak of Fri­
day’s visit came at the Fourth 
Street School, which now has a 
completely Negro enrollment 
and Is located In the heart of the

city.
Mra. Meir was serenaded by 

the (diildren, who vmre blue 
head bands with a Star of David 
on each, and was given a book 
of poems and pictures they had 
done. On a corridor wall was a 
mural depicting Mrs. Meir's 
life.

Earlier at the airport, she was 
greeted by a crowd, composed 
mostly of Jewish children who 
waved Israeli flags and sang 
Hebrew songs. Before her de­
parture for New York, 'she 
spoke to some 2,500 persona at 
the Milwaukee Performing Arts 
Center.

She boasted that her children 
and her grandcliildren had been 
bom in the "sovereign state of 
Israel." But she said it was in 
Milwaukee that her family 
"knew and felt and experienced 
freedom for the first time."

He retired to Berlin but then 
brought new respectability to 
the Social DemocraLs when he 
came back in 1966 to serve as 
foreign minister In the coalition 
with Chancellor Kurt Georg Kie- 
slnger’s Christian Democrats, 
who now become the opposition 
parly.

The <-oalltlon, which gave the 
Social Democrats a chance to 
participate In government for 
the first time since before World 
War II. seems to have made the 
party acceptable to the German
voter.

It was the only party to regis­
ter gains in Sunday’s election. It 
got 42.7 per cent of the votes, 3.4' 
f>er cent more than (our yeara 
agi>. It still did not get the most
votes, but enough to be able to 
form a coalition with the Uny 
Free Democrats.

The turning point came with 
the 1959 parly reform platform. 
Under pressure from one of lU 
worst dcvfeats in a West German 
election, old guard party lead­
ers gave in. ajid reformed the 
party from a far left advocate 
of the class struggle to a West 
German version of Franklin D. 
Roosevelt's New Deal.

Where it had advocated a 
planned economy and nationali­
zation of big industry, the party 
came out in 1959 for "a free 
market, wherever tree competi­
tion really exists."

"As much competition as pos­
sible as much planning as nec­
essary." was the slogan. But It 
was not until 1966. when its eco­
nomic expert. Prof. Kart Schill­
er, became econohilcs minister 
that it got a chance to prove it 
meant what it said.

In the platform, the party also 
for t)ie first time sharply as- 
■ided I'ommunism. , saying Com­

munists ")iave falsified socialist 
Ideas."

The late Konrad Adenauer, a 
Christian Democrat and West 
Gerniahy’s first chanceDor, 
made mucli potitlcal capital in 
the postwar yeara out of the So­
cial Democrats' leftist poottion 
and their contacts with Commu­
nists. The division of Germany 
and the Berlin Blockade made it 
easy for him.
‘J  In 'l9S«, when Herbert Weh-

ner, a former Communist, waa 
elected a deputy chief o f the So­
cial Democratic party, Aden­
auer warned: "It will require 
all our attention, vigilance and 
energy to prevent these people 
from getting into the govern­
ment."

Such a remark would be un­
thinkable today. Wehner, w)k> 
broke with communism during 
World War II, was minister of 
all-German affairs in the Chris­
tian Democrat-Social Democrat 
coalition and earned high re­
spect.

(Oontliiiied b a m  Page One)
characteristic, howe'ver, is elu­
siveness. Over Tl-ve yeans . the 
bureau haa managed one sight­
ing for every 360 man-hours of 
watching. And yet, there is real­
ly no proof that it is anything 
but a mythological mmister, an 
Unidentified Floating Object, 
Scotland’s greatest invislMe as­
set and all the other scoffing 
hokes.

The iMk of evidence is bard 
to explain, but tf it were easy, 
the 1,400-year-old mystery 
would have been sol'ved long 
ago.

If herds <rf animals existed for 
several mlllenia in this rather 
small water prison which has 
long been acce^lble to civilized 
man, a dead <^atme might 
have been washed ashore* or 
one of its bones discovered, or 
an unequivocal photo taken.

No flesh from the monster has 
ever been recovered. A 1934 act 
of Parliament forbids any 
action "detrimental to t)ze 
health" of the Lock Ness mon­
ster, but no one who has come 
close enough to the black, ele­
phantine hide has thought of 
taking a sample.

No bones have been found. If 
the creature is a  worm or slug, 
it has no bones. But even if it 
is a  vertebrate like a reptile or 
^el, the bones could all be on 
the bottom of tlve steepelded, 
almost current-less lake, whose 
depth averages 720 feet with oc­
casional, newly found holes that 
go down to 975 feet. Loch Ness 
has always been reputed to keep 
Its dead.

Sonar is the only way of "see­
ing”  in the lake. Last year it 
saw a rapidly rising and diirlng 
obje(d, probably animate but 
not likely a fish, which seemed 
to have attacked a school . of 
fish in the lake. Tills work has 
been clmllenged and, in any 
case, is not (^inclusive of t)te 
monster’s  presence.

Surface photograi^s are 
available which Indicate to ex­
perts, although not to untutored 
eyes, that a large animail does 
swim in the lake.

The moat significant of thae 
is a movie film taken by an en­
gineer Timothy Dlnsdale, in 
1960. It was submitted to the 
British Defense Ministry’s Joint 
Air Reconnaissance Intellig;ience 
Center in 1966 for professional 
plioto analysis.

The experts tdentifled a tri­
angular object with a rounded 
apex, measuring five feet -in 
length by six feet across the 
base, that waa moving through 
the water at between seven and 
10 m.p.h. "One can presumably 
rule out the idea that it is any 
sort of submersible vessel for 
various reasons,”  the center's 
report said cautiously, "which 
leaves the conclusion that it 
probably Is an animate object."

The bulk of the circumstantial 
evidence for Nessie remains, 
however, the eyewitness ac­
counts. Two such sightings were 
as follows:

In 1968, a school principal. 
Miss E.M.J. Keith, 88, and her 
brother-in-law, J.T. Ballantyne, 
49, were Mralking along under 
a "marvelous simset with the 
loch as calm aa a millpond," 
when both saw a creature for 
seven minutes about a half mile 
from shore.

"The head waa completely 
similar to that of a python or, 
indeed, aa large as a conger eel, 
and was held at right angles to 
the neck. The neck was very 
elongated and allm, thickening 
to a point some one foot or 
thereby above the water. The 
neck and head stood some four 
to Blx feet above water," ac­
cording to Ballantyne'a account. 
" I  saw no body of humps, but 
the speed at which it went 
throu^ the 'water with its head 
held high and the distance 
traveled, could only make one 
stumiise that it had a huge 
body and a very strong method 
of propulsion."

Last July a 52-year-old me­
chanic. Michael McLean, and 
his wife, 48. were feeding some 
gulls in the lake when, he told 
the investigation bureau. " i  
noUced a V shape coming 
straight toward\us very fast, 
arlth a liiie of white wash ap̂  
pearing on each aide. This 
changed direction toward the 
north, and through the binocu­
lars 1 saw what appeared to be 
a head and neck. ThU continued 
up the loch very rapidly In line 
arlth the abore on our aide. It 
moved a great deal of water be­
hind. . .

"I  saw It auige up once or 
tarice and the neck aarelled ta-

where it was.

As the guH went over, (he crea­
ture rose tq> and appeared to 
snap at the bird, moving its 
head veiy rapidly to follow the 
bird.

" I  'waiB arftonlehed to see what 
I at fliclt thought were wings, 
but the water dtlaltied off and 
these appeared to be fiattoned 
paddles. When n  boat cam e 
down the loch on the some 
side, the creature veered . . . 
(and) finafiy adbrnerged quite 
close to the far bonk."

Ske'iittca imdeiMontleMy re­
main unconvinced there is a 
monster, but as David Jhmee, a 
director of the btareou, has 
written, "UnleaB one is prepar­
ed to brand more than 8,000 
people, whose namee and ad- 
drewea are available, as either 
foots or liora. It is b u d  to see 
how any unMBsed penaon can 
diaregard tMa sheer weight of 
evidence.”

One day, jam ee ‘ befievee, a 
pbotograph will be token to 
solve what he regards as "the 
age-old mystery of the sea ser­
pent and pooBlUy that of the 
dragon, too."

Olem SkeNon said, after an­
other apparently fr i^ e e e  sum­
mer of searching, that "the on­
ly 8tn-o way of identifying the 
animal is to recover a green 
bone." That, however, would 
require dredgtog peiUaps the 
entire lake for an aifimol’e re­
mains, at a cost of about 8250 
a day for three to six months.

Saying the site of the talks 
was not publicly known, the 
Free Press said apparently it

Nixon Halts 
Rail Strike

WASHING’TON XAP) — Ad­

ministration intervention has

Aabor-management showdown 
that had threatened a naUon- 
wide shutdown of rail service 
starting today.

President Nixon invoked the 
Railway Labor Act Friday and 
created an emergency board to 
determine the facta and recom­
mend the basis for settlements 
of a year-long wage dispute be­
tween four railroad shoperatt 
unions and the country’s 76 ma­
jor carriers.

Under the law, the presiden­
tial action bars the unions from 
striking six selected roads and 
prevents management from car­
rying out a counter threat to 
halt all rail traffic.

’The President based his deci­
sion on a finding by Labor Sec­
retary George P. ShuIU that a 
showdown between the unions 
and operators would seriously 
disrupt essential transportation 
services.

The parties charged each oth­
er for causing the breakdown in 
negotiations. Shultz blamed both 
sides for avoiding hard bargain­
ing by shadowboxiqg.

Both sides pledged coopera­
tion with the three-member 
emergency board composed of 
experienced labor relations and 
mediation experts. None of 
them is an official of the federal 
government, a union or a rail­
road.

Rail industry officials said 
they were hopeful the board’s 
findings and recommendations 
would pave the way tor a fair 
settlement.

Peru’s Chief 
Threatens 
^Oligarchs’

LIMA (AP) — President Juan 
Velasco issued a stern warning 
Friday night to an unnamed 
gtoup of powerful Peruvian land­
owners and Industrallsts he 
accused of plotting against him 
through their "economic appa­
ratus and the reactionary 
pre.ss.

In an 80-mlnute nationwide 
speech marking the first anni­
versary of his mliltary govern­
ment, Velasco said:

"If they warn violence, there 
will be violence In Peru . . .  We 
are disposed to run all risks.” 

Velasco urged the citizens to 
defend the revolution he ush­
ered in "with your lives, if nec­
essary.”

His stotemenU brought cries 
from his audience of ” AI pare- 
don” To the execution walls 
for enemies of the revolution.

He accused the "oligarchs”  of 
trying to create a fictitious eco­
nomic crisis to threaten the sta­
bility of the government. He 
said the plotters spoke of a lack 
of "climate of confidence”  as an 
excuse for not Investing money 
in the country.

Velasco said the nntigovern- 
ment campaign is carried on 
through “ the majority of news­
papers which they print in Peru 

. . and that they operate 
through certain foreign news 
agencies and some magazines 
of International circulation.”

He added : ”Tho«e who control 
and monopolize the organs of 
press are member* of the oli­
garchy, enemy of the national 
transformation which we ore 
carrying out.”

Velasco, who led the military 
coup Oct. 3, 1968. that toppled 
President F'ernarvto Belaude. 
said that his go\'rrnment has 
been "responsible for '"recos'ery 
of petroleum from the hand* of 
a foreign company ilmernallon- 
al Petroleum Co. i. agrarian re­
form" and a new International 
policy srhlch Is one "not of sub­
mission but of dignity."

He,̂  said domestic and foreign 
elements are fighting change m 
Prru and that "this will be a' 
f i^ t  without quarter If we 
fall In the fight, other* will cor..
