CHICAGO (AP) — Young rad-
icals from the Students for a
Democratic Society moved Into
a suburban seminary Thursday
night after plana for a mass
rock concert and threats of con-
tinued disturbances fizzied.

The Weatherman, most mili-

- To Prove Morale Problem

Continuing to discuss the top
plank on his 10-plank platform,
Democratic candidate for May-
or Seymour Lavitt today chal-
lenged o statement made by
Republican candidate Frank

McCoy concerning morale In
the town government.

Lavitt has pledged to restore
morale to town government but
McCoy yesterday said that Lav-
iit was not specific in his
charges and questionsd what
department or people Lavitt
was referring to. He expressed
the hope that Lavitt “‘by his
persistent charges of low mor-
ale within the ranks of our town
employes has not planted a
seed of “discontent which pres-
ently Is non-existent.'

In his statement McCoy list-
ed several town departments,
and in ench instance questioned
where the morale problem
could be.

But Lavitt ocharged that Me-
Coy "“llmits his remarks to only
a few departments and employ-
en of the town, a notable excep-
tion, for Instance, belng the of-
fice of the Administration.' He
sald, "he omita any mentlion of
the many voluntary positions in
the government.”

In hia research, Lavitt aatd
he uncovered that in the Iast
two-and-one-half years of Re-
publican administration, *‘the
mayor, mayor pro-tem (Me-
coy) and thelr Republican ad-
ministration had the duty of
making (according to the town
records) 164 appointments both
professional and voluntary.”

Lavitt continued, "seventy of
these, less than 80 por cent,
were resppointments and 54, al-
most one-third, were the result
of reaignations recelved before
the end of & person's tenure,'

Listing the resignations,
Lavitt questioned, *‘What did
the adminlatration say, Mr., Mc-
Coy, they were all nice resigna-
tona?"" <

Noting a few of the positions
resigned, Lavilt added there
were also unrecorded reslgnn-
tons such as people on the
Mayor's staff,

Those he lsted were: Four
welfare directors; mix membors
of the Permanent Bullding
Committee; police chief; tax
collector; housing code Inspec-
tor; buliding Inspector; town
planner; Vernon fire chief and

his assistant; fire marshal and
his asaistant, three members of
the Conservation Commission
and the town engineer.

Lavitt concedes that there is
no doubt that many of the 54
resignations were of a
“normal" nature, ‘some might
even have been warranted as
requests.” The ‘'sheer welght'
of the numbers shows, Lavitt
sald, that the administration
“must have been doing some-
thing wrong."

“"How many of these could
have been saved by a Dbetter
climate in the government.” La.
vitt asked, “one, five, ten or
more?” He questioned, "'Can we
agree that this kind of turnover
I8 never healthy for any operat-
ing structure?"

Referring to MeCoy's charge
that he s planting “‘seeds of
discontent,"  the Democratic
candidate sald, T would never
be 50 gracocless as to ask the
present  employes to express
thelr opinlon on an fasue like
this,'

He explained that in less than
A month he hopes to be work-
ing with these people as mayor
and "I will ocertainly explore
these matters at that time," he
sald.

Lavilt mald, “Anyway, Mr,
McCoy hasn't really satd they
are happy, only that they ought
to be, and that s n very dif-
ferent thing Indeed.” He ad-
vised hin opponent to spenk with
those no longer In the govern.
ment to hear what they might
have (o say.

Lavitt sald that as for the
needs of discontont Mr, MeCoy
fears so much, let me nasure

him, they only grow on fertile
noll.”

WILKES-BARRE, Pa. (AP)
—A judge refused again today
to dismiss a Massachusetts pro-
secutor's petition for an autopsy
on the body of Mary Jo Ko-
pechne and sald “only a h
will bring to light facts,” on
whether exhumation iz neces-
sary to determine how she was
killed in Ben. Edward M. Kenne-
dy’s car,

Common Pleas Judge Ber-
nard C. Brominski dismissing
the plea of Mary Jo's parents to
block an autopsy scheduled a
hearing for Oct. 20,

The judge also rejected the
request by Mr. and Mrs, Joseph
Kopechne of Berkeley Heights,
N. J. to delay a full hearing on
the autopsy petition until after
completion of an inquest Into
Mary Jo's death that already
has attracted world-wide inter-
est,

The 28.year-old Miss Ko-
pechne was killed July 18 when
Kennedy's car plunged off &
narrow bridge Into a pond on
Chappaquiddick Isiand, near
Cape Cod.

“It Is the opinion of this court
that the Interests of both the
public and the Kopechnes would
be best served by developing
the facts at a hearing to be held
without delsy,” Brominski said
in his six-page opinion.

‘“This would give the court the
benefit of all the infarmation
avallable from both parties in
arriving at the ultimate disposi-
tion of this matter.”

Brominskli once before, on
Sept. 3, had rejected the Ko-
pechnes’ motlon to dismiss the
petition for exhumation and au-
topsy originally filed on Aug. 18
by Dist. Atty. Edmund Dinis of
New Bedford, Masa, They
claimed Dinls was on a fishing
expedition and couldn't invade
Mary Jo's grave in search of an
alleged crime, e

Brominski had researched the
law exhaustively before reject-
Ing the dismissal motion for the
second time.

An assistant medical examin-
er at Edgartown, Mass, ruled
death was caused by drowning.
He did not perform an autopsy,

Three days after her death,
Miss Kopechne was buried In
Larksville, Pa,, not far from
where she was born in this

coal-mining region. Four daya
later, Kennedy pleaded guilty to
leaving the scene of an accldent
and was placed on one year's
probation.

On July 31, Dinis called for an
inquest into the death.

The inquest has been delayed,
possibly for a month or more,
while the Massachusetts Suy.
preme Court rules on a
by Kennedy's allorney that
rules of the Inquest be revised
to permit cross-examination of
witnesses and to close it to
press and public.

Dinis, responding to the Ko-
pechnes' demanda for evidence
that an autopsy was necessary,
said his investigators had
learned after the funeral that
there was blood In Miss Ko
pechne’s nose and mouth and on
her clothing when her body was
recovered. C

Dinls said, ""This may or may
not be consistent with death by
drowning." An autopsy would
“‘resolve doubls surrounding the
cause of death.’ he sald,

Counsel for the Kopechnes
argued that the presencs of
blood was “‘no proof of foul play
or criminal conduct.”

““The test of whether or not an
autopsy will be ordered canjot
be based on guesswork or spac-
wlation,"” sald Joseph L. Flana-
gan, attorney for the parenta.

Brominski also emphasized
that a hearing on Dinis' petition
would allow the D.A. *““The op-
portunity to prove the allega-
tiona . . . that the public interest
and proper administration of
justice' requires an autopsy to
confirm or deny that Miss Ko-
pechne drowned.

At the moment the issue be-
fore the court is not whether an
exhumation and autopsy should
be aliowed, but whether, based
on the allegation ... a hearing
on the petition ... should be
conducted,” the judge sald.

He declared that a hearing
should be held to get all the
facts, pro and con, ‘‘so that the
ultimate question can be an-
swered, l.e., whether or not an
exhumation and autopsy should
be allowed.””

""Only a hearing will bring to
light facts that will allow the
court to resolve this question,'
the judge added.

All thia slemental politics was on open
display at Hast Germany's celebration
of the 20th anniversary of Ite own exist-

ence &a the German Democratic Repub-
le,

The first thing glaringly obvious was
that Ulbricht regarded the prospect of
Brandt becoming Chancellor ns If N
were some kind of disaster, in spite of
the fact that Brandt has always been
the leader toward more cordial rela-
tons with Hast Germany.

The RHast German loader had no kind
worda for the new West Gorman leader.

But it was not only In Ulbrioht's own
words that the East German regime
showed ita sentiment,

The other maln speaker at the anni-
versury celebration was Leonid Bresh-
nev, party chief In Russin. And Bresh-
nev, In contrast to Ulbricht, had ali
kinds of friendly things to say ' about
the outcome of the election In West
Germany, and about the prospoots for
better relationships between Hast and
Weat.

When the press of Hast Germany, how-
ever, printed ita report of the Breshnev
speoch, it somehow manuged to omit all

Thess
were altories that would not have been
published If the 10 reporterm ard thelr
oditor were not free of all other edi-
torinl dutles to probe bohind the Image-
makera.

The Investigative tenm works mainly
In Washington, hut ity members can and
do travel over the world to get thelr
story. SBome of Ity wtories Inst yeur re.

Tt requires dogged
purmuit of facts until the writer W con-
vinced that he has everything he can
possibly dig out. The facts then must be
sorted and logically presented, devoid
of concluston-jumping or emotionalism.

We belleve that If these precepts are
followed, the reader — no matter how
cynloal or sophisticated will find him.

Senate Seen Outdoing
House on Tax Reform

WASHINGTON (AP) — Ben.
Russell B. Long, chalrman of
the powerful Finance Commit-
tee, predicts the Senate will
vote even bigger rellef for the
U.8. taxpayer than provided in
a House measure already critl.
cized by President Nixon as too
coatly.

Nixon has indicated he might
veto a tax reform bill that
wam't tfimmed below what the
House provided and any citizen
reaction would be intensiffed if
the Benate approved an even
better break for individual wage
earners,

Long's forecast was backed
up somewhat by the senior Re-
publican on the committee, Sen.
John J. Willlams of Delaware,
who toldl a reporter he would not
be surprised if the Senate goon
beyond the House measure,

“I have never seen a tax bill
considered in such a political at-
mosphere as this one,” Willlams
sald.

Several senators of both phr-

ties are urging the committes to
increase the present 3800 per
sonal income tax exemption by
at least $100, A fow have aaked
that It be ralsed to $1,000 or
$1,200,

It was learned this issue came
up tentatively Thursday at the
committea's first closed-door
meeting on the House-passed
bill.

Treasury officials who were
preset strongly resisted any
such move. They sald m $100
hike In exemptions would oost
more than $3 billion in revenue,
0 $400 increase $12 billion, and a
$600 increase more than $17 bil-
lion,

The House bill would give In.
dividuals $9.2 billon of relief
and offset this with $6.8 billion
of new revenue from various re-
form provisions,

Nixon sald this $32.4 billion
revenue loss was too great, He
proposed o series of changes
which would reduce the deficit
to $1.3 billion.

Long said he knew the pro-

posed tax relief '"‘may create
some revenue problems for the
government’' and

a cut
in federal spending of $8 to 88
billlon. But, he sald, the Repub-
lcans had indicated they could
reduce povernment outinys
steadily.

In any event, the sanator said,
a substantial part of the tax re-
lef will not take effect for two
or three years. Congress can
take some of it back if it devel
ope that the rellef would be un-
wise, he sald,

The committee voted Thurs.
day In its first decision on the
Houss bill, to eliminate $80 mil-
lion of reform revenue by killing
provisions which would impose
mome tax on interest of ptate
and local bonds,

Governors and mayors had
told the panel such taxes would
have a catastrophic effect on fi.
nancing of their local develop
ment programs,

Some reform advocates have
called these tax-exempt securi.
tles one of the big loopholes
now in the internal revenue
code. They permit wealthy per-
sonw 1o put all their assets into
the bonds and not even flle a re-
turm on them,

Hardin Orders Compliance
With the Civil Rights Laws

WASHINGTON (AP) — Agri-
culture Becretary Clifford M,
Hardin has moved to overcome
Justice Depurtment charges
that his agency has been drag-
ging its feet In civil righta en-
forcement.

Hardin has sent a memoran-
dum to agency heads giving
them until March 81 to meet a
three-part  directive ordering
full compliance with civil rights
Inwn,

Last April, Atty. Gen. John N,
Mitchell semt Hardin o letter
criticizing the department’s ox.
tennlon mervice for not fully pro-
viding Its facllites to blacka.

Other attacks have been lev-
eled againat the department for
Iaxity In seolng that farm pro-
grams, emergency louns, rural
housing and employment were
provided equally to minority
groups.

Hardin's memo, dated Sept.
25, hns recelved only Umited
distribution In the department
and no officlal publicity outalde.
A copy wan made avallnble to g
news man upon request.

Hardin's order stated
objectiven:

“"Correct programs In which
practices bar lktegration and
thus allow or lead to participa.
tion on n segregnted baals,

"HEach agency will review the
nctivities of all offices for the
exiatence of any practices that
are or might lend to megregation
and take Immediate nction for
their ollminution. Complete
elimination of megregation mnd
diserimination with regard to
meatingn, office space nnd re-
Inted facllities must be nchleved
now,

—"Correct  programs  that
have been conducted In ways
that permit economlic burriers
or social Inhibitions to Umit par
telpation of certain raclal, color
or natlonality groups, even
though such programa are an.
nounced as avallable to all per-
Lona.

“Correct programs In which

threo

service to specific racial, color
or natlonality groups Is Inferior
because of the fallure of depart-
ment employes or cooperators
to work across raclal lines re-
gardless of their own race, color
or nationality."

The memo Instructed each
agency head to report “that the
three steps outllned above have
been accomplished" by March
81,

Hardin also lald down ntrict
orders almed at full adherence
to federal wequal employment
laws. And, he sald, '‘Speclal ef-
forts must be made to assure
that job opportunities in the de-
partment are made known to
men and women of all races, re-
liglons and ethnic baok-
grounds.'”

The memorandum also In-
structed each agency head to
develop and conduct training
courses In the fleld for regional
and state managers,

Hardin sald this training pro-
Fram  must be completed by
June 30.

Saly'ation in Social Action

NEW YORK (AP) —In exter
nal dimensions, Christianity ig
falling behind. American chureh
membership is sagging. Attend-
ance has slipped. Other signs of
declining church influence have
appeared, not only in this coum-
try but also abroad.

As many religious scholars
see It, bellevers may become an
ever amaller minority in' the
world.

The "era of Christendom is
over,"' says the Rev. Dr, Bu-
gene Carson Blake, general sec-
retary of the World council of
churches. “We are in a secular-
izing age, and the idea of the
church dominating culture or
dominating government bhag
pgoune, This 1s complets,”

However, & new image of a
“servant church'—that works
simply for the causes of men's
good rather than exerting power
over thelr Institutions—ia
emerging among many Chris-
tian thinkers as the vision of the
church in times ahead,

In their view, it may be a
“church in dimspora’’—a scat
tered minority In soclety. The
description gitially was used by
German Catholic theologian
Karl Rahner, and has aince
been echoed by many others,

‘“The plain fact is this—Chris-
tiang today are being outpaced,
outdistanced, outbred'' wrote

“Unless counterforces are set
in motion, it may be that propor-
tionally, Christianity is doomed
to shrink more and more and
become a minority movement
with diminishing capacity for
influencing culture and histo-

A United Nations report noted
that Christians constituted =a
third of the world's population
at the start of the century, but
now are only 25 per oent, and
continuation of that same down-
trend would redtice this to 22
per cent by the century's end.

‘Bishop Odd Hagen, of Btock
holm, Sweden, a leader in the
World Methodist Councll, has
sald a projection of the most re-
cent figures indicate that ‘‘only
@ per cent of the world's popula-
tion, by the year 2000, will call
itself Christian.'

Two years ago, the Rev. Dr.
Robert McAfee Brown, a Pros-
byterian and ‘professor of relf-
glon at Btanford University,
predicted churches would lose
‘tremendous numbers'’ as they
became involved in trying to re-
lisve social problems.

“It ia Inevitable that people
will leave,” he sald. “But it will
be the salvation of the church.'

Evidence has mowed that at
least the first part of the predio.
tion ls occurring, since most
major denominations In this
country have slipped in mem-
bership growth in the last few
years,

Overall, the most recent sta-
tistics show that 63.2 per cent of
the U.8. population now are
church members, compared
with 84.4 per cent the year be-
fore, near where it had hovered
for three years, ending a long,
steady climb.

Now, it has started down.
Nearly all major denomina-
tions, Protestant and Roman
Ontholics last year slowed to
thelr lowest gains in decades,
Bome, such as United Method-
iata, United Presbyterians,
American Baptists and the La-
theran Church of America had
declines,

“Our people are in rebellion
against the church,” says a
long-time Lutheran educator,
Dr., Clarence C, SBtoughton of
Springfield Ohio. “This s a
quiet rebelllon, one in which
people are simply walking out
and never coming back.'

The vast expansion of technol-
ogy, overshadowing subtler
values of Mfe, was seen 85 &
part of the problem.

About three million liters of the siuce are exported anually. The residents of the
island claim that it is the best produced anywhere,

To make the sauce, layers of small fish, caught in the island’s coastal waters,
separated by Layers of salt, are placed in giant wooden vats. The fish are left to de-
compose for 12 to 14 months, during which time they liquefy and mingle with the
sult. As the level fulls, more fish and sult are put in on top.

Then, after a year or more, the bottom of the vat is tapped and the sunce beging
to trickle out—a pungent golden sauce with a powerful bouquet (or what the un-
sophisticated might be tempted to call a stench ). The first out, that from the bot-

This quote from Rabbl Mau-
rice Elsendrath, best describes
the theme of the nation-wide
Vietnam moratorium scheduled
for Oct, 15, This demonstration
will produce, according to sev-
eral observers, ‘‘the biggesat
ntrike In the history of the
United Btates," as students in
the high schools and colleges
across the nation will boycott
classes and hold mass rallles
In protest of the war, Despite
statements made by the presl-
dent to the contrary, it is hoped
that the sheer enormity of the
demonstration will have some
effect on the bringing the war
to & speedy close,

The national day of the mora-
torium was originally called for
by the National Btudent Asso-
ciation, and s being coordinat-
ed by the Vietnam Moratorium
Committee, whose headquarters
are in Washington. These
groups disavowed any connec-
tion with 8DS and other radical
groups, maintaining that their
support comes from all sectors
of academic and political lfe.
The 8D8 however supports the
moratorium and plans to par-
ticlpate In 1%

There are many events of pro-
test acheduled across the na-
tion, including teach-ins on the
war, seminars on foreign poll-
cy, boycotts of classes, rallies,
and candlelight marches. Also
planned In many towns are
church services, door-to-door
canvassing with anit-war peti-
tions, and readings of the war
dead.

The Oct. 15 moratorium has
the support of many prominant
persons, Including Senators Eu-
gene  McCarthy, Charles E.
Goodell, Mark Hatfleld, Fred
Harris and George McGovern.

Also In support of the planned
protest are about 30 congress-
men, Harvard Professor John
Galbruith, and Ceasar Chaves,
