The report sald that debris
from atmospheric tests continue
to bo the mont important man-
made radionctive comtaminan
ant In the anvironment.

Buch tests carried out msince
the ocommittes's 1088 report
have added only about 2 per
cent to the amounts of long-
lived radioative nuclides still in
the environment as a result of
temts ocarried out in the early
1000s—when the Boviet Unlon
and the United States were con-
ducting major tests,

But the report added that the
teots aince 1908 '‘have about
doubled the currert low vontent
of the atmosphere and have

the observed since
the middie of 1907."

The report ndded that only
mmall amounts of radioactive
material have leaked from a
few underground tests and they
have contributed only minutely
to the global inventory.

The report sald that moet of
the jong-lived nuclides Injected
into the atmosphere by the ear-
ller tests had been deposited by
the middie of 1967, but the dan.

Thus the President makes himself
subject to reproof for patently endorsing
reform itself aa the ox!gency of the hour,
without giving off much assurance that

ohe han any deeply-rooted conviction con-
corning the nature of the reform.

Mr, Nixon's switch of campe ia being
taken by liberals ns a substantial boost
to the constitutional amendment's
chanoes in the Senate, which were some-
what iffy up to now. The liberals, It
would appear, are still running scared
from the threat, grossly magnified In
their own minds, that George Wallace
and his third party supposedly had pre-
sonted to the electoral system In last
fall's election, That threat never ma-
terinlizsed of course — and Indeed, the
Eloctorn! College performed its task of
declaring a  presidential viotor more
awiftly and more decisively than a pop-
ular vole would have (n the closenesa of
last year's returns — but all this seema
Immaterial to what s being grasped as
a timely opportunity for demolishing the
College.

We hope the Benate is less Impelled
by the reform fever than the President
appoars to be when It considers the
House-passed amendment. The 165-year
okd Klectoral College system has not
falled the country yot — and there i
no reason that the flaws detected in t”
now cannot be corrected as were de-
fects which had been noted eariler In
its history.

The prospect of the abolltion amend
ment winning the necessary two-thirds
vote in the Semate may give reformers
something to cheer about, but there is
atill the highly formidable hurdle to be
overcome In obtaining ratification by
three-fourths (38) of the states. What the
presidential endorsement may have
done, in the amendment'’s
prospects in the Senate, s to diminish
considerably, & more reasonable, less
emotional, approach to Electoral College
reform. — NEW HAVEN REGISTER

Wonders of the Universe

Soviets Destined to Play
Second Fiddle in Space

The '‘wisdom of President John
F. Kennedy's decision to select
& manned landing on the moon
as a national objective is now
becoming dramatically appar-
ent. By consummating this pro-
gram, we have forced the Bov-
fet Union into the background
from which she cannot e.nerge
unless she undertakes a mas-
sive program of sending men to
the plansts at an expenditure of
neveral-score billlon dollars.
Hven then, she may not regain
hoer former prestige In space.

Following the spectacular suc-
cess of Apollo 11 and Mariner ¢
and 7, this country finds itwelf
precisely In the same front-
running position as the Soviets
following their launching of
Bputn'k 1 in October, 1057. While
the United Btates had the pos-
sibility of oatching up with and
surpassing ‘the 8oviets at that
time, 1t now appears that we
have relegated them to the
numberiwo position for at leanst
A decads, with only s remote
chance of their catohing up even
then,

Bometime during the early
10808, Premier Khrushchev be-
ocame enchanted with the ldeam
of enhancing the U.B.8.R.'s in-
termational image and prestige
by the launching of satellites,
He bought the idea of space ex-
ploration—willingly spent the
money to “buy’ this packnge-
and how well this stestegy work-
od In fully doctmented In pe
cent history. With the'r surerb
propaganda mach'nery, the Sov-
lets  exploited thelr usatellite
mmchings to pol'tical advan.
tage and challenged the West
to duo'onte th's feat. When we
finally did Yaunch .n few satel
litey, Khurshchev ridiculed one
of them ns n grapefrilt cirokng
the earth for that, Indeed,
wan the ='ze of our Mrst Van-
peerd  antellite,

For the United States to re-
ecapture technological prestige,
an audaclous step was Indicat-
ed. The only path to salvation
was to leaptrog. the Soviet space
gains and ““go for broke' on a
spectucular project—one which
would oapture global at¥ntion.
The project chosen by Preal.
dend Kennedy was to put a man
on the moon within the decade.
Only how do we begin to realixe
the brilllance of the move an
we reap the Incredibly far
reaching effects of this strat-
egy.

To Implement J.F.K's pian,
we had to have a booster big
enough o launch & manned Iy
nar expedition. In 1982 the 1.5
milllonpound-thrust 1 rocke*
engine was avallable for major
tasks. Using this engine and
adding the components needed
to land a man on the moon, en-
gincers evolved the Saturm 8§
rocket complex—the end prod-
uct of true technological virtuo-
sity. Even here, the payload
capabllities of the Saturn boost.
er were marginal, necessitating
the Lunar Orbital Rendexvous
technique which permitted two
of the three astronauts to de-
scend to the moon's surface, In
returning to orbit, they had to
abandan the Lunar Module de-
scent stage,

On that memorable day In
July, 1889, when our astronauts
did land on the moon, the Bov-
lots were thrust Into second.fNd-
dle position. This is not to say
they will not try to compets
with the United States in termas
of manned spaceflight in the
near future—but once they get

to the moon, what have they
done? In a two-man race, the
man coming In second haa lost
the race. Thus, the propaganda
advantage resided with the
United Btates and canmot be
taken from us. Undoubtedly,
the Boviets will put men on the
moon, if only to maintain face,
but by then we will have land-
ed wmeveral Apollo astronaut
crewa.

With the psychological impact
of an initial moon landing de-
nled them, how can the Boviets
thrust back onto the premier
position? The only answer
would seem to be to undertuke
a manned fMight to the planets.
Yet so fantactically expensive
is this project, with so many
unknowns Involved, that they
may want to make s profound
study before. committing thom-
selves, If they attempt this only
as a propaganda stunt, it will
go down ns history's most ex-
pensive one.

Propulsion would be one cost-
ly item, for instance. It s gen-
ernlly assumed by knowledge-
sble space engineers that a
manned flight to the planets
will roquire & nuclear stage.
Only the nuclear stage, with
ita  greater specific Impulse
(which is equivalent to miles
per gallon for a car) could car-
ry the necessary payload for a
mammed trip.

A nuclear stage may be pre-
clsely what the Boviels are
bullding today. There hay been
enough information leaked for
Western observers to realize
that they have a program un-
der way with the end product
4 practical nuclear rocket en-
gine. This may become oper-
atlonal before 1978 or 1977,
which is the target date met for
our NERVA nuclear engine for
proposed planetary spacefight-
ers. Once the BSoviets have
thelr nuclear stage avallable,
they can begin the task of over-
tnking the United States.

But the United States does not
plan to stand still meanwhile,
In 1071, another palr of Mar
iner unmanned spacecraft will
be launched to Mars and in 1973
the Viking project will put a

Police Break Up Marc
On Montreal’s City Hall

MONTREAL (AP) — Boldiers
and police turned City Hall Into
an armed camp Friday night to
head off a protest march by mil-
itant French-speaking separa-
tists, But the march was broken
up before it got cloge to the
bullding.

More than 0500 pollcemen and
soldiers armed with bayonets,
tear gas and flame throwers
surrounded City Hall. Machine
guns were set up on the roof and
floodlights {lluminated the
grounds. Pollce helicopters hov-
ered overhead.

City and provincial police
wearing helmets and armed
with three-foot riot sticks pe-
trolled the streets between City
Hal and Lafontaine Park,
where the demonstrators were
scheduled to rally aé 7 p.m. Po-
lice broke up all gatherings in

or near the park and made 14
arrests.

The demonstrators were de-
manding the resignation of the
city administration because of
its conduct during the 16-hour
strike Tuesday by the city’'s po-

killed. Troops have patrolled the
city since the strike.

Racial Insults as Du;plorable
As Property Damage: Babbidge

STORRS, Conn. (AP) — Al
though property damage ls In-
tolerable, raclal {nsults are
equally  deplorable, Preaident
Homer Babbidge said Friday in
the wake of disturbances on the
University of Connecticut cam-
pus,

“I must ask all university sty
dents and staff to welgh in thelr
consclences thia question :
‘Which {a truly the more violent
act, the mory threatening to
public safety, the act least com:
prehensible In our community:
breaking a window or Insulting
a black?

“For me, the answer is ob-
vious. We cannot and will not
condone property damage \done
for whatever reason, but I must
narert that we cannot and will
not condane damage to person
by, racial Insult, for whatever
reason,'

Babbidge nsked both black
and white students *'In the pros
ent atmosphere of tension and
rumor to exercise restraint even
in the face of apparent provo-
cation,”

He called for a special sxecu-
tive meeting of the UComn

Board of Trustees Sunday, when
he sald he would “‘propose cer-
taln  mctions to the board
designed to advance maclal re-
spoct and macial relations on
the Storrs campus.''

In a related annoubcement,
Rep. Stewart McKinney, House
minority leader, urged Gov.
