Seven Getting
Feel of Space

MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet
Union's seven orbiting cosmo-
nauts began carrying out
experiments  today, po;log*y
aimed at putting together the
first orbiting space station,

The station was expected to
be formed by welding two of the
trio of Soyuz spaceships in outer
space. In keeping with Soviet
policy on space flights, details
of today's round of experiments
were sketchy.

An official anmouncement said
the three spaceships were oper-
ating “‘strictly on schedule."

One of the announced aims of
Boyuz 6’'s mission is to carry
out welding experiments,

Prof. Nikolai Kazakov, de
scribed as an expert on vecuum
welaing, was quoted by the So-
viet news agency Tass today as
saying he believes it s possible
to use the sun's radiant energy
to weld metals in outer space.

"Kasakov stressed that In a
diffused medium it i poasible to
bulld absolutely airtight designs
of spaceships and orbital sta-
tions of various purposes,” Tass
added.

Today's official communique
gave no indication, however,
that the Soyuz 6 spacemen had
begun welding expeniments, It
sald the two crewmen photo-
gruphed cloud formations and
measured the of the
earth on the lght and dark
sides,

The thee-man crew of Soyuz
7, who blasted off from earth
Bunday, maneuvered with man-
ual controls and photographed
areas of the earth near the Cas-
pian Sea.

Reviewed by

Coventry’s Board of Welfare

is not'against the Windham
Area Community Action Project
(WACAP), Coventry’'s CAP, or
the surplus food program, ac-
cording to Charles Nyack,
chairman of the local board.
He explained following a recent
special meeting thit the board
has u responsibility to the town
to satisfy itself that the surplus
food program justifies the ex-
penditure of town funds.

The special meeting of the
Board of Welfare was held with
representatives of WACAFP and
CAP o discuss the distribution
of surplus government food in
Coventry, Nyack expinined that
this program is administered by
WACAP, with its local repre-
sentative Mra. Bemlce Dia-
mond.

All applications are reviewed
on & local level and those which
quality are forwarded to the
Willimantic office for process-
ing. In order to qualify for the
surplus food program, the ap-
plicant must meet certain stan-
dards as to income, since the
program Is primarily designed
o nssist families In the lower
brackets,

Welfare Unit

After an application Is ap-
proved, the applicant (s entitled
to receive food each month, dis-
tributed. at the Town Hall. Since
some of the lower income fam.
IHes do not own automoblles,
It is necessary for WACAP to
secure volunteers to help de-
liver the food.

Nyack said that a procedure y

has been developed through the
efforts of WACAP and CAP
whereby a receipt Is secured
from the reciplent at the time
the food I8 delivered. '“The
Board of Welfare commends
these organizations for their ef.
forts, as this has been a point
under discussion,'” Nyack said,

The surplus food progmm In
reality is not a welfare pro-
gram, but a program for dis-
tribution of surplus government
food which would otherwise be
destroyed or semt to forelgn
countries. As a matter of ex-
pedlency, it is placed under the
welfare budget and thus be-
comes the responsibility of the
welfare board. There {8 no cost
to the town for the food, but
the town does pay WACAP 30
cents per person each month.

The number of persons has
risen sharply In recent months

due to the fact that the Income
standards have been lowered.
With the presernt high cost of
living, this was necessary aince
many lower income famiHeal
Wwere experiencing a financial
strain. A recent statement from
WACAP Indicated that 173 per-
sons were taking part in the
program in Coventry.

Rellable sources sald there
was “‘some support' for enlarg-
ing the agenda of the meeting,
which opened Saturday and {5 to
last two weeks, But the sources
sald many of the 146 bishops
present, (neluding a number of
liberals, appear satisfled to de:
vote the entire meeting to forg-
ing a definition of collegiality.

The conceplt of collegiality
wasn advanced by the Second
Vatican Eeumenical Councll,
but It was never given a precise
definition. Since then o great de-
bate has developed between lib-
erals calling for a real sharing
of authority and conservatives
who Insist there must be no dilu-
tion In papal authority. Pope
Paul VI has held to the conpery-
ative view and looked on the
synod as a purely advisory
body.

Bishop Alexander Carter of
Sault Bainte Marle, Ont., sald
Pope Paul's presence at the
aynod's first working session
Monday ‘'brought a real impor-
tunce to that meoting nand un-
derlined what collegiality could
be.' Butl he added: "The gut Ix-
fue mow I how to make {t
work."

Bix spenkers nt Monday's nes-
sfon criticized the present mode
of papal authority, and five de.
fended it, Pope Paul took notes
but sald nothing,

Lobanon-based Paul Plerre
Cardinal Meouchi, the 78-yeur-
old patriarch of Antioch, called
for creation of a ‘'permanent
synod of bishops which should
recelve from the Holy Father
the power lo govern the univer-
nal church,'

Bul Stefan Cardinal Wyazyn-
aki of Poland sald any lessening
of the Pope's authority *‘will
cause damage and confusion
among the peoples of God who
are oppressed by athelst gov-
ernments,’”

Owen Cardinnl McCann of
South Africa naked the pontiff to
reverse his decision of three
yeurs ugo and accept the asyn-
od's decisions na binding, He
urged Pope Paul to “listen to
the bishops because the blghops
are his brothers In the eplico-
pate and not simply his dele-
gotes,"'

Four North Huropean cardi-
nals are expected to Introduce

But Pope Paul formed a new
"Commliassion for Controveray'
Monday, & move that some Vat-
fenn observers viewed as n de-
vice to bar such controversinl
toples na priestly cellbgey.

Fellel, nn archeconservative, to
head It,

Meanwhlile, the 200 dinsident
priests holding a ''counter-syn-
od" in Rome sald they had ew.
tablished contnot with leading
libersl membern of the synod.
The pricets come from elght na-
tions, nnd all elght groups sald
they had met with thelr bishops
or represontatives of their bish-

opa,

The priests, who are holding
an  unauthorized meeting to
propagandize for radienl Te-
forms in the church, sail the
Pope reofused them an audience
bt sent word he would give his
tention to thelr work, They
considered thin a de facto papul
recognition of thelr movement
and a victory,

“The fact that he expressed
‘serious reservations’ to our
texts in rejecling our pleas for
an nudience shows someone up
there read them.' the Rt, Rev.
Robert Bastonnier of Belgium
aadd.

Don Enzo Mazzl, the rebel
Florentine priest who has be-
come n symbol of pesistance to
ecelestastical authority in HMaly,
urged the dssident priests to-
diy to unite by ‘‘acts rather
than words.*

He recelved a standing ova-
tion.

Don Mazzl, who headed the
working class parish of Isolotto
in Florence, compared thé Cath-
oll¢ hlernrchy to the pharaoh at
the time of Mowes.

“We must be free from the
pharaoch and go with our peoplé
Into the desert, united In the
face of oppresalon,” he told the
nssembly of dissidents. '“Let us
not make too difficult speeches
or issue complicated docu-
menty. Let ug unite most of all
with acta."

He sald that for the past two
months In Isolotto, where he ia
banned from celebrating Mass,
numerous Italian priests have
been substituting for him in dis-
tributing the Eucharist at out-
door Masses attended by hun-
dreds of his followers. He sald
this was proof that aots speak
touder than words.

Last December Don Mazzi ls
sued A revolutionary catechism
depieting Christ ns basically the
chumpion of the poor against
the gppreasion of the rich.

But — na the day's events are quite
likely to ingHcate, here and there —
there will also be present and notive n
much smaller number of people who
will be looking, In the name of peoace,
for opportunities to create or Invite

violence here at home in the United
Btates.

For those who have been aiming their
thoughts and plans In the latter direc-
tion — that of provoking some vlolence
at home in the name of peace In Viet.
nam — it has been o bitter and frustrat-
Ing experience to see the Vietnam Moru.
torium todny take onm such an air of
respoctabllity as It has been given by
the open support of all kinds of public
and religious and educationn] leaderahip,

To some of the Insurgent minds on
our national scene, respectubllity s
death Itself, and n target to be attacked
no leas feroclously than the partioular
war in Vietnam.

We may expect, therefors, that there
will be some effort, In some places to-
morrow, to carry the Moratorium ob-
servance beyond peaceful and prayer-
ful menns.

Agninst that poasibility, we must hope
that the original sponsors wnd plannera
of the day can suocceed In holding 1t to
peaceful means for peaceful objectiven,

That will, if it can happen, give the
Momatorium Ity best chance of having
some  constructive Influence on the
course of eventa In Washington, Viet-
nam, and Parils.

One wishes one could add to the liat
of places In which a good observance of
the Moratorium might have a positive
effect that of Hanod.

What one would lke to have happen
In Hanol, after such an American de.
monstration of 4 nation-wide desire for
peace, would be some kind of decision
to help speed the process by which the
American people, through thelr lesder
ship, and the Vietnamene people, through
their leaderships, might come to an end
of their present struggle.

One Mark Against The Belt

Everything comes to one who waits,
even a news Item In which it is ad-
mitted that there may have been one
Instance in which a meat belt took a
life Inatead of saving it.

Hut it had to come all the way from
England, where it was the formal find-
ing of a pathologist testitying In an In-
quest over the death of & automobils
crash victim. Here in this country, where
we seldom report anything wrong with
the latest compulsion toward progress,
we stlll notice seat belts only in those
instances when they save a life,

In the British accldent, the medical
testimony was that the lady in question
died from multiple abdominal injuriea
caused by the mevere pressure of the
feal beit strap, In an automobile colll-
slon.

Immediately, British safety authorities
came to the defense of the belt, Innlating
that it in still the best protection against
serious injury In road crashes,

That may be so. And nobody can ob-
Ject to the wearing of meat belts for
those who belleve they provide much
safety.

But there has always been & common
sense possibllity that there would be
occamions and situations and types of
accldents In which the sent belt itself
might become & contributing cause to
death, nnd I has always seemed to us
that knowledge of such posaibllities
should be availuble to people wishing to
make thelr own cholee about the wouaring
of the belta,

8Suppose, for the make of speculative
Argumaent, the lady in Britaln would have
survived the crash In question If she
hadn’t been wearing the seat belt, and
muppose there had been, as some safoty
erusaders think there should be, a law
requiring her to wear the seat belt
which, as It turned out, cost her her
life. Would the government which had
ndopted such a law have been respon-
alble for taking her life?

There was, of course, no such com-
pulsion. 8o far, compulsion In limited to
laws which require the manufacturers to
Include various kinds of safety oquip-
ment In their cars, whether or not the
prospective buyers wish to owWn or use
them. The record would ssem to indi-
cnte that pushing this equipment at peo-
ple lu llkely to Incresse the ultimate une
of the equipment, and save lves. But
not all the evidence Iy on one mide, and
people who have any instinet to rotain
thelr own choice nbout thelr own welfare
and safoly have a right to know It.

— A
principal reason why the troub-
led Unlversity of Callfornia
campus here begins classes thia
week with a fatalistic expecta-
ton of chaos nhead In the pres
ence of thousands of trouble-
seeking non-students.

The normal contingent of pot-
smoking, long-haired ‘‘street
people' on Telegraph Avenue
adjoining the campus was aug-
mented by an Inundation of
some 10,000 youth cultists this
past summer, Epough have
stayed to put the atrength of
the street people at an all-time
high of perhaps 6,000. This con-
stitutes a huge permanent
cadre of alienated youth, mix-
ing drug usage and radical po-
litical doctrine and collaborat-
ing with radical student lead-
ers on the campus {tsell,

It was this alllance of student
radicals and street people
which provoked Inst spring’s
bloody confrontation over the
People's Park, energizing much
of the student body on their
side, Indeed, there Ia =&
chronic threat of violence on
Telegraph Avenue that ¢an en-
gulf the campus any time. As
students registered for classes
Inst week, Berkeley police hunt-
Ing for heroln pushers tangled
twice with the atreet people—
the kind of clashes that can
quickly escalnte.

Thus, the slreet people are
the spark that at any time can
ignite the Berkeloy powder keog.
The combustible combination
includes an uncertain adminis-
tration, an ever more militant
student body and faculty, and
wrathful  hostility toward the
Berkeley ethos by Gov. Ronald
Reagan (who plans meat-axe
budget cutas against the univer-
aily next year).

This maken Borkeley perman-
ently Impervious to all attempts
ut either pacification or svoth-
Ing ovents wsuch as lowering
military draft calls.

The biggest
and stormiest problem the party
is going to face in 1970 is that
of what to do about the United
States Senate seat now occupled
by Tom Dodd. The simplest
way of holding the central core
of the party together while It
deals with that problem (s to
have Governor Dempsey con-
tinue to play the role of pros-
pective standard bearer in
1970, To let a scramble for the
gubernatorial nomination open
up along with the rivalry for
the Dodd nomination would be
an Invitation to party chaos and
to potentinl wheeling and deal-
ing of such a scope that nobody
could be sure where the pow-
er might end up.

Water Pollution:

Last Year 15 Million Fish
Poisened by Man’s Wastes

WASBHINGTON (AP) — Mors
than 15 million fish were killed
by water pollution last year, "“a
macabre reminder that our riv-
ers, Iakes and streams are
being polsoned by many highly
toxic and dangerous wsub-
stances,’" the Interior Depart-
ment sald today.

The number of dead fish, set
at 15,236,000 on the basis of re-
ports from 42 states, s up 31 per
cenl from 1867, It Is the highest
slnce 1984 when municipal sew-
age, Industrial wastes and other
pollutants killed 18,387,000 fish.

“While Improved reporting
pracUces, variations in weather
and other factors could be par-
tially responsible for the In-
orease, the report Is a macabre
reminder that our rivers, lakes
and streams are belng polsoned
by many highly toxic and dan-
gerous subtstances,’’ sald David
D. Dominick, commissloner of
the Federal Water Pollution
Control Commisalon.

Two-thirds of ths fish killed
by pollution were commercial
fish while 9 per cent were clas-
sifled as sport fish, the depart-
ment sald,

The department pointed to
municipal and Industrial poilu-
tlon as the main cause of the
fish kllls, blaming city sewage
for the death of 6.0 million and
Industrinl waste for the death of
6.8 million. .

In the eight years records
have been kept, more than 103
milllon fish have dled from wat-
er pollution,

Soclety’s ‘dumping of sewage
into its lakes, rivers and
streams poses o greater hazard
than just the death of fish.
Sclentista reported laat year fish
can pick up human disease
germs and spread them back to
humans when eaten.

White perch caught in Chesa-
penke Bay, dumping ground for
neveral rivera running through
heavily populated areas, were
found to contaln germans which
could cause typhold fever, dys-
entery and tuberculosis.

Coho salmon caught In the
Great Lakes were Impounded
by the government early this
year when found to contaln dan-
geroualy high levels of the pesti-
cide DDT. And Univeraity of
Michigan scientists say pesti-
cldes seeping Into Lake Michi-
gan destroy nearly half the cggs
lald by salmon.

Thermal pollution, the
Injection of hot water or air into
lakes, rivers and streams, also
s cauning increasing concern. It
comes from Indusirial plants,
electric generators and irriga-
ton, and kills tish by destroying
their oxygen or food.

The largest fiah kill of 1968
was caused by overflow from a
petroleum refinery pond on the
Allegheny River at Bruln, Pa.,
where more than 4 million fish
died.

Sewage from an overloaded
treatment plant at Mobile, Ala.,
killed more than a milllon fish
in a two-mile stretch of the Dog
River—the second largest single
kil

Turkey’s ‘Peasant Premier’
Gets Another Four Years

ANKARA, Turkey (AP) —
Turkey's ''peasant premler,"
Suleyman Demirel, has led his
conservative Justice party to
another four yeara in power
with' & robust country boy style

new to Turkish politics,

With approximately half the
vole counted today, unofficial
tabulations gave Demirel’s par-
ty B1.3 per cent of the vote,
slightly less than the 52.0 per
cent it won in 1865, and more
than 250 of the 480 seats in the
Natlional Assembly,

The unofficlal figures gave
the chlef opposaition, the leftist
Peoples Republican party, 28
per cont and more than 140
seaty, nnd divided the rest
among six amaller parties. The
election wan marred by shooting
in four rural communities in
which five persons were killed
and six wounded.

In a whirlwind campaign to
virtually every comer of the
country, Demirel pointed with
pride to the accomplishments of
his first four years., Bul the
huge crowds came primarily to
ses him, and seemed delighted
with whatever he sald or even i
he sald nothing,

Demirel, 45, stocky nand bald.
ing, In n phenomenon on the
Turkish politicul scene. Until he
entered politdes five years ago
Turkey's lending politicinna had
come from the urban, mostly
wenlthy elite.

Demirel, of peasant stock
from the village of Isinmkoy In
Anatolin, arruptly changed all
that by winning his firat try for
public office In the 10680 eloe-
tions which made him premier.

Demirel also carried his Sath-
et into public life. He s now
mayor of Iilnmkoy

Demirel went to sachool in his
home village and succoeded In
golng on to the Istanbul Techni-
enl University, gradunging with
an engineering degree In 1940,
He won a U8, government
acholaraship and spent a year in
the United States with the Bu-
rean of Reclamation studying
dams and lrrigation projoects, In
1904 he returned to the United
States for another year on an
Einenhower fellownhip,

military service ab the age of 86,

Since then he has preslded
over the moat liberal regime In
the 600 years of Turkish history,
with complete freedom of the
press, freedom to demonsirate,
freedom of unions to organize
and strike, and a free economy.
His frec enterprise pollcy was
one of the chief targets of hia
political opponents in the elec-
tion eampnign.

Installation of newly pur
chased school playground equip-
ment has stopped because no
labor 18 available to install it,
School Buperintendent Donald
Hennigantold the Board of
Education last night.

Hennigan sald today workers
would be welcomed, and that
anyone who wants to help
should get in touch with Davis
Wiggin, physical education di-
rector.

Hennigan's report on the sta-
tus of the equipment last night
came in response to a question
by Beldon Schaffer, a member
of the board, who said the
equipment Is now “lying around
in the corridors of schools.'

“We have advertised for la-
bor,” Hennlgan said, “‘but have
been unable to get It.’

Hennlgan sald that the Buok-

land School PTA had volunteer-
ed to dig holes for equipment
assigned to that school. Buckley
School equipment has been in-
stalled, he said.

At the board meeting of Sept.
2, Wiggin/ said that 85-90 per
cent of the $101,000 budget items
for ph education equip-
ment had been received and
was being distributed to schools.
His goal at that time, he said,
Was to complete one playground
a week with the help of part-
time workers from Manchester
Community College.

As for Indoor equipment, Dr,
Hennigan sald Wiggin is still
awaiting the arrival of profes-
sional installers, who will
inspect all schools and submit
bids, This course was deemed
advisable becauss of legal prob-
lems that might result if other
than professionals did the work.

Board Rejects Revision

In Photogra‘.phy Policy

By a 43 vote, the Board of
Education 1ast night defeated a
proposed revision of the pol-
fcy adopted in April 1088, gov-
erning the photographing of
students for purposes other than
yearbook and student publica-
tions, '

The suggerted revizion was
recommended by the adminis.
tration following study by the
administrative council, com-
posed of bullding principals,

The nronosed revision would
permit tha taking of pictures by
recognized PTA organizations
providing thet ‘‘achool time, de-
fined as the time used nor
mally for Instructional purposes,
will imder no clrcumstances be
encroached upon."

It further stipulted that
feachers were 'not to be in-
volved in handling money nor
selecting a photographer, that
o complete plan be filed with
the suoerintendent of schools
prior to the date, and that a
report be submitted following
picture taking,

Most of last night's opposi-
ton was directed toward the so-
called "‘escape' clause. This
stated that where {mpossible to
take pictures before or after
school, Baturdays, or non-school
days, '"‘emch school plan sub-
mitted to the superintendent of
schools for final approval must
include vald reasons as to why
the activity must be conducted
within the hours the school nor-
mally s in session.' .

Atty. Herbert A. Phelon Jr,
suggested that the proposed pe-
vision be adopted on a trial
basis until early next year, at
which time Superintendent of
Schools Donald J. Hennigan
would make a report on the
success or fallure of the new
palicy.

The policy ndopted in 1863 pro-
hibits elementary schools and
PTA from taking individual ple-
tures for fund-redsing purposes
because of the Involvement of
school personnel and encrouch-
ment upon school time. At the
same time, it permits picture

taking by teachers and parents
of classroom projects or groups
of children,

Abrams Says:

Protest Ineffective
On Viet Battlefield

SAIGON (AP) — A fow Amer-
fcan troops In Vietnam silently
protested against the war today,
wearing black arm banda while
on combat patrol to show sym-
pathy with the Moratorium Day
protest in the United States.

Gen. Creighton W. Abrams,
commander of 11.8. forcea Viet-
nam, sald he did not think the
protest in the United States
would make any difference osi
the battiefield In Vietnam,

‘‘We've got our job to do here
and that's what we're doing,"
Abrams told newsmen after a
delegation from Mississippi pre-
sented him a resolution by
their  legislature supporting
American forces in Vietnam.

Associated Press photogra-
pher Charles Ryan, on patrol
south of Da Nang with a platoon
from the U.8. Americal Divi-
slon, said about half of the 30
troops were wearing black arm
bands.

“I'm wearing it to show that 1
sympathize with the antiwar
demonstration back home,'
sald the platoon leader, 1st Lt
Jesse Rosen of New York City.
“It's just my way of silently
protesting. Personally, I think
the demonstrating should go on
until President Nixon gets the
iden that every American
should be pulled out of here
now."

Ryan reported that the pla-
toon killed two Viet Cong, in-
cluding a woman armed with a
Chinese rifle, and that four of
the Americans were wounded
by booby traps,

A spokesman for the American
Divinion sald the protest was

being Investigated and he didn't
know yet whether any disciph-
nary action would be taken
against Rosen,

President Nguyen Van Thieu
said in a statement that the an-
HUwar demonstrations could pro-
long the war if they encouraged
the enemy to wait for more
concessions. S8ome members of
the South Vietnamess House of
Repregentatives called for a
full-scale legislative debate on
the demonstrations.

Twenty American clvillans
working in the country marched
to the U.8, Embassy in Salgon
with a petition calling for the
immediate withdrawal of all
American troops.

U.8. Ambassador Ellaworth
Bunker met four of the demon-
trn‘ors  inside Lthe embassy
while the rest stood outside in
o sllent "vigil" for those killed
in Vietnam. Social worker Leo
Dorsey of Bcranton, Pa., sald
Bunker agreed to transmit their
one-paragraph petition to Preai-
Cent Nixon.

The petition was signed by 32
civillans, most of them working
for religious and social orguni-
zations. The statement sald:

“As milllons of Americans to-
day express thelr opposition to
the war in Vietnam, we who
work here wish to add our
volces W thelrs. We know the
suffering of the Vietnamese peo-
ple. We say this war must stop.
We call for the immediate with-
drawal of all American troops."”
