Injunction Sought
In Teacher Strike

EAST HARTFORD, Conn.
(AP)}—The Board of Education
sought a court infunction today
to break a teachers' strike and
resume normal classea for the
city’s 11,000 public school stu.
dents.

More than 700 teachers voted
to stay away from the 22 schools
today because of prolonged fall-
ure of the Board of Education
and the East Hartford Teach-
ers’ Association to agree on a
new cohtract,

Schoo!l remalned open, how-
ever. Nonm-unlon teachers were
augmented by  schoal nurses,
principals and even Board of
Education members to handle
classes for the students who
show up.

'The teachers' vote Thursday
evening In support of a strike
wéa nearly unanimous. Contruct
négotiations have been going on
for nearly a year without suc.
cess. The old contract expired
in June, and teachers worked
the first seven weeks of this
achool year without n contract.

In response to the strike vote,
the Board of Education voted
Thuraday night to deny pay to
siaff members not performing
their duties "during an {llegal
absence."”

Before the contract negotia-
tions broke down, a non-binding
arbltration report was mauade
public, It supported the school
board in at least half of its 37
recommendations,

The East Hartford Education
Association has a membership
of 780 persons including teach-
ers, most school administrators
and special service personnel
like speech and hearing special-
ists. Other teachers in the sys-

tem are represented by the East
Hartford Federation of Teach-
€rs but salaries are negotiated
by the EHEA.

A spokesman for the achool
board maid today that teachers
would be docked a day’'s pay
for misuing school ‘‘unless they
are sick and have 'z doctor's
excuse.'”

Saigon Claims to Control
90.5% of Vietnam’s People Fg;’“""e Back

By RICHARD PYLE
Assoclated Press Writer

SAIGON (AP) —The Saigon
government claimed today for
the first time in the Vietnam
war that it controls more than
90 per cent of the nation's 17
miilion pecple.

In its monthly statistical re-
port on the pacification pro-
gram, the government said that
as of Sept. 30, a total of 15.6 mil-
lion people—or 80.85 per cent of
the nation's population—lived in
areas controlled wholly or main-
ly by the government.

At the same time it sald the
Viet Cong's control had been re-
duced to 3.8 per cent of the pop-
ulation, while 5.7 per cent lived
‘In “contested' areas.

The 90.5 per cent tigure repre-
sented an Increase of 1.4 per
cent over the previous month. It
also marked the 12th straight
month of what officials have
termed n “sharply favorable'
trend In the government's ef-
forts to extend its control and
security over the population,

Some observers have seen
this trend as suggesting that the
government cannot claim too

much more control of the popu-
lation without raising the ques-
ton of why the war continues,

In rural areas alone, the
monthly report said, the govern.
ment now controls 88.1 per cent
of the total of 9.2 million people,
an Increase of two per cent over
August,

The figures are based on the
province - by - provinge nssess-
ments of the Hamlet Evaluation
System, a computerized process
for rating security in Bouth Viet-
nam’'s more than 11,000 ham-
lets,

The system rates hamlets as
being in one of three calegories
of ‘relative’” government secu-
rity, one of two *‘contested’’ cat-
egories, or controlled by the
Viet Cong.

In the last year the percent.
age of people living In hamlets
in the Viet Cong-controlled and
“contested"’ categories has
ahrunk steadily, according to
the government's tigures. Since
November 1968 the number ly-
ing under Viet Cong control has
dropped from 12.3 to 38 per
cent, according to the Oclober
report, which reflecta figures
for Beptember,

m Exinction

BAKERSFIELD, Calif. (AP)
— The California condor may be
coming back from the edge of
extinction.

More than 270 sightings were
reported Wednesday and Thurs-
day in the annual count of the
once-abundant vultures, down to
an officlal low of 38 in 1965,

"I don't know if we'll exceed
last year’s confirmed count, but
It sure looks like we're In the
ballpark ... We're optimistic,'
sald Bob Maliette of the U.B.
Fish and Wildlife Service.

Scores of bird watchers on
peaks and ridges in rugged
mountains around the southern
rim of the Ban Joaquin Valley
noted each sighting by time, di-
rection and altituds.

All sightings will be checked
against others to eliminate du-
plication in obtaining a final fig-
ure. Last year it was 52 and the
year before 47,

Wiidlife officlals and the Au-
dubon Boclety have been cam-
paigning for decades to check
the seeming flight toward obli-
vion of the dlack birds with the
10-foot wingspread whose only
enemy Is man.

The condor once flourished
from British Columbia to Lower
Callfornia.

With the settling of the West,
their breeding grounds shrank
o a amall, i{solated area of
Southern Callfornia set aside as
A sanctuary. Farms and cities
spread over thelr feeding
grounds. Some were caught in
traps set near the carcasses of
cattle for coyotes and wolves.

There Is a $1,000 fine for
shooting one, but during hunting
seasons dead birds have been
found.

Floppy and ungainly on the
ground, they are beautiful in
flight, soaring efortlessly as
high as 16,000 feet, covering 100
miles or more a day while pa-
trolling for food.

Condors eat only carrion,
mostly the carcasses of cattle,
sheep and deer,

Their reproduction Is painful-
ly alow. A female lays only one
egg at a time, no oftener than
every other year, usually In a
cave In a remote cliff,

The parent birds are so wary
they will abandon the egg If
scared. Bables are helpless for
two months and cannot fend for
themaselves for a year,

And It may even turn out that realisa-
tion of this may help Goldberg with
Democratic  convention delegates who
are Interested in winning, even.if that
means nominating somebody whose

" An for Mr. Goldberg's own motivation
and reu'lonln‘ in his situstion, we are
Inclined to accept his own noble-sounding
explanation,

me,” he sald, "It Is too Iate in the day
for me to engage in political expedien-
oy :

There I8 u corollary to that statement
which ought to be met up and honored
too. It ia that It is never early enough
in the day or the game for anybody to
think he can afford political expediency.

Mr. Goldberg, ns in his service in the
United Nations when ho so often had to
take s posture in defense of actions with
which he really did not agree, knows
what it ia to let one's principle stay
quiet while one tries to fight for it be.
hind closed doors. What he was saying
the other day was that he had so much
time and energy and opportunity . for
publi¢ service left, and that he folt he
hed earned the juxury of using it his

own way, even If that went against the
normal political book. Usually, when a
politician says take me or leave me on
such a basis, the result is that the public
wants him more than ever,

The Discontents Of Youth

The press tells us that Marcuse s the
main influence on protesting youthr and
this is belleved by Governor Resagan in
Marcuse's home state. Yet Marcuse o
extremely difficult to read, combining
Freud and Marx in his own even more
opaque version of German-Englsh. It
sooms unlikely that he converts any but a
amall minority of arta and social aclence
students.

What he does is to echo feelings and
sentiments which are widespread but are
incoherently expressed by millions.

*These rre, basicelly: that modern so-

clety i# a confidence trick offering high
astandards of materfal comfort in ex-
change for slavery to the industrial ma-
chine, that modern learning has accep-
tance of thia situation as its main goal
and that the only sections Hkely to re-
voit against this are the unbribed poor,
racial minorities, and youth,

The basic ideas here are quite mim-
ple, in spite of Marouse's elaboration,
The sense of being tricked caters to
youths who are frustrated and annoyed
for many reasons, but who sse them-
melves surrounded only by the kindly
facen of lberal parents and teachers,

against authority in ways specifically de-
signed o provoke ocounterviolenoce.

This is the Marcusean way of
that violence lurks behind the lberal
facade. All it really proves is that if
you kick a policeman he will kick you
back. But in permissive and llberal so-
cletios like Britain the "anti-fuzs” pro-
test gives at Joast some sort of link with
youths tackling more fearsome oppon-
ents in the United States, France, Japan,
or Latin Amurica.

This Marcusean Idea of “ripping the
mask from violence' satinfies the youth-
ful desire to fight. It gives intellectual
Justification for the kind of behaviour
long found among adolescents at football
matches and on Glasgow housing entates,
The battles between mods and rockers
have been replaced by those between
"the fum' and the forces of good.

In 8o far as violence s directed against
the sort of foroes which strafe American
onmpuses from hellcopters, then Mar-
cuse had opened a window on truth, But
where, an so often in Britain, the fight
la dellberately provoked to prove a point,
then he has aimply lHcensed the creation
of a public nuisance.

Having proved that violence Is the
basis of moclety, the next puzsle ls to
explain why so many people, including
the poorest, seom unaware of this, Here
‘false consclotwmens” wteps in. The
Marxist notion that men are often un-
aware of their true situation s the basis
of much of the modem soclology of know-
ledge. Unfortunately in the hands of Len.
inists (and of Marcuse) the corollary
In acoeptance of an enlightened slite who
renlly do know what the real situation in.

Hence the great appenl of Marcuse to
university students, alwayes the most in-
securely arrogant seotion of youth, They
are flattered into belleving that they can
noo what {s hidden from the bus driver
or the Co-op shopper. These latter are
being fooled and exploited In the very
act of watching televisfon or buying a
new counr. QGlving them material goods
Involves a surrender of economic and in-
tellectual freedom,

The idea that youth fa both enlighton-
od in this respect and capable of liber-
ating at loast iteel o irresistible. It
Justifiea any rejoction of the adult world,
any form of violence against It, alllance
with any group or nation which also
seema o be fighting the conformists. It
broods nympathy with Black Power ex-
tromisty who want to "burn America

The political danger of mioh a poaition
Is, of course, that it can dead anywhere
oxcept toward constructive work in es-
tablished political Institutions, As all
osuch Institutionn are by nature corrupt-
Ing, nmocintion with them will also cor-
rupt. This rejection helps to explain the
unbridgeable gap between formal adult
soctalinm and the youth revoit in most
ndvanced countries.

In strict logic It leads more directly
to fasclem than to communism, even
If all the heroos of the movement are
on the extreme Loft. Fortunntely. strict
logle rarely appliea,

In so far as thore Is n meamge It Is
sardonic and pessimistic rather than vio-
lont and rebellious. “Youth's a stuff does
not endure” s a more frequent theme
than “Burn Baby, Burn.” Parents are
sad orentures living In little boxes and
not understanding. Authority le stupld if
not downright evil.

A whole generation haa been created
In the past 10 years which {s sceptical
and hedonistio, critical of the ndult world
and essentinlly apart from (t. Fortunate-
ly this gencration hae largely been In-
dootrinated with Uberal-radical  senti-
ments on race, morality, personal re-
lationships, and authority. In spite of
the fears of churchmen, ‘‘Lay, lady,
lny,"" ls likely to cause lesa damage
than the “Horet Wessel Lied."

While it remains essentially liberul the
youth culture Is relatively harmiess and
even benoficial. Bome of its adherents
may kill themmelves off with hervin, or
have their brains smashed In by police
—most will come through unecathed, al-
most ready for the cloying embrace of
the affluent soclety,

Where young people threaten lbera)
inatitutionu as the oaslest enemy, or play
into reactionary hands by destructive at-
titudes and behaviour, they may be
something more than a muisance. Gov-
emor Reagan is becoming more popular
by the hour and I» already moving
aguinst free educnation in California. Con.
servatives in Western Euwrope are gain-
Ing strength from ‘parental reaction
against  youthful extremism. Police
forces are belng strengthened and arm-
eod, while violence enterw political Hfe
from Ulster to Cunberma,

As youth becomes belter educated and
proportionately stronger {n most advane-
ed socleties, It will demand more In-
fluence. It will ask for forms of lbora-
tion which ocannot be granted While
there s unlikely to be a stralghtforward
battle of generations anywhere, youth
will have to be added to the economic
and cultural forces In fture political
equations. —JAMES JUPP, LECTURER

The great concentration camp
scare beguan In early 1066 with
wild rumors spreading through
the ghettoes. They picked up
steam In the early spring of
1884, particularly after the Bast-
er riots, Ropeated denials by
Fedoral officinla  did not fully
reassure the ghetlos,

One reason woas u recommen.
dation by the House Un-Ameri-
can  Activitles Commitiee in

WASBHINGTON (AP) — Thou-

sands of U.8, troops probably
will remain In Vietnam to ad-
vise and train South Vietnamese
forces even after the war stops,
according to Defense Becretary
Melvin R. Lalrd,

Laird's remarks to newsmen
Thursday sounded like a return
to the U.B, advisory effort main-
tained in South Vietnam under
President John F'. Kennedy,

This was the first time Lalrd
has -spoken publicly of adminis-

,tration thinking along these
llnes, and it s at odds with
those demanding a total and
swift U.S. withdrawal,

Ab & spot news conference,
Laird refused to be apecific, but
said such a ‘‘reaidual force” of
trainers and advisers would be
a little bigger than the 6,000 or
7,000 men he said were in Viet-
nam during the Kennedy admin-
Istration.

The U.8, advisory force grew
to about 16,000 men by the time
Kennedy was oassassinated In
November 1963. President Lyn.
don B. Johnson sent American
troops to Vietnam on a major
scale In 1965 and the fighting
strength rose to 648,500 after the
United States assumed the lead-
Ing combat role.

Asked how long the United
States would keep an advisory
force In Vietnam, Laird replied
that "I wouldn't want to make a
prediction."’

However, when reporters not-
ed the United States atill has
65,000 men In Korea 16 years
after the Korean War and about
320,000 in Europe 24 years after
World War II, Laird comment-
ed:

John Rothwell Named
Zoning Board Head

John C. Rothwell of Hownrd
Rd. was elected chalrman of
the Zoning Board at a mesting
last night, Rothwell, a veteran
member of the board, succeeds
Donald Tedford In the position.

All
that wan required was a public
hearing before ndoption of reg-
ulations, or changen In regula-
tions, by the board itself, Thin
remains true today, an those
who were opposed to npartment
complexes nnd wanted a sone
chunge discovered last year,

A new board, formed In 1881,
pasnedBolton's first zoning reg-
ulationn muccesafully, Rothwell
joined the new board In about
1084 and has been a member
ever nince. He has altended
schools In zoning offered by
state ngencles and has recelved
cortifienton of merit from these
schools,

Tedford sat In on the moeeting
Inst night to inform the bourd
that he would finish up those
projecta for which he, as zoning
agent, had (ssued certificates of
registration, John Willnauer,
the new amsemsor-bullding In.
spoctor, will start with the new
requests,

Tedford wns thanked by the
board for his many years of
service, and he, In turn, offered
to help In any way he could
in the future.

The board voted to appoint
Willnnuer ngent of the board, a
necessary lognl  step. It wan
understood that Willnauer would
take on these dutles wnyway,
but the ugent must be u “duly
appointed officer” of the Zon.
Ing Board,

The bulk of the board's three-
hour meecting contered on o dis-

Rothwell sald that there are
no special exceptions In the Bol-
ton maning  regulntions, except
for w ocase where three houses
share one driveway.

He
anld that the powers of the
ZBA ure “quite limited.”" It can
allow  variinces becuuse of
sidedine requirements or  be-
Cause of characteriatios unigue
to the particular parcel of land,
but K cunnot allow variances
bocause of “use.'" The hard-
ship must come out of the
land, not the pocket book,™
Rothwell sald

Morianos was joined by Zon-
ing Board member Robert Mur.
dock In expressing concern over
the plight of those who have for-
saken farming, and especially
those who huve retired on their
farms. They noted that the
nature of the town has changed
from a farming camimunity to
& bedroom town, although =till
rural, and thought there should
be some way the empty barns
and chicken (coops could be

used, rathor than just taxed.
Tedford estimated that - only
about seven or elght active
farma remaln,

Rothwelll insisted that the
problem was a personal one,
rather than a land  problem.
“The Zoning Boards' commit-
ment s to the town of Bolon
as o whole, not to Individuals '
he =ald.

Moriancs  sald  that there
ought to be a solution. On the
one hand, the town seeks to
form a tommittee for the elder-
ly, and on the other, It won't
‘et them make money on old
horna, he sald.

Students Can Learn

To ‘Go Climb a Rock’

By BILL STALL

YOSEMITE NATIONAL
PARK, Callf, (AP) — '"Go
climb a rock,” reads the sign at
the foot of the sheer granite
walls, And about 600 people
have—anticed into climbing thia
year by a unique mountaineer-
Ing school.

Operated by the park's
concession company, the school
offers a $10, one-day beginner's
course, good enough to get a
novice up a good-aized hill,

But after that, a climber can
qualify for more complicated
classes—if he haa the staminn
—and eventunlly can loak for-
ward to scaling some of the cliffs
in the national park where the
highest rises a sheer 38,000 feet
above the valley.

It was in 1088 that that prow,
called El Capitan, was first con-
quered, and one of the m™«mn
who did It, Wayne Merry, a 38-
year-old former park ranger,
now directs the climbing school.

Hia customers—who bring
thelr own lunch and boots—are
a varied lot,

"They usually know what
they're pgetiing Imto,” Merry
nanld,

Most have hoard about the
nchool and came to Yosemite

planning to sign up, Merry sald.

The majority come from the
professions; most are fairly
young, Including a number of
college students, and about half
are women,

After an introductory lecture,
Merry takes beginners to a clus-
ter of rocks. There they learn to
handle the climbing rope and
how to climb.

Their course lastas most of the

day—from 9 a.m. to about 4

p.m., including the lecture, The
rest Is practice,

Merry says many graduates
of the basic school go on to the
§18 one-day Intermedinte
course, and he also arranges ad-
vanced training In more diffi-
cult climbing, He even takea
promiging students on guided
climbs in the valley. '

Beginners' lessons don't equip
the neophyte to climb any of the
Yosemite big walls, but he does
learn the fundamentals,

"We nare trying to steer n
course toward making a person
able to follow an experienced
leader on fairly severe climbs,’
Merry said.

Basic classes usually avernge
six or seven students, Merry
sald, while Intermediate Eroups
have three or four for each
gulde.

The biggest sconomic decision
today must be made by Presl-
dent Nixon and his advisers.
They must declde when the corit-
ical time arrives in their slow-
down program—the point be-
yvond which recession les
ahead.

This puts the President in &
position aimilar to that of the
rear wheelman on the hook-
and-ladder. A little pressure on
the wheel results in a great big
turn; and the turn doesn’'t come
immediately—it's delayed.

But the President's situation
is even worse. The wheelman
really knows what to expect.
But nobody has ever meoasured
exactly what to expect from
economlic decisions. They can't,
for too many human factors are
involved.

The American economy sim-
ply is mot an input-output ma-
chine. The Ingredients pu Iinto
the economy at the front do not
always produce the same sau-
sage al the other end. Not when
human belngs influence every
step in the process.

The President's problem is
compounded by this human di-
mension. A slowdown means job
losses, no matter that the ear-
lier propaganda led people to
belleve differently. And job lous-
es mean personal misery and
soclal unrest,

The most miserable aspect of
any incresse in joblessness is
that thoze least able to afford a
layoff are the very ones that re-
celve the bad newn.

One way to avold the unpleas-
antness Is to compromise, to lift
the slowdown program just a bit
—enough to Induce sluggishness
but not enough to create a sud-
den rise In unemployment,

Should this be done, however,
the original problem of inflation
would remain, sapping energy
from Incomes gradually but just
as certainly as a more heavy-
handed approach.

The problem Is even more
complicated, for one of the most
pronounced effects of a slow-
down appears In the housing
markel. If a government canmot
provide shelter for iis citizens,
then by what logic does it strive
to provide more sophisticated
tervices?

The housing industry today al-
ready is In a depression of its
own, pushed there by one of the
weapons of slowdown: high In-
terest rales and Light money.
Huge ahortages are bullding up,
meaning problems for years
ahead,

This, then, is the difficult de-
c.:sfon that the Nixon people are
facing:

To continue the slowdown pol-
lcies at the expense of jobe and
houses and in the face of a
growing threay of recession. Or
to relax the restraints on the
economy and face the possibill-
ty of an erosive inflation for
years 1o come.

Without a doubt Richard Nix-
on is conceding nothing to the
other Individunls and groups
who who must decide unequiv-
ocably in these confused times,
for he Is In that rear seat on
the hook-and-ladder. A big turn
Is coming up &t the crossroads
and he isn't sure that the wheel
is working well.

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Drugs Are Here in Force,
Panel Discussion Reveals

A lawyer told of the penalties
‘‘after the fact.” A teacher de-
scribed the pressure in a teen
world ‘to be accepted.''

A panel of six persons talk-
ed about drugs, specifically
drugs in the Greater Vernon
area, and by the time they fin.
ished few If any of the 150 per-
sons attending the session could
doubt that drugs have arrived
in force on the local scene.

This was the second in a
series of drug lectures sponsor-
ed by the Vernon, Tolland and
Bllington Junlor Women's Clubs
at Bllington High 8chool. David
Unterborn, president of the
Greater Vernon Jaycees, was
moderator of the panel discus-
slon held Wednesday,

One panelist, the Rev. Randall
Farara, assistant minister of
the First Congregational Church
of Vernon, sald that two days
before he walked Into the park-
Ing lot In Rockville's downtown
shopping center and distinctly
amelled marijuana. T have a
nose for it. It Is unmistakable
and (it shocked me.” What
shocked him wasn't that the
drug In here—he knew that, he
sald—but that it had develop-
ed to a state where they were
no longer afrajd.'

The Rev. Mr, Farara was per-
haps the most qualitied paneliat
on the subject of drugs aince
he spent two years working with
users In Greenwich Village.
"I've seen every possible agony,
every poaslble altuation. The
problem Is more profound than
people belleve,” he satd.

He singled out marijuana as
the Inherently dangerous drug
because ““It's up for debate'
while the.other drugs are ob-

vioualy very dangerous. A prob-
lem with it, he sald, 'is that It's
uncontrollable, With alcohol the
amount consumed can be close.
ly Umited at least, but with
drugs, he sald, there are too
many variables to tell what will
happen.

He described an attitude
change In users of marijuana.
“T have not seen one yet who
has not had a change in per-
sonality.” He described n losa
of ambition, a lethargy, and
referred to ‘‘pot'’ parties where
“'you could step on thelr faces
and they wouldn't move." This
was why the Woodstock ¥Falr
was 80 peaceful, he added, im-
plying that they were all too
stoned on drugs to make any
trouble,

Each of the panelists had
some personal experiences with
drugs in this Immediate area,
and these accounts carried the
greabest impact, Marshal Press,
cantor of B'nal Israel Congre-
gation and a teacher In the Ver-
non achools, commented that on-
ly when the situation is upon us.
when we have been affected
personally, will we be truly
aware of it,

He sald he became concern-
ed about a year ago when a
group of former students edu-
cated him on the avallabllity of
drugn. He mald he was ap-
proached himself by a drug ped-
dlar on Constitution Plaza In
Hartford, "I guess because of
the beard,'s he laughed.

Dunn sald.

The visible portion of the tele-
scope Is n structure of atriking
beauty., A white concrets neodle
Jutting 188 feet Into the alr,

The telescope’s bulk s under-
ground. Near the bottom of a
27-foot hole ¢arved from the
mountaln rosta n &-inch focus-
ing mirror--the telescope's
henrt,

The sun's rays enter the lele-
ncope ut the tip.of the needle,
travel 521 feet to the mirror and
are reflected another 180 feet to
an array of sophisticated instru-
ments. -

In coming months, the aclen-
tists plan to begin an intense
study of- what Dunn calls solar
active reglona.

The eventual outcome of this
research, the aclentists hope,
will be learning how lo predict
polar flares. The (flarcs are
eruptions of energy on the sun
that shoot deadly streams of ra-
diation bursting through space,
endangering space Lravelers
and disrupting radio communi-
cations on earth,

One of the unique features of
the telescope s the airiess opti.
cal system. Alr ls pumped oul of
the (nside of the telescope, sim-
inating interference with the
sun's Image,

The walls of the telescope
housing are thermally con-
trolled wmo that temperature
differences will not afect the
stability of the telescope, and
the Instrument's housing {s built

to reaist vibrations from the
wind,

Dunn says the telescope's
unique characteristics, coupled
with Its high mountain location
should make ita Image extrome-
ly stable and may give sun gas-
ors some of thelr mont detalled
looks at the sun,

It began on Aug. 18 when the
Mets stood 934 games back of
the Chicago Cubs in the battle
for the Nationa) League Bast ti.

They tore home plate from its
moorings, scooped up the other
ml m m‘. d h “'
fleld fences, ripped up hunks of
sod, set off orange-colored fire
bomvbs and holsted’ an impro-
vised plastic banner on the cen-
ter tleld flag pole that sald:

""We went all the way, baby!"

That the Mets did. But was it
a miracle?

Those who watched the Mete
through the inept years when
they were the unchallenged
Inughing stock of baseball and
have witneswed the events of the
1969 meason are almost unani-
mously agreed that they were
gulded by a hand of destiny.

Those who know hands of des-
tiny don’t exist in a world of
bats, balls and gloves cannot ac-
cept that method of explaining
what seemed so implausible at
the start of the sesson.

“I don't think we're a cinder-

ella  team,” sald Hodges.
“We're professionals, We do
things right."

“I's wrong lo say they're
lucky and have gremling going
for them,' sald Baltimore Man-
ager Earl Weaver. “They're a
good ball club.”

That doesn'y sound ke a mir-
acle,

“They got all the bresks and
we got none,'’ sald Baltimore
owner Jerry Hoffberger. "My
guys gave 120per cent. I still
think we have the better tam."

Gil's wife, the former Joan
Lombard! I» u Brooklyn girl and
he has made his home In the
borough ever alnce he loft Indi-
ana to join the old Brooklyn
Dodgers nt Ebbets Fiald.

Back home in Princeton, Ind.
(population 3,000) they still re-
member GIl an a former altar
boy who moved on to 8t Jo-
seph's College at Rensselaer,
Ind., the marines, and eventual-
iy o baseball as a Dodger firat
baseman,

An original Met who was
drafted for $75,000 when the
first club was formed In Octo-
ber, 1961, Gil played briefly for

Casey Stengel In 1062 and early b

1063 before leaving to take a job
as manager of the Washington
Benators. He came back home
to manage the Meols as the suc-
ocessor to Wes Westrum after
the 1967 season.

""We're looking for a man who
will win the pennant for us.'
sald J. Donald Grant, the chalr-
man of the Mels' board of direc-
tors who felt It neceasary to
add, “That may sound face-
tious, but we're looking for a
man who will move us up in the
standings."

“It's time, I think, that we did
something about the clown im-
age of the Meta," Hodgos sald,
