PULLMAN,^ Wash. (A P ) —

■fly’s pet hoirse had stepped into 
a prairie dog hole and broke 
his leg.

“ It ’s best this way son,’ the 
father would say as he took his 
early Winchester off the wall.

“ Paint wouldn't be any good 
anymore. Now you stay in here 
with your. Ma.”

From the distance came the 
sound of the deed. And ’ you 
knew old Paint, was no more.

The Washington State Unlver- 
sity^Veterinary Medicine School 
now has living proof that not 
every horse which breaks a leg 
Yieeds to be so summarily dis­
patched.

The "proof”  at WSO is *’Dun­
dee,”  a 6-year^ld Appaloosa 
mare who is mjhus one of her 
forelegs just below the knee. 
Dtmdee js  doing quite well on an 
artificial leg.

Dundee’s leg was amputated, 
last May by a caioteau, Mont., 
veterinarian.

Joy Severtson, 16, whose par­
ents raise Appaloosas itoar Au­
gusta, Mont., said Dundee suf-. 
fered a compound fracture oh 
her front leg.

A vet put a cast on toe horse’s 
leg but the bfeak became In­
fected and it was decided to 
amputate.

Later toe Seveidsons decided 
to send life horse to toe WSU 
veterinary Olinlc where she 
could be fitted with an artificial 
leg.

Dr. L.M. Koger, associate pio- 
fessor. of veterinary clinical me­
dicine and surgery at Washing­
ton State, said the success of the 
arUficlal limb “ rests . in toe 
balance yet. The horse’s prob­
lems are far from solved.”

Putting an. artificial limb on a 
horse "just Isii’t ecohomically 
feasible or logical,”  Koger con­
tinued. “ We did it here as a 
project for our senior veterina­
ry students.

tional children, because of the 
small classes they require, be­
cause of transportation cost, 
and special facilities, is very, 
costly to a small town such 
as Coventry.”

The candidates continue, ” In 
the current  ̂ .:fiscal year, com­
mitments aii^ expenditures of 
the Board of Education for the 
cost of educating exceptional 
children run close to one third 
above the cost of the budg­
eted figure.”  ■

According I to Boardman and 
Forst, Public Act 627, which re­
quires local towns to provide 
for the education of execptional 
children, should be amended so 
as to permit towns to be re­
imbursed 100 per cent above 
their Average Daily Member­
ship (ADM) grant, rather than 
the current two t̂htnds for the 
education of these chU6rw.

’The candidates feel, further 
that towns should be reimbursed 
for providing special programs 
qnd services to exceptional chil­
dren within the school year In 
whf(^ these ser\dces are pro­
vided, mther than the -follow­
ing year. Btate construction 
grants should be made available 
to any town wishing to con­
struct special educational facul­
ties for exceptional chUdren, and 
Anally, the . candidates believe 
that there should be greater 
flexibtlity with regard to re- 
gionaUzation of any effort to 
provide servlcee to these chil­
dren.

JA<3KSON, Miss.—W hur the 
russet hillsides of Alabama and 
Mississippi unfolded a few 
thousand feet below, George C. 
Wallace denounced the latest ef­
frontery of the U. 8. .SupKme 
Court.
'  He puffed on a. cigarette — 
when 'you are not campaigning 
(or president, airline 'steward­
esses do not le't you smoke 
cigars—and said:

V?. ” I expected such a decision. 
’This court is lio better than the 
Warren Court, and the time' Is 
fast approaching when the peo­
ple of this country are going to 
—within the law-—take back the 
control of the education of their 
children. .

’The new desegregation order 
was a wurrilous decision by the 
lay violators of the -Supreme 
Court, said the former Alabama 
govertior, but the little people 

 ̂would rise against the limousine 
hypocrites - of the' liberal 
establishment and' the media 
and end all this experimentaUon 
with their children despite Nix­
on and Finch and Mitchell and 
Agnew and all their Madison 
Avenue propaganda.

’There would be some knock­
ing around on the other side; 
and he would help lead the 
movement. Smoke curled and 
evaporated around his head.

"Nixon or Johnson eirther one 
couldn’t carry 'Mlaslsstppl, 
ever,” he said.

‘ ”The Jtartlce Department has 
been in the courts and the re­
cent appointee to the court (the 
Nbcon-appolnted chief ]UBtlce, 
Warren Burger) voted identi­
cally with the others.”

’The President is strong 
enough and powerful enough 
that If he hod exerted his opin­
ion in that direction. It would 
have stopped the destruction of 
the public schools—”

As for the decision’s impact

In the 
words o f one/Waite House In­
sider, that qiieech was a "dip­
lomatic" rbcltal and therefore 
needed (he professional help of 
dlplon)Atic technicians.

Nm so tonight. Mr. Nixon's 
purpose Is not to break new 
^p lom atlc ground but to ma(^e 

/ a frankly emotional appeal for 
the support of "impatient 
doves'; as he winds down the 
War. Beyond that, he wants to 
drive a wedge between them 
and such anti-war militants as 
leaders of the New Mobilization 
Committee to End the War in 
Vietnam, the sponsors o f the 
Nov. 16 March on Washington.

So Important does Mr. Nixon 
regard his speech that he has 
prai^cally memorized It, In a 
contolous 'Imitation of Winston 
ChurcWll’s style of - delivery, 
without notes during the ' dark 
days of the Battle of Britain

To buttress his coll foi 
patience und hls effort to isolate 
the more militant leaders of the 
anll-wor movem-nt, the Pres­
ident win come close to laying 
down a scliedule of- ever-larger 
froop withdrawals, without shut­
ting the door completely to 
changes that may be dictated 
by baatlefU'ld conditions.

Hershey, Selective Service di­
rector for. the last 28 years, tes­
tified before the Senate Judi­
ciary subcommittee service In 
the armed forces cannot be re ­
garded os a punishment.

"This Is of course true," Ken­
nedy replied. "But It can be- 

me punishment If the director 
of. Selective Service treats ac­
celerated' Induction as an altor- 
natiye to criminal prosecution 
for those violating draft regula­
tions.

KennWly said the Military Se­
lective-Service Act of 1907 pro­
vides fo^ the prosecution and 
punishment of draft law viola­
tors through the federal courts.

In Ills ap()earnnce last Thurs­

day, Hershey, ^ h o  Is being re­
placed as head'^xpf Selective 
Service,' said he opposed what 
he called encroachment of the 
Judicial system Into the ^ctlvi- 

- ties of draft boards. ‘
Meanwhile, opposing'plans for 

draft reform are at the center of 
a controversy between the Nix­
on administration and the Sen­
ate’s Democratic leadership.

At stake Immediately is a 
House-passed bill which Is limit­
ed to giving President Nixon the 
right to create a  lottery system 
for drafting young,.men Into the 
armed forces.

The system would choose 
mostly lO-yeaKolds for service 
and reduce to one year the 
present seven-year period In 
which a youth Is most vulnera­
ble to Induction.

But  ̂ the Senate, unlike the 
House, has no rules to limit de­
bate to the lottery only.
■"As a result, a band of senators 

lies In wait to ambush the Nixon 
bill with amendments Intended 
to revamp the entire Selective

Service process system many of 
them call unfair, unjust and dis­
ruptive to personal and national 
Ufe.

Senate Democratic leader 
Mike Mansfield announced last 
week he doubted whether the 
Nixon measure would reach the 
Senate floor this yesu*.

Republican leaders said Dem­
ocrats 'were not being respon­
sive to the legitimate demands 
of youth.

"I do not think It is fair to 
keep the future of millions of 
young men up in tpe air, while, 
the Senate ponders oVer a more 
comprehensive review of the Se­
lective Service system ,'\'sa(d  
Republican Senate Leader Hugh 
Scott.

Scott said he favors more 
sweeping reforms eventually, 
but thinks the lottery system Is 
a change which must be enacted 
now.

"What wo need Is not more 
patchwork amendments, but
