In an average year, 
a lake may give up 40. to 00 
per cent of its northern pike 
and lake trout, while the num­
ber of catchable waUeyes token 
will usuaUy be about 80 per 
cent.

How can anglers tell when a 
lake Is temporarily “ fUhed 
out” ? There Is no easy method. 
Full-scale fish surveys require 
special equipment and a 'lot of 
manpower.

You can judge a lake’s po-' 
tentlal by learning what others 
are doing. But this is not al­
ways a reliable guide. Perhaps 
toe best way la to go. fishtog. 
And if you don’t catch anything, 
at least you’ve had fun trying.
