And the American people have another 
obligation,^ too . . .  an obligation to exer­
cise their citizenship with a precision 
that precludes excesses.

Chanting "peace now" Is m> solution, 
if peace noŵ -’ le 'to  permit a wturiesale 
bloodbivth. And saying that the President 
should understand the people’s view is no 
solution. It Is time for the people to un­
derstand the views of the President they 
elected to lead them.

First, foreign policy cannot be made 
In the streets.

Second, turning out a good crowd Is 
not synonymous with turning out a good 
foreign policy.

Third, the test of a President cannot 
bo reduced to n question of public rela­
tions; As the Eighteenth Century jurist. 
Edmund Burke, wrote, .VYour represent­
ative owes you not his Industry only but 
his judgment; nnd he betrays Instead of 
serving you. U he sacrifices it to your 
opinion."

Fourth, the Impatience, the under- 
slnndable frustration o v e r . this war, 
should be focused on the government 
that Is stalling peace while continuing 
to threaten and tn v i^  South Vietnam— 
and that government’s capital is not In 

. Washington. It is In Hanoi.
This was not Rlohai^ Nixon’s war. . .

FAA Sets Traps

WASHINGTON (AP) — Whil^ 
It isn’t foolproof, the Federal

"In time w e . are going to 
catch without question the per­
son with characteristics of a'hl- 
jacker and who Is carrying a 
weapon,”  said Dr. H. L. Relg- 
hard, FAA’s deputy federal air 
suigeon.

'The system combines an elec­
tronic metal-detecUon device 
with a screening of passengers

May a peraon refuse a blood 
tranafuslon on which his very 
life depends? May the law 
force him to submit? These 
grim qttesUons, testing the vi­
tals of fryledom, law, and mor- ■ 
allty, have already confronted 
a number of our courts.

To begin with, this is not the 
same as the problem of suicide 
(which some states still con­
sider a crime). Here, the per­
son is not claiming a rt^ t to 
take hU life. He. U merely 
claiming the right to refuse a 
life-saving tranafualon, usually 
on grounds of religions free­
dom.

But rellgiouB freedon, as 
guaranteed by the Constitution, 
Is not without limits. Although 
the state must not Interfere 
with a person's religious be­
liefs, it may Indeed interfere 
wMh hU religious practices If 
they are sufficiently harmful.

On this basU, one court did 
order a compulsory blood 
transfuslcm for the dying moth­
er of an infant. The court said 
her act of refusing the blood, 
in these circumstances, was an 
act of irresponsibility, toward 
the child.

"TTie state wlU 'not aJtow a 
parent to abandon a child." said 
the court, ' ‘ao It should not al­
low this moot ultimate io< aban­
donments.”  j

Another Justification for a 
oomptdaory transfuaion may be 
that the patient Is too far gxme 
to msike a ratJonal decision. In 
one such case, the judge said 
it was part of a hospital's duty 
to take the intUative when the 
patient was nb longer competent 
to decide for himself.

But in a third case, the court 
faced a different, set of facts. 
TWb time, the dy{ng man hqd 
no dependent children to leave 

'  behind: Furtherinore, he was (n 
fuU control of his Mcuttlesr-In 
this situation, the court refused 
to order a tranafuaton that the 
man did not want. The judge 
commeOtod:

"U  is the IndividuaJ who is 
the subject of a medical de- 
dBion who baa the final aay.”

Were these decisioas right or 
wrong? They have been de­
bated paaaioaately by legal 
authoiitica, who bave reached 
sharply dUTering coociusionB. 
But that tin t surprtiing. On 
such mnoientouB iasuee, una- 
nlmlty would be too much to 
expect.
