For the second sratight day on
Thursday Giaimo sald his ae-
tions - involving the fireworks
maker, Bemard J' Semel of
Washington, D.C., . were ‘‘per-
fectly proper.” Glaimo sald he
even allowed Anderson acoess
to hig @lles for information the
columuist included in the two
columns,

Senator Thomas J. Dodd, D-
Conn., mentioned in Anderson's
sacond column Thursday, has
demanded that a retraction be
made. Anderson had said that
with Giaimo's urging, Dodd had
given Semel immunity from pro-
secution In exchange for 1968
testimony before a Benate sub-
committee headed by Dodd.

A spokesman for the commit-
tee said the record shows Dodd
told Bemel during the hearings:
“I am not In any position to
grant you any immunity."

‘Giaimo sald he had no ad-
vance knowledge that Semel was
going to testify and added: “I
muade no attempt lo intercede
for him."”

Following the 1863 testimony,
Semel was arrested and served
a short term on a charge of U-
legal transportation of fireworks

Anderson sald in his firat
column that he was turning the
informaton he had gathered
about Glaimo over to the
U.8. Justice Department.
The Justice Department sald It
had no comment to make on
the matter,

The Hartford Courant said to-
day that Glaimo, during a Thurs-
day interview In Washington,
reiterated that he had no know-
ledge of any Mafla connections
of two of Semel's employes.

Anderson has claimed that
Glaimo Interceded with the Be-
lective Bervice and the Army to
get an early Army discharge for
one of Bemel's employes and a
six-month deferment for the
other.

Giaimo sald Wednesdny that
he had never heard anything
about the charge In Anderson's
column thag Semel's fireworks
business was financed by the
Mafia,

He sald that after meeting Se
mel, the, fireworks manufacturer

had loaned money to the flre-
works ‘manufacturer.

Giamo described Coppola as
8n acquaintance, not a close
friend. He sald Cappola was a
client of Glaimo's law firm, but
that other members of the firm
had handled Coppola’s legal af-
fairs.

“I know nothing of Mr. Cap-
pola’s alleged connection with
organized crime, gambling or
shylocking (loan sharking),'
Glaimo sald.

Coppola was not avallabe for
comment on the Anderson ocol«
umns. |

Giimo described the New Ha-
ven man as an acquaintance
through his operation of Papa
Coppola’s restaurant in New Ha.-
ven, which s no longer iIn op-
oration. Giaimo termed the res-
laurant “'a very much-frequent-
ed place, by businessmen and
politiclans and all kinds o! pan-
ple." ?

one looka when one is wearing n vie-

tory,

The Prensldent gave no lunch that day
to a third headline victor at Tueaday's
polls, but If ‘he happened to see pim on
television he must have found the same
remark appropriate,

Mayor John Lindsay of New York City
looked as fresh as n dalsy, as buoyant
as n buoy, quite aa if he had just come
back from a long carefree vacation In-
atend of out of a grueling fight for his
pollflcal life.

The New York Mayor looked botter
In victory In other respects than the
mere physical, too. In the retrospect of
success, the campalgn in which he had
somelimen seomed lo stoop too low or
woo oo obviously turned out to be a
smooth musterplece of political psy-
chology. There's nothing like success to
make strategy look good, nothing like
the victory wreath to reestablish a noble
consistency of character.

In his victory, the handsome Ivy
League moderate-maverick was close to
being the shining lnight on & whito
horse, all over again,

Perhaps he can be that. Perhaps the
problema of hia City can be, some of

them, resolved cleanly, Perhaps the
torturesome events and trials of our
time are going to apen a way for him
to dispiny his chivalry in other and more
Important contests.

In any came, regardless of what the
obviotnly rocky and difficult path of the
political future offers him, even in try-
Ing to denl with the problema of ‘New
York City, John Lindsay has already
done _something very blg for American
public life. Ho hns proved that the worat
does not necomsarily happen, or win. He
his demonstrated that people can be in.
vited out of negative narrowness into
the broader light and freedom of
decency. He hns proved that a great
modern city, with all' ts potential- con-
fllets, all ftx Almost Imposaible human
and ' technological problems combined,
does nol have to become an evil witch's
brew of unrelenting hatreds and vio-
lencen,

For Tuch reasons, we would be inclin-
ed to rate Mayor l.lndlny'i; victory even
more notable and Important, in the na-
tion, than those of the new governors in
New Jersey and Virginia.

It too, then, ought to be worth a White
House luncheon. And if the President
heaitates to host him for having won: s
an independent over a Den%:ocrilt and a
Republican last Tuesday, can't he pre.
tend that he ls merely enlchalnlnx him
in order to make sure he's thanked him
for that wonderful speech he made in
Minmi, a fummer ago, nominating Spiro
Agnew for Vice Prealdent?

The Uncharted Storm

The pattern has become tamillar—em-
barrasaing to all our very good weather-
men, but not entirely unwelcome o some
of the rest of us who perhiipy cherish an

gOocoasional touch of the unpredictable in
our lives. ) i

The way it usually seems to happen
s this: the weathermen have our at-

tention fixed on, some storm which s
coming up the coast, or which Is pass-
ing over us to_the north.’ We spend some
24 or 48 hours In anticipation of the
precipitation which seems due. It does

not appear on schedule, and the storm
that was being watched is damlssed.

Then, a dsy or two later, something
comes in off the ocean and hits us with

a barrel full of rain or a slope full of

anow.

It is either our own ald storm, which
has gone out and drunk up some ocean
and then decided to come back and visit
us, or it is some new storm which has
had the temerity to go and breed it-
self somewhere a few hundred mjles out

“in the Atlantic without ever notifying our

weathermen of {ta ‘existence.

When it catches him with his timbrel.
In_home, the weathérman says “Hello,
stranger, who are you?"” and then the
layman says ‘‘Hello weatherman;
where were you?"

Some day there will be a cure for
this, so that the weatherman knows just
as much about the weather that ‘ls com-
ing toward him from the east over water
as he now knowa about weather com-
Ing to him over land from the west or
up along the coast from the south.

But for the moment there seems to
be nothing 'bu( argument over how this
should be nchleved. S8ome weathermen
belleve thers ought to be a series of
permanent weather ship stations out in
the Atlantic. Others belleve that one
dally flight over a given region would
be sufficlent. It may well be that even-
tually all those satelliten we have up
there In space would be able to spare
time from thelr own duties to report
on the shape, .mlze, and direction of
atormn belng born or rejuvenated out
over the Atlantie.

Then there are some of us who think
life would be pretly dull if we always
knew exactly what was goilng to happen
next,

The President On Vietnam

Prealdent Nixon must be understood as
% man searching earnestly for peace, but
his speech lnst night added very little to
that effort. It was a disappointment to
mont.

For those who disagree with him, It
wini the same old refrain, and they will
be angry. For those that agree with
him, {t will be clear that he did not
win the support he secks—the support
that is necessary to his approach—and
honce the speech was a fallure,

The problem remains the same. The
Prealdent maintains that he has a plan,
but - belleves he cannot announce the
timetable that he calls the plan. He sald
the pace of withdrawnls depends on
either the Paria negotiations, or the abil-
Ity of the South Vigtnamese (o replace
American combat troops, possibly both.
He therefore ocun promise nothing.

As  was noted here yesterday, the
Presldent Intends o stdy In Vietnam as
long as he can, or until there 18 some
motion at the peace table. No one
should expect that the Paris negotia:
Uons will produce sudden movement,
The North Vietnameso have been fight-
ing off and on ever since the end of
World War 11, They were promised one
freo eloction—in 1084—and were euchred
out of It, It Is a lesdon not easily for-
gotten. Nor should the United States
place much hope in Vietnamisation. It

can work only to a peint. Some Ameri- .

can troopa can be pulled out and re-
plucod. There have long -been too many
American troops In Vietnam it regarded
from the stundpoint that the Wetnamese
are not making a total effort. But eventu-
ally, the U.8 will pull its troops down
o the Irreducible level, and then the
transparancy of the Nixon plan will be
plain for all to see. We will, In short,
be no closer to peace than we are now.
The difference will only be meansured
in more American deaths, more wound.
ed, not to mention an economy thut will
be further twisted out of recognizable
ahape, We can stand the money, we
should not stagd the blood.

While Prestdent Nixon, to the extent.

he can, made a heartfelt speech last
night, it did not respond to the realities,
as we hoped t might. He has given an
open invitation to many to try to break
him, just as President Johnson wna dis-
credited by the war. Not only was the
apeech over-sold, but It falled to come
to grips with a niumber of honest ques-
tlons. The firat of these s wimply: how
long will wo be {n Vietnam? The second
of these Is how one could logioully as-

“ sume that a nation that stood up to =

half a milllon tighting Americans could
not stand up to half that number?
Nelther the history mnor the figures
(which went unstated last night) add up.

It s one thing to ask & nation to fight
to the finish in support of a great cause.
The President noted he was not promis-
Ing a war to end all ‘wars. It s another
to ask Implacable loyalty to a rather
modost cause with so little provable
chatice of sticcess. Thia s a greal dan-
ger the President is running, ‘not that
this will become Nixon's war—it (s al
ready that—but that for too many Amer-
loans he will become the enemy when the

enemy should be the leaders of North

Vietnam,

Yet at the same time, we rojeot the
idea that people should feel sorry for

President Nixon. Ho ran for the preal-

dency of the United States in the full
knowledge of the difficulties and respon-
sibilities. He may well be doing what he
thinks s right, but that doeen't make
It right nor does It provide any reason
for the United States to assent. This war
must be ‘endéd faster than the President
has pledged: he has now dug himaselt
deeper into the quagmire. — MIDDLE-

Mr, Nixon rejected that ad-
vice because he conaclously
wanted Lo spiit off whal he re-
garde as a small minority of
antl-war actlvists from his
“great wilent majority’” of
Americans. He woa striving for

Ing the dissenters and thereby
dooming the extremist-led Nov,
14 March on Washington,

That this attempt would fall
wiig clearly rignaled by the fact
that one of his own Congras-
sionnl leaders apecifically ask-
ed the President to lny out a
withdrawal timetlable. Thus, In-
stead of (solating the far.out
doves, the President has un-
wittingly wedded to them =n
greal mass of Amerieans tired
ol war--and therebhy energized
the Nov. 14 demonstration.

They
will be backed by anti-war
Democrats, who are now suy-
ing publicly what thev have
been  feeling privately for
months—*""Johnson's war" has
become ""Nixon's war,"

An announcement of a third
withdrawal of troops, larger
than the first two, I8 an ex-
cellent possibility before Christ-
mas, If it happens, It could
radically reduce the anger and
dienpoointment of the doves in
reacting  to Monday night's
speech.  But until  then, the
Presidemt faces n political sid-
untion certainly no better, and
protably n good deal worse,
than before he went on tele-
vision. Consequently, his per-
formance must be mted n tac-
tical fallure.

WABHINGTON (AP) — B8en-
ate defense costs critics are

plotting new drives to cut arma provide funds for the year that

spending, including curbing the

Leaders of the bipartisan coa-

(But the efforts to amend the
money bill by limiting Safe-
guard funds to research could
be hampered by pressures to
end the year-long congressional
session and adjourn for the
Christmas holidays.

Sen. Willlam Proxmire, D-
Wis., announced the plans to
make now assaults not only, on
the BSafeguard but on other
ftems in the appropriations
measure.

"“We do expect to make a fight
to cut substantial amounts when
the military appropriations bill
coméa before us,’” he told the
Senate.

President Nixon is expected to
sign within the next few days
the authorization measure that
"drew some criticism during a
three-hour final debate Thurs-

By the time it gets through
the Houyse and the Senste Ap-

January on the bill which s to

started last June 30,

But Democratic Leader Mike

Duke sald private
inveatigators in his hire were
able to locate Natalizio in the
Miaml ares, but that Natalisio
eluded federal agents and his
whereabouts have been unknown
aince then.

He forbade interviews with all
participants in the trinl, includ-
ing lawyers and their statfs,
court officiale, police, witnesses,
Jurors, and even prospective
jurors who are not chosen,

Camerdas and tape recorders
are banned not only from the
courtroom and the courthouse,
but from the alleyways, parking
lots and grounds outaide.
