NEW HAVEN, Conn. (AP) — 

News media will be under un­
usual restricti<HW whUe cover­
ing the trial of 12 Black Pan­
thers accused of conspiracy in 
the slaying of an aUeged In­
former.

Superior Court Judge Aaron 
J. Palmer Friday laid down the 
ground rules for the media and 
for any demonstrators who may 
appear when the trial gets under 
way.

No date for the trial has yet 
been set.

Palmer said ttiat because o ' 
"national atteirtlon attracted to 
this ea£e, resulting in exte..- 
-Ivc publicity in the news 
media,” his measures "are 
necessary to a constitutionally 
guaranteed, orderly and fair 
trial by an Impartial Jury.”

He forbade interviews with all 
participants in the trial, includ­
ing lawyers and their staffs, 
court offictals, police, witnesses, 
Jurors, and even prospaetiVe 
Jurors who are not choMn.

Cameras and tape recorders 
are banned not only from the 
courtroom and the courthouse, 
but from the alleyways, parking 
Iota and grounds outside.

Palmer even refused to al­
low sketches to be made In the 
courtroom.

All demoBstratprs, whether 
Involving picketing, parades 
rallies, or whatever, art for­
bidden to approctch closer than 
600 feet jfrom the courthouse.

And, said Palmer, every per­
son entering the courtroom must

WASHmOTON (AP) — Jus- 

tioe Department offletals end 
ikner protest leaders were about
1.000 feat from agreement today 
on the propqoed route of the 
Nov. 16 mem march through 
Washington.

White House security officials 
adamantly Insisted such a large 
group—estimates range from
100.000 to 600.000—should hot be
permi(tad closer than that to the 
exetiutive mansion. «

The Justice Department, after 
consultation with the White 
House, agreed Friday to let the 
mam march proceed next Sat­
urday as long, as the route Is 
Constitution Avenue and' the 
demonstrators don't make a 
side trip to the preaMentlal resi­
dence.

But tl)e New Moblltaatlon 
Committee to Ehid the War in 
Vietnam rejected the govern­
ment propoeal, again saying 
that any plan must allow 
marchers to pern In front of the 
White House.

The New Mobllimtion 'said 
demonstiators feel they must 
make a symbolic gesture of pix>- 
test to the policy-making axecu- 
tlve branch of govarnment.

The new stalemate surfaced 
after the committae dropped Its 
demand for the nwreh to pro­
ceed down Pennoylvante 
nue, traditional rottta Of capital 
parades.

The war protest Isadero, how­
ever, remained steadfast In de­
manding a swing by the White 
House aitd they mid Deputy 
Atty, Gen. Richard G. Kleln- 
dlenst knew their poeUlon be­
fore he offered the latest gov­
ernment propooel.

'The not result, Wright ob­
serves, la that many companies 
that reported earnings increases 
over a year ago actually had de­
clines.

The profits deterioration 
shows most clearly, by dividing 
total sales into net Income.

An analysis of 25 industry 
groupings, based on reports 
through Oct. 31, shows that only 
six Improved their profit mari 
gins. The rest remained the 
same or declined, some of them 
very riiarply. '

A year ago, for example,

A study of incomes for 34 food 
cotnpanies show that profit 
margins in the third quarter of 
1968 were around 4.6 per cent. 
Thla year the percentage deteri­
orated to S.6S.

Evidence of slmUar shrink­
ages can be found throughout 
industry, strong evidoice that 
the government’s slowdown pro­
gram is being felt strongly, de­
spite the llluaion created by 
some seemingly healthy plofit 
reixirta.

The impact might be even 
stronger than is evident from 
the profit margins. Some com­
panies, for example, have main­
tained profits almiUy by raising 
prices, which la easy enough to 
do when inflation le at a e per 
cent rate.

In its monthly economic lev 
ter. the Ftrst Nationai City 
Bank comments:

"Indeed, the key to a fovoi-- 
able earnings record often ap­
peared to be the firm’s ablUty to 
raise prlcM enough to cover in­
creased coate without cutting 
sales volume.”

As the slowdown develops, 
however, these companies no 
longer will have the opportunity 
to recoup expenses by charging 
more for their products. To at­
tempt to do so would mean a 
loss of sales.

The true picture of corporate 
profits, therefore, la likely to 
show up In poor tourth-qiuuler 
reports, scheduled to be re­
leased In late January and early 
Febnmry.

Additional evidence that the 
cooling off la producing a riilver

in the bualnesa world la re­
vealed by a Resesirch Institute 
of America study of bualneas 
plans for capital sjiendlng.

Private and government stud­
ies this irear’̂ showed that, de­
spite warnings out of Waahiiig- 
ton that the economy would be 
restrained, buainessmen contin­
ued to hold to their plana to 
spend heavily on Improving 
their plants.

Such studies portrayed indus­
try executives in auch tm expan­
sive mood that nothing short of 
an impending recession would 
change their, minds. Now their 
minds may' be changing.

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More War About Peace 
Keepings this nation on an even keel 

In Its attitude and policy toward the war 
In Vietnam Is not an ecuiy proceas. Per- 
hape It la an Impoaalble effort. But wo 
now seem to be heading: Into a phase 
In which It becomes Jlist aa neceaaary 
to warn some of the "support the- pres­
ident" and "united we stand*' pressure 
people that they can be aa far from the 
central point of American feeling aa the 
Moratorium marchera were when they 
advocated immediate pull-out o f' all 
American forces In Vietnam.
, The nation honored the Moratorium 

people back In October because, for the 
moat part, they conducted themselves 
with a peaceful, non-violent demonstra­
tion of their passion for peace. The 
demonstration was larger enough and 
decent enough to give peace a new 
kind of respectability, and this was 
good. It Is perhaps a very strong lit­
eral, realistic possibility that govern­
ments find parliaments and officials are 
never going to be able to negotiate and 
establish any reliable peace for man- 

. kind, and that, II peace comes. It will 
have to come from some concerted will 
of the people, os with everybody Joining 
In some giant final moratorium which 
refuses to go to war for any reason 
anywhere.

Bui that kind of mlllenlum moratorium 
has not yet arrived, and wo are, for the 
moment, still living In a situation In 
which the Actual handling of the war 
which already exIsU in Vietnam has to 
stay In the hands of existing authori­
ties. One could buy the spirit of the 
Moratorium demonstrators, but not the 
various specific recommendations they 
had to offer.

The October Moratorium was most 
valuable, If both President Nixon and 
Hanoi could have managed to take It 
thî t way, as a demonstration of the ex­
tent of the desire of the American people 
for peace, and as an encouragement to 
President Nixon to keep on with the 
kind of deescalaitlon he had already 
pioneered in Vietnam, and os an Invi­
tation to Hanot to respond In klrtd.

Neither President Nixon nor Hanoi 
managed to take the October Morato- 
torlum quite that Ideal way. The Mora­
torium people are now straining to 
press their point of view — and their 
extreme specific recommendations — 
with greater vigor. And President 
Nixon, with his Monday night speech, 
has summoned Into existence a counter 
move which also purports to be.(|eslrous 
of peace, but which. In Its support of 
the sterner portions of the President’s 
speech, and its emphasis of national 
unity against the enCmy, gives off an 
atmosphere of wonting to head back 
toward the same hawklshness some of 
our most famous hawks have themselves 
now abandoned. •

The kind of substantial unity the Pres­
ident has and could contlm^ to pos­
sess ~  is for his own pursuit of his own 
actions In Vietnam. But the kind of uni­
ty now being campaigned for by some 
of his words and some of his support­
ers Is Am ethli^ else again because 
what It really asks la that we reestablish 
what we have been doing In Vietnam Aa 
8 kind of holy cauBe.

The kind of unity being asked Is also 
,,one which would once again set up the 

theory that we can, after all. If we aire 
tough enough and united enough, man­
age to win In Vietnam. _ >

This kind of] unity the President U 
not going to get, and any kind of search 
for It, on his part, or on the. part of 
his volunteer supporters across the 
country, is going to have the net resqlt 
of reemphasizing and Increaaing the di­
vision of this country.

he sound position in. the President’s 
Monday^^ht speech showed him lead­
ing the w to  towa^ peace, and making 
It his oauseX|^ administration’s pre- 
parattons for Nbt^ember’s new demdn- 
stratlona for peace seem to regard the 
potential peace demoMtntora as anta­
gonists rather than as pouf|tlal sharers 
of the same national desire tor the end 
of the war. We would hope tliat the 
President can remember that wheieNhe 
wants to ' be, and where he has been 
trying to be, by his acUons, Is in the 
middle, and not at all where some of 
the more cuitive supporters of "unity" 
behind him at the moment would like to 
have him be, which Is back In an effort 
^  demonstrate that American force can 
always achieve a Victory anywhere It 
really wonts to.

It would be tragedy both at home and 
abroad If the very real possibility of a 
good national unity behind the Pres­
ident’s cautious middle course In Viet­
nam should be blasted into a new domes­
tic war between the hawks and the 
doves, the super-tough and the pamby- 
soft, the super-righteous and the gullt- 
complexed. The responsIblUty and op­
portunity for avoiding any such bitter 
confrontation lies not only with the po­
tential medley of marchers In the 
streets, but with the officialdom and 
leadership which sits tense and waiting 
In Its Washington offices. There need 
be no showdown if, as both the streets 
and the offioes do proclaim, peace Is 
Indeed a common aim.

A Squirrel-Mole Year
We hope the soologtsts are busy with, 

and coming up with the answer to, the 
moat notable and unusual development 
on the inee natural scene.

It Is the unprecedented number of 
squirrels overhead and moles underfoot.

'The squirrels began to put in their ap­
pearance toward the end of summer. 
Since then, they have been everywhere, 
harvesting and burying nuts, setting up 
caches In tree notches, practicing the 
acrobatics with which they will assault 
this winter’s bird feeders—all normal 
enough squirrel activities In this season 
of the year, but made something of a 
spectacular, this year, by the sheer num­
bers of the 1069 class.

The moles ate not visible, and their 
■ numbers can only be deduced by cal­
culating the total length of the runs they 
have burrowed across each square rod 
of lawnl Some sections they have bur­
rowed Into total brownness, even In this 
year of the adequate rains. Their total 
distance on the ordinary lawn might add 
up to mileage. The safe, conservative 
estimate Is to say that more moles and 
squirrels# have been brought Into the 
world In 1060 than ever before.

What win zoology tell us? That there 
are long range cycles of fertility for 
squirrels and moles as Uiere are for 
locusts?

And, while It la at It, could zoology 
toll us of any possibly beneficial 
for either the squirrel or the mple In 
our society, beyond planting ijeW trees 
nobody needs or eating the Japanese bee­
tle grubs? We find It nql'too difficult to 
resixjnd, cheerfully, to" the nut In cheek 
antics of n squjrlrel, but we have 
yet learned to love a mole.

Though we humot tra^  life 
, from its beginning to crea- 
: tures on earth today/ we can 
: speculate On Its earliest stiigcs.

Since rlhe turn pi the century 
Imaginative scl^tlsts have the­
orized on how' life began. But 
only recently/have we accumu­
lated sufficient Information on 
the origto of the solar system 
to rec^ tr iic t the early history 
of t l^  earth. From studies of 
t h ^  primeval days, scientists 
a r f  at Inst getting a glimpse 
W the beginnings and evolution

The initiation of these mod­
ern studies goes back to 1960 
when Dr. Melvin Calvin who 
waa awarded the 1962 Nobel 
Prize for his work on photosyn­
thesis attempted to Induce 
carbon, by a nonliving process, 
to enter Into chemical combina­
tions resembling those that 
arise from living proce.sses. He 
used the 60 -Inch cyclotron and 
bombarded carbon dioxide and 
hydrogen, two materials he 
postulated as having been pre8- 
ent In the primitive atmosphere 
of the earth. The cyc’btron took 
the place of solar radiations.

In the first experiment he 
W^hiced formic acid and 
fprmaldehyde. thus proving that 
tndceil carbon atom.s could he 
rearrangcil In a definite con­
figuration to form compounds

of organic materials from the
basic elements of the universe. -----  ■»*■'* v-oiwii

tUre. In further experiments, 
about 18 of the 26 amino-iicids 
were synthesized.

Biochemists point out that 
these-̂ ’amino acids are not lifes 
bjit represent the basic building 
-blocks of the protein molecule. 
They bear about the same rela­
tion to tbe living cell as does a 
atone to a castle.

Dr, Miller's work was the 
culmination of a fantastic dis­
play of deductive thinking on 
the part of Dr. Urey. From his 
studies on the formation of the 
planets and their atmospheres, 
Urey had concluded that the 
primitive earth possessed an at­
mosphere exceedingly rich in 
hydrogen — the most plentiful 
element in the universe. He also 
reasoned that there must have 
been nitrogen and carbon

on the atmospheres of the 
pjdmltlve earth.

Recreating Earth’s I’ rindtivc 
Atmosphere

He took a mixture of me­
thane, ammonia and hydrogen, 
boiled it and passed the vapors 
through an electric discharge. 
After a week the mixture turn­
ed slightly red. Dr. Miller ana­
lyzed it with chromotogmphlc 
techniques and discovered that 
the simplest amino acid, 
glycine, was present. ,,Even 
more surprising, the glycine 
was not present os n trace ma­
terial in the liquid but composed

transformed into ammonia and 
methane. It had to be a re­
ducing atmosphere. Molecular 
oxygen could not exist and hy­
drogen must h^ve disappeared 
before oxygen's appearance. Al­
so the sun’s short-wave radia­
tions must have penetrated to 
the surface, for ozone—the trla- 
tomic oxygen molecule which 
'today ’ screens the sun’s ultra­
violet radiation—could not yet 
exist.

Thus methane, ammonia and 
the catalyzing radiation were 
present In the earth’s primeval 
atmosphere. Could scientists du­
plicate these conditions and 
synthesize organic materials? 
This was the question Dr. Urey 
posed and Dr. Miller answered 
it with his hiatorlc.k.^xperlmenta. 
Developing Larger Molecules

Another keystone in under­
standing organic structure was 
provided by Dr. Stanley W. Fox, 
who showed that In toe presence 
of heat the amino acids created 
from the simple chemicals 
could continue on in a simulta­
neous reaction to form large 
molecules. Thus he showed that 
toe creation of amino acids and 
their synthesis Into larger mole­
cules took place at the same 
time.

Dr. Fox now reasoned that 
these primitive compounds still 
had to be manipulated In some

In the rather extensive cross­
ruff toe two parties operated on 
one another In the town and city 
elections of lost Tuesday there 
was little distinguishable gain 
for either party.

city away from the strong man­
ager non-partisan form of gov­
ernment back to toe strang 
mayor political form.

The first great practical Joke 
on these hungry Democratic 
politicians came two years ago 
when, even as they were con­
ning toe city voters into adopt­
ing the new charter which 
would permit the return of open 
politics, the voters turned 
around and made a RepuUican 
candidate—and a mere woman 
at that—toe Mayor for toe tran­
sition period during which Hart­
ford would move from one form 
of government to the other.

During this transition period. 
Mayor Ann Uccello moved up 
to toe 810,000 transition salary 
that had, of course, been intend­

ed for some Democrat, and Into 
the policy and leadership spot­
light as well. *'

Having her mayor In the 
transition period was bad 
enough, but the prospect of hav­
ing Miss Uccello become the 
first full-fledged, full-powered 
mayor under the new set-up, 
and toe first to receive toe new 
regular salary of $17,600 a year 
—this was a prospect so Intol- , 
erable to the Democrats thttt 
they actually fractii^ed them­
selves in their efforts to bead It 
off. Instead of managing them­
selves Into party unity behind 
their most formidable candi­
date, they succeeded In split­
ting themselves so bitteriy that 
they wound up with two Demo­
cratic candidates In the field.

The Democrats thus created 
toe possibility of toe victory 
which Mayor Uccello took out of 
this heavily Democratic city, 
and now have the pleasure of 
seeing her enter upon> toe title, 
salary and powers which they 
themselves had designed to be 
ready for toe return of the 
Democratic machine to clear, 
unimpeded political power In 
Hartford.

The sometimes whimsical 
gods of political Justice have 
seldom arranged things more 
artistically.

This year is the 300th anniversary of Rem­
brandt’s death, and to mark the occasion a 
unique exhibition of his etchings has been 
arranged by the Museum of Fine Arts, Bos; 
ton, and the Pierpont Morgan Library of 
New York. It will be seen at both these insti­
tutions. Some of the etchings from the ex̂  
hibition are reproduced in this Picture Show 
page. i

Rembrandt’s fame as a master of painting 
overshadows for many people his singular 
achievements as an etcher. His own prints 
are as widely known and valued as any ever 
made. He was" one of the most inventive 
printmakers of all time, and a restless ex- 
perimer^r.

Fm^embrandt, printing was a contih- 
uops creative process. And by coniparing 
^dccessive impressions we can watch hiin 
change his mind. His ideas of what he 
wanted to say and how to achieve the effects 
he sought grew and developed as he worked 
with his plate. From one impression o f a 
single subject to the next he experimented 
with the imaginative use of other techniques 
together with etching, particularly drypoint 
( scratching the copper plate directly with 
the etching needle rather than biting With 
acid). He also tried different ways of inking 
and wiping his plates, and the effects of 
using papers of various colors and textufe^ 

The new American exhibition shows, aff 
these details clearly. Series of impressions 
of the same subject are displayed side'Yiy 
side. In all there ate 118 different impres­
sions of 28 subjects. They demonstrate how 
Rembrandt’s conception of his subject de­
veloped as he recognized problems and
