One week from tonight there
v_vul be another in the serles of
concerts called ‘““The New Mu-
sic” at UComn's von der Mehden
Hall. This s the third in a con-
tinuing series engineered by
Charles Whittenberg and Mi-
chael Brotman, both on the uni-
veraity payroll. The first two
were heard last year, and elicit-
ed very considerable interest
and over-capacity audiences,

The first half of the program
Is conventional enough by to-
day’'s standards, even If it does
not sound conventional to you.
We alall hear ‘“Linear Con-
trasta' and “Wireless Fantasy''
both by Viadimir Usasachevaky,
I believe both of thém are tap-
od offerings of eléctronically in-
duced sounds; the second one

certainly s, but I'm & little"

doubtful as to the first.

Then we shall get two, string
quamet works, one by George
Perle and the other by Charles
Whittenberg, They will be play-
ed by the resident quartet of
faculty members of tha New
England Conservatory of Muaie,
my old alma mater.

The '‘big" work of the eve-
ning comes after intermission
and bears the title, '“L's G.A."
This is an effusion by Salvatore
Martirano and s alleged to be
“Lincoln’s Gettysburg Address
for Gas - Masked Politico,
Hellum Bomb, 3-16 mm Movie
Projectors and 2 Channel
Tape.” This assortment of
hardware i being flown from
Hlinols in its entirety for the
single performance at Storrs.

Off-hand, I'm not in favor of
this sort of thing. Lincoln's
famous speech s over a oen-
tury old; it has Iittle {n com-
mon with modern, mixed-media
efforts in what passes for mod-
emn art. Further, as nearly as
I can discover, this conglomer-
ate effort of Mr., Martirano Is
vociferously anti-war.

Now #f you'll recall, Mr, Lin-
coln’s mddress was not anti-
war; In 4t he pledges continued
military effort, ‘‘that these
dead shall not have died in
vain," I Mr, Martirano
has his ‘“politico” in a gas
mask in some sort of symbolic
muszling of Lincoln's thoughta.

According to the New York
Times, the address “was not
given amtraight. It was distorted
and extended to last about 40
minuten.” Presumably the ex-
tenslones were made by Mr,
Martirano In what I can only
concelve as an epitome of con-
colit. Perhaps he consldors him-
self ironle,

Mostly, the thing progresses
by means of taped sounds
which include almost every-
thing associated with war, from
artillery fire to the walls of In-
fants. Amonget other things,
the milti-projector motion plo-
ture offers tny
tanks and minuscule planes ar-
rayed In formation on a nude
female body.

It's undoubtedly art, within
the definition of that term. The
question in, (s it aignificant art?
It may even be emtertalning,
but as I have pointed owt om
many ocoaslons, entertainment
value has nothing to do with
signiticance in art, A baby
may be ontertained by a rat-
tle. Too many composers today

One suggestion made for the poasible
conduct of Judge Jullus Hoffman in the
Chicago trial was that ho warmn the ob-
streperous defendant, Bobby Beale, that
his conduct was gullty of contempt, and
that proper sentencing for such contempt

would take place at the conclusion of

the main trial itself. Buch a course might
have tended to produce some court room
decorum from Seale; It would have been
reasonable exercise of the power of the
bench; in any case, it would not have
exposed the unreasonable defendant to
conduct from the bench which was X-
.olf unrou_onlble.

The course which Judge Hoffman
chose let Seale retain and bulld on the
role he has been sesking to play—that
of the black defendant who s martyr-
ed because he Is black. Judge Hoffman
declared Beale gullty of contempt and
then sentenced-him, immediately, to four
yeirs In prison as penalty. This Is prob-
ably the most severs sentence ever hand-
ed out for contempt. It la alvo probddle
that there has never been in any court
a conduct as gulity of contempt as that
of Beale. But the practical resuit is to
give Beale, Immediately, and without
any trial or verdict of jury; as much
punishment as he might recelve If he
were found gullty in the trial he has
been interrupting and from which Judge
Hoffman has now removed him. The se-
verity of the contempt sentence, In other
words, really told Beale that, for dis-
rupting the trial, he would have to pay
the penalty not merely for disrupting,
but for guilt of the original crime for
which he waa Indicted.

This in not much more balance of con-
duct, from the bench, than Seale has
been giving from -the defendant’s chalr
to which he has been chained. The sad
part (s that, while Beale would obvious-
ly delight In destroying the whole Amer-
foan system of justice, J'uti;o Hoftman
probably entertains some sincere, if be-
nighted, bellef that he is defending It

Penalty of AWOL Marine

CAMP. PENDLETON, Cali.
(AP) — A 18.yearold youth
masqueraded as a Marine pri-
vate for two weeoks, answering
roll call, being paid, doing jobs
and being punished as Pvt. Rob-
art A. Jenkins, Marine Corps of-
flcials say.

Marines said Friday that Led-
ol Parker of Anderson, Ind.,
swrendered to Los . Angeles
area police Oct. 28 and told
them he was Pvt. Jenkins, ab-
sent without authorization from
the Marine Corps. Pvt, Jenkins,
also from Indiana, was and still
is AWOL.

Parker claims he was “'‘shang-
haled" by the Marines after
belng arrested by police be-
cause they found him with inad-
equate Identification and car
rying a Marine's sea bag.

Parker sald he maintained his
proper identity throughout.

But the Marines sald Parker,
who dldn't have an identifica-
tion card, was able to rattle off
Jenkins' seven-digit service
number and sign Jenkins' name
to pay vouchers.

The youth was assigned to
Jenkins' infantry training bat-
talion, but in different company
where Jenkins also would haye
been a stranger.

At 6-foot~2, 180 pounds, Parker
appeared older than 18.

Parker was given office
hours, & minor punishment, on
Oct. 27 for being AWOL and
$20 fine was suspended. The Ma-
rines said the youth signed Jen-
kins' name to the unit punish-
ment book.

The next day he was charged
with falling to obey an order
and was sent to correctionnl
custody Oct. 30 by his com-
manding officer.

An official there sald the
youth “‘was uﬁn‘;i' and was
tranaferred to the brig Oct.
81. Harly the next day he was
treated by a corpsman for a
nosebleed and later was admit-
ted to the hospital with a slight
fever.

“At the time of admission to
the hospital, he told corpsmen
he was not Jenkins, that he was
Ledell Parker,’” the spokesman
sadd. '“To our knowledge, that
was the first time he stated he
was Parker."”

Hospital authorities told the

brig on Monday that the patient
claimed he was not Jenkins.

Dental charts were compared
Tuesday and it was found that
the man was not Jenkina. Park-
er gave Investigators informa-
tion about himself which was
verified by police in Anderson.

“The individual was turned
back to the hospital and Parker
wes told the afternoon of Nov. 5
that he was a civilian; however,
they would continue to treat him
if he agreed,” the spokesmsan
said.

But Wednesday, Marines said,
Parker disappeared from the
hospital and he was apprehend-
ed by miMtary police for al-
legedly impersonating a Marine
sergeant in front of the women's
Marine barracks.

"‘He was very belligerent and
attempted to assault the appre-
hending military police,"” the
spokesman said.

The youth was released to Sun
Diego juvenile authorities late
Wednesday. Juvenlle hail offi-
clals refused to give information
and sald the youth could not be
questioned.

Marine officials said they did
not know whether Parker and
the real-Jenking were acquaint-
ed.

Officials refused to release
Jenkins hometown, age or other
identification,

McFPhes. sald the organization
was formed for other purposes
than  just niding the White
House conference, but he nc-
knowledged that the incorpora-
tion was hastened to mecommo-
date the Dec. 24 oconference
here.

Went to Bat for Him

VACAVILLE, Calf. — An in-
mate at the state prison here
says he hired Nathan Voloshen
In 1988 because he'd been told
that Voloshen, o close friend of
House BSpeaker John McCor-
mack (D-Mass.), was just the
man to get him out of jail.

The prisoners’ story involved:

—Paymenta totaling $40,000 to
Vdloshen and one of his friends.

—Worda ‘of sympathy for the
priscner and an endorsement of
Voloshen's activities from Me-
Cormack himself,

—Private meetings In the
prisoner's behalt by Voloshen
with the Callfornia Governor
(then Bdmund G. Brown) and
the Speaker of the Amembly
(then Jesa Unruh), arranged by
McCofmack's office.

The prisoner is John William
Hagenson, a lean, dark and
artichlate man of 42, He Is serv-
ing a five-year to Mfe term for
a 1050 Bel-Alr robbery.

He sald Voloshen was recom-
mended - to  him. by another
prisoner. He did not know how
the other man learned Volo-
ahen's name.

Voloshen, a dapper little at.
torney of 71, has known McCor-
mack for more than two de-
cndes.

Currently, federal grand Ju-
ries in New York and Baltimore
are investigating him in con-
nection with alleged (nfluence
peddling from McCormack's of-
fice.

Voloahen's attorney, Julgs
Rithols of New York City, told
the Los Angeles Times that
Voloshen would not discuss the

ocase.

Charlea E. Casoy, assistant di-
rector of the Callfornia Depart-
ment of Corrections, sald he
has  investigated Hagenson's
story and confirmed many of
the detalls, :

Among other things, Casey
has tape recordings made dur
Ing some of the money trans-
fors and during oconversations
betwoen Hagenson and Voloshen
in jall.

Court records show that
Hagenson's money came from
8 woalthy woman with whom
he'd had a Jove affalr in the
oirly 1860s. Intornal Revenue
Service officials, wheo inves.

Inter. In the beginning Voloshen
expressed optimism about the
case and his friends were cloar
ly powerful, 8o Hagenson, filled
with hope, gave him the money,

Hagenson sald Voloshen de-
manded and recelved  $25,000,
The money, divided Into pack-
els of 100, 50 and 20 dollar bills,
was handed to Voloshen in the
fall of 1008 in Los Angeles by
one of Hagenson's friends.

In addition, Hagenson sald,
Voloshen sought and recelved
i §5,000 campalgn contribution
for MoCormack's nephew, Bd-
ward J. MeCormack Jr., who
was running for governor of
Massachusetts,

Hagenson sald Voloshen told
him the contribution would
show Hagenson's ‘“‘gratitude’
to the speaker for McCor-
mack’s help.
