W A S H I N G t G n  (AP ) —

atratlon in the capital began 
with no outward signs of trou­
ble, the army stepped iq> pre- 
pant Hons to deal with any vio­
lence.

A ^plhiter group, of demon- 
etrators shattered the tranqulUi- 
ty of the protest Friday n ljlit In 
a rock-throwing confrontation 
with poUee that brought a bar­
rage of tear gas in response. 
Authorities (dan to deal swiftly 
with any new outbreaks today, 
^ ^ le  Army alerted several 
tlwusand more troops for quick 
movement into the city to back 
up 0M 9,000 paratroopen and 
Marines already occup}dng 
most of the main government 
buildings.

But it was a singing, chanting 
throng that led off the big 
march, bundled in biijdit Jack­
ets and scarves In tO-dogroo 
weather.

Sen. Eugene McCarthy. t>  
Minn., the hero of the antiwar 
group during the 1968 presiden­
tial campaign, Ben. Caiariee B. 
Gooden R-N.Y., Mrs. Mhitln 
LiAber King Jr., and f(dk slng- 
ere Pete Seeger and Arlo Guth­
rie were among those in the 
laad.

Juit before the inarch began, 
McOaithy told those assembling 
at the foot of the OapitDl they 
were a better measure of the 
feeMng in the country against 
the war than the 62,000 tele­
grams the WhKe House has said 
it received siqipoiting Nixon’s 
poUcy. V

McCarthy said the march- 
era were carrying “ a clear mes­
sage of moral and intellectual 
concern  ̂to the White House.”  
Despite'' all the power of the 
Preaideat, ha said, Nixon does

not have the right to say who is 
an American and who is not.

Leaders of today’s careftilly 
planned demonotratlan had won 
their manhlng permit with a 
promise of nonviolence. ’Ihey 
quickly disavowed the actions of 
the militant group—estimated 
by poUce at upwards of 8,000— 
whose Illegal march triggered 
the flrat disorder of the three- 
day antiwar campaign.

Even as. the choking, eye- 
stinging clouds of tear "gaa 
swirled near Bmbaasy Row. 
thousands of silent, candle-bear­
ing marchers were continuing 
the second full day of their 
’ ’March against Death" past the 
White House. Many were una­
ware of the eruptions two miles 
away.

Hie last of the participants in 
the scheduled 40-hour March of 
Death passed the White House 
around 7:80 a.m. B8T. ’Ihe 
march formally ends at the 
Capitol 1% mllea east of the 
White House.

But while the leaders restated 
their promise of a peaceful 
march today, they were aware 
that it was their campaign that 
had brought tha mUltant "Revo- 
lutlonaiy Oontingent”  to the 
capital. Only time would tell 
how much the dlaorders would 
tarnish the goaU of the New Mo- 
biUsalion Committee’s long- 
awaited mardi-^wtiiGh leaders 
hoped would bring hundreds of 
thousands of demonstrators into 
the capital streets.

Broken: It Lost the Contract

Israelis Were Targets:

Grenade Incidents Injure 
More Arabs Than Israelis

By THE ASSOCIA’TED PRESS
A  grenade thrown at an Israe­

li army truck parked near a 
crowded vegetable market ta 
occiqiied Ram allalf’ today ex­
ploded, wounding 21 Arabs and 
one Israeli soldier.

Half an hour later another 
grenade was throwp at an army 
patrol ta occupied Gaza City, 
wounding 18 Arabs and one Is­
raeli soldier.

A  spokesman said the Israelis 
Were sitting in a parked truck 
about 160 feet from the market 
when the grenade went off. He 
said the soldiers fired at the as­
sailant and the market place be­
came a scene of panic, as the 
cries of the wounded-mlxed with 
those trying to flee.

A  hospital spokesman at Ra- 
mallah said lie treated 21 per­
sons for grenade wounds and all 
but three were released. A  cur­
few  was Immediately Imposed 
on the town, situated just north 
of Jerusalem ta the occuppled 
weta bonk ta Jordan.

Arab guerrillas said Friday 
night thikt they had blown up an 
oil pipeline ta the Israeli port of 
Haifa, setting o ff a huge fire 
that was still ragtag when dark­
ness fen. ’The Israelis aald today, 
the blaze was ignited by a spark 
from a welder's torch and extin­
guished ta five minutes.

’Hie Palestine Armed Struggle 
Cfommand announced ta Am­
man, the Jordanian capital, that 
A1 Fatah commanders planted 
explosives neati a pipeline and 
fled.

’The Israeli m ilitary command 
announced ta ’Tel A viv that four 
Israelis were injured today 
when Arab forces launched a 
mortar attack on an Israeli set­
tlement ta the occupied Syrian 
Golan Heights. ’The Israelis re­
turned the fire and the ex­
change lasted an Itour and 40 
minutes, a spokesman said.

Palestinian guerrillas claimed 
they also attacked several Is­
raeli m ilitary posltlona ta the 
northern and central Jordan 
vallqr, kiUtag or ■wounding sev­
eral Israeli soldlei% and de­
stroying a bridge, two Israeli 
outposts and se ve i^  Israeli mil­
itary vehicles.

Israeli fighters ta action during 
ithe exertases.

’’This film, together arith a 
arrltten report on the capacity of 
the Israeli fliers, has been dis­
patched by the Americana to 
Tel Aviv ,”  the newspaper said. 
’The United States and Britain 
have denied that the IsraeUs 
participated ta the exercises.

At the United Nations ta New 
York, Egyptian Ambassador 
Mohamed Hassen El Zayyad 
said diplomatic initiatives to 
achieve a peaceful settlement of 
the Middle East’’ conflict are by 
no means over.

Dow per­
sonnel recrufters on college 
campuses were often picketed 
and sometimes forcefully prev­
ented from tatervlewtag pros­
pective employes. Boycotts of 
Dow consumer prodttete were 
organised.

No public in the world la aharper, more 

Intelligent, and haa more good clean fun 
In ciitlclalng Ita newa media than the 
American public.

Vice Preaident Spiro Agnew, then, con­
tinued to apeaJc for a large section of the 
country, saying tilings It was delighted 
to have him say, when he delivered his 
diatribe against the news personnel and 
newa treatment of the television net­
works the other night

He himself was sharp and telling In 
his criticism. He .seemed to have an 
unerring Instinct for the weak and ten­
der spots In the ranks of television pun- 
dltry. He could cite Instances In which 
a newscaster's or commentator’s precon­
ceptions had been caught showing. He 
could remember the Instance when all 
the normally fluent experts on every­
thing were caught by a surprise develop­
ment and foimd speechless stumblebuma. 
BVir all that haa been a bit pompous 
and presumptuous In the conduct of tele­
vision’s more prominent personalities, 
Agnew had the artistic deflating touch.

Since the speech, Preaident Nixon haa 
been acting like President Johnson, too, 
visibly making himself the manager of 
a series of meetings and pronouncements 
designed to gather support for his posi­
tion on the war.

The latest of these contrivances was 
the Thunmay visit to Congress, where, 
as might be expected, he found ovei^ 
whelming support for ‘ ‘peaoe.’ ’

But what, one haa to  ask, does all 
this Johnaon-style concern for the amass­
ing of a  "oonsenaus’ ’ and aU this John-. 
■on-atyle activity, have as Its actual pol­
icy obJectiveT What does Preaident Nix­
on, working so hard for the consensus 
which was repeatedly denied Preaident 
Johitoon, plan to do wHh It If he gets ItT 

The answer has to be, until concrete 
action of bis shows aomething different, 
that Preaident Nixon plans to use this 
support to take further steps toward end­
ing the war, by unilateral means If that 
becomes the only means open to him.

And If that haa to be the answer, a 
further and very Ironic comment Is In 
order.

If that la what Preaident Nixon la go­
ing to do under cover of whatever show 
of consensus support he can manage to 
get, then both extremes of our national 
division on the war In Vietnam are be­
traying themselves and their own sin­
cere interests by the attitude they are 
taking.

If that la what the Preaident Intends 
to do with the public support he wins. 
If, Indeed, It la the hnly thing he can 
possibly do having glî ne aa far aa he 
has already gone, then the doves are 
really cutting their own white throaU 
when they treat the President aa If he 
were their opponent, and somebody they 
must defeat.

And the poor hawks, for their part, 
have to be totally mistaken, too, for 
they are In reality coming to jthe de­
fense ot a Preaident whose actuid policy 
In Vietnam they consider unspeakable.

If anything violent cornea out of our 
current confrontations on the war Issue, 
It will be doubly tragic.

There can hardly be anything worse 
than a battle fought when both aides 
are wrong In the reasons why they think 
they have to fight.

There Is, of course, a very subtle ex­
planation of why the Presidant himself 
should have undertaken to rouse the 
hawks, whom he Is about to disappoint, 
against the doves, with whom he Is 
afraid hla own policies might have to be 
aaaoclated. He la- building a protective 
hard cover for a soft policy.

It happens to be the belief here that 
he was under no necessity to undertake 
such a strategy, and that there has for 
■ome time been such a real middle 
ground consensus In support of what he 
haa begun to do. In Vietnam, as con­
trasted to what words he may use In 
his speeches, aa to make this new spell 
of demonstration warfare between dovsa 
and hawks a complete, but dangerous, 
waste, of time.

Life on Other Worlds 
Part III

Some time ago I examined a 

superb photograph of the Milky 
Way which showed thousands 
iqxm thousands of tiny white 
dots clustered In clouds. Bach 
dot, I knew, was a star similar 
to our sun.

In the context of this series, 
one can’t help but wonder how 
many of these distant sura have 
planetary systems. Htw many 
of these planetary systems 
possess some form of animal 
life on a suitably placed planet? 
And If a rational animal life la 
present, how many have ad­
vanced to the technological com­
petence which would permit 
them to signal other worlds ? 
Finally, how many possessing 
this capability would actually 
undertake the transmission of 
signals to other worlds?

On Oct. 29, 1961, thtf National 
Radio Astronomy Observatory 
In Green Bonk, W. Va., held an 
unprecedented conference on 
the poealbUlty of IntclUgervt, eX- 
traternwtrlal life. At this con­
ference scientists In many dls- 
olpUne applied superb reasoning 
and astute Judgment to rough- 
calculute the number of places 
where oonununlcatlve life might 
be found. Their conclusions per­
mit this question ot other-world­
ly life to be viewed In clearer 
perspective.

The number of . other societies 
In our galaxy^ ( .^ “ be “ deter- 
mined by riu'on.s of a achemntlc 
equation. Let’s put down a -sim­
ple equation and explore It: 
N-f-RxSxTxUxVxWxY. In this 
equation we Indicate that the 
number N, which Is the number 
of places where cetnnuinlcntive. 
Intelligent life can exist In our 
universe, <sin be determined as 
a product of seven numbers. 
Let’s examine these mimbors.

R = th c rate of star formation 
In our gnioxy. In previous col­
umns I IndiiNitcd that life can 
only be found around stars 
which have long lifetimes. The 
avemge lifetime of a star In the. 
daas considered suitable for 
life Is on the order of 10,000 
mlUlorr years. Now there are 
100,000 mutton stars In our 
Milky Way: If we divide the to­
tal number of stars by the aver­
age Mnr llfotlme, we discover 
that roughly 10 stars a year 
should be bom. Not all 10 would 
be sultaUe for the formation of 
life. In a 1960 statistical study, 
I found that about .of these 
Stans fall In the class In which 

•weTire Interested. Thus, RLthe 
nuntber of stars forming each 
year suitable for the beglnnlr^ 
of life—tii„ about four.

S=the fraction of ■ newborn 
stars which possess planetary

systems; and this number la 
one. The reasoning behind this 
is that the very process of star 
formation indicates that matter 
must be thrown off by the spin­
ning protostar and from this 
maititer, In some ns yet deter­
mined manner, p la n ^  ore cre­
ated.> Thus, If every newborn 
star Is blessed wUITa planetary 
system, this number must 
one.

T=)the average number 
pbinets In a planetary system 
on which life can develop. In 
our solar system we found life 
on the earth and vegetable life 
on the planet Mars. If we use 
our solar system ns a criterion, 
then the number of planets 
around a newly formed plane- 
t o ^  system capable of sup­
porting life Is two.

U=the probability that Intel­
ligent life will evolve on ( 
favorably placed planets In 
planetary system. In light of 
the experiments described In 
my previous article—showing 
how from the primordial gases 
and radiations the lunino acids 
evolve,d-it appears on planets 
suitably positioned with respect 
to their stare It Is inevitable 
that life will begin. To hold to a 
contrary point of view is to pos­
tulate the terrestrial life Is 
unique, and most scientlAs will 
Insist that life Is not unique. 
This means that we can place U 
equal to one.

the

V = th e number c f species 
evolved on a planet which are 
capable of becoming techntoally 
competent to communicate with 
other life. The only such species 
in the solar system Is found on 
the earth — Homo sapiens. 
Thus It may be assumed that V 
can be put equal to one. Dr. 
John C. Lilly, In some recent 
significant and exciting experi­
ments, has shown that dolphins 
have a high degree of intelli­
gence with a learning speed 
comparable to that of a human 
being. But because dolphins 
lack the dexterity and mani­
pulative ablliUes associated with 
hands, these aquatic mammals 
could possess a far greater In­
telligence than human bedngs 
hut still be incapable of Imple­
menting that intelligence to Ini­
tiate conununicatiens.

W =the fraction of technically 
advanced civilizations that 
might wish to communicate with 
other planetary systems. This 
Is pure speculation, and it might 
range from zero to one. Let ra 
assume that W equals O.S.

Finally. Y = th e mean l l f e ^ e  
In the communicative state .of 
this advanced clvlUzatlon. ^ i -  
enUats point out that our ad­
vanced technology arose but a 
few short years ago for the 
earth. Man has been around tor 
perhaps a  million years and yet 
the technical advance permit­
ting him to probe space for in­
telligible signals or to signal 
space himself Is so recent that 
It literally represents a new 
science.

It Is highly probable that man 
will continue for a long time, 
but how long can an advanced 
olvilUatlon last ? A pessimist

might indicate a short time, say 
less than 1,000 years. On the 
other hand, if we can survive 
the next 1,000 years, we might 
persist for 100 million years. A 
conditioned estimate might be 
a mUUon years, so let us put 
Y  equal to one imlllion year*-

If all o f these numbers are 
Inserted Into the equation, It can 
now be written:

N =  4 X 1 X 2 X 1 X 1 X 0.6 X 1,- 
000.000=4,000,000.

Thus, from this type of nan- 
lyais, It appears that In our 
MUky Way there should be 
about 4 million places where 
an intelligent society exists 
which has reached a state of 
technology capable and desirous 
of interstellar cmnmunication. 
So In the Milky Way, it means 
that one star out of every 26,- 
000 possesses^lntelUgent Ule like 
ours which may be searching 
for neighbors in space.

Will we ever communicate 
with these systems? The as- 
swer Is a fascinating one, and 
next week we will explore Proj­
ect Ozma—man’s first attempt 
to detect intelligible sigiMi. 
from out space.

With 
Governor Dempeey, the assump­
tion has to be that be is sttn in 
modest circunm 'oces , finan­
cially epeaUng, Moce he jiavor 
built a  fortune before entering 
politics, as with Chester Bowlee, 
or inherited anjrthing, as with 
John Lodge, and Is not Messed 
with m m berahip In the state 
bar, as''w ere Raymond Bald­
win and Abe Rlbleotf.

For a  modest drcumsbance 
Governor to be looking to .a c-. 
quire a second home; then, sug­
gests that his own twnMng has 
come to the ooncluslan that it is 
now time for him to make an 
unhurried, unpressured search 
for the Und of place he would 
like in tile event he ehould 
cease serving as Governor.

To get Into such a  looking 
frame of mind he wouldn’t have 
to be too precise about which 
possibility was InflnmMng him 
most—the poeslblUty that he 
might not choose to run—or tiie 
possibility that, chooslng'io ran, 
he might be defeated, and not 
happen to find a vacancy in 
that blessed haven for defeated 
Democratic candidates, the 
State Auditorshlp.

He coidd Just happen to feel 
that it is.getUng to be that time, 
in his career and In his life, 
when he oug^t to get a piece of 
land o f his own under him.

Unfortunately, tor a figure In 
public life, such a decision can 
never be totally a private mat­
ter.

And even now there are pMl- 
tical ambitions in the state, am- 
bitlras willing to serve their 
party either as candidate tor 
Governor or as candidate for 
United States Senator, who can­
not keep the news that Gover­
nor Dempsey is loMdng at 
places from making its entry 
into their own personal deliber­
ations, hunches, and tentative 
decisions about whether to 
make ready for a move ot 
their own.

State Residents 
Join Agnew’s 
TV Bias Lament
HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) — 

A heavy response in Connecticut 
has . followed Vice President 
Spiro T. Agnew’s rail tor 
American’s to “ register their 
complaints on bias”  that he 
says is shown by televlsian net­
works in their news coverage.

Agnew made the remarks dur­
ing a  speech in Des Moines, 
Iowa Thursday night. The three 
networits broadcast It In full 
afterward.

In West Hartford, WHNB-TV 
received 66 phone calls from 
people suppcHtlng Agnew’s 
views, and 36 disagreeing. 
WHNB-TV Is an NBC affiliate.

W nC-TV In Hartford, a CBS 
affiliate, reported initial reaction 
on ’Thursday was heavily pri> 
Agnew—131 for him and 84' 
against—but that by Friday the 
balance had shifted. On Friday, 
the station said, 81 callers dis­
liked Agnew’s views and only 82 
agreed with him.

One station not affiliated with 
any network, W^CT-TV in Hart­
ford, reported IW calls favoring 
Agnew's speech and only 18 
against.

And WATR-TV, an NBC af­
filiate in Waterbury, reported 
about 40 calls supporting Agnew.

A spokesman said the calls, 
were "all in favor”  and "all 
the same.”

WHNC^TV In New Haven,, an 
ABC affiliate, did not have a 
count o f phone calls available.

"W e will seek In the next few 
(Jays a .$10 million supplemental 
apprxxirtatlon under Title IV of 
the Civil Rights Act for aid to 
sdiool districts which need add­
ed fu n^  to comply with the 
Court's decision,”  Finch said.

"W e will do more than en­
force tite law of the land,”  he 
said. "W e want to build the 
capacity of state and local gov­
ernments and of school districts 
to comidy. And many of them 
need help to meet the dead­
lines established by the Cfourt."

Finch also plugged "Income 
Strategy"—the placing of mor* 
purchuing power In the hands 
of the poor—over what he called 
the "Service Strategy" of the 
previous Democratic adminis­
tration. ,

As an example, he mentioned 
the Head Start program of tu­
toring pre-school children. While 
this program was quite expen­
sive in terms ot federal dollars 
expended, it brought no "last­
ing educational benefits" to the 
children who took part, he said.

Fltmilles whose children par­
ticipated In Head Start pro­
grams, Finch said, might have 
benefited more If they had had 
greater power to purchase edu­
cational services.

While Democratic programs 
tried to "keep pe<x>le happy In 
their misery,’ ’President Nixon’s 
programs are attempting to 
"get people out of thslr mis­
ery,’ ’ she said.

Finch’s theme was similar, as 
he described the OOP as a par­
ty whldi must "respond to hu­
man need$ and aspirations”  in 
order to become the majority 
party In the- 1970s.

The Idea of holding "twin din­
ners," one In Hartford, the oth­
er In Westport, was rsportsdly 
generated by the perennial com­

plaints ot Fairfield County Re­
publicans about having to go Up 
to Hartford for every major 
GOP sltalr.

Hartford County and Fairfield 
County are the traditional 
sources of most of the GOP 
campaign contributions.

BOMBAY, India (A P ) — 
Along a dark beach in the Ara­
bian Sea, Indian customs offl- 
ciais emerged from a thicket 
and grabbed $886,000 in gold and 
watches, along with a half a 
dozen men.

The raid against smugglers 
was one of several In the past 
two months in which officials. 
have recovered well over $1 mil­
lion —the tip o f a golden Ice­
berg.

Chiatoma men seised more 
than $6.7 million in gold in 1868. 
One official estimates the 
amount ta "three to five per 
cent of what's coming In and it's 
probably closer to three."

^ e n  the five per cant figure 
mean* at least $184 million In 
gold bullion waa bootlegged into 
this country last year.

To protect reserves of foreign 
exchange, the government has 
outlawed gold imports, but a 
seemingly Insatiable demand 
has produced a booming gold 
trade.

Qold prices in India are now 
close to double the $40 an ounce 
figure on the world market. 
High proflls and small risks 
have made the countiy the 
world's chief target for gold 
smuggling.

Describing the demand, a 
goym m en t official said, "la - 
hermtly the Indian has confi­
dence in gold and gold alone.

entirely ccninlhced whether in 
the past our Judicial system 
has always fully suotalned this 
noble ideal . . . that equal Jus­
tice has not always been truly 
available to 'the poor, the des­
titute, or the uniformed. TTw 
lack of adequate counsel is in 
effect to deny Jiufice.”

St. Qpge went on to say, "As 
a member of the legal profes­
sion, I have been greedly heart­
ened by the significant advances 
which have been made in Just 
the last few years in providing 
legal assistance to those who 
might otheiwise have gone 
without such help beccuiee of the 
absence of personal funds. Our 
law schools are developing in­
spired and truly effective 
courses in the field of admin­
istering Justice to the poor and 
more and more of the most

able gnaduates are spending 
their first years in law prac­
tice in association with the 
various poverty programs.”

He -expressed the hope that 
In the years to come the new 
edifice will “really be a house 
of Justice and a shelter of 
righteousness for all.”

Lt. Gov. Frasainelli brought 
congiutulations from Gov. 
Dempsey who expressed his 
feeling that "the Oenerai As­
sembly acted wisely in passing 
Public Act 112,”. in sltualUng 
the courthouse in the downtown 
redevelopment area. The Gov­
ernor’s message atated, "This 
is another example of the way 
in which urban renewal serves 
the people." The courthouse 
was built on land in the redevel­
opment tnact in the center of 
Rockville.

Judge Shea laughingly re­
counted his first few days of 
conducting court sessions in the 
new building, a time of subdued 
illumination because of some 
very noisy light fixtures which 
had to be turned off. He found 
the contrast between the old 
and the new "overwhelming.”

' Grandtather's Store 
Judge Lolselle, who presided 

over many sessions In the old 
Memorial Building, which is 
in sight of the new courthouse, 
said, “Some of the moat diffi­
cult cases I've ever had oc­

curred there. I’ve seen the high­
est virtues of human nature and 
also some not so admirable 
qualities." He added rather sad­
ly, "I  kind of liked the old 
courthouse."

He referred to the • curved 
back wall of high windows, and 
the old-fashioned wainscoting, 
but then '* added emphatically, 
"But all of the accomodations 
were totally inadequate." He 
said that many times he had 
to leave his chambers to resist 
hearing the arguments going on 
In the Jury room. He mentioned 
the atmosphere of dignity as be­
ing so necessary to a court­
house, an element found In the 
new surroundings.

Justice House said he had a 
personal nostalgia for 08e rid, 
that at one time Its windows 
looked out upon a sign "House 
and Murphy Clothiers," of 
which the "Hoiue” stood for 
hia grandfather.

Justice Cotter referred to the 
fact that leasing a courthouse 
wasn't u new Idea at all, that 
in 1963 the New Britain-Court­
house was leased and la still 
being used, and he mentioned 
other Instances. He said It aras 
cheaper to build in the long run, 
and spoke of the new construc­
tion of courthouses In progress 
throughout the state, including 
one to Include 22 courtrooms 
costing $11 million In New 
Haven.

He said he was "quite satis­
fied" with the way the buUdlng 
hud turned out.

Chief Justice King spoke 
briefly about the courthouse it­
self and said he felt It was the 
people who were going to use s 
building who should be the ones 
to determine how it should he 
made, and he gave the credit 
to the members of the local bar 
association who had cooperated 
extensively In the planning of 
the buUdlng.

Jury Room IsMiked
He recalled a time when he 

was conducting a trial In the 
old courtroom, and said, “You 
got a workout here you didn't 
get other places."

At one Ume, he said, he 
found the Jury room locked 
when It was needed. It had been 
shared with the Rockville unit of 
the American tsiglon and they 
had apparently decided they 
would share It no longer. He 
said he called Atty. Bernard J .  
Ackerman, a I^eglon member, 
to suggest that something like 
this shouldn't happen to the Me 
Judge who himself was a mem­
ber of the American Is>gton.

He got the door unlocked, he 
said, adding, "Where elee but 
here could you find a thing like 
that?”

TREE STAND HinUTEBS
HAVE THE ADVANTAGE
Not every deer hunter likes 

the idea of standing around 
waiting for hte target to ap­
pear. Some would rather poke 
along in search of game, read­
ing signs along the way, try­
ing <9 out-guess the elusive 
qusLrry. ,

Stand hunting, perhaps the 
most popular method of deer 
hunting, requires less skill but 
more patience than the stalk­
ing method. If you prefer to 
post and wait for your deer, 
you might consider doing It In 
a tree.

The bowbunter learned file 
advantages of tree hunting soon 
after he took up the sport. He 
noticed during the_^k>ng hours 
he was required to*' spend mo­
tionless, as whltetalte worked 
their way toward his ground 
position, that they seldom 
glanced upward.

A cautious buck concentrates 
on the area ahead of him In hte 
search to detect danger. He 
doesn’t  bother glancing sky­
ward for It. The less cautiouB 
doe follows the same pattern. 
This means the hunter in a tree 
stand is less apt to be detect­
ed by the searching eyes of a 
deer. He can move more free­
ly in his lofty perch.

Body odor 1s no problem In a 
tree stand. Human scent rises 
on air currents, out of range 
of the deer’s keen detector. 
This te the most important ad­
vantage of a tree stand.
' The hunter perched in a tree 
has other advantages over the 
ground hunter. His field of 
vision te greater. He sees move-'® 
ment below him long before the 
quarry suspects his presence. 
He has time f6r more accurate 
Identification, selective shoot­
ing and cleaner kills.

Unlike the ground hunter, the , 
tree stand gunner has the ele- ‘ 
ment of surprise on his side. 
Because his quar^' te sighted 
before It Is able to detect him, 
he eliminates the factor of 
spooking It. and having to shoot 
l^ ried ly . He’s in complete com­
mand all the way.

Although a tree stand allowa 
for freedom of movement, cau­
tion should be exercised so as 
not to rub clothing against the 
rough bark of a tree or create 
other unnatural noises. These 
will spook deer Into flight.

Choose your tree stand as you 
would a ground position. It 
should overlook a well-used 
crossing. A small platform can 
be erected for comfortable 
standing or' sitting. Oftentimes, 
the crotch of a tree te suit­
able. ■

Never climb a tree with a 
shouldered firearm, empty or 
otherwise. Empty the'gun, then 
lower and raise it with a t r ^ .  
Another caution ̂ fion't fall 
asleep or you’re likely to fall 
to the ground! Tree aund hunt­
ing te legal In most states and 
te gaining in popularity because 
hunters who have used U are 
enjoying- greater succeas.
