Viet Official Doubts 
Tale of GI Slaughter
SON MY, Vietnam (A P ) —

” My famfiy was eating break­
fast when toe Americans came.
They ordered us out with the 
other vlUagera and gathered us 
together in three big groupe.
Then they shot us.”

Do Chuc, a 48-year-oId peas­
ant, was telling newsmen today 
his version of what happened to 
the coastal hamlets of Tu Cung 
and My Lai in mid-March 1968.

Chuc and others who say they 
survived claim that American 
soldiers entered the hamlets, 
herded the inhabitants together, 
killed 870 of them with rifles 
and machine guns, then burned 
their houses. But the province 
chief of Quang Ngal Province,
Col. Ton That Khlen, said again 
today he has doubts that the vtl- _  
lagers are telling a completely 
true story. Quang

Khlen said he believed "per­
haps 100”  persons had been 
killed by allied bpmbe and artil­
lery during a running fight with 
the Viet Cong and that the civil­
ian deaths were accidental.

The U.8. Command, reported 
at the time that 128 enemy were

killed to a battle to the area on 
March 16, 1968. It said toe 
American troops’ advance was 
preceded by an artillery bar­
rage and helicopter gunshlp 
raids.

Charles "Pete”  Conrad Jr., 
Richard F. Gordon Jr. and Alan 
L. Beatt reported they were 
ready tor the landing after their 
first cloae-up, breath-taking look 
at too moon’s-, stark beauty, a ' 
sight they described as ’ ’fantas­
tic..’

"W e’re ready to go,”  declared 
Bean after an Inspection of the 
landing craft Intrepid showed 
everything "ahipehape.”

The artronauta slept through, 
most of earth’s daylight hourv 
today, resting for a grueling 
night In which Ctonrod and Bean 
are to fly Intrepid to the moon 
while Gordon continues to orbit 
In the command ship Yankee 
Clipper.

He says a new type of medi­
cine is evolving in China, one 
that blends modem medicine 
with traditional techniques em- 

, bodied in the NM C hl^ , or can- 
on of medicine, written more 
than 2,000 years ago.

One ancient treatment is acu- 
punture, which consists of stick­
ing needles into selected points 
of a patient’s body, often remote 
from an affected area. ’The Brit­
on says:

“ It undoubtedly does some 
good. How it does it I don’t 
know. I have had it but It did 
not r e a l ly ^  me any good. On 
the otoer hand, I have seen it 
uied to good effect with cases of 
asthma, and I have seen it used 
for the relief of pain.”

When the Red Chinese came 
to power, he says, the country 
had few doctors trained in mod­
em medicine but there were 
plenty of folk-cure workers. 
Now, he says, practitioners of 
the two arts work side by side in 
hospitals, each learning from 
the other.

’’Although traditional doctors

were urged to leam something 
of modem medicine, the main 
emphasis has been on modem 
doctors "leamlng from tradition­
al medicine,” Bora says.

The fight against venereal dis­
eases and schistosomiasis, he 
says,' is a glowing example of 
successful preventive medicine.

The first move In confbattng 
syphilis and gonorrhea was to 
close down brothels and threat 
and rehabilitate the prostitutes. 
A propaganda campaign was 
launched through the country, 
uaing radio, . newspapers, pos- 

. ters, plays and movies, urging 
people to line up for penicillin.

As for the battle against schis­
tosomiasis, which reputedly af­
flicts 2S0 million people In Asia, 
Africa and Central and South 
America, Bom says:

’ ’The Chinese Comriiunists 
called for extermination of the 
snails which carry the blood 
fluke or microscopic worm that 
causes the disease. ’These snails 
are only a quarter of M inch in 
length.

'"Twice a year. In March and 
In August, the eifdre popula­
tion in county after county . . . 
turn out to drain rivers and 
ditches.”

This, he says, has dramatical­
ly  reduced new cases of toe. dis­
ease, and the main taak now is 
to treat existing cases.

Paris’ Concierges 
Victims of Progress

PARIS (AP) — They are
68.000 strong In Paris, looking 
out at the world from behind a 
curtain parted just far enough 
to see who you are and what 
you are doing on their hirf.

They are the city’s con­
cierges, women whose Job as 
apartment,building house moth­
ers is as much as French cliche 
—and truism— as a beret or a 
glass of red wine.

Now, the old woman and toe 
job are diring out. The president 
of the concierge union, grandi­
osely called Le Syndlcat lea 
Gardlens d'immeutoles—̂ 77>e 
Building Guards Union—says
20.000 of the women will disap­
pear over the next 10 years and 
not be replaced. Some 6,000 con­
cierges are now over 76 years of 
age.

Letter boxes, house tele­
phones, and a desire on the par$ 
of landlords not to pay them any 
more are pushing the con­
cierge aside.’

TradlUonally, she had roigned 
over apartment buildings from 
a ground-floor apartment called 
a loge, taklng^mall to tenants, 
holding their packages and tak­
ing out the garbage. In some 
cases, she has spied on visitors 
from behind their logs curtain, 
terrified subleasers with threats 
and trafficked in apartments 
with rental agencies.

Done up In a house dress, 
warmed by a black sweater and 
wool stockings and reading a 
copy of the gossip newspaper 
“Id  Paris”, the concierge is a 
standard character in French 
theater and literature.

Unlike American apartment 
house superintendents. Paris 
concierges don’t lend to leaky 
faucets or screw In new fuses. 
On their wobbly legs and in 
their felt slippers, many have 
enough trouble getting around 
their loges.

Concierge salaries run from 
about $80 to $100 a month, ac­
cording to the union, but now 
that the women are entitled to a 
month’s paid vacation and so­

cial security, owners of small 
buildings are just as happy to 
have them gone. Carpenters and 
other small businesses some­
times can be fit into their for­
mer quarters.

““ The union’s newsletter showed 
the situation clearly: there were 
more than 100 ads placed by 
people seeking concierge jobs 
and only one employment offer 
—’’Present yourself at Busy Bee 
aeanlng, 4 Cite d’HautevlUe. 
for work as a housekeeper.”

The number of concierge jobs 
is also reduced every year by 
200 to 800 as a result of health 
Inspections finding their logea 
unfit for human habitation.

”It’s a sad situation,” the un­
ion presidtot, Rene Laffon, 
says, “because the women are 
paid these famine wages. But 
they accept life in a rat hole be­
cause they have nowhere else to 
go. Our retirement home has 
only room for 80.”

“I don’t like to say that the 
metier of concierge la disap­
pearing because It will not die 
out completely, but I think In­
stead that there la a mutation In 
progress. In new and bigger 
buildings we 'have couples. Ibe 
man la a handyman who can 
m ^ r  all kinds of repairs. He 
resitands to more needs obvious­
ly than the old lady in the 
shawl.”

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The Second Worst Thing
We Ima^iine that If we had been the 

President In the White Houae or the At­
torney General in the DepaHment of 
Justice, or the Secretary of Defense in 

the Pentagon In the days leading up to 
the November Moratorium, we would' 

have b«fen suffering considerable agony 
o f  apprehension over the worst things 
that could possibly happen.

In their position, we would have felt, 
we are sure, that the one worst thing 

that could happen with the Moratorium 
would be for the demonstration to go 

berserk and deny and overwKbIm all 
authority and make a shambles of some 
of our national institutions.

Because we would have considered an 
outbreak of mob violence that could not 

be controlled the worst of all the things 
that could happen, wo might have given 

reluctant approval to the vaiibus 

strategies designed to see to It that/the 
mob never could get out of control.^Wo 
might have bought the Idea of closing 

the streets near the White House and 
lining the White House sidewalks with 

empty buses, bumper to bumper, and 
Importing troops, by n l^ t . Into govern­
ment buildings to make siu-e no mob 
could take- them and bum their papers, 

and having enough troops In and around 

the city to guarantee that there could 
not be any lack of armed police force, 
should that prove necessary.

We think we might have gone along 
with all these decisions, and we think 

a good many other people, too. If they 

should undertake to Imagine themselves 
In those Washington offices we have 

mentioned, would agree that strong and 
fearful preparation could be Judged 

necessary In all the uncertainty which 

surrounded the prospective sise, nature, 
mood, and leadership of the Moratorium 
demonstration.

Having aald and confeiised all this, 
our next commentary has to be that, 
although the worst thing that could have 

happened did not happen, perhaps thanks 
In some degree to stem and fearful gov­

ernment preparations against It, the sec­
ond worst thing did happen.

The second worst thing that could hap­
pen, and that did happen, was that the 
government of the United States of 

America should reveal Itself to be afraid 
of Its own people.

If this fear was not really necessary. 
If showing It could safely have been 

avoided, If there wiut anything either the 

Moratorium -leadership or the Adminis­
tration leaderihip might have done In 

advanoe to ertate an atmosphere less 
mutually fearful and apprehensive, then 
the whole event suffered from an over- 
preparation of force and an under- 

preparutlon of understanding. One can­

not assign the resfSnBlblllty for such 
failure arbitrarily, so much here and so 

much there. But the result Is. as re­
sults sometimes prove to be, less 

delicate about whom It makes look bad.

shame that a condition for such fear

The Selling Of The Mayor
How many miracles can New Tork 

<?Uy produce In one yea rf First the 
Jots, 'nien the Ifets. Now John Lind­
say.

The mayor’s re-election triumph wasn’t 
as sweeping as the late straw polls had 
predicted. But It was a  smashing come­
back from  his mid-June defeat In the 
Republican primary, which left most pol­
iticians feeling sure the onoe-brtght 
knight of liberal Republicans was wash­
ed up, his polltiool future behind him 
at 47.

The latest Gotham miracle was 
achieved by a  carefully calculated, hand­
somely financed, well-executed cam- 
palgn—plus lots o f luck, pcuticularly In 
the matter of his opposition.

Mr. Lindsay's troubles were obvious 
from the start. New York City was a 
mess, and the Incumbent mayor drew- 
the Uame both for things be could help 
and those he couldn't; Rising crime, 
strikes by teachers and garbagemen, dir­
ty  streete, high taxes, record welfare 
burdena, an image of readiness to "turn 
the city over to the blacks.”

Hostility to the mayor was brood and 
deep In white nelghbortioods everywhere. 
The victory o f little-known state Ben. 
3<>hn Marohl In the Republican primary 
and the triumph of tough-talking Con­
troller Mario Procacrino in the Demo­
cratic seemed proof "that even libeial- 
leaming New York was feeling the right- 
ward wind blowing In other cities earUer.

But a lot was happening In the Lindsay 
camp, even during the quiet-seeming 
summer. Lindsay-sponsored polls were 
probing voter attitudes. A  new slogan 
emerged— "the second toughest Job in 
Am erica"—and a slick TV  campaign was 
planned. A  lavish election fund was' be­
ing raised. (By late October Mr. Lind­
say had already spent $1.6 million, four 
times os much as either opponent.)

Past mistakes were turned Into near- 
vltures; speeches and TV  spots confess­
ed the mayor had been wrong on neigh­
borhood school control, wrong on snow 
removal, wrong on other matters. The 
Idea was to show John Lindsay both 
honest and humble—not the arrogant, 
obatlnate man his enemies pictured. It 
was an effort to open the minds of peo­
ple who were saying "anyone but Lind­
say."

Then the Lindsay forces sought to sell 
theae newly opened minds on the may­
or ’s positive accomplishments: More 
cope on the streeU, 228,000 new Jobs In 
Now York Industry, a 80 per cent re­
duction in a ir , pollution, new alr-ccndl- 
tloned subway car# and buses, the slums 
defused. New goodies were shoveled out: 
Sunday garbage collections, crews to fill 
long-neglected potholes, cost-of-lIvlng In­
creases for pensioners, new play­
grounds. Voters might be cynical at first, 
but ultimately some would believe that 
these wore the promise of better things 
to come.

Soundings had Indicated the Negores 
and Puerto Rloans wore eewed up for 
Lindsay, the Italians and Irish Irrevocahv 
ly lost. The Jewish vote—one-third the 
total city turnout—was crucial. So the 
mayor trudged from rabbinical meeting 
to sisterhood to Hebrew school, appeal­
ing to the Jews' traditional liberalism.

Over and over he employed a Biblical 
analogy of a parent with a  healthy son 
and a very aick son : " I f  he tries des­
perately to make the sick son better.
It doesn’t mean he loves the healthy 
one any less." Bmotlonaliy he remind­
ed his auchences that the blacks and 
browns hod poured Into New York to 
find the better life for themselves and 
their children. Just as white ImiAlgranU 
had done generations earlier, .fnd his 
Attacks on the war scored significantly 
with these Jewish voters.

But Lady Luck helped mlghUly, too. 
There were no new riot% strikes, school 
confrontations. The miraculous Met# won 
the National League pennant and then 
the World Series—and there was John V. 
Lindsay, who really, detests baseball, 
being drenched In champagne in the 
Mets locker room. New York might not 
be Fun City, but It wasn't all bad, and 
maybe the mayor wasn’t such a  bad 
guy either.

The Prooacctiio campaign was Incred­
ibly Inept— practically no organisation, 
no staff, no money: what plans existed 
were changed on a  minute’s notice. The 
more, he appeared on TV—equat, rambl­
ing. emotional—the less his support. Vot­
ers deserted In droves, declaring, " I  Just 
can’t see him as mayor o f New York."

Now elected to a second four-yecu' 
term. Mr. Undsay faces different chal­
lenges r Shaping new programs, finding 
revenue for expensive labor contracU 
and other commttmenU. His opponents 
renKT/ed aa awful alternatives, he will 
again be the single focus for the griev­
ances of nearly eight million New York- 
ers—<uid there’s no obvious way out, at 
least within Republican ranks. Gov. Nef- 
son Rorkefellep .says ho will run again 
next year, and certainly can’t be beaten 
In a GOP primary, while Sen. Charles 
Goodell, Blab up next year .has been a 
devogt Llndaay supporter; to c h a lle i^  
him would be base Ingratitude.

So the mayor may have to look tarther 
down the road, fte sojis he won't turn 
Democrat. Pertistpa the future holds a 
White House nomination In 1972 on a 
third-party ticket o f liberal Democrate 
and Republicans much like the group 
that Just re-elected him In New York. 
Ao of right now, though, that would ra- 
quire a  far greater miracle than the 
q o e t ^ t  happened Tueeday.—ALAN  L,

BEIIRUT, Lebanon — A t the 
height of the crisis here be­
tween the government and the 
fedayeen commandos who want­
ed access routes from their 
Mt. Hermon base to the Israeli 
border, an emissary from the 
revolutionary government of 
Libya arrived in Beirut with a 
distinctly ominous message for 
Lebanese President Charles 
Helou. Was it not Ume, he ask­
ed p o ln t^ y , that Lebanon be­
gan to carry its' share of the 
burden In the Arabs' struggle 
to recover lands lost to Israel 
In the six-day war and to tight­
en the -ring around Israel by 
opening a more active front 
along Israel’s northern border?

When Helou explained that Le­
banon was a small country with­
out a large army or sophisti­
cated weaponry, the Libyan 
emissary replied that whatever 
Lebanon needed In the way of 
financial he^, Libya was pre­
pared to give. Rich with the un­
told wealth of Its oil resources, 
Libya Is undoubtedly both able 
and willing to carry out such 
a pledge to Lebanon.

And Lebanon is hardly In a 
position to say no. Younger 
Arab Moslems and some Chris­
tians are becoming more radi­
calised (a  process that started 
last December when Israeli 
hawks in n closely-spilt cabinet 
decision ordered the unfortun­
ate reprisal raid on clvlllah air­
craft parked on the Beirut air­
port).

Thus, despite the cautious 
holding operation of the gov­
ernment, dominant political 
forces now at work both Inside 
and outside Lebiuion (Cairo and 
Tripoli) ore tending to suck L ^  
banon into the vortex of the 
twilight Arab-Israell war. The 
Libyan messenger was only a 
small part of the pressure.

, One predictable result of this

r irtxation In Lebanon will be 
rapid rise of Soviet Influ­

ence. The RussUins are already 
talking about new economic 
iind cultural agreements, and 
Lebiuion la Interested. Thus, If 
Lebanon does Indeed deckle to 
beef up Its army, the new arms 
and the technicians that accom­
pany thenil are likely to come 
not from Lebanon's old friend, 
the United States, but from the 
Soviet Union.

The U,$. In contrast, has cut 
Lebanon off from all economic 
luid military aid. A  m ere $8

million of American grant old 
for rict-control equipment, an 
absolute essential for the police 
to control the street riots that 
are likely to break out with in­
creasing force, would be a god­
send today, but the $8 million 
Isn’t available.

Moreover, the two major poli­
tical acts that might reduce the 
radlcalization now taking place 
here In favor of militant Arab 
nationalists do not seem to be 
in the cards. One would be a 
clear, new statement by Presi­
dent Nixon followed by visible 
action pledging a "m ore even- 
handed”  policy toward Israel 
and the Arabs (the phrase used 
by Mr. Nixon’s envoy, former 
Penn^lvanla Gov. William 
Scranton, on his tour of the area 
a year ago but never mention­
ed since).

The other would be a blg- 
power agreement on a basic set­
tlement of the six-day lyar, 
which no Arab leader believes 
is possible. Without that, Leban­
on will be drawn further and 
further Into the activist Arab 
camp, accelerating the develop­
ment of a radical anti-Western 
and anti-Israeli Arab front which 
la already moving with alarming 
speed.

The revolutionary coup In Llb- 
_ya, for example, has made a 
m ajor change In the power bol; 
ance In North Africa, ending 
Western dominance of a strate­
gic Mediterranean area. Beyond 

. that the coup has overnight 
mode available to' the militant 
Arab cause the fantastic oil 
ricJies of Libya.

With Libya and neighboring 
Sudan both turned radical, pres­
sure or Saudi Arabia's King 
Faisal Is now becoming acute. 
Faisal has survived several at­

tempted coups, but time Is 
running against him Jivt as it 
is running against Lebanon.

T^us the ring Is being closed 
tighter than ever before both 
around Israel and against the 
United States, threatening to 
leave the tiny dot of Israel as 
the only reliable U.S. perch In 
the vast Arab Middle East.

That sort o f isolation Is a 
high price to pay even for a 
fr ie i^  with the InUmate and 
emoaimai ties that every Am eri­
can feels for Israel.

Joe Duffey for the Democratic 
noinInaHim for thO UbHo4 
States Senate next year Is from 
way out, man, as tixMn way out 
as the poeslbiUty, back In the 
autumn of 1967, that Senetor 
Ehigene McCarthy could win a  
primary battle in Connecticut or 
wind up with Oonneoticut 
delegates In Chicago.

But, as we have observed be­
fore, the Connecticut political 
woods these days are full o f im> 
probabiUties, some of vdMun are 
probably gcring to be nominated 
for public office and pe itu i^  
even dectod to public ofAoe.

In such a situation, one puts 
down all the reasons why the 
latest entry into the 1970 Con­
necticut sweepstakes Is not go­
ing to make it, .and then con­
cedes that some improbability 
has to make it, otherwise there 
would be no nomination at all.

The Rev. Joe DuffOy can’t 
possibly make It because, by 
conviction and deliberate choice, 
he has appeared on the Con­
necticut scene as the leader and 
champion of a point of view  
never likely to come near ma­
jority status either among the 
members of the Democratic 
pairty or the voters of the state.

Any odd  calculation of the 
maximum development of his 
practical ddegate and popidar 
strength has to stop when it 
concedes him conslderajde nui­
sance value, and poealbie bar­
gaining position. He can threat­
en a primary, perh^ts get the 
legal right to run one, and per­
haps run one, but What no one 
can concede him, in advance, 
is any chance of coming out of 
such threat or bargatning or 
running with the number one 
prise he seeks—the Democratic 
party's nomination for the Unit­
ed States Senate.

Theoretically, some lesser vic­
tory ought to do. Duffey pro­
claims loudly and sincerely, 
for Instance, that the main tb iiy  
he la after is a revision «nA 
Improvement of the "present 
political system,”  which, he' 
says, provides "no satisfactory 
accommodation" for those with 
grievance, protest and dissent. 
But when It comes to the pos­
sible ways of changing the ’ ’po­
litical S3rstem”  It somehow 
seems that there is really only 
one way—only one such oppor­
tunity—which is that of per­
suading or forcing the system to 
give one of Its nominations to a 
smiHng gentleman named Duf­
fey.

Are there any ameliorating 
factors In the situaUcm which 
say that perhaps Joe Duffey 
may do better. In his attempt 
to master the center of the 
party stage from his own way 
out position, than ordinary logic 
would Indicate?

The answer is yes. This is a 
maverick who really works, an 
Idealist who doesn’t wait for the 
peo]de to come to him. He Is 
tough, in the sense that he 
knows the odds and does not 
cry about them. He can take 
it and seem to be a good sport 
about tactics used against him 
and reverses handed him, which 
may either he his Inner char­
acter, or an exhibition of act­
ing talent much superior to that 
of the professional actor who 
sometimes graces his plat­
forms. He has been honest 
enough to admit that he loves 
the political game In Itsrtf, and 
he is capable of meeting those 
politicians he intends to ’ ’re­
form”  by making himself their 
CMdldate in an atmosi^iere 
free of showboat sanctimony. 
He is a regular irregular M low , 
or an irregular regular, hut to 
any case not one to be tackled 
or thrown by his halo.

He is, to summary then, not 
quite as vulnerable, not quite as 
subject to total tostant dUmls- 
sal, as the giant improbability 
of his situation and his ambi­
tion would todioate.

The guide emphartses that

Defining handwriting aa the

In Orsdes 1 and 2, the guide

Speech and listening skills

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Nuclear ArmsTVIain Issue 
In.Nixon-Sato Discussions

WXSHINOTON (AiP) — An 
agreement returning Okinawa 
to Japanese control In 1072 is 

^^cpected to leave open the ques­
tion of possible future American 
use of the U.S. mi^tarjr base on 
the island for nuclear weapons.

No official announcement has 
been made bn the touchy ques­
tion of nuclear weapons on Oki­
nawa, but the“ matter has been 
settled in principle, aocorxUng to 
reliable sources.

Japanese Prime Minister Bl- 
Sftku Sato and President Nixon 
are to begin talks Wednesday on 
returning Okinawa to Japiui 
within tturee yean, although It 
will be Friday before any word 
of die nuclear Issue is released.
. It Is beUeved J^pan has 
agreed to permit the effective 
use of . Okinawa as a U.S. base 
in the event of an emergency In­
volving. the defense of Japan 
and areas vital to the defense of 
Japan.

What would constitute "effec- 
Uve use” would not be decided 
until the circumstance arose, 
and then only after full consul­
tation between the two govern­
ments, It was learned. Terms of 
the agreement arp expected to 
be very general.

It already had been agreed 
that the military base will re­

main as a U.8. fidlify, with the 
presence of the nuclear WMpons 
the controversial Item.

Technical talks were conduct­
ed here Monday between Rich­
ard Snleder, U.S. qiecial minis­
ter in charge of Okinawa af­
fairs, and Fumihiko Togo, direc­
tor general of the American af­
fairs bureau in Japan’s minls- 
tery of foreign affairs.

A spokesmans aid afterwards 
that most of the issues had'heen 
resolved. OfflciaUy, however, 
the spokesman said the hard 
core issue remained—hpw,
when and if nuclear weapons 
may be used from (he U.S. base 
on the island which the United 
States has held since late in 
World War n.

There also were econmnlc is­
sues to be discussed by Nixrni 
and Sato, who arrived here 
Monday following a violence- 
marred departure from ’Mcyo.

A delegation of the American 
Chamber of Commerce of Oki­
nawa said It had been assured 
by Undersecretary of State U. 
Alexis Johnson, former U.S. 
ambassador to Japan, that Nix­
on and Sato would discuss the 
eccmomic impact to -be felt Iw 
American bu^ess after the is­
land reverts to Japanese con­
trol.

Some American firms have

looked iqwn ̂ Okinawa as the 
back door toMnvestment in Ja­
pan, and it S3q;>ected that eattain 
types of industry, including oil 
refineries, will boom for tUs 
reason. Etut the nuijorlty of the 
eStaUisbed concerns on Okina­
wa, the chamber said, feel 
gravely concerned that Ameri­
can business InteresU amount­
ing to about $240 million would 
not be protected alter Japan 
takes over.

Such business as dairies, peĉ  
sonal services, solf-drlnks, de­
partment stores, automobile 
agencies, idywood concerns 
bottling companies fear they 
wlU loose their 22-year-old pre­
ferred position ahen subjected 
to the same business rules as 
«xist in Japan.

The business interests have 
asked for such things as equal 
treatment for American and 
Ryukyu corporationa to do busl- 
ness throughout Japan and pro­
tection of their dollar etflefs. 
"Ihey asked for a waiver of any 
retroactive tax claims from Ja- 
pan, recognition of misting li­
censes for foreign investment 
and protection of their real es­
tate leases.

Bight o f  the dub’s membera 
did their observing a i^  ques­
tioning at the Tri-City Shopping 
Center on Saturday.

He doesn’t kick about the 
birth defect, but he does kick 
field goalH. faong ones, too.

He kicked four Sunday in 
Yankee Stadium, the final one 
from 19 yards out With five sec­
onds left to give the Saints a 
28-24 upset of the New York 
Giants in National Football 
^ague action,

X '"I 'm  glad I could contribute

something to the victory,”  the 
modest Dempsey said today in 
recalling his game-winning ef­
forts.

Coach Tom Fears makes no 
bones about his pleasure with 
Dempsey, who was signed in 
training camp at San Diego in 
August, after being cut by the 
American Football League 
Chargers.

Dempsey believes ho swings 
his leg through a football faster 
than anybody has. He gets a 
tremendous lift out of his kicks 
when his half-foot strikes the 
ball Just above the ground.

"I do a.little hop step and I 
get up on the toes of my left 
foot and drive through thi foot­

ball with my whole body,”  he 
explains.

” It also helps to weigh 268 
pounds.”

Dempsey, despite his handi­
caps, started playing football as 
a kid in California. It wasn’t un­
til he got to Palomar, Calif., 
Junior College though that he 
started kicking. ” i  Just tried it 
one day in practice and found 
out I could do it.”

Dempsey, as a Saint, already 
has a 88-yard field goal to his 
credit. ’That’s a yard shy of the 
NFL record of 86 yards. Playing 
for the Ix)WeIl, Moss., Giants of 
the minor league Atlantic Coast 
Conference two years ago, he 
was credited with a 87-yarder

against Waterbury, Conn.
His percentage marks on field 

goals are misleading. ’Die fig­
ures show him successful on 18 
of 24 for a .842. On 18 kicks 
from 48 yards or less, he’s made 
12.

’ ’With a guy kicking them so 
far and so high, I began to 
wonder — why punt? Why not 
go Tor a placekick when you’re 
faced with a punting situation?” 
Fears said.

So, he started using Dempsey 
in what would be pimtlng situa­
tions for many teams.

Dempsey thinks he can kick 
a 60-yarder some day, provided 
the Wind is right, and break the 
17-year-old NFL record.

Armstrong, Aldrin 
Mood Nostalgic

SPACE CENTER, Houston 
(AP) —Ih e men who did it first 
stood idly by, watching and lis­
tening, surely remembering, as 
Apollo 12 made man’s  second lu­
nar visit

Apollo 11 astronauts Neil A. 
Armstrong fmd Edwin E. Aldrin 
Jr., the first to walk the moon, 
were only spectators, watching 
from a glass room overlo<dcing 
Mission Control, a  room that 
even touiiats can visit between 
missions.

Glass separated them, from 
the controUers guiding the mis­
sion. Distance and time separat­
ed them from their comrades 
fleeting toward the moon.

Only the crackling sounds of 
happy votcee on an intercom 
Joined them with Apollo 13- moon 
landers A aifles Omuad Jr. and 
Alan L.^Eean.

Only the sounds—and the 
meidorles of what the four now 

jt im  and what, before loet 
/  July, no man had ever known.

/  Armstrong came to the oon- 
tro). center late Tueeday night 
and stayed tor hours, aaraltlng 
the moment o f the secrnid 
manned landing. Aldrin Joined 
him OB Apollo 13 began its finsi 
descent.

UMoubtedly Armstrong re­
called Ms own precarious mo­
ments of suspense when he was 
at the oontroto of a  lunar mod­
ule, tolling like a  bullet toward 
the naoon.

Would he ever forget that mo­
ment arhen the flawleee descent 
was nearly shattered by flash­
ing lights and raucous buss of 
computer alarms warning of 
mechanical trouble where there 
was none.

And the cabn voice of a mis­
sion controller urging him on, 
"You are go to continue . . . 
continue . . . continue.”

How many times has he seen 
in his mind’s eye that boulder 
field rushing toward him as he 
and Aldrin dropped toward the 
moon?

Did his hand tremble as he 
grasped the flight c^ tro ls  and 
guided the clumsy, craft toward 
a flat, inviting plain?

Was thera a flash of fear' 
when the fuel level dipped near 
to depletion and possible disaa- 
ter?

He remembers, as does the 
world, his first words after the 
Bplndlyleg$;ed machine BUghted 
safely on alien soil:
. "Houston, Tranquillity Boss 
here. The Bagie has landed."

Could Armstrong and Aldrin 
help but compare their frantic, 
fear-spiked descent with the 
silken pertesMon of man’s sec­
ond lunar touchdown?

They were spectaton to the 
•econd landing, but what they 
learned on man’s first flight 
rode arlth Conrad and Bean.

Armstrong and Aldrin’* har­
rowing seconds Just before land­
ing bequeathed to the men of 
Apollo 13 an increased'measure 
of safety, a stronger reason to 
hope, a bettor chance to contin­
ue what Apollo 11 had begun. <

TTie alarms which harrassed/ 
Aprilo 11 and  ̂ frightened th^ 
world led to an Improvement in 
the lunar module computer tor 
Apollo 12.

The guidance error which al­
most smashed Apollo 11 into a 
boulder field pinpointed a guid­

SPACE CENTER, Hous­
ton (A P ) — Two super­
charged American astro­
nauts made a bull’s-eye 
landing on the moon to- 
d i^ , raised thmr flag and 
vrise-cracked t h e i r  way 
through a four-hour ex­
ploration o f the black, 
powdery surface.

Before returning safely 
to their lunar ferry In­
trepid, they deployed five 
scientific instruments pow­
ered by the first nuclear 
generator on the moon.

In landing on the Oc?an of 
Storms, Charles "P ete" Conrad 
Jr. and Alan L. Bean carried 
man’s quest for the unknown to 
that alien soil a second time. 
They opened a new age of dis  ̂
covery, the first detailed explo­
ration of the moon.

Their moonwalk was spoiled 
for earthlings when a camera 
transmitting the first color tele­
vision pictures for the moon 
failed after 48 minutes. Experts 
at the ifanned Spacecraft Cen­
ter theorised the camera was 
accidentally pointed at the sun 
—burning the sensitive image 
tttoe.

There was litUe hope it could 
be repaired.

Friim the moment they landed 
on the moon and Conrad shout­
ed "Outstanding!" and Bean ex­
claimed "I  can’t wait to get out­
side!”  "TOey were two Jubilant 
men, chattering like a  couple of 
chipmunks as they went about 
the important business of explor­
ing the strange world where the 
gravity force is omy one-sixth 
that on earth.

HMra was axcltemsnt in Con­

rad’s voice when be spotted an 
unmanned Surveyor spacecraft 
resting only 600 feet away in the 
crater that had been their tar­
get for the pinpoint landing.

~ ^ t h  men were exuberant as 
me'y gathered rocks and spotted 
strange mounds of rubble that 
they described as ’ Yantostic.”  
Conrad’s oaxddlng laugh became 
a familiar sound.

“ Wowee”  was s  favorite 
ex]>reaaion as Conrad and Bean 
prowled the surface, ranging 
more than 1,000 teet to set up 
the experiments and to inspect 
the mounds and wbst sppesrsd 
to them to be s  fresh crater.

“ Hey, look st that rock,”  or 
“ Here’s s  neat looking one over 
here,”  flowed repeatedly over 
the communlcaUon cheimel 
more than a quarteivinUllon 
miles 'bock to earth.

The spacemen. were amased 
at the thick, biMk dust that 
darkened their space suMa as 
they moved like ghoeUy figures 
in a  weird surrounding.

"W e’re really filthy,”  Conrad 
reported.

The third member of the ex­
pedition, Richard F. Gordon Jr., 
became almoet a  forgotten man 
as he wUted aom« 66 miles 
overhead in the Yankee Clipper 
command ship, waiting for Cbn- 
rad and Bean to complete their 
31 H-hour exj^mration.

But Gordon helped pinpoint 
the landing site by spotting both 
Intrepid and the Surveym' from 
his h'gh-flylng outpost.

Conrad and Bean steered In­
trepid to its petect landing on 
the eastern e d ^  of the Ocean of 
Storina at 1:84:29 a.m. E »T  and 
became the third and fourth hu­
mans to leave their imprint in 
the liDwr dust.

11m  first o f tsro ■lorated

moonwalka. started at 6:44 a.m. 
when Conrad hacked down a 
nine-rung ladder and ste|q;>ed 
aahewe in the new world. Been 
followed 31 minutes later.

Ootuod spent a total of 8 
hours 44 minutes outside and 
Bean an even tnree hours.

After stowing their gear and 
eating, they planned eight hours 
sleep, resting for the second ex­
cursion set to start at 12:83 a.m. 
Thursday.

"We won’t have any trouble 
Bleeping tonight,”  Conrad re­
port^  after the exhausting 
walk.

Blastoff from the moon Is slat­
ed for 9:28 a.m. Thursday and a 
linkup with the Yankee Clipper 
at 1 :02 p.m. After an extra day 
In lunar orbit to photograph fu­
ture landing sites, the three 
bead for home and a Monday 
splashdown In the Pacific.

Doctors reported that Bean's 
hfiart rate ranged from 82 to 151 
beats per minute and Conrad's 
from 80 to 180.

Aibout the soli, the astronauts 
reported It was thicker and 
blacker than that In the Sea of 
Tranquillity where Apollo 11 pi­
lots Neil A. Armstrong and Ed­
win E. Aldrin Jr. made man’s 
first lunar landing In July.

"Your booU dig Into the soil 
quite a bit,”  Bean said. " I f  you 
don't pick up your feet you real­
ly kick a  load of dirt In front of 
you.”

The Instruments they de­
ployed will measure such things 
as moonquakea, the solar wind 
and the lunar atmosphere and 
Ionosphere.

Once operating on the nuclear 
battery, the seismometer re­
layed to earth the aound of the 
spacemen's footprints as they 
trod the nwon.

During Htursday's excursion, 
Conrad and Becut will collect 
carefully documented rock sam­
ples and attempt to retrieve 
parts of the Surveyor for return 
to earth.

The camera did record the 
first steps of both on the pow­
dery surface. Commander Con­
rad's first words as he placed 
his IS-lnoh boot in the soil w ere: 
"That may have been a small 
one tor Nell,' but that's a long 
one for me.”

He referred Jokingly to Nell 
Armstrong’s first words last 
July when he became the first 
man to step on the moon: 
"That's one small step for a 
man, one giant leap for man­
kind.”

While ground experts studied 
the problem, the astronauts 
abandoned the camera to con­
tinue their exploration.

T he' third member of the ex­
pedition, Richard F. Gordon Jr., 
orbited some 65 miles overhead, 
awaiting the return of his com­
panions on Thursday after they 
complete 81H hours on the sur­
face.

They were overjoyetl at the 
landing spot, as they wondered 
at a variety of geological forma­
tions surrounding them.

"We couldn't have picked a 
better spot," Conrad reported. 
"We could play geologista all 
day and we would get no farther 
than we are now.”

The ' commander noted a 
strange-looklng mound, and 
commented excitedly: " I ’ ve got 
to photograph this thing. I can't 
imagine what It Is. There's this 
big mound sticking up about 800 
feet at the foot of a shAllow cra­
ter on the right-hand edge of the

Msss— A funeral Mais with a theme 
of spiritual Joy wiU be offered 
Thursday for Joseph P. Kenne- 
dy in the smsdl clapboard 
church where the Kennedys 
have worshiped tor years.

The 81-year-old former am­
bassador, father of President 
John F. Kennedy and patriarch 
of one of the nation’s most fa- 
mouB poliUcal famUles, died 
Tuesday at hie Cape Cod home.

He had been in poor health 
since suffering a stroke eight 
years ago. Lost Saturday he had 
another stroke. He grew 
progressively weaker, slipping 
Into a coma Monday.

Members of the family attend­
ed a special Maas offered Tues­
day night by the Rev. John J. 
Cavanaugh at St. Francis Xav­
ier church in Hyannis. Father 
Cavanaugh is a long-time friend 
o f the Kennedys. A former pres­
ident of S p in  Dame University, 
he is now ebapUin at St. Msuy's 
College in Indiana.

Thursday's 9 a.m. tunersJ 
Mass will be offered in tbe same 
church. Kennedy's close friend, 
Richard Cardinal Curiiing of 
Boatoii, will be the celebrant. 
He will he assisted by the/ Rev. 
Joseph Maguire, e member of 
the cardlnei’s staff, and tbe 
Rev. Joseph FTtxgerald. s  ne­
phew of Mrs. Kennedy.

Only the tsmUy. and dose 
friends wUl attend.

Tbe Maas is 
called white because the clergy 
win sreor white veatmenu In­
stead o f purple or black.

Following the Maas, a hearse 
will carry the body to the family 
plot at Holtrhpod Cemetery in 
Brookline, a town bordering 
Boston where the Kennedys 
lived for years.

At Kennedy’s bedside when he 
died at it :0S s.m.

With them were other mem­
bers of the family Including the 
widows of his two sssssstnsted 
fons—Ethel Kennedy, widow of 
Sen. Robert F. Kennedy, and 
Jacqueline Onsssia, who eras 
President Kennedy's wife.

President Nixon expressed 
sympathy and praised the eider 
Kennedy for his "strong sense 
of dedication to the nation."

In a Washington statement, 
the Preridem said, "He enjoyed 
with grace the triumphs of his 
life and he endured Ms tragedtes 
with great dignity; and surely 
he also feh great satisfaction in 
his own and his family's service 
and accomplishment."

Kennedy was born in East 
Boston SepC 6. 1886. He eras 
graduated from Harvard Col­
lege in 1913 and was p r e s id e  
of a bank, the OMumbia TriisS 
Cb. at age 28.
