Nixon Will Fight

To ‘Balance’ Court

WABHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Nixon says he will press
his fight “to restore the proper
balance"” to the Supreme Court
despits the Senate's B5-45 rejec-
tion of his nomination of Judge
Clement F. Baynsworth Jr.

But the Presideny will wait
until after Congress opens its
new session in January (o sub-
mit another nomination, Any
nomination sent to the Benate
this year would automatically
lapse when the current session
endafinext mounth, unless con-
firmed before adjournment.

Nixon did not say i he would
select another nominee with
southern background, but he did
say he would again apply crite-
ria '‘consistent with my com-
mitments to the American peo-
ple before my election as Presi-
dent & year ago.”

Expressing deep regret (hat
the Benate had failed to confirm
Haynsworth, the President sald
"the Bupreme Court needs men
of his legal philosophy to restore
the proper balance to that great
fnstitution.'

The vote ‘Friday, which cii®
maxed a bitter three-month
struggle over judicial ethics and
philosophy, was Nixon's most
severe congressional defeat
since he took office.

It is only the second time this
century that the Senate has vot.

to reject a SBupreme Court

nomination. The last time wes
in 1830 when President Herbert
Hoover's choice of Judge John
J. Parker lost by two votes.

The 10-vote margin against
Haynsworth was <even wider
than most of his opponents had

,oimng 3§ Democrats in vot-

ing against confirmation were
17 Republicans, including GOP
Leader Hugh Scoll of Pennsyl-
vania and Anmsistanl Leader
Robert P. Griffin of Michigan.

Twenty-six Republicans voted
to confirm Haynsworth's noml-
nation, as &id 19 Democrats, All
the Democrats were southemn-
ers except Mike Gravel of Alas-
ke and West Virginia’s two sen-
ators, Robert C. Byrd and Jen-
nings Randolph.

From his home in Greenville,
8.C., Haynsworth said he would
have to conalder "‘whether my
usefulness has been so Im-
paired’ that he would resign as
chief judge of the U.8. 4th Court
of Appeals. Haynsworth said he
would not decide “in the emo-
tion of the moment."”

Nixon telephoned Haynsworth
after the vote and told him he
hoped he would stay on as chief
judge of the appellate cburt.

BAIGON (AP) — A three-sto-
ry orphanage on the western
edge of Baigon collapsed early
today, kiling at least 11 chil-
dren and two teachers. Three
other children were missing and
belleved dead.

American and Viethnamese
rescue workers chopped through
rubble and broken concrete to
search for the misasing children,

Ofticinls aald the brick and
concrete structure that was
home to 40 Vietnamese orphans
“just collapsed."” There was no
evidence of an explosion.

Men of a U.B. Army signal
battalion which “adopted’ the
orphanage four years ago were
among the workers struggling
to break through the debris,

‘““The men had sort of adopted
the place,” sald Meaj. Dougias
Yardas of Bessomer, Pa. '""They
gave parties for the kids on
Christmas and Tet.' Yardas is
executive officer of the 88th Sig-
nal Battalion, based at nearby
Tan Son Nhut airbase.

“It seemed pretty solid," said
Spec. 4 Lon Gentry, 18, of Los
Angeles, Calif. “‘But now that I
look at It 90 per cent of It's
sand. I've been coming out here
a lot the last three months. The
children would crowd around
you and just love you to death.*

Gentry helped pull two chil.

PARIS (AP) |— Charies de
Guulle Is 70 toddy but as usual
there will be no birthday cele-
bration. The man who twice lod
France out of chaos remained
secluded al his country estate in
Colombey-Lens-Deux-Eglises.

No visitoras are expected In
the isolated mansion where the
former president lives with his
wife Yvonne and their elderly
housekeeper.

Even while he was president,
his birthdays passed unnoticed
and his fafully and staff careful-
ly avolded reminding him of
them. He once sald of his old en-
emy, Marshal Philippe Petain,
the head of state of Nasi-occu-
pled France, “Old age Is a ship-
wreck.''

There s widespread Interest
in the memoirs he is” writing,
but no publication date hns been
set and there have been no
lenks about their contents.

The memolrs, following his
monumental psrsonal history of
World War II, will deal with his
returmn to power in 1068, the de-
ization of French Africa
and France's odd-muan-out role
in the Atlantic alllance under
his leadership.

His disappearance from pub-
lic view probably is much to his
lUking. Friends say he seemns to
think the wvoters treated him
with ingratitude when they de-
feated his plan for regional re-
form. He resigned April 28.

Since then his successor,
President Georges Pompidou,
has quietly been steering the
country back to economic real-
ism and closer cooperation with
neighbors and allies, despite the
objections of dichard Gaullists
ltke forgner Defense Minister
Plerre Messmer.

Mesumer and former Premler
Maurice Couve de Murville,
both excluded from Pompldou's
government, are the. only for-
mer associates to have visited
De Gaulle sl Colombey since his
resignation.

Obviously, whether he knows It or
not, the citizen living In the largest ward
s shortchanged, He gets less Individual
political clout In the voting booth than
the fellow living in the smallest ward.

8irice this could come up at any time,
at the caprice of any citizen, and since
the voting districts are fixed by Charter,
it would be well for the municipality to
begin soon to decide how it will handle
the problem. With a mayor and alder
man board of one party, it should be
falrly almple, for in ita beginningw, at
least, there could be littls bipartisan
bickering about redistric to make
each ward nearly equal to every other,

There s a great dea! to be sald for
keeping aldormanio representation by
districts, If a oltisen wants legitimate
action, be s more lkely to get It by
going to en alderman who has to get
clected from his own ward, than from
an atdarge fellow whose constituency i
citywide, As practical politics, that's not
a bad thing.

If we want to keep district representa-
tion, we oan't walt until the next elec-
tion In In the offing and somse citisen-
decides to seek a court order. It would
bo much better to take the matter up
calmly now, than to got caught before
a court with un

nearest “extraterrestrial intelll-
gent mociety, and how do we un-
dertake communicating  with
them? This question has In-
tense Intellectunl and emotion:
al appenl, for such a communi-
catlon breakthrough would
surely dwarf to insignificange
the international tenmions and
paychologienl pressures = under

which we live.

This question will be much
studied during the next (wo
decndes nos man settles on the.

+ moon to contemplate the dis-

tant stars from the most logi-
cal vantage point In our solar
system.

From the moon, optical and
rudlo telescopes will scan the
uky searching for Infinitesimal
signa of n remote Inteiligence.
Specinl optical lelexcopes may
detect the motlon and posgibly
the lght of plunets In distant
planctary systems. On the lu-
nar far-side, radlo astronomers
may scan the heavens with
thelr radio telesopes, for the
earth's complex electrical  In-
terference will be screened, In-
creasing muanyfold the #ensitiv-
ity of thelr equipment.

Equipment Becomen

In the Iate 1W80s several
sclentists concluded that be-
cause of the large number of
potentinl hubitats, some  ex-
traterrestrial life might  have
advanced to the stage where
they might be beaming signals
at the earth, However, until a
few years ago. the highly sen-
sitlve equipment necessary to
scout for such algnals was un-
Aavallable. Then suddenly there
tame the Maser, the paramet-
ric amplifier;, and the construc-
tion of large radio telescopes,
The marringe of these new de-
Velopments meant that the
sclentist could now begin to lis-
ten for signals from other ad-
vanced societies (n space If
they exist,

In April, 1989, Dt} Frank .D.
Drake undertook Project Ozma,
turning this 85-foot radio tele-
scope at the National Radio As-
tronomy Observatory to two
atars which seemed to fit the
criterla  for supporting  Mfe.

These two, Tau Ceti and Ep-

silon Bi i, are only 11 light
years frond the earth, and ale
though Invisible to the naked
eye and a little fainter than
the sun, appeared to be the
most lkely candidates. For
150 hours he fecarded aignals
from these two stars but re.
corded nothing Indlcating the
presence of Intelligent life.
While this development was
disappointing, it was not unex-
pected, If planets around  those
stars were broade ]
for un entire Mfetirfe and If at
the precise tinies the aignals
should have been recelved on
earth the terrestrial recelvers
were shut dawn; ‘then we would
have missed them. If this pro.

If there are so many places
In space where advanced intel-
ligent life may exist, why dbn't
we  hear them? The precise
answer to this question Is un-
known, It may be due to the
Insensitivily of our instrumeénts
when they attempt to tune in
highly atlenunted signals that
may be coming to us from dis-
tant pianetary systemas.

Eurth May Be Young Planot

However, there ls another an-
swer, doaling with the state of
our development compared 1o
that of other planetary sys-
tems, Our civilization is quite
|young., It took approximately 4
Ibilllon years for life to origi-
mste and ewolve to its current
|posture. If this period is the
minimum time for the develop-
ment of a life like ours, then we
many be one of the youngest so-
cloties in the Milky Way, Thus,
it we mre to uncover another
civilization in wpnce, that so
viety must of necessity be fur<
ther Gdvanced than ours on
enrth. Perhups we might illus.
trate this In another way,

The renowned sclence writer
Arthur C. Clarke has expluined
that if we assume that the age
of the earth Is & billlon yeuars
und let the' height of the Em-
pire State Bullding represent
this age, then a pocket.size
book ilnmllng upright on top
of th bullding corresponds
roughly to the entire existence
of mhnn, say one million yemrs.
A “thin dime ‘placed on top of
the book corresponds o the
whole of man's civilization, right
back tothe bullding of the pyra-
mids, The modern era of sclence
and technology can be .repre-
sented by a thin postage stamp
piaced on top of the dime. To
pursue the analogy a little furs
ther, the mucilage on the post-
nge_stamp ! corresponds to the
entire era in which we ndvanced
from no comriunications to ad-
vanced communications,

For us to be able to communi-
cate with other societles, they,
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in their time scale, must also be
at precisely the same  height
above the ground, If they are a
dime's thickness lower, then
they are quite primitive and
need thousands of years of
clvilization to match ours. Qn
the other hand, if they are a
dime's thickness higher, they
have advanced far beyond us
and in all probabllity are using
sciences as yet unknown to us.
Thus the odds rre against our
contacting a civillzation at our
precise level of development.
This, then, may be partially the
reason for our inability to com-
munleate with other worlds,
There s another Intriguing
facet to this digcussion, Let us
suppose that’ at some future
tigfe  intelligent beings from
some “distant star are success-
fully contacted. Will we be nble”

* to converse with them? Again,

it ls reasonable to assume that
wa will probably fail in thig at-
tehpt.

The reasoning for this goes
back to events which occurred
perhaps 80 milllon years ago.
At that time on the earth there
was a branching off of the evo-
lutlonary tree. From one lmb
arose the great apes and from
the other — man! In the past
we moy have had a' common
ancesator and yet with all our
science and knowledge we can-
not communicate with the great
a .
Where the evolutionary paths
may be so completely dissimi-
lar elsewhere, should we expect
to  communicate with these
creatures? The odds are all
sgainst it. Thus,' It appears that
even If Interstellar contact is
achieved, we may..fail utterly
In our efforts to communicate.

Even with these odds so
stacked agminst us, it |s ap-
parent that our efforts ut ex-
traterrestrial ~ communications
will accelerate. Into this scien-
tific exploration will go the: ef-
forty of many sclentists ' n
many disciplines: For {f we
succeed in contacting a highly
advanced civilization, we may
find ourselves in the position of
8 newborn babe in the arms
of Its mother — helpless at
first but maturing and learning
from its mother with the years.
And as Prof., Philip Morrison
and - Gluseppe Cocconl have
suld: “The probability of suc-
cess s difficult to estimate; but
If we never search, the chance
of success s sero."”

There are any number of po-
tential reasons for a special ses-
sion of the 1060 General Assem-
bly being run up the flagpole
for observation and reaction
these days, but we doubt that a
special session In itself is actu-
glly the objective of any of
them.

We are getting Into that sea- -

son in which candidates and
causes begin preparing them-
selves for the next state elec-
tion and for the election of a
new General Assembly,

In such preparation—or pre-

fiminary campaigning, as, it’

might more accurately be label-
ed—one of the most impresaive
gimmicks avallable is that of
the call for a speclial session,

It combines two tremendous
advantages.

First, there s really no
greater way of demonstrating
your devotion to & certain
cause or pollcy than to demand
that the whole expensive legis-
Intive machinery of the state
of Connecticut be brought into
session for the precise and spe-
el function o serving just that
one single cause or purpose.

8econd, such a call for a spe-
dial session just to deal with
the special problem stands very
little chance of resulting in an
actual special session. The dan-
ger of dctually getting a apecial
sesslon s, of course, that it, by
dealing with the problem, might
eliminate it as an fssue, and

therefore eliminate as well, the .

need for anybody to vole any
particular way in the next state
election in order to get action
on that [ssue.

So the perfect special session
campalgn year operation calls
for the dramatic public demand
for the special session from
some candidate or Bome Eroup,
followed by the heartless and
unfeeling rejection of the call by
the administration . in power,
followed by extensive campaign
use of the issue and of the story
of how its noble champions had
treatment
from those In power,

There is, of course, one de-
layed penalty for such cam-
palgming, a penalty imposed
only in the event It proves suc.

cessful in influencing what goes
on at the polls, If the candidate
gets elected, or the pressure
group gets its champlions elect-
ed, then, sooner or later, some-
body has to face up to the busi-
ness of trying to enact, in & reg-
ular sesgion, the thing the pro-
posed special session would
have been called for,

But the general rule about
specinl session drives leumch-
ed In a campaign year is that
their subject matter can usually
walt, without much harm, un-
til the personnel of the next
regular session has been elect-
ed

We do happen to be thimking,
at the moment, of ome rather
noble cause that could be served
omyby..qnmulnuunclﬂm
1069 body, and not by any other.

U.N. Adopted Plan for Peace |

In M’id.eastﬂTwp. Years Ago

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The Cornerstone Was Laid 50 Years A go Today
Fifty vears ago today, on a cold and snowy morn-
ing, the cornerstone of Manchester Memorial Hos-
pital was laid. C. Elmore Watkins, (left) the first
president of the first board of trustees, and Dr.
George A. F. Lundberg Sr., one of the first physi-
cians to practice at the new hosapital, look here at
the original cornerstone. The original hospital con-
tained 50 beds and cost $150,000, Its doors were
opened to patients on Dec. 15, 1920. During the
first year 974 patients were treated at an average

cost of $4.74 per patient day. In contrast, the hos-
pital now contains more than 800 beds, a $6 mil-
lion addition is under construction, 15,000 patients
were treated last year, and the average cost per
patient day is now $50.
