central business zone.

In a six-page prepared state-
ment, Grant pointed out that for

UInder the 1967 law the oldest
in the draft pool were the firal

The new system would have
no effect on draft deferments
and exemptions. Those deferred

or exempt would drop back into
the draft pool for one year, how-
ever, and be subject to the ran-
dom selection process, If they
lost thelr special status.

Unless draft calls totaled
more than one Year’s pool of el-
gible’ men—and even at the
helght of the Army’s expansion
for the Vietnam war, they were
far less than the available pool

The 1970 draft pool would’ be

The expected I-A pool In 1970
Is estimated at nbout 3% times
that number and a man's
chances of being drafted from

Later pools, conalsting only of
those who turn 19 during that
draft year, would be amaller, If
recent draft rates continue, the
chances are estimated at about
60-50 for those in future one-
year popls,

At Center School Next Year

The Board of Education after
considerable discussion at =
special meeting last night vot-
ed to continue with the ‘‘itiner-
ant'’ staff at the Center School
next year. The high achool art,
music, home economics and In-
dustrial arts teachers, as well
as one language teacher, spend
some time with Grade 7 and 8
classes each week. (Grades 7
and 8 moved from the high
school to the Center School this
fall.)

It was the recommendation of
the high school pringipal that

these teachers be retained full-

time In the high school next
‘year 80 that their programs
could be expanded to the bene-
fit of high achool students.

The school board, however,
did not feel that the town at
this point In time should com-
mit Itself to such an expansion
of progrant and the consequent
increase In cost, If the Winer-
ant teachers remained at the
high school, additional staff
would have been needed at the
Grade 7 and 8 level,

A full-time music teacher and
art teacher are employed at the
two elementary kchools, with
sharing of classes at the upper
levels,

Keith Groethe, high school
music teacher, has been work-
ing with the Center School band
an hour' before school starts
in the morning, an arrangement
the board decided- t6 continue
next year, learning that it would
be difficult to fit time for band
Into the regular Grade 058
school day. .

The board did vote’ to include
in its budget requests the posi-
tion of full-time reading speclal-
st for Gradea 7 through 12, The

* school system has a speciallst
" working with the lower grades.

Artificial flowars, which now have en-
tire shops to themselves, bave similar
superiorities. They last longer, are more
perfect in their form and color, and rep-
resert & combination of fmmediate vis-
ual beauty and long Tange economy.

Buch visions of the future ocould be
exerting a peak appeal to all who have
hndnomuhm‘todoydmmhmmd
flowers of tho soason now ending.
-Natural lawns have been 80 lnturiant
they have carboned the spark plugs and
loosed the clutches of all our mowers.

Saute onjon ‘in butter wuntil
transparent, add celery, then
sausage which has heen squecz-
ed from casing- - and cut or
chopped -4n small pleces. Don't
drain off any of the saubage
drippings. Place the stuffing in
a large mixing bowl. (Don't buy
the one In cubes, and be sure it
la the xlerbysetwoned variety.)
Mix everything together. You
want the stuffing ntolst- but not
wet, DON'T put this or any
other B{umng in the bird until
you are ready to cook it. You
can make this stuffing the night
before and leave it in the bowl
covered overnight, but never,
never put It in the bird, You
can get mighty sick, and even
poisoned.

A turkey should be taken from
the refrigerator, cleaned, and
the cavity dried with paper or
regular toweling. Don't pack the
stuffing too tightly. It needs
room for expansion.

The above recipe is approxi-
mately enough for a 14-1b. tur-
key. I always make a big batch
and don't worry about the exact
ingredientsg,, You can add more
sausage, for example, This s
practically a (foolproof recipe.
After you have filled the bird
and you have some left, just
mnke a little loaf or mound of
whatever Is left and place (t
right Iin the roasting pan with
the bird the last hour.

Plant on Rt. 6

Industry apparently is coming
to Andover, an answer to the
taxpayers' prayer. Mal Tool and
Engineering Co, plans to locate
In Andover and has a bond for
deed on land owned by Wiliam
Dougan. The approximate 50-
acre tract borders the north
side of Rt. 8 and is located be-
tween land owned by John Carl-
son and land owned by George
Parks.

Monday night, the Andover
Planning and Zoning Commis-
sion met with four representa-
tivea of Mal Tool to hear de-
talla of the company's plana for
building a plant in Andover,
where they would manufacture
parts for experimental jet en-
gines,

Mal Tool was founded by
George Longton in Andover 10
years ago. It has since expand-
od to mix planta: Two in Fior-
ida, one In Vermont and one
each in Manchester, Vernon
and South Windsor.

Mal Tool proposes to erect a
bullding similar in dealgn Lo
those already owned by the
company, most of which have
14,000 aquare feet of [floor
space., The Andover bullding
will be larger, a posaible 28,000
square feet but most likely 21,
000 sqguare feet, Thoe reason for
the additional area I to allow
room for modern electronically
controlled machinery. It will be
a one-story bullding. Accesa will
be from Rt. 6.

Willlam Valentine, manager
of plant expansion for Mal Tool,
noted Monday that the total
area to be occupled by the
bullding and parking area would
be lesn than two acres, The rest
of the B0-acre parcel would be
left in;ita natural state as open
- spaoe,  with the exception of a
baseball field for employes. The
new plant would employ from 60
to 76 persons. It would operale
three shifts In 24 hours with 10
per cent of the employes work-
ing the night shift,

When queried about any dis-
turbance that might be felt by
area residents, ¥, L. Kundahl,
sales manager for Mal Tool,
noted that the company has
never recelved a complaint per-
taining .to the manufacture of
their produot, There s no nolse,
no odors, no smoke or other
bothersome  by-product of the
work, he sald, By using eleo-
tricity to run the machines,
there is no combustion involv-
od and waste materials consist.
ing of metal chips are trucked
away dally. All burnable waate
such as paper cups and towels
will be taken to the . .town
disposal arca.

Paul Bulllyan, attomey for
the firm, noted the company ia
interemted In keeping the, rural
nature and appearancde of the
area as much as possible, and
that screening where necessary
would he provided.

The inclusion for this flrm In
the tax structure of the town
would have obvious merits, The
purchase price of the land was
not disclosed but a comparison
