Rudolf Hess 
Has Ulcer

BERLIN (AP) — Rudolf Heaa 
has an Ulcer, an allied spokee- 
man reported today.

"Medical tests have shown 
Rudolf Hess to be suffering 
from lui ulcer. Treatment haa 
begun and will continue," he 
said. ^

Hess, Adolf Hitler's wartime 
deputy fuehrer, has been in the 
British military hospital in West 
Beriln since last Motiday for 
tests, after he complained of 
acute stomach pains.

Hess, 75, is the only Inmate in 
the vast Bpandau war crimes 
prison and his move from there 
to the hospital waa his first out­
side prison walls since he came 
to Spandaui n 1946.

The spokesman added that 
tests on Hess would continue to 
determine If other medical 
problems exist and that the 
tests would go (in for the ■ next 
few days.

"Final diagnosis and recom- 
mcndaiflons. " the spokesman 
ileclarM.^ "will not be poasible 
uptff the examtofttlon Is com­
plete."

Hess' son has appealed for his 
father's release. TTie United 
.States, Britain and France are 
willing to let him go on humani­
tarian grounds.

One of the worst sins of which the' 

"m edia" have been g:iillty recently will 
not be attacked by V ice President Ag- 
new, or Federal Communications Com­
missioner Burch, or by Attorney Oen- 

eral Mitchell or his wife, or by the Pres­
ident’s press representatives.

Y et It presented, to the American peo­
ple, one of the worst distortions of fact, 
and one of the moat glaring: Instances 
of propaganda, that could be Imagined.

It became a nation-wide news and 
propaganda hoax of major proportions.

It was that news story and headline 
which went all across the nation the 

day before the November Moratorium 
observance In Washington—to the effect 
that a "captured enemy document" re­
vealed that the North Vietnamese enemy 

In Vietnam was staging a special of­
fensive to coincide with and thus lend 

support to the peace demonstrations 
scheduled In the United States.

Such a news story, with the headlines 
it almost automatically produced, was . 
"good news" to several large segments 

of officialdom and the American people.
It pleased everybody whose Inclina­

tions about the way to fight the war 
might incline to be hawkish, because it 
showed the enemy once more ruthless 

and because It showed him escalating 
the war again.

And it pleased everybody who was 
against the Moratorium, or,who was just 

against long hair, because^ It seemed to 
offer compelling proof that peace demon­
strations at home were just a stab In 

the bock to American boys out In uni­
form, and woul^ actually, by such In­
spiring of the enemy to more vigorous 

fighting, cost the lives of young Amer­
icans.

For such reiuons, the news story In 

question, the way It originated, the way 
It was handled, the way It was played,

I was safe from any Inquisition by Vice 

President Agnew or his speech writers. 
It was safe because It was making, pre­
sumably as a factual news story, the 

same arguments which have become the 
favorite last resort of the Nixon Admin­
istration whenever It wishes to take the 
tough line on the war.

It so happens that the press Itself has 

now begun to take a look at the original 
origin And weight of the story In ques­
tion.

According t6 a dispatch by Jameji Ster- 
ba, from Saigon, to the New York Times, 
this Is the way the story was bom:

"A t an Intelligence briefing for news­
men a few days before the Vietnam 
moratorium day on Nov. 16. a reporter 

asked If allied analysis had any evidence 
that the enemy was planning to coor-' 
dinate attacks here with protests In the 
United States.

"  'Olad you asked." one officer said. 
Just so happens I have a recently cap­

tured document you might find Interest­
ing.’

"What he produced was a summary 
of a handwritten piece of paper found 
on an enemy courier forecasting ’deep 
penetration raids’ on villages and cities 

during tile weekend of the antiwar pro­
test In the United States.

"Within hours, the news was spread 

around the world and appeared under 
headlines saying that the enemy was 

preparing a new offensive, that Saigon 

was threalened, and that a surge In the 

war would become evident during .the 
weekend.

" ’The briefing officer had made none 
of those insertions end, as evenU show­

ed. was 4ccurate In not making them.” 

TTie final proof of the spuriousness of 

the document In question or of the news 

Interpretation given it was not merely-

the fact that it was one Isolated piece 
of handwriting, but what happened on 

the battlefields of Vietnam that weekend.

’Hiere was no Jenemy surge, there was 
no new threat to Saigon, there was no 
coordination of North Vietnamese attack 
with events In Washington.

' But there was the spectacle o f the 

American media providing anti-mora­
torium orators with powerful am­

munition in support of their point of 
view. And even now, as the press itself 
begins to realize how it hoaxed even It- 

"self, it need have no fear of such as 

Agnew, Burch, Klein, or Mitchell. ’This 

parilcular imperfection on the part of 
the media was on their aide of the argu­
ment.

A Lament For l^ e  Trolley
Not right out of the blue — our Eart- 

em  skies are really blue only on dajrs 

when ■ a cold . front wind scrubs them 

clean —  but -out o f the routine murk of 
our exhausLfllled atmosphere the cbsir- 
man o f INew 'Irork's Metropolitan Trans­

portation Authority launched himself In­
to a sudden regret for the passing of the 
trolley the other day.

Why did Dr. ^ illlo m  J. Ronsn mourn 
the passing of the trolley? He mourned 

it not only for Itself, but for the re­
search Its continued use might .have en­
couraged.

Had the trolleys themselves remained 
in service, they might not only have 
operated with an economy greater than 
that of -the motor bus or the private 

car. ’They would also have operated en­
tirely without pollution o f the air. Con­
ceivably, too. If they had been main­

tained, they would have Increased In 
popularity, as a safe, dependable, pleas­
ant, relaxed means o f short distance 
traveling.

Instead, as Dr. Ronaa put It, "the 
nation basked in automobile euphoria 
during the post World War n  period”  

and abandoned just about everything 
else on the assumption that nobody 
would ever want anythlilg more con­
venient than his own cor.

There were, as w e have since learn­
ed, flaws In that assumption. We didn’t 
know, when wo bet ^lesirythlng on the 
automobile, that we were heading Into a 
giant traffic jam  which would always 
grow faster than w e could solve It. We 

. didn’t know, when we went for the auto­
mobile as the answer to everything, that 

We were heading Into a life and death 
problem with air pollution and that the 
automobile would become the largest 
single factor contributing to It.

Now wo are frantically busy with re­
search Into possibilities by which we 

may go back to some electrically pow­
ered vehicle which, without polluting the 
atmosphere, can take us on our relative­
ly short trips through traffic ju n  areas. 
We may come up with something new; 
we may wish wo had the rails sUll down 
so wo could put streamlined now trol­
leys on them. Possibly we did, as Dr. 
Ronan suggesU, make a great mIsUke 

when we ripped our trolley systems up. 
And oven if It la now too late to do 

anything about the tn lley ,' perhaps we 

should take w arn ing not to be In any 
hurry to let tKe M m tnger train- disap­
pear, as mos^^of^ur railroads seem, at 
the moment, willing to have It disap­

pear. We may have a desperate need 
and a lot of use for It any day now.

A friend of every man died ’Tuesday 

In Anjonla. His name was Charleif H. 
Flynn. Ho'was the editor of the Ansonla 
Sentinel. ,

Charles Flynn lived In the lower 
Naugatuck ,Valley all his life. Bom on 
New Year’f  Day, 1907, In Derby, he 
was graduated In 1920 from Holy Cross 
College, His newspaper career, like that 
of so many other newspaper men of 
his era^ began while he was still In col­
lege. He joined the staff of the Ansonla 
Sentinel In 1927 and never left It. He 
served the paper tinder several owner­
ships as reporter and editor,;,At the time 
of his death he was chairman of the 
Connecticut d rru lt of the Associated 
Press.

Charles Flynn’s abilities qualified him 
for a major position on any good large 
city dally paper. But that was not for 
him. He chose Instead a career In his 
home town, the community where he 
continued to raise his growing fa-mlly 
after the premature death of his wife 
In 1966.

Charles Flynn had the happy Irish 
way with words, on paper and In con­
versation. His pen was both graceful 
and trenchant. For two score yeai# the 
telumns of the Sentinel were leavened 
by his good sense and good humor. Per­
ceptive In understanding and charitable 
In judgment, he devoted his editorial 
columns to the support of good causes 
and the defeat of bad.

There are those who felt that Charles 
Flynn tametlmes hid his light under 
a bushel. I f that were so. It was be­
cause tma quiet, unassuming man chose 
It thus. But In spite of himself. his 
light shone out, lllumlhihg The way for 
others, and embracing them In his own 
shy personality. .

Charles Flynn was a gentle, scholarly 
maiv attuned to tK^^area he served ,In 
so many ways, a man whose personal 
kindness was matched by his profes- ' 
slonal competence. Hla neighbors In An- 
sonla and -his newspaper colleagues 
throu<'hout Connecticut sorrow at his 
passing. He was a friend of every man.

To "reach for the stars" has 
always meant to seek the un­
attainable, something to which 
one could aspire but never 
reach. Today, scientists of rare 
competence are pondering 
methods for reaching' the un­
attainable.

Will It ever be possible to de­
part the solar system and ex­
plore the nearer stars for the 
presence of Intelligent life? Is  
It not possible that electromag­
netic signals are being trans­
mitted Into space by Intel­
ligences In far-off places and 
that these signals have become 
too attenuated or diluted for us 
to receive? Is It not possible 
that space Is filled with radia­
tions, the prWluct of an Intel­
ligence, which we cannot de­
tect because iu r tech-ologlcal 
poaturc Is so Inferior to thelja? 
Assuming a higher In tc llig e l^  
Is present In space and TOr 
some reason we cannot detect 
It, how can we undertake the 
Incredibly long journey In 
space and time to visit these 
distant planetary systems?

Answers to these Intriguing 
questions have been debated 
at times acrimoniously — by 
scientists. One proposed solu­
tion Is a giant spacecraft with 
an exotic form Of propulsion, 
assembled in moon orbit. ’This 
spacecraft would then be 
launched Into Interstellar space 
so that, after perhaps a year. 
It would have accelerated to 
wHhln a few per cent of the 
■peed of light-186,000 miles 
per second.

I f  the spacecraft could attain 
the speed of light instantaneous­
ly, like a searchlight beacon 
(which “is. of course. Impos­
sible!, it would take about 11 
years to arrive at the stars Tau 
Cetl and Epsilon ErldanI, which 
were the objects of an alto- 

j gether too-ahort study In Project 
Osma. If the s]>eed of light Is 

' approached with modest ac­
celerations. the travel time will 

' be longer, but It Is conceivable 
that the round trip to a nearby 
■tar could be made In a single 
lifetime.

Many scientists have studied 
the problem of relativistic 
speeds. That is, speeds ap­
proaching that of light. Conserv­
ative scientists Indicate that, 
while It is theoretically possible 
to do so, the energy required to 
accelerate to the speed of light 
Is far beyond our present or 
Immediate ■ future capabilities.

According <o Dr. Edward Pur­
cell, the problem of traveling to 
the stars la eosentlally one In­
volving energy. He shows that 
If we had advanced techno- 
loglrally to the point where we 

. could Use the nuclear energy of 
fusion (the process stars use In 
converting matter Into energy.) 
and If we tried to achieve a 
speed 90 per cent 'that of the 
velocity of light, then for every 
ton w‘e proposed to ’ launch on 
a round trip to a star we would 
have to start with about. one 

’ million tons I ’Ibis is about the 
weight .of a bestn compared to 
a small car This ratio of Initial 
mass to total la so staggering

that even casual Inspection re­
veals It as an impossibility.

Dr. Purcell .speculates: Supe 
pose that at some time In the 
future we could convert matter 
directly Into energy as occiurs 
when a proton and an Ontlpro- 
ton meet, or an elecitron and 
an anti-electron meet. With this' 
meeting the two particles 
coalesce and disappear In a 
flash gamma radiation. This 
Is the ultimate and perfect con- 

■'verslbn from matter to energy.
With this method, to project 

a ton of spacecraft on a round 
trip to a star would take 40,000 
tons o f Initial mass. Again the 
ratio 1s so Inordinate that it 
seems impossible within the 
framework of our current know­
ledge of physics.

Is there, then, any other way 
to travel to the stars? ’The an­
swer Is that relativlatic veloci­
ties are not nMessary. U Is rea- 
s o n ^ e  to assume that' we can 
ti>WeI at a  considerably slower 
^ o e  — perhaps something 
within our curreqt technological 
competence- and still get to the 
nearer stars.

Imagine a giant Celestial 
Noah’s Ark of many millions of 
tons which began as an asteroid 
orbiting the sun between Mars 
and Jupiter. ’That asteroid Is 
captured and brought In to cir­
cle the moon as a satellite. 
Once in lunar orbit the ast,erold 
Is hollowed out, leaving walls 
hundreds of feet thick, and In­
to the asteroid are introduced 
all the materials needed to per­
petuate a civilization. These 
would Include - factories, farms, 
stores, hospitals, schools, uni- 
versltlies and so on. Finally, a 
selected group of families are 
transferred to the asteroid and 
at the proper time they are 
launched to a nearby star.

s T r i p e r s

As they travel from earth, the 
original generation ■will have 
children and pass on. Their chil­
dren will have children and 
pass or.—by a rigidly controlled 
quota, of course. Centuries will 
go by as these interstellar voy­
agers move farther from the 
yellowish star they call the sun 
and out to the particular star 
which shows signs of possessing 
a planetary system.

Finally, perhaps after 20 or 
30 generations, the space 
voyagers will ha,ve arrived at , 
the planetary system to explore 
it for the presence of life. If 
they are successful then that 
most provocative of all ques­
tions would be answered.

With their mission accom­
plished, the voyagers will have 
to turn their spacecraft back to 
space to return to their home— 
the "good”  earth—a body these 
people never knew.

Again, for 20 or 30 genera­
tions, the Celestljal Ark wilt 
trkvel the skies, homing in on 
the coolish, yellowish star from 
which their ancestors, many 
generations removed, had de­
parted. Finally, they return 
to the solar system—to earth! 
Perhaps it will have taken 
1,000 years for the- round trip 
and curiously, those who return 
may have become a legend to 
those on earth who might treat 
them ns interlopers.

Tr ic ia  NIXON had no sooner placed one petite foot on British soil 
than British newspapers proclaimed her “America’s little princess.” 

Her mother boosts proudly of Tricia’s volunteer work. And her father 
once said of Tricia:

“I rememher the day Patricia was born. I was not there. That’s the 
story pf her life. It seemed I was always saying goodbye . . . ”

But if Tricia has an^ clues about her |>crsonality, she’s not giving them ■ 
away.

“If you haven't seen my name in the newspapers, you know I ’m hav­
ing a good time,” she says.

Editors and writers, nevertheless, hove—through Tricia's politeness 
and their own perseverance—extracted a host of tiny details about the 
23-ycar-oId-blonde.

She wears size four dresses, l ie f  favorite color,is pink and her best 
beau is Edward Cox, a law student, whose White House visits have hfccn i 
one of the best kept secrets so far during the Nixon administration.

Since her father's inauguration Tricia has been reluctant to give news 
interviews. She has held only one news conference and that was in 

^England.
A White House biographical sketch states that Tricia was born in 

Whittier, Calif., February 21, 1946. She attended public and private 
schools, including Sidwcll Friends School in Washington, Marlboro 
School for Girls in Los'Angeles and Miss Chapins School in New Ifork 
City, where she graduated.

Unlike her sister Julie, who went off to Northampton, Mass., to:Smith 
College, Tricia chose to attend Finch College in New York City so that

.she could live at home and walk the 18 blocks frotp»tlie Nixon’s Fifth 
Avenue apartment.

At Finch, classmates regarded Tricia as a sweet, unassuming girl, \vbo 
did not wish to receive special treatment because of her father's position.

She was elected class president in her junior year and was tapped for 
the school’s highest honorary,Ineamus Melora.

Every Christmas she invited her class home for a party.
One teacher recalled that after a heated discussion on Vietnam, Tricia 

quietly went to her after class and asked, “If I bring you some of my 
father's speeches, will you read them?”

In her junior year she wrote a paper on her father's role in the era of 
Sen. Joseph McCarthy.

“It's funny when you’re doing something like that and it’s your own 
father. I ’d cross out Daddy and put in Mr.. Nixon. It’s hard being in a 
class when you’re talking about current things. But it didn’t bother me 
whcu_Daddy’s name was brought up. I felt I could contribute some­
thing.”

She considered going to law school but decided ’’I ’ve been in school 
for so long. I ’d like to get out and have a different kind of life, a non­
student life.”

What she got was niore of the same kind of life she’s had all along- 
campaigning, traveling, meeting fambus people and moving in the lime­
light.

She thought about taking a job on Capitol Hill, where she once 
worked for Sen. George Murphy, R-Calif., but decided to do volunteer 
work and travel instead.

“It’s only 4 or 8 years,” she said. “And you ought to take advantage 
of it.”
