Before them walk Madurese
musicians in conlcal bamboo
hats and short-legged pajama
suita, banging gongs and blow-
ing on thin- flutes. Bets
slip slyly from hand to hand
among the farmers. A droopy-
eyed bull with the unlikely
name of “Apollo 11" and his
running mate are tipped as fa-
vorites. It is stifling hot.

The bulls are stripped down to
thelr “essential flnery and
brought (o the starting line,

tense attendants, poised to leap
out of the way when the bulls
charge.

U.S. To Press Soviefs,
Israel on Peace Plan

WASHINGTON (AP) —'The
Nixon administration will make
a major effort to get Israel to
follow a new U.8. peace plan for

the Middle East, but only if the
Soviet Union accepts the propos-
al first, according to high rank-
ing officiala.

But, the sources say, chances
of a Boviel okay are allm. In
any event some officlals belleve
no definite answer to the Ameri-
can proposals will come before
the December 20 summit
conference of Arab heads of
state,

In an extensive review on the
eve of the resumption of Big
Four consultations on the Mid-
dle East In New York, the offi-
clals summed up the new US,
proposal, handed fo Soviet Am-
bassador Anatoly F. Dobrynin
Oct. 28, an follows:

—Israel should withdraw be-
hind its pre-1987 borders with
Egypt in exchange for Calro’s
“binding commitment"” to es-
tablish peace with Tel Aviv—
and to keep It,

—Both sldes also would com-
mit themselves to start talks
with each other on the basis of
the so-called Rhodes formula on
‘‘practical security arrange-
ments"” regarding the Gaza
Strip and Sharm El Sheikh, the
strong point guarding the en-
trance to the Strait of Tiran and
the Gulf of Aqaba.

The Rhodes formula, applled
in the 1940 Arab-Israell armis-
tice talks on the Greek lsland of
Rhodes, means that representa-
tives ‘of the two belligerents

would be under one roof but
would talk to each other indi.
rectly through a mediator.

Persuading Israel to adhere to
the plan will be a difficult task,
officials acknowledge, but there
is no point In trying before the
Russians accept it, which would
also mean Egypl's acceptance.

Despite the negative and often
bellicose nolses from Cairo and
the month-long silence in Mos-
cow the United Stated does not
consider its plan rejectad.

The Soviefs are usudlly quick
in aaying a terse ‘nyet” If
something does not please them.
The month long delay might
mean Moscow s still ba
with Cairo on how to afiswer the
U.8. proposal, Informants be-
lleve. Accordingly there is no
presging concern hers ‘over the
delay.

Assistant Secretary of Btate
Joseph J. Bisco's remarks last
week before a SBenate committee
that there is growing U.8. doubt
regarding Soviet ‘‘willingness to
play an actively constructed
role on behalf of peace in the
Middle East” represented &
mild prod to Moscow to try
harder in Caliro, the sources
said.

It will be surprising, though,
if President Gamel Abdel Nas-
ser would give up his current
rigid attitude before the Arab
nations that have subaidized his
country since the 1967 war and
he probably believes anly by
displaying a firm stance can he
hope for Increased funds. 'But
he did not close the door' to the
U.8. plan, informants stressed.

PRAGUE (AP) — The Com-
munist party badge has gone
out of fashion In Czechoslova-
kia, and there seems little re-

gret for its passing.

The country’s many pin wear-
ers are no longer keen on the It
tle emblem with the red star,
hammer and sickle and the
Crechoslovak flag. Tt was popu-
larly known as the placka, or
pancake,

Thousands of pins, ranging
from soccer club colors to Joeal-
ly. made Apollo moonshot but-
tona, are offered for sale or bar-
ter every Bunday at an utdoor
collectors’ market on Prague’s
Wenceslas  Bquare. Though
many thousands of party mem-
bers have resigned or have been
expelled mince the 1988 Soviet in-
vasion, only one ‘‘pancake'
could be found by a prospective
buyer.

“Only a few trade in them,"
sald one elderly vendor. "I don't
have them and I won't have
them."*

"You'd better not buy them,'
another sald sarcastically.
"They can cost you dearly.”

“That's funny,” & third ven-
dor sald. "I had one for weelts
and just before you came [ sold
It o another Westerner.”

More searching finally located
a badge for four crowns—about
25 centn arid lens than half the
price of a sogccer club pin In
plentiful supply.

Round Two of SALT Talks

HELSINKI (AP) —Diplomat-
lc maneuvering s going on be-
hind the séenes in Helsinki over
where the United States and the
Soviet Unlon should hold the
second round of negotiations to
check the nuclear armas race.

Officially there is no decision
yet that there will be such a
round. The U.8.-8oviet parley
here now going into its third
week s billed as a “prelimi-
nary'' sounding out by the two
blg powers to determine wheth-

er and how they should go into
the hard-bargaining phase.

But the secret meetings have
shown sufficient promise that
round two Is now considered a
virtual eertainty. And this has
spurred backstagé rnaneuvering
over the next site.

Ensures More Talks

HELSINKI (AP)..— prelimi-
nary talks between the United
Btates and the Soviet Unlon
have picked up enough momen-
tum to virutally ensure that
curbing the arms race will be
held, perhaps next year.

After five pecret meetingn be-
tween the two sides in Helsink!
the past two weeks, one clear
impetus comes from the appar-
ent conclusion by each side that
the. other seems serious about
wanting to stem nucelar arms
competition.

This ls a form of trust that ne-
gotiators at the- Strategic Arms
Limitation talks (SALT) say is
essential i disarmament talks
are going to have any chance of
success,

Both the U.8. delegation head-
ed by Gerard C, Smith and the
Boviets under Viadimir 8. Seme-
nov have let it be known — de-
gpite an officlal news blackout
— that they are satisfied with
the way their private meetings
have been golng.

The round, expected
to last another two weeks, is de-
signed to lay the groundwork
for a urther, full-scale SALT
parley at which the two big
powers would negotiate specific
proposals. If the talks go well
enough here, the next round
could mtart early in 1970.

Another forward impulse in
the current closed sessions
comes from the technigue of the
discussions, The two sides dis-
cuss what they might agree on
and te
where -

This mothod can work during
the Helsinki diplomatic probing
stage of the talks because nel-
ther side has yet put forward a
concrete arms cut plan, To do
s0 would plunge the negotiators
{nto lengthy bargaining on ltems
affecting basic national securi-

“But the diplomata could ‘run
into difficulties here when they
begin trying to set negollating
priorities for the next round.

For instance, should multi-
warhead missiles or ant! ballis-
tic missiles be dealt with first?
Or should they both be consid-
ered together?

Both gides agree the seeming
smoothness of the U.B.-Soviet
discussions so far does not nec-

essarily mean eventual success
In reaching a disarmament
pact. They speak of painstaking,
difficult negotiations ahead and
are highly cautious about the
outcome.

guard & political regime chosen
by the majority in a Demoerstic
atmosphere. "

SINGAPORE (AP) — About

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y.
(AP) — BSecretary-General U
Thant announced plans Friday
for a §73 million expansion of
U.N. headquarters in New York.

Informed sources said that
Prealdent Nixon hed agreed to
ask Congress for $20 million of
the sum, and that Mayor Juhn
V. Lindsay would ask the New
York City Board of Estimate to
match that amount. A City Hall
spokesman sald Lindsay also
would ask the City Planning
Commission to provide land
valued at $12 million.

In asking the General Assem-
bly to authorize construction of
& new building and expansion of
other headquarters facllities,
the secretary-general requested
that the 128 member nations be
assessed $26 milllon over n peri-
od of 5 to 10 years,

Thant did not say where he
planned to get the remainder of
the money, but sald a substan-
tinl portion would be provided
“from sources other than the
regular budget.'

“Although good progress has
recently been made with re-
spect to finanecing arrange-
ments,” he sald, ‘“some further
time will be required before all
parties concerned are in a posi-
tion to take formal actions that
are necessary for binding com-
mitmentr to be entered into.”

The plans call for a new
eight-story building, plus exten-
sive expansion of the present
conference bullding.

The 17-acre
tract was made available
through a $10.56 million gift from
the Rockefeller family and addl-
tienal grants by New York City.

- CORONADO, Calif. (AP) —
One of America’s guerrilla
fighters say= the Viet Cong is
far from bealen. But ‘‘we've
managed to cut their flow of
supplies in half," says Frank W.
Bomar.

Bomar, a Navy commando of
SHAL (sea, air, land) Team
One, has harassed the Viet Cong

l¢ behind their lines for five year:.

“They're good fighters,"” he
says. ‘“‘They can fight with a
minimum of supplies, and
they're still a powerful organl-
zation.'

Bomar is a 6-fool-4, 240-pound-
er from Miami, Fla., who plays
semiprofessional football when
not on active duty In Vietnam.
One of the most daring of the
super-secret SEAL members, he
listened quietly as an adriiral
extolled him Friday as an un-
known hero.

Rear Adm. David M. Rube,
commander of the Paclfic Fleet
Amphibious  Training = Com-
mand, pinned the Silver Star
medal on Bomar and bronze
Star medals for herolsm on sev.
en other SEAL team members.
Bomar was cited for turning a
Viet Cong ambush into an allied
victory while leading a South
Vietnamese commando party In
July 1068, J

Bomar's men were on a cgp-
ture mission to get a known Viet
Cong village chief when sudden-
ly they were fired on from three
sldes. After radioing for artil-
lery and' air support, Bomar
raced 250 feet over rice paddies
into the village and carried out
a wounded South Vietnamesc
under heavy fire. He returned to
seek out the Viet Cong, leaving
thelr chief and elght others
dead.

The SEALS, trained to strike
from the alr, land or sea, fight
the Viet Cong on their own
terms. They harass supply
lines, stop couriers, kidnap offi-
cials and rald Viet Cong camps
and supply dumps.

There reportedly are 100 in
the Pacific Fleet team and 100
in a team tralned at Little
Creek, Va.

Bomar, 29, has blown up Viet
Cong water supplies, seixed se-
crel documents and destroyed
trails used by the guerrillas for
moving men and supplies. Hin
medals inciude the Bronze Star,
three Vietnamese crosses of gal-
lantry, two Vietnamese medals
of honor and three U.8. Army
c?mmenduuon medals. .
Only once in five combat
tours has Bomar, whose wife
and two children live in nearby
Imperial Beach, been hit.

"I guess I'm too big to get
hit," he said Friday.

ROME (AP) — The U.N.
Food and-Agriculture Organiza-
tion Is continuing to recommend
use of DDT as a pesticide by de-
veloping countries because sub-
stitutes are too costly and un-
safg:

“It s & hard choke,” an FAQ
spokesman sald, “but it
wmounts to this: People will
starve to death before they are
poisoned to death.”

FAO made known ity position
after the United States and

some other countries banned

DDT because of spreading :pol-
lution from (ts wide use,

“DDT and related compounds
represent 50 to 76.per cent of all
Insecticides. used in developing
countries . betause of the low
immediate human hazard and
cost," an FAO statement sald.

“All possible: substitutes are
far more expensive and some
have o greater acute toxicity,
resulling in many accidental
deaths from use,

‘‘Because of the high relative
cost of Insecticldes, many devel-
oping countries cannot afford
nor safely use the posaible sub-
stitutes.”

FAO sald its experts and
those of the World Health Or-
ganization had reviewed the
daygers from DDT each year
since 1068 and would do so again
this month, But it added:

“Unless WHO considers that
the human health hazards from
DDT outwelght the benefits,
FAO will continue to endorse re-
stricted ume of orguno-chloride
Inrecticides for agricultural pest
control under conditions produc-
ing the minimum effects on wild
life and the minimum environ-
mental contamination.”

MIAMI (AP) — The refugee
alrline between Cuba and Mi-
ami began Its fifth year today
with no end in sight.

About 173,000 refugees from
Fidel Castro's Communist Is-
land have arrived by the adrlift
since it began Dec. 1, 1965. The
flights have cos¢ U.8, taxpayers
nearly $2 million.

Twice eanch weekday, two
planeloads of penniless refugees
land here from Varadero, Cuba,
200 mliles away, : '

About one-fourth of the 850
who arrive each week crowd
into the Miaml colony of a quar-
ter-million Cubang. The U.8,
government buys plane tickets
for the rest to start a new life in
some other American city.

Castro halted applications
four years ago, apparently to
catch up, U.8. observers belleve
there is a walting list of 150,000
and that four times that number
are walting to apply once the
list reopenn.

While awalting thelr alrlift
turn, applicants are fired from

Alcoholism, Child Planning
Cited as Major Problems

DENVER, Colo. (AP) —Dr.
Roger O. Hgeberg, asalstant
secretary of health, education
and welfare, said today the na-
tion’'s  “health situation |Is
grave,” and that alcohollsm and
family planning are among the
major problams,

He spoke at a meeting of the
Organization of B8tate Medical
Ansociation Presidents, held in
conjunction with the semiannual
meeting of the American Med!-
cnl Assoclation.

Bgeberg, the country's top
health officinl, sald 4.5 milllon
to 68 milllon Americans suffer
from alcoholism *‘and moat of
them are nol getting the care
they need,”

"Alcoholism  contributes to
family tensions and break-
down," he added. ‘‘Alcohol is
associnted with about. half of
our fatal traffic accldents,

“There s substantial evidence
linking alcoholism and problem
drinking with' criminal arrests.
Alcoholism costs Industry about
$2 bllllon & year."

Many alcoholica '‘can be re-
stored to healthy, useful and
productive lives"” but “our ways
of dealing with this lllness have
been  woetully inadequnte,”
Dgeberg sald.

‘A wide range of henith care,
soclal and educational services
must be brought to bear on the
problem, within the context of
related community programs,''
he aaid, adding that he Intends
to give the alcohollc rehabilita.
tion program ‘‘a high priority.”

Famlly planning ‘‘deserves
much more attention,'” he said.
“Thousands of unwanted nnd
unplanned pregnancies occur
each year."

“Famlily plamning assistance
and services are usually avall-
able to parents In middle-and
high-ncome groups,” he noted,
“but most of an estimated five
million low-income women do
not have adequate acoess to this
nssistance.”

More persons trained to work
in family planning programs
and more research on birth con-
trol methods are needed, he
sndd, along with “a health

TOKYO (AP) — Prime Minls-
ter Hisaku Sato, in an attempt
to capitalize on the success of
his negotiations for the return of
Okinawa to Japan, will dissolve
the House of Representatives
Tuesday and call for general
elections, government sources
said today.

Probable date for the general
elections. is Dec. 27, they added.

In his first appearance hefore
the Dilet (parllament) since he
returmed from Washington last
week, Sato reported on his nego-
tiations with Presidens Nixon.

He ignored the jeeraof leftists
who want Okinawa °returned
immediately, without U.8. bases
or nuclear weapons, Sato nego-
tiated its return by 1072, with
nuclear-free American bases.
The bases will operate under
the restrictions of the U.8.-Ja-
pan Security treaty, which the
leftists want scrapped but which
8ato has pledged to renew next
year, UB. bases in Japan are
currently governed by the trea-
ty.

“Taking into consideration the
time neceassary fto effect a
smooth transfer of administra-
tive righta, reversion in 1972 is
the same as immediate rever-
slon,” S8ato sald. “In other
words, the return of Okinawa
has been accomplished with Ja-
pan’s basic principles fully up-
held.

‘‘For territory lost in war to
be regained In peace i& a rare
matter In world history,'” Sato
added .

— Indonesia’'s biggest peace-
time military maneuvers were
intended to show how this coun-
try’s 60,000 armed men can re-
pel any invasion or contain any
Communist insuregency that
may arise,

Mainly they showed that the
armed forces have rundown and
obsolete equipment,

Four thousand troops, air
force commandos and marines
took part in the exercise—most
of them armed with World War
I vintage weapons, M1 rifles
and Britiah Lee Enfields, with a
fair scattering of Soviet AKas
and other Communist-block au-
tomatic weapons.

Local militiamen could mus-
ter only outdated rifies.

Some troops were issued only
eight rounds of ammumition or
15 if they were lucky enough to
have automatic weapons.

The sound of battle came not
from guns and grenades—but
from {firecrackers, real fire-
crackers.

There wan some artillery, but
it never fired a shot.

No tanks were used. The De-
fense Ministry explained they
would “‘chew up the roads.” 8o
armored cars, buried beneath
mounds of wilting follage for
camoufinge, represented In-
doneaia’s armor.

The Defense Ministry an-
nounced that two squadrons of
Soviet-bullt MIG 10s of Korean
War vintage would be put in the
air. None appeared, -confirming
reports that the Air Force's
MIGS and Ilyushins are ground-
ed because of age or lack of
spares.

In no way were foreign troops
involved or expected to rush to
Indonesia's assistance. Appar-
ently Jakarta, which has made
it clear It wants no foreign
bases on Indonesian soll oy com-
mitment to any military pacts,
plans to fight its own battles.

The Army has alréady showed
it can contain and crush guerril-
la forces. But the Tjirebon oper-
ation did little to indicate that it
can effectively meet any threat
from sbroad.

Military planners have »said
they expect no such threat for
at least tive years, But they
have also stressed they are pre-
pared for increased guerrilla
and underground activity in this
archipelago once the Vietnam
war ia ended.

Senate Seems Reluctant
To Tackle Code of Ethics

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Senate seems unlikely to tighten
its own ‘code of ethics in the
wake of ita rejection of the Su-
preme Court nomination of
Judge Clement F. Haynsworth
Jr.

Senators show little disposi-
tion at this time to go beyond
the limited disclosures rules
adopted by the Senate last year.

Sien. John J. Willlama, the
Delaware Republican known as
the Senate ethics watchdog, said
in an Interview that while he
thinks the present Senate dis.
closure’ rules need tightening, he
has heard no discussion by his
colleagues of taking actlion In
the wake of the Haynsworth
Base.

He sald most of them seem to
prefer to forget about the con-
troversy over Haynsworth “'and
to talk about other things lke
taxes.'’

Willlams was among senators
who voted against Haynsworth's
confirmation, after contending
the judge should have disquall-
fled himself because of financlal
interests in some cases In which
he participated.

8en. Len: B, Jordan, R-Idaho,
who voted agalnst Haynsworth's
nominatign and who is the new-
est member aof the Senate's eth-
les committee, uald he has re-
servations aboul requiring pub-
lie financlal reports from mem-
bers of Congreas.

He drew a distinction between
judges, who are appointed for
life, and members of Congress
elected by the people, He sald
he didn't think a double stand.

Greece Curbs "En'try
Averting Strike  ()f Palestinian 4 Arabs Discuss My Lai

ATHENS (AP) — Greece to-
day banned the entry of Pales-
tinian Arabs into the country
with travl documents Instead
of regular passporta in an effort
to prevent further terrorist at-
tacks by commandos,

Greece also warned the Arab
states that similar attacks In
the future would lead to '‘unfa-
vorable political repercus-
sions."

The actions followed a bombd
attack on the El Al Airline of-
fice In Athens last Thursday in
which & 2-year-old Greek boy
was Injured fatally and 13 other
persons were hurt. There were
no Israelis among the victims.

Two young Jordanians arrest-
ed after the attack have been
charged with murder,

Thursday's Incident was the
second within 11 months. Last
Dec. 26 two. Palestinlan com-
mandos shol up an Isracl
Boeing 707 at Athens alrport
killing one of Its passengers, an
Israell national, and injuring a
hostess,

An official statement sald
Foreign Minister Panayiotls Pl-
pinells summoned the ambassa-
doras of all Arab states accredit-
ed In Athens today and asked
them to “exert all Influence’
through theilr governments on
the various organizations ‘‘so
that. similar attacks are not re.
peated."

The government statement
3aid Pipinells expressed his gov-
ernment’'s ‘‘concern'” to the
Arab envoys and the "anxiety'
of Greek pubJde opinlon about

what it called the recent ‘‘ter-
rorist act by Arab extremists.'

He declared that '‘as from
now, the entry of a'l Palesti-
nians into Greece equipped with
travel documents Instead of
passports has been forbidden.'

He warned the ambassadors
that continuation of similar
methods ‘‘cannot but lead to un-
fayorable political repercus-
slons."”

Thuraday's attack, Elins Berg
Dergarabedian, 23, a taflor, and
Mansour Seifeddin Murad Zuga-
geh, 21, a medical student, both
sald to be members of s Jorda-
nian commando organization in
Amman, appeared befare inves-
tigating magistrate Pantelis An-
dreou this morning.

DENVER (AP) — Classes re-
sumed today for the 96,000 pub-
lHe school children of Denver
after an unscheduled two-week
vacation csused by a teacher
strike.

By more than a 3-1 margin,
teachers accepted Sunday a
package ralsing minimum start-
ing salaries from $6,300 to $7,000
annually. Pay at the top of a 10-
step senlorily scale was ralsed
from $11,400 to $13,000.

The pact, negotiated with the
Denver Classroom Teachers As-
soclation, enables the teachers
to bargain for higher salaries
beginning in January 1971, "

Contingent on voter approval,
teachers would then be able to
seek lop-scale salaries of $18,000
and minimum pay of §$7,800,
their goals when they struck.
Voter approval would be re-
quired, the Board of Education
sald, because the higher scale
would Increase the distriot
budget more than in legally ac-
ceptable,

The new pact runs through
Dec. 31, 1970, and calls for talks
between the board and the asso-
clation before next March,

Amnesty provisions in the
agreement would allow teachers
to make up some of the time
they lost on strike. Officiale sald
individual wschool principals
would determine the make-up
achedule, based on the amount
of money avallable.

Richard Rapp, a spokesman
for the Colorado Federation of
Teachers, an affiliate of the
AFL-CIO, said the National Ed-
ucation Assoclation (NEA) had
failed the teachers and obtained
a contract that was “In reality,
no offer at all, just n. chance at
more negotiations in 1970."

A spokesman for the Denver
Clasaroom Teachers Assoclation
sald it worked closely with the
NEA and “won everything for
which we went on strike.'" Nel-
ther group s an AFL-CIO affill-
ate.

Church Council Mulls Move
Toward Flexible Diversity

DETROIT (AP) — A move
was launched today to abolish
the National Council of Church-
e8 in its present form and re-
place it with a broader, more
flexible organization of Chris-
tlan cooperation.

It would become, under the
plan, more Inclusive of all sorts
of churches—in an umbrella
fashion.

But it also would allow for
greater diversity and wide-open
options in the cholce of varied
courses of action by independ-
ent participants, And it would
abandon insistence on majority
—determined joint approaches
on each front. -

In calling for the overhaul,
Dr. R. H. Edwin Espy, the coun-
cil's general secretary, sald
“half measures will not suf-
fice.”

The wsurprise proposal, un-
velled at the council's triennial
general assembly, its top gov-
erning body, came amid rising
pressures within and outside its
present structure for major

“American soclety In deep
crisls demands of Christian far
more than their present broken
denominational! and racial wit-
ness can ever provide,” Dr.
Espy sald in a 50-page report.

His proposal was directed
particularly at enlisting non-
member denominations, Includ-
ing any smaller evangelical
groups and three large bodies—
Southern Baptists, the Roman
Catholle Church and the Luther-
an Church-Missourl Synod,

Most other major Proteatant
and Orthodix' denominations—33
of them witi a total of about 42
million members—already be-
long. The council was formed 20
years ago.

The plan calls for a “‘General
Ecumenical Council in the Unit-
eod States," to which all groups
would belong, but they would re-
tain full cholce about what pro-
grams or activities they wanted
to share—or shun.

Dr. Bspy sald this would pro-
vide & new cooperative frame-
work that could bring many oth-
ers into the ecumenical move-
ment ‘‘while retaining their
identity and power of self-deter-
mination.”

He sald the transformation
should take place over the next
10 years “lo offer all the Chris-

tlan churches in this country a
common home for the sharing
of reflection and concerns.'

The five-day assembly, bring-
Ing together 800 voting dele-
gates and about 2,000 other
church speclalists and fraternal
visitors, opened in Cobo Hall
Sunday night with & worship
service-and with signs of swell-
ing demands for reformation.

Insurgent -blocs of Dblack
churchmen and of white reform-
ers joined in the Informal
procession, and some of them
afterward staged a hallway
demonstration to air their pro-

They called for massive dis-
persal of church wealth to the
poor, & new emphasis on evan-
gellam, along with social action,
and election of blacks to top
council posts.
