day,

In Its latest published statement, the
Natlonal Commission on the Causea and
Preventions of Violence seroes in on one
of the great fundamental dangers threat-
ening this American civilization today.

The Commiasion, in this report, is dis-
cussing the problem of group violence.

And the danger to which it points s
o danger all of us can recognize all
around us,

It Is the danger that people who have
grievances, or just demands, or who
want to change things, gr who want to do
something for a certain cause, will all
come (o accept the idea that normal
democratic processes are no good and
Juat do not work and do not represent
any pathway toward solution.

The other part of thin dangerous as-
sumplion Is that direct action violence
will do what the normal democratig pro-
ceases do not do.

The foar Dr, Hisenhower's Comminmsion
expreascs Is that this bellef In viclence
as the only means left toward our vari-
ous ends will prove contagious, with the
tacticn of violence originated In  one
locality for one cause being adopted In
other places for other reasons,

"Glven present trends,” says the
Commiasion na it paints a relatively mild
plcture of .the posaibilities we face, *'it
is not Impoasible to Imagine an Ameri-
ca In which the accepted method for get-
ting n trafflc light Installed will be to
disrupt traffic by blocking the intersec-
tion, where complaints against business-
men will eall for masalve sit-ins, whoere
unsatisfactory refuse collection will
cause protesting citizens to dump gar-
bago In the street.’

Such mlild Instances of poaaible cMizen
violence are not very far removed from
thinga that have already begun to hap-
pen.

Nonetheless, aharing the Commiamion's
fear, we almo endorse its warning;

“We do not belleve that o healthy so-
clely cnn result from the widesproad use
of such tnctics,"

One of the concluslions the ‘Commlnlon
reaches iy a result of its study of the
trend  toward group violence is that,
apart from more better staffed and train-
¢d public forces for the maintenance of
public order, this democracy of ours had
belter start taking extra painn to see to
It that Ity own best processes got n real
chiance to work,

Whether violence follows discontent de-
pends, the Commisaion observew, '‘on
populnr attitudes and how offectively po-
Ittieal Institutions respond to the threat
of violence and to demands for the re-
dress of group grievances.”

Not ull demuands, the Commission says,
deserve to be granted,

“'What Is essentinl,’ it does maintain,
“ls that when the basle justice of the
underlylng grievance Is clear, an effort
to take suitable mensures of nccommo-
dation nnd correction must be made.

“The effort must be made even
though other groups feel threatened by
the proposed correction, and even
though they may resort to violence (o
prevent it. We cannol ‘Insure domestic
tranquillity’ unless we ‘establish justice’
—in a democratic soclety one is Impos-
sible without the other.'

It ia easy for government to say, as It
has recently, that we canmot allow
policien to be made in the stroets.

But the only sound alternative |s to
work hgrder and more conaclentiously
al the business of seeing to It that need-
ed policy can be made and Is made in.
tide the formsa and. Institutions which
must themselves prove capable of serv-
ing the neods of justice if they are to
survive,
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Reflections On Vietnam

It is not easy to write with fairness
and balance about the war in Vietnam.
The more one knows about it, its political
origing, the dismal chronology of faulty
assumptions and indecisive and sense-
lens engagements— ths herolsm and
sacrifice, the corruption and waste, the
wmuffering and grief assoclated with it—
the more difficult it becomes to
the war cooly and responsibly. But this
is an effort to do just that. $
Since 1968 and until this summer, I
had unusual opportunities in Washington
to follow the course of decisions on the
prosecution of the war, As & White House
correspondent, in constant and close con-
tact with both columnists and reporters,
and the highest officlala of the govern-
ment, I watched the policy struggles at
close hand. And on occasion I was
privileged to meet and talk informally
4and off-the-record with, among others,
Walter W. Rostow, Cyrue Vance, Rob-
ort 8. McNamara, Dean Rusk, Hllsworth
Bunker, Vice President Humphrey and
President Johnson himself.

What started as a hopefully pragmatic,
Idealistic and even inspired effort to help
those Vietnamese who, for political or
religious reasons, attempted to,yemain
outslde Ho Chi Minh's Comm dicta-
torship in Hanol, was transformed by our
political rhetoric and military pressure
into quite something else. The rescue
mission was enlarged to become a cru-
sade aguinst the flood of Red Com-
munism into all Boytheast Asia and, as
an after thought, to honor treaty pledges
presumably valld under the SEATO pact,

Now, our modest adventure which
started with the dispatch of 36 American
military advisere in August, 1050, has
become an easentially futile, unacceptab-
ly expensive and brutalizing misuss of
American military power,

Why? Some people serfously believe
the war could have been won and could
still be won without setting off the holo-
caust of World War III. Thoy may be
right, Bug it seems clear to me that a
majority of the American people do not
want to take that chance.

Why, then, have we wandered so far
into the trackleas wilderness of Asia
where General Eisenhower refused to go
for the rellef of the beaieged French at
Dien Blen Phu? Here are the reasons
as I see them:

We did not give due regard to the
historv, character and traditiona of the
80 million Vietnamese people.

We falled to pay Intelligent respect
for the wstruggle of those anclent,
culturally distinctive and durable peopls
to free themeelves from the domination
of invading Mongols, the Chinese, the
Japanese and the French over the last
2,000 yearn.

We Ignored the (nherent and Inescap-
mble Iimitations of involving ourselves,
with our machines of modern warfare, in
the civil strife of an Aslan soclety, 10,000
miles from home,” at the vortex of a
nocinl upheaval that had within the last
two decades thrown up a militant,
menacing and dominent power of n half-
billion people—Red China,

We did not reckon with the sophistica-
tion, Independence and enlightment of
the college-age gencration of Americans
—the most worldly, best-informed and
least tractab's generation in our history,

We paid too little attention to the sub-
surface but powerful and prevalent ab-
horence of modern weaponry and war-
fare as projections and instruments of
foreign pollay.

And finally, we di@ not anticipate the
deadly fallout of distrust, contempt and
suspiclon for the word, the judgment
and the motives of this country's leaders,

The staggering mood of frustration
among so many people of this country
arose from the war, But It was intensl-
fled by the convergence of other crimes
in our national life,

The shocking increase of crime— an
off-shoot of social mobility and the scan-
dalously unfinished business of urban re-
conatruction and reform.

The explosion of the Negroes' anspira-
tions and resentment, and thelr dosper
ate calchup quest for identity moclal jus-
tice and & fair chance as equal citizena
of a free country.

Without the war and Ita byproducts of
divisiveness and nihillem, our soclety
would still be guilt-ridden and restiess,
With the war— its toll of blood and
treasunre and ita forced tithe of resources
— the American people are gravely
threatened with losa of confidence In
thelr system, a decline of falth in thelr
constitutional principles and a dilution of
trust in their institutions of government,

I personally observed a Prealdent of
the Unlted States reduced from n strong,
optimistic, humane and immensely tal-
ented chief executive to a humbled
nddied and rejected politican, Lyndon B.
Johnson was barely informed. I think he
waa cut down and left vulnerable by
the miscalculations of advisers In both
the military and diplomatic cadres un-
der his command.

I witnessed the slow and palnful recog-
nitlon of error among some of the men
close to Mr. Johnson.

Proud, vain and at times overpower-
Ing, Lyndon Johnson llatened to the ris-
Ing chorus of dissent. But having tested
and tested aguin the incomparable In-
telligence available to him, Prealdent
Johnson—convinced of the welighted ac-
curacy of that guldance, and deeply per-
suaded of the righteousnesa of his course
—would not and could not measure the
real scope and depth of that dlssent, He
clung to the bellef that the protests were
Inrgely the work of Commies and their
dupes, vistonary academiclans and their
mialed students and a mischlevious
preas,

Now It Is Mr. Nixon's war—to enlarge,
to diminish or to end. I bellove he is
trying, as Mr. Johnson tried, to find a
way out— and with resultsa that are
moasurable If not sensational.

Those who are dogmatically demand-
Ing a precipitous and total withdrawal
are ignoring dangerous consequences of
such metion to the Intermal political

,stability of thia country, In my opinion.

But Mr. Nixon should be aware that
further deception, rationalization, or ma-
nipulation of public opinfon to sugar coat
the bitter pll]l of American: disengage-
ment In  Vietnam would be a
cataclysmic mistake—not only for Mr,
Nixon— just one ‘expendable citizen
among us—but for all the people of this
nation. And the people. God bleas ‘em,
are what count. -ROBERT W. LUCAS

WASHINGTON (AP) — Dis-
tributors of ‘T Am Curious (Yel-
low)'" have sent a copy of the
Bwedish sex fllm to the Bu-
preme Court along with & plea
that would make legal history,

Grove Preas, Inc., asked the
Justices Wednesday to conduct
thelr own private showing of the
erotic hit and conclude it Is not
obscene.

Beyond that, though, the
American distributors asked the
Justices to rule that no official
may prevent adults from seeing
any movie In an American
threater—whether it is obscene
or not,

This plea seeks to expand a
major free speech ruling by the
court last April that possession
of obacena films or printed mat-
ter in the privacy of a man’s
home cannot bo considered a
crime.

‘“There is no rational distine-
tion,"" attorneys for Grove Press
sald, “between the right of a
person to satisfy his intellectual
and emotional needs in the pri.
vacy of his own home and his
right to aatisfy those needs In
the privacy of a movie theater,'

Besides, they added, '‘only ad-
ulte who voluntarily slect to see
the film will view it, and they
are free (o leave the theater at
any time If it does not meet
their sxpectations.”

The Supreme Court, In 1961,

ruled the Constitution permits.

officials to censor fllms before
they are shown publicly. Bince
then, however, the court has up-
set various fllm bans and
warned that distributors must

have o chance to test the cenm-
sors’ rulinga quickly.

Two justices, Willam O.
Douglas and Hugo L. Black, are
on record against movie censor-
ship. "I would put an end to all
forms of censorship and give
full literal meaning to the com-
mand of the First Amendment,’
they said in a 1965 decision.

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A Bonaparte
Made Good
In America

PARIS (AP) — The story of a
Bonaparte who made good in
America is retold this month In
a semlofficial military publica-
tion .called Revue de Defense
Nationale.

Charles-Joseph Bonaparte,
grandson of Napoleon's young-
est brother Jerome, accepted on
May 21, 1905, an invitation to
join the U.8. Cabinet. The tnvi.
tation came from a friend of
Harvard days, Theodore Roos-
evelt,

President Roosevelt had his
State Department make dis.
creet inquiries with Paris to see
whether the French government
saw any objection. Paria replied
favorably. Bonaparte became
secretary of the Navy July 1,
and later Attorney General, in &
Cabinet reshuffle.

The smperor's brother Je-
rome was only 18 when he met
Elizabeth Patterson, the daugh-
ter of & family high in Balti.
more soclety. The young lisu-
tenant ignored the opposition of
the Firast Consul of France, left
his post as second in command
of the frigate KEpervier, and
married Elizabeth before the
Roman Catholic archbishop of
Baltimore Dec. 24, 1808,

Napoleon remained adamant
after the marriage, which ran
counter to his plans for his
brother. He obtained a civil an-
nulment since Jerome had mar-
ried under age without his
mother's consent, but falled to
obtain the consent of Pope Plus
VII to & religious annulment, 8o
he “persuaded” the archbishop
of Paris to vold the religioun
morriage.

Jerome took his pregnant wife
to Lisbon In 1806, in an attempt
to win over Napoleon, by the
emperor. But he was summoned
under ascort to Milan and after
11 days Napoleonr imposed his
will, Jerome later became king
of Westphalia, In Germany.

Elizabeth was nent to Eng-
land, where her son Jerome Na-
Napoleon was borm. The couple
saw each other only once again,
a chance encounter in a mus-
eum in Florence.

Their son married Buzanne

May WilHams of Baltimors In
1828 and had two sons. The old-
er, Jerome Napoleon Jr,, be-
came & oayalry officer In the
United States and also In
France under his cousin, Napo-
leon III,
Cabinet member, was born al
moat 21 years later. He was ed-
ucated at the ¥rench aschool in
Baltimore, took a doctorate of
law from Harvard in 1874, be-
came & member of the Mary-
land bar that year and marnied
Ellen Channing Day of Now
England.

His story, as related in the
.magasine by Regionald de War-
ren, French consul-general in
Philadelphia, says Bonaparte
was noted for his free defense of
the poor before the courts, his
fights against corruption in the
civil service and politics, and
his Hberal views on the color
question,

Roosevelt pushed him into
Maryland politics and made
him a member of the executive
council of a federal commiassion
on Indiafr affairs, Bonaparte
made a thorough tour of the re-
servations and wrole a stinging
report on conditions.

As secrotary of the Navy, Bo-
naparte supported Roosevelt’s
policy of a strong Navy as an
all-important deterrent to war,

One of his ncts, doubly sym-
bolle, was to ask France in 1008
to return the remains of John
Paul Jones to the United States,
They have been at the U.8.

Bonapurte also Iald the
groundwork for the 1000 clroum-
navigation of the globe by & mea-

After Roosevelt's administra.
tion Bonaparte returned to legal
practice in Baltimore. Hes op-
posed U.8, intervention in World
War I and later opposed founda-
tion of the League of Natlonas.

Proposals to place both league
offices and that of Commission-
er Bowie Kuhn under the same
roof are part of a restructuring
plan, to be considered Saturday,
and also would centralize power
in the commissioner's office.

Case in Riot Trial

OHICAGO (AP)—After 10

weeks of often interrpted testi-
mony the prosecution rested its
case Friday against seven men
oharged with conspiring to in-
cite rioting during the 1068
Democratic National Conven-
tion.
Thomaes A. Foran, the U.S.
district attorney, presented 054
witnesses. More than 30 were
policemen (nvoived in the un-
dercover surveillance of the de-
fendants during the convention
in August 1968.

The government also intro-
duced some 50 exhibits, includ.
ing newsreel film strips and
tape recordings of the crowd
scenes and  violent confromta-
tions between police and demon-
strators. ‘

Two major witnesses—Wil-
lam Frappolly and Irwin Bock,
both police intelligence agents
—took up nearly two weeks of
the prosecution case. Most of
their timé on the witness stand
was spert In cross-examination.

The défense lawyers, Willlam
M. Kunatler of New York City
and Leonard I. Weinglass of Ne-
wark, N.J., engaged prosecution
witnesses in detailed question-
Ing which usually was several
hours longer than the direct ex-
amination.

Bince the trial began Sept. 24
in U.8.

WABHINGTON (AP) — First
Lt. William L. Calley Jr., who la
maintaining & public sllence on
charges he killed 109 Viet-
namese clvillans, has been
questioned 2% hours by a spe-

Calley was tight-lipped and
looked straight ahead Friday as
he made his way quickly
through a crowd of newsmen
and photographers upon his s
rival. He declined to answer

questions,

He left the building by anoth-
er roule after appearing before
s hearing which seeks to learn
whether fleld officers tried %o
cover up any mass killings in
thelr Initinl investigation after a
US. military operation In
March 1008 at My Lal.

Calley was the leader of a pla-
toom which took part in the oper
atlon and (s the only ome
charged with murder so far in
the alleged massacre.
