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Prosecution Rests 
Case in Riot Trial

CHICAGO (AiP)—After 10 
weeks of often interrpted testi­
mony the prosecuUon rested its 
case Friday against seven men 
charged with conspiring to In­
cite rioting during the 1968 
Democratic National Conven­
tion.

‘ntomaa A. Foran, the U.8. 
dlatrict attorney, presented 54 
witneaaea. More than 30 were 
policemen involved in the un­
dercover survelUance of the de­
fendants during the convention 
in August 1968.

The government also Intro­
duced some SO exhibits, includ­
ing newsreel film strips and 
tape reoordlngd of the crowd 
scenes and violent confronta­
tions between police and demtm- 
strators.

Two major witnesses—^Wil­
liam Fr«q;)pQlly and Irwin Bock, 
both police Intelligence agents 
—took up , nearly two weeks of 
the prosecuUon case. Moat of 
their Umi on the witness stand 
was spent in croea-examlnatlon.

’The defense lawyers, William 
M. KunStier of New York City 
and Leonard I. Weinglass of Ne­
wark, N.J., engaged prosecution 
witnesses in detailed question­
ing which usually was several 
hours longer than the direct ex- 
amlnaUon.

Since the trial began Sept. 24 
in U.S. District Court, the de­
fense has made 12 motions for a 
mistrial and one motion they 
styled "stop the trial.”  Judge

Julius J. Hoffman has denied all 
of them.

With a few exceptions, the 
government’s case was built on 
public speeches or conversa­
tions Involving the remaining 
defendants—David T. Dellinger, 
54; Abbott "Abbie”  Hoffman, 
31; Thomas E. Hayden, 30; Ren- 
nard C. "Rennie”  Davis, 29; 
Jerry C. Rubin, 81; Lee Weiner, 
31; and John R. Ftoinee, 31.

A dosen or more witneesee 
testified they heard one or an­
other of the defendaala lUgS 
demonstrators to arm them- 
selves or to fight polios. '

"Now is ths time to make our 
stand,”  an underoovsr poUos- 
womon quoted defendant RuUn 
as shouting to demonstrators In 
Lindoln Park.

Douglaii Toma, 89, aald he 
would accept the nomination 
only If he waa showed to report 
directly to Tranaportatlon Sec­
retary John A. Voipe, instead of 
being under control of the Fed­
eral Highway Administration as 
the bureau director la now.

The Nixon admiiUatratlon 
agreed to that requirement. 
Rep. Tom Pelly, R-Waoh., said 
Thursday in announcing Toms' 
acceptance of the nomination.

Toms says he may propose 
changes in antitrust laws to per­
mit carmakers to band together 
in working for air pollution con­
trol devices and such safety fac­
tors as Improved esus.

He also sees the possibllky of 
using federal money and staff 
asoiatance aa positive incentives 
to persuade states to mbet fed­
eral safety standards in high­
way construction.

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THE ASSOCIATED PRESS
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Ending The War Of 1939-45?
Just for the hopeful record, It should 

now be chronicled that, in December, 
1969, a government of West Oermany has 

begun to try to end the war of 1989-1918.
The Indication Is that neither the 

United States nor Russia, is pleased by 
such activity on the port of West Oer­
many, primarily because neither of these 
two great nations really knows how to 

loosen the iron grip It has been holding 
on Central Europe for the past 34 yeemi 
of so-called peace.

The "activ ity”  In question Isn't, for 
that matter, openly tabbed any business 
of putting an end to the war which end­
ed a quarter century ago.

So far, it Is all a matter of dues. 
Chancellor Brandt sends a surprise note 

to. Mosoow, agreeing that Moscow would 
be a suitable site to begin long-proposed 
discussions about agreeing to bar the 

use of force. *1116 Warsaw Pact nations, 
meeting in Moscow, adopt a communique 

which praises the new government In 
West Oermany for more reaMstlc atti­
tudes, and especially for signing the 
treaty agalns^t proliferation of nuclear 

weapons. West Germany and the Rus­
sian satellite nations are bussing with 
Ideas of "thaw ."

But the realistic, restraining, neces­
sarily jealous hand of old mother Rus­

sia can also be discerned In that pctft 

of the Warsaw Pact communique which 
warns that Oermans are still Germans, 
and will have to be watched closely, 

against a return of their old villainy.
And the equally jealous hand of old 

mother United States has been observed 
in Bonn, chiding Chancellor Brandt’s 
government for making advances toward 

the East without consulting Washington 
In advance.

But what the clues all say, Russia and 
the United States and their own great 

power vested Interests notwithstanding, 
;4s that Central Europe Is getting tired of 

living like on occupied partitioned camp, 
and that Chancellor Brandt may go down 
In history os the man who told both Rus­
sia and the United States to go home, 

which Is something both must do before 
there can be any peace or normalcy In 
Europe.

Works, But Doesn’t ’’Save Face”

In this the age of pragmatism — ttie 
word used to cover and excuse any and 

all lapses from principle — there Is 
perhaps no widespread quarrel with the 

strategy which the United BUtes has 

now twice employed to gain the ralease 
of Us own mtUtary personnel from the 
North Koreans.

By this strategy, we officially tander 
to the government of North Koraa the 
official apology a i^  confeoaion of il­
legal acts which that government haa 

demanded os as price fOr the ralease 
o f our peraonnol, first the crew of the 

Pueblo, now the thrae-man craw of our 
helicopter which wandered acroea the 
bottler.

It gets the men book for us.

Then the moment we have the man 

back, we Iseue a subaequent statement. 
In which we ouraelvos repudiate our own 
apotogy.

As a pragmaUe policy, enterad tgxm 
for the sole purpose o f getting our men 

back, this may have its justlflcatloti.

But we could spata ouraelvea need- 
loaa addUlonol hj^pocrlsy about this plan­
ned hypocrisy If we could rafrain from 

making the claim that Uila U  a formula 

which "sav«s face" for us, or protects 
the nstional dignity, or restores the na­
tional proaUge.

^tisra Is no need for us to t iy  to lie 
to ourselves about our lying

One thing it cannot do for us — the 
giving erf a word w h i^  we Immediately 
repudiate — is to save face for us, or 
protect our prestige as a great nation. 
To the contrary, the retraction of the 

apology, once made, loses more face for 
us than the original apology would have, 

unretraeted.
Do we imagine that North Korea, 

when It enters such a deal with us, Is 

horrified — or pleased —  when we make 
public spectacle of . tearing up our own 
words? Doesn’t North Korea expect us to 
do, and really want us to do, exactly 

what we have done, so that North Korea 

can advertise It to the world, how worth­
less our word has become?

Let us not pretend that we have fa d ­

ed North Korea. Let’s not pretend we 

have fooled ourselves, either. We would 
have done better to find some way to 

apologize for whatever w e did that was 
wrong, that, and no more, and have 
meant it.

'The federal InvesUgatora are ap­
proaching their task from  several 
angles. Naturally enough, they are in­

terested in figuring out what, If any­

thing, can be done about the peril of 
fog on superMghwaya where high rates 
of speed are normally In order. And 

they are also coneernsd with knowing 
more about whatever special dangers 

may be Invdved in having trucks and 
passenger cars in the same high speed 
traffic.

They are Interested, also. In trying to 
formulate some set o f guide lines for 
motorists to follow, once they find them­
selves in fog.

"N o  one really knows what to do,”  
says one o f the federal safety sleuths. 

"Some drivers panic and stop in the 

middle of the rosdi which Is sure dis­
aster. Even those who pull over to the 
side, as happened on the turnpike, can 

get hit. D riven  may have to pull over 
to the Bhoulder and <hive slowly on that 
for safety.”

What makna the whole problem more 
urgent, and worthy of such federal at­
tention, Is the prospect that the num­

ber and Intensity of the fogs to be en­

countered on our highways Is likely to 
be Increasing steadily, almost, perb^w. 

In direct proportion to the number of 

gasoline and diesel motors we operate 
on these highways. Against the ever 
mounting threat o f having fog bind 

larger and larger lines of motorists Into 
Its terrible uncertainties, there should at 
least be one universal, uniform code of 
behavior for motorists to follow the In­
stant they become aware of fog condi­
tions.

A Railroad Plan
In a little noticed Oongresslonal pro­

ceeding. the Senate Cbmmerce Oommlt- 
tee has been putting the finishing touches 
on a bill that would save many of the 
remaining long distance passenger 
trains In the U.S. ’The program would 
cost 8380 million over the next five yean, 
but It would guarantee not only the con­
tinuance of the long trains, but aMo the 
stendards of eervloe.

The final draft of the bill calU upon 
the Secretary of Transportation to sub­
mit within 80 days after enactment of 
the bill a recommondatlon for national 
passenger service. Identifying those lines 
where service Is to be provided and 
at what fraquency. Railroads would be 
paid twD-thlrds of their loesaa on traliw 
In the national eystem.

In general, the raHroade are piaased 
with the recommendstlona becauoe moet 
real railroad men hate to see the great 
trains go. The bill also provides for re­
equipping and restructuring existing pas­
senger service with federal aid. ’ThM 
equipment would be leased to all rail­
roads, and this would spare them the 
neceeetty o f borrowing money at high 
Interest ratea to replace equipment. It 
would also tend to bring down the cost 
of equipment because large orders could 
be piBoed at the same Ume. and allow 
railroad passenger equipment makers to 
tool up for eftlelent assembly Une runs. 
Moat Important U would guarantee the 
survival of passenger train service In 
the nation. ’The IOC warned earlier this 
year that the remaining Inter-cHy net­
work of lust jUO trains would all be 
gone within five years, unleaa Oongreos 
acted.

While the new-btll, U passed, wlU sure­
ly mean that trains not In the Assigi»nt»d 
national ayetem will dlaappear It thay 
are losine money, the new CongreoaloiMl 
concern (the Houae Is working on 
leglalatlon). i^eans that tha great na­
tional trains can continue. As the IOC 
now has before It some 100 riqiMeti to 
discontinue passenger serrice, the GOa- 
gretatoniU Interest Is just to time.

A Way To Probe 
Venus Atmosphere

A novel program to fill in the 

broad Information gaps In our 
knowledge of Venus has been 
proposed. A buoyant Venus sta­
tion balloon (BVSB) Is being 
contemplated to float high 
above the Venusian surface to 
resolve some of the mystery 
concerning the physical char­
acteristics of this nearest 
planet.

While some of the mystery 
was dispelled with the success 
of Mariners 2 and B, and the 
Soviet Venera 4, 6 and 8, so 
many unknowns remain that 
scienUats seek any development 
which could shed new light on 
the planet.

Prior to 1962, astronomers 
knew the Venusian atmosphere 
contained a significant amount 
of carbon dioxide, a peculiar 
gas In that It permits the short­
wave radiations of the sun in 
and doesn't let long-wave radl- 
aUons out. Knowing Us close­
ness to the sun and the solar 
heating capabilities. It was pos­
sible to compute a surface tem­
perature on Venus at about 160 
degrees F. While this Is too hot 
for humans, such organisms as 
the cyanophyta (blue - green 
algae) can thrive In our hot 
springs where temperatures 
reach 180 degrees.

Some astronomers assumed 
the Venusian day to be about 
40 earth-days In length, while 
others assumed It was a day of 
34 hours. Some astronomers be­
lieved the surface to be hot.

stormy and dusty, while others 
evolved a strong case for a sur­
face completely covered by 
water.

It must be recognized that as­
tronomers did not speculate 
capriciously — they could pro­
vide sound, scientific reasoning 
for their contentions. Who was 
right? It was this uncertainty 
which led to Intense interest in 
the flybys.

When the flybys relayed their 
data, it was discovered that the 
planet has no readiaUon belts 
or magnetic field, and the pres­
sure of the atmosphere on the 
Venusian surface is 20 to 100 
times that of the earth’s atmo­
sphere at sea level. Most sur­
prising, the surface tempera­
ture Is in excess of 600 degrees 
k. Because of the enormously 
high surface pressure, the at­
mosphere is superrefracUng, 
meaning th at. light circles the 
entire planet so that there real­
ly is no night on Venus — it is 
daytime on all sides of Venus 
all the time.

Radar measures Indicate that 
Venusian day to be 243 earth- 
days in len^h and that It ro­
tates in the "w rong" direction. 
The diameter of the planet can­
not be measured because o f the 
d^nse cloud layers. Though we 
learned a great deal from these 
probes, considerably more is 
needed to understand this plan­
et. Within the context of this 
background, plans are being 
formulated for a full - scale as­
sault on Venus.

What form should this take? 
Another flyby? An orbiter? An 

' orbiter which drops on entry In­

to the Venusian atmosphere 
and then floats there?

Engineers at the Martin M ar­
ietta Co., working under con­
tract to NASA at Langley, Va., 
have concentrated on the prob­
lem of developing the optimum 
tools to acquire this informa­
tion. Sy Steinberg, staff engi­
neer and Glenn F. Holle, sen­
ior en^neer, of the Flight Tech­
nology ' Department recently 
proposed the buoyant Venus 
station balloon designed to help 
clear some of the planet’s mys­
tery.

They would launch a Venus 
probe which would fire a decel­
erating rocket to slow it as it 
entered the Venus atmosphere, 
about 120 miles above the sur­
face. By the time it reached 
the SO-mile altitude some 700 
seconds later and bad slowed 
to half the speed o f sound, a 
parachute would emerge and 
the heat shield which protected^, 
it on entry would be jettisoned.

About 1,000 seconds after 
entry the parachute would have 
slowed the probe enough bo that 
it would pull a thin-skin super­
pressure plastic balloon out at 
its cannister and helium at a 
pressure of 4,800 pounds per 
square inch would begin a 46- 
to 60-second task of inflating the 
balloon.

At 1,118 seconds after entry, 
the helium tanks would be je t­
tisoned. ’The gas in the balloon, 
heated by the environment, 
would expand, become more 
buoyant, and the balloon would 
ascent slightly to remain stable 
at an altitude of 40 miles, where 
the atmospheric pressure is 
equivalent to a terrestrial alti­
tude of about 13,000 feet and the 
temperature la about 70 de­
grees.

In this position the balloon 
would drop Instrumented radio 
sondes to the surface which, in 
descent, would relay a tempera­
ture and pressure profile of the

SAN DIEGO. Calif. (A P ) — 
Republican Mayor Richard G. 
Lugar of Indianapolis, a s u i^ r -  
ter. o f the Nixon administra­
tion’s urban policies, has defeat­
ed New York Mayor John V. 
Lindsay for vice president of the 
National League of ClUea. Lind­
say haa called Preaident N ix­
on's urban policies disappoint­
ing.

At the closing session Thurs­
day at the league's convention, 
Lugar, 37 and a former Rhodes 
scholar, won 376 to 381, In a rare 
contest for the vice presidency.

League custom la for the vice 
president to advance to presi­
dent at the next convention—in 
Lugar's case, next December In 
Atlanta. San Diego Mayor 
Frank Curran, the current vice 
president and a Democrat, w u  
elected league president without 
opposition Thursday.

A  victory for Lindsay, who 
had the endorsement of the 
Democrat- dominated nominat­
ing committee, would have giv­
en him a national platform, 
should he have wanted to use It 
in a bid for higher office. Lind­
say lost the Republican primary 
in New York this year apd was 
re-elected mayor as a Liberal- 
Independent.

a ' ,Lindsay victory here also 
would have, been a blow at Nix- 
bn administration urban poli­
cies, Vvhich have been under 
stebidy criticism from the plat­
form since the convention 
opened.

Lugar had stated his support

o f tile administration In an- 
rounctng he would challenge 
Lindsay despite the convention's 
usually automatic acceptance of 
nominating committee recom­
mendations.

The Indianapolis mayor called 
the President's urban program 
vigorous and said, " I  am equal­
ly certain that the President is 
eager to receive some signs of 
appreciation from the NLC that 
his efforts are recognised.”

Lugar had the advantage of 
being known personally by the 
delegates. While L ln d s^  was a 
rare visitor to league functions 
in recent years, Lugar was 
present, visible and active. 
Lindsay arrived Tuesday, a day 
after this convention opened, 
and departed Wednesday.

"This Is my sixth year here," 
said Alderman E. Oregora. 
Griggs of Atlanta, "and I ha i^  
not seen Lindsay at these'eon- 
ventions. I think the jeellng was 
that Lindsay was.^juat trying to 
add to his own^irasUge."

The Georgia delegation voted 
13 to 2,for Lugar, who swept the 
south, most of the Midwest, the 
St^thwest and California. Lind­
say was able to score heavily 
only in the Northeast in an elec­
tion weighted on nunpopulation 
factors according to a complex 
formula which takes into con­
sideration the amount of money 
contributed by members.

The l.ugar victory took most 
of the sting out of a "sense of 
the convention" resolution that 
accused the administration and 
Congress of not being "fully

aware of the critical nature of 
the urban crisis."

The resolution was approved 
by voice vote late in the session 
after many of the delegates had 
left for home. The Democrat- 
dominated executive committee 
presented It to the floor.

Lugar downplayed the politi­
cal significance of hie victory 
and said most of the delegates 
wanted a man who could deal 
with the administration.

" I  think we need to have more 
smiles than frowns." he said.

LONDON (AP) — A quesUon 
of sainthood brought out this 
week one of the differences re­
maining between the Church of 
England and the Roman Catho­
lic Church in this country.

John Cardiiuil Heenon has 
said he thinks the time is "most 
opportune’ for the canonization 
of 40 martyrs who died under 
the direction of English mon- 
orchs. Archbishop Michael 
Ranuey, the Church of England 
primate, says such a move 
could harm the ecumenical 
cause in this country, and 
speaks of a "siege mentality" in 
Roman Catholic ranks.

The 40 martyrs, more than 
half of them priests, met their 
fate in the reigns of Henry V m , 
Elizabeth I aiul James I soon 
after the Church of England 
broke with Rome.

Some were hanged, drawn 
and quartered—the traitor’s 
death because they would not 
recognize the monarch as "su­
preme head on earth" of the 
Church of England. Others, in­
cluding several women, died be­
cause they hid fugitive priests 
in their homes.

’The caiue of the martyrs was 
first raised in 1874 by Henry 
Cardinal Mannin. In 1885, Pope 
Leo X m  beatified 20 of the 40, 
thus permitting their venera­
tion.

’Two of the most famous—Sir 
’Thomas More and Sir .̂  John 
Fisher—were canonized and 
added to the church calendar of 
saints in 1935. Both died In 1586.

Fisher, cardinal and bishop of 
Rochester, - was '  iMihsaded on 
’Tower HIU. More, <mce Henry 
V m ’s lord chancellor, had his 
head struck off and affixed to 
London Bridge.

A new list of 40 remaining 
martyrs was drawn up by Eng­
land’s Roman Catholic bishops 
In 1963. It included some, such 
as Jesuit Edmund Campion, 
wtio were beatified in 1886. A 
cause was presented to the 
Congregation of Rites for their 
possible canonisation.

While In Rome for the recent 
synod meeting. Cardinal Hee- 
nan told the Pope: "It would 
hearten the Catholics of Eng­
land to see these champions of 
the Pope’s authority raised to 
the altars.”

Archbishop Ramsey has not 
commented on this but has re­
ferred inquirers to a memoran­
dum he drew up three years 
ago. His opinion w as. sought 
then by the Vice-Postulatton for 
the Cause of the Forty Martyrs, 
which operates from England’s 
Jesuit headquarters In Mayfair, 
London.

’The memorandum was not 
published at the time, but the 
archbishop’s opposition is clear 
from extracts just printed in the 
Roman Catholic weekly review 
’The Tablet.

"In England our history cre­
ates inevitable difficulties," the 
Archbishop's memorandum 
says in expressing fears that the 
action in Rome "would encour­
age those emotions which mili­
tate against the ecumeiUcal 
cause."

"There is not only the preju­
dice of ultra-protestsmt people,"

he points out, "But there is also 
the ‘siege mentality’ which la 
apt to possess Roman Catholics 
in England.

"By ‘siege mentality’ I mean 
a kind of polemical seU-con- 
sciouness which la for different 
from the spirit of the meeting 
between Hia Holiness the Pope 
and myself In Msuch 1966.

"The ‘siege mei>tallty’ Is, I 
believe, bound up iwychologloal- 
ly with a kind ‘ of martydom 
complex deeply, and of course, 
intelligibly, rooted in history. 
Ought we not on both sides to be 
getting away from this?”

Dr. Ramsey suggested that 
"while some ecumenical lan- 
gtiage is used, the final outcome 
ia that the Martyrs are to be in­
voked so that with the aid of 
their prayers non-Roman Catho­
lic Chrlstlaiu in England may 
be brought within the Roman 
obedience.”

Cardinal Heenan had no 
comment but the Rev. Clement 
Tlgar, a Jesuit who runs the 
camp^gn tor canonisation of 
the Martyrs, Insisted: "This Is 
not an aggressive move. We’re 
not condemning anyone. We are 
holding up as e/camples men 
who died tor their conscience, 
who put God before the state. 
We are not attacking other reli­
gions, and certainly not the 
Church of England."

dPffiL glasses reported that the 
"Hair" cast stripped to the skin 
at the end of the first act. If so, 
however, virtually no one else 
saw it, the stage was so dark. 
That circumstance may mean 
that neither its American pro­
ducer nor members of the cast 
will end up in Jail Saturday as 
they feared they might.

'Hie reaction of the audience 
to the peace and protest show-i- 
the first "H air" staged in Asia 
—was mixed.

"Very impressive," aaid 
Prince Mlkaaa, younger brother 
of the emperor.

"Boring," said Yuklo Mishl- 
ma, Japan's foremost young 
novelist.

Dodd said the resolution would 
bo Introduced .Tuesday, and 
would seek an expression of the 
sense of the Senate that “ thera 
must never be another My Lai."

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
chief House tax architect says 
despite major alterations made 
by the Senate In the tax reform 
bill. Congress wlU agree on leg- 
islatlon and send It to the Presi­
dent before Christmas.

Rep. Wilbur D. Mills, chair­
man of the Ways and Means 
Committee, said in an inter­
view: "We simply have to finish 
it.

"There would be too much 
co-'fuskm If we did n o t-fo r  ex­
ample on withholding the surtax 
after Dec. 31," the Arkansas 
Democrat added.

One provision in the massive 
bill continues the income surtax 
at 8 per cent through June 30, 
1970. The curret 10 per cent sur­
tax expires Dec. $1.

The Senate la scheduled to fin­
ish iu  work on the bill not Utcr 
than next week.

This would leave only a week 
and a half for a conference be­
tween the two bodies to recon­
cile the differences and for final 
action in both chambers before 
C^hrtstmas.

"W e'd have to work late, but 
we could do it,”  Mills said.

The principal difference so far 
between the two bills results 
from adoption of an amendment 
by Sen. Albert Gore, D-Tenn.. to 
raise the personal income tax 
exemption from $600 to $800. 
This substitutes for a system of 
rate^ reductions In the House 
measure.

Mills followed his usual rule 
of declining advance com m oit 
on what stand he will take In the 
CDtiferencC, where he wUl be, 
rtitef House spokesman, but his 
general position U weU known.

He thinks raising the personal 
exemption is a poor way to re­
duce taxes because it means 
more saving for a high-bracket 
than a low-bracket taxpayer. 
Moreover, he aduocatas a tax 
system srlth the (iwest exsmp- 
t’ons and d e d u c t !^  and the 
lowest rates.

But Mills also knows senti­
ment is strong in the House tor 
the easily-understood increase 
in the personal exeiiiptton.

A possible compromise would 
be a smaller increase In the ex­
emption, coupled with an ad­
justment in rates—especially 
the top rates on earned income, 
which Mills wants to reduce as 
provided In the House bill.

Mills' only comment on this 
suggestion was "all sorts of 
things are poesible.’ '

NEW YORK (AP) — Record 
low bond piicee early the past 
week attracted considerable in­
vestor Interest, causing the 
market rally.

The large price Improvement 
followed the sellout '^ esday  of 
a record yield of 6.1 per cent Is­
sue of Pacific Telephme A Tele­
graph Ck>.

Mrs. Wedel 61, an Episcopal­
ian, said she could not plan be­
yond this because "we don't 
kiK>w what new crisis will arise 
tomorrow or next week."

The blue-eyed, brown-haired 
psychotoglst was elected Thurs­
day to head the 20-y«ar-old or­
ganisation which represents 33 
Protestant and Orthodox de- 
nominatloiu with 42 million 
members.

She won 387 to 63 over the 
Rev. Dr. Albert Cleage, a Negro 
and pastor of Detroit's Church 
of the Black Madonna.

Mrs. Wedel Is the wife of a 
noted theologian, the Rev. Dr. 
Theodore O. Wedel. They live in 
Alexandria, Va., wher,' she is 
associated director of a psycho­
logical research Institute, the 
Center for Volunteerlsm of the 
National institute of Applied Be­
havioral Sciences.

Last spring the Wedels moved 
from New York, where she had 
served since 1862 with the coun­
cil, most recently as associate 
general secretary heading its 
Christian Unity Department.

She Is a long-time ecumenical 
leader, both in the National and 
World councils of churches, 
serving in their asBembllea in 
this country and abroad. Mrs. 
Wedel also has served as a Na­
tional Council vice president 
and has been a member of var­
ious preeldentlal commissions 
Including ̂ one on the status of 
women appointed by. President 
John F. Kennedy.

Mrs. Wedel said her policy of 
opeiwesB applies particularly to 
"the young, the blacks, the 
poor, the oppressed."

"Our old ways of doing things 
are ix>t adequate. There must 
be big changes, and they must 
be made faster than we think 
possible," she said.

"I 'm  quite sure that God, 
along with the young, the 
blacks, and the others, cares 
very little for our traditions, our 
accustomed procedures.”

She suggested that perhaps 
there should be special pressure 
groups serving as 
prods to the council a youth 
caucus, a woman's caucus, an 
Indian caucus, a Spanish-Ameri- 
can caucus, a laymen's caucus.

Although she allied herself 
here with women pressing for 
more woman power In church 
.'stabllshments, she said ah< 
was not personally militant 
about the issues "because, I was 
always one of the few lucky 
women who happened to be In 
poalUons of some power."

 ̂But she said she understands 
‘ ‘how frustrating it is for many 
women" seeking consideration 
on a basjs of ability rather than 
aex.

She said she also was Interest­
ed in encouraging objective 
teaching about the Bible In pub­
lic schools, as sanctioned by the 
Supreme Court.

"In an earlier generation, the 
Bible and church history were 
part of our natloiul life,”  she 
said. But they are widely ig­
nored today. "The modern gen­
eration Is almost totally Illiter­
ate religiously."

In Pursuit o f Side Endorsements
NEW YORK (NEA) — 

The world, indeed, was ful­
ly prepared for Broadway

At a time when professional 
athletes arc acquiring profit­
able outside interests at an un­
precedented rate, hockey play­
ers seem to be dragging their 
skates.

Hockey players, it seems, are 
facing an identity gap in the 
pursuit of outside endorsements 

^ d ,  more specifically, outside 
money. While advertisers and 
commercial firms are clamor­
ing for the top performers in 
almost every other sport to en­
dorse a product or make ap­
pearances in their behalf, hock­
ey players go virtually unsolici­
ted. An exception, of course, is 
Gordie Howe, the 41-year-old 
right-winger for the Detroit Red 
Wings, who credits ids siK'ces.s 
outside of hockey not to hla 
marketability, but simply to his 
longevity.

"Hockey has its own little 
niche in the American sports 
world," he says, ’’and there’s 
no way hockey players, even 
the star players, ciui rise above 
it. In this country, there’e no 
way a hockey player can begin 
to compete with a guy Jjke Joe 
Namath for endorsements ' and 
all the rest. But up in Canada 
the demand is there. Unfortu­
nately, the big money isn’t.

"P\X)tball and baseball play­
ers in the United States get fan­
tastic exposure and guys be­
come household words. Adver- 
ttoars have gone after these 
people with a lot of money and 
have given them some great op- 
portunlUes. Hockey- doesn’t 
have the general appeal in this 
country of pro fc^tball ai)d 
baseball. That’s the big differ- 
«nce. If an ^vertiser has a

^Germans; 
USSR Talk 
Anti-Force

MOSCOW (AP) _  West Ger­
many and the Soviet Union to­
day b^ian talks on a formal 
agreement to renounce the use 
ot tores against each other.

Soviet Foreign Minister An­
drei Gromyko and West Ger­
man Ambassador Helmut Al- 
lardt (^lened the negotiations at 
the Foreign Ministry, an trfflcial 
German source reported.

With the (^lening of today's 
talks, the Soviet Union now is 
engaged In negotiations with the 
three countries that until recent­
ly have been Its favorite propa­
ganda targets—Communist Chi­
na, the United States and West 
Germany.

U.S.-Soviet talks on the limita­
tion of strategic weaponry are 
imder way in Helsinki and So- 
viet-Chinese negotiations on bor­
der problems are in progress In 
Peking.

Allardt is tocpected to remain 
chief of the West German dele- 
gatitMi at the Moscow talks but 
Gromyko probably will step 
down after the initial phase, 
leaving the talks to a lower-lev­
el group.

Soiviet Ambassador Semyon 
TaarapUn handed a note to the 
West German foreign office in 
Bonn Sunday, saying his gov- 
em nent was ready to start the 
tallui in MOSCOW today.

Delivery of the Soviet note on 
Sunday and only one day before 
the start of the talks caused 
some confusion in the West Ger­
man Embassy in Moscow. An 
Bknbassy spokesman stUd this 
morning that the talks would 
not. start for several weeks, 
then a few hours later an­
nounced that Ambassador Hel­
mut Allardt and Soviet For­
eign Minister Andrei Gro­
myko would open the negotia­
tions during the afternoon.

The Soviet go-ahead followed 
a declaration by the Soviet bloc 
nations at a. summit meeting in 
Moscow last week which said 
the new West German govern­
ment of Chancellor Willy Brandt 
has rtiown a “ tendency toward 
a realistic policy.’ '

The West Germans have been 
seeking talks to improve rela- 
tions with the Soviet Union ever 
Mnoe . Bsendt became foreign 
minister in 1966, when his So­
cialist party first entered the 
goveniment as the junior part­
ner to the Christian Democrats.

Hie Sovieit Union finally 
agreed in September to talk 
about a renunciation of the use 
of force but did not set a date. 
Brandt said at the time that nei­
ther the Soviets nor the West 
Germans had modified their 
basic poeiUons in the exchange 
of notes. This was taken to 
mean that the Russians were 
still insisting that Bonn recog- 
ntie the East German regime, 
and that West Germany was re­
fusing to do this.

The Moscow summut meeting 
lest week also repeated the 
long-standing demands that the 
Bonn government recognize 
Blast Germany and accept as fi­
nal the German borders ' that 
now exist.

But West German , officials 
'V iew ed  the communique at the 
Old of the meeting as conciliato­
ry, and took note especially of 
this passage:

“ The socialist countries tak­
ing part in the meeting come 
out for the expansion and devel­
opment of relations between all 
states on the principlea of equal­
ity, noninterference in internal 
affairs, respect of sovereignty, 
territorial integrity and Inviola  ̂
bUlty of frontiers. They are fully 
resolved to develop relations 
with other Euriqieen states 
wMiing to cooperate on the ba­
sis-of these pfbiclples.’ '

TRACY, Calif. (AP) —A free 

rock music festival that police 
estimated drew 300,000 young 
people to the dry brown hills 
aaat of here left beMnd it a 
blanket of litter, four violent 
deaths, and four new babies.

The babies arrived prema­
turely to mothers who were tak­
en to medical-aid tents staffed 
by 19 doctors and six poychla- 
trists.
