Bing’s pronouncements with
good old sodium chioride tsome-
times in generous amounts.
“Alda’ was supposed to open
the season Sept. 15, with Leon-
tyne Price in the title role, and
James McCracken as Radamens.

On Nov. 16, Mr. Bing let them
both go, and so far as I Jnow
they are both in Europe where
they are in just as much de-
mand as they are in New York
City or even Hartford. Mr. Me-
Cracken has had troubles with
Mr. Bing In the past, and his
relations cannot be characteriz-
ed as all sweetness and light
with the impresario. In fact, the
artist relations have gencrally
been as bad as those of the
unlons.

In addition to Miss Price and
Mr. McCracken, Bing let at
ldast 10 others go and just how
he's going to cast his season
without stars on contract would
seem just the least bit prob-
lematical. I've tried to talk with
some of the artist managers on
the phone in New York, but
they renlly know very Ilittle
about what's up as yet, and
what little they know is not be-
Ing said for publication.

Incidental-
ly, he will be 88 next month so
he must be entertaining idens of
retirement anyway,

Getting a good roplacement
will not be ecasy. The Met, or
any other opera house, is an
extremely complicated opera-
tion. Karajan has bsen mention-
ed, but Karajan would probably
only laugh at the ldea. He had
a belly full in Vienna, and he's
making far more money at
present than the Met could pay
him In any event.

A couple of others I have
henrd mentioned would be sure
to bring In' a bunch of their
“friends,”” and as it is, you al-
mont have to go around the Met
with a butterfly net to koep
from colliding with the butter-
flles, Or flan't that what they
are called?

Price Cutﬁng War Rages
Through Banking World

By JOHN CUNNIFF

NEW YORK (AP) — Price
cutting In the retall banking in-
dustry has broken oul In many
sections of the country, with
some banks dropping entirely
their service charges on person-
al checking accounts,

The situation is viewed by
bankers as extraordinary and
perhaps unprecedented, and by
consumers as a welcome excep-
tion to the general rule of higher
and higher prices,

Banks have in the past been
stiff competitors but seldom in
the Area of prices. Instead, cus-
tomers have been attracted by
convenient offices, by parking
spaces, drive-in windows or
give-aways,

Prices for lonns and checking
account services generally set-
tied at a uniform rate that could
be obtained from most banks in
a Jocality, Price cutting, as
practiced In other businesses,
was almost unknown.

A study by the Federal Re-
serve Bank of Boston shown that
traditional marketing ideas are
being upset, primarily by the
trend to lower or dropped serv-
jce charges on checking ac-
counts,

Over the period of a year such
charges oan run from a few dol-
lars for inactive accounts to $50
or more for accounts with con-
siderable turnaxgr. The loss of
such revenus, some bankers be-
lleve, will serioualy erode prof-
its.

The cut-rate checking ac-
counts began to appear [n 1004
in Massachusetts- and Cohnect!-
cut, bul have spread In a spot-
ted pattern from coast to coast
and border to border.

The Boston bank's study
shows that much of the price-
cutting competition comes from
new banks anxious to bulld up
thelr deposits. To them, the
money to be made on checking
accounts {s of less concern than
attaining alzeable deposits that
can be Invested profitably in
loans, bonds and real estate.

Reluctantly, the larger and
more established banks are
forced to cut the prices of their
checking account services or
face the loss of ocustomers.
Some banks have declded on the
iatter course as the more senal-
lo.
In most Instances, the price
cutting has not ellminated all
charges. Many bankas nsist that
o minimum balange be méin-
talned In the t. Othersof-
fer fres checking with no minl-
mum balance only to customers
who maintain a savings acoount
with the bank.

Mhe variety of plans s wide.
At least one bank now offers
checking agcounts with no serv-
ice charge to any individual who
uses the bank's credit card to
make purchases of at least $8 o
month.

In theory, such Inducements

should help a bank increase the
amount of deposits and thus
permit it to make enough mon-
ey from {ls larger Investment
portfolio to offset the lower In-
come from checking accounts,

Another advantage to the
bank is that the low-cost check-
Ing services can induce custom-
ers to use its more protitable
depariments, such as for per-
sonal loans, mortgages and
trust services,

The drawbacks, however, ap-
pear to outwelgh the advantages
to banks,

Ironically, the low-cost check-
ing accounts began to sweep the
country at a time when banks
began to suspect they were not
clearing enough from checking
accounts to cover bookkeeping
oouls.

In reducing charges at a time
when financial studies indicated
that increases were In. order,
the banks apparently dug them-
selves Into a deeper hole. But
with competition for funds keen
as It |s, they have little cholce,

"Cost and income prospects
woulg sppear unfavorable' for
banks that eliminate charges,
the study concludes. "In the
aggregate, the effects would im-
ply a negative impact on net
earnings.”

Finally, it In time to olfer a renlistic
answer to the question and doubt which
may have been In many minds when the
first vole on Downtown Renewal waa
taken, Shouldn't we wait to see how this
renewal business made out over at the
North End before we bought any more
of itT Would we, wht.;n we had a real
chance to appraise the final results over
North, ever want Renewnl anywhere
elne?

Our answer—an answer made with
some expectation of debate and contra-
diction—in that North End Renewal has
been good and' is going to be good. It ia
building clean new order In what had
become a doterforating mess. What Re-
newal has accomplished for the North
End could never have been accomplish.
od by any other meana or agency. Even
during the period during which much of
the Renewal tract has been lying Idle
and vacant, walting for some future use
to take shape, the wasteland appearance
has been better than what was there be-
fore. It has taken and is taking time,
But there never would have been enough
time for similar improvement by any
other method. The North End has stop-
ped dying; It has begun to grow again.
Manchester’s first modest experiment in
Renewal is a sucoess, and encourage-
ment for more.

The Leaf Problem

Manchester I8 not the only community
where the new municipal funotion of leaf-
gathering is not only costly in itself, but
interferes with other public works func-
tionings which might even be conaidered
more vital,

The problem seemsa to have been in-
tensified, this fall, by the {fact that
weather sometimes interfered with leaf
collection schedules, and also by the fact
that the leaves themnelves did not seem
to fall quite on schedule. Just the other
day, one leaf pickup crew was taking up
leaven which had snow mixed in.

Any discusalon of solutions has to be
forgiven if It begina by considering the
unusual ploneering discovery made down
lr?(uﬂden. where the problem has been
eapacially bothersome.

Down in Meriden, the day before
Thanksgiving, Mayor Dorsey proclaim-
ed that the Friday, Baturday and Sun.
day of that Thanksgiving weekend could
be days for the burning of leaves,

Mayor Dorsey conferred with his chief
of pollce and with his health director and
then prociaimed that lsaf-burning would
be legal on those three days, in the hope
that individual citisens would help out
the public works department.

Mayor Dorsey apparently did not con-
sult the state clean air authorities who
originally promulgated the new state
regulation against all open air burning
In communities of over 5,000 population.
And apparently he s not going to be
cited or jalled or fined for approving a
defiance of the stats regulntion.

Entcing and attractive as the sugges-
tion is—that we get rid of our leaves by
burning them-—no ons really wishea to
suggest any widespread open flance
of the state's new regulations
open burning. These regulationa are =&
symbol of that determination which,
some day, will get around to prohibiting
poliution of the air by oll burners, coal
furnucen, gasoline and diese! motors, in-
dustrinl heating plants, and public utill-
tien, And there may come a day when
we have decent alr again, and the an-
noyance of not having been able to burn
our own leaves will have been part of the
progresa toward that good result.

8ull, It seoms somewhat ridiculous that
we have somehow managed, In the space
of no more than three or four years, to
mnke such a big and costly and time-
consuming production out of leaves,
which were once sometimen nice to look
al, and an unpressured relaxation to han-
dle, and fragrant to burm, and never,
thank goodnosa, any part of a mill in the
tnx rate.

The Leaves Are Not For Burning

When the ban on leaf burning was put
into effect some time ago we felt depriv-

ed. The amell of burmning leaves evoked .

me ortex of childhood, of hastening twi-
light, of flames flaring fitfully among
pilea of leaves in gutters, of an October
hase Impregnated with leaf emoke,

Then came the ban on open burning,
and while we were In favor of the re-
siriction for reasons of health, we felt
privately that we had been deprived of
one of the satisfactions of childhood. The
indelible aroma of burning leaves had
become an unwitting symbol of the joys
of a long lost childhood.

Last weekend the ban on leaf burning
was temporarily suspended at a time
when most of the leaves not otherwise
dlaposed of had been on the ground for
woeks, They were soggy and practical-
ly Incombustible, but excellent for
smouldering. And smoulder they did,
wherever they were set alight, Like giant
smudge pots, they gave off clouds of
smoke which lay heavy over the neigh.
borhood

In short order, we got our hings, and
our belly, full of leaf smoke. We dis-
covered that It Is not the pleasant (n-
cense that we had remembered; our

. memory .had betrayed us, This con-

frontation with reality convinced us that
leal smoke {8, after all, no pleasant
thing, and that leaves are bettor off
burfed or carted away lo the city dump,
or in other ways disposed of without
burning, We are quite prepared to be-
Ueve that leaf smoke, like tobacco smoke
(which is, ufter all, only leat smoke with
a few additives) may be a hasard to
health which human belngs should not
have to endure.

He is
selling as pornographic photos
what are actually just reproduc-
tions of nudes from the Louvre
Museum. It doesn't make for
happy customers.

““You think I'm crazy, selling
real porno?” the man who calls
himself Theodore sald in the
cafe while heating up his hantle
over &, hot rum. “Rirst I
wouldn’t even know where to
get the real stuff. Secand, I'd
get three months for selling it.
The cops don't fool around,
ldd."”

Yes, this Is Paris, & dry ialand
of propriety beyond the tide of
flesh on the news stands and in
the mails that has swept over
the United States and Scandina-
via,

The nudest skin-trade maga-
zines on sale near Place Pigalle,
come from places like Astoria,
N.Y., and Burbank, Calif.

The titles are all in English,
like “Blonde Babes'' and “A
Different Kind of Love." butb
sexual acts and complete nudity
are not pictured. The prices run
to $9 for a magazine, more than
double the American price
marked on the cover.

“After all,’ the news dealer
explained when there was &
complaint about the price, *'this
{s the real thing, and imported
from the United States!"

But the real, real thing is not
produced in Paris and cannot be
imported from Denmark, where
all kinds of pornography are le-
gal, or from permissive Sweden.

Pornographic novels from the
United States are on sale, but
nothing similar in French. At &
drugstore off the Champs Hly-
see a shelf brims with hag-co:

c perbac
powwwpl‘n tell custom-
ers: “We have nothing like that
in French because that's just

~_~ against the law."

Ironically some of the porno-
graphic books nare pirated
American editions of paper-
backs published here during the
freer 1840s and 1060s.

Two new !'sex shopa', run by
a Vietnamese, don't even come
close to the hard stuff. They fea-
ture instead a line of erotic clas-
slcs.

ThHere are two explanations
for France's distance from por-

phy.
One is that there is still a real.
due of official puritanism from
the De Gaulle era, which tended

lo suppress anything that did
not reflect the high moral tone
the general wanted associated
with France.

Mrs. Charles de Gaulle let It
be known that ahe approved nei-
ther of risque jokes nor divorce.
In the area of La Madeleine, in
central Paris, where the gener-
al's wife often shopped, prosti-
tutes were kepl off the streets
during the day and kioak owners
were told to put their girlie
magazines Inside.

The people who explain the
situation this way belleve that
France will gradually go back
to its habita of centuries. They
say this is already happening
with a series of sexually orient-
ed advertisements in major
magazines.

‘The other explanation comes
from Jean-Louis Ginibre, editor
of Lul or Him, the men's maga-
zine that i{s the country's larg-
est,

Ginibre says there is littie
pornography in France because
basically there is little demand.
He considers the French the
West's least sexually frustrated
people and the least likely to be
excited by the prospect of ple-
tures of other people making
love.

"Conversation about sex Is a
natural part of a Frenchman's
iife,"* he sald, “and I think we
see sex comically, too, and with-
out any of the complexes that

. come from living in a repreased

soclety or one where a matriar
chy dominates."

If pornography were legalized
In France, Ginlbre says, ‘it
would sell well at firet as a cu-
riosity. But there would be a
comic reaction too. I think that
the proportion of people in this
country who would buy porno-
graphy to laugh at {s greater
than thse who would buy it to
see the behinds.”

NEW YORK (AP) — A new
Pulitzer prize for criticism of
commentary in American news-
papers has been announced by
Columbla University.

Andrew W. Cordier, the uni-
versity president, sald Sunday
the new prize will be awarded
next year for the first time.

The prize with a certificate
and a $1,000 cash award for the
winner, will be the 10th prize in
the field of journalism.

The prizes are awarded an-
nually by the trustees of Colum-
bia University, acting on recom-
mendations of the Advisory
Board on the Pulitzer Prises.

With the exception of edito-
rials, all forms of critical writ-

and other forms of commentary
will be eligible, Cordier said.

The deadline for submitting
material for consideration in all
journalism categories is Feb. 1,
1970, the university said.

Awards in other journallsm
categories are a gold medal for
public service by newspapers,
four prizes for reporting at lo-
cal, national and international
levels, two for photography, and
one each for cartooning and edi-
torials.

Ma jority Condemns Tactic

Violence Panel Split
On Civil Disobedience

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
bare majority of the Natfonal
Commission on the Causes and
Prevention of Viclence—publicly
divided for the first time—con-
demned today the use of mas-
alve civil disobedlence as a tac-
tic to change the law.

A nix-member minority of the
commisslon—including its two
Negroes—contended that the
tactic, when practiced without
violence, ls perhapa the only ef-
feotlve means of overturning
unjust lawws.

The commission divided over
the kinds of disobedience—res-
taurant sit-ins and violation of
segregation lawa—that led to
enactment of major civil rights
legislation In the 1060s,

Speaking for the seven-man
majority, Houston Attorney
Leon Jaworskl sald Its views
were the direct result of those
instances of disobedience.

“We suggest,"” the majority
sald, “‘that If in good falth the
constitutionality of a statute, or-
dinance or a court decree is to
be challenged, it can be done ef-
fecotively by one Individual or a
amall group. While the judicial
test in In progress, all other dis-
senters should ablde by the law
Involved until {t Is declared un.
constitutional.”

Disputing that argument U.8.
Dist. Judge A, Leon Higginbot-
ham Jr., who s black, sald:

“It the majority's doctrine of
‘everyone walt until the out-
come of the one individual test
case’ had been applied by black
Americans In the 1980s, proba-
bly not one present major civil
rights statute would have been
enacted, I fear that the majori-
ty's poaition Ignores the sad ac-
tual history of some of the moat
tragic ‘legal' repression of the
civil rights of Negroes in this
country.*

Dr. Milton 8. Eilsenhower,
chairman of the commission,
wia on the minority side of the
question dut unlike four minori-
ty members did not Issus a
statement.

A source close to Eisenhower
sald he was strongly opposed to
the majority view but took a
neutral public stance in order
not to dilute his authoruty over
the 13-member panel.

The divided report on ofvil
disobediance was the ninth to be
{ssued by the National Commis-
sion on the Causes and Preven.
tion of Viclence, which was

created in the summer of 1968,
It goes out of businees this week
and will lssus ita final report
next Bunday.

In a brief statement, Hisen-
hower—who reportedly tried
hard to resolve the panel's
differences—noted that all com-
missioners ‘‘agree that violent
or coercive acts of disobedience
to law an a tactic o further a
political goal, or to force
concessions, are ¢to be con-
demned as endangering the vi-
tal processes of a democratic
soclety and Ita institutions.

“Where the commissioners
disagree, he sald, “Is solely on
the question of nonviolent, non-
coercive disobedience to law as
a2 means either of legally testing
the constitutional valldity of a
law, or of dramatizing Indivi-
dual consclentious objection to a
law or poloy—with, In all cases,
willing acceptance of any legal
penalties Imposed."”

The commisasion majority in-
cludes Rep, Willlam M. Mec-
Culloch, R-Ohfo, ranking Repub-
Hean on the Houme Judiclary
Committee and key supporter of
the 1984 and 1968 cofvil rights act
and the 1085 Voting Righta Act,
all historic ftems of civil rights
legialation,

Culloch, others supporting the
majority view were Rep. Hale
Boggs, D-La.; 8Sen. Roman
Hruska, R-Neb.; Eric Hoffer,
S8an Francisco longshoreman
and philosopher; Albert E. Jen-
ner Jr.,, Chicago attorney and
Ernest W. McFarland, chief
Judge of the Arisona Bupreme
Court.

NEW YORK (AP) — A for-
mer economics adviser to John
F. Kennedy said today that
while the Nixon administration
pursued a “'policy of rigid self-
discipline’” for government It

In a speech for the Business
Week conference on money,
Walter W. Heller, professor of
economica at-the University of
Minnesota, said:

Egypt’s Raid Claim
Denied by Israelis

Isrnel has denied Calro’s
claim that 250 Egyptian troops
crogsed the Suez Canal end oc-
cupled Israell positions for
about 24 hours.

‘“Nothing of the kind is known
to us,'” sald an Israel spokes-
man in Tel Aviv. ‘"No Egyptian
forge entered any Iaraell strong-
hold, neither did it remaln there
or blow It up,”

Today, Israell jets attacked
Egyptian military targets in the
central Suez Canal area for 20
minutes, the Israell command
announced. It sald all the planes
returned safely.

Egypt claimed that its troops
crossed the northern part of the
canal Saturday night and occu-
pled positions on the Israell
slde.

“Our troops wsucceeded In
forcing the enemy to retreat
three miles from the ralded
area'” the communigue
claimed, ‘‘Both sides exchanged
artillery and tank fire."

Cairo sald the commander of
the Egyptian force ''managed to
stay untll T p.m. SBunday when
he was ordered to withdraw."
The Egyptlan force “‘destroyed
all Israsl fortified positions be-
fore withdrawing,’”” the commu-
nique sald. A Iater statement
sald the operation ‘‘established
the combat competence of the
Egyptian soldier and the ene-
my's hesitation to confront him
face to face."

The rald was the biggest ac-
tion claimed by Egyptian troopa
since the Arab-Isrsell war of
1967,

In Beirut, the Lebanese Par-
llament approved the new gov-
ernment of Premier Raahid
Karamli, ending an eight-month
political crisis resulting from
the Lebanese army's attempta
to curb Palestine guerrillas us-
Ing villages in south Lebanon as
baseg for attacks on Israel. Kar-
ami was premier at the time,
resigned, and has been trying
ever since to form a new gov-
ernment.

He succeeded Nov. 0§ after
the army and the guerrillas con-
cluded an agreement restricting
the guerrillas to a certain area.

Meanwhile, the Soviet govern-

ment in effect extended recogni-
tion to the Palestine guerrillas
by inviting a delegation from
the Palestine Libsration Organi-
zation to visit Moscow st the
énd of the month. The semioffl-
cial Cairo newspaper Al Ahram
naid it was the first time the Bo-
viet government had invited an
official delegation from the
guerrillas to Moscow.
At the United Nations, the Ar-
ab and the Ismell sides lob-
bied to line up voes for and
against & resolution that Arabs
displaced by the 1867 Middle
East war be allowed to return to
thelr homes.

The resolution, recommended
by the General Assembly’s spe-
clal political committee, calls
on theg Becurity Council to take
action on the refugese problem.

The General Assembly will
vote Wedneaday on the resolu-
tion, The committee approved it
50-22. with 38 nations abataining
and 16 absent.

Scientists Search for Killer -

Of Irish Sea Birds, Seals

LONDON (AP) — British
sclentists, alarmed by the death
of at least 17,600 birds in the
Irish 8ea, confessed today they
haven't Identified the killer,

Is it oll from foundered tank-
ery? Chemical wastes from
plastic plants? Poison gas from
postwar defense dumping? .

“Nobody knows what is killing

them," sald Chlef Ingpector’

John Matthews of the Royal So-
clety for the Provention of
Cruelty to Animals,

News headlines labeled the Ir-
ish Sea “the ditch of death' and
clamored “for a fast solution.
Tied into the mystery was the
death since September of about
60 seal pups on the Cornwall
coast.

Prime suspect at the moment

Is “PCB,” which atafids for po-
lychlorinated biphényl, one tox-
ic waste from tlie plastics indus-
try. It is rated potentially dan-
gerous to-birds and marine life
and coficentrations of it were
found In the carcasses of some
dead seabirds. Matthews said
the birds were not “olled up,”
or poisoned by crude oll.

S8ome 400 birds washed up on
the Lancastershire coast since
September were ‘“‘gasping for
breath and looked as if they had
no blood," he sald. It was much
the same story everywhere.

Ian Prestt, a member of 2
government investigating team,
sald the birds were moulting
and, as a result, spent more
time than usual in the water.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Want
to buy stock in a will-e’-theswisp

company?

A couple of issuea that fit that
description — Commercial Fi-

Commission suspended trading
In Commercial Finance stock
1ast March 12 after it was used

resume edfective today, but cau-
tioned brokers and potential
buyers that Commercial -
nance has ‘‘no known assets, op-
erations or income, no officers,
directors or offices.”

Trading in Pacific Fidelty
was suspended Aug. 18 because,
the BEC said, "information cur-
rently belng circulated about
the company’s assets and opera-
tions appears to be inaccurate
and incomplete.”

Not much has changed. In al-
lowing trading to resume today,
the S8EC said it has dbeen ‘‘un-
able to locate any current buai-
neas offices of Paecific.

A leading advocate of shorter
suspensions s SEC Chairman
Hamer H. Budge. "“It's a known
fact that whenever there’s a
suspension he wants the staff
working to lift it as soon as pos-
slble," the spokesman said.

One reason is that some SEC
attomeys believe that the series
of 10-day suspensions used to
keep a stock off the market
sometimes for a year or more
may violate the spirit of the
law.

It wnas
further discovered that there
were only five trades during the
entire year of 1068, and that all
these trades involved purchases
by officers of the corporation
for the sole purpose of keeping a
quote in the pink shoets."

‘“The quotes that appear In
the pink sheets mean nothing,"
Goldberg told the Oklahoma
hearing.” “Anybody can call up
2 broker and tell him ‘Buy me
a share of Commercial Finance
at $1,00.' And the broker would
then put in a bid at $1,000 into
the pink nheets.'

According to Goldberg, the
pink sheets quotations were the
only basis for the subseguent
listing of Commercial Finance
Corp. stock at $3.50 a share In
the NAIC publication used by
“insurance companies and state
Insurance commissions to value
the Investment portfolios held
by Insurance companies.'’

Yippie Leader:
Riot Trial
Only Helps
Revolution

NEW HAVEN, Conn, (AP) —
Abbott '""Abble' Hoffmnn, the
31-year-old Yipple lender
charged In the Chicago riot con-
spiracy trial, said Sunday at
Yule that the trial's conduct so
far has piayed into he hands of
those —like him—who want to
butid a “now nation'’ Jed by the
revolutionany young.

With mimlery, one-line quips,
and moments of anger, he de-
scribed a trial he said s “all
Catch-22"—in the world of the
absurd where “they can do
whatever they want so long as
you can't stop them.'

The trial, he maid, fita right
into his vision of America as
belng on the verge of ‘1084
fasclam."

“In '19084 fasolsm' you go to
Jall under n civil rights act,”
he sald, declaring that the anti-
riot nct under which he was
charged is part of an open hous-
Ing measure,

“The whole trinl was
our iden,"” he sald. “The judge
was our idea. No matter how
they do It they're going to
lose."

About 500 Yale students paid
two dollars each Into a legal
defense fund for Hoffman and
the others charged In the ocon-
spirncy, They ‘laughed at hin
jokes and applauded his scorn
as he mimicked U.8. Distriot
Judge Julius Hoffman and the
prosecution lawyers.

Hoffman and aix others are
being triod before Judge Hoff-
man on charges of conspiring
to cross sate lines to Inclte
rioting at the 1968 democratic
Nationul Convention:

“There's some justice In It,
I guems,” he sald of the trial.
“We've all gol contempt for
that court nnd everything It re-
presenta.’

He mimicked the judge critd-
cizing the defendants for “'de-
crying the highest court In the
land.”

Bul ,the Yipple leader added,
“It ain’t high. 1 know what high
ls, It ain't high."

Hoftman nlso derided the law
under which he and the others
have been charged, saying It
accused them of conspiring to
cross state lines ‘“‘with Intent
to incite riots’—not with actual-
ly inciting them,

"We always thought this was
all legul,"” he sald, "We're
charged with a state of mind.

“1 " mean I couldn't sit on
that jury, I really don't know.
Who's to say whal someone’s
intentions are?

“I mean | want to overthrow
the government, sure. But I'm
a cultural revolutionary,” he
sald. "I think it would make a
good movie."

And he added, It ain't s0
easy to inclte a riot, You can't
do It alone. You need help—
Hke from Mayor Daley and
dumb pige. It's not so easy to
do it alone.”

Hoffman sald that when the
defense phase of the trial be-
gins today '‘the last 10 years ia
our defense—from 1960 on."

“The 1960s have been the
trinl of the government,' he
sald.

“Social Security Pay Hike

Offlclals-Say Congress’ O0.K.
Won’t Better Lot of Elderly

WASHINGTON (AP) —More
than a million of the neediest
Soclal Becurity pensioners prob-
ably will get no benefit from the
15 per cent increase In pay-
ments expected to be approved
by Congress.

Those Involved are the 1.181
million old persons and others
whose Soclal SBecurity benefits
are 80 low they are supplement-
ed by state welfare payments,

This is their situation, as de-
seribed by officlals:

The law governing the. feder-
nl-state welfare —not
the Boclal Becurity program—
requires each state, In setting
the level of welfare assistance,
to consider a reciplent's income.
This Includes any income from
Bocial Becurity.

Bo if a person is recelving So-
cial S8ecurity benefits and a sup-
plemental welfare payment, a
ralse in the Social Security level
would simply mean a corre-
sponding reduction in the sup-
plement, and the pensioner
would get the same total pay-
ment,

The House Ways and Means
Committee was aware of this
when it drafted the legialation,

Pope Orders Publication
Of Decrees on Infallibility

VATIOAN CITY (AP) — Pope
Paul VI has ordered the publi-
cation of all the documents and
letters pertaining to the First
Vatican Council, which decreed
papal infallibllity, the Vatican
announced today.

Many of the documents from
the council had already been
made puble. But to mark the
centenary of the council's open-
Ing—Dec. 8, 1868—the pontiff
declared that anew edition on
the council be put out, contain-
ing all relevant documents,

Theologians, historiana and
other wocholare have already
been asaigned to the task, They
will work from the files in the
Vatican archives,

Vatican observers expect the
work to take at least a year.

Vatican Councl] T was the first
of 20 general councils of the Ro-
man Catholle Church to be held
in St. Peter's Basilica. About
B00 cardinals, Dbishops, pa-
triarchs and abbots look part,
under the stewardship of Plus
X,

The council was filled with
controversy on the question of
papal Infalliblity. Most Roman
Catholles at the time favored It
but there was a good deal of
confusion about its meaning,

Some wanted all papal pro-
nouncements considered infalll-
able. in the end, the councll vot-
ed Ms approval a document
called Pastor Aeterfius—Bternal
Pastor—which sald the Pope
was Infallible in making certain
pronouncements on matters of
dogma. To signal the use of the
Infallibllity provision, a pontiff
must make such pronounce-
ments ‘ex cathedra'—from the
chair.

Bince Vatican I the ex cathe-
dra formula has been used only
once, when Pope Pius XII pro-
claimed the dogma of the bodily
assumption of the Virgin
Mary Into heaven. He did this
on Nov, 1, 1850,

The vote on the Infallibility
document took place July 18,
1870, with Pius XI preaiding. It
passed 433-2, Both Bishops who
voted no accepted the document
immediately afterward. They
were Luigi Ricclo of Italy and
Bdward Fitzgerald of Little
Rock, Ark,

The second Vatican Council,
held in St. Peter’s from 1062-
1085, reaffirmed the definition of
papal infallibllity. That counell,
however, established officially
the concept of colleglality, or
sharing by bishopa in the pope's
decision-making power,

Members Busily Listening
To Six Different Drummers

NEW YORK (AP) — Jeffor-
son Airplane soars higher each
trip, its six-man crew scanning
the horizon for artistic satisfac-
tion to go with their commercial
success,

The Airplane, formed In 1965,
bore the San Francisco brand of
rock music to America and Eu-
rope. Two hit singles In 1967,
“Somebody to Love” and
*“White Rabbit,"” made it one of
the country’s best-known
ETOups.

But times have changed for
Jefferson Alrplane. Even as
they play to sold-out concerts
around the ocountry, the Alr-
plane pushes hard agninst crite-
ria by which rock musicians are
measured. Making money and
selling records are unimportant
now, the Alrplane says.

The Alrplane sings openly
now of a genoeration’'s confronta-
tion with convention. Its new,
sixth album, '"Volunteers,' was
delayed by a dispute with a
record company over the lyrics
of some songs. The Airplane
won, the "“obscene” words are
clearly heard.

There are no stars in the Alr-
plane, or six stars. They mesh
and come apart and mesh
again, each weaver working to
his own vislon of what the song
ahould be. When It works, the
audience in enveloped in a loud,
lyrical web. When It'a not work-
ing, on lookers are left to watch
six struggling musicians trying
to get together,

* The Airplane s Grace Blick
and Marty Balin, singing; Paul
Kantner, singing and rhythm
gultar; Jack Casady, basa gul
tar; Jorma Kaukonen, lead gul-
tar, and @8pencer Dryden,
drums.

On thelr last visit to New
York City, where they played to
more than 15,000 people in three
days at the Fillmore East, Paul
Kantner and Grace 8lick re-
flacted on thelr music and phi-
losphy In an interview. Excerpta
follow,

Question: How do you work on
slage?

Grace: It's hard for ue to get
it together, 'caume nobody ploys
the same thing twice., Bo you
can't just sasume the drummer
Is doing the same thing he aid
last night. We c¢an on some
nongs, some are predictable, but
most of ‘em aren't,

Paul: You've got a vague idea
of what's supposed to happen
and you play what you feel llke
playing at the time and you sing
like you feel like wsinging ...
Somelmen during a jam Grace
or Marty or 1 will sing some-
body eclse's song, or we'll pick
up someone else's lyrics, lke
Omce last night singing one of
Croaby, 8tilla and Nash's new
songs.

Q: Jack and Jorma play lto
each other, don't they?

Paul: Well, we all do in a
sense. Juck and Jorma probably
more than the others, but svery-
body still playing to everybody
else In a nenso. There's no con-
sclous diréction, where It's all
focused down on the drumbeat
or anything llke that. It just el-
ther works or It doean't,

Grace; You move around the
stage for n definite renson; to
hear, to be physically close to
imply something. The music ia
80 loud and kinda strong that
you often have to use your
whole body to Imply something
to n member of the group. Like,
Spencer will plny with his hend
down and you'll have to bend
down and do stuff like that to
get hin attention,

Q: Who decides the program
for the night?

Grace: Paul's the only one
who knows what we're gonna
play, and he changes it In the
middle of a set. That's why aft-
er we get through playing a
sohg there are people wandor-
ing around the stage. That's his

thing, keep it a secret until he's
ready. Sometimes two membern
won't know what the song Is and
Paul will start playing and
they'll say, 'Oh, that's It, okay.'
It's very loose.

Q: What about the audience?

Paul: When you're on stage, it
doesn't really matter whether
there are four people walching
us or nobody walching us or a
million people watlching us, We
sorta feel the same.

Q: How does the group learn
a song?

Paul: Whoever wrote it plays
it. Then we just start playing it,
learn the chord structure,
change It If you want to . Usual-
ly one person has the song, or
the basic idea of the song.

Q: Do you care about selling
records?

Grace: Belling records Is no
problem. You can go straight to
something, bulld a freeway and
g0 straight to It or you can trav-
el around here and look at stuff
on the way. Either way is all
right. There are some people
who make top 40 records;
that's good, they go stra'ght
through and make that record.
You know If you get on the free-
way it's going to take a certain
amount of time and you're gon-
na see certain things and you
know where you're gonna get,
You don't particularly know
when you take a side road how
you're gonna get there, or i

you're gonna get there.
- Q. Do you feel restricted by
the confines of the group?

Grace: Sure, occasionally.

Q. Any chance of breaking
up?

Paul: It seems to be working,
When it stops working, every-
body can do whatever they
want, If Grace wants to go out
and make an album, she can if
she has the time.

Q. I guess at this point you've
made it financlally.

Paul: No. We don’t save mon-
ey, we spend a_ lot of money. I
mesan we spend o lot of money
that we wouldn't otherwine
have. We pay Glenn McKay's
Head Lights to come out. We
don't need a light show. We put
more work on our album ecov-
ers, It costs us more money, We
carry all that sound equipment,
the sound equipment cosis a
mint.

Grace: We don't have any
money stashed anywhere, it's In
constan! use.

Q: For the first time, you've
put politics in your songs. Why?

Paul: I don't see us as being
political In dur songs. '‘Volun-
teera' is not political, oullaws
aren’t political. That's what the
song is about... I don't get in-
volved with crazy revolutionar-
les,.. They're spending all their
time being paranoid when they
oould be out on the West Coast
enjoying themselves, gelting
high, meeting lotsa people and
ignoring it all,

Q: What about the song ‘‘Mea-
downlands"” ? That's the song of
the Red Army.

Paul: We put it In there be-
cause we thought it would of-
fend a lot of people, We also put
It In there because it's really a
besutiful melody, o benutitul
song, nice and strong, great
melody.

Grace: Musiclans play muasie,
other people impose political or
leadership qualities on the muasi.
clana, The media has decided
we'je apokeaman for this gener-
atioh... were not the ones who
decided It. 8o when they ask us
questions about politics, it's stu-
pid.

Paul: Musiclans are true an-
archists, they just do what
seems to be the thing to do that
day.

Q: But aren't you leaders by
nelting an example, by the pres-
tige that accrues to you?
Doesn't your taking acld setl an
example?

Paul: That's not being a lead-
er, that's saying a posaibllity for
good ..Drugs are no more im-
portant to our scene than gultar
stringn. Thoy're useful and
they're enjoyable and they fos-
ter n certain way of thinking,
they're not hardly at all a major
factor, it's like 10 per cent,

Grace: You stay in a rut of
whut's nround you, If I'd been
around in 1910, I'd have written
songs about cars or alrplanes,
they were new and Interesting
and hadn't been tried out.

Q: Bul you're nware that a lot
of kids are trying these things
out Just beocause rock groups
are doing them?

Paul: Yeah, good, Good.

Grace: I'm going to go around
and be whatever I am and say
whatever [ please. If some guy
wants to run up and jump off a
olitf because I'm putting him on
about It, there's nothing I can
do about it,

—How the larger community
will be financed, especially its
expensive farm subsidies.

—How to arrange the transi-
tion period during which Britain
would gradually take over the
expenses and responaibility of
membership,

—Procedures for negotintions.

—Britain's future relations
with the Coal and
8teel Community and with Eu-
ratom , the Common Market's
organization for the peaceful
usea of nuclear energy.

—Changes that will be needed
in Common Market institutions,
such sa the l4-man executive
commission.

—Britain’'s future relations
with the Commonwealth after it
joins the Common Market,

—Future arrangements within
the Common Market on interna-
tional finance, Including the
handling of Britain's foreign
debts and especially the sterling
balances held by many Com-
monwealth countries since
World War II,

Nixon Tackles War and

Taxes

With Promise and a Warning

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Nixon is crack-
ing his whip at Congress
with a renewed threat to
call a special post-Christ-
mas session and a warni
that he would veto the
massive tax reform bill as
now written by the Senate.

The President took a tough
fiscal line in his televised news
conference Monday night, mak-
ing it clear he intends to protect
his planned budget surplyses
from deep tax cuts and in.
creased spending,

“I can aasure you that I in-
tend to use all the powers 1
seas us President,” Nixon said,
‘to wtop the rise In the cost of
living—including the veto,'

The veto notice came early in
the half-hour exchanges with
newsmen, One of them asked:
Could he sign the tax bill if {t
clears Congress containing the
Senate-approved boost In per-
sonal income tax exemptions
from the present $800 to $800,
plus the proposed 15 per cent in-
crease In Societ SBecurity bene-
tits?

Nixon replied quickly and em-
phatically: ‘‘No."”

He also renewed his recent
warning that he will call Con.
gresas back into special session
after Christmas #f It falls to
complete s work on the major
appropriation bills for flscal
ln’m—the government year
which ‘siready s almost half
over,

Most of the 13 money bills still
are unfinished, making it doubt-
ful whether Nixon can prepare
his budget message for fiscal
1871 in time to meet the Janu.
ary legal deadline,

Nixon sald both House and
Benate have speeded up their
work on appropriations, raising
his hopes of completion In time
80 that “you can all have a va-
cation"” between Christmas and
New Years,

Otherwise, he sald, he would

28 Black Lives in Two Years

LOS ANGELES (AP) —
lice say a series of attempts by
armed Black Panthers to intiml-
dale officers lay behind a deci-
sion to rald the militant Negro
organization’s Los Angeles
headquarters.

The result was a four-hour
siege and shootout Monday in
which =ix persons, including
three policemen, were wounded.

It was the latest in a series of
police-Panther confrontations
which have resulted in the death
of =28 members of the Negro
group since January 1968, said
Charies Garry, white attorney
for the Panthers' national head-
quarters In Oakland. Two Pan-
thers were fatally shot during a
police rald In Chicago Thurs-
day.

Negro spokesmen charged
that the Los Angeles raid waa
part of a widespread police plot
to break up the Panthers, If nec-
essary by killing them.

Acting Police Chief Harold
Gales said the purpdse of his
men was 1o serve warranty for
llegal possession of weapons.

Gates sald an officer went o
the Panther headquarters last
week to check a complaint of an

State Ben. Mervyn M. Dymal-
ly, a Negro Democrat who rep-
resenis the dimtrict  called the
battle “a national plan for po-
lice repression of the Panthers.
