Our own willingness to use the Lodge
resignation asm a chance to show our
contempt for the progress of the Paris
peace talks to date was based on our
fesling that the Communists had, so far,
contributed absolutely nothing to any
chance of success there,

But when we chose to play the down-
grading, negative game, we might have
caloulated that the easiest way for Hanol
to respond would be to play the same
kind of negative game, which ia what
Hanol has now done.

There i8, of course, another posaible
way of doing business in this world. But,
since it doemn't have a very successful
tme of It melling itself to an advanced,
Intelligent nation like oursclves, one can
hardly expect the wicked and backward
Communists to practics It,

The other possible way would be that
of responding to neguativism not with
more negativism, But with a touch of
the ponitive,

‘Thus we might concelvably have re-
sponded to Hanol's lnck of cooperation
at Paris by roplacing Ambusandor Lodge
with somebody even more Important and
prestigious than he—any Vice President
Agnew, for Instance. This might, from
one point of view, seem merely n wasto
of Mr. Agnew's time and talents. But It
might, on the other hand, by showing
the tremendous importance we were will-
Ing to nccord the peace talks in Paris,
put the diplomatic pressure on ¥ianol.

Or Hanol, for that matter, cl:u}d have
found a positive, rather than a negatlye,
strategy for responding to the current
United Btates willingness to downgrads
the Paris talks, Hano! could have done
this by sending additionnl prestigioun
personnel to Purls, or by npreading
rumors of Important new proposals be,
Ing prepared for submission nt Paris.
Then the world might have begun blam.
Ing us for not belng at Paris In full
representation and full readiness for the
moat In‘)portnnt kind of dullnl

But this kind of strategy, for efther
Washington or Hanol, would mmount to
upmanship, and to answering bad ex-

ample with good example. Which
doean’'t come ensy for any nation.

Bince so many of you have brought
your youngsters with you, today T
would like to talk about young peaple,
about the silent majority and the voocal
minority of youth. I would like to dis-
cuss shallow demonstrations and pro-
found demonstrations, end a way for
men and women of good will, and of
all ages, to begin to bridge the genera-

stion gap.

For some time now, I have been
speaking out against the cause that some
people have been demonstrating about.
As a repult, T have been charged with
being -~ "aguinst the right to demon-
atrate.'”

For some time now, I have been re-
minding parents and young people alike
that self-respect begins with mutual re-

spect, and that order in soctety begins .

with  discipline and authority in the
home. As a result, T have been charg-
od with being ‘“‘agalnst young peopls.”

(I've also made a couple of speeches
aboit the media, but nobody pald any
attention to those.) )

Now, mnybody who knows me, or has
taken the trouble to read what I have to
eay, knows that I respect that right of
dissent In America, and knows that I
admire and respect the great majority
of young people in America today.

But the fact of the charges {llustrates
& phenomenon of our times, Too many of
us are unwhling to argue a point but
are too wiling to point at an arguer.
Too many of us stand ready to evade
a debate by challenging the motives of
the debater, Why bother to come to
grips with a real lsmue, they ask, when
o strawman of your own offors such an
inviting target?

That kind of evasion results (n
"ricochet rhetoric’ — when people do
not respond to what Is sald, but to what
othor peoplo may you meant. There I
nothing wrong with joining an lssue, ‘but
there Is something very definitely wrong
In two sldes deliberately missing each
other's point.

Thal is why there {a so little real com-
munication betwoen those who demon-
strate and those who are the targets of
demonatration. That s why what should
be a “meaningtul dinlogue'’ has become
all too often & cacophony of meaning-
less monologues. That refusal (o ap-
proach an lssue with an open mind that
refusal to entertaln n spirit of compro-
mise—that is what (s bullding barriers
between the young and the not-so-young,
between an outspoken minority and a
soft-spoken majority. That is the barrier
we must begin to dismantie—from both
nides, ¥

Freedom of speoch Is useless without
freedom of thought. And 1 fear that the
politics of protest (s shutting out the
process of thought, »0 necessary to
rational discussion, We are faced with
the Ten OCommandments of Protost:

The . long search for natural
satellites of the earth has end-
ed with the discovery of at least
two tiny moons revolving 4,720
miles nbove us. They are of
magnitudes 6 to 8, which means
they are too faint to be neen by
the naked eye but can readily
be photographed. The discovery
of these tiny moons brings to a
conclusion searches which have
been under way for 22 years, n
detective story in which few
clues were available but dill-
gence In exploring unexpected
clues finally led to a solution.

When man first recognized
the moon as earth's satellite, he
may have pondered the possi-
bllity of other natural satellites
orbiting the earth. However, un-
til the advent of sophisticated
optical equipment, there was no
possibllity of finding small
moons. With the launching of
Sputnik 1, computers and op-
tical devices to observe the
nkles wore developed to permit
soientints to  precisely predict
the orbity of the artificial watel-
ltes, These were the tools used
for the searches.

Clyde Tombaugh, the dis-
coverer of the planet Pluto, ad-
dressed himself to such a
gearch nlmost 10 years ago.
Despite the .use of excellent
equipment with which he photo-
graphed suspected areas of the
sky over and over ngain, he
found nothing. With these neg-
atlve resullts astronomers were
ready to admit that natural
satellites of the earth, other
than our moon, did not exist.
Then, In 1968, Dr. John P.
Bagby, of the Hughes Alreraft
Co,, by n novel approach to the
problem, discovered these two
smnll natural satellites,

Dr. Bagby deduced that any
nntural satellites  would be
founid In three general orbils
His  visual and photographic
seurch, from 1037 to 1863, pra-
dueed nogative results

The aren of the sk$ contain-
ing the first of these orbits was
covered three times  without
success, The second orbit is
theoretically possible but prac-
tieally implausible, so it was
ignored. A search was sturted
for the third orbit and, sudden-
ly, new Informuation became
avallable which spelled success
for this undertaking

In their study of the orbits
of man-made satellites, sciens
tists occanionnlly found sudden
anomalies, or unexplained
changes, taking piace in those
numbers which characterized or
defined the orbits of the art)-
ficial satellites, changes “which
do not occur without some valld
reasons. Thus, the changes were
considered drastic enough to
warrant looking for another ob-
Ject In space which was disturb-
Ing the satellites— perhaps a
natural satellite of the earth.

The changes appeared to take
place at the point where the
paths  of the artificial and
natural  satellites cross. The
path of the natural satellite was
the third orbit Dr. Bagby com-
puted. Further, the disturbances
seemed to occur when the two
badies were within one mile of
each other.

From reports of the dis
turbances, he discovered L was
possible to refine the third orbit
and compute a unigue sét of ele-
ments for the natural satellite,
When the computation was com-
pleted, it pointed to a startling
fact, :

Wonders of the Universe——

Natural Satellites
Of Earth Discovered

The data Indicated that on
Dec. 18, 1965, a natural satellite
wis eircling the earth with a
period of 4.622 hours at an al-
ttude of about 4,720 miles, with
n path inclined to the earth's
equator by about 42 degrees.
For some mysterious reason,
this nutural satellite broke into
at least 10 pleces, all of which
continued to circle the earth in
the former path.

If natural satellites exist and
they affeot the artiticial ones,
how do they do It7 Scientists
can think of three ways in which
natural satellites could atfect
artificial onea,

The first is that they might
pass close enourh to each other
so that gravitational attraction
might disturb the artificial
satellite, To see if this effect
Is meaningful, it was suggested
that the natural sotellite has a
diameter between 30 and 100
feet, with a specific gravity of
about 4.0—that Is, a heavy rock.
They also nsgumed the artificial
satellite han o diameter of about
3 feetl and welghs 100 pounds.

If the gravitational pull of the
natural satellite on the artificial
satellite Is computed, It is found
that this pull Is one 10-billionth
the pull of the earth on the ar.
tificinl satellite. Thus, gravita-
tlonal perturbationsa can be
Ignored.

Because bpth bodles are elec-
trically  charged, there i an
clectrostatic repulsion generat.
ed between the two bodies,
When this repulsive force in
computed, It is found that the
perturbation on the artificlal
satellite by the natural one is
one 10-milllonth the pull of the
carth. Thus, this was not the
mechanism,

The third manner in which
thers cun be a force exerted on
the artificial satellite 1s by an
olectromagnetic force, How-
ever, even before m computa-
ton of the magnitude of
force was completed, the dis-
covery was made concerning
the perturbations.

While we know the artificial
satellites are disturbed, there Is
no satisfactory explanation for

the abrupt changes in the 08
earth satellites which have been
studied. Scientists simply know
these changes occur,

Once the orbits had been com-
puted, It was a simple task to
wait until the proper time to
attempt ¢o photograph the
natural  satellites. When this
wans done, two of these satellites
were discovered. The photo-
graphs showing them were
made on filve consecutive moon-
less nights. The first one was
discovered on a one-hour ex-
posure made on Manrch 26, 1968,
and the second on April 20, 1968.
They are {fast-moving bodles
able to cover the full moon in
from 15 to 20 seconds.

What this meana, we do not
precisely know.

For one thing, it means that
we can compute orbits so rapid-
Iy that a computer can provide
an answer In a few minutea
compared to days of arduous
calculations of the past. The
computer which does this can
also be programmed to do
many similar things for scien-
tiats.

If one were pressed for an
answer as to what natural sat-
ellites of the earth mean, one
would be compelled to answer
that essentially they have given
us knowledge.

With the. knowledge that nat-
ural satellites do exist, searches
may be made for other bodles.
Even more significant, at some-
time In the future we may use
these chunks of space rock.

- Poses Problems, Board Told

There are underlying
lems inherent in General
Statute 10-76, the new law con-
carning special education, ac-
cording to Gabriel 8imches, spe-
cial education consultant for the
State Department of Education.

Addressing the local school
board and about %0 residents
Thursday night, Simches said

every area of special edu-

cation remains at the local
lével. 8pecial education includes
the retarded, emotionally dis-
turbed, perceptually handicap-
ped or the neurologically im-
paired,

8imches pointed out that a
deétermination must be made as
to where =zpecial education be-
gine and ends. According to
norms, approximately 10 to 15
per cent of the total school pop-
ulation should. be recelving
some type of special educstion-
&l service. With a total school
population _of about 2,200 in
Coventry, this means that about
264 students would be Involved
or an average figure of 12 per
oent,

Another problem. facing the
towns under the new law is the
financial burden of special ed-
ucational services. As the de-
mand for these services In¢
creases and the services spread,
the cost can become exorbitant,
Bimches sald he felt the towns
could press for a legislative de-
cision to. change the pattern of
reimbursement, to a pre-financ-
ing set-up rather than the cur.
rent method of reimburaing the
towns after the fiscal year in
which. the service Is provided.
He pointed out that children re-
quiring speclal services who
move into the district after the
budget has been set can present
a real problem to local school
board in handling its funds.

As programs grow, Simches
the Slate Depart-
ment of Education must change
and think “about expanding and
reorganizing its own structure
to help meet the needs of the
local schools. The new law con-
solidated a hodge - podge of
many different laws, Simches
noted, making it difficult for lo-
cal administrations to handle
special education and reim-
bursements,

Presently, specinl educational
services are two-thirds reim-
bursable to the town by the
state, although after the formu-
Ia is worked out, the actual re-
imbursement figures come to
only 50 or 85 per cent. ‘This in-
cludes Instruction, conasultive
nervices, tuition, transportation,
rent, special equipment 'and
materials. The preschool pro-
gram for the deaf s 100 per
cent relmbursable for the first
year, however.

Cooperative SBervices

The law demands that all pre-
school children who will be *‘ir-
reparably diminished If not ex-
posed to & special education

"  must be serviced.
Bpecial programa for the aca-
demically talented are provided
for in the law, but are not man-
datory.

The local board, which has
been plagued by the financial
Implications of special educa-
tion, has been investigating co-
operative services with other
area towns, For instance, if the
Coventry board hired a psychia-
trist and another area town
hired n social worker, the towns
could trade speclallsts on a
need or per diem basis. Prof
ect ASK currently fills some
needs In special areas, but will
be phased out in June of next
year,

Superintendent of Schools
Laurence G. 'O'Connor tod
Simches that the sma:d towns
which must meet the require-
ments of the Jaw regarding spe-
clalists are being priced out of
the market. It {s practically im-
possible to get specialists to
meet the needs of G. 8. 10-78,
O'Connor sald,

There must be a more realis-
tic procedure put forth to eval-
uale the needs of children who
require special services, Sim-
ches said. He pointed out that in
many Instances, once the prob-
lems are recognized, there is
no place for the child 'to go for
special education since the serv-
ices are not provided, Bimches
indicated further that school
systems are pgetting problems
dumped into their laps which
should be solved by other agen-
cles,

“Nixon Gets
Housing Bill
Aiding Poor

WASHINGTON (AP) — Con-
gress has -gm President Nixon
A 34.8 billion bill that would al-
low many more poor families tb
qualify for public housing and
help the mation meet a 10-year,
26-million unit housing goal,

The measure also requires
that for each alum home or
apartment razed as part of an
urban renewal project, a new
low-income dwelling unit would
have to be built iIn the same
area in ita place.

Under the bill the new fami-
lies added to the rolls of public
housing would ¢ome from the
ranks of those (oo poor in the
past to atford even the low sub-
sidized renta of public housing
by paying no more than 25 per
cent of their income for rent.
The bill provides $78 million a
year for that phase of the hous-
ing program.

Another revision would, for
the first time, permit the feder-
al government to pay part of the
operating costs of public hous-
Ing projects and thus rescue
those struggling with fnancial
problems,

Other important provisions In
the bill would:

Authorize a new FHA insur

ance  program for moblle
homen

Make changes to speed up
Implementation of the existing
flood Insurance program.

Increans the maximum
morigage amounts under FHA
programs. For example, FHA
would be allowed to Insure
mortgages on single family
homes up to $33,000; the present
celling 1a $30,000

Extend the authority of the
secrolary of housing and urban
development to fix cellings on
intereat ratea.

Expand the rural housning
program of the Farmers Home
Administration

I wish to express my appreci-
atlon to and admiration of the
Superintendent of Schools and
the Board of Education for their
fair and just consideration of

the question of Mr. Peter Rich-
mond and the PIT publication.
They have made the docision
which was morally and legaily
open to them, and have set an
important example to young
ptopie and older peopls alike of
the meaning of officlal responsi-
bility, professional integrity,
and the preservation of the free-
dom of expresalon and of per-
sonal privacy.

While not agreeing entirely
with the contents of PIT (not in
terms. of words used bt of the
quality of the writing), I recog-
nized Ih it a valld expression of
~ome young people In our com-
munity. T am sorry that the ex-
isting school structures do not
seem (o encom fully such
an activity, and m only re-
motely observe Is existence.
But more important, I belleve
that It needs to be clearly em-
phasized as fundamental prin-
cipal that any man hae the right
to pursue any legal activity In
his own personal time, ThHE
Board of Edugation has no legal
or moral right to dictate the ao-
tivities of ita employes after
school hours, just as the police
department, Post Office, the
supermarket, or, evén, the lo-
cal church, have no legal or
moral right to dictate to the of-
ficer, the mallman, the clerk
or the clergyman. Only If those
activities violate the law, or in-
terfere with the professional
completion of the assigned re-
sponsibilities, may nction be
morally acceptable or legally
valld. (And I should not agree
that Draft Counseling is not Il-
legal, nor the use of certain
words in literary contexts.)

I admire this town, stil so
new to me, for possessing in its
Board of Education and ita
Superintendent men so ably
qualified for their poaition, at
least ns exhibited In this mat-
ter. T hope we may all leamn
much from this debate, and I
strongly urge thmt the forces on
both sides move on from mat.
ters of four letter words to more
drastic questions of our time.

Pentagon Ends
Drought With
Pyrotechnics

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Pentagon has gone into the rain-
making buainess, and s top
scientist believes the
hroke a record drought in The
Philippines. —

Dr. John 8. Fosater Jr., direc-
toF of research and engineering,
sald the system involves the use
of pyrotechnic devices—aerial
fireworks—to Inject »silver {o-
dide into clouds, producing tiny,
lcellke particals and, ultimate-
ly, NMW‘

He said it was developed by a
group called Tri-Service Atmos-
pheric  Applications Reaearch
Project, based at China Lake,
Calif.

Foster's June 13 testimony
was made public Friday. In ft,
he sald the technique had been
used during the spring at the re-
quest of the Philippins Govern-
m'nt, in an effort to ease the
worst drought in a century.

His estimates of the BSoviet
and U.S. stockpiles were deleted
by the censor from June 12 tea-

**Soviet tactical doctrine as to
the use of their forces states ex-
plicitly thatl they expect:lo use
nuclear weapons and chemical
and blological weapons to geth-
er In any future large-scale
fs no guestion that this s what
they tesch in their schools to
their military people.’’

President Nixon on Nov, 25
renounced U.S. use of lethal
chemical weapons uniess an en-
emy employed them first. He
ruled out the use of blological
weapons under any circum-
stances, and sald the United
States will dispose of its stock-
plles of those devices.

In his Junme 12 tlestimony
Wheeler said he hopes the situa-
tion is one in which no mabtion
would unleash chemical or bio-
jogica! warfare for fear of retal
tation,; .

He added an {lustration :

ings, Hitler directed the use of
poison gas against the landings
and the German generals re-
fused to use the chemicals be-
cause they realized that the re-
talistion they would have o en-
dure would probably be In-
tolerable."
