Back Hauck

The Democratic members of
the Public Building Commission
has written a letter to the town
councll urging that the council
not accept the resignation of
Robert Hauck as chairman of
the Public Bullding Commis-
gsion, “In the besl interest of
all the taxpayers In South Wind-
cor.”

The letter, signed by Chris-
tlaan Noordendorp, David Sher-
man, and Henry Jaskulski,
claims that Hauck was falrly
el _cted naccording to “The
time-honored  ‘spoll  nystem’
rules of electing a member of
the victorious policial party".

The letter refers to Hauck's
claim that the Republican town
chairman Interfered with the
workings of the comminuion by
asking him to resign in favor
ol the previous chairman. It
says: *'The direct interference
by the Republican town chair-
man has disenfranchised this
commimsion in particular and
the town as n whole of its able,
ind _pendent thinking, legally-
elected chairman.

"It has left the commission
in an impasse which will, in the
forthcoming two crucinl years
when contructs worth millions
of dollars are to be declded on,
undoubtedly, grow Into chaotle
conditions."

“With the continual political
harrnssment from outside the
commission of the past two
years In mind,” the letter con-
tinued, "the taxpayer will won-
der who ultimately makes the
declsions on the various hoards
and commisaions, Obviously, It
I8 not the individuals they voted
for In the last elsction nor those
who were appolnted to theae
boards and commissions."

Finally, the lotter asked that
"“To aveld an extension and
ponsible deterioration of the
present chaoa, the Democratic
minority by representation urge
the South Windsor Town Coun-
¢l not to accept the reslgna-
tion in the best Interest of all
the taxpayers in South Wind-
wor."

While the subject of the Dem-
ocratic Jotter did not come up
at last night's Town Councll
meeting, the Council did vote to
table conslderation of Hauck's
lotter of resignation.

It was 4:30 a.m., Dec. 16, 1944,

""‘Operation Fall
Mist,” which was to become the
Battle of the Bulge, had begun
in its key central sector with the
stealthiness of ﬂ* d over
the fields, e
D‘“’ the north, 88 Gen. Sepp

etrich’'s artillery opened a
thundering overture to the ap-
proach of his 6th Panszer Army.

The tactic of stealth, which
was to prove the most effective,
Was one concession that the oth-
erwise unbending Hitler had
granted Manteuffel. The 5 foot 4
general, a grand-nephew of one
of Bismarck's field marshals,
had not hesitated to tell Hitler
what he thought was wrong with
the plan of battle,

Hitler kept the plan secret un-
tl the last moment and Man-
teuffel was astonished when he
first learned of it a month and a
half earlier. At the time, his
army waa heavily engaged de-
fending German soil between
Aachen and the Rhine,

“On Nov. 8, Field Marshal
Walther Model, my tmmediate
superior, invited me to his com-
mand post for breakfast’ Man-
teuffel recalls at his home in
this Alpine village in Bavaria.
“To my surprise, Jodl was
there."

Col. Gen. Alfred Jodl was
chief of staff of the Wehrmacht
high command. Also present
was Field Mearshal Gerd von
Rundstedt, commander of the
western front.

Model, commander of Army
Group B, outlined Hitler's plan
in a three-hour briefing.

““The thing about
this plan was that it was drawn
up in theory alone at the Wolf's
Lalr (Hitler's headquarters)
without the advice of any of the
top fleld commanders,” says
Manteuffel. '"You may well Im-
agine that I was astounded.”

The plan called for the B5th
and 6th Panzer armies to attack
abreast through the thickly
wooded Schnee Eifel and Ard-
ennes, overrunning Bastogne,
8t. Vith and Malmedy, break
through across the Meuse Riv-
er and wheel northward over
open tank country to Brussels.
The final objective was the stra-
the Meuse, with bridgeheads

The 7th Army to the south had
the more limited mission of pro-
tecting Manteuffel’s left flank.

‘“I told Jodl in no uncertain
terma that before such an at-
tack could begin five require-

ments had to be tulfilled,” Man-
teuffel

“The attacking units must be
brougit up to fighting strength.

“The units must have their
full complement of weapaons.

“There must be sufficient sup-
plies of food, fue! and ammuni-
tion.

“The necessary transporta-
tion must be on hand.

“Troops must be sufficlently
rested and undergo special
training for the attack.

“If these are fulfilied, I told
Jodl, then I think we can reach
them?" Manteuffel explains.
02 the east bank. Then we can
see what more can be accom-
plished When I finished
talking, Mode! and Rundstedt
nodded In approval. But Jod! de-
clared: ‘Irrevocable,

As it turned out, none of the
requirements Manteuffel listed
was met fully.

The next day, Mhnteuffel and
Model agreed on what they con-
sldered A -more realistic
scheme, a “little slam” as op-
poszd to Hitler's “‘grand slam."

This envisioned a penetration
to the Ardennes, followed by a
northward turn at the Meuse,
bul no crossing. With such a left
hook, the two commanders felt
they could cut off 15 British, Ca-
nadian and American divisions,
the latter constituting the bulk
of the U8, 1st Army command-
ed by Lt. Gen. Courtney
Hodges.

The two won approval from
Rundstedt to take their alterna-
tive plan to Berlin.

Late in the afternoon of Dec. 2
Mode! and Manteuffel sat at &
amall table opposite Hitler.
They were flanked by Jodl and
Field Marshal Wilhelm Keltel,
chief .of the Wehrmacht high
command.

Hitler's mental ‘alertness
seemed unimpaired, but Man-
teuffel noticed he was showing
slgns of physical degeneration.
When he walked, Hitler dragged
his left leg and one arm ap-
peared almost useless.

‘“We expressed our doubts to
Hitler," Manteuffel recalls. *I
summed up in 11 points what
my army lacked. Hitler did not
Interrupt although Model was
pretty sharp in his remarks, I,
too ... But nothing came of it
strategically."

Hitler led Manteuffel into a
side room and gave the general
& one-hour lecture on the politi-
cal significance of the plan:

The thrust through the weakly
defended Ardennes would split
the Americans and Britons
physically—Gen. Omar N. Brad-
ley's 12th Army Group from
Field Marshal Bernard Law
Montgomery’'s 2ist. But most
important, as Hitler saw it, the
reversal would shatter the Brit.
fsh-American alliance. It would
be another Dunkergue,

From the hindsight of 25

. years, Manteuffel acknowledges

that Hitler's strategic concept
was good, “but his grand design
completely lacked a realistic
concept of what was still possi-
bie in the fifth year of the war."

Despite his doubts, Manteuffel
saw the offensive as ‘'the last
chance to rout the Allles on the
western front so decisively that
they would be unable to resume
the offensive for three to four
months. And then we could
reach a political arrangement in
some way."

“It was a very quiet front, re-
gard:d as a rest area by the
Americans.

The general belioves that the
surprise he achieved was one
factor that permitted his army
to drive a bulge 50 miles long
into the Allled lines. while Sepp
Dietrich's spearhead stalled in
the third day of the attack.

“Three hundred thousand
men and a thousand armored
vehicles were deployed without
detection by Allled intelll-
gence," Manteuffel says.

On Dec. 16, three German ar
mies comprising 22
were huried against 4% U.8. di-
visions, including three of Maj.
Gen. Troy Middleton's 8th Corps
that held an 88-mile front.

The outnumbered Ametricans
began what Manteuffel de-
acribes as “the battle of littls
men''—amall, isolated unita that
bravely delayed the round-
bound German spearhead.

They diarupted the German
timetable. Instead of reaching
the Meuse by the second night
Manteuffel’'s two tank corps
found themselves engaged in at-
tacking the stubbormn northern
and southern shoulders of the
bulge—8t. Vith and Bastogne.

Through
what Manteuffel describes as a
tactical error, Bastogne was
surrounded but never captured.

NEW YORK (AP) — The ol
gar people think they're on to
something in teaching women to
smoke. Already there are an es-
timated 100,000 women cigar
smokers in America, and that
leaves mlillions more to culti-
vale as customers,

Don't for a minute underesti-
mate the seriousness of their in-
tentions, With cigarettes under
attack as hazards Lo health, the
cigar people feel that their
chances of luring women to the
bigger w:ed are pgreatly im-
proved.

They have redesigned thelr
product to make It slimmer,
more graceful in appearance
and less obtrusive. They have
mentholated {t, flavored it with
Burgundy, rum, cherry and oth-
er fruits and have put plastic
tips on the end.

In order to betler promote the
product, they have named a for-
mer beauty queen, Judy Lynn
Prince, as assistant director of
the Cigar Institute of America,
a job that requires her to tour
the country, talking and puffing

And just 50 the ladies won't
ruin the act before it really
catches on, the institute officials
have lssued rules of etiquette
for female smokers.

Among the bits of advice:

—Remove the cigar from the
mouth between puffs,

—Never permit the cigar to
dangle from your lipa,

—Walt until everyone ls fin-
Ished eating before lighting up.

—Romove the discarded stub
from the ashiray promptly.

—Never smoke a coigar on the
atreels.

Untll the past few yeoars, the
rulea almost might have includ-
ed: Don't let anybody ever see
you smoke, or, amoke only in
the privacy of your own bou-
dolr.

A few women have always
dared to be seen smoking publ-
lcly. George 8and, the French
romantic novelist of the 1800s,
and Amy Lowell, the American
poet who dled In 1925, were
among them. But they were
known to break other conven-
tions nx woell,

Clgar smoking In many parts

of the world was to be consaid-
ered a vice that a woman must
hide even from her husband, a
vice that could bring shame to
the family. The stigme was er
ased first in Europe, especially
in Scandinavia.

Greta Garbo, Mrs. Abe For-
tas, Elizabeth Taylor, Lauren
Becall and Marlene Dietrich are
identified now as inclined to
take & puff. And, it {s claimed,
some¢ men will give their wives
cigars for this Christmas.

This receptiveness of women
to cigars is not fully understood,
but perhaps It is part of the new
freedom for women. Cigar
smokers, some behavioral pey-
chologists clalm, are inclined to
be achievers.

England's achievers from Ra-
leigh to Winston Churchill, the
institute notes, were clgar fan-
clers. One of them, the Duke of
Beaufort, Is sald to have built a
humidor to contain 7,000 clgars,

Baron Rothchild, the banker,
is sald to have ordered his ci-
gars in lots of 14,000. France's
Napoleon ITI bought 20,000 gold.
tipped panetalas at $7.50 ench,
the institute claims. And, while
stressing physical fitness, Preaj.
dent John F., Kennedy amoked
clgars.

If clgar amoking is suggeative
of aggreasive, achleving, doml.
neering personalities, therefore,
the men should take a hint from
the way in which women have
taken to the passtime.

Otherwise it might not be long
before he Is denigrated by some
poetess who, in mimlery of Rud-
yard Kipling, will write:

“A man |s only a man, but a
good cigar is n smoke."

It was estimated that such an
election would cost Vernon
about $3,000 and Ellington about
$1,600, SBadlak's term  would
have ended in January 1071,
The person elected next Novem-
ber will fill the two-month
vacancy plus the regular four
year term,

Soviet Defense Budget Hik;
The Most Modest in Years

MOBSCOW (AP) — The SBoviet
Unlon announced today n de-
fense budget of 17.9 billlon ru-
bles for 1970, an increase of 200
million rubles over last year's

t.

But the iIncrease was the
smallest in Soviet military
spending since 1968 when the
budget was cut,

The ruble ia worth $1.11 al the
officlal rate of exchange.

The increase for 1970 pushed
the defense budget to a record
high level but this was only a
fraction of the 1-blillon ruble In-
crease announced a year ago.

The nation's ‘total budget for
1970 amounted to 144.5 billion
rubles, or the equivalent of
$168.8 bilion at the officinl ex-
change rate.

The expenditure were alightly
lower than the expected alate
income of 144.8 billlon rubles.

Although the 1070 milltary
budget was officlally announced
as 17.9 billion rubles, exact de-
fense spending In the Soviet Un.
fon s hard to aseces,

Bomo Western experts enti-
mate that as much as half of the
total military spending is hidden
in other budget {tems such ns
the machine-bullding Industry.

The announced figure Is es-
sentially a token of the govern-
ment attitude on defense re-
quirements, The modest In.
crease (n the announced mill-
‘tary spending for next year ap-
peared to be u cautious gesture
townrd restraining the arms
race.

The Soviet announcement of
its defenie budget came a day
after the U.8. Benate passed a
$00.3-billlon doferwe approprin-
than $5 billion off President Nix-

on's original requeat, In order o
bring spending in line with custa
announced by the Pentagon.

Harlier the SBoviet Union's top

soonomic planner reported in-
dustrial output incrensed by 7
per cent in 1960, alightly under
the goal aet last year of7.3 per
oent,
But Nikolal Balbakov, chalr-
man of the 8tate Planning Com-
mission, added that the over-all
state Industrinl plan would be
fultilled.

For 1970 he set n more modest
goal for industrinl production—a
0.8 per cent rise.

Speaking before the Supreme
Soviet, the parllament, Balba-
kov rapidly ran through figures
of last year's production and
planned targets for next year.

He promised a 6.8 per cent In-
crease in consumer goods and o
0.0 per cent rise in automoblles.
Automoblile production is
planned at 922,000 vehicles, in-
cluding 627,000 trucks and
348,000 passenger cars.

Balbakov disclosed that the
new Soviet automobile plant
bullt in conjunction with Fiat of
Italy Is expected to produce
30,000 cara next year.

He sald bad weather had cut
back on both agricultural and
industrial production. The pro-
duction largets for graln, cotton
and sugar beeta were not met.

The important grain crop lo-
taled 160.5 million moetric tons,
down from last year's produc-
tion of 109.2 milllon tons,

For next year he planned a 9
per cent increase In the grain
hirvest.

Batbakov's report was ex-
preased largely in percentages,

and total figures were not dis-
closed under most headings.

Baibakov criticized govern-
ment miniaters and directora of
stale enterprises for fallure to
meet production goals In steel
and ferrous metals, coal and
f riilizer during 1660,

The year's output for steel
and Iron ran 5 million tons short
of the plan, while conl was off 11
million tons and mineral fertiliz-
ers 2.5 milllon tons.

He also sald many enterprise
directors went ahead with sa-
lary Increases even though they
falled to achieve the labor prod-
uctivity goaln set {n the plan,

He sald that taking into ac-
count all. bonusen the average
salary for administrators and
workers would bs 121 rubles por
month, This Is §134.80 at the of-
ficlal exchange rate.

The sale of passenger cars to
the population would increase
by 40 per cent, he sald.

As Balbakov rattled through
the flgures for more thanan
hour the Soviet leadership aat
on the ralsed benches at the
front of the 8Supreme Soviet
chamber where two houses were
meeting In a joint weuslon,

Communist  party General
Secretary Leonid 1. Brezhnev
and Promior Alexel N. Kosygin
were applauded by the 1500 or

Harvard Susper—lds 16
In Nov. 19 Takeover

CAMBRIDGE, Maas. (AP) —
Harvard University has sus-
pended 16 atudents for taking
part In “an obatructive demon-
atration’ Nov. 19 in the office of
Hmeast R, May, dean of Har-
vard College.

The actlon, ordered Manday
by n disciplinary committoe, in-
volved outright separation for
two of the atudents, These were
the moat severe penaltion meted
out In the cases of 26 students
against whom Dean May flled
complaints,

The 14 others suspended were
required to withdraw from the
university, a punishment one
step leas scrious than outright
soparation.

The disciplinary committee
wan the Committee on Righta
and Responsibllities of the Fac-
ulty of Arts and Sclencen. In (ta
roport, the panel sald “all of
those charged here were In-
volved in concerted nctivitios
nimed at the forcible confine.
mont of the dean of the col-
lego...

“Actions which abrogate an
Individual's personal rights, and
especinlly thoae which provide a
physical threat to his person,
cannot be tolerated...’”” the com-
mittee added.

The sit-in was to protest al-
leged discrimination in  Har
vard's hiring practices. None of
the students involved or discl-
plined was identified.

In 0 summary of the commit-
too's action, the university sald
“one student was acquittéd, one
wan admonished, five were
pinced under warning, 14 were
required o withdraw from the
university, (wo more were re-
quired to withdraw but the re.

quirement was suspended (and)
two wore sepamated from the
univeraity."

The university explained the
upplicable rules this way: “Ad-
monition and warning carry no
sanctions, Those required to
withdraw may be readmitted If
the Committee on Righta and
Resporsibliities, or ta sucoes-
sor, approves. Those separated
require the approval of the com-
mittee and n mujority vote of
the Faculty of Arta and Sclences
for rendmisaion.’

Of the students “'separated.*’
the committee found that one
hud ‘“‘participated in the ob-
structive demonstration and had
on another occasion that same
dany threntened to eject foreibly
from Unlveraity Hall two offl-
cers of the university.” This stu.
dent wan separated at least une
tH Feb, 1, 1971,

The other student not omnly )
participated in the demonstra.
tion, the committee sald, but In
nddition “incited othera forcibly
to interfere with the freedo mof
movement of the dean by call-
ing audibly for others to hold
the dean hostage."'

The separation period in his
case wns eoxtended to Jan. 1,
1972,

Fifteen of the 20 mtudents
were Harvarnd undergraduntes,
six were In Radcliffe College
and four in the Graduate School
of Arts and Sclenoos.

Stanton sald,

Stanton noted Vice President
Spiro T, Agnew's recent oriti-
clsm of the various media and
sald, ‘"‘Subsequent assurances
that tho purpose of these at-
lacks were merely to stimulate
discussion of media perform-
ance, and then self-improve.
ment, ring hollow."

Citing the First Amendment's
guaranioe of freedom of the
press und other portions of the
Bill of Rights, Stanton sald,
“They nre far easler to pay lip
service to than they are to llve
by."

Hé added, ""The real danger is
not theoretical but coldly pract-
cal—it Is the polnted reminder
that Big Brother, the govern-
menl—is keeping (ts eye on you
and If you don't do what it says
Is best, you'll be in trouble,"

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) —
The State Supreme Court over-
turned the narcotics convictions
of two men Monday night when
it ruled that the car In which
the men were riding had been
unconstitutionally searched.

In a concurring opinion, two
of the smix justices—Charles 8.
House and Elmer W. Ryan —
made It clear they were going
along with the ruling “with ex-
treme reluctance’” only because
of recent decisions by the U.8.
Bupreme Court concerning
search and selzure.

“It Is now constitutionally un-
reasonable for a police officer
lawfully arresting two men in
an out-of-state stolen car speed-
ing through this state, after re-
moving them from the car and
securing them by handcuffs, to
then and there search the car
for contraband without first ap-
pearing before a magistrate
and securing = warrant author-
ixing such a mearch,” sald Ryan
and House.

The Bupreme Court ordered a
new trial for Herman Keeby
and Lewelyn M. Burton on
charges of posseasing heroin,

The two men were pulled ov-
er on the Connecticut Turnplke
in East Lyme the evening of
April 28, 1967, by a state troop-
er who thought the car was
exceeding the speed limit.

It was the troopers's intention
only to issue a warning, but he
became suspicious when Keeby
waa unable to find the auto reg-
istration and contradicted him-
self as to who owned the car.

When the police barracks, not-
ifled the trooper that the car
had recently been listed as stol-
en in Dorchester, Mass,, the
trooper arrested Keeby and Bur-
ton, handcuffed them together
in the back of his crulser, and
thhon searched the presumably
stolen car. He found heroin un-
der the front seal,

Keeby and Burton were ac-
quitted by a Buperior Court jury
in New ILondon of auto theft
charges, but were convicted of
chargea of lllegally possessing
narcotics.,

Dyed In all-pur-
pose fabric dye and cut with
wire cutters or by punching
with a can o¢pener, the cans
make marvelous tree orna-
ments.

Any rough edges can be cov-
ered by spraying with a clear
plastic coating. Fasten orna-
ments to tree with wire or
transparent thread.

To dye cans, reports Lady's
Circle magaszine, pull top tabs
and can lids. Prepare a dye so-
lution of liquid or powder dye.
Follow directions for dye se-
lected.

In an enamel or glass pot, add
cans or lids to dye solution and
simmer for five to six minutes
until desired color ls reached.
Remove Items, rinse and let
dry. The dye is absorbed by the
lacquer coating on the cans and
as 'this coating varies with each
can, many effects will be ob-
talned.

A variely of cans can be used
for making ormaments. Light-
welght aluminum cans are espe-
clally easy to cut or puncture.
For larger ornaments, use top
and sides of can, cutting
evenly-spaced strips In sides
and bending strips up.

With glue for metal, attach
smaller tabs for cenler decora-
tion. Use pull-top tabs from bev-
erage cansg, dyed and linked to-
gether, for chains. Small julce-
can lids, when dyed and punc-
tured with a can opener, can be
fitted around small tree lights to
act as colorful reflectors. A nail
or lce pick ecan be used to form
a center hole through which to
place the light.

To make the lantern, use a
small can such as a Vienna sau-
sage can. m:m then with an

Paul VI yesterday deplored the
failing of world leaders to end
the wars in Nigeria, Vietnam
and the Middle East

Reviewing the intemal state
of the Roman Catholle Church,
the T2-year-cld pontiff also de-
cried the increasing number of
priestly - defections and called
this “our crown of thorns." He
reasserted that cellbacy is in
the very nature of the priest-
hood.

The Pope was making hig an-
nual speech replying to Christ-
mas wishes from the cardinals
at the Vatican. He spoke of
“three most regrettable matters
in the network of relationships
between peoples’ — the Nige-
rian confict, Vietnam and the
Middle East.

"We must record with sorrow
that, while war and hunger do
not cease, the expected under-
~*anding is until now far from
belng rcached," the Pope said
ptowt the Nigerian conflict.

He noted that the situation in
Biafra in the past months had
become ‘“still more agonizing
due to the grave lack of nourish-
ment for life and to the shortage
‘of medicine and supplles.”

Tumning to Vietnam, the Fope
noted that many zOnes wene
“dirturbed by war, by messa-
cres and by repeated acts of ter-
rorism that harm so many hum-

Possibly he was referring to the
alleged American massacre at
My Lal

He sald he had addressed a
message to the Vietnamese
bishops to encourage Catholics
to work for “concord and
peace."

A must we forget, espe-
clally now on the eve of Christ.
masn, the people of the Middle
East, particularly that land
which resounded with the song
of the angels on that blessed
night,"” the Pope sald

‘“To all those who suffer dally
becruse of the confliot, to the
refugeens left without home or
fatherland, go our thoughts and
our good wishes, just as our fa-
therly ald will not cease to
them."

Lord, we are perishing.' "

He noled two ‘'‘phenomena
which today's faclle publicity
and the curiosity of public opin.
fon bring more into evidence
than other more generous and
more comforting phenomena.

“One of these two phenomena
la falrly widespread—the uncer-
tainty of the priest about his

cerns faith in the very nature of
the priesthood.”

The Pope said ‘‘provisions
now in force already arrange
for . .. the volpntarily poor and
hardworking life' of the priest.

"The other phenomenon is the
falling away of a small but ever
too noticeable number of priests
and religious from their sacred
duties . . . This Is our crown of
thorna.""

He sald this problem is “‘the
object of studies and provi-
sions" within the church.

But he ruled out any change
in the celibacy rule, saying:
‘“We consider that it ls oppor-
tune to confirm . .. our apostol-
ic duty and intention o preserve
in its intact beauty the law of
sacred cellbacy In the Latin
c¢hurch.”

Like everything e¢lse the Vice President
sayna, this has In it enough of what all
the remt of us have sometimes been
thinking to draw our attention and our
momentary agreement, up to the point,
of course, where wo bogin to tell our own
kida they really don't want to go to col-
lege, or indulge in any of that sisay stuff
of getting a degroe.

Some People Like Ships, Too

The 88 United States, the last and on-
ly passenger ship botween this country
and Burope which flles the U.8. flag,
lost $4,800,000 doing that last year, In
spite of recelving §12,000,000 in federal
subsidies from us taxpayers. If it kept
running this year it would plle up a
similar deficit.

80 U.8. Lines haa canceled the next
three sailings, and threatens to retire
the ship permanently, unless Washing-
ton Increases the federal subaidy for
its operation.

Once again, then, as with the rallroads,
a form of transportation which some
Americans would like to continue to have
avallable s threatening to die out and
relire from the scens uniess the coun-
try's taxpayers guaranteo it against de-
figit. And although, as with ths rallroads,
the cost would run into comparatively
few millions of dollars & yoar, there i

 Boing to be no casy agroement on such

a national policy, even though we are
also u nation which is spending billlons
per man journey to the moon,

We think some of us—those who would
like to be able to ride a decent train or
take an American ship as well as watch
an astronaut walk on the moon—are be-
ginning to be in favor of having the na-
tion itself own and finance und operate
certain minimum but decent services in
all branches of transportation, whether
they be to the moon, to Folkestone, to
Port Cheater or to Podunk.

Twilight Snow

A mow which beings {o settle down
toward the end of the afternoon prolongs,
by #a own whiteness, the twilight it
brings. The falling flakes begin to coat
the normal blacks and darks of the land-
scape. The contrast between the grow-
ing area of the white and the gray and
the narrowing patches of dark greates
a luminosity of its own, with the illusion
the coming of night has been stayed in-
definitely, while time itself hangs fr-
resohute.

What the Btate Chamber was saying
that night Is this. If Connecticut Is going
to become two Connecticuts (double the
present population) by the tum of the
century . . . and if we want to retain our
od a good deal of lendership In this mat-
dependence of local declston-making. .
then somebody had better start facing
up to the problems of better planning,

At a Btate Chamber-sponsored Inter-
town forum last April, civic leaders
throughout the state Identified (these
areas whore population growth could
bring problems which’ will tranacend tra-
ditional town boundaries:

Bducation

Housing

Water Bupply

Public Libraries

Alr Pollution

Health Bervices

Transportation

Traffic control

Waste and refuse disposal

Water pollution or sewage disposal

Parks and recreation

Planning and soning

Bullding Coden

Taxation

Purchaning

An Impressive list of problems. Yet If
they are to be solved without federal or
atate lmposed regional government, In-
dividual towns, such aa Bristol, will have
to do more than rely on palliatives or
plece-meal solutions in the hope the prob-
lem will go away.

Recently the town of Barkhamsted,
faced with n problem of refuse disposal,
purchased a land-fill site- much larger
than the town needed and could afford.
But Barkhamasted then entered into con-
tracta with the towns of Winsted, Oole-
brook, and New Hartford to share the
facllity and the cosls, y didn't wait
for a state agency to l% a solution
or to create a regional - cy to solve
the problem. Acting within the frame-
work of existing town government, they
displayed the Imagination capable of
reaching a solution through voluntary In.
ter-town coopemtion.

The Ceontral Connecticut Regional
Planning Agency recently endorsed the
“Regional Bolld Waste Oollection and
Disposal Report,” of Charles A. Maguire.
This report urges Bristol to join with
Plainville and Plymouth, and poasibly
even Southington and Burlington, In find-
ing a multhb.town refuse disposal area at
once. Bristol's prosent land-fill area will
reach capacity in 1071 and the other
towns are ewen nearer to capacity ae-
cording to the Mnaguire report.

The COCRPA further recommended
"“That rather than forming a special
function distriot such as a solid waste
disposal district, n single municipality
should undertake the establishment of
the solld wuste disposal bulk reduction
facilitica and then contract to provide
these bulk reduction services to neigh-
boring communities desiring the use of
the services."

We gmnt that there are a number of
good »olid citisena of our town who have
a tenacious pride In the strength of local
government and the abllity of Connecti-
cut Yankeea to solve their own problems
and perhaps look askance at regionallam
as A means to solution. But we are
“Yankee'' eonough to appreclate that
apathy s not the answer when the re-
glonal approach may offer some ad-
vantages,

It seems (0 us that Bristol could well
take the lend in Implementing the Cen.
tral  Comnectiout Regional Planning
Agency recommendation for a multi
town refuse disposal aren. Mayor Norton
could do Bristol and our nelghboring
communities a service by Inltiating
studiea to clear the way for Bristol
taking positive action in that regard.

‘"When people (or towns) begin to
realise that they have things in com.
mon, not just problems to be shucked
off on others, they are beginning to have
regional consclousness '

That was the thome of the keynote
anddress at the State Chamber inter-town
forum of last spring. Our own
planning agency members would dowwell
to remind themaelves of that theme and
adopt It for their own. — BRISTOL
PRESS .

In
one confidential chat with
Mayor Josoph Alloto of San
Francisco (who is seeking the
Democratic  nomination  for
Governor), Hayakawa was posi-
tive In his desire to make the
race.

In fact, Hayakawa's senntor-
inl umbitions have gone to the
point that an emissary has re-
cently sounded out professtonal
campalgn  technitians  abowt
working in n possible Haya-
kowa-for-Senator campalgn.

If he doea run, Hayakawa
would be n strong favorite be-
cause of the popular acclalm
for his courngeous handling of
student and facully revolution-
aries st San Francisco State.
Desplte opposition from the left
fringe of the party, he would
be & near certainty for the
Democratic nomination and a
strong favorite against Murphy.

Earller this year, CQalifornia
Democratic leaders were hoping
Hayakawa would run agninst
one of two right-wing Republl.
cans—Gov, Ronald Reagan or—
State School Supt. Maxwell Raf-
ferty. But Hayakawa has no in-
tention of opposing Reagan
(whom he admires) and would
regund the state school job as
a long step down from his pres-
emt college presidency.

Similarly, he said he would go
to Poland if it had diplomatic
ties with Bonn and would even
visit Communist East Germany
if the East Germans allowed
him in,

Helnemann was an executive
of a steel company In Essen
during the war years. He also
belonged to an anti-Naz! group
of the Protestant church.

He became West Germany's
first interior minister in the
Cabinet of the late Konrad Ad.
enauer to whose Christian Dem-
ocratic party he belonged.

He resigned and quit the par-
ty when Adenauer approached
the Western allles on German
rearmament without consulting
his Cabinet. He formed his own
party failed to get into the Bun-
opponents of rearmament. The
party falled to get int the Bun-
destag, the lower houses of par-
liament, and Helnemann joined
the Soclal Democrats,

He became justice minister in
1966 and modemnized the penal
code before resigning to become
president.

The newspaper
Bomner Rundschau, which is
close to the opposition Christian
Democrats, wrote:

‘Federal  President  Heine-
mann s one of the most lovable
figures on the Bonn political
scene ...

It was the first of several
meetings the board plans to
hold in town schools to make a
first-hand assesament of the
physicil condition of each, its
equipment and facllities, and
talk with teachers In their class-
rooms and across the table,

Board members were on thelr
own during two evening periods
to visit cinssrooms and discuss
with teachers, on a one-to-one
basls, the use of equipment and
methods, Bevernl members ox-
pressed surprise and pleasure
with new approaches to sub-
Ject matter.

One of these Is the Iabacus,
n modified form of the ancient
abacus, By using a pencll in »
slot at the side of columns,
each containing six or elght
word selections, the pupll is
nble to form intelligible sen-
tences In conjunction with his
langunge arts work.

“I wish my kids had had
some of these things when they
were In achool,"” one board
member commented at the end
of the evening.

Two ahort intervals in special
rooms were devoted to the
board as a group. In the first,
Mrs. Patricla Trevithick ex-
plained the role of the pre-pri-
mary room. In some schools, it
Is known as the sub-primary,
readiness, or tranaitional room.

Children In this clnss, for the
most part, have had a year of
kindergarten, but have a late
birthday or have not attained
o maturity warranting their
being moved Into first grade.
The goal, Mrs. Trevithick said,
Is to give them a sucocesafil
start to preclude Jater prob-
lems,

In the resource center, Mrs,
Bthel Hawkins explained her
work with puplls who are or
could be classroom problems be-
oause they are perceptuanlly
handicapped. ‘‘These are chil-
dren who are of average or
above average intelligence,' she
said,

Mrs. Hawkins pointed out that
these children, who come from
Bentley and other town achools,
are recelving information which
is not being properly interpre-
ted and Integrated by the brain,
resulting in improper responses.
Such a child has been leaming
that way, and thus appears to
be difforent.

Her work she sald, is to teach
4 perceptually handivapped
youngster to compensate by us
ing one of the other modes of
living: Guatatory and olfactory,
kinesthetic, tactual, auditory,
and visual,

She cited one remarkable
improvement in a fourth grade
boy who was reading on a sec-
ond grade jevel because of an
auditory problem. Training im-
proved his sense of rhythm and

oye span, cenabling him to at-
tadn his grade level within a
yeur's testing time.

On display were a balance
board, single and double walk-
ing rails, and a jump board used
in the program, all made by
the school maimtenance depart-
ment,

Following the tour, board
members and teachors held a
short discussion of achool needs,
The teachers were practically
unanimous in stating that be-
fore anything olbe {s done, the
playground should be repaired.
"Blacktopping with no holes,"
ong msaid,

Replying to Beldon Schaffer's
inquiry about the importance
of a hot lunch program (Bent-
ley has none), Mra, Florence
Woods, principal, sald there
have been féew requests in re-
cent years for one, compared to
requests several years ago.

Depending upon weather, she
said, 150 to 280 chlldrén re-
main In the school for lunci.
“In my opinion," Mra. Woods
clated, "R Is more Important
that the elementary school child
go home for lunch.'"

Liquor Law

The Planning and Zoning
Commission, after considering
several protests wvolced at a
Nov. 25 public hearing, had
adopted revised liquor regula-
tions effective Jan. 1.

Taking into consideration a
protest filed by the American
Legion Jones-Keele Post and 21
residents of Hebron Center
against the 500-foot distance re-
quirements from a college,
school, church, hosplital, library,
park or playground, the Com-
misxion has made several revi-
sfons in the section.

The revised regulation elim.
inates the distance requirement
for liquor outlets operated as
part of a hotel, private club or
golf course and also deletes
‘“library, park, or playground'
from the distance requirement
of outlets for both on and off
premise consumption,

The Legion had strongly pro-
tested the - “library” restriction
stating that it “can only be In-
terpreted as being aimed st our
elimination In our present
home."”

Other changes are that outlets
for on-premise consumption will
have to be 500 feet apart rather
than the 1,000 feet originally
proposed.

Also, that wholesale ware-
housing and storage of alcoholic
beverages will be permitted on-
ly in an industrial zone. Origin-
ally the Commisaion had includ-
ed business mones In this regu-
lation.

Finally, the Commission has
added '‘other than golf courses,
private clubs and hotela' to the
regulation stating that no outlet
for on or off consumption shall
be within 500 feet of the
boundary of the town of He-
bron.

No changes wers made in the
regulation covering the sale of
ale, beer and lager as incldental
to a bona-fide grocery stove.

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Ex-Health Official Says:

Veterans’ Medical Needs
Sacrificed to Inflation War

WASHINGTON —The natlon's
chief health -officer during the
Johnson Administration charg-
ed Monday that wounded Viet-
nam veterans are being depriv-
ed of needed medical care be-
cause of President Nixon's antl-
inflation politics.

Dr, Phillp Lee told a Senate
subcommittee that the govern-
ment should be spending $240
million more a year to treat
the returning wounded who are
flooding the Veteran's Admin-
istration hospitals,

Instead, the government tried
to cut the VA medical eare bud-
get by $70 milllon—but the
Congress restored half of it.

“The tragic fact Is we are
asking the veteran to pay In his
health for the antl-inflationary
policies that are followed by the
administration. T think we are
asking him to pay too high a
price,” sald Lee, who I8 now
chancellor of the University of
California Medical Center at
San Francisco.

Later, a psychlatrist sald
shortages of doctors nt VA hos-
pltals means that ‘‘thousands
and thousands' of shell-shocked
Vietnam veterans walk around
in “a chemlical cacoon' because
they are given high doses of
drugs rather than paychiatric
trealment.

Sen, Alan Cranston (D-
Calif.), chairman of the sub-
committee investigating the
medical care of veterans, sald
VA hospitals across the country
have one psychiatrist for every
535 patients,

Lee, who testified with  his
father, Dr, Ruasel V., Lee of the
Palo Alto (Callf.) Medicel
Clinic, urged that Congress give
the VA hospitals more money
and remove personnel cellingm,

“It is tragic at a time when
the veteran population is iIn-
creasing rapldly, when medical
advances promise better qual-
ity of care and when the veter-
ans of Vietnam have special and
urgent medical, dental and pay-
chiatric needs, that Congress
would {mpose crippling bud-
gotary nnd personnel cellings on
the Veterans' Administration,'
said Dr. Philip Loe,

He sald the VA hospitals need
$100 million more for personnel,
$100 million more for new fa-

cllities, and $30 million to $40
million more for research and
teaching facllities that will both
improve patient care and help
ease the nation's health man-
power shortage.

Lee was assistant secretary
for health and scientific affajrs
of the Department of Health,
Education and Welfare In the
Johnson administration.

VA Hospitals Substituting ‘

Drugs for Psychiatric Care

WASHINGTON (AP) — Men-
tal casualties of the Vietnam
war are being ‘‘chemically lobo-
tomizad” by substitution of
tranquillizing drugs for proper
psychiatric care at Veterans
Administratration hospitals,
Congress has been told.

**You can see such men at any
mental hospital'” Dr. Louis Jol-
yon West, medical director of
the University of California at
Los Angeles Neuropsychiatric
Institute, sald Monday.

But his testimony before a
Senate veterans affairs subcom-
mittee concentrated on VA insti-
tutions:

‘““We have abandoned the
practice of lobotomy,”” West
said, '"but we are chemieally lo-
botomizing thousands and thou-
sands of patients, and we can
keep it up for years."

Lobotomy, a form of brain
surgery, has been used In the
past to make mental patients
docile.

The subcommittee, headed by
8en., Alan Cranston, D-Caiif,, is
probing treatment of mentally

and physically wounded veter-
andg

West described some mental
patients at Brentwood Veterans
Administration Hosplital in Los
Angeles:

They are easy to identify be-
cause .the drugs used make
them move slowly and stiffly.
They walk eround in & chemical
cocoon, men with an invisible
barrier between them =nd the
rest of the world.”

He said the hospital Is operat-
ing “at a level that is mostly at,
or even below, the level of 20 to
25 years ago.'

Veterans Administration neu-
ropsychiatric hospitals provide
only one physichiatrist for every
585 patients—due mainly to low
salaries and poor working con-
ditions, West sald.

Because there simply are too
few psychiatrists to provide
mentally [l veterans with prop-
er care, the patients are given
heavier and heavier doses of
transquillizers to keep them
quiet, ‘he sald,

““A man can go on for yeara
that way,” he said, ““That Is not
high quality care but only a sub-
stitute for it.”

West is psychiatric consultant

to Brentwood. Describing condi--

tions there, which be contended
are typical of Institutions
throughout the country, he sald:

““The physical plant and facili-
ties have not been properly im-
proved. Air conditioning, stand-
ard In all modern hospitals in
the area, has not been provided.

‘““While the previous over-
crowding has diminished, cer-
taln patient areas are still too
crowded, and eanitary facllities
are inadequate by current
standards, Treatment and test-
ing facilities are inadequate.

"Staffing levels, especially for
physicians, are low. A number
of positions He vacant. VA sala-
ries are simply not competi-
tive,"” he sald.

-not extend to many outlying

portions of the town, particular-
ly in the Buckland area, When

fire calls are recelved by the
Town Fire Departmemnt in those
outlying areas, they are relay-
ed to and handied by the Dis-
trict Fire Department, at the
$76-per-call fee.

District Fire Chief Granville
Lingard reported last night that
approximately one-third of the
fire calls answered by his de-
partment are outaide the Dis-
trict. They average 050 to 05
calls per year and account for
fees from the town totaling ap-
proximately $4,200 yearly.

The District Fire Department
is In a good position to answer
those calls, he sald, and he ac-
knowledged that the calls are
welcome, '"and are needed to
maintain the morale of the vol-
unteers."

Ruth Migdal of Chicago, an
assistant professor of art at Mal-
colm X Community College, ap-
peared as a defense wilness in
US. District Court trial of sev-
en men charged with conspir
ing to incite rioting at the time
of the convention,

Mra. Migdal testified ahe waa
a volunteer first-ajd worker and
was at the corner of Michigan
Avenue and Balbo Drive the
night of Aug. 28, 1968, when one
of the worst clashes took place.

She testified ahe saw two bus-
loads of police drive up to the
crowd gathered in the streets.

“A group of red-faced, angry-
looking policemen with their
arms upraised, chanting, ‘kill,
kill, kill,' charged into the crowd
and began beating people on
the heads,'" she aaid,

Another witneas to the same
night’'s events was Mra. Charles
G. Davis of Winnetka, a Chicago
suburdb. Mra. Davis saald she
and her husband were almost
run down by ‘‘wall-to-wall" po-
lice as they left the Conrad Hil-
ton Hotel,

“Police salled into the crowd
with their billy clubs flying. .."”
Mrs. Davis testified. *'they beat
people. . .one policeman stand-
ing near a squadrol (police
wagon) gave a final swat to
persons being puahed into the
squadrol.”

Angus MacKenzie, 18, of Be-
loit, Wis., was arrested Aug. 28,
1048, after lowering a flag In
Grant Park to half-staff.

MacKenzie testified police-
men repeatedly beat him with
clubs on his head and body after
his arrest. The youth said one
policeman took off a helmet an
hit him In the mouth with the
headpieces.

ps Senate Bid

To Continue Chairmanship

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Nixon anmounced personal-
ly today that, at his request,
Rep. Rogers, C. B. Morton of
Maryland will rerain as Repub.
lican national chalrman, forsak-
ing a possible S8enate bid in 1970,

After Nixon spoke to news-
men, Morton plugged Rep. J.
Glenn Beall Jr., and C. Stanley
Blair of Vice Pre:ident 8piro T.
Agnew's staff as possible alter-
native Senate candidates to
challenge the Democrat incum-
bent, Joseph D. Tydings.

Nixon sald his decision to ask
Morton to remaln at the helm of
the national committee was "'a
very close one,” But he pictured
Morton as one of the most out-
standing GOP chairmen ever
and sald he is needed in the post
because ‘‘he Is presenting a pos-
itive picture of the Republican
Party across the nation."”

Morton, who had just met
with Nixon, said he feit he and
the President had Independently
reached the same conclusion—
that he remain as national
chalrman,

The towering 6-foot-8 Morton
sald the biggest factor from his
standpoint was ‘“my basle com-
mitment to the party and the
national committee—and to my
distriet."’

Concerning Republican
chances lo defeat Tydings, Mor-
ton said:

“I's a winnable seat ,,. I
think that Glenn Besll in many
respeets might run  stronger
than I would."”

He sald Beall Is a younger
man, closer In age to Tydings,
and bears a name that “is =
household word in Maryland.”

He sald he dldn't feel Tydings
""has any great franchipe.'

A six-year veteran of the
House, Morton took over as na-
tional chairman in 1968, He is
the brother of former 8en.
Thruston B, Morton of Kentuc-
ky, himself a former GOP
chairman.

Nixonr said that he was con-
vinced Mortan would make an
oulstanding senator and would
defeat Tydings in a head to
head race. But he plctured him

as making a greatsr contribu-
tion to the nation and the GOP
in his dual role as congressman
and national chairman.

Morton said a crucial factor

On Walk Cost Change

An ordinance change which
would have the town pay the
full ' cost of sidewalks—rather
than half the cost—when safety
dictates thelr construction will
be aired at a public hearing
Jan. B.

The Board of Representatives
discussed the proposed amend-
ment, last night after Arthur
Callahan, chairmsn of the com-
mittee appointed to come in
with a recommendation, ex-
plained it.

Callahan said he and his com-
mittee met with Town Counsel
Abbott Schwebe! to discuss the
existing ordinance and to decide
whether to leave it as it i{s, re-
scind it or amend it. The com-
mittee decided on amending.

According o the existing or-
dinance, the town pays 50 per
cent of the cost of installation
of new sidewalks with the abut-
ters on both sides of the street,
sharing the remainder of the
cost. The sidewnlks would be in-
stalled wherever the Board of
Representatives fell they were
necessary.

The proposed amendment
concerns  “‘Special Construc-
tion,' it reads: Where in the
opinion of the traffic authority
of the Town of Vernon, a traffic
hazard exists to children walk-
ing‘ to school along streetls
where there are no sidewalks,
the Board of Representatives is

The proposed amendment
does not relieve the abutters
from the responsibility of main-
taining the walks, even though
they would not have to pay for
Installing them. It also does not
preclude their having to pay for
their replacement, maintenance
or repair.

Last year a group of people
petitioned for walks in the Skin-
ner Rd. area. When they were
told they would have to share
the cost and maintain the walks
which included removing snow
and ice, they lost interest in
pursuing the matter,

Representative Peter Hum-
phry said he did not feel it
would be fair to all of the tax-
payers o have to pay for walks
in certain areas.

Callahan said the town has

Nakos said he felt that such
courses were not proper al a
community college since com-
munity colleges were generally
considered terminal in Connect-
fcut.
