All To Be Quiet on Viet Battlefield

SAIGON (AP) — Battlefield
action in Vietnam remalined at a
low level but U.8, B62 bombers
made heavy ralds along the
Cambodian border today as the
start of the annual Christmas
truce neared.

Christmas Message to a POW:
‘His Family Loves Him Dearly

NEW HAVEN, Conn. (AP) —
“Tell him his family loves him
«dearly,"” is the Christmes mes-
sage of a Navy wife whose hus-
band haa been a prisoner of war
almost four years.

The daughter of an East Ha.
ven, Conn,, Mrs, James
Btockdale has for me past seven
months been coordinating a na-
tional group’s efforts to get in.
formation about American pris-
oners of war from officials in
Hanol.

But she says, it will be noth-
ing short of & miracle if Comdr.
James Btockdale learms of his
family's message. He hes re-
celved only four letters from her
since his capture sometime in
March 1966, although she regu-
larly malls letters. The letters
are limited by North Vietna-
mese government regulations to
six Inches in length.

And his last letter home ar-
rived here this past summer,
written on a standard eix-line
form,

Reportedly in solitary confine-

ment for almost two of the four

Vietnam while on a bombing
ml-la:. Stockdale has his Jet-
rs and memories of his wife
and four sons to sustain him
In a telephone conversation
from Coronado, Calif., Mra.
Btockdale, daughter of Mr, and
Mrs. Sidney Balley of East Ha-
ven, sald one of her husband's
most poignant memories Is of
the Christmas Eve services the
family used to attend.

This year will make the
fourth Christmas that Mre.
Stockdale and her children, Tay-
lor, 7, Stanford, 10, Sidney, 15
and James, 18, will attend the
Christmas Eve service at the
Presbyterian Church in Corona-
do without their husband and
father,

Btockdale was described by
his father-in-law as "'very very
devoted to the service." Mr,
Balley added that “it must be
a terrific cross for him to bear
to be behind those bars and not
to be able to do what he wants."”

MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet
Communist party published to-
day a swoeping restatement of
party doctrine, bringing up to

talist West and a varlety of
domestic Issues.

The document, called the par-
ty theses, (s the most Important
declamtion of party attitudes
since the last theses were
brought out 2% years ago.

The new theses are notable
chiefly for their restraint on all
forelgn policy issues, especially
on China, which was referred to
only indirectly.

In contrast to the last theses,
Mao Tesetung was not men-
tioned by name, apparently re-
flecting the new Soviet policy
of avolding anti-Chinese pole-
mica while pursuing efforts to
establish better relations,

And Chinese doctrine—the
main threat to Moscow's hold on
the world communist movement
—was criticized only Indipectly
as "left-wing revistoniam' that
has permitted nationallsm,
chauvinism and ‘“‘militant antl-
Sovietiam" to flourish.

The 13,000-word document,
spread in small type over 3%
pages of nll major Soviet news-
papers today, was dedicated to
the 100th enniversary of Lenin's
birth, to be celebrated April 22,

Referring to Cuechoelovakia,
also indirectly, the theses criti.
cized the short-lived period of
liberalism in 1088 as an example
of 'ldeclogical Immaturity and
dogmatism."”

The only countries attacked
by name were the United Btates
and Weat Germany, but In both
casea in milder terms than In
the last theses,

“The most aggreasive detach-
ments of imperialism,” the new
document sald, “particularly in
the United States and the Feder.
4l Republic of (Weat) Germany,
have not abandoned their hopes
to refight the historical battles
of the 20th Century—to take re-
venge and to hurl socialism

world influence.”

The futility of Imperiallsm's
goals, the theses charged, ‘‘has
become absolutely obvious in
our time."

Striking a pacific note, the
document described Soviet for-
elgn policy as being almed at

Ism and communism."”

But the document added in
the next sentence that ‘‘peaceful
coexintence at the same time
envisages a sharp political, eco-
nomic and Ideological strugegle
between socialism and capital-
ism.”

Peaceful coexlstence also per-
mits "oppressed peoples to use
any means for the sake of their
liberation, up to and including
armed struggle,' (t added.

This and most othar Ideas In
the new theses were almost ver-
batim restatements of Soviet at-
titudes met in the daily official
press.

Without mentioning aspecific
factions, the document gave ap-
proval to the “‘upswing of the
youth movement, including the
student mowvement."

It also made veiled references
to the late dictator Josef V. Sta-
lin, condemning the ‘‘cult of
personality’’ and to former Pre-
mier Nikita 8. Khrushchev, re-
Jecting  “subjectivism”  and
“voluntaristic declsions.” Theae
terms are the code words in the
Bovlet lexicon to refer to Stalin
and Khrushchev,

Administration Officials Hit
School Segregaton

WASHINGTON (AP)— BSome
officials of the Nixon adminls-
tration agree with the southern
complaint that federal law deals
too lightly with racially segre-
gated schools in the North and
West.

The government has done lit-
tle about northern school segre-
gation, officlals say, for two
main’ reasons: Lack of yJudiclal
mandate from the Supreme
Court and nctive discourage-
ment by Congreas.

“It has become clear to me
that the old bugaboo of keeping
federal hands off northern
school systems because they are
only de facto scgregated, In-
stead of de jure segregated as
the result of some official act, is
A fraud,” said Leon E. Panetta,
director of the Office for Civil
Rights in the Department of
Health, Education and Welfare.

De facto is the term applied to
school segregation resulting
solely from residential patterns.
De jure is the description for
segregation decreed by law or
formal custom, such as state-es.
tablished dual school systems in
the South.

“There are few If any pure de
facto situations,” Panrtta said,
“Lift the rock of de facto, and
all too frequently something
ugly and discriminatory crawls
out from under it.

‘‘Sometimes It was years ago
that discrimination occurred,
but the minority children have
suffered since, and that should
be undone.

“Sure, racial housing patterns
may coincide with school at-
tendance patterns by race, But
which came first and how was
the achool boundary drawn?"
Panetta asked.

And HEW B8ecretary Robert
H. Finch waid recently Sen.
John Stennis, D-Miss,, has
a “valld point” In his argument
that federal law appears to con-
demn school segregation In the

Sotith but condone it in the
North and Wegt.

‘“The Supreme Court has cho-
sen only to come down on de
jure segregation where it s
clear cut,’ Finch said. “That is
dual systems where state law
required |t

“The Supreme Court would
have to say that de facto segre-
gation is lllegal before govern-
ment agencles can act,’ he
sald. “And I don't expect that
will happen soon."

Mhe high court has never
agrzed to hear a case Involving
de facto school segregation.

Further, Congress discour-
aged government action against
de facto segregation by saying
In 1965 no steps could be re-
quired to correct “‘racial imbal-
ance' In schools free from offi-
cial discrimination.

Panetta referred to this as let-
ting the North “‘off the hook.”

But he 'denled the government
has one set of rules for the
North and another for the Bouth.

"The law prohlbits raclal dis-
crimination at schools recelving
federal asaistance and that law
has  been applled equally
throughout the country,” Panet-
ta sald.

Panetla sald "‘establishing of-
ficial responsibility for such
segregation In the North {8 far
more difficult than Iin southern
states, where until recently rig-
id school systems were main-
tained by law or formal custom
and where today the residual ef-
fects of this discrimination are
readily apparent,

“In the North, although school
systems may have at various
timeas established and main-
tained particular schools for mi-
nority atudents, many years
have slapsed since rigid ractal
segregation existed as a matter
of formal policy or practice.

""Consequently, evidence of
discrimination must be sought
in the administrative actions of

local authorities—a process that
Invariably requires the exami-
nation*of hundreds and thou-
sands of Indlvidiial decisions
made by school officials over a
period of years,'” Panetta said.

Such evidence would include
bigger classes, fewer ‘qualified
teachers, and inferior equip-
ment in predominantly Negro
Schools than in predominantly
white ones. It.could also be ger-
rymandered school attendance
zones or teachers asaigned by
race,

HEW has Increased its sur-
velllance of northern and west-
ern school districts from six
investigations In fiscal 1988 to
between 75 and 80 planned for
the current fiscal year.

But the department has
brought formal charges against
only one such district so far—
Ferndals, (Mich.

The Justice Department has
filed sults charging nine west-
ern and northern school dis-
tricts with school discrimina-
tion. This compares to a num-
ber of asults affecting hundreda
of school districts in the South.

8tennis is leading a southern
drive In Congress to ease gov-
ernment desegregation progress
in his region. Falling that, he
wants similar pressure put on
northern and western schools.

"I emphasize that If segrega-
tion is wrong In the public
schools of the Bouth, It Is wrong
In the public schools of all other
states,” Stennis sald.

Panetta agrees. He has rec-
ommended Congress outlaw all
raclal Isolation in the nation's
schools,

Misaisslppl Gov. John Bell
Willlams wanta the federal
courts to do the same thing.

He has requested $1 milHon
from the logislature to wmend
teams of Btate lawyera into the
North to stimulate court suits
against de facto achool segrega-
tion.

In the interim, the East Berlin
regime of Walter Ulbricht has
used the wall to put unrelenting
pressure on the isolated West
Berliners to make them give In
to Communist demands,

One demand is that the West
Berlin city government deal
with East Germany as a sep-
arale entity from West Ger-
many. Mayor Klaus Bohuets and
his city administration cannot
accopt this, Bo, the Eaet Ger
mans remain adamant nnd the
people remain cut off even at
Christmas,

At Christmas 1068, almoat one
milion West Berliners poured
through the wall to sec friends
and relatives and to visit their
dead. There can be no doubt
that as many or more would go
this year.

For a resldent of Berlin, it Is
not nocessary to ask what peo-
ple think. They come over for
coffee or talk at the store and
they tell you:

“The senate (city govemn-
ment) can get us everything but
wall passes.'’

‘ Do you think there will ever
be passes ngain 7"’

‘“You can go to East Berlin as
an American. Has it changed
much?'*

Cuss Words
Drowned Out

MIAMI (AP) —A city officlal
who objected to . four-letter
wards in a poetry reading by Al-
den Ginsberg drownod him out
with music on a public addresa
system Monday night,

An audience of 1,600 at the Mi.
aml Marine Btadium gave the
43-yearold New Yorker a stand-
ing ovation when he walked off
the stage, unable to make him-
self heard over the amplitied
melodisa,

"It was open use of profani-
ty," declared Mannle Costa, ata-
dilum manager, ‘Tt was not for
ono word but for lole of words. '

Ginsberg's father Louls, him-
self & poet of & mone orthodox
kind, commented: I don't ap-
prove of profanity. But those
who don’t want to llsten can go
away."

The younger Ginsherg depart-
ed from his prepared reading
list and came on with the blue
poem critical of the police and
military after he was refused
permission to have his father
and a rock music group on
staze with him.

Costa sald stadium rules re-
quire performers to apply two
weeks In advance,

When the first cuss words
rang out, Costa went to the front
of the stage and declared:

“This performance Is over."”

Ginsberg kept on resding,

Judge Rules
Racism Void

In Cemetery

BIRMINGHAM, Ala. (AP) —
A federal judge has ruled that
the family of & young Negro sol-
dier killed in Vietnam cannot le-
gally be denied the right to bury
him in an all-white cemetery,

Citing @ civil rights law more
than a century old, Judge Bey-
bourn Lynne held that Elmwood
Cemetery rules limiting burials
to Caucasians ‘‘are vold and of
no legal effect.”

The ruling came in an action
brought by the mother and wid-
ow of Army Pfc. Bill Terry, 20,
killed on a combat mission July

They aald he had expressed a
desire o be buried In Elmwood
—which can be seen from the
family home—it he should die in
Vietnam, but that the cemetery
refused on July 14 to sell them a
lot,
Judge Lynne sald an 1868 civil
rights law provides that “‘all cit-
izens of the United Btates’ shall
have the same right “as is en-
Joyed by white citizens thereof
to Inherit, purchase, lease, sell,
hold, and convey real and per-
aonal property."

A church group focused atten-
tion on the case by holding a
prayer vigll at the cemetery
last Veterans Day.

Terry's widow, Margaret, and
mother, Mrs .Jimmy Lee Terry,
testified they would exhume his
remaing and tranafer them to
Elmwood if the count ruled in
their favor.

And, so long as everybody else keeps
unning the world {n the same old ways,
Who is there, really, who has any right
to deny France its right to play the same
game everybody else plays?

We refor to the agreement of the
French Defense Ministery to sell the
revolutionary government of Libya,
which doesn’t like the United States and
Britaln, some $400 milion worth of

. modern arms, including fets and heavy
“thnks. What (s more, the French have

‘apparently offered to take over the

maintenance and operation, for Lybia,

of the air bases in Libya which the Unit-
ed States and Britain are now vacating,
at Libya's request.

How gilly, and not only how silly, but
how blind and dangerous it 4s for France
to be heading back Into this kind of
imperialism!

But before one forbids the dangerous
foolishness to France, one has to ask
what Britain and the United Btates
were doing there themselves, and the
answer hos to be that theirs, too, was
an imperialistic presence, even if they
probably told themselves they were there
only to ses that some other less respect-
able imperinliam didn't move in.

And before we read the book an en-
lightened conduct to France, we have to
Temember that the Frenoh version of
the past 15 year history of Vietnam

" reads that the United Btates, after help-
ing to permuade France to remove ita
own imperinlistic presence from Bduth-
east Asia, has now moved Into South-
east Asia In force itself, claiming, among
other things, to be serving Its own na-
tional Interest.

Having made all thess confessions of
unworthiness to judge the present
French move into Libys, we repeat the
Judgment :

This is a dangerous, foolish business,
and the worst possible way to let a
world try to run itself. France, onge
having given up most of thia sort of
thing, should not head back toward
it. The United Btates, the greatest
preacher to others In history, should be.
gin shrinking its own role as armorer
and bloc leader In the old power
politics sphere of influence game. As
for Libya, it ought to spend its unlimited
oll money for ita people.

Brandt, pursulng full-speed
his pollcy for closer relations
with the Eastern Communist
bloe, has talked vaguely about
two German states within a
loosely joined Greater Ger-
many.

As for giving
up all claims to Berlin, Brandt
not only would not but could
ncd agree withowt U.S., British,
and French compliance--some-
thing not about to happen.

Nigeria Starts

Nigerian forces have launched a
four-pronged attack on Biafra
following the abortive Addis
Ababa peace talks,

The thrust comes drom the
Nigerian 3rd Division based at
Aba, which fell to the federal
side a year ago.

Trap and skeet are two sep-
arate shotgun sports, They are
based on the shooting of clay
targets thrown from a device
known as a “trap."

Both trap and skeet are or-
ganized sports with regulating
national associations, formal-
Ized tournaments, and govern-
ing rules, They are shot over
competitive flelds of precise,
constant | specifications,  Al-
though both sports are followed

t the world, their
greatest popularity is In the
United States.

Trapshooting dates back to
18th century England. Trap-
shooters (usually five in a num-
ber for a "squad”) fire from
flve adjacent positions in a cres-
cent-shaped formation 16 or
more yards behind the “teap.”
8hooting is done in rotation with
the person In number one
position firing first and mso on.
Hach person fires at an individ-
ual target. After each person
fires five shots from a particu-
Iar spot on the crescent, all
move one position to the right
until each has fired from all
positions — for a total of 25
shota.

The “trap” is concealed in a
low concrete building ahead of
the shooters. Clay targets are
thrown -out of the bullding at
various angles unknown to the
shoot r. The clay targets usu-
ally sall from 48 to 52 yarda and
In any direction within a 45-de-
gree angle. A perfect score (25
consecutive hits) s called a

“straight.”

Doubles, where two targets
are thrown simul , are
shot from the 16-yard line. A
round accounts for 25 pairs, or
30 targets,
