UNITED JHATIONS, N.T. 
(AP ) — U.N. Secretary-Oeneral 
U Thant baa called the 24th ses­
sion of the General Assembly 
"an assembly of the poor 
against the rich, the weaJc 
against the strong, the young 
against the old.”

An experienced N.N.-watcher 
remarked: "Once Africans had 
a lot Of bark, but no bite. They 
are getting it now."

The 126-nation world forum, 
approaching its quarter-century 
mark, seems at times to be slip­
ping into the grip of black diplo­
mats from the emerging conti­
nent.

Their influence ranges from 
Swaziland’s barefooted lobbying 
diplomats, in their red togas 
writh bone necklaces, to Libe­
ria’s Miss Angie Brooks, presi­
dent of the General Assembly 
who wears a turban and a flow­
ing African robe.

Only about 20 years ago, Afri­
can states at the United Nations 
n u m b e r e d  three—Ethiopia, 
Liberia and Egypt. ’They were 
invit.d to the meetings of the 
Asian group mainly out of cour­
tesy.

Now 40 countries represent 
the continent. ’They outnumber 
the Aslans and on vital issues 
often split with them.

When united on an issue they 
can stifle any important item by 
any power in the General As­
sembly. When they unite with 
the 30-member Aslan group or 
the 28-natlon Latin bloc, no com­
bination of alliances can block 
the Africans from ramming a 
resolution through the assem­
bly.

At the session that closed last 
week, over a quarter of the 
items tmder debate concerned 
Africa.

Even the U.N. Secretariat is 
feeling the winds of change 
from Africa. Africans in senior 
staff posts now number 19, up 
almost 100 per cent from four 
years ago and enough to over­
take those from Latin America 
in that level.

The African ambassadors are 
mostly in their late 80s or early 
40s. They, seem- bent on a calcu­
lated and cautious course to 
make the United Nations strong­
er’.

Then, they feel they can use 
their ’numerical superiority to 
have the United Nations serve 
their economic and political 
aims. When economic aid or po­
litical agreements carry U.N. 
approval, major powers may be 
hesitant in raising objections— 
although their money chiefly 
supports U.N. operations.

Africans sit patiently through 
all debates, huddle briefly and 
then come up with solid unity 
resqlutVvu.

’They rarely lose.
But at times they are said to 

have such great faith in their 
strength at the United Nations 
that they ignore consulting oth­
ers, even the United States and 
the Soviet Union.

‘nils was the case, for in­
stance, on the reaolutlon again 
calling for the use of force to 
crush the whlt^ minority rule in 
Rhodesia. ’The African proposal 
won easily. U.B. Delegate Fred­
erick Sacksteder complained, 
after America’s negative vote, 
that he ' regretted the failure of 
the cosponsors to consult adequ­
ately.”

At other times some African 
appeals simply cannot be op­
posed by the major powers. A 
"Manifesto on Southern Africa”  
says in part, for example:

"Our stand toward southern 
Africa Involves a rejection of 
racialism, not a reversal of the 
existing racial domination . .  . 
We would prefer to negotiate 
rather than destroy, to talk 
rather than kill. We do not advo­
cate violence, we advocate an 
end to violence . . .”

That won Immediate praise 
from U.S. Ambassador Charles 
W. Tost as “ one of the moat im- 
porUuit political documents to 
emerge from Africa.”  Lord Car- 
adon of Britain called it elo­
quent.

Africans by no means confine 
their Jaunt into International 
prominence to the United Na­
tions. ’nUs year they succeeded 
in taking a seat from the Aslans

at the International Court of 
Justice.

With close collaboration from 
Latin Americans, the Africans 
increased to three their repre- 
seiltatibn in the 16-man court.

Privately African diplomats 
tell of rivalries within the 
group. Some cite the intense 
Jockeying for leadership of the 
bloc, still yet unclear. Some as­
sail Bostswana, Lesotho and 
Swaziland as remaining under 
the financial orbit of South Afri­
ca. Others point out the division 
of the delegations over the Biaf- 
ran war.

On most matters, however, 
Africans present a united front 
and leave most differences, as 
one diplomat puts it, "back in 
Africa or in the backroom—nev­
er on the assembly floor.”

That Is likely one of the chief 
reasons why this session 
emerged as one of the poor 
against the rich, the weak 
against the strong, the young 
against the old.

South won the firat trick with 

the queen of heuts and saw 
that he had eight tricks in top 
cards. “ All I  have to do is find 
one of the black queens,”  South 
said to himself, and he set off 
galloping in the wrong direction.

Declarer began by cashing the 
ace and king of spades in the 
hope that the queen would fall. 
It didn’t, nien he led a club 
to the king and returned the 
ten of chibs for a finesse.

East won with the queen of 
clubs and thought of cashing the 
queen of spades but decided 
against it since he couldn’t be 
sure that the hearts were ready 
to run. East led the seven of 
hearts, and West took four 
hearts to defeat the ccmtract.

Congratulates Self
South congratulated himself 

on having played for the spades 
as well as the chibs; and he 
went on to the next hand full 
of Joy at his command of the 
tools of the good bridge player. 
Actually he had gone out of his 
way to find a way to go down 
at a cold contract.

After winning Uie first heart 
trick South should notice that 
he can afford to lose a trick to 
West, but not to East. He should 
therefore deveh^ his ninth trick 
in chibs in such a way as to 
keep East out of the lead.

The method is simplicity it­
self. South leads a chib to the 
ace and returns the Jack of 
clubs for a finesse. As the cards 
lie, the finesse works; add South 
makes 10 tricks. I f  (tie finesse 
lost. South would still be. sure 
of his game.

them in Saigon. Three {teraona 
were killed and 60 wounded.

The worst incident occurred 
in a village 16 milea south of Da 
Nang. OfflclalB aaid a 14-year- 
old boy planted a time bomb in 
a churchyard oa a large crowd 
woa watching a Christmas play. 
The child slipped away and the 
bomb went off, killing two clvil- 
iana and wounding 62.

Three explosive charges went 
off in Saigon, killing a Viet­
namese and wounding tour oth­
ers. Police also chased oft a 
team of saboteurs trying to bum 
a canal bridge.

Allied communiques reported 
only light, scattered action 
Tuesday. Seventy enemy aol- 
diera were reported killed, moat 
of them by artillery fire. The al­
lied commands reported only 
one casualty, on American Ma­
rine wounded.

The Viet Cong radio appealed 
to American troops on Christ­
mas Eve to desert and promised 
them sanctuary. The broadcast 
lu-ged Americana being sent into 
battle to hold sit-down strikes.

Radio Hanoi said Viet Cong 
forces in My Tho province, in 
the Meklng Delta southwest of 
Saigon, released 16 South Viet­
namese soldiers to mark the 
ninth anniversary Saturday of 
tho National Liberation Front, 
the political arm of tho Viet 
Cong. Tho broadcast gave no 
detedls of the release. “

The armed forces have taken 
pains to say they remain neu­
tral and have no intention of in­
terfering in poUtlca in 1970—a 
presidential election year in Col­
ombia.

Statements to thto effect from 
the Defense Jdlntotry and the 
armed forces conunanders 
come a t a time when the talk in 
Bogota to about the presldenUal 
aspirations of Gustavo Rojaa 
PlnlUa, the former dictator.

It to rumored that If Rojas 
wins—and e:q>erta give him a 
chance—the military will block 
hto inauguration.'

The only times In this century 
that Cfolombta’a armed forces 
got directly involved in pcHltics 
and government were In 1908 
when Rojaa came to power In a 
coup and In 1907 when he was 
thrown out.

Thto week the defense minis­
ter, Gen. Gerardo Ayerbe 
Chaux, said in a  Chrtotmaa mes- 
aage:

"The armed forces maintain 
political neutrality and act with­
out swerving against the ene­
mies of order and of the tran­
quility of the cltiaenry.’’

Statements of other military 
commanders In (Colombia have 
been more specific, saying that 
the armed forces will respect 
the election results, no m atter 
who wins.

A split in the niUng Nstional 
Union—a  coalition of LlberaL 
and Oonservatives—over its
candidate for the preoldeticy 
has given Rojas Ms best chance 
for a  return to power since he 
re-entered pMltlcs In the mid 
’60b.

Rojas also got a  boost by win­
ning tbo sui^x>rt of a  Liberal 
oenator, Ignacio Vlves, who has 
a  following among the workers 
and peasants.

Rojos In hto speeches con­
trasts the prices of essential 
goods during hto rule with what 
they are now.

The current president, (Jarloe 
Lleraa Rertrepo, to a  Liberal, 
and hto support In the campaign 
to for the National Union’s offi­
cial candidate, Mtoael Pastrana 
Borrero, 46, former ambaosador 
to Washington. Pastrana to a 
Conservative.

Under CokNnbta’s law, the 
Liberals and the Oonservatives 
alternate the presidency every 
four years. In 1970 It to the Con­
servatives’ turn. But the party

Is split, and two other leading 
Oonaarvattveo have entered the 
race as National UMon diaal- 
dents.

Some e/q>erts teel that unless 
the National Union overoomas 
the qiHt In the Qmaervatlve 
side of the eoalltton and decides 
on a  single candidate, Rojaa 
may be able to swing tiw elec­
tion. He, Incidentally, la also a 
Omservative.

In a  recent newspaper poll, 
one of the Conservative dissi­
dents, Beltoaito Bentanour, 46, 
was the most popular candidate.' 
The ottiar candidate to former 
Foreign Minister Evartoto Sour- 
dto, 64, who to likely to run 
strong in the northern coastal 
area where he waa bora.

It would have, shining over It all, the 
Hglit o f an Instinctive, undiluted, aasi^^^ 
faith in both the factual accuracy and the 
phlloaophlcal meaning ot the original 
Christmas story.

It would be celebrated by people who 
beUsvad much more than they disbeliev­
ed.

That old-fashioned Innocent Christmas 
would be more moderate In Its material­
istic splendors. The gifts might be small­
er. But they would mean more. Indeed, 
what was In the heart of the giver, and 
In that of the recipient, meeting, would 
be the ynreat gift, for which some tangible 
object youM be merely ths token.

In that great bath of unquestioning be­
lief In the supernatural, In that warm 
fuslan' o f the human affections, there 
would be a momentary lifting and 
cleansing of whatever guilts might lie 
upon us as a society.

And the evils that men do, the prob­
lems men persist In keeping unsolvable, 
the misery that will not let men go, the 
litmmonlty men still practice toward 
men, would all be tucked Into a dark 
closet, out of sight and out of mind un­
til conscience might bring them out for 
earnest New Tear's resolutions.

There Is no such old-fashioned in­
nocence of Christmas available for us.

WASraNCTON — Just as 
President Nixon and Key Re­
publicans In ConiiresB are 
energetically boosting govern­
ment aid for birth control, 
Speaker John W. McCormack of 
Maasachusetts to dragging his 
feet in the habitual way of big 
city Democrato worried about 
Catholic constituents.

McCormack has been quietly 
stalling Mr. Nixon's plan for a 
special— and long overdue— 
Presidential commission on the 
population exploaion. The fact 
that pressure for action to now 
mounting against McCormack 
from both Republicans and a 
wide crosa-section of Democrats 
in the House to another sign that 
the venerable Speaker to out of 
touch with the times.

Indeed, the history of the 
Population Commission resohi- 
Uon provides at least one con­
crete piece of proof for White 
House charges of foot-dragging.

It was sent to Congress In 
early August, backed by the en­
tire Republican leadership and 
the powerful chairman of the 
House Ways and Means Com­

mittee, Rep. WUbur Mllto. Al­
most five months later — and 
three months after it passed 
the Senate without opposition— 
the resolution languishes in the 
House Rules Committee.

To crack the McOormack- 
impoeed delays on the resolu­
tion, President Nixon dispatch­
ed hla ace domestic trouble­
shooter, Daniel. (Pat) Moyni- 
hon, to CapMoI Hill to persuade 
McCormack to change hto mind 
about having ttte resolution con­
signed to the House Rulea Com­
mittee.

But Moynlhan'a effort was no 
more successful with the Speak­
er than an eartler attempt by 
Rep. William L. Dawson of 
Illinois, chairman of the House 
Oovernment Operations Com­
mittee and an old McCormack 
ally. Dawson's committee, af­
ter hearings in mid-November, 
reported the resolution Dec. 10 
and had It placed on the Con­
sent Calendar—a routine device 
allowing non-controveralal bills 
to be brought straight to the 
floor, bypassing the Rules Com­
mittee.

This time 
there was an important change 
in the situation. "The Collected 
Poems of Wilbert Snow" was 
on the shew before us. We bow­
ed to the opportunity, gave our­
selves immediately a |7.S0 pres­
ent for CTiristmas, and exacted 
from the Governor-poet the fa­
vor of an autograph.

He was generous in his senti­
ment and wrote "Autographed 
tor the ‘Connecticut Yankee' 
who refuses to spare any of us 
from his wit and wisdom. 
Wilbert Snow."

That Is something pleasant to

have. And It w a s . pleaaant to 
have the shopping encminter 
with thto tall, btine-faced man, 
who stood so stralglit and talk­
ed with such youthful zest that 
we wouldn't beUeve the records 
\riien we got home and checked 
up on him and found that be is 
86 years old.

But the pleasure of which we 
wish to write, brieOy, In the 
form of a  sort of Christmas 
card to him, was the pleasure 
which followed—that o f going 
back, with him, to the rocks 
and coves and people o f the 
Maine where be was bmn, and 
where.

Thank you, Wilbert Snow, for 
being so gay and gallant and 
strong and brave and eloquent 
about life in Maine and life, 
everywhere else, and a  Marry 
Christmas to you and your love­
ly lady. And put It down in that 
autobiography you are aiqiposed 
to be writing that, however 
temporarily the wheel of ptdlti- 
cal fortune In Ctotmecticut made 
you a Governor here, you have 
been proclaimed, by your own 
love for it, a governor in 
perpetuity of the Maitie coast.

January.

By contrast the Senaite Gov­
ernment Operations Committee 
held hearings on the resolution 
on Sept. 16, reported It to the 
Senate Sept. 24, and got Sen­
ate approval five days later.

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Tvco More Persons Saved 
By Live Grenade Surgery

■ BAIGON (AP) — U.8. Army. 
■UTKeona have saved two more 
persons by removlnj' live gre­
nades'from their bodies, a U.S. 
Army spokesman reported to­
day. And U . Col. Thomas H. 
W tchl of Wading River, N.T., Is 
now the Army's No. 1 expert In 
“ live-round surgery.”

The patients were an Ameri­
can soldier and a Vietnamese 
woman. Both operations took 
place at the Army’s 3rd Field 
Hospital In Saigon. The surgery 
was performed behind a screen 
of sandbags because the gre­
nades could have exploded at 
any time.

At least four other such opera­
tions have been performed by 
American military doctors dur­
ing the war, all o f them success­
ful. In all o f the operations, the 
grenade has been a U.S.-made 
M79, which is fired from a shot­
gun-like launcher and must 
travel at least 100 feet before it

arms itself to explode on con­
tact.

On Nov. 29, MaJ. Otto Caveda 
of New York City and MaJ. Rob­
ert England of Whittier, CaUf^ 
removed a grenade imbedded in 
the armpit of an American rifle­
man. They were assisted by Col. 
Witchl, who in mid-November 
removed a live grenade from 
the face of a  Viet Cong jHlsoner.

An Army spokesman said he 
didn't know how the American 
soldier was wounded, but toe 
operation was successful.'

On Dec. 18, a Vietnamese 
woman was brought in with an 
M79 in her chest. Tliis time the 
surgical team was headed by 
MaJ. Jose F. Morelos of Balti­
more, Md., with MaJ. WlUls 
McKe eof Louisville, Ky., and 
MaJ. William Dun]4iy of Brent­
wood, N.Y., assisting. Col. Wit- 
chi was on hand to supervise.

A spokesman said the woman 
should be released from the hos­
pital in a few weeks.

Tate Murders W ere 
Shockers of Decade

HOLLYWOOD (AP) — They 
started with the decUh of the 
"King”  and ended with a mass 
murder.

These ware the 1960s, a dec­
ade of stress and change in the 
movie world. But the Hollywood 
news -during the pest 10 years 
was not entirely somber. It also 
Included the liveliest lAarltal 
mixup in film history and the 
election of actors to high politi­
cal office.

The top Hollywood newsmak­
ers of the decade were Eliza­
beth Taylor and 9Vank Sinatra.

Miss Taylor dominated the 
headlines during toe first half of 
the decade. She had created 
plenty of them in 1999, when she 
married singer Eddiie Fisher 
after he had left his wife, Deb­
bie Reynolds.

In 1961, Miss Taylor rearly 
died in a London hospital. She 
recovered enough to teeter 
across the stage at the Acade­
my Awards and collect an Os­
car for “ Butterfield 8," one of 
her lesser films. She was mak­
ing “ Cleopatra" the (6Howlng 
year when she became enam­
ored of her costar, Richard Bur­
ton. It took a year for them to 
shed their respective mates and 
marry.

Sinatra was making news tn 
1962 with his engagement to 
dancer Juliet Prowse. The en­
gagement was called off be­
cause she declined to gftve up 
her career to become Mia. 
Frank Sinatra.

In 1968, Frank Sinatra Jr. was 
kidnaped and released un­
harmed. His three abductors 
were captured, tried and sen­
tenced. In the same year Sina­
tra Sr. was required to divest 
himself o f his Nevada gamb’ ln~ 
holdings because he had enter­
tained a Mafia mobster.

Sinatra took a much-publt- 
clsed yacht trip in 1965 with his 
movie friends, including the 
young star of "Peyton Place," 
Mia Farrow. Sinatra married 
the actress, SO years his jun<or, 
in Las Vegas the following year. 
In 1988 she divorced him.

The "probable suicide" by a 
sudden overdose of pills of Mar­
ilyn Monroe in 1962 shocked the 
world and brought forth a Poo-i 
o f writlnvs about the futltltv o ' 
fame, Hollywood style. In 1969, 
the life of Judy Oorlond ended, 
also from an overdose of ntils

Actors in politics provided 
much controversy In the 
Many political observers snick­
ered when tap dancer Oeorg* 
Murphy announced In 1964 he 
was going to run for th» n  s. 
Senate. He ran and won against 
former White House press aide 
Pierre Salinger.

Sidney Poitler won the Oscar 
tor best actor of 1968, and his 
victory seemed to symbolise the 
emergence of the Negro in 
American life. In 1964, Patricia 
Neal, whoso personal life had 
been marked by tragedy, was a 
popular winner os best actress. 
The following year she suffered 
a massive stroke while preg­
nant, yet managed to recover, 
give birth to her child and re­
sume her career.

Katharine Hepburn twice 
starred in the Academy awards. 
In 1968 she won her second Os­
car after a S5-ycar lapse. Then 
in 1969 she tied with newcomer 
Barbra Streisand for (he best 
actress award.

Thus Miss Hepburn became 
the first star to win an Oscar 
three times. Her vlotories were 
poignant because of the death tn
1967 of her longtime costar ̂ and 
friend, Spencer Tracy.

Among his goals, he said, is

New England Editors Pick 
Kennedy Accident Top Story

PhUympia, toe international 
stamp exhibition of the British 
Post Office scheduled in London 
starting Sept. 18, 1970, will be 
honored with three commemo­
rative ’ stamps. The exh'bltion 
will run for eight days and each 
day wlU designated as a trib­
ute for special cancellations. 
The designations are: Stamp 
Day, Air Mall Day, Post Office 
Day, United Nations Day, Com- 
moBwealth Day, Great Britain 
Day and Day of toe Americas. 
One of toe exhibits will come 
from the Royal Collection at 
Buckingham Palace.

The most extensive revision 
ever attempted by Minkus I>ub- 
lications has been accomplished 
In toe 1970 edition of its New 
World Wide Stamp Catalog.

BOSTON (AP) — Sen. Ed­
ward M. Kennedy's auto acci­
dent in which Mary Jo Ko- 
pechne died and the aftermath 
of it was the near unanimous 
choice of Associated Press edi­
tors as the top New England 
news story of 1969.

The senator was overhwelm- 
Ingly voted toe region's top 
newsmaker in the poll of news­
paper and broadcast editors.

The July accident on Chappa- 
qulddick Island off Martha’s 
Vineyard went unreported for 
more than eight hours aft^r the 
car plunged off a bridge and 
into a tidal pond.

Kennedy escaped relatively 
unharmed. Miss Kopechne’s 
body was found in toe car. A 
medical examiner said she 
drowned.

Kennedy pleaded guilty “  to 
leaving the scene of an accident 
and was given a suspended sen­
tence of two months in Jail. He 
went on nationwide television to 
explain what had happcne'l and 
to ask his constituents to help 
him decide his future. Later 
he announced he would remain 
in the Senate, but he removed 
himself from consideration as 
Democratic presidential nomi­
nee in 1972.

The accident remained In the 
public eye for toe rest of too 
year. A request for an Inquest 
was granted but delayed until 
1970 by toe state Supreme Judi­
cial Court.

A Pennsylvania court refused 
to permit exhumation of Mias 
Kopechne’s body for autopsy, 
and the inquest, originally open 
to the press, was ordered held 
in secret. '

The Kennedy story was listed 
as No. 1 by ail but two editors, 
scoring 396 out of a possible 400 
points. Kennedy was chosen the 
leading newsmaker by all but 
one editor and was rated as a 
tie with Miss Kopechne by an­
other.

Points for top news story were 
scored on toe basts of 10 for 
first place, nine for second, and 
so on down to one for lOto place. 
Points for newsmakers were 
scored on toe basis of five for

first place and so on to one for 
fifth place.

First place votes not given to 
toe Kennedy story went to toe 
story on five New Hampshire 
National Guardsmen killed In 
Vietnam Just before they were 
to return home, which placed 
seventh in the poll, and to the 
continuing fight over establish­
ing a free trade zone at Ma- 
chlasport, Maine, which took 
ninth place in the voting.

One editor voted for Dlst. 
Atty. Edmund Dints as top 
newsmaker. Dinis was Involved 
in the Kennedy accident story 
and In the Investigation into toe 
dlsmem berm^t slayings of four 
women on Cape Cod.

Miss K c^chne was voted the 
second top newsmaker, and Din­
ts toe third.

Dr. Benjamin Spock, the au­
thor-pediatrician whose draft 
conspiracy conviction was over­
turned, gained the fourth news­
maker spot, and Joseph P. Ken­
nedy, patriarch of the political 
family, whordied was chosen in 
fifth place.

The U.S. Court of Appeals' 
overturning of toe convictions of 
Dr. Spock, Yale Unlveralty 
Chaplain William Sloane Coffin, 
and two others was chosen the 
second best story of toe year 
with 210 votes.

In third place with 186 votes 
were toe Vietnam war morato­
rium demonstrations of Qrtober 
and November. The fourth place 
finisher, close behind with 174 
votes, was the antimilitary dem­
onstrations last spring at Har­
vard, Dartmouth and other col­
leges and universities.

In fifth place, with 167 votes, 
were toe stories of snowstorms 
in February and March that 
nearly paralyzed the aroa.

The unearthing on Cape 
Cod of four women victims of 
dismemberment slayings and 
toe arrest of hzuidyman Antone 
C. Costa in oconectlon with 
them was voted the sixth best 
story, with 180 points.

The story of the five Nstlonal 
Guardsmen from New Hamp­
shire who were killed in Vist- 
nam Just before they were to re­

turn home, Ncelved 96 Totes for 
seventh plaos.

(Tiosen in eighth place with 66 
votes was the railroad story 
that included toe Penn O ntral 
takeover, cuts in service and 
hikes In fares, toe inauguration 
of the Ikirbotraln, and a bi-state 
compact to take over commuter 
runs.

The battle to create a free 
trade zone at Machiasport, 
Maine, received 66 votes to win 
toe ninth spot.

Rated as the lOto best story of 
toe. year with 61 points, one 
more„ than that given to the 
death of toe eider Kennedy, was 
the strikes by teachers.

Other stories receiving votes 
Included: racial violence In 
Hartford, Oonn.; the hijacked 
airliner toat refueled at Bangor, 
Maine, en route from CkUifornia 
to Italy; toe surrender In New 
Hampshire of Linda Kasabian, 
sought in connection with toe 
slaying of actress Sharon Tate 
and others; the naming of Pres­
ident Nixon’s cabinet of Massa- 
chuaetts Got. John A. Volpe and 
hia replacement by Francis W. 
Sargent; the Black Panther 
slaying cose in Connecticut, and 
to* Debbie Horn slaying in New 
Hampshire.

Volpe, Debbie Horn and An- 
tone (tosta were among those 
receiving votes as leading news- 

. makers. Another was Michael J. 
Harrington, a Democrat, who 
wnon electtoB to  Congress from 
Massochusstts in a special elec­
tion in B district held for years 
by Repubiloans.

The Judge aald 
promlaea of thU kind "create 
bare moral obligatiosu, binding 
only on toe consclanoe.”

TltU is a general rule, that 
moral obllgaticsiB are not en- 
foroeable in a court of law. It 
la baaed on the practical dlf- 
flcultiea of measuring such in­
tangible qualities as honor and 
duty and love.

Nevertheless, there is a natu­
ral reluctance on the part of the 
courts to let the breaker of a 
promise "get away with it" — 
U toat can fsM y be avoided.

Far this re assn a promise will 
UMially be enforced If there la. 
In addition to the moral obliga­
tion, some semblance of a legal 
obligation to back It up.

In one case a furniture manu­
facturer, unable to collect tor 
some tables sold to a atore, was 
reluctant to take legal action 
against his customer. H* wait­
ed so long, in fscL tlwt his 
claim was finally barred by ths 
statute of IlmItsUons.

But not long afterward t^e 
customer himself, in a repen­

tant mood, made a promise to 
pay off the old debt. Could the 
manufacturer enforce this 
promise?

A court ruled toat he could 
Indeed, because It waa based 
iu>t only on a moral obligation 
but on an ortglhal legzJ obliga­
tion as well. Even though the le­
gal obligation had been barred 
by toe otatute of llmitatlona, the 
court said it was enough of an 
"extra”  to Justify making ttte 
customer live up to his promise.

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A  Christmas tree is one of the most univenally popular of Christ­
mas decorations. And there can be few lovelier than the one 

w hidi yearly since 1064 has graced the Metropolitan Museum in 
New Yoric during the festive season.

The tree, a simulated blue spruce, glows richly with a collec­
tion o f 140 baroque Neapditan crib figures, given to the Museum 
in 1964 by Mrs. Howell H. Howard, who installs the display each 
year ( the collection was previously lent for display in 191^-1958 
and 1058-1059 over the Christmas season).

The crib collection is made up of figures o f the Holy FamQy, 
shepherds with their flocks, the magnificent procession o f the Magi 
with their exotic retinues, a heavenly host of angeb, colorful 
crowds at the inn—and a delightful variety o f animals.

The decorative figures o f the crib or preaepio, as it u  named in 
Italy, were produced in the workshops of Naples during the sec­
ond half, o f the eighteenth cenhuy. They average from 12 to 18 
inches in height. Their bodies o f woven twine and wire are pliable, 
and are fixed in differing attitudes to match their animated facial 
expressions. Their eighteenth century costumes, for the most part 
original, are enriched with jew eb, accessories and embroideries.

The heads and shoulders o f the figures, exquisitely modeled in 
terra cotta and painted in flesh tones, are credited to some of the 
best eighteenth century Neapolitan sculptors.

n e w  YORK (AP) — Lyndon 
B. Johnson says be had no doubt 
that he could have been re-elect­
ed If he ran  for preaident far 1068 
but tha t he felt Ua Inability to 
unite the country would ulti­
mately prevent him from od- 
miitistertag the office to his sa- 
tistactian.

In a  CBS-TV interview with 
Walter Cronkite taped last Sep­
tember and scheduled for broad­
cast-tom orrow  night, Johnson 
discusses his decision not to run 
again In 1068 end calls his wife. 
Lady Bird, "one of the wisest 
and certainly the most trusted 
counselors I’ve had." She did 
not want him to be a  candidate 
last year, he said.

He also relates tiiat after he 
announced his decision not to 
run again Sen. Robert F . Kenne­
dy visited him tor a  “very 
ftteodly oonveraation" and told 
him, "You’re a  very courageous 
and very dedicated m an."

Johnson said he never wanted 
to be preaideiit of the United 
States and would have left* ^  
1064 Democratic nomination 
open to r the best man—“I  as- 
Muned it would be Bobby Ken­
nedy o r  Hubert Humidurey"— 
except that Lady Bird persuad­
ed him to run.

In  1968 he stepped out of the 
office because Mrs. Johnson 
urged him to, he said, and be­
cause “I was convinced that 
there were forces in my own 
party, that there were forces In 
the moldere of public opinion in 
this country that would continue 
to oppose a  tax bill, to arouM 
questions that would make 
peace (in 'Ifietnam) impossible, 
that would continue to agitate in 
the cities for the effect it would 
have on the preaident who 
would be the Democratic nomi­
nee."

He said Sen. Eugene J .  Mc­
Carthy’s  strong showing in the 
New Hampshire primary and 
Robert Kennedy’s entrance into 
the battle for the nomlnatioo did 
not affect his decision. Nor, he 
said, was he worried about the 
eventual outcome.

“If you’re  asking me in an in­
direct way whether I  had any 
doubt about my election as pres­
ident, the answer is an absolute, 
positive *110,’" he said.

“I don’t  think you reially seri­
ously thought that McCarthy 
would sweep the country or the 
nomination or that Kennedy 
would, o r  that whoever else— 
McOovem—would. Nixon’s  a 
very formidable candidate, but 
I  had more doubts about what 
had happened in the *64 cam­
paign than I had about what 
hi^ppened in the *68 campaign,” 
lie said.

Sen. George S. McGovern un­
successfully souafat the Demo­
cratic presidential nomlnatkm.

Johnson also said that despite 
the belief of the American peo­
ple that he was "an  extremely 
ambitious man who sought pow­
er, who enjoyed using It and 
whose greatest desire was to oc- 
exspy the top job in American 
political life" that he never 
wanted the presidency.

He aaM be had "certain seri­
ous disadvantages which would 
ultimately preclude my becom­
ing the—completing my term as 
preaident as I  would like to 
oomi^ete It.”

He said these disadvantages 
were " a  general Inability to 
stimulate, taepire and unite all 
the people of the country, which 
I  think la an essential function 
ot the presidency.

"Now I have never really be­
lieved that I was the man to do 
that particular Job,” Johnson 
said. " I  always felt that every 
Job tisti I bad was really too big 
tor m e.”

The former preaidetit said he 
had no regrets and no second 
thoughts about not running but 
“there’s  some diasppolntment 
that the reSulU that I  hoped 
would flow from it—namely 
peace in the world—have not as 
yet come; but I’m still h t^ fu l ."

Hanoi Bans 
Billionaire

VIENTTANE, Laoa (AP) — 
North Vietnam rduaed  today to 
admit H. Roes Perot and Ms two 
planeloads of Christmas glfto 
for American prieonere of war.

The Texas MlUcnalre then 
proposed:

- ’To fly the 1,400 canned 
Christmas dinners in his cargo 
to H and to be fed to North Viet­
namese children oriAianed by 
the war. He to)d a news confer­
ence the Hanoi regime is now 
considering this proposal.

—To fly the medical supplies, 
personal packages, m ail and 
clothing to Moscow aboard Ms 
chartered airliners for relay to 
the prisoners by Soviet postal 
channels. Hanoi had told Mm' to 
mail the packages via Moscow, 
but Perot said only by flying 
them in Ms planes could he beat 
the Dec. 81 deadline North Viet­
nam has put on accepting 
Christmas parcels.

—To Inspect piiscmer of war 
camps in South Vietnam, then 
travel to Hanoi, and to offer fi­
nancial and other help to North 
Vietnamese families so they 
could send parcels to relatives 
held prisoner in South Vietnam. 
He said this would prove to Ha­
not "that we are strictly human­
itarian in,, our outlook—that we 
are interested In helping all 
prisoners, not Just Americans."

Rerot met for an hour and 38 
minutes wHh the acting charge 
d’affaires of the North Viet­
namese Embassy, Vu Tien.

"We were refused permission 
to fly our planes in," Perot told 
newsmen, "and I was refused 
p:rmlssion to fly to Hanoi my- 
relf to p re s e t  my proposals to 
the North Vietnamese govern­
ment.”

Tbe 30-year-old computer 
magnate said he was disap­
pointed, "but we are not giving
up.”

Perot said Vu ’Tien indicated 
that Americans should take an 
Interest In the euffertag of the 
people of North Vietnam.

"I feel now we win have to 
dem onstnte by our actions that 
we have a  genuine Interest in 
the families and priaoners of 
North Vietnam, Just aa we have 
in our own," be said.

CHDOAGO—enow Is a  wonder­
ful thing.

We had a foot Ot K here, in 
deep cold, with high winds 
tha t swept tt through the city.

TTie snow nests oddly In the 
comers of window panes and 
piles up on the back porch; It 
sweeps down the stree t wMch 
faces the light; around a 100- 
story building filled with lights 
on MlcMgan Ave. I t  swoops and 
dives Uke vast Mrds in the 
night.

Over -Lake Michigan In the 
middle of the night tt is s  te r­
rifying thing. Tile sky Is black 
and the lake is wMte and glow­
ing. Tile lake does not respond 
so much to wind as to atmos- 
pherelc pressure; i t  risas and 
roars a t odd times. In the win­
ter M. Is muddy and huge.

From the shore you con see 
the immense snowstorms which 
screw down from the sky Into 
the water.

The best «iow always sta rts  
at night, Uke this one, shout 
11. It comes all a t onoe. I t 
usuaHy beglna quietly, little 
crystals falling, then comes the 
wind and the snow goea wild.

It does’ strange things to  peo­
ple, first, you hear the sound of 
shovels scraping agalnet the 
walks as  a few neighbors de­
termine to besit the snow. Af­
ter awhile, people are outside; 
they go walking in It. Among 
the vast trees with no leaves, 
and out in the park, and right 
over the fronsen lagoon. They 
go aralking-and having mock 
battlee with snowballs, which 
this tim e are too cold end orlap 
to roll up right.

’Ibe sookeepere ta my neigh­
borhood are civil about It. Tliey 
)iave two adult Siberian tigers 
and two Siberian kittens which 
are let out In the night Into their 
outside cages from the fetid 
warmth of the moist inside 
stables.

It Is not Uke the February, 
1067, enow which cam e aU at 
once in temperatures too warm 
—37 inches of It, burying the 
city In whita wet. This time the 
city ts not burled, only arMte 
and very cold and cheerfuL Peo­
ple go vtaiUng one enoUier'a 
Christmas trees end whisky bot­
tles, a t  8 or 4 In the morning.

The snow Is good for people. 
It sticks In the hair. It M we 
deep into the ecalp. Inside the 
bouiwa, everjrone Is dripping, 
with red faoaa, stomping their 
feet. Tliraugb the arlndlng road- 
wa)rs of the park you can hear 
the ealt trucks grinding. Borne 
walks are heated from below 
the ooncrete; they gUetan wet.

Hot cUmstee are not sympa­
thetic to thla cheer; they get 
morel about It. ’The Romans 
used to send slaves up into the 
mountains in summer to collect 
the precious snow. In great 
rtone Jaiii they peched It. and 
brought It down, on riwulder, 
then on mute ba ck; finally, on

the level ground, in ox-carU, to 
cool the heavy salemlan wtaes
of the rich.

’The Emperor DomlUan got a 
bad name beoauae ha used to 
take an Icepick to the bottoms 
of the Jars and eat the iced 
snow In the dead of summer.
