Martha
Mitchell, wife of Attorney Gen-
eral John N. Mitchell, first
bohbed into the nation's con-
geiousness after the first Viet-
nam Moratorium demonstra-
tion, and has since seldom been
out of the news,

She is allergic to protest
marchars, libernl  senntory
marijuanna, and newsmen, After
the Vietnam Moratorium she
complained in a TV interview
about ‘‘the very liberal Commu-
nigts.” Later there were reports
that she had used the White
House switchboard ‘to telephone
the wives of senators on behalf
of the Supreme Court noming-
tion of Clement ¥, Haynsworth
Jr.

Finally, her husband hired
her n press secrelary after her
reported request that an Arkan-
sas newspaper ‘'crucify’’ Demo-
eratic Senator Sen.

A still younger politiclan, 23-
ye#ar-old Barnadette Devlin, con-
tinued to champlon her people's
cause in Northern Ireland, Miss
Devlin, the youngest member’ of
the British Parliament, -was
jailed and served two-thirds of &
six month sentence for riotous
behavior and incitement to_riot.
She had been convicted for her
direct involvement in violent
protests in Londonderry in Au-
gust 1969,

The young lady, who has been
dubbed the firebrand of the bar-
ricades, was re-elected this year
from her district and upon re-
lease from jail took her seat
again in Parliament. She urged
the Roman Catholic minority to
stop fighting their Protestant
neighbors in British-ruléd
Northern Ireland, and to seek
equal treatment by peaceful
means.

Five firebrands of a different
gort made big news In the Unit-
ed States and the Middle East:
Angela Davis, Bernardine
Dohrm, Susan S8axe, Katherine
Ann Power and Lila Kahled.

Angela Davis, 26-year-old edu-
cator and black militant first
zoomed into the headlines last
year when the Callfornia Board
of Regents vetoed her appoint-
ment as associate professor of
philosophy at TUCLA because
ghe was an svowed communist,
Backed by llberal faculty mem-
bers she sued to get the job; but
the Board ruled her Incompe-
tent to teach,

Then last summer she took up
the cause.of a group of black
convicts, picketed San Quentin
and made fund raising speech-
es, Later an attempt was made
to rescue the prisoners on trial
in a San Rafael, Calif. court-
rouom, and four persons were
shot to death Including the
judge. Police said that the guns
used in the killings had been

bought by Miss Davis, and she ®

was placed on the FBI's most
wanted fogitive list, On Oct, 13
she was discovered and arrest-
ed In & New York City motel
room, and booked on a charge
of unlawful interstate flight to
svold prosecution in California,

As the FBI took  Angela
Davis off its list, it added the
names of two other women re-
volutionaries: Susan Saxe and

revolutionary group dedicatea
to attacking the U.S. military
system and undermining police
powers. The two young women
are also believed to have taken
part in a Sept. 1 bank robbery in

Philadelphia and the robbery of’

a National Guard Armory in
Newburyport, Mass. on Sept. 20,

Also in October, the FBI
substitued one . self-described
Communist for another on its 10
most wanted list—Bermardine
Dohrn for Angela Davis, Miss
Dohrn, the reputed underground
leader of an avowedly-violent
Weathermen faction of the SDS,
was charged with violating fed-
era! anti-riot laws, The 28-year-
ald militant, who ‘holds a doctor
of lay degree, was arrcsted In
Chicago Oct. 9 after a violent
demonstration and confronta-
tion with police.

Another revolutionary who
made news in an even bhigger

way was Leila Khaled a pretty,
26-year-old American educated
Palestinian. Helped by an
American  accomplice, (Patrick
Joseph Arguello, Miss Khaled
hijacked Bl Al flight number 219
from Amsterdam to Wew York.
Overcome by a steward and se-
curity guard, she was nrrested
after the plane made an emer-
gency landing in London. She
was held in 2 London prison un-
til freed as part of an exchange
for hostages taken from three
other ptanes hijacked by Pales-
tinian guerrillas,

The final woman newsmaker
was one-time sculptor, Kate
Millett, who gave the Women's
Liberation movement intellec-
tual legitimacy this year when
her doctora! dissertation, “‘Sex-
ual Politics,"”” became a best-
geller. “We are each less than
we could be,” she wrote. "If we
did not have these rigid sexual
roles, we would all have so
much room for spontaneous be-
havior, for following our own In-
stincts, for belng Imaginative,
for. being creative."

Her thesis was that male-fe-
male sex differences were evi-
dent at birth, but that mascu-
line-feminine (gender differ-
ences) were learned, and im-
posed by & male-dominated so-
clety.

The big breeze in Soviet.Israe-
Il relations began in June 1987,
when Moscow broke diplomatic
relations with Israel because of
the six-day Arab-Israell war.

Istaell officlals adopted a
low-key approach toward the
Kremlin, fearing that by trum.
peting the sufferings of Russian
Jews they would only increass
them, and .perhaps needle Mos-
cow into cutting off even the
small trickle of Jews allowed to
emigrate to Israel.

The officials did their utmost
to dampen public fervor by
counseling moderation.

Newspapers were often
barred from reporting outbursts
of Jewish nationalism behind
the . Iron Curtain. Two young
Jewish Immigrants from Rus-
sla, Yascha Kazakov and Dov
Schperling, who traveled to the
United States’' a year ago to
campaign for Jews in thé' Soviet
Union, claim Iraell Embassy
officlals tried to hinder them,
The Foreign Minigtry denled the
charge.

Signs emerged during 1970
that Russlan Jews did not want
Israel to keep silent. Dozens of
letters from persons’ wanting to
emigrate asked the recipients to
publicize the plight of Soviel
Jewry.

Te letters from Russia de-
scribed the difficulties in trying
to emigrate. Russian Jews in Is-
rael phoned relatives in the 8o-
viet Union, and conversations,
often critical of the Kremlin,
were widely publicized ih Israel.

Young immigrants who a year
earlier would have been
whisked In semisecrecy to Im-
migrant absorption centers are
now allowed to address rallles
and describe thelr hardships
openly.

Israell  officlals now admit
freely that the policy of quiet di-
plomacy was not nearly as ef-
fective as open protest,

“It appears that even the
mighty Kremlin can be embar-
rassed,’ sald one. I woudl nev-
er have belleved ft.”

But there is little hope that
the Soviet government will sof-
ten its tough line toward Jews
who want to live in Israel.

Some 080 of the town's
3,500-man work force were left
jobless.

Seeking a solution to the prob-
lem, the congregation of the Co-
lumbia Avenue Methodist
church voted to lend $100,000 to
the Tyrone Improvement Corp.
to finance a $1 milllon industrial
development project,

"At a time when the commu-
nity does not have adequate
funds to attract new industry,
we are making them available,”
sald the Rev, Leroy J. Harrison,
the pastor,

The congregation has been
holding services In makeshift
quarters since the church
burned eight years ago.

““We felt that this was proba-
bly more urgent than bullding
our new church,’' the minister
sald."We do have facilities and
using them 1is better than not
having our men able to make a
livellhood for their families.’

The church's loan represants
the required 10 per cent of mort-
gagé money. necessary to obtain
development funds through the
Pennsylvania Industrial Devel-
opment Authority—PIDA.

“It will enable us to offer
immediate financing through
PIDA to prospective industry
without having to walt for the
recelpts of our own fund drive,”
saild Harry K. Sickler, president
of the Tyrone Improvement

Blc'kler said the money would
be repald to.the church by Apr_il

fund drive.

The Rev. Mr, Harrison says
his church will make more mon-
ey avallable if it's needed.

‘‘As christlans we are bound
to minister to the town in this
way,”" he said."We feel this i
simply part of a Christian com-
mitment and Christian oppor-
tunity.

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The Uses Of Violence

Is .violence an absolute, to be avolded
in all decent, respansible, ethical human
behavior?

Or is {t, after all, justifiable under
some circumstances — such as when it
is resorted to in opposition to some great-
er violenice belng imposed cn  “the
innocent?

Thé other day a group of clergymen—
the particular cut of their cloth does not
seem important to the question involved
—held that it {s impossible ‘'to lssue a
blanket condemnation of all who under
any circumstances: resort to violence'

There are, the group said, conditions
in which “‘citizens can never obtain jus-
tice by peaceful or democratic means."”

In such instances, ‘it will not do mere-
ly to vondemn the use of violence against
authority since evidently those in au-
thority may be gullty of worse violence.
‘‘Where protests against injustice have
been stilled by promises or redress
which remains unfulfilled, it is govern-
ments who bear the heaviest responaibili-
ty tor violence” which may result.

The trouble with any such pronounce-
ment is, cf course; that Il leaves. the
"definition of what ls justifiable violence
back with the human actors in the scene
—edther those who represent institutional
government, or those who desire its
overthrow. REither side can, by Ilay-
ing claim to superior moral purpose
and ultimately humane intent, establish,
to its own satisfaction, its right to the use
of violence against other human beings.

To rise above such a pronouncement,
on the other hand, and to try to enthrone
non-violence as an absolute to be adhered
to no matter what anybody else dces,
seems almost an impossibility for human
beings, Many of the world’'s most famous
practitioners of ron-violence have, in
reality, carried the hard blackjack of
threatened mob retallation Inslde the soft
silk of their own stance of meekness and
resignation, and the contemporary scene
finds that the possibility of creating
violence |s a_  key weapon in the
arsenal of our demonstrators against
violence. Only the story of Christ In-
volves a non-violence which was itself
free of some element of threidt; it has not
been repeated because human nature has
never cured itself of its capacity to rea-

son it out that some version pf violence

can be righteous and justified.

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Russia’s Hidden War

By Rowland Evans Jr. and Robert D. Novak

WASHINGTON — Deep In the
hilly, high-grass country of
southern Sudan, Soviet military
technicians, pilots, and a grow-
ing arsenal of weapons are
fighting a bloody counterinsur-
gency war against African
tribes which has moved imperi-
al Russian power halfway down
the African continent.

This hidden war, virtually un-
noticed in the West, is the latest
aign of deepening BSoviet pene-
tratidn into the Arab states ‘of
north Africa. The Sudanese
government of Gaafar al-Nim-
efry, an Arab militar officer be-
fore he became prime minister,
is making increasing use of
Soviet anti-insurgency tactics,
weapons, and manpower in its
clvil war against Arab-hating
Negro nationalists in the three
southern providces of the Su-
dan.

The Soviet Union, accord.lhg

to wollinformed African
sources, also has started build-
ing & new SAM-2 anti-afrcraft
missile net — this one not along
the Suez Canal but near Port
Sudan on the Red Sea, several
hundred miles south of the
main ArabJIsraell conflict.

The low-callber warfare in
southern Sudan is a microcosm
of the main Middle East the-
ater of opérations far to the
north. Thus, while Soviet tech-
niclans and weapons assist the
Nimeiry government, the black
tribes rebelling against Arab
rule are getting similar through
skimpler assistance from Israe-
1i -techniclans and equipment.
An average of one plane load of
lsraell supplies arrives from
the north each week,

The lsraell game is obvious:

To encourage.the black revolu- ’

tion against the Sudanese gov-
ermment and thus drain off both
Soviet and Sudanese military
conflict. ‘

Military eXperts here have
been watching the increasing

Jbombed, strafed,

Soviet involvement in the BSu-
dan with intense interest and
anxiety. With casuaities in the
thousands (Innocent civilians
as well as indigenous Dblack
tribesmen fighting the Soviet-
backed forces of the central
government), Moscow has now
supplied two squadrons of TU-
16 medium bombers, ~bhalf a
dozen AN-24s equipped . with
rockets, late-moled MIG-21
fighters, helicopters, artillery,
and light tanks;

But the resillence of southern
Negro tribes who have hated
thelr northern Arab conquerors
for generations is proving as dif-
ficult for Nimeiry and the Rus-
slans as the . Viet Cong insur-
gency has been for Saigon and
the United States,

Several weeks ago, operating
from their base area near the
town of Juba, the Russians com-
mitted 100 advisers to a govern-
ment offensive against the In-
surgents’ major base  along
Sudan's southern border. Soviet
pilots (and some Egyptians)
and finally
captured an air strip—but later
abandoned it.. In that single
action, there were nearly 1.000
casualties. mostly civillans kill-
ed in artillery and air bombard-
ments,

What makes this hitden but
bloody Soviet-backed civil war
so fascinating to the US. is
what it tells about Saviet paliti-
cal desfens on constal Fast Af-
rica from the northern tip of the
Suez Camnl to Budan.

Using the Arab-Israell dis-
pute as its stepping stone to Im-
perial power south and east of
the Mediterranean, Moacow

_sghows it is willing to risk re-

sources and prestige in a civil
war for its paramount goal: Po-
litlcal control of Kast Africa
and a solld foothold in the In-
dian Ocean.

Nor Is Moscow worrle(l about
political inconsistencles in pry-

ing deep into the .Arab states
of Africa and the Middle East.
In the Yemen civil war ten
years ago, it fought on the alde
of left-wing nationalists. In
Egypt, it rides the horae of
antl-Israell passions, In the Su-
dan, it is battling against a
nationalist movement and for
the central government™ in
Khartoum.

But the goal in each case is
the same: Soviet power and in-
fluence in the Middle East, East
Africa, and the Indlan Ocean.

The senator, his office says,
was involved In a long-sched-
uled set of briefings for his
forthcoming trip to Europe and
the Middle East. He was
“caught unawares'' by the rush
of roll-calls and did not request
to be paired — a provision by
which absent senators can re-
cord fheir offsetting stands on
an issue.

Under the existing system,
the Senate Democratic leader-
ship does not do much to *‘pro-
tect'’ ‘an absent senator in such
circumstances, Even if the sen-
ator happens to be the present
leading prospect for the party's
Presidential nomination.

NEW HAVEN (AP) — A potto
named Tigger, which Is under
observation by Yale University
scientists, may be the first of
its kind fo be born and survive
in captivity.

A potto? That's right. -

It's a small African animal
that looks a little ke a monkey,
but has a shorter tail

Tigger, whose ~parents are
Eeyore and Piglet, is a male
about 8% inches tall and weighs
about 2% ounces, His parents
are only 10 to 12 inches tall and
weigh leas than two pounds
each.

Eeyore and Piglet were
brought to the United States
from Dahomey two. years Ago
by Charles D, Miller III of
Smithtown, N.Y., & Yale sopho-
more,

Since last June, three pottoa
have been cared for by a Yale
anthropology student, Myrdene
Anderson. She keeps them at
her home, and allows them al-
most complete freedom—in the
name of anthropological obser-
vation, :

“'The study of these lower pri-
mates under conditions spproxi-
mating their freedom of their
wild state,” Miss Anderson sald,
“Is totally relevant to our under-

these centers.

According to Donohue, the
March of Dimes campaign this
year is directed to several
groups: Wo expectant mothers
to streas the importance of pre-
natal care; to mothers of small
children to stress the impor-
tance. of vaccination against
rubella (German mensles); and
to teenagers to educate them to
the danger of taking drugs and
the effect drugs can have on
the offspring of ‘‘users’’.

Last spring membera of Lhe
Bolton Junlor Women's Club in
conjunction with school de-
partment and the public health
nurse sponsored a free rubella
immunization clinic for the
town's children, Members also
distributed and collected enve-
lopes on each street during last

WASHINGTON —The Penta-
gon budget request that goes to
Congreas later this month will
call for defenss spending of
about 75.5 billion dollars in the
fiscal year beginning next July,
according to reliable Pentagon
sources.

Final details of the Defense
Department money bill were
reportedly hammered out in dis-
cussions between the White
House, Defense Department and
the Preaident’'s Office of Man-
agement and Budget during the
last week in December,

The request, still subject to
last minute changes by the
White House,’ represents the
first uptum [in military expen-
ditures since the Nixon admin-
istration took office.

rent fiscal year is estimated at
between 72-78 billion dollars. In
fiscal year 1960, the figure was
78.7 billion, and in flacal 1970,
77.8 billion dollara,

However, Pentagon officials
say because of continued infin-
tion and the soaring costs of
increased pay and allowances
for military manpower, the
higher budget in fiscal 1972 will
not stem the continuing decline
in the number of ships, planes
and -men in the armed forces
next year,

The new budget, though, will
include the first big jump in
several years in the amount the
Pentagon spends on research
and development of new wea-
pona that may be needed in the
future.

Officials say an increamse of
t. 800 milllon dollars is
planned in this category above
the roughly 7 blillon dollars al-
lotted this year.

Big increases are planned for
development work on a new Air

The B-1, which will get about
76 million dollars this year, is

"strategic weapons is still a few
years away in both cases, How-

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U.N. TalkéResume '
On Mideast Peace

UNITED NATIONS, N. Y. (AP) — The disrupted
Middle Bast peace talks were resumed today. Ambassa-

dor Yosef Tekoah of Israel

met privately with special

U.N. envoy Gunnar V. Jarring for 26 minutes.

It was thelr first seasion since
September. Afterward, Tekoah
told newsmen no time had been
set for further talks but ‘‘the
telephone. lines are open’” and
he was at Jarring’'s disposal,

The meeting took place In
Jarring’s 38th-floor office shortly
after the Swedish diplomat sub-
mitted a report to the U.N. Se-
curity Council on the status of
his peace efforts.

The report contzined texts of
letters from Israel, Egypt and
Jordan indicating that both
gides -“continued to maintain
hard-line positions on Israell
troop withdrawals from occu-
pled Arab territory. ’

Jarring also published a Dec,
28 message from Forelgn Minia-
ter, Abba Eban of Israel
ngreeing to a resumption of the
talks, boycotted by Israel as a
result of alleged shifts of an-
tiaircraft missiles by Hgypt in
violation of a standstill agree-
ment. '

Eban suggested in his mes-
sage that Jarring visit Jerusa-
lem at his ‘earliest convenlence
for “& survey of the situation.'
He said he would llke to discuss
with Jarring ''steps necessary
to ensure the fulfillment of your
misalon.”

In answer to a series of ques-
tions put to each of the three
governments by Jarring last
spring, Eban had replled:

"When permanent,
and recognized boundaries are
agreed upon and established be-
tween Israel and each of the
neighboring  Arab states, the
disposition of forces will be car
ried out in full accordance with
the boundaries determined in
‘the pesce treaties.'

Both Egypt and Jordan des-

clared that recognition of the
sovereiguty, territorial integrity
and political Independence of
every state in—-the area ''re-
quires the termination by Israel
of its occupation and- the with-
drawal of its forces.”

The Arab states also pledge
termination of the state of belll.
gerency with Israel once Israel
withdraws its occupation forces.

Tekoah arrived in New York
Monday with new instructions
from the Isracll government. He
said his first meeting with Jar-
ring would be confined to proce-
dural matters, and he did not
know when they would get down
to substantive lssues,
