In Thick Fog
Off England
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My column last week, about
musical criticism, elieited quite
a bit of response. It would seefi
that a good many people were
surprised to find that my re-

views are not just arbitrary ex..

pressions of my reactions to a
performance, but based on
standards commonly in use by
. critics and musicians every-
where, .
Consequently I'm going to ex-
pand upon the subject at this
time. In the last analysis the
standard of performance iz the
human voice. This Is because it
is the oldest musical instrument
we have, as well as the most
natural one. Just mbout every-

body has a volce, but only a’

few have fine volces.

A truly great voice is a God-
given phenomenon, but it has to
be trained and its owner must
have intelligence to use it ar-
tistically. Unfortunately, all too
many concert and operagoers
are satiafled merely with the
timbre, and know nothing about
the technical and artistic prob.
lems of the volce.

Training starts, or at least
should start, with learning to
read notes. Many singers can't
read music worth a damn. For
this reason, outfits like the
Met employ ‘‘coaches” who
have to teach the singers their
roles by rote. Instrumentalists
are prone to claim that singers
are stupid, and can't learn to
read. Personally I think it Is be-
cause they are lazy, and because
they don't want to take time
out from a career to go back
and learn fundamentals,

Be that as it may, it is & fact
that German {instrumentalists
compare  “‘stupid” not- as
“stupld, stuplder, and stupld-
est,' but a “dumm, dummer,
tenor,"” which {8 to say, “Dumb,
dumber, tenor:"” Moreover it is
a fact that only rarely are sing-
ers capable of good acting.

After leaming to read a part,
or having it cooked up by a
coach and fed to them In
arder to get it into their heads,
comes the problem of breath-
ing. I belleve that all singers
should learn a woodwind instru-
ment, such as the flute or
clarinet, in order to bring
home the problems of breath
control to them,

The popular singer is the big-
gest offender In matters of
breath cantrol. _ Perry Como
breathes wherever he feels like
it. regardless of how this may
punctuate a pharse, Just try
breathing after the word ‘‘rock”
in the hvmn line, “T stand on
a rock by Jesus' and you'll see
what I mean,

The singer has to develop
breath capacity to handle the
very longest of phrases. These,
incidentally, usualy occur in
Handel, although Richard
Strauss has written some ex-
tremely long ones. If the singer
is running out of breath at the
end of a phrase, you will hear a
wobble in pitch.. This doesn't
bother most  people, but it
bothers those who really know.
After all, the composer didn't
indicate a change in pitch here,

The next thing is diction. Ex-
cept in the very few cases where
volces are used without words
(as for example the “humming
chorus' in Madame Butterfly)
the words are as Important as
the music. It ls relatively easy
to sing back In the throat and
produce the “pear-shaped”
sound so commonly spoken
about, but these sounds can only
be made on the vowels.

To understand the words, we
have to be able to understand

the consonants. People frequent- ’

ly ask me why ‘pop"” singers
can be understood when opera
singers cannot, This is because
the pop singer usually sings
softly, and the mike, being sen.
sitive to explosive sounds such
as ub'n up'n “t," md 80 on.
amplifies these artificlally above
the actual balance, and makes
the words more intelligible.

When you get a “belter” like
Ethel Merman, you. get the
words  without artifical rein-
forcement, but the vocal chorda
have to force the dickens out of
the vowel sounds to push them
up into the mouth cavity where
the consonants are produced.
The result is a horrible tone,

At also Iz extremely hard on
the vocal chords, and much of
Judy Garland's troubles
stemmed from this sort of volce
production. She early began to
lose her volce, and I, for ome,
believe that ahe lost control of
herself when she realized her
career was about to go down
the drain.

In this country most opera
{s sung in the original %
This means that if you don’t
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guage you can't understand the
words anyawy, so why bother
with diction? I even® encounter-
ed one gal who said, ‘I don't
want to understand the words;
I only want to hear the music."

The fact iy that operas begin
with the libretto, which is to
say the words, The composer
clothes' these words with suit-
able melody and color to en-
hance their meaning, but the
words are the underlying struc-
ture, Bingers know that the aver.
age listener does not under-
stand the foreign words, no mat-
ter how well they are declaim-
ed, so they slight this end of
voice production in favor or
producing nice sounds.

The critic has to know Eng-
liah, French, German, and
Itallan, as g starter, Then he
at least knows enuogh Polish,
Russian, Greek, and Serbo-Croat
to get a word here and there,
and thus, come to. some sort of
conclusion as to diction. I have
heard singers whose diction was
s0 bad you couldn't guesa what
language they were singing in,
let alone get the words; yet
these singers get big hands in
the United States,

Ideally, the singer.should look
the part, but this doesn't al-
ways happen, and the critic is
inclined to ignore the problem,
Not so the public who are wont
to complain, ‘"The tenor is s0
funny-looking and pudgy." Ten-
ora do tend to be pudgy. When
a tall and handsome one, like
Jesa Thomas or Franco Corelll
comes along, the public seems
to forgive them all #sorts of mu-
sical errors. The women get
carried away, .and since they
are the ones who usunlly drag
thelr husbands to operas, the
men think these tenors must
be good because their wives
say 80,
8till, once in a while a truly
great volce comes along that
is a joy to hear, Frequently
these are not the leads. I know
a couple of mezzos who steal’
the show from the leads very
regularly, One did it so often
that the stars refused to sing
if she was in the cast, This
cut her career ahort.

Try Hstening to the support-
ing cast for a change. The best
ginging actor I know s Ezio
Flagello, but he never uings
lepds.

The W American gaid
Friday that records of proposals
made af the group’s secret
meetings also indicate the task
force will seek elimination of
tax examption on clothing for
children under 10, taxes on all
meals under §1 and on maga-
zine subscriptions and an ex-
clse tax of about 20 per cent
of the wholesale price on cigars
and tobacco,

If the recommendations of
the task force are carried
through in the final report and
adopted by the General Assem-
bly, the consumers of eclectric-
ity, telephones and domestic
fuel ofl would be paying =
sales tax on these items for the
first time.

The newspaper sald the task
force's records show that the
utility tax would be accompa-
nied by n new net income tax
and & recommendation to elim-
inate the gross tax
now pald by the utility compa-
nies, for a net tax gain of §4.5
million for the state from util-
{tes,

Despite the gain for the state
the newspaper sald, the utilities
would be paying about $28 mil-
lion loss In state taxes and the
consumers would pick up the
bulk of the new charges.

Another beneficlary of a task
force proposal, The American
said, Is the state's Insurance
industry, which would pay some
$23.56 million less in taxes than
it is now aasessed.

The insurance companies
would be placed under the net
income tax plan, estimated to
produce $1.6 " milllon in state
revenues, which would replace
the present Interest and divid-
end tax and uniform two per
cent premium tax. The two
taxes proposed for elimination
would produce an estimated
$24 milllon during the next bi-
ennium,

In another recommendation,
gasoline and speclal fuels are
expected to maintain their sales
tax exemption but the exclse
tax ‘on gasoline would be In-
creased by one cent, with the
money to go to the State Gen-
eral Fund to be used '‘to ad-
vance a broader use of trans-
portation services."

Some of the darnedest things
happened on stage in Hariford
the other night. Absurd or be-
llevable, ""A Gun Play' written
by Yale Udoff was presented at
the Hartford Stage Company for
the first time anywhere. The
production  will run through
Feb. 14,

Udoff has dreamed up two
fast-moving fascinating acta of
{mpending vioclence and disaster,

or perhaps he fust looked
around at his own world and
copled it all down.

In an ultra night club setting
extended right into the audience
he presents his delightful tid-
bits of human behavior. A
machine gun dominates the
scene, but {t's a very pretty
shade of blue and peonle on
stage refect feelings of being
threatened. When & burst of
bullets shetters the celline they
see in ita tracings art and even
class, real bullet holes vet!

The relentless pursuit of
trivia almost succeeds In block-
ing out a rising tide of terror,
but not quite. Fear is very much
on stage and keenly feit as the
wild and unpredictable action is
at times frozen to stillness,

And if the patrons notice that
the walter always carries 8
pall in one hand even when he
has & tray in the other, they nev-
er let on, nor do they acknowl-
edge his variable footwear as he
dons rubbers, then galoshes and
finally hip boots. It seems the
wine céllar is somewhst under
water, and one wonders, per-
haps the world s too. but no
one notices,

And all the while impressions
are piling up, amusement at
the fashion showing of where
it's finally at, and at the hor-
ror film carefully designed not
to hint of real horror — only It
does by mistake and la quickly
discontinued with abject apolo-
gy. Dead bodies are not for
real,

Values appear to have gotten
turned about, A police state is
an annoyance and =& young
bland married couple become
suspect while an orgy of sex is
ignored by everyone. Conversa-
tion is the nonsense of non-lis-
teners, and always there is the
gun on the table. Clips of am-
munition for it are ordered as
easlly as a package of cigaret-
tes.

The gun provides the un-
gpeakable ending, and as &
postscript, the rising waters fi-
nally slosh onto the stage.
There is some very quick po-
lite applause and the audlence
escapes in a rush which for a
few confusing minutes seems
to be part of the play.

Fun Concert
For Soloists
At Millard

By JOHN GRUBER

It was a fun concert at Millard
Auditorium Saturday evening as
Ronald Kutlk and Rohsrt S8chat-
fer were featured with a cham-

ber orchestra led by Arthur
Winograd. To begin with, Mr,
Kutlk plays trumpet and Mr.
Schatfer the bassoon, so the
featured instruments themselves
were fun for a change. Then the
choice of music, particularly in
the first half of the program,
was a lot of fun, too,

Mr. Kutik led off with a Con-
certino by Knudage Rissager, a
living Danish composer who has
made & name for himself in the
fleld of ballet and who showed

“strong, rhythmlc vigor in his

little concerto for trumpet and
strings, It was =& pleasure to
listen to Mr, Kutik's fine, round
tone on the instrument, and his
accurate intonation when one is
fed to the teeth with the sound-
ing brass that asssaulls one's
ears via radio and TV.

He is the principal trumpetsr
of the Hartfrod Symphony, and
well deserves his position. The
work in hand was not profound,
but Mr, Kutik gave it careful
playing and deft Interpretation,
just as If It"were one of the
world's greatest compositions.
The final rondo with its melange
of nursery tunes, Including
"“Three Blind Mice,'" was partic-
ularly enjoyable.

Mr, Schatfer, assisted by bas-
soonists Dennis Godburn and
Frank Groes, then offered some
pieces by Jullus Welssenhorn
for bassoon trio. I don't know
anything about the composer,
but It Is evident his is a salon
talent.  For all that, the pleces
were highly amusing, taking ad-
vantage of the rather odd tone
color of the instrument. In gen-
eral, the composer spoofed
musical taste in the past WW I
era, and did it very handily.

The performers acquitted
themselves very handily, too.
There was good ensemble, and
within the limits of the instru-
ment, good dynamic range, as
well as excellent balance. The
last, it must be admitted, is not
too hard to achisve with & trio
of bassoons.

Mr. Kutik returned to play the
solo part in Hummel's Concerto
for trumpet and orchestra, with
Mr. Winograd's assistance.
Hummel was a pupil of Mozart
and his music Is very Mozartian
in character. Unfortunately,
Mr. Winograd is unconvincing
in his readings of Moszart,
and the same could be sald last
night of his Interpretation of
Hummel.

Agaln Mr. Kutik played ex-
tremely well, The tone was
never forced and hia technique
was flexible and in keeping with
the composer’s style, The lter-
ture for trumpet {a limited and
this concerto is one of the stand-
ard works for the instruments,
commonly enough played to be
quite familiar, Mr, Kutik stands
comparison with just about any
trumpeter I know.

Following the intermission,
the program took a somewhat
more serious turn. First Mr.
Schaffer was joined by Herbert
Chatzky, planist, in a sonata for
bassoon: and keyboard instru-
ment by Vivaldl. Finally Mr.
Schaffer and Mr. Kutik
combined forces in a double
concerto for Trumpet, Bassoon
and Strings by Hindemith, This
is an odd combination of solo
instruments but is quite effec-
tive as handled by Mr. Hinde-
mith. The orchestral portion is
rather tricky, and the soloists
acquittad themselves in thor-
oughly professional manner.

Fashion World Mourns
Passing of Coco Chanel

PARIS (AP)—Fashion leaders
on both sides of the Atlantic
pald tribute today to Gabrielle
“Coco’’ Chanel, the most in-
fluential dress «designer K of the
20th Century, who dled Sunday
night at her suite in the Ritz,
S8he was 87. <

Chanel “‘changed fashion
more than any other designer,”
sald Norman Norell, the dean of
American designers. ‘'S8he’s the
one who made women comforta-
ble ... There may be other de-
signers who made more beruti-
ful clothes, but she had the most
influence.”

“One of the great designers of
the century, who never sacri-
ficed herself to the tendency of
making fashion ridiculous,”
sald Marc Bohan of Dior.  \_

A chambormaid at her hotel
found Chanel {ll Sunday night,
and she dled shortly after. Offl.
clals of her fashion house sald
deeth apparently was due to &
heart attack. .

Funeral arrangements were
incomplete today.

The House of Chanel an-
nounced that showing of her

Chanel’s death also will not
delay the opening in Cleveland
tonight of ""Coco,'”” the musical
baged on her life in which Ka-
tharine Hepburn ;scored a
smash hit last season. Producer
Frederick Brisson, an old
friend, sald Chanel told him sev-
eral weeks ago “if and when
anything happened to her, the
show was to go on as usual.
That's the way it will be."

Brisson sald the performance
tonight would be dedicated to
Chanel.

Chanel’s revolutiona in fash-
ion brought haute couture in
reach of the working girl after
World War 1,

"“There are oo many men in
this business’’ she sald, “and
they don't know how to make
wearable clothes for women.
When fashion descends to the
street it's a revolution, but when
it comes up from the street it's
a catastrophe.”

She rescued women from the
corsets and long-skirted frills of
the Edwardian and World War 1
eras and in 1916 Introduced in.
expensive jersey cloth to high
fashion. Tweed suits with jersey
blouses, bell-bottomed trousers,
trenchcoats and pea fackets,
turtleneck sweaters and the col-
lared and cuffed little black
dress were Coco innovations,
She introduced the sailor hat,
and when she Impulsively
bobbed her hair one night anoth-
er fashion sensation was born.
She made costume jewelry res-
pectable,

The box jacket and simple
akirt of the Chanel suit probably
has been copled more often and
in more prige ranges then any
other girment- designed by a
couturier,

Milllons who didn't know Cha.-
nel for her fashion designs knew
her for the perfume she intro-
duced in 1922 and named after
her lucky number. Chanel No. 5
became the most famous per-

foundation of her fortune. It out-
sells’ all other perfumes in 140
countries,

Chanel guarded religiously
her actual birth date, because
“"a woman has the age she de.
serves.” But it was generally
accepted that she was born on
Aug, 19, 1888, near luqlmfn the
Auvergne, a mountainols region
of south-central France. Her
mother died of tubertulosis
when Gabrielle was 6, and her
tather deaérted her ‘and her
sisiers.

He had nicknamed her Coéo
—'"little pet''—and it stuck with
the girl who was to become the
eplitome of women's Uberation
while enjoying womanhood and
feeling that every other woman
should enjoy it.

Reared by two tyrannical
aunts who ralsed horses for the
French army, Gabrielle Bon-
heur Chanel—the middle name
means ‘‘Happiness'—learned to
sew and ride with equal exper-
tise, She ran off with Etlenne
Balsan, a wealthy French cal-
vary officer, before she was 16
to a high life among French sp-
clety. V2

She opened her first shop in
1913 in Deauville, then moved to
31 Rue Cambon the next year,
the address destined to be fash-
fon's mecca for decades to
come, Within five years her
mark was established by jersey
creations and the ‘'poor girl

look,'" which became the play-
thing of the rich and the status
symbol of the not-so-rich.

After Balsan; Chanel's next
love interest was Arthur Capel,
a British playboy whose polo
jackets were sald to be the in-
spiration for the Chanel suit's
cardigan, Described by friends
as the only man Chanel ever
loved, Boy Capel was killed in
an automoblle accident,

She continued her flirtations,
always avolding matrimony,
and she became an immensely
wealthy woman in her own right
after the perfume hit the mar-
ket In 1922, During the 18308 her
fortune was estimated at $15
milllon and she became known
as a businesswoman with few
equals. She loved to make mon-
ey almost as much as she loved
her independence.

Her most famous romantic al-
Hance -was during the middle
16208, with the second Duke of
Westminster, He married four
times and divorced three, and
Chanel once remarked: “Every-
one marries the Duke of West-
minster, there are a lot of duch-
esses, but only on Coco Cha-
nel.”

Interrupted by World War II,
Coco's career took a downturn
and she refrained from design.
Ing for 15 years, living off royal-
ties from her other intereats.

Her return to couture in 1954
was snubbed by the fashion crit-
fcs, but her scceptance by the
public grew steadily, and by the
1960s she was a5 influential as
ever. .

Always keoping her hemlines
about the knee, Chanel was one
of the few designers who never
accepted the miniskirt or got (n-
volved in the recent maxi-midi
controversy. She considered the
mini “an exhibition of meat"
and constantly harangued

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Flaw in Credit Industry
Haunts a Major Society

NEW YORK (AP) —As our
credit soclety enlarges—120 mil
lion Americans now  have
charge accounts—the efficlency
and reliability of credit report-
ing agencles may be improving,
but a basic record-keeping flaw
remains, _

This defect, although said by
credit executives to be infinite-
simally small compared to the
size of credit data systems, does
threaten . the names of dredit
users and the credibility of the
industry itself.

Derogatory informatien, it
seems, still may repose In the
files of credit. checkers even
though the situation that led to
the adverse report was without
merit or has been corrected or
adjudicated in favor of the indi-
vidual, ‘

Ironically, for an industry
whose past is badly marred by
inefficlency, the blame for this
sltuation rests as much with the
nation's many governmental
units as it does with the indus-
try, Much more so, industry of-
ficials say. »

The flaw is this: The filing of
& sult or a len {8 clearly in-
dexed and available as a public
record from the courts. But the
disposition, if recorded at all is
often much more difficult to
find,

As a result, nuisance actions
against individuls may wind up
In their credit files and even
cause them to lose privileges
avallable to others, even though
the actions were decided in
their favor or dropped.

“This is the biggest single
problem of the Industfy, the big-
gest source of complaints we
have,” says Edward Brennan,
vice president and general man.
ager of the largest computer-
Ized credit reporting service in
the country,

"Court records are in a
me#s,"” sald Brenmnan, ‘“There is
no penalty in many states for
not recording the disposition of
& case. If a charge is dropped,
many times there may be noth-
ing done to indicate it.””

Despite this serlous flaw
Brennan, who runs TRW Credit
Data, an amazing operation that
maintains updated credit files
on 80 million Americans and 120
million separate charge ac-
counts, belleves better days are
ahead for credit users.

The industry, he observed, as
he awalted the annual meeting
here of the National Association
of Retall Merchants, is in the
process of consolidating many
amall and inefficient credit bu-
reaus into about flve large units
highly regulated by the Fair
Credit Reporting Act.

Individuals now are assured
the right to correct their files it
they fell inaccurate information
is being maintained. And, Bren-
nan says, the concept of positive
information {s now becoming es-
tablished.

Trinidad’s Prime Minister
Facing Election Challenge

PORT OF SPAIN, Trinldad
(AP) — Prime Minister Eric
Williams, who won & 2-1 victory
in 1968 voting, ia facing a seri-
ous challonge at elections to be
held+thls year, )

His government was neéarly
toppled during a crisis last
April. The aftermath of the riot-
ing and mutiny which took place
then is still being folt.

A special court-martial of 13
officers and men of the Trinidad
and Tobago Regiment, the two-
island nation's 750-man army,
continues  after six weeks of
prosecution testimony. Some 60
other soldlera await trial,

Prosecution testimony has
linked the mutineers with Black
Power leaders in an alleged
abortive plan to stage a revolu-
tlon during the rioting last
spring. The alleged plot failed
only because the nation's coast
guard remained loyal and
shelled the mutineers' camp to
prevent them . from entering
Port of Spain.

Four persons died. The week
of disorders began with the gov-
ernment's decree of a tough
state of emergency on April 21
and a rampage through the
downtown shopping area a few
hours later by rock-throwing
youths, The mutiny erupted the
same day.

The government finally lifted
the state of emergency two
months ago. And released half a
dozen Black Power leaders
jailed since April.

One of them, Carl Blackwood,
a citizen of Jamalea, left for a
vacatlon on his home island.
The Willilams government
barred his re-entry.

The others, indluding Geddes
Granger and Clive Nunez, who
are Black Power spokesmen,
have stayed out of the limelight
since their release.

More moderate black nation.
alist leaders, such as Lloyd
Best, a lecturer in economics at
the University of West Indies
campus in Trinidad, and Dr.
James Millette, an English his-
tory lecturer at the University,
are active in opposition to-the
Willlams government. Nelther
man was involved in the spring
trouble or taken into custody.

“I'm certain the old order
isn't going to last through 1971,"
says Best. He heads Tapia, a
black-nationalist  organization
which publishes a widely read
monthly.

During weeks of demonstra-
tors and marches which preced-
ed the April blowup, Prime Min-
ister Williams' depuly prime
minister, A.N.R. Robinson, 43,
resigned from the government.

Robinson claimed that
Williams, 59, considered In his
younger days to be one of the
most radical Negro politicians
in the Caribbean, had lost touch
with the people.

Robinson has since estab-
lished an organization called the
Group of Dedicated Citizens.

Last week it merged with the

Democratic Labor party, the
main opposition party—strongly
entrenched in the rural East In-
dian community. The country's
population 18 about 40 per cent
East Indian and sbout 50 per
cent black.

The United Natlonalist Inde-
pendence party, headed by Mil-
lette, is being wooed by Robin-
son to join his camp.

. Williams' five:year term has

expired and he must call new
elections within six weeks after
the present Parllament ends its
business. Hlections will proba-

-bly be in the spring,

A strong coalition Including
those disenchanted with the Wil-
ltams government and hitherto
apathetic East Indian voters
could end his 15.year stay In
Whitehall, the country's govern-
ment house,

However, Williams still has a
powerful East Indian ally in
Bhadase Saga Maraj, 52, a
high-caste religious leader of
the Hindu population. More than
75 per cent of the Indians In
Trinlidad and Tobago are Hin-
dus.

I Maraj tan persuade his fol-
lowers to vote for Willlams the
diminutive prime minister will
be almost assured of flve more
years in office.

The country's unemployment
is between 20 and.30 per cent.
The once busy tourist.trade has
still not recovered f last
April's trouble. But most hotels
will be booked solld for carnival
events in late February. >

Williams' opponents say he
still hasn't solved what they feel
is the underlying cause of the
country's unrest.

“The biggest problem Is the
domination of the economy by
the government and outsiders,”
says Best, referring to oll pro-
duction and sugar harvesting as
well ns smaller business opera-
tiens in the country.

“QOur task will be to give the
people economic independence,
The Country doesn't want the
old boys any more."

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The Law We Made For Others

When this nation, along with other
victorious allles, was playlng its part in
setting up the Nuremberg trials, creat-
ing the Nuremberg laws, and enforcing
the Nuremberg penalties, there were
some who warned us of what doing such
a thing might involve,

It might involve the posalbility that,
in some future war, it might be Ameri-
can public officials and American com-
manders who would bo brought to trial
for alleged war crimes.

And it should, in any case, obviously
become part of any conaclentious Ameri-
can behavior in“the future that we our-
selves ﬁo’-,u(}l::mptuwnly seek to avold
any actiéns which might be classed as
simitir to the crimes of Nuremberg,

m?l if we ever found ourselves com-
g mitting such actions, that we ourselves
should seek to punish ourselves for them,

At the conclusion of the war in the
Pacific, the United Statea acted alone to
bring c¢ertain Japanese commanders,
notably General Yamashita, who com-
manded in the Philippines, to trial for
war crimes, for which he was hanged
by us,

This too, f we did it in good consci-
ence, was not merely the privilege of
the victor over the defeated, but the pro-
nouncement and establishment of an
international law to which we were in.
ferentially pledging our own future
obedience.

With all such conscience obligation in
the background, we now find ourselves
engaged in prosecuting some of our own

soldiers on charges of war crimes com-

mitted In Vietnam. This is at least a
partial response to our consclence; But;
at the samse time, it is possible to claim
that there have been other acts in the
war, and other policies applied to  the
war, which could also be interpreted as
eriminal by the standards of the Nurem.
berg Trials or the standard of the
Yamashita trial. And General Telford
Taylor, who was chief United States
prosecutor at Nummbesx. and who has
more recently been a severe orl of
the war in Vietnam, is now coming out
with a book which infers that General
Willlam C. Westmoreland, as com-
mander in Vietnam while some of these
alleged war crimes were being commit-
ted, might be just as subject to trial as
was Yamashita, who was hanged be-
cause he did not prevent his troopa
from committing criminal acts in the
fleld.

It has also been suggested that, by
the Nuremberg standards, such Ameri-
can clvilian officlals as former BSecre-
tary of State Dean Rusk, former Becre-
tary of Defense Robert McNamara, and
former Presidential asslstants McGeorge
Bundy and Walt W, Rostow, considered
by many the chief architects of our full
intervention in Vietnam, could be con-
sidered eligible for prosecution as war
eriminals,

Such things are not going to happen
unless North Vietnam vaults to such a
victory it Is handing down peace terms
in Washington, But the issue Is present
in both the prosecution and the defense
of the alleged atrocities at Mylai, We
by no means have back, free and unin-
volved, the commitment we made to in-
ternational law about war when we took

- part - in the Nuremberg-end Yamashita
verdicts.

Conquering The Dark

When brain: chemistry in the labora.
tory geis to the point where it can an-
nounce that it has discovered a method
for regulating fear of the dark that, for
mam,mmmm
has now established an unshakeable poal-
tion in human affairs, and that there is
no longer any imaginable reason why

its sclence cannol persist into almost
total explanation and potential regula-
tion of, the processes of the brain.

Eventually — at the end of & very long
eventually — man will come close {o the
capacity-to control his own thought and
feeling and adjustment to life through
chemical meana,

If he neverf quite reaches that
capacity, never really gets to the .full
exercise of It, it will be because the
prospect of such capacity and power so
frightens his last small area of normal
feeling and functioning that it takes him
into a total madneas which will refuse
to prescribe chemical cure for itself,

That might be the apocalyptic expecta-
tion,

More psoberly, our progress toward
analysis and control of our own chemical
brain processes is golng to be slow and
gradunl and not come to any quick
dramatic head.

But what it is going to be doing, even
while it Is still far short of iis end
knowledge and its full potential powers,
is this:

It is golng be re-shaping, re-weight-
ing, and re.directing our approaches to
nlmost all those social and political
problems which involve the behavioriam
of human beings, individually and colleg-
tively.

We have all been forced to take, as the
most formidable block to the advance-
ment of human affairs, the annoying old
bromide which says ‘““you can't change
human nature' and until you do, nothing
else can really do very much good. Well,

-suppose we do concede, 83 we have fre-

quently felt forced to concede, that we
haven't succeeded in changing human
nature very much, not with our
philosophies, or our religions, or our in-
creasing lelsure and luxury. That may
be what the record says up to now, but
it Is not what may be valld tomorrow,

Tomorrow we may find that we are
indeed able to change humsan nature,
merely by introducing certain chemicals
into its brain processes. The great alibl
may be deserting us, We might even
have to try to decide, for real, what kind
of people we really want to be. And, In
such a case, who is “we? Some commit-
tee of Congress? Some commission of
clergy, philosophers and psychiatrists?
What a frightening, confusing, de-
moralizing, thrilling, inspiring, magnifi-
cent prospect, if we really can change
human nature!

Clarion Call To Belt-Tightening

Gov. Thomas J. Meskill's inaugural
address yesterday was a Spartan-like aa-
sessment of the State's diamal fiscal sit-
uation, shorn of any glossy phrases or
false hopes that might soften the sever-
ity of the problem. Meskill gave blunt
warnings that the road ahead pointed to
genuine belt-tightening and sacrifice on
the part of Connecticut government and
its people.

As the speech of the first incoming Re-
publican governor in 18 years, the words
were a sharp departure from the visions
and aspirations expressed by his Demo-
cratic predecessors, and seemed very
much in touch with the everyday con-
cerns of the state's citizens, The new

governor spoke not of new soclal welfare

flelds to conquer, but such hard-core
problems as growing unemployment, ris-
Ing crime, drug abuse among youth,
drinking drivers and the destruction of
the envirenment,

Though-Meakill spoke about these and
many other critical needs and lssues,
all seem overshadowed by what are seen

" the overriding concerns in _the new legis-

lative session, and these are the State's
bleak fiscal status and the kind of rela-
tionship that will evolve between the
governor and a General Assembly in the
hands of the opposition party,

Meakill touched on the latter issue
briefly, and was concillatory in tone as
he pledged his cooperation to the Demo-

cratic Legialature and called for a non- -

partisan attack on the State’'s ills,

The situation of divided political con-
trol calls for a nearherolc shelving of
partisan interest if the general welfare
of the state and its people is to be sery.
ed. Yet the condition of the times calls
for almost no less, and Connecticut citi-
zens must hope and pray that its men
and womén in government will be guld.
ed by consclence, rather than political
interest, in what they do In the coming
five months, '

As to the State's money problems, the
new governor spelled it out: Taxpayers
must come up with an additional—that's
additional—$800,000,000.

His ploture of the fiscal situation was
dark indeed: Connectiout is *
in debt' with a $250 million deficit, bond-
ed indebtedness at an all-time high, rev-
enues below expectations, and further
unavoidable spending in the future,

Mesklll's candor in telling the tax-pay-
ers "lke it is' may be appreciated, but
perhaps it Is a candor he can afford at
this time, since the financial hole the
‘Btate {5 in-is not of his making. The
straws of tax increases have been In the
winds for some time now; what can
draw grester appreciation from the tax.
payer are the new governor’'s plans and
ideas for curtailing spending. He strikes
& responsive note when he speaks of dis-
mantling bureaucracy, putting a leash
on high government salaries — especial-
ly in the education field — and reversing
government's random growth toward in.
efficlency and waste. What will be
watched are the actions actually taken
to relleve the straln on the taxpayer,
and to.what extent they effeéct savings.

The times are critical, but as Meskill
has pointed out, the situation is far from
hopeless and the people are far from
helpless. If belt-tightening and sacrifice
are the clarion call, the people will . re-
spond, But it will fall upon the governor

Obituary

" Jean Shepard Dead,

Leader in Community

SOUTH WINDSOR—Jean Ed-
ward (Red) Shepard, 53, of 695
Main St., banker, industrialist,
civie leader, and prominent to-
bacco grower, died last night at
Hartford Hospital,

Mr, Shepard was president
and founder of the South Wind-
sor Bank and Trust Co, and
president of the Nuway Tobacco
Co., the J, E. Shepard Co,, the
Shepard Pola Co,, the JES
Realty Co., and the Shepard
Sod Co., which provided sod for
Fenway Park in Boston.

He was a prime mover in the
industrial growth of South Wind-
sor and served the community
at one time as a member of
the Sewer Commission and the
Zoning Board of Appeals, He
initiated the first Cigar Harvest
Festival in 1851 which attracted

-nearly half million people,

He also created the JES In-
dustrial Park, the location of a
Pratt and Whitney satellite plant
in South Windsor, He was for
many years the largest inde-
pendent tobacco grower in Con-
nectiout,

Mr, Shepard was born Aug.
27, 1917 in South Windsor, son
of the late*Jean E. and Anna
Baumer Shepard, and had
lived here all of his life, He
was a graduate of Kingswood
School, West Hartford, and Col-
gate, ~ University, Hamilton,
N. Y, During World War II, he
served with the Navy and at-
tained the rank of Heutenant.

He helped to revolutionize the
tobacco Industry in New Eng-
land. At the age of 21, he devel-
oped & machine to dry tobacco
cheaply. The machine cut the
time and cost of tobacco dry-
ing. It had e seven-foot propel-
ler which drew air into the to-
bacco shed, passing the ma-
chine's boiler, which heated the
air and circulated it so there
would be no ‘“‘swegting'’ of the
tobacco plants, During the mid-
508, when the tobacco industry
started to decline, he was the
first to enter into an agreement
with the American Machine and
Foundry Co, of New York to
engage In the production of a

new cigar Dbinder, ‘‘Micro-
flake."

Shepard was named the "“Out-
standing Young Man of 1851
by the Grester Hartford Jay-
cees and was selected as South
Windsor's '"Citizen of the Year"
in 1987 by the South Windsor
Lions Club.

He also was & director of the
First Federal Savings Bank of
East Hartford, a trustee of the
Inatitute of Living in Hartford,
and a former director and a
member. of the board of gov-
ernors of the Shrimers Hospital
for Crippled Children in Spring-
field, Mass,

He was a member of Ever-
greon Lodge of Masons In South
Windsor, the Scottish Rite
Bodies of Hartford, Connecticut
Consistory (32nd degree) at
Norwich, and a member and
past potentate of Sphinx Tem-
ple Shrine, Hartford. _

Shepard was p charter mem-
ber of the South Windsor Ro-
tary Club and organized {ts an-
nual outings at the Blast '‘and
Cast Club, a soclal organization
he founded,, served as presi-
dent, and allowed its facilities
to be used for such activities.
He also was a1 member of the
Hartford Canoe Club, the Hart-
ford Club, the Hartford Golf
Club, and the Tobacco Valley
Investors Club.

Shepard; two sons, Jean Ed.
ward Shepard III and Charles

Derided as ‘Bill of Goods’

‘WA SHIN GTON (AP) —
Though uncertain that President
Nixon's goal of an all-volunteer
Army.can be achieved, the Pen-
tagon has spelled out plans for a
major start this year, .

Specifics include a $2 billion
GI pay and incentive raise, less
KP duty, more privacy In. the
barracks, educational opportun-
ities and enlistment at higher
rank for men with special skills,

The first - year program for

.facelifting GI life in an effort to

attract enough volunteers to do
away with the draft was out-
lined to the House draft subcom-
mittee in closed session last Au-
gust but not released until Sun-
day.

Chairman F. Edward Hebert
D-La., called the ldea “a bill of
goods,” saying only the pres-
sure of the draft can draw
enough volunteers plus draftees
to meet the military's manpow-
er fequirements,

Even so, Hebert's subcommit-
tee recommended = President
Nixon's pay raise .proposals be
considered at the same time
Congress renews the draft law
beyond its expiration date June

But it added that Congress
should establish future manpow-
er levels at the same time it ex-
tends the draft law.

Secretary of Defense Melvin
R, Laird announced last month
a goal of achieving an all-volun-
teer force of 2.5 million men and
women by mid-1973 and sald it
can be met if Congress ap-
proves increased pay and bene-
fits,

But Asst. Secretary Roger T.
Kelley told the House subcom-
mittee last Aug. 4 no timetable
can be set because of the uncer-
tainties of drawing enough vol-
unteers—and said a standby
draft should be kept for emer-
gencies,

Nevertheless, Kelley spelled
out lﬁglor first-year plans for
starting the volunteer drive, but

said wspecific recommendations
were not ready at the time he
testified.

The $2 blllion incentive pack-
age, he sald, would include a 20
per cent pay ralse effective Jan.
1 for enlisted men with less than
two years service, pay ralses
for junior officers in July and
increased housing and subsist-
ence allowancea for all person-
nel. s

He sald the decision to end
KP for 2,600 Army men at serv-
ice sch and 1,015 Marines by
contracting the work to civilian
firms for $25 milllon already
had been made although the de-
cision could be changed.

“The onerous nature of KP
duty has® been consistently g
tioned,"” he sald, " ...a8 of

Ending KP was opposed by
several House members includ-
ing Rep, Alexander Pirnie, R-
N.Y., who said next the Army
would turn to private policemen
to stand guard duty, He urged
that the $25 million be used for
something else.

Don’t Overpay onHomeSale

With a few million homes
~being sold in the. country
every year, accounting for
home sales on an annual in:
come tax return is a rela-
tively common problem.

If the home was sold at a
rofit, the transaction must
e accounted for on a Sched-
ule D. Even where there is
no profit, or should an actual
loss be taken, it is generally
advisable to complete Sched-
i ule D. This ends the matter,
and avoids any questions
being asked in subsequent
years,

Of course, if a loss is taken
on the sale of your residence
it is never deductible.

The profit may or may not
be immediately taxable.
What could spell the differ-
encé is the purchase of a
replacement home. If you
sold f"our ‘home at a profit
and then decided that home
ownership was not for you,
and you lived in rented quar-
ters thereafter, the profit is
immediately taxable,

Here are the provisions
under which the tax on the
profit is deferred:

If you replaced the home
sold with another purchased
home, you have a taxable
profit only if the adjusted
sales price of the home sold
exceeds the cost of the new
home.

This calls for a definition
of terms. The adjusted sales
price is the gross selling
price less the total of “fix-
ing-up expenses” and '‘sell-
ing expenses."”

Fixing-up expenses are
those costs incurred to make
your home more salable.
They include painting, deco-
ratinlﬁisand repairs. To count
for purpose they must .
have been completed within
90 days before the sale and

paid for within 30 days after
the sale.

Selling expenses include
real estate commissions, ad-
vertising expenses, legal
fees and your share of the
closing costs.

Let's illustrate it all with

an example. You bought a
home for $22,000 and then
put $2,500 into capital im-
provements. You now have
an investment of $24,500 in
the property. You sell it for
w:‘m-
But you incurred $375 in
fixing-up expenses and $2,-
210 in selling expenses. The
total of these two items—
$2,585—subtracted from the
selling price of $27,000,
leaves an adjusted sales
price of $24,415.

Applying that earlier rule,
it is now apparent that, if
your replacement home
costs $24,415 or more, there
is no immediate tax to be
paid on the gain. But that is
just the first step. That tax
1s not forgiven, just deferred.
Now you must go one step
further and make an adjust-
ment in the purchase price
of that replacement home,

This time the fixing-up ex-
penses are not considered.
Go back to the $27,000 sell-

Many Pays Raised
By New Tax Laws

WABHINGTON (AP) —
American wage earners are
finding their pay envelopes fat-
tened by federal tax law
changes which took effect with
the New Year,

Single people get some of the
largest cuts in federal tax de-
ductions, but almost everybody
benefita.

It's all part of the Tax Reform
Act of 1960 which reduces tax-
payers’. burdens by $9 billion
over several years starting in
1970. This year’s portion, howev-
er—$3,6 billlon nationwide—will
have the greatest impact.

The cuts in the federal tax
bite could be tempered in some
areas by increased state and lo-
cal levies. There's also an in-
crease in Soclal Security taxes
—4.8 to 5,2 per cent this year—
meaning someone with a $7,800
taxable income will pay an ad-
ditional $31.20 in 1971.

But over-all, Americans
should have more money to
spend in an inflationary econo-
my. Those bensfiting the most
are the unmarrieds, the rich
and those of low income.

For openers, the standard ex-
emption for individuals -and
thelr dependents goes up from
$425 to $650 for all of 1671, That
means the IRS will be counting
on claims of greater exemptions
so the paycheck deduction is re-
duced.

At the lower earning levels,
individuals will benefit this year
from the second stage of & spe-
cial “low-income allowance' de-
signed to remove some low-in-
come families from the tax rolls
and reduce tax payments for
others through a formula which
increases allowable deductions.

A tax break is also pro
for people who don't itemize de-
ductions — such as some non-
homeowners, This year's stand-

If the adjusted sales price
is more than $20,000, the tax-
free profit is the ratio be-
tween $20,000 and the ad-
justed sales price. It's really
not as complicated as it
sounds. If the adjusted sales

rice, for example, was
000 and the gain on the
sale was $15,000, here is how
the rule would work: Since
the ratio between $20,000 and
$30,000 is %, than 3 of that
$15,000 profit, or $10,000,
would be tax free.

You may use this over-65
rule only once in a lifetime.
To take advantage of it, the
home sold must have been
your principal residence for
at least five of the eight
years prior to the sale.

Big Board Overhauil Looms:
Haack Expected as Target

NEW YORK — The mosat
wide-ranging study and over-
haul of the organization, gov-
ernment and policies of the New

York Stock Exchange in more
than 80 years is expected to get
a green light from the Big
Board's governors within the
next month.

The study, to be conductad by
& seven-man blue-ribbon ‘‘con-
stitutional convention' panel,
including both exchange mem-
bers and people from outside
the industry, is planned as the
most comprehensive look at the
workings of the exhange since
1038, when the present structure
was £

Sources in Wall Street say
formation of the study commit-
tee is an outgrowth of the fric-
tions that developed within the
exchange membership during
the financial and operating
aqueeze of 1067-70.

One result of the near-col-
lapse of the financial communi-
ty was a call for more repre-
sentation in exchange affairs
for brokers dealing with the
public, especially those who
service large investing institu.
tions, such as mutual funda and
banks,

Ironically, the last basic
change in the NYSE's govern-
ment was made in 1640, when
a rump group of members
forced the Big Board to grant
a larger volce to floor mem-
bers, who now have the biggest
single block of votes on the
board of governora,

The Iast broad overhaul, in
1638, abolished the member-
president and member-commit-

tee governing structure, set up
a full-time staff organization
and installed Willlam McChes-.
ney Martin, later chairman of
the Federal Reserve Board, as
the exchange's first paid pres-
ident.

One major result of the de-
cision to form the committee,
it was learnsd, has been an
easing of the efforts to oust
Robert W. Haack from the pres-
{dency of the exchange.

Hsack has been in trouble
with a large segment of his
membership — including several
influentifl governors—since Nov.
17, wheén he made a speech op-
posing many of Wall Street's
sacred cows, including the fix-
ed commission rate structure.

In that speech, Haack sald
he would present proposals for
restructuring the ' exchange's
government, but they have not
yet been given to the board.

If there is to be a further
move to replace Haack — some
sources say it will be in May,
when he fust go through ths:
formality of re-electlon — it
could come at the end of the
study.

The study is reported to be in
the developmental stages. The
next fufl.scale meeting of the
board will take place on Jan,
21, but some say the plan could
be discussed then and actually
approved at another meeting.

Church Council
Finds Opposition
To Race Barrier

ADDIS ABABA, Ethiopia
(AP) — The decision by the
world Council of Churches to
give ‘money to liberation groups
opposed to white racist govern-
ments has caused ideological di-
visions among the members of
the World Councll, the organiza-
tion's gencral secretary admit-
ted today.

Dr. Eugene Carson Blake sald
the fissures are not only=in the
churches of South Africa and
Rhodesis—whose governments
were the move's prime targeta
—but “in .varying degrees in
guch other nations as Portugal,
Treland, Greece, Great Britain
and Germany."

But he toid the representa-
tives of 235 Protestant, Angll-
can, Orthodox and Old Catholic
churches that last fall's decision
also had positive results. He
suld some persons who had con-
templated quitting their church-
es on soclal grounds  had
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changed thelr minds and non-
balievers had been brought into
the clrurch by the move,

Speaking-on the second day of
the council's central committee
meeting, Dr. Blake pointed out
that the executive committee al-
located $200,000 to 19 liberation
groups and asked the member-
ship to come up with an addi-
tional $300,000, He said the addi.
tional money had not been
raised, and sources in the
conference sald only about a
third of that amount is avall-
able,

Businessmen Hail
Ni.yon, Tax Break

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Nixon has found a way to
give business a $2.7-bilfon tax
break without involving the
Democratic-controlled Con-
gress. But the move may hurt
chances . of fis project to share
federal revenue with the states.

Nixon's announcement of new
regulations allowing faster
writeoff of Investment In ma-
chinery and other production fa-
cllities was hailed by business-
men and greeted with skepti-
clsm by congressmen.

The U.8., Chamber of Com-
merce halled Nixon's action for
effecting the depreciation re-
form,

“Adoption of the new depre-
clation rules will result {n the
modernization and expansion of
the nation's industrial facili-
tes,"” sald Arch N. Booth, the
chamber’s executive vice presi-
dent.

He added they will greatly ex-
pand employment opportunities
and give U.8. Industry greater
opportunities to compete in
world markets,

The new rules, announced
Monday in S8an Clemente, Calif.,
allow businesses to shorten by
as much as 20 per cent the peri-
od in which they write off for
tax purposes investment in ma-
chinery, They also will be able
to . concentrate more of the
writeoff In the first year.

The regulations will be pro-
mulgated under the Treasury
Department's authority to set
reasonable depreciation gujde-
lines. No leglalation is required.

Nixon in laying down the
guldelines Monday sald past ex-
perience shows that deprecia-
tion lberalization “‘will stimu-
late the pace of spending on new
plant and equipment, which has
been leveling off, and thus cre-
ate jobe."

He sald that, a sa result,
federal tax collections will, in
the long run, increase,

‘It won't make it any easler
to persuade Congress to ap-
prove revenue sharing,” com-
mented Rep, Wilbur D. Mills,
D-Ark. “It makes it harder—be-
cause it adds to the deficit."

Mills is chalrman of the
House Ways and Means Com-
mittee where any revenue-ghar.
ing legislation would begin. Al-
though a consistent.opponent of
the sharing plan, Mills said in a
telephone interview from Sear-
cy, Ark., he will hold
on the proposal after the 92nd
Congress convenes, but not ear-
1y in the mession.

Typical of business reaction to
the new depreciation reguls-
tions was the comment of W.P.
Gullander, president of the Na-
tional Assoclation of Manufac-
turers,

““The business community has
long sought depreciation poli-
cies more in line with those en-
joyed by foreign competitors,
and this action by the President
is an important partial move in
this direction,’ he said.

Indian Funds
Go Astray

and local school officials have
misused milllons of federal dol-
lars earmarked for the educac
tion of impoverished Indian chil-
dren, two prominent  legal
groups charged today.

In n study covering 60 school
districts in elght states, the
NAACP Legal Defense Fund
and the Harvard Center for Law
and Bducation said the money

T was used ‘for every concely-

able school system need except
the need that Congress had in
mind.”

The study said money intend-
ed for Indians was used to buy
‘“fancy equipment'' for white
astudents and for general operat-
ing expenses ‘‘to reduce taxes
for non-Indlan property own-

The U.8, Bureau of Indian Af-
falrs encouraged such practices
the study said, by looking the
other way when districts mis-
used funds, and then granting
them extra Indian student mon-
2y to replace what they'd mis-
used.

Truce in Jordan

Palestine guerrillas and the Jordanian government
signed a new cease-fire agreement today but barely an
hour later artillery mortars and machine guns opened up

High Court
Allows Cutoff

WABHINGTON (AP) — The
Supreme Court ruled 6.8 today
that New York State may cut
off wellare payments to moth-
ers who refuse to allow case-
workers into thelr homes,

The decision, given by Justice
Harry A. Blackmun, reverses a
federal court in New York City
and upholds the state against
claims by welfare reciplents
that they were the targets of un-
constitutional searches.

In fact, sald Blackmun in his
first majority opinion for the
high court, such visits are not
really searches but a reasonable
adminiatrative tool in adminis-
tering the Ald to Familiea with
Dependent Children (AFDC)
program. He sald they violate
no right guaranteed by the U.S.
Constitution.
