' Brazil Frees 70 Prisoners

As Ambassador’s Ransom

RIO DE JANEIRO (AP)
—Buckets of champagne
and a welcome-home ban-
quet today awaited Gio-
vanni Bucher, the Swiss
ambassador kidnaped by
terrorists 39 days ago and
ransomed by the Brazilian
government with the flight
of 70 Brazilian prisoners to
political asylum in Chile,

The ambassador's butler be-
gan making plans for the ban-
quet after a Varig Airlines
Boeing 707 took off at midnight
for Santlago carrying the 70
prisoners;, the largest number
ever released as ransom fn a
political kidnaping.

The jetliner arriyed at Santia-
go's Pudahuel International Air-
port at 4:22 a.m. A Chilean For-
eign Ministry official said Buch-
er would be released as soon as

news agency photographs of the
arriving prisoners reached Bra-

=il,
Photographers and television

Loitery Plan
IsBacked

HARTFORD (AP)—At a newsa
conference called to announce
a plar for Increased action
against organized crime, Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill came out in
favor of legalized off-track bet-
ting on horse races and in fa-
vor of a state lottery for Con.
necticut,

“I would hope that we could
legalize betting,'” the new Re-
publican governor. replied
Wednesday to a question about
his planned attack on “illegal
gambling in Connecticut.

Meskill, during his campaign,
had promised to consider legal-
ized gambling, But he withheld
outright support of the revenue-
ralging measure. His Heutenant-
governor, T. Clark- Hull, is a
long-time supporter of recstrack
betting.

When the governor was asked
if he would support legalized
gambling for revenue-raising in
his Feb, 15 budget message, he
sald he¢ would If he “‘finds it
financially worth it.”” Meskill
sald he envisloned legalized
horse-race betting. similar to
that in New York State, but he
did not go into detail.

The governor's $250,000 anti-
crime package comprises six
bills that were tiled by GOP
legislators.

The bills call for:

—A model antigambling act.

—A division of e¢riminal jus-
tice In the state attorney gen-
eral’s office, .

—A four-member state com-
misalon of investigation.

— Increased severity of the
maximum penalty for loan

—Broadening of the witneas-
immunity law.

—Regulated use of wiretap-
ping and electronic “‘bugging’’
by law-enforcement officials.

Meskill supported all six
measures during his campaign.

If the Democrat-controlled
legislature approves the meas-
ures, Meakill sald they "“will go
a long way"” toward reducing
criminal activity in Connecticut.

U.S. Bombers Join

Campaign to Open
Cambodian Highway

SAIGON (AP) — US.
B52 bombers have joined
the campaign to reopen
Cambodia’s highway to the
sea, where severe fighting
was reported, informed
sources reported today.

It was the first time that the
eight-jet Stratofortresses have
been reported bombing in direct
support of ground troops In
Cambodia since the U.8, incur-
sion across the border last
spring.

The bombera hit North Viet.
namese fortification on the
heights above two passes, Pich
Nll, 60 miles southwest of
Phnom Penh, and Stung Chhay,
85 miles farther south. Highway
4 runs through the passes that
lead to Kompong Som, Cambo-
dia's only deep water port.

The enemy has blocked the
highway saince November, caus-
ing a shortage of fuel and other
Imports.

It was near .Strung Chhay,
where a South Vietnamese and
Cambodian task force is push-
ing north, that fighting broke
out, Another force of Cambo-
dian soldiers Is .driving msouth
with a South Vietnamese ma-
rine brigade In reserve, toward
Pich Nil Pass.

A South Vietnamese spokes-
man sald the southern task
force, an armored column, was
pushing toward Stung Chhay
after amashing through a North
Vietnamese pocket of resistance
and killing 31 enemy troops. He
ingisted the South Vietnamese
took no casualties. 2

But the Cambodian high com-
mand said another battle had
broken out today near Btung
Chhay Township, with the North

Four Others
Deny Plot

The Rev. Philip Berrigan, the
tmprisoned antiwar priest; and
four others have denied they
were part of an elleged bomb-

kidnap plot, scoring the charges
as a government attempt to dis-

credit the antiwar movement,

Berrigan, 47, and five others
were indicted Tuesday by a fed-
eral grand jury in Harrisburg,
Pa., on charges of plotting to
kidnap presidentinl nide Henry
Kissinger and to blow up heat
tunnels In government bulld-
inga.

The grand jury met on the
case again Wednesday and Asst.
U.8, Atty, Guy Goodwin sald
one reason for continuing the
probe was the possibility that
some of those being guestioned
might become defendants.

Two of the defendants were
released on ball after spending
a night In jail and three others
were held in‘lleu of $50,000 bond
apiece,

Berrigan remained at the fed-
eral p!lloﬂ In Dnllbﬂ_l'y. mun‘ﬂ
where he is serving a six-year
sentence for destroying draft re-
cords in Maryland,

His brother, the Rev. Danlel
Berrigan, 49, who is serving a
three-year sentence at Danbury
on similer charges, was.one of
seven persons named as cocon-
spirators in the case but not for-
mally charged.

The Berrigans met with attor-
ney Wiliam Kunstler in the
prison and through him released
a statement likening the govern-
ment's charges t othe Naxis'
burning of the Relchstag build-
ing in 18933,

Blaze in Home for Elderly

Claims Nine Senior Citizens

LOUISVILLE, Ky. (AP)
Fire in a suburban senior
citizens home killed nine
residents early today and
injured 48 other persons,
authorities reported.

“I think it was difficult for
some of them to realize it was a
real thing,"” sald Miss Odie
Branstetter, a survivor of the
blaze at Westminster Terrace

Presbyterian Home for Senior
Citizens.

Bhe sald: '“We kept saying, ‘Is
this for real?’ I could hear the
flames ... not the flames but
the girders seemed to be pop-
ping and walls popping. As soon
as T woke up I thought, ‘Oh, my
land.’ Theré was heat, too. I
could feel the heat."

The dead were identifled at’

two hospitals .as Alma Swain,
81; Clara Egbert, 86; Edith
Johnson, 78; Nora Strong, 83;

In Frankfort, the stats Fire
Marshal's office said the home
was inspected last July 14 and
given a satisfactory rating for
fire safety, the same rating it
had been given at each inspec-
tion since it was established In
1966.

The blaze began about 2:15
a.m., HST, and was discovered
by the night nurse, Mrs. Helen
Turner,

The bullding, southeast of
Louisville, was evacuated and
the uninjured residents were
taken to hospitals, a nearby
church and neighboring resi-
dences. <

Seven were pronounced dead
at one hospital and two at an-
other. Of the injured, four were
listed in critical condition.

Mrs, Turner sald she heard a

identified person out. of Westminster Terrace af-

crackling sound, went to investi-
gate and saw smoke puring out
of the chapel area. She alerted
the fire department, then went
o the home's infirmary and
shut the rooms' doors.

A few minutea later the auto-
matic fire alarm went off. The
alarm also closed inslde center
hal doors, cloging off the central
stairas and elevators, resi-
dents left down stairs each
end of the bullding, which has a
capacity of 81 occupants,

Garland Miller, chief of the
Buechel Fire Department, sald
“‘we had to bring 50 out through
the windows. Not one of them
panicked,” he added. "To my
knowledge, no one was burned
in the fire. Those who died were
overcome by amoke."’

One resident, Mra, Florence
Peper sald, ‘T had been reading
and thought I would eat a crack-
er before going to bed. I had
just finished when I heard the
alarm, I put on my coat and
went out down into the hall."’

The blaze apparently started
in the chapel on the first floor,
officlals sald, The dining room
and chapel were destroyed by
the blaze but there was little no-
ticeable fire -damage in the re-
mainder of the_ building, most of
which is living quarters. There
are no resident apartments on
the first floor,

As firemen began moving
equipment out, the first floor
was & mass of charred and fall-
en plaster, burned furnishings
and water. Water dripped from
the ceiling,

Firemen sald that when they
arrived, flames were shooting
out the first floor windows and
up over the balconies on the sec-
ond floor,

All rooms have full length
windows with a sliding door
making up one wall; each room
also has its own private balco-
ny. Firemen found some resl-
dents standing on their balco-

PARIS (AP) — The United
Stated attempted today to hand
the Communist side at the Viet-
nam peace talks a list of 1,684
Americans missing or held
prisoners in Southeast Asia.

The Communists refused to
accept the list, so U.8. Ambas-
sador David K.E, Bruce read
the names of the latest missing
and taken prisoners into the
conference record. The list he
read included 156 names,

American officials claimed
the Communist attitude in not
accepting the list ‘‘shocking and
cynical.,”” Bruce himself re-
ferred to the “sorry record’ of
the Communists on the prisoner
issue.

Mrs. Nguyen Thi Binh, head
of the Viet Cong delegation, ac-
cused Bruce of attempting a
maneuver in presenting the list,
and said he should get back to
issues holding up peace.

The entire lst Bruce present-
ed includes all of the Americans
Washington belleves are miss-
ing or held prisoner in South
and North Vietnam and Laos.

It was updated as of De¢. 81,
1970, and substitutes for a list
made Dec. 30, 1968, The Com-
munists accepted the first list.

The North Vietnamese and
Viet Cong devoled their state-
ments to charges that the Unit-

Other expenses in their list
of deductibles include fees
pald for secretarial help,
telephone and telegraph
charges, gifts to customers
and pro ts up to a yearly
limit of $25, all ordinary and
necessary entertainment ex-
pense.,

By definition, an outside
salesman is one whose prin-
cipal function is to sell away
from his employer's place of
business.

All other employes who do
not meet the definition of
outside i;a]esman may clallm}@'
as business expenses on
their travel and transporta-
tion expenses (including auto
use for the employer), to-
gether with the cost of meals
and lodging while away at

least overnight from the gen-
eral area of their place of
employment.

Two methods may be used
in determining auto expense:

You may list the total cost-
of opera your car, in-
cluding :{Ix_'seciation, gas
and oil, rep , Insurance,
car washing, purchase of
tires, batteries and other ac-
cessories, the cost of the
auto license, auto club mem-
bership and any towing
charges.

From this total expense
may be deducted that per-
centage which represents the
business portion of your total
mileage. If, for example, 75
per cent of total driving was
performed in the course of
your work, 75 per cent of
total auto expense would be
deductible.

A second method permits
the taking of 12 cents a mile
for the first 15,000 miles of
business driving and nine
cents a mile for an g in
excess of 15,000 miles.

Whichever method yoti use,

you may additionally charge
the actual cost of parking
fees and toll charges in con-
nection with your business
driving.

The nonoutside salesman
employe who ha.sd entertain-
ment expense and expenses
in connection with purchase
of gifts for customers may
obtain these deductions only
if he itemizes his deductions.
He cannot claim all these in
the employe expense cate-

ory. This is the exclusive

omain of the outside sales-
man.

Atter all, the legislature did
create a state Department of
Transportation last session and
converted the powerful Highway
Department into a bureau with-
in the new department.

From the highway lobby's
point of view, compelling rea-
sons exist not to take the next
step.

School System Faced
With Overcrowding

The Vernon school system
will be faced with overcrowd-
ing In & few years according to
Dr. Raymond Ramsdell, super-
intendent of schools, after
studying the figures ‘on the
Board of Education report of
enumeration of children for
1070,

The report was releassd at
Monday night's meeting of the
board. It covers anyone under
21 years of nge as of Sept. 1,
1970 and the total number filed
was 10,608, an increase of some
400 over the previous year's
figure.

Dr: Ramsdell sald a large in-
crease in  preschool-ave chil-
dren Indicates the number of
pupils will soon outstrip the
school system's capacitles.

In the group of bables under
one year, the figure jumped
from 303 to 488; one.year-olds
numbered 437 last year and this
year, 41; two-year-olds, 4n
last year and 569 this year,
The figures start to level off
after this point,

The report also lists the num-
ber of children attending pub-
lic school or recelving special
instructions, those attending
non-public schools, those attend-
ing a post secondary school and
those not attending school
or recelving special instruction.

It reveals that some parents
start their children very early
with their schooling. In the two-
year-old classification, three of
the 589 figure glven, attend
non-public schools while 19 of

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PhDs Find

Job Market
‘Depressing

for better ones, as well as those
who are entering the job market
for the first time. .

Educators report It is most
difficult to get jobs in Engilish,
history, philosophy, political
and religious studies.

‘“The fields easiest to fill are
in math, soclology, anthropolo-
gy and psychology,” sald Mra,
Ruth A. Armstrong, head of the
office of teacher placement at
Yale Graduate School.

Demand for PhDs also ex-
eeds the supply in astronomy,
earth sclences, some areas of
biology and some medical
sclences, but these are relative-
ly small fields.

Mra. Armstrong sald Yale had
dropped geographic preferences
from its registration cards for
job applicants. “‘one interesting
consequence of all this,'” she
sald, "‘Is that people who have
wanted to stay on the east or
west coasts will find they have
to go to the midwest to find
work. This 1s good in a soclolog-
fcal way. It's spreading the tal-
ent, attitudes and customs
across the country.”

Another effect is that many
Ph.D's will take joba at junlor
and community colleges instead
of the more prestigeous four-
year institutions.

“We are getting more letters
than we ever did from PhDs
looking for jobs in community
colleges,” said Willam A. Har-
per, director of public relations
for the American Association of
Junior Colleges.

Dr. Alfred Livingston, execu-
tive vice-president of Cuyahoga
Community College in Cleve-
land, agreed. “In the past six
months, we've had a definite in-
crease in the number of appli-
cants with earned doctorates,
persons who are probably pre-
paring for university poaitions,
he sald.

The profusion of PhDs was
forecast almost six years ago by
Dr. Allan M. Cartter, chancellor
of New York University, in an
article written for the American
Statistical Association.

“No one believed it then,"”
Cartter aald, “I wish they had
listened.

“Now I'm worried about their
personal discouragement. When
most of them started working
for their degrees six and ssven
years ago, the job market was
much different. Now a much
larger proportion of them will
be taking jobs as a stop-gep,
hoping something better will
come along., Very frequently, it
doesn't."’

In & recent paper on sclentific
trends for 1970-85, Dr, Cartter
sald, ‘"We have created a gradu-
ate education and research es-
tablishment in American uni-
versities that is about 80 to 5O
per cent larger than we shall ef-
fectively use in the 1970's and
early 1080's, and the growth
process continues in many sec-
tors. The readjustment to the
real demands of the naxt . 15
years is bound to be painful.

Bruce anlso stressed his con-
cern about the lack of informa-
tion on Americans missing in
South Vietnam and in Laos,

“Except for a few propaganda
broadcasts, you have never pro-
vided any information what-
soever - not even a simple list
of namen -- on prisoners of war
or those missing in these two
areas,” he declared. “You have
such Information but you refuse
to divulge it. This is reprehensi-
ble and continues to incur for
you the strong disapproval of
world opinion."”

The American negotiator said
that only one letter has been re-
celved from prisoners held in
South Vietnam and none from
thoss in Laos.

Bruce concluded: ‘“Your side
has the obligation to improve
the sorry record I have just cit-

Children’s Home
Ex-Director Dies

Assault Described
In Guards’ Testimony

“A great uproar,”  obsceni-
ties, and many inmates clamor-
ing “I'm next. . .come and get

J
me'' was the way one prison
guard described the business of
transferring 21 Somers prison
inmates from one section of a
segregated area at the prison to
another,

Attacks on guards made dur-
ing the individual transfers have
resulted in charges against
elght of the men, two of them
now standing trial in Tolland
County Superior Court.

Testimony began yesterday in
the trials of Tommie J, Hart of
Natchitoches, La. and Melvin A,
Henley of New London, each
charged with two counts of as-
sault.

The incident was described by
the first two witnessea for the
atate, both of them prison
guards named in the informa.
tions as having been assaulted.
They are Officer Luther Smith
and Capt. George Pechka.

Smith told the court that about
Aug. 14 one man was removed
to the segregated sectlon from
the general prison population
when guards confiscated flyers
having to do with honoring
black seperatist Marcus Garvey.

Angered at this, 22 black
prisoners volunteered to go into
the segregated unit also, This
unit is used mainly, Smith sald,
to hold Inmates who have
broken rules but is also used for
security reasons as a holding
area for prisoners awalting
sentencing in court.

He sald, concerning the 22
men who asked to be put there,
that ‘“‘all they had to do was
gend a request in and they
would have been released.’ He
sald prisoners are usually sent
there for a specified time by a
court of officials who judge
minor infractions.

This group of men was still
there Aug. 26 when trouble be-
gan, according to Smith, with a
“lot of talking'' after the 10 p.m.

Asked what procedure they
normally use to take a man out
of a cell when he intends to at-
tack, Smith sald, '“We have to
go In and get him." He sald
guards use a plastic shield as
protection and that when they
went in to get Hart he smashed
a radio on top of the shleld,
‘‘thrashing; kicking and swing-
ing," at which time 8Smith said
he was thrown on a bed and his
hand jammed against a wall, in-
juring his thumb.

Five others werge taken out
forcefully after Johnson, Crooms
and Hart, including Hepley, and
then 13 went without incident, all
to the isolation cells. These were
deacribed as being stripped cells
with either just a sink and toilet
or with just a hole in the floor.
Asked how long the men re-
mained inthese cells, Smith said
he didn't know. Photographs of
these. cells were entered as ex-
hibits and shown to the jury.

Public Defender Flaherty
asked Smith how many blacks
work as guards at the prison
and Smith estimated the number
at from 10 to 15 out of a total
number of guards which he
guessed was between 200 and
300, He said he had no idea of
the inmate population as to race.

The trial adjourned early in
the day due to lllnesa in the
family of Assistant State's At-
torney Donald Caldwell and tes-
timony is scheduled to resume
at 10 a.m.

The plan, designed to become
effective in 1073, would unseat
chairmen of all but three major
committees,

‘“This may be the only chance
we'll get during our time in Con-
gress to try to bring the House
into the 20th Century,” said
Rep, Jamea J. Howard, D-N.J.,
in making known the proposals
at a news conference Wednes-
day.

“The warm winds of change
are blowing in the House but
over an age of lce produced by
age,'" added Rep. Brock Adams,
“.Wash.

The group plans to submit the

‘twin ideas to House Democrats

when they caucus next week in
advance of the opening of the
92nd Congress Thursday.

These proposals are much
broader than.those of a special
committes nanted by the caucus
last year to study. the seniority
system,

Chief among the caucus pan-
el's recommendations was one
to limit representatives to ‘one
subcommittee chairmanship
each, a step calculated to open
up about 45 such posts to other
meémbers.

Nothing like the age-limit and
elght-year proposal is included
either in a recommendation to
be submitted next Wednesday
by a special House Republican
task force on senlority.

School Board Considers
Parking Facility Policy

The Board of Education
again wrestled with the prob-
lem of student parking at the
high school, without coming to
n decision.

Meeting with high school
Principal Richard Olson and
two members of the student
council, the school board hash-
ed over its feelings on allowing
all students who wish to drive
to school, versus a more re-
stricted policy based on need of
the student for (ransportation,
such as for those involved In
the work-study program.

Toward the end of the meet-
ing Buperintendent of Schools
Dr. Kenneth MacKenzie re-
vealed the sentiments of the
townspeople as evidenced In
the recent questionnaire.

The dictates of the townspeo-
ple were clear...they favor
permitting the atudents to drive
to school, as long as it is not
necessary to construct addi-
tional parking facllities,

The results of the guestion-
naire were based on replies to
questions 34 add 39, One ques-
tion s generalized and asks
whether students “‘should be al-
lowed to drive to school and
provision should be mede for
them to use the present park-
ing facilities at the high
school."

According to Dr., MacKenszle,
212 replied affirmatively, 50
were undecided and 154 op-
posed.

The second question hit more
directly at taxpayers': pocket-
books and changed the direction
of the replies,

When faced with the state.
ment ‘‘Realizing that an ex-
pense to the town may be In-
curred, the limited parking fa-
cilities at the high schoal should
be expanded to accommodate
student drivers,” only 142 re-
plies were favorable, while 52
were undecided and the number
of those opposed rose to 222,

The school board interpreted
the resulls as & "clear edict’
in favor of permitting student
parking on a limited basls, and
promised to reach a declsion
at the next meeting in another
week,

Olson strongly went to bat on
behalf of the students wishing
to park at the school. He also
described the situation as one
in which the students were be-
coming restless and as.a pos-
sible tinderbox. \

Jordan Quiet
Under Truce

AMMAN, Jordan (AP) — The
guns fell silent in Jordan today
following five days of fighting
between King Hussein's army
and Palestinian  guerrillas,
Army and guerrilla teams be-
gan collecting weapons to de-
militarize the capital.

night in accordance with a
cease-fire agreement reached
Wednesday under the ausplces
of the foreign Arab commission
trylng to bring peace to Jordan.

Aldrin To
Quit Military

SPACE CENTER, Houston
(AP) — For one unforgettable
moment in history the Apollo 11
astronauts held the attention of
the world . Now, the last of
them, Edwin B. “Buzz"” Aldrin
Jr., follows his crewmates into
retirement from the space

corps.

Aldrin, lunar module pllot on
the tirst moon landing flight and
the second man to walk the
moon, confirmed plans to retire
in his characteristic military
manner Wednesday: "It would
be correct to state that I have a
change in status coming up."

He declined to elaborate, ex-
plaining, ‘I had rather do It In
an orderly fashion, I'll have a
preas conference next Tues-
d‘y."

A spokeaman in Washington
said Aldrin, an Air Force colo-
nel, will become commander of
the epervspace research pilots
training school at Edwards Air
Force Base, Callf,

The other two Apollo 11 astro-
nauts retired from the space
program last year,

Nell A, Armstrong, command-
er of the mission and first man
on the moon, transferred to an-
other department in the Nation-
al Aeronautics and Space Ad-
ministration. He's now deputy
administrator for aeronautics.

Michael Collins, the command
module pilot, Is assistant secre-
tary of state for public affairs.

Retirement of the trio came
as no great surprise to most
people working in the space pro-
gram. With only a few flights
left in the Apollo program, there
was little chance they would be
named to another moon mis-
sion.

*“You can't be a space hero all
your life,"” sald one man who
Imows the astronauts ‘I think
they all realized that.”

Aldrin, who will be 41 next
Wedneaday, was passed over re-
cently for promotion to Air
Force brigadier general. No as-
tronaut has ever achleved such
rank while still in the space-
man's corps, and sources said
there was no indication it would
be different for Aldrin.

“I was eligible and I was not
selected,” the astronhut sald
Wednesday night, ‘“That point is
fairly well undérstood.””

As commander of the Air
Force test pliots school at Ed-
wards, Aldrin will be returning
to full-time military duties for
the first tme since he was
named an astronaut in October
1083,

A’ graduats of the U.8. Mill-
tary Academy—third In the
class of 1961—Aldrin flew 68

combat missions in Korea and
ahot down two enemy planes.,

He earned a doctor of sclence
degree at Massachusetts Insti-
tute of Technology, writing his
thesls on a rendezvous method
for orbiting spacecraft. .

He flew his first space mis-
sion in 1988 aboard Geminl 12
with astronaut James Lovell
During "the four-day mission,
Aldrin set an endurance record
for walking in space, more thnn
five hours,

Armstrong and Aldiin made
man's first landing on the moon
July 20, 1669, Leaving Collins in
lunar orbit aboard the com-
mand ship, the two astronauts
gulded the spider-like craft they
called “Eagle' to a landing on
the moon's Sea of Tranquility. A
few hours later, as much of the
world watched on television Ald-
rin followed Armstrong down &
ladder to the moon’s barren sur-
face,

Following the flight, the astro-
nauta appeared before Con-
gress, were decorated by the
President and made & lengthy
world tour, collecting scores of
honors,

All three later admitted they
wearied of the public exposure.
Within five months Collins left
the space agency for Washing-
ton. Armstrong followed 10
months later, And now Aldrin.

The retiring astronaut {s mar-
ried to the former Joan A. Arch-
er of Ho-HoKus, N.J. They
have three children.

Would Restore
Town Tax Loss

State Rep. Thomas J. Don-
nelly has submitted a bill to
reimburse the Town of South
Windsor for tax losses incurred
as a result of a moratorium on
tax recductions based on manu-
facturers' inventories.

Donnelly blamed former Gov.
John Dempaey's veto of the six
per cent sales tax during the
1069 sesslon, as well as his ve-
to of the ‘'tax-and-spend pack-
age prepared by the Democrat-
controlled legisiature” as the
reasons other sources of In-
come, including the manufao-
turer’s inventory tax, had to be
modified.

In order to compensate for
the reduced sales tax increase
which was limited to five per
cent, Donnelly sald the legisla-
ture had to ‘‘juggle sources of
revenue in the new budget.”

A source of income to the
towns' Lthe tax on local manu-
facturer's inventories, has been
thought to be an impediment to
local Industrial expansion Don-
nelly said., Earller action by
the legislature in 1867 had pro-

'vided for a gradusal reduction

of taxation on inventories at
the rate of 10 per cent per year
for ten years, at which time
the tax base would be elimin-
ated.

Donnelly added that the state
has been reimbursing the towns
for the differences in tax reve-
nues as a result of the yearly
10 per cent inventory base re.
duction by providing grants to
the towns,

However '‘In June of 1969,"
Donnelly sald, ‘'the legislature
passed a blll which suspended
the ten-year tax base reduction
program for one year, thereby
imposing a moratorium on the
ten per cent reduction of local
manufacturer’'s inventories for
tax purposes.' Because South
Windsor and Glastonbury are
the only two towns in the state
who make tax assessments on
Jan. 1, Donnelly's bill is co-
sponsored by Rep. Jean Thorn-
ton of Glastonbury to restore
lost tax revenues to that town
as well.

Donnelly explained that the
purpose of the moratorium waa
to provide additional tax reve-
nues to the towns and therefore
to the state, as the state would
not have to lssue grants for the
difference In revenue the towns
received as a result of existing
annual reduction on finventory
taxes, but, the sbove two towns
had already calculated thelr as-
sessments as of the prior Jan.
1, which was based upon the ef-
fective 10 per cent reduction.

Judged by past experiences,
for example, the administration
had a right to expect that by
now the inflationary psychology
would have been broken. In-
stend, as judged by wage and
price demands, it is very much

The problem is exemplified by
union demands while unemploy-
ment remains high and by big
price increases desplte sluggish
sales. Both labor and industry
seek their increases partly be-
cause they feel Inflation will
persiat.

‘But only partly, Americans
have been fed for many years
now on & ‘‘new era philosophy,”*
and millons of them belleve
that a new level in comfort and
affluence is within their grasp,
if they grasp hard.

Government policy has also
played a large role in making
the control of excesses less easi-
ly- achieved. Republican or
Democrat, any modern adminis-
tration now adheres to a full
employment philosophy,

Such a concept means contin.
ual flirtation with inflation, and
it means also that wholesale un.
employment as a means of cor-
recting inflation Is becoming
less and less acceptable,

The huge social responsibili-
ties sssumed by government in
recent years also make efforts
to control economic imbalances
e ticklish job and perhaps an
imposaible one with the old
tools,

The needs of minorities, the
plight of cities, the obligation to
provide: adequate housing, the
growing battle to survive In a
polluted environment all tend to
make tougher the battle for
economic equilibrium. They de-
mand spending.

One methed of controlling in-
flation Is to cut government
spending, But how is this to be
accomplished when such prob-
lems as those listed demand so-
lution? It is a dilemma that
sometimes is resolved by fore-
saking old bellefs.

President Nixon, for example,
has abandoned hopes of a bal.
anced budget. He has, in fact,
conceded that he is & Keynesaian
in economics, which means he
is now less opposed to expan-
sionist public spending and defi-
cit budgets,

Dole sald the Republican par-
ty is generally united, the na-
tlonal committee Is well staffed
and, above all, ‘“We've got our
candldate for 1972 in Nixon.

- Jobless Rate
Hits Program
At Danbury -

DANBURY (AP)—The work-
release program for inmates at
the Federal Correctional Insti-
tution here has dwindled to only
20 prisoners since fits peak of
115 men three years ago —
largely because of changing
prison policy, community oppo-
sition and high unemployment,

Under the program, instituted
by former Warden Frank Ken-
ton, trusty-frimates at the feder-
al prison were sent to industries
and businesses in the Danbury
area as part of their job train-
ing. At night they returned to
thelr cells.

Mayor Gino Arconti said Tues-
day he felt the lack of jobs in
the area had caused the work-
release program to diminish. He
sald employers during the past
two years have been cutting
their normal work forces, thus
creating a lack of interest
among industrial employers to
hire finmatea for on -the- job
training.

Three -years ago, the city
ralsed some objections over the
operation of the program and
asked prison authorities o make
modifications.

The city said that many in-
mates who learned jobs In Dan-
bury later were paroled locally
and many of them had drug-
oriented backgrounds.

City officials suggested at the
time that the Inmates should be
paroled back to their own towns
and that prison officials needed
to do a better job of screening
applicants for the work-release

program.

Warden John J. Norton sald
Tuesday that things have
changed since the peak enroll-
ment of three years ago.

“We have a completely new
turnover of inmates — many
younger and many with drug-
oriented backgrounds,” Norton
sald, “Many of the inmates to-
day are not conducive to work-
release."

'“When the program was first
implemented, it had a different
meaning. We were working with
numbers, attempting to get as
many inmates as we could in-
volved. But now we find that
quality personnel are more ben-
eficlal to the program,'” Norton
said.

“We also find inmates should
not be allowed into the commu-
nity for long periods of time,”” he
sald. “We find it beneficial to
introduce en Inmate to work-
release a few months prior to

his being discharged, so, In fact,

he has learned a trade that will

help him acquire a job when he

retums home."

Fighting raged untll dusk
Thursday as 8outh Vietnamese
fighter-bombers and artillery
pummelled the ®©North Viet-
namess positions on the heights
overlooking the road. Reports
from the area sald the fighting
resumed today.

A BSouth Vietnamese spokes-
man sald 41 North Vietnamese
and five government troops had
been killed and 28 South Viet-
namese wounded.

“It is not clear who controls
the area,’ the spokesman said,
“The enemy {8 still in the vieini-
ty of the pass.”

While the .southern task force
tried to push north, the Salgon
government sald, & force of
South Vietnamese marines was
moving south toward the Pich
Nil pass, the other enemy
stronghold on the highway,
about 60 miles gsouthwest of
Phnom Penh.

“The marines have not ar-
rived there yet,"" the spokesman
seld. He added that he did not
know how far the marines were
from the pass. However, the
Cambodian commander in the
area sald Thursday that his
troops were advancing on Pich
Nil and would retake it from the
North Vietnamese and that he
was keeping the Bouth Viet.
namese marines In reserve.

A total force of 5,800 South
Vietnamese and 8,000 Cambo-
dian soldiers launched the two-
ended drive Wednesday to re-
open Highway 4, which has been
closed by North Vietnamese
troops gsince Nov. 21. Phnom
Penh has been cut off from its
seaport, Kompong Som, creat-
ing shortages of ofl, gas and oth-
er imports in the ¢apital.

The U.8. plane shot down in
Cambodia was an Army spotter
craft that crashed In Kratie
Province, In the northeastern
part of the country. The crew-
men weare rescued.

Sources sald the plane appar-
ently was on & reconnalssance
mission spotting North Viet-
namese positions for U.3. artil-
lery on the Bouth Vietnamese
slde of the border,

It waa the first American air-
craft reported lost in Cambodia

Israelis Drive Deep into Lebanon

TEL AVIV (AP) — Israell
commandos penetrated 28 miles
into Lebanon during the night,
killing 10 Arabs at a Palestine
guerrilla base on the coast and
wounding many more, Israel’s
military command sald today.

It was the deepest Israell in-
curzsion into Lebanon since the
attack on the Belirut airport
Dec. 28, 1068,

The Lebanese government re-
ported two guerrillas killed and
seven wounded. It sald hellcop-
ters and ships landed the raid-
ers at Sarafand, on the Mediter-
ranean coast, under cover of na-
val bombardment.

An Israell spokesman sald six
Israelis were wounded. He re-
ported that the ralders blew up
two houses, a number of caves
and underground buildings used
for houning and storage, and a
rocket launcher mounted on a
raft.

Officlals In South Lebanon
said Sarafand was a ‘‘secret Iit-
tle harbor used by the guerrillas
for embarcations to the occu-
pled Gaza Strip."”

AP Correspondent Ellas Antar
reported from Sarafand that an
estimated 120 Fsraell comman-

dos made the rald in four hell-
copters. He sald they blew up
two guerrilla strongpeints on
the shore, but the guerrillas and
the Lebanese army claimed
they fought off the ralders be-
fore they reached the main
guerrilla base.

The Lebanese army sald the
Israelis made two assault. A
communique reported:

A helicopter - borne Israeli
force, supported by naval units,
ralded the harbor and town of
Sarafand, south of Sidon, at
midnight last night. The raiding
force was engaged by our coast-
al forces and artillery.

At around 3 a.m., the enemy
tried to land another force by
helicopters in the same area
which was already under siege
by Lebanese troops. OQur forces
prevented the second landing at-
tempt and forced the raiders to
withdraw In confusion.”

The Lebanese defense minis-
ter, Elias 8aba, reported the Is-
raells used five helicopters in
the attack.

Al Fatah, the biggest of the
guerrilla organizations, report-
ed: “The ralding Israell force
attempted to storm our posi-
tlons after the air and naval
landings but our forces engaged

and prevented the ralders from
advancing toward our main
base."

The Israelis sald they learned
of the base from five Palestini-
an frogmen who landed Jan.
on the northern Israeli coast ‘to
kidnap an Israell citizen."

An Israeli spokesman sald the
rald was In retallation for &
number of Arab guerrilla ralds
on Isrseli settiementa along the
Lebanese border., The last pre-
vious retallatory raid into Leba-
non occurred on Deec. 27, when
several Arabs and one Israeli
were reported killed in an at-
tack on a village gsix miles
across the border.

Nixon Urges American Youth
To Find ‘Generation Alliance’

WASHINGTON (AP) — In his
most conclliatory speech to
American youth, President Nix-
on has urged the young to try
out the system in “‘an alllance
of the generations.”

Speaking before 8,500 students
and faculty members at the
University of Nebraska at Lin-
coln Thursday, Nixon said:

“There can be no géneration
gap in America. The destiny of
this nation is not divided Into
yours and ours—it is one desti-
ny. We share it together. We are
responsible for it together,"”

Apart from a flurry of ‘‘Peace
Now'' chants, soon drowned in a
chorus of boos of disapproval
from other students when he
was introduced, Nixon was well
recelved—Dbetter, in fact, than
on any campus sincé he took
office.

The President, who stopped in
Lincoln on a flight back to
Washington from Southern Call-
fornia, told five newsmen tray-
eling aboard his_jet he feels his
audience listened carefully to
his words.

Nixon sald his address was not
written with applause lines in
mind.

“I'll be Interrupted 85 times
when I give my State of the Un-
ion,’’ he sald, referring to an ad-
dress to the new Congress Jan.
