volunteer and professional nurs­
ing services, epidemic proven- 
Aon, home health aides and 
i/«g range planning. Each dis­
trict Is set iq> individually ac­
cording to the needs of the 
area.

A bill Is evidence of a prom­
ise Some legislator made to a 
constituent or a group of constit­
uents. "If I am elected,” the 
legislator may have said during 
the 1970 campaign, "The first 
things I’m going to do is put in 
a bill to abolish the tariff on 
laminated grommets.” So he 
dees. And he forgets about it, 
because it was one of those 
things, and the bill dies a gen­
teel death ' in committee.

A bill may also represent a 
Party Poeltion, bearing the 
names of all the legislative 
leaders of that party. That kind 
of bill has to be taken seriously. 
It represents more than a cam­
paign promise; it usually repre­
sents a platform plank and a 
gauntlet thrown down to the' op­
position. I t represents a fight.

Another kind of bill is the one 
drafted by a state agency to 
accomplish what the agency 
wants. These customarily bear 
the names of committee chair­
men—chairmen of the Educa­
tion Committee tor bills desired 
by the state education depart­
ments, chairmen of the Public 
Welfare Committee for Mils de­
sired by, the Welfare Depart­
ment, etc. '

And there are the bills drafted

by various Interest groups. The 
State Labor Council may funnel 
its bills in .^hrough labor union­
ists in the assembly—especially 
those who are on the Labor 
Committed. The liquor lobby 
often pours its stuff in through 
the members of the Liquor Con­
trol Committee. And so on.

It is not unusual to see lobby­
ists roaming the Capitol corri­
dors in search of likely law­
makers to file their bills.

Is there anything unethical 
about this? Not necessarily. A 
legislator can simply put in a 
bill and forget it, letting the 
lobbyists carry the fight. It may 
be for a change In law that the 
legislator doesn’t really agree 
'With, and he can slip the word 
to a committee chairman to 
kill it.

It Is possible to put in bills 
that one objects to. The old 

itechnique was to write '"by re/
' quest" on the bill, and that told 
everycHie that the bill was some- 

-  thing the legislator had prom­
ised to someone but personally 
didn't want an y ^n g  to do with. 
Lawmakers have been known to 
get'up at a hearing and even on 
the fl(X)r of the Hous8 or Senate 
and denounce a “by request” 
bill bearing their own names.

Then there are the bills timt 
reqiresent a strongly held (pin­
ion by an individual la^wnfaker 
and which he would file, each 
sessidn whether anyone asked 
nim or not. Among the legisla­

tors Identified with particular 
Issues are Rep. John A. “Tony’’ 
Misclkoeki of Torrington, state 
lottery; Rep. Jean Thornton of 
Glastonbury, liberalized abortion 
laws; Rep. Morris Coehn of 
Bloomfield, making banks pay 
interest on Christmas club ac- 
eexmts and funds held in es- 

, crow; Rep. Rufus Rose of Wa- 
terbury, against requiring mo- 
toroyclists to wear helmets;

Finally, there are the shake- 
down bills. Has someone In­
sulted you or aroused your re­
sentment? Have they too loudly 
demanded that you ‘ deliver chi 
ar campaign promise? Put in a 
bill that will really make them 
scream. Tlien make them suffer 
while you slowly ponder wheth­
er to kill the offending bill. (It 
is an unwritten rule of the leg­
islature that no bill will be re­
leased from committee against 
the wishes of the person who 
fUed it.)

TTie shake.rdown bill can even 
pay (rff han(lsQmely in cash if 
am unscrupulous amd powerful 
legislator wamts t o  make it do 
so.

Latest New Languag^e: Job Action
In this great age of semantics, word 

maneuvering, obfuscation and traduction 
of meanings, no casual observer can be 
sure that he Is keeping track of the very 
latest.

But, from this particular tower, the 
very latest thing In language novelty Is 
something called "Job action."

And, by this tower’s particular ob- 
servatlcms, the use term "Job ac­
tion" was first noticed In a statement 
made on Wednesday, Jan. 18, by he 
business representative of the union rep­
resenting the BiK>w]dow drivers for the 
Cannecticbt state highways.

Speaking of the controversy which had 
arisen because an understanding reach­
ed with the Dempeey administration had 
ai^parently not lived through Into the 
Meskill regime, the union’s business rep­
resentative was quoted as follows:

"Emotions are running very high and 
there is a strong possibility of some type 
of drastic Job action.”

’Twenty-four hours later, down In New 
York City, the president of the Patrol­
men’s Benevolent Association, leading 
the city’s police In a quarrel over re­
troactive pay, asked his men to go slow 
and used the following language:

" I  ask those of you who are consider­
ing Job action tonight to do your Job in­
stead."

From both usages, the cme in Hartfohlr 
the other in New Yoric, we deduce that 
the two words "Job actlan’ ’ had sud­
denly become a passable synonym for 
the old-fashioned and too-wMl-recognlzed 
word "strike,’ ’ and that the type of "Job 
action" being considered was one of no 
actlcMi on the Job.

'The momentary advantage of such a 
new phrase would seem to be that, al­
though its meaning and signal may be 
clear enough to the union faithful, to the 
snowplow drivers, or to the police for 
whom striking Is supposed to be Illegal, 
management and authority are mo­
mentarily hung up on something they 
can’t find either In the dictionary or in 
law.

And, to give It Its due, "Job action" Is 
in line with the current semantical 
fashion for turning words into their 
posltes — like "peace" for “ war" and 
"protective reacUcMi”  for "attack," so 
"action" comes Into what we suppose 
must be cotasidered its highest msfmlng 
of "not doing."

A few obstinate unenlightened diar- 
actors will, no doubt, stlU insist on call­
ing a strike a strike,.

We hope not, for 
what the world seems to need most des­
perately now is some proof that there 
can be such a thing as ai} Idealism 
\riilch does not betray Itself.

There’s StiU Time
WASHTNOTON — A  prudent President 

learns not only from his own errors but 
even more, perhaps, from those of his 
predecessors.

Richard Nixon does indeed appear to 
have benefited from many of Lyndon 
Johnson’s mistakes. He’s headed out of 
Vietnam instead of deeper In, trying to 
shift decision-making power out of Wash­
ington instead of concentrating more 
power there, reducing Govemment-by- 
frenxy to a calmer, lower-keyed tdteh.

He does not, however, seem complete­
ly to have learned what should have 
been the standout lessMi of the Johnson 
era: The prime Importance of preserv­
ing Presidential credibility. More than 
anything else, the loss of credibility—in 
the narrow sense of believablllty, and in 
the brOiader sense of public ccH^dence— 
brought Mr. Johnson down; as much as 
anything, It could threaten Mr. Nixon’s 
re-election.

Admittedly, Mr. Nixon carries built-in 
handicaps. Miuiy pec^le, particularly 
“ liberals,’  ̂ view him with distrust and 
dislike accumulated over two decades. 
The parallel with Lyndon Johnson is 
striking.

Years of Congressional maneuver had' 
built the Image of Johnson the master| 
m ^pu lator and wheeler-dealer. His' 
deft assumption of power when Presi­
dent Kennedy was sussasslnated, and his 
smashing election triumph in 1964, cre­
ated a more statesmanlike image for a 
time, but the old one was still there in 
the back of 'many minds, ready to re- 
emerge at the least excuse. Equivoca­
tion, tricks, sudden reversals that might 
have been ignored from another leader 
were happily hailed as pnxrf the' old 
wheeler-dealer hadn't changed.

Similarly, a long-held view of Mr. Nix­
on as a tricky oj^rtunlst and gut-fight­
er was submerged by reports of the 
"new Nixon" and his loftier 1968 cam­
paigning. But the old image wasn’t 
erased, and tends to be readily revived 
by slips and fallings that might be 
shrugg^ off in an Eisenhower or other 
trusted or popular President.

’Thus the President’s more conserva­
tive actions—such as his Supreme Court 
appointments and go-slow policy on 
school and housing integration—merely 
cimflrm susplclmis of liberals and others 
that he’s the same old Republican reac­
tionary, and make It easier for them to 
refuse to credit him for the liberal pro­
posals he does advance. At the same 
time, many conservatives become 
aroused over such liberal schemes as 
the family assistance plan or deliberate­
ly large deficits, and feel far more be­
trayed than if an avowed liberal had 
espoused these steps.

Mr. THxon, declares conservative col­
umnist Kevin Phillips, "has changed 
policies and directions so often, and 
sometimes so erratically, that his Image 
is one of opportunism r a t h e r  than 
vision.” T h e  President’s dilemma, 
writes Newsweek analyst Stewart AIsop, 
is that naticHial problems have forced 
him to advocate solutions- m<m liberal 
than his natural Instincts would ordi­
narily suggest. "The national situation 
has pushed him to the left of himself," 
Mr. Alsop argues, and so the President 
Is not always convincing.

Nixon rhetoric often aggravates the 
credibility crunch. To sell conservatives 
on welfare reform, he plugs it as a way 
to get at welfare chlselers and free­
loaders, an approach that makes It 
tougher to convince liberals it’s really 
the start of a steadily rising guaranteed 
family income plan.

For two years, Mr. Nixon fought hard 
to hold down the Federal budget, even 
vetoing bUls for spending on education, 
hospitals, housing. Now he terms him­
self a Keynesian, and embraces the con­
cept ot a huge deficit that would theoret­
ically be eliminated If the economy were 
operating full blast. Keynesians natural­
ly  wonder whether the change had been 
dictated by political needs rather than 
economic enlightenment.

The Administration has been caught 
out from time to time telling somewhat 
less than the full truth. Resumed bomb­
ing of North Vietnam was originally Jus­
tified as retallatl<» for attacks on U.S. 
reconnaissance planes; only later was it 
conceded as aimed In large part at de­
stroying supplies and manpower headed 
south. After months of frantic warnings 
about a Soviet SS-9 missile buUd-up, the 
Pentagon suddenly discovers that SS-9 
construction has slowed.— sowing sus­
picion that the early alarm -was based 
more on military budget needs or ABM 
battles in Congress than firm Intelli­
gence.

Perhaps many of these examples are 
conqi^ratlvely minor. Peihaqw moat are 
perfectly JusUflable and might, in anoth­
er man, prove eminently accqitable. 
But each tends to revive or enlarge the 
credibility problems of this particular 
President.

Basically, the nation wants to believe 
and trust its President, and no single 
^ p  can destroy this Presidential asset. 
But loss of credibility and public cctifi- 
dence tends to snowball, and the down­
hill ndl becomes ever harder to halt or 
reverse. Lyndon Johnson never learned 
this; Richard Nixon, fiortunately for 
himself and for the nafion, still has 
time.—ALAN L. OTTEN IN  THE WALL 
aTOBBT JOURNAL.

Wonders of the Universe-

Medical Research in Space
By DR. I. M. LEVITT, 

DIRECTOR 
H ie Fels Planetarium 

of The Franklin Institute
It is hoped that space re­

search will eventually provide 
knowledge of the Interactions of 
human physiology and the en­
vironment, Including many 
types of Illnesses, aging and, 
perhaps, even clues to man’s 
origin.

James D. Gatt, of Republic 
Aviation’s life sciences and 
space environment department, 
indicates that space presents a 
promising new scientific medi­
um and further believes the 
potential of this research tool 
is perhaps the greatest of any 
yet discovered by man.

Biomedical space research 
over the past 15 vears has been 
limited to an effort to establish 
requirements for observation 
and testing of man in space In 
order to develoo the new breed 
of space vehicles. Yet this re­
search has offered many new 
Insights into the operation of 
physiology In the earth’s one-g 
field: The movements of fluids 
in the body, the body balance 
system and the dynamics in­
volved In the generation of force 
and movement. ’The require­
ments for the life-supporting 
atmosphere and food .gave an 
Insight to respiration and living 
with toxic contaminenta. But 
these Involved living on earth. 
Once man arrived In space, the 
environment Instantly became 
an alien one.

Tn space there Is no gravity 
(unless arUflcally generated), 
magnetic forces are minimal or 
absent, there Is a continual 
change In the tidal effect due 
to the sun and moon, radiations 
of all types are present, high 
and low temperatures at mini­
mal cost are available and, 
finally, space offers the finest 
vacuum known to man. It was 
fhto this new environment that 
the astronaut entered and. In 
attempting to preserve his 
physical Integrity, physicians 
tecame aware of this ^len en­
vironment as a m escal re­
search tool.

Weightlessness or sub-gpr^vity 
conditions provide an unexcelled 
opportunity to study the body’s 
fluid mechanics. The problem 
is easy compared to studies on 
the surface of the earth for the 
force of gravity has been elimin­
ated. Open heart surgery might 
be performed under conditions 
In which the hydrostatic work- 
1o8m1 is eliminated. The absence 
of gravity will facilitate the 
study of other biological phen­
omena—cell migration, mucus 
flow, wound healing and so on. 
It has, been stated many times 
that space could help coronary 
patients for they could emva- 
lesce without hoepltalization, or 
bedrest. B)ven severe bums 
could be helped through the 
flotation of patients on streams 
of air.

A  Uttle-known activity Invblves 
electrical currents in the body 
and nervous transmission unde^ 
the Influence of the earth's magi 
netlc field. Terrestrial magnet­
ic forces interfere with measure­
ments at extremely minute body 
currents so that their intensity 
and dlrecUcm cannot be defin­
itively measured. Under weight­
less condiUoos and high above 
the earth’s magnetic field the 
electopbyslcal Investigatiaiis in­
cluding the mechanism of.nerv­
ous transmission and transport 
could- be studied on a level not 
attainable on earth.

In apace a change In .the 
moon’s Udal effect as compared 
to that on earth will be present.

The physiological effects of the 
moon’s gravity are poorly under­
stood. Yet, because of its pe­
riodicity, several human func­
tions both physiological and 
psychological are attributed to 
it. In space where interference 
from gravity, magnetic forces 
and biological clocks are elimin­
ated, a possibility presents it­
self for the first scientific in­
vestigation of the physiology of 
phenomena attributed to the 
tidal effect.

In space is found a continuous 
and inexpensive source of prim­
ary cosmic radiation which 
could foster experiments in an 
isolated and controlled environ­
ment. Here the scientist could 
study the effects of cosmic rays 
on live and dead tissues. Large- 
scale mutation studies could be 
undertaken for obtaining bene­
ficial strains of microbes or 
plants. Experiments could be 
conducted for treatment or the 
production of mutants in high­
er animals.

Even' an unsurpassed cleanli­
ness Is available. This would 
be an ideal place for surgical 
operations. Following an opera­
tion the chamber could be
thoroughly and easily sterilized 
by opening a port to space and 
"flushing’ ’ out the contents. 
G^rm-free studies could be
easily conducted, sterilization of 
instruments easily achieved with 
the high vacuum of space and 
the penetrating radiations.

The side of the space station 
turned away from the the sim 
would be a natural "deep­
freeze" and could serve as a 
storage bln for human "spare 
parts’ ’ and an excellent place to 
install them.

In this fashion new medical 
plateaus could be attained to 
provide a direct feedback to 
the earth. It is Ine'vltable that 
many of the techniques perfect­
ed In space would be reflected 
In new treatments and diagno­
sis on earth.

The cost of space research Is 
extremely high and, thus, sub­
ject to criticisms by those who 
feel there is no evidence of a 
concrete payoff to this activity. 
However, when we realize that 
the total cost of illness In this

country for a single year is in 
excess of $100 billion, then it 
can easily be seen that space 
fallouts In the medical field 
alone may more than pay for 
the entire space program.

There is even a greater bonus 
than in providing a therapy. It 
may be that investigations 
pursued In space may actually 
prevent illness to which we 
would be subject if this re­
search were not undertaken. 
Thus, the future looks brighter 
In terms of human well-being. 
We may lead healthier and hap­
pier lives because some dedicat­
ed pioneers fought so strenuous­
ly to make this country move 
into space.

Taking Governor Mesktll’s 
own Inaugural Address as the 
most reliable text-guide to the 
battles he is going to wage, we 
find his challenge was clearest 
and most uncompromising when 
he was referring, without men­
tioning it by name, to a thing 
called CDAP, a creation of the 
state Department of Communi­
ty Affairs.

Foifr years ago a relatively 
small group of dreamers about 
the possibilities of combining 
tax relief for the state’s individ­
ual communities with the estab­
lishment of a cohesive planned 
prog;ram for the improvement of 
the quality of Connecticut living 
surprised themselves by being 
able to draft and whisk through 
the General Assembly the pio­
neer legislation creating the 
new department and setting up 
Its potential relationship with 
the state’s Individual cities and 
towns.

Two years ago one of the 
more fascinating sidelights in 
the legislative session was the 

. spectacle Of the high commis­
sioner of this nqw order, LeRoy 
Jones, representing, defending, 
and sometimes extending the 
extraordinary powers and pos­
sibilities which had become ap­
parent as somi as the new kind 
of link between state and com­
munities had established Itself.

Not all, of course, was ideal­
istic, experimentalist, planner’s 
Joy In the last session. There 
was the beginning of ideological 
challenge to the new order; a 
stirring of local home rule in­
stincts. But, In the main, the 
Department of Community Af­
fairs was where the money was; 
the towns and cities needed the 
money and many of them had 
already entered the codes and 
practices laid down by the De­
partment.

AH this was what Governor 
Meskill was talking about In his 
Inaugural Address when he said 
this: •

"State government has in re­
cent years constructed a whole 
new bureaucracy to distribute 
state funds to local communi­
ties. This state bureaucracy 
necessitates a counterpart local 
bureaucracy In all towns desir­

ing hinds under certain pro­
grams. These buivaucracles ex-, 
pend great effort exchanging pa­
pers with each other, an ex­
change that goes on at great 
expense to the taxpayer. It re­
sults In imposing external, and 
often Irrelevant, priorities on 
local officials."

A sentence or two later <3ov- 
emor Meskill recommended 
that the Legislature extend to 
local officials a control over 
funds granted their towns which 
would make possible “ the dis­
mantling of a portion of the 
state bureacracy."

Governor Meskill, of course, 
can appoint a new Compilsslon- 
er of (Community Affairs and ' 
give Kim instructions to dls- . 
mantle the department. On the 
other hand, many of the people 
now In the Legislature. Republi­
cans as well as Democrats, 
played a part in the creation of 
the Department, and"* represent 
cities and towns which have al- ■ 
ready put their own time, ef­
fort and money Into th'? CDAP 
formulas. Governor Meskill can 
ask the Legislature to grant 
such communities an equal 
amount of funds minus any 
state Influences or controls over 
its spending, but he might con­
ceivably find the leglalative 
branch looking for some pro­
cedure half way between out­
right giveaway and too-rigid 
controls.

The Governor’s feeling — al-.., 
most one of contempt for what 
some liberal theorists hailed as 
the finest legislative acemn- 
pllshment of the decade—has 
been made clear enough.
