A Possibility: Laird

WASHINGTON (AP)—Defense Secretary Melvin R.
Laird told a hostile Senate Armed Services Committee
today that reducing draft calls to zero by mid-1978
would be difficult. But he said the goal could be met
with the support of Congress and'the publie:

Laird, urging extension of in-
duction authority—as proposed
by President Nixon—for two
years beyond {ta present June 30
expiration date, said the task of
achieving an all-volunteer Army
‘“In & most difficul tone.”

‘“‘But I belloeve we can meet

' that goal,” he sald, "“if we in the

Defense Department vigorously
pursue the program we have
formulated to reduce draft calls
to zero, if the Congresa supporta
this program by appropriate
legislative action, and if the
general public gives support by
o positive attitude toward mill-
tary service."”

In opening the hearing on Se-

lective  Service' legislation,
Chairman John C. Stennis, D-
Misa,, aaid “‘the volunteer objec-
tive to'me is a flight from reall-
ty unless the size of the armed
forces is to be reduced in the
yeara shead far below any fig-
ures I consider our minimum
requiremeonts.””

He added he did not oppose
the volunteer concept in princi-
ple but that national security
demanded continued induction
of servicemen.

Laird noted 163,500 men were
inducted in 1970, the smallest

On School Budget Deficit

A public hearing will be held
Feb. 11 to review an education
*budget deficlt of $42,0056 before
the town is asked to appropriate
the money to make it up.

Two members of the Board
of Education reviewed the prob-
lems  besetting " the current
year's budget with the town's
Board of Finance last night
while across the street other
school board members were at-
tending the salary negotiations
with teachers which will have
a major effect on next year's
school budget, -

The Board of Education,’ rep-
resented by Chalrman Kenneth
Kaynor and Mrs, Carol Duncan,
waa critized for applying a $46,-
000 budget cut across the board
on most budget items rather
than completely eliminating.
certain programs in order to
effect the savings.

They explained that this was
all they could do, as they had
reduced the school budget by
$80,000 before the additional
$46,000 was cut and had already
explained that there were no
other places to cut without ser-
fously damaging the education-
al program.

Howard Wolfanger, chairman
of the finance board commented
that when there is just so much
money ‘‘there are things you
can't do and in the final analysis
it's up to the taxpayers.” An-
other finance board member,
Kevin Cavanaugh also objected
to percentage culs on every-
thing when he said, ‘‘We end up
not presenting alternatives fto
the town meeting. This is dis-
turbing, as they never really
know what items thoy are cut-

Kaynor and Mrs, Duncan re-
viewed the budget {tem by
{tem, showing where as the re-
sult of austerity spending they
had actually saved money in
many categories to balance
what  would ~otherwise  ~have
been a higher deflcit,

The largest deficit’ itom In
the category of administration
expenses was an unaxpected but
legitimate bill for data process-
ing services from Eilington for

“ $1,665. This was balanced in

part by savings in that depart-
ment of about $800 for other ex-
penses.

One of the iargest .deficita
shown was in the matter of
teacher saldries over which the
board has lttle control, Kaynor
sald they had to replace the
director of physical education
but ended up paying the same
salary to the replacement, a
lucky cholice Kaynor sald, in all
but budget considerations. In
all, salaries for instruction ac-
counted for over $23,000 of the
deficit, This was balanced to
a large extent by savings on
textbooks, library books, teach-
ing supplies, audio visual and

other expenses udding up to al.
most $20,000. Kaynor explained
“we cut more than we felt we
should" in these ) and
that much of it will hiave to be
npent next year, ’

By not hiring two teacher
aldes for half of the year $2,318
was saved. .

Bus transportation is still &
promising area'in which costs
may have been cut, Kaynor
sald, although he didn't have fi-
nal figures as yet, When these
are determined the transporta-
tion budget may show ohly a
$7.500 deficit instead of the
$18,524 now figured. )

The bill for heating the
schools is in the red for just
about the same amount as In-
crenses in the price of ofl, $3,-
221, Plant operation expenses
benefited by simply not hiring
one man st the high school, ef-
fecting a savings here of $7,729.
.One of the largest deficit
cagegories was an additional
payment of tuition for students
at Rockville High School last
year and tuition for special ed-
ucation. Kaynor sald that even
though money was saved by
bringing the last clasa of Toll-
and students attending Rock-
ville High 8chool back into the
Tolland High School, there was
still an adjusted bill owed for
$12,279 to Rockville. Bince no
savings could be effected In
tuition payments for vo-ag stu-
dents or special education for
retarded, these two items were
down for over $28,000 In defi.
cits,

Some money was saved by
curtalling student body ac-
tivities and by not spending as
much as expected on capital
outlay.

The deficit remained at §4,-
805 and Wolfanger asked Kay-
nor to bring in additional fig-
ures so that this year's expen-
ditures could be compared to
last year's. It was also suggest-
ed that figures showing
amouhty which will be relm-
bursed by the state would pro-
vide a more complete picture
of what is actually spent by the
town.

In summing up Wolfanger
said ‘I don't think we've dene
too badly. He cautiomed
against using the word ‘‘cut”
stressing that they had never
actuslly cut a budget, only a
proposed budget, and every
year the budget has actually
been increased. He compared
the rising costs of education as
paralleling that in surrounding
towns, although Kaynor insisted
Tolland's growth exceeded that
of the surrounding towns,

The fact that this meeting
could come up with no conatruc-
tive suggestions for cutting
costs was seen by most of the
members present as an indica-
tion of what they may run into
next year,

Sils last night told the councH
that South Windsor's’ grand list
s like the ship in Samuel Tay-
lor Coleridge's poem; "A
Painted Ship on a Painfed Sea."

Bills pointed out tiat the town
will lose $2 million at the start
of this year -fccording tc the
published grand list figures,
with Htil€ or no chance for ad-
ditiopal funding, However, he
addéd that town officials are

_~vrorking to keep the town mil

rate from rising not more than
three mills for the coming fis-
cal year.

Bills cited the diminishing ca-
pacity of the people of the town
to pay bills because of the fi.
nancial crisis and called for an
immediate meeting with all
those town officials charged
with the expendjtures or the
recommendations for expendi-
tures of money in the town.

Sills first put in a motion for
a meeting 25 soon as possible to
“simply tell the government
bodies that we are faced with
two cruel and critical facts of
life. We simply do not have
the increased grand list to play
with and we do have an im-
poverished taxpayer on whose
income we depended last year.'

He added that he would be
cgainst any increase in teach-
ers' salaries, except to compen-
sate for general incréases in the
cost of living.

Also, the council approved en-
dorsement of the goals and ob-
jective of- the preliminary
housing “plan of the Capitol
Region Planning Agency to pro-
vide for better housing for the
elderly and everyone else.

In that instance, the system which had
been devised to prevent blackouts and
prevent their spread turned itself, mo-

mentarily, into a system for spreading
blackoul.

The other day, when computers start-
ed telling New England's power manag-
ers that they were facing a sudden pow-
er shortage, partly because of the un-
usual demand for power créited by cold
weather conditions, partly because of
power plant troubles, there was another
kind of result from the “all for ons, one
for all” theory of living as applied to
power systems. In this instance, we con-
celvably might have, in the old days,
have been subject to local blackout here
in Comnecticut, or New England might
have been subject to blackout apart
from the rest of the country, What hap-
pened the other day was that there was
reduced power throughout New Eng-
land, but, thanks to public response to
cut down on usage, enough fo keep
everybody going.

We are working this out, in the tech-
nology of power systems, and we had it
going well enough, the other day, to
make it possible for a little public-spirit-
od individual restraint in the use of pow-
er to ko'op everybody from getting hurt,
We need to learn to do the same kind of
thing in the economy as a whole. We
need to leam to do the same kind of
thing in our human soclety. We need to
learn to do the same kind of thing in our
relationship between various branchea
and ‘sizes of government. We need to
learn to do the same kind of thing in
our search for the security of peace
and the prevention of war, in our world
of nations.

How convenient and comfortable it
would be it the fate of all those under
sentence of death in these United Btates
could, instead of walting for a ruling of
the Supreme Court which may or may
not rule out the death penalty, be de-
termined by ss easy a fluke as that
which has now operated in the state of
Alabams.

There 28 prisoners who have been Hy-
lwmdn!hm,mdtho‘mtcrnm,
- than 10 years, have just received what
Jooks lke a commutation of their
sentences by a declasion of Alabama's
Court of Criminal Appeals.

It appears that the Alabamea law speci-

fles that electrocutions must be carried
out "within the walls of Kilby Prison at
Montgomery."'

Ever since 19069, it became rather im-
posaible to carry out that Jetter of the
law, In that year, Kilby Prison was
demolished and itz electric chslr trans.
ferred to the new modern maximum pse-
curity prison which had been built to re-
piace it

What the court held, the other day,
was that Alabama, being obviously un-
able any longer to carry out the letter of
its execution law, is therefore forbidden
to carry out an execution. By moving
the electric chair, it wiped out the
death penalty, for Alabama.

Furthermore, the court held, Alabama
cannot ‘regain the right to execute its 28
prisoners on death row by changing the
Iaw, because that would be an ex
post facto type of ‘legialation.

Alabama, then, if it just sits tight and
does nothing, would seem to have ac-
complished repeal of the death penalty
without the ugly debate, the fear of po-
litical risk, or the discovery of how legis-
lators and people might vote on the
issue. In Connecticut, every hopeful at-
tempt to get repeal through the General
Assembly runs into a surprisingly large
body of super-righteous, life for a life
judgment minded legislators who insist
that soclety itself must retain the right
to kill, Could it posalbly be discovered
that Connecticut's right to execute ex-
pired with the historic site at Wethers-
fleld?

Self-Fulfilling Budget Illusions

**The full employment budget idea,” it
says in President Nixon's budget mes-
sage, * is in the nature of a self-fulfilling
prophecy: By operating as Iif we were at
full employment, we will help to bring
about that full employment."

In other words, the newly “‘activist’” —
its own description—Administration will
use the full employment budget ap-
proach to pursue and justify an expan-
slonary economic policy. It means more
spending and hefty deficits, and yet the
Administration insists its course can be
expansionary without being inflationary.
And anyway, the spending-deficit syn-
drome should spur economic activity,
thus bringing that so-called full employ-
ment.

Perhape; with all our reservations
about the full employment budget, we
do not discount it entirely. Viewed sim-
ply as an enconomist’'s tool; it doubtless
has {ts uses. What it says, very briefly,
is that Federal spending can safely rise
to the point equal to the revenues that
would be generated if the economy were
operating at full employment. As & cor-
ollary, If the spending exceeds that
point, it spells trouble.

8o it can be argued that the full em-
ployment purview will show fairly ac-
curately when the deficit spending of the
1860s turmed seriously inflationary (in
1965-86, although we would contand that
the inflation had been building up before
then). Certainly Mr. Nixon is right when
he scores the fiscal policy of those
years: “Federal outlays were allowed to
exceed full employment revenues by $8
billion: in 1068, $10 billion in 1987 and $25
billion in 1088."

Regarding some other claims made
for the full employment budget, we are
not nearly so sure,

For example, it is sald to impose the
discipline of sn upper limit on spending.
Yes, but what a flexible limit, with =
bullt-in upward bias, Using the full em-
ployment formula, spending in the forth.
c-ming 1972 fiscal year is estimated at
$220.2 billion. That is not only a stagger-
ing sum; it ia also a by no means mod-
est $32.6 dbilllon more than the outlays in
the fiscal period that ended only last
summer,

Now wsuppose that, partly under the
impact of the ‘“‘self-fulfilling.’’ expan-
slonary full employment budget, eco-
nomic activity does pick up consider-
ably, Whether the process be inflation
ary or not, revenues will go up wi
change in the tax rates.

It
could mean, aa a starter,a
Soviet - flag naval base on the
Mediterranean, a far cry from
the present arrangement under
which the Egyptians give the
Russians supply and loading
facilitiea at Egyptian ports,

Beyond that, it could mean
gradual Soviet political control
over the government of Presi-
dent Anwar Sadat —or a new,
far more pro-Soviet government
put in power by Soviet pressure,

This prospect may seem
ridiculous to many American
politicans who hold the mis
taken view that the Soviet

tinued occupation of the Sinai.
Accordingly, the built - in po-
ltical dynamic In Egypt works
progressively against the Uni-
ted States,

This, in turn, is reducing the
influence of pro - Western mem-
bers of Sadat's government and
increasing the political power of
the pro - Soviet cligue now jock-
eying for supreme power inside
the government.

The Russlans are naturally
taking full advantage of this
political dynamic. In exchange
for the vast mlilitary aid going
to Egypt, they are demanding
even higher political rewards,
Thus, consolidation of Boviet in-
fluence inside Cairo now grows
at an alarming pace.

Moreover, even the most
steunch pro-Western Arab
statesmen say flatly that f
they are presented the .cholce
of ‘‘surrender’’ to Isreal on the
Sinal question or “surrender”
to Moscow by ceding ‘more and
more political power to the
Russians, the white flag would
go without question to the Rus-
sians,

This danger s far more ap-
parant to top U.8, policy-mak-
ers today than a year ago,
when Nasser himself privately
began to warn the Nixon ad-
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ministration of his {nability to
withstand Boviet political pres-
sures forever. At that time, the
Pentagon was the main source
of urgent advice to President
Nixon to apply pressure on
Israel to evacuate the Sinal.
The well-spring of that advice
was the Navy, where the mere
poasibility of a Soviet-flag base
on the Mediterranean is con-
vulsive,

Since then, however, other
prime Presidential advisers are
coming to see the political-mil-
ltary equation in the same
light; that until Israel with.
draws from the Sinal, an area
equal to about onetenth of
Egypt, Boviet influence over
Egypt's internal politics can
only go higher, with an outright
takeover as the ultimate re-
ward, ¢

Until recently, those who now
accept this agurment tended to
dismiss it as simply Egyptian
sophistry—a scarecrow thrown
up by Cario In hopes of forcing
Washington to pressure Israel
off the Sinal. Now, however,

_they acknowledge it as a para-
mount danger, the removal of
which is possible only by an

. Israsll decision to withdraw
from the Sinal as part of an
overall settlement.

These figures described by
CPEC as Net Current Expenses
represent the. operating ex-
penses directly affecting pupils.

Included in this category are
expenses of administration, in.
struction, attendance and

maintenance of plant, fixed
charges, the net cost to towns
for food services and student
body activities and tuition pay-
ments to other towns and re.
glonal achoo] districts,

The CPEC has discontinued
its previous evaluation of total
expenses for pupils in each of
the state's 168 towns, due to the
new atate law which provides
for lump sum payments for
debt service, since this makes
for ‘large, though temporary
fluctuations in the amounts
shown for total expenses, mak-
Ing intertown comparisons on
this basis misleading in many
instances.'’

Although Eolton's $807 per
pupll cost is considerably high-
er than that spent by most of
the area towns, it is well under
the top figure of §1,207 in
Darien. The lowest per pupil
cost in the state is recorded by
Sterling with $509.

Four area towns, Bolton,
Manchester, Rilington and
Bouth Windsor spent more than
the median per pupll cost of
$715, while six spent less, In.
cluding Vernon, Andover, Cov-
entry, Hebron, Tolland and
Columbia.

The state paid more than B0
per cent of the total expenses
on a per pupil basis for the firat
time in many years in Tolland,
Bolton and Coventry, presum-
ably due to the payment of
lump sum debt payments for
new school construction,

Towns still picked up the
lUon's share of the per pupil
costs in most of the Manches-
ter area, With the exception of
Coventry, the amount of federal
ald on a per pupil basis was
negligible. Coventry received
five per cent federal ald while
other communities recelved
amounts varying from 1.5 per
cent in Eilington to nothing in
Andover, Columbia and Hebron.

Indeed, an ob-
server following the teen-ager's
reactions would be astounded at
how calmly she observed each
and every textbook step auto-
matically.

Jacqueline looked wup the
number of the fire department,
called, stating her name, ad-
dress and what the problem
was. While on the phone, she
had sent young Timmy_  Tie-
mann, who had been allowed to
remain up, upstairs to rouse the
younger children. 8he bundled
them up in clothing and placed

them all in the family's car In

the driveway, then went back
to get the family pet dog and
put it In the car.

Admonishing the children to
stay put, and. informing them
that the fire trucks would be
coming, Jackie went back into
the house cautiously in an at-
tempt to trace the smoke. She
had just found wires buming in
the cellar when the fire depart-
ment arrived. )

The Tiemann children were
then taken to the homes of
neighbors, while firemen
sought the 'cause of the prob-
lem, It was found that one of

Postal Rate

WASHINGTON (A®) — The
U.8. Postal Service announced
today plans to raise virtuaily all
clagses of postage, including
two cents for first-class mail
and one cent for airmail,

The new rates would be effec-
tive, on a temporary basis, the
second week in May.

Newspaper and magazine
rates would be doubled and
those for bulk maliling by one-
third,

The increased rates, subject
to permanent approval by an in-
dependent five-member postal
rate commiasion, would bring in
additional revenues of $1.45 bil-
lion during the year beginning
July 1.

The proposed new rates would
put the postal service on '‘a
sound financlal basis' for the
first time in decades, Asst.
Postmaster Gen. James W. Har-
grove said.

First-class stamps would go
from six to elght cents and air-
mall stamps from 10 to 11 cents
under the proposal, The postal
Board of Governors formally
submitted the proposal to the
rate commission Monday,

The increases in second and
third-class rates would be
spread over a five-year period,
with one-fifth of the proposed in-
crease becoming effective each
year.

David Leibenguth, another
resident of Heldi Dr. also spoke
in favor of the sewers, citing
problems the residents have had
with septic tanks and dralnage
fields, He sald the tanks are
made of steel instead of the
new concrete type. He asaid
there is a constant worry that
the tanks will collapse and that
some families cannot use thelr
washing machines because of
trouble with thelr drainage
fields.

Mra. Phylis Peterson of
Range HIll Dr. sald she has had
drainage problems since 1859.
She sald thsy built three dry
wells i{n three years and during
every spring thaw and summer
rain, there is surface water, "I
am for the sewers." she said.

Melvin Gallop of 88 Country
Lane sald he was very much in
favor of the city sewers, He
sald he bought his house in 1850
and the only year he did not
have trouble was the first year.
He said after five years he has
had to have the septic*tank
pumped out twice a year.

Laundry Woes

He sald he did not think the
petition against installation of
the sewers on Country Lane and
Range Hill Dr,, gave a true ple-
ture, giving as a reason the fact
that there had been a consider-
able turnover of ownership of
the homes and the new  people
do not know what has happened
in the past.

The Town Council passed
the housing code last night,
and confirmed that March 9 is
now the definite date for the
sewer referendum.

A proposed snowmoblle or-
dinance was put back to the
stebring committee for further
review after comnsiderable  dis-
cussion,

The agenda was so lé y
last night, and so mm;“l‘::l-
dents turned out to talk about
the proposed smowmobile or-
dinance, that there was no time
loft at the end of the meeting
for a report on the sewers.

The March § referendum will
give the townspeople a chance
to decide whether or not they
want & municipal system for
the lake and village areas,

The housing code that was
adopted last night was the sub-
Ject of a public hearing at'last
Monday’s councll meeting, at
which several residents volced
their concern over the enforce-
ability of the document, since
there have been problams In
this ares with the previous code,

Other concerns were with a
soction that would limit the
number of uprelated persons lv-
ing together to five, and the’
feeling that the code was at-
tempting to ‘"legislate moral-
ity,’' and these concerns were
reiterated last night,

Councilmen sald they felt this

new code was needed to have a.

base from which to work, par-
ticularly In terms of enforce-
ment, since pensities are pro-
vided and the new code is basi-
cally & much sounder document
than the town's previous code.

The new code deals with re-
sponsibilities of owners and oc-
cupants, and sets minimum
standardas for basic equipment
and facilities, light and ventiln.
tion, and heating and cooling.

It also sets forth general re-
quirements relating to the safe
and sanitary madintenance of
parts of dwellings and dwelling
units; minimum space, use and
location requirements; provi-
sions for rooming houses and
seasonnl dwellings; inspection
of dwellings, and enforcement.

Hearings and appeals are
provided for, as well as suspen-
sion of permits of rooming
houses,

Beveral membery of the Gla-
clers Snowmobile Club attended
to hear the council discuss pos-
sible regulations relating to
snowmobile use and to offer
their comments. .

There was general agreement
that snowmobile complaints be-
ing lodged by citizens are not

Needs More Work

Several councllmen said they
felt tllle ordinance as it stands
now Is not'ready for passage
and needs more work.,

Membera of the audience of-
fered several comnients Includ-
ing the fact that many feel the
ordinance is designed solely for
the lake area, rather than the
entire town, One resident point-
ed out that this doesn't make
sense, since almost all of the
compliints have centered on
areas other than the lake,

Others felt that sgetting up
time limits in the ordinance
was unfalr and pointed to the
lack of time regulation in the
use of lawn mowers or motor-
cycles.

Councilman Albert Bradley
sald that his chief concern was
safety and that he ‘‘would hate
to see someone get killed.!” He
urged the Glaclers members to
submit a list of general rules
and regulations for publication
in the newspapers and it was
ngreed that this would be done.

State Legislation

There was also considerable
discussion as to what the state
leglalature will be doing this
year in terms of snowmoablle
regulation, and ultimately’ it
was agreed that this would be
an important factor.

Glaclers  president, Joseph
Guinan, pointed to Public Act
752 which already regulates
gnowmobile use in apeed, neg-
ligence, trespassing and noise
control, and provides fines and
penalties, Guinan gquestioned
whether or not any more than
this is needed, particularly since
enforcement is so difficult.

Nixon’s “Full Economy’
Finds Inflation Off Stage

NEW YORK (AP) — New
that the shooting pt for the
1971 economy has \ been re-
leased, calling for ‘‘full prosper-
ity without inflation,’”\ one wen-
ders how true to the plot the fi-
nal product will be, |

example, win the cooperation of
the Federal Reserve, \which
must free the money for the
President's expansionary ﬁlnnlf
It would appear that some \{ndi-
cation of cooperation has heen
received. Maybe not. \

Following are the words ‘of
Alfred Hayes, president of the
powerful Flederal Reserve Bank
of New York, delivered to bank-
ers just a few days before the
President released his budget:

It would certainly be a great
mistake to go all out for rapid
economic expansion, for this
would virtually gisrantee a re-
surgence of inflation--and, in the
long run, & new and more se-
vere problem of unemploy-
ment."’

The President, however, ap-
pears to have refjected the use
of wage-price guldelines, which
are the best known incomes de-
vices, calling them an ‘‘elabo-
rate facade."” But variants, not
fully revealed, could be used,

Speculation on the matter also
arises because of the Presi-
dent's confidence that he can
eradicate the psychology of in-
flation, which if not at least res.
tralned would force the soript to
be radically edited.

“Labor contracts and price
lists cannot embody the expec-
tation that prices will continwe

rising at the peak rates of re-,

cent years,” he sald in his eco-
nomic mensage. ‘‘Businesses
cannot expect Lo pass all cost in-
creases along in higher prices.’

But they have been doing so,
and the market forces which
are supposed to help maintain

equilibrium contradicted them- .
selves in 1970. While sales
lagged, prices advanced, and
while the number of jobless rese
s0 did wages.

Now, with. all Americans as-
sured that the administration
will be seeking a mivge of aco-
nomic activity in 1971, a new
and less anticipatory behayior
pattern is expected from busi-
ness and labor, It's a large or-
der without an incomes pelicy,

Another area in which, the
product might fall to adhere to
the author's wishes concerhs the
aize of the budget deflcit, which
the President has hopes of hold-
ing to $11.8 biltion.

Like anybody's budget, the
President’'s can easlly get out of
hand if spending and income de-

ipart from the script. In the

past, they have genorally acted
like tempermental prima don-
nas,
In fact the Pesident himself
indlcates that he has some
doubts that the book can be fol-
lowed, stating in his Ecomomic
Message that the size of the def-
fcit ‘‘will depend on economic
conditions.”

Economic conditions are, of
course, what the script Is about,
Economic conditions are what
the three ' big Presidential re-
ports—budget, state of the union
and economic—attempt to fore-
cast,

For the author to concede in
advance that the soript may be
too tough to 'follow in detall
might not be s0 much a fallure
of confidence as'it is an admis-
sion that no mortal, no matter
how powerful, can fore-ordain

Great Bus Stop of Sports

Bucks May Be Next
To Leave Milwaukee

MILWAUKEE, Wis. (NEA)—This city may soon be
known as The Great Bus Stop of Sports, a place where
professional teams arrive and depart as if on a time-

table.

The Braves did it in the
19608, their exit hastened by
dollar signs to the south; the
Bucks may do it in the '70s,
their departure perhaps sped
by spring scheduling problems
at the Milwaukee Arena.

In‘the 1088-69 season, the
Buck's first in the National
Basketball Assoclation, no one
in Milwaukee fidgoeted over
play-off scheduling. No one had
to—the Bucks won only 27
games,

Last season, however, with
the omnlpresence of Lew Al
cindor, the Bucks more than
doubled their victories, finished
second to the New York Knicks
in what was then the Eastern
Division, and were play-off
bound.

But just where the team would
play its extracurricular games
underscored a problem that ex-
ists today.

Buck’s President Ray Patter-
son hinted that he would not
tolerate the situation much
longer, saying, “Like any cor-
poration, we have to look five
years down the plke. We see
very real problems. 1 only hope
that within five years the offic-
fals of Milwaukee will recognize
this as a problem."’

The trouble is that the Mil-
waukee Arena, home of the
Bucks in the regular season as
well as Marquette, blossoms
with special events In the
spring; these are booked far
ahead of the playoffs. However,
basketball still could be played
at the Arena if Alcindsor want-
ed to stuff over a buckiny bron-
co,or Oscar Robertson wished 1o
pass between marching trom-
bone players.

Last season, they didn't and so
the Bucks were faced with the
possibility—if  the divisional
semifinals lasted the full seven
games—of playing fhree of thelr
four “home’ games in Madl-
gon, Wis,, 78 miles from the
broncos and trombones.

As it turned out, the Bucks
beat - the Philadelphia T6ers
four games to one, winning two
of the three games in Madison
and both games in Philadelphia.

Yet, Bucks' Coach Larry Cos-
tello sald, ''There isn't anywhere
I would've rather played than

in Milwaukee, Sure, the fans are
great In Madlson, but we're
more familiar with the Arena,
with its floor and lights and
backboards—you name t, we
know it."

The Bucks then met the
Knicks for the divisional ttle
and lost In five games, How-
ever, the Bucks finally enjoyed
full access to the Arena, or very
nearly. The third game started
on time only because a conven-
tion' of Wisconsin restauratures
stowed away the knives and
forks early, allowing bleachers
to he installed.

That same month, April, 1070,
the Bucks supported construc-
tion of a proposed sports Pla-
dium costing $22 million. In
May, when the issue became
bottled up In county govemn-
ment, the Bucks offered to rent
the proposed complex for 100
days o year at $5000 a day.

Last October, by a 19-4 vote,
the County Board rejected the
Pladium [dea.

All of which leaves Palterson
dreading the day when the NBA
play-off schedules are released
for this season.

“You just wait and wonder,
wonder and wait,” he sald.

If Patterson were to move the
club, both he and the players
might drop a notch in the in-
come brackel. Last year, play-
ing in the second smallest facili-
ty in the NBA (capacity is 10,
746; Atlanta’s Alexander Coll-
seum seats only 7,187), the
Bucks reported a profit of §508,-
061, compared with a loss of
$371,804 thelr first season.

Snowmobile Experience

Life, Death, Love
Real after Episode

MINNEAPOLIS (AP)—“Lfe is real and, as I found

out the other night, death

is real and I think love is

real. We experienced all three on the mountain.”

Defensive tackle Paul Dickson
of the pro football Minnesota
Vikings used those words Mon-
day to describe his experience
as one of 17 snowmobilers lost
in a violent snowstorm on Wyo-
ming's Beartooth Mountain,

One of the group, Hugh D.
Galusha Jr., did not survive the
ordeal. The OGl.year-old presi-
dent of the Ninth Federal Re-
serve District in Minneapolis
died about 8:46 a.m. Sunday.

The snowmobilers were
forced to abandon their ma-
chines and strike out on foot.
They split into three groups for
the six-mile trek toward shelter.

Dickson's group Wwas com-
posed of five persons, including
Vikings teammate Jim Marshall
and 15.year-old Bob Leviaka Jr.
of Minneapolis.

Dickaon, who sald the experi-
ence was ‘'very easily the clos-
est . I've ever come fto facing
death,” sald he would still llke
to try the Rocky Mountain
snowmobile trek again.

Marshall, who narrowly es-
caped death eariier Saturday
when his snowmoblile went over
a 2,000-foot cliff, sald hoe waa
convinced none of the group
would survive the blizzard.

“We passed about threé or

four stages of total exhaustion
before we finally decided after
12 hours we couldn’t go any far-
ther,” he said.

The group stopped in an area
where a grove of trees and a hill
blocked the 80 miles-per-hour
winds somewhat,

“Dickson took out his lighter
and we started a fire with five
one-dollar’ bills, some candy
wrappers, my checkbook = and
bilifold,"” Marshall related.
Dickson added some $20 bills,
along with tree boughs and pine
cones, to keep the fire going.

The other two members in
thelr group left Bunday morring
‘to try to get help, Marshall said.
About an hour before dark, he,
Dickson and young Leviska de-
cided to begin walking again.
They walked about a mile be-
fore they met the search party
sent to rescue them,

*“I never worked so hard in
my life to stay alive,”” Marshall
sald. ““It reeched a point where
I thought it was virtually impos-
sible to go on. Yet, I was abls to
catch my second, third and
fourth wind and go om''

Marshall sald he owed his sur-
vival primarily to ‘the lessona
of determination and competi-
tion one learns in football.”

LOS ANGELES (AP)—Dennis Dummit, UCLA’s all-
time leading passer, is still recovering from the shock of
not being drafted by a pro football team, but he is aware
of free agents who have made it—like Johnny Unitas

and Joe Kapp.

“I was stunned that no one
drafted me,"” sald the 6-foot,
176-pound passer, '‘but I guess
it's the same old story. People
have always thought I was too
small. Now I've got to prove
they'rq wrong again."

In two gseasons at UCLA, after
two at Long Beach City College,
Dummit surpassed Bob Water-
field and others by completing
289 passes in 552 atttempts for
4,856 yards and 20 touchdowns.
