Census Decides 
Youth Won’t Vote 
If Given Chance
WASHINOTON (A P ) — The 

Census Bureau says American 
youths are better aUe to vote 
than their counterparts of a  dec­
ade ago but are less likely to  go 
to the polls.

The youth also are more mo­
bile, less prone to marry, make 
up a sizable chuidc of the na­
tion’s civilian labor force, and 
have rising incomes, the bureau 
sold.

In a 10-year profile o f the na- 
ti(»i’8 youth between ages 14 
and 24, the bureau said politi­
cians w ill have a difficult Job In 
getting young Americans to the 
poUa d e ^ te  lowering the voting 
age to 18. ■ _______

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said, only 88 per cent of the 18- 
to-29-year-olda voted In states 
where they could cast a ballot 
for the nation’s leaders.

“ For a ll states,”  the report 
said, “ only 61 per cent of the 
persons 21 to 24-years-old re­
ported that they voted TO~cmn- 
pared with 70 per cent of the 
persons 26 years and older.”

The bureau said youth be­
tween 14 and 24 now comprise 
20 per cent o f the population, 
compared with 16 per cent a 
decade ago. The median age of 
the nation’s population now Is
27.6 years, the report said, com­
pared with 29.5 in 1960.

The report showed 78 per cent 
o f the whites and 6B per cent of 
minority persons who would 
have recently completed their 
schoi^lng were at least high 
school graduates in 1970. The 
figures were 84 per cent o f the 
whites and 89 per cent of minor­
ity descent in 1980.

The percentage of men be­
tween 16 and 24 who were single 
rose from  84.9 per cent In I960 
to 67 per cent ten years later. 
’Ihe percentage ior women 
Jumped from 40.6 per cent to
47.7 per cent in the same period.

Of the 8.2 million between
ages 20 to 24, 65 per cent were 
in the labor force. 22 per cent in 
the Armed Services and 13 per 
cent were not working.

Los Angeles—Am ericaiu ate 
more than 10.6 m illion tons of 
sugar in /1970, or about 101 
pounds for every U.S. cltiaen. 
This year, the Secretary ot Ag­
riculture says we’re going to 
eat almost 102 pounds ap.ecb, 
or a  total of 10.0 milUon tons.

That’s a lot of sugar, espe- 
ciaUy when you take the histo­
rical view. Up until 1068, the 
average 'per-capita consump­
tion In Am erica was around 97 
pounds. That figure has varied 
little In 40 years.

What brought about the liv- 
crease, says Guy Manuel, pres­
ident of the Spreckles Sugar Di- 
vialtHi of Amstar Corp. (for­
m erly American Sugar Oo.), 
has been a dramatic rise In the 
consumption of "coavenience 
foods.”

Housewives are buying more 
and more frozen diimers, fro­
zen desserts and easy-to-use 
cake mixes. That means sugar, 
sugar.

"About 20 years ago,”  says 
Manuel, "consumers purchased 
about 65 per cent o f the (sugar) 
Industry’s output right ott the 
grocery shelf. (Now, that figure 
Is down to about 20 or 26 per 
cent. That gives you some idea 
of the rise in cimvenlence food 
sales,”  he says.

Sugar processors like ^ rec - 
kels have had to make some 
changes im>w  that their big cus­
tomers are soft-drink makers 
and food compaides.

The biggest change, says 
Manuel, has been the develt^  
ment of liquid sugar, or grami- 
lated sugar that’s been melted 
down.

■The sirrupy goo Is shipped In 
rail and truck tank cars to ice 
cream, soda pop and prepared 
food manufacturers, in addltian 
to large canneries.

“ The stuff Is a lot easier to 
handle,”  he explains. “The 
buyer can attach hoses to the 
tank cars and slmpty pump the 
sugar directly Into his plant.”

He adds that this no-hands 
handling virtually eliminates 
any contamination that might 
result from other shipping pro­
cesses.

Besides the rise In conveni­
ence food sales, sugar industry

sales have been aided by a big­
ger U.S. population of young 
people. "IDds eat more sugar 
than grown-ups,”  says Manuel.

The production and the Im­
portation of sug;ar (both In beet 
and caiM form s) are restricted 
by the U.S. government. Ac­
cording to the Sugar A ct of 1984 
(which has been amended sev­
eral times since then), domes­
tic production is lim ited to 
about 80 per cent o f the agricul­
ture secretary’s estimate of con- 
sumpUoif.

The rest Is imported. Each 
foreign country is assigned its 
own tonnage lim it. The same 
goes for domestic production. 
Hawaii is allowed a certain ton­
nage figure, based on a fixed 
percentage of the secretary’s 
estimate. So are Puerto Rico, 
the Virgin Islands and Califor­
nia.

I f  midway Into a year the 
Secretary of Agriculture decid­
es to raise or lower bis -esti­
mate, the quotas for each 
country and domestic producing 
area are adjusted according to 
the pre-set percentage figures.

I f  a domestic area caimot fill 
its quota, as has been the case 
In ChUfomla recently, an In­
creased amount of foreign 
sugar may be Imported. The 
domestio deficiency Is gener­
a lly shared by all foreign 
countries.

NEW YCHUC (A P ) — It  was 
thought in many clicles two or 
three years ago that Richard 
Nixon was an acolyte o f ortho- 
doocy and that his administra­
tion would be a refleetlan of 
oanventional thinking.

So ha* the no­
tion that the executive branch 
shouldn’t influence monetary 
policy, likew ise the attachment 
to high interest rates and the 
belief that government shouldn’t 
interfere in the market place.

The Prestdent now has eiia- 
braced rather than cpologised 
for a budget deficit. He has 
oiiedly suggested to the Federal 
Reserve wha2” mDnetary policy 
should be. He is vigorously pur­
suing low interest rates and he 
has spoken out against some in­
dustrial price Increases.

And you won’t find one in 10 
eccmomlsts who holds to the be­
lie f that there ever w ill be a full 
return to older policies.

In working out bis approach 
to economic trials, the President 
has wrenched from the Demo­
crats a raft ol\ideas that once 
were believed too fa r to his left. 
And in doing so, he has denied 
the Democrats their most potent 
criticisms.

Remarkably, the swlf tneas 
and confidence with which he 
has disposed of old concepts and 
embraced the new apparently 
has shielded him from the criti­
cism of more conservative Re­
publicans.

Ti such poUcles had been of­
fered as pixqxMttiona, It seems 
likely that the arguments would 
outlast hi* admlnlatration and 
that they could promote long­
term dlvlslvene*s a* well.

Maiqr economists iw  longer 
are certain this Is so.

White is a “ imnsltive, thought­
ful human being”  but lacks "the 
Intellectual or experiential back­
ground” for the Job, Lavlne 
said.

Rep. Ortha Brown, D-Nor- 
walk, did not directly oppose 
his confirmatlcm but questioned 
whether the state could afford 
an "apprenticeship for White.”

White, who is already serving 
M  Welfare comihissioner under 
an interim appointment, won 
praise from Deputy Majority 
Leader John Papandrea ol Me­
riden.

He sdid White has shown a 
"willingness to learn and a de­
termination to bring about 
much needed economies while 
maintaining the decency and re­
spect that welfare recipients 
are entitled to."

The deputy leader of the Dem­
ocratic majority sidd White’s 
inexperience was, in fact, "a  
distinct asset” that would re­
sult in a "fresh look”  at wel­
fare problems.

But Papandrea said the in­
experience of Carlson should 
have disqualified that nominee 
from becoming finance com­
missioner.

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When Crusades Tackle Specifics
The trouble with idealism  is, oi course, 

that it SMuetimes sidlnters itself, or 
even 1o{ocks itself out, when it rebs down 
to specifics. ,

Four months ago, a  hlghiy raqiected 
pubiic servant, John W. Gardner, once 
secretary of HBW in the Johnson Cabi­
net, iaunched a new national organisa­
tion called “ Oommon O u ise,'’ designed 
to rally Am ericans to crusades to Im­
prove the quaUty and the functioning of 
Am erican public life. In short order, 
such was the shining reputation of Mr. 
Gardner, "Common Cause" had receiv­
ed initial financing of {1,600,000 from  
several corporate angels and from  80,000 
mem bers who paid |15 each for the privi­
lege of associating themselves with the 
f<»thcoming crusade.

Hien, alter such an auspicious begin­
ning, "Com m on Cause" selected Its first 
crusade. It was a crusade to revise the 
seniority system  in Congress.

The theory was, and is, and w ill re­
main through many more years of the 
seniority s)nstem, that the presence of 
crusty old ligislators at the heads of 
Important com m ittees in Senate and 
House is an automatic block to progres­
sive legislation of all kinds.

Knock out these im possible reac­
tionaries, and get younger men in their 
place, and good legislation w ill flow 
through Congress like downhill m o­
lasses in^ August, or so the expecta­
tion would seem  to be.

The strategy, and the philosophy, with 
which "Com m on Cause" selected such a 
Uuget has been explained. It'~and its 
leaderriiip wanted to prove that it was 
not Just an up-in-the-clouds idealistic 
venture, but an oiganiiatlon which 
would be able to select specific political 
objectives and then pow er and persuade 
its way to them.

But the moment this particular target 
was selected for its first crusade, "Com ­
mon Cause" began losing in two ways.

First, soine members of its staff ap-' 
parm tly tried to use the supposed 
prestige and power of the new organisa­
tion Itself in order to try to twist arms 
and persuade votes inside Congress on 
the seniority issue. A

Second, there .^was Immediate and 
Justifiable questioning, out in the hinter­
lands, as to the soundness and balance 
o f the crusading leadership which had 
selected the issue of seniority for its first 
target. It is  not always the opposition of 
crusty old men which slows the progress 
of good legislation in Oongresk. It is, 
much m ore often, the fa ct that good leg­
islation has not yet been put to the 
analysis or put into die final ahiqie sdilch 
would m erit adoption.

We would think "Oommon Cause" 
would have done better to devote its 
first eiMrgies to demonstrating how to 
produce and offer a good bill rather 
than seeking its first victory or defeat 
on' ah attempt to obtain a  tem porary 
change in the personnel which would 
preside over com m ittee deliberationa on 
such a  bill.

We m ay be uitjust Perhaps, as we 
ourselves indicated at the beginning, 
there has to be aa inevitable let^iown 
wIiMiever any idesHstic crusade selects 
a  spsclftc objective. But those cynics 
St W asUiigton who have already begim 
referring to "Com m on Cause" as “ John 
aordBsr*s Lost C u ise" m ay be un­
fortunately olaos to the truth.

One hopes, for tlMir sake, and for the 

sake of all o f us, that the iqipearance of 
such a dIsllhisloHing reality is going to 

 ̂be only a  tem porary hiatus in  the nobly 
revolutionary careers o f our - yotuiger 
generation.

But the momentary sad news is that 
the conscience stricken affluence they 
have rebelled against even while they 
subsisted on its fringes & over. It's Just 
not with us, for  a  moment or two.

That occaalonBl cqalilmi, that o c­
casional dipping well adilch helped but­
tress their healthy and refreshing dis- 
ddin for the crude and tasteless busi­
ness of earning a living have, for the 
moment, been placed beyond reach.

The fam ily cash is likely to be grow­
ing a bit short. The gay cabalierp kind 
of daliiance with work, in which the 
sroimg wanderers o f our tim e would walk 
in almost anywhere and nail a Job for a 
few  weeks In order to make up a stake 
for their next move — that doesn’t work 
when tfte places that used to be glad to 
hire any w i^ e re r . Just to put another 
warm body on the payrtM, are busy lay­
ing off their own steady emplc^es.

S li^ t econom ic realities are beginning 
to creep into the existence of the per­
petual graduate student. It takes cash 
to buy a  new set of frayed denims now 
and then. That conununal diet gets down 
close to scurvy unless it is brightened up 
with some unioot-picked greens. °

Most of the younger generation, bless 
them, are still too free 'and too dedicated 
to worry about their own tonuxTows. 
They w ill, we hope, never have to grovel 
before the great god money, as some of 
us did when, in ugly depression days, 
we thought we didn’t know where the 
next necessity might be com ing from . 
We would, if  w e could, exempt all 
o f them from  the experience of ever 
making sordid bargains in which they 
subordinated their versatile and interest­
ing talents to the dull objective of some­
thing like a regular weekly pay en­
velope.

We b ^ e v e  in them, and in their being 
dfiferent from  us, and we are sadder 
than they themselves yet know how to be 
at the prospect that anything of a serious 
econom ic nature, like a  recession which 
l(q;» all the fringes oft that great a f­
fluence we seem ed to have only a few 
months ago, should ever interrupt their 
creation of a  new kind of clvlllxsdion.

. ’They are so right on so many of their 
theories, with even the ecosumlsts ad­
mitting that our civlUsatlon is so ef­
ficiently i»t>ductive that *it no longer 

, really needs slavish work from  anybody, 
that it is m ore of a  cruel. Jest on them 
than anything useful to society as a 
whole to have their happy greening sud­
denly Ulghted by such a rude question 
as who’s got the buck for the Tabasco. 
We hope, fo r  their sake and ours, that 
lush times return soon enough and swift­
ly enough to spill over before any per­
manent dlsHlusioiunent is inflicted.

Don’t Buy It Yet

Not Just a  piggyback tax — a monkey 
on the back o f Oosmecticut: ’Ihat’s the 
w ay a  dissenting mpmher o f the Gover­
nor’s  Revenue 'Task F orce described the 
recommeiulation fo r  a  new state Income 
tax issued yesterday— and after reading 
the provisions contalnsd in the report we 
can see what he means.

A number o f legislators In Hartford 
were described as being in a state of 
siiock at the else and scope o f the reomn- 
mendations for  new taxes. Recommen­
dations ftMT the whopper o f an Income tax 
were only part of it. The 6 per cent sales 
tax was pegged by the report to stay at 
its iM^sent high level, with a  number of 
present exemptlans, Including children’s 
clothes, abolished. And a  number of new 
taxes, and raises in i present taxes are 
proposed.

The assigned Job of the Revenue Task 
Force, as the report observes, was to fig­
ure new w ays o f raising money. This 
plainly was not enough. ’There diould 
have been—and should now be—a State 
Bbependitures Task Force working with 
the revenue task force, to increase ef­
ficiency and cut costs of state govem - 
m ent'at the sam e tim e.

Governor Den^Mey appointed the Rev- - 
enue Task Force m ore than 16 months 
ago — he saw the handwriting on the 
waU ooncem ing the else o f the deficit 
which he was poweriess to contrtH even 
though, legislators o f his own party had 
triggered m ost of i t

H iese are recommendations only, and 
Governor Meakill is  not bound to follow  
them. Indeed, if he values the welfare of 
the state and his own poUUcal future, he 
would be ill advised to do m ore than ac­
knowledge them at this point. MeskiU is 
trapped by a  Dem ocratic deficit and can 
expect to be pushed to the w all by a 
Dem ocratic Genw al Assem bly. But in 
self-defense he had better have his own 
proposals and program s.

He must b e ^  with a  more energetic 
and cmnprefaensivs attempt to cut gdv- 
eriunent costs and services, no matter 
whether it hurts. Not until we hAve a- 
pared-down version o f state services w ill 
Connecticut peegde be comdneed that 
taxes to this level are Justified and equit­
able.

He should take the sulviee o f OOP Sen. 
Lawrence D tifardia from  Hamden-Wall- 
ingford, and set a  task force  to restudy- 
Ing taxes not Just with the idea o f adding 
to those we have, but o f restructuring 
for greatest fe ir a m  a j^  iimome yield.

Connecticut’s in enough trouble tax- 
wise, no mattelr how you figure it. 
There’s no reason to  buy a  package aa 
crippling as this can be until we’ve made 
energetie attempts to com e up with m ore 
reasonable altem attvas. — MiatBDON

The Nixon-Reagan 
A ccord

By Rowland Evans Jr. and R obert D. Novak
SACRAMENTO, Calif. — ’The 

reason President Nixon blinked 
in his high-noon stare-down over’* 
poverty fimds with Gov. Ronald 
Reagan last weekend can be 
understood only in .the light of a 
backstage political development 
tw o weeks earlier.

The money men who are Mr.
. Nixon’s private eyes and ears in 

California had quietly put out 
this message to leading Repub­
lican m oderates: Don't attack 
Reagan in any Ideological dis­
pute with the President; what 
we need from  the Governor is 
control of the big California 
delegation at the 1972 conven­
tion; don’t Jeopardize that by 
fencing with Reagan over Is­
sues.

The money men knew whereof 
they spoke. The White House- 
dictated decision by the O ffice 
of Econom ic Opportunity (OEO) 
not to override Gov. Ronald 
Reagan’s veto of funding for the 
controversial California Rural 
Legal Assistance (CRLA) pro- 
greun is tied directly Into Presi­
dential politics. It showed Mr. 
Nixon willing to com promise to 
forestall Reagan’s threat from 
the right.

The im plications of this ac­
cord reverberate through na­
tional and state politics. Nation­
ally, it suggests how successful 
Reagan can be in using the 
threat of a 1972 challenge to 
keep Mr. Nixon from  moving 
too far left. In California, It Im­
measurably strengthens Rea­
gan’s hand In controlling Re­
publican moderates, who no 
longer can explain opposition 
to the Governor on g;rounds of 
loyalty to the President.

Since then, moderates have 
been delighted by the newest 
Nixon, partly because the pro­
gressive trend legitim ized their 
criticism  of Reagan. ’Thus, when 
Bagley publicly opposed Rea­
gan’s veto of CRLA funding, he 
pegged It on loyalty to his Presi­
dent.

What these moderates failed 
to realize was the depth of fear 
over a Reagan presidential bid 
InsldiA the White House. That 
fear «in sp ir^  advice to stop 
criticizing Reagan given by  Mr. 
Nixon’s money nlen here. 
M oreover, that fear was deep­

ened by Reagan’s shrewdly cal­
culated visit to Washington two 
weeks ago.

Conferring Jan. 23 with Mr. 
Nixon, Vice President Agnew, 
and Atty. Gen. John M itchell, 
Reagan declared the 1972 Cali­
fornia delegation would be a 
Nixon delegation. B^t then he 
added, pointedly, how deeply he 
felt about his disputes w ith ' 
Washington over welfare regu­
lations and CRLA fimding.

Mr. Nixon’s reply was so cor­
dial that Reagan returned to 
Sacramento confident Washing­
ton would never suspend Cali­
fornia’s welfare money (a  mat­
ter not yet determined) and 
would not, as OEO officials sup­
posed, override his CRLA veto. 
Soon thereafter, the White 
House got word to Frank Car- 
luccl, the Foreign Service offi­
cer who is OEO’s acting direc­
tor, to conduct himself like the 

. diplomat he is in dealing with 
Reagan. The order: Don’t make 
Reagan angry.

In tedious telephonic negotia­
tions last weekend between Sac­
ramento and Washington, Rea­
gan’s men made clear to Car- 
luccl they would not accept any­
thing even sm elling like an 
override. Whatever face OEO 
puts on It, its decision not to 
override but to Issue a tem po­
rary new grant (refunding 
CRLA for six more months 
pending thorpugh investigation) 
was a Reageui victory. The Gov­
ernor described It as such at 
last weekend’s state Republican 
convention here, adding fulsom e 
praise for the Nixon administra­
tion and reiterating his 1972 
support for Mr. Nixon.

Nixon loyalists in California 
are unsure what to make of all 
this. Optimists feel the Presi­
dent may have neutralized Rea­
gan for 1972 without really cur­
tailing his own leftward m ove. 
Pessim ists feel Mr. Nlx<m de­

meaned himself, reverting to 
his im age as "the (dd shell 
game operator."

Indisputably, Republican mod­
erates, fearful that Reagan’s 
hare-bones fiscal policy points 
toward future Republican dis­
aster, cannot count on White 
House backing to oppose ^ e  
Governor. Flournoy, a rising 
staî  after his amazhig 1.4 m il­
lion-vote plurality for reelecUon 
as controller, can take independ­
ent positions. But without Pres­
idential support, few  other R e­
publicans feel strong enough to 
confront the Governor—and that 
is a political victory for Ronidd 
Reagan of some magnitude. _

TiM first instinot of almost 
every legislator who encounter­
ed the reoommendationa o f the 
stote’a apeclal taak force waa 
to refuae absidutely to live 
within thoae recommemlatlana, 
and to do anything, however 
desperate It might be. In order 
to break out o f the pattern of 
doom they seemed to outline.

Government by deficit, gov­
ernment by bonding, govern­
ment by racetrack and lottery, 
(government even by higher 
rates on «xistlng taxes includ­
ing the sales tax, even govern­
ment by som e econom y all sud­
denly seem ed preferable to the 
grim  and hcqieless future the 
task force offered the poUtlolans 
and people of the state.

There is not very much 
of the incom e tax aa an Ideo­
logical issue, which used to be 
the angle which wotild turn peo­
p le-for or against It.

It Is no longer a tax which la 
simply a device for soaking the 
rich or sparing th e'poor.

What It now poaes for the 
average citlsen o f Connecticut 
la one m ore date during the year 
when he must alt down and 
write out a direct check to the 
state of CcHuiecttcut for a lump 
sum amount. Hitherto, he haa 
had to do this only for his driv­
er’s license or for his automo­
bile reglBtratkm. All the other 
financial relationship between 
state and citizen has been in­
direct, with •‘ the citizen’s pay­
ments split Into sm all amounts 
he som etim es learns to Ignore, 
as if they were part of the regu­
lar legitim ate price t i  hia d g - 
aret, hia gasoline, or hta new 
suit.

The new prospect of a naw, 
and bigger, annual lump sum 
encounter irith hia state is what 
takes Joy out of living, either 
for the citlsen or for the legis­

lator who' haa to vote to inflict 
it upon tlih dUsen.

Now, |or the total dlamal Im­
pact of what the taak force of- 
fere, notice that it doea. not teU 
the people o f the atate tluU, In 
return for accepting ^be new 
burden, o f the incom e tax, they 
wlU be able to enjoy emne re­
duction in, o r  even a stabilisa­
tion of, the other taxes they 
have been paying.

TV> the contrary, the taak 
force not only sees the incom e 
tax as neceaaary, but aeea in­
creases, either 1^ rate or by 
expansion, necessary In' som e of 
the d d  taxes.

And fin d ly , for the saddest 
and moat dlsappdntlng note of 
all, tl** people o f Connecticut 
are notified that, when and U 
they have responded to all this 
new demand upon them from  
their atate arm oi government, 
they stUI wUl not have made 
available to them selves any in­
crease In those state granU 
which might help the d tles and 
towns ease the direct tax bur­
den on local real estate.

In other words. If the state 
does everything the taak force 
.tells it to, it w ill still not do 
anything m ore than almost 
catch up to its present fiscal 
troubles.

It Is this kind of; dead end 
result for so much prospective 
paying t̂ uU Inspires what is 
pioliably^ a totaHy im practloal 
rage of revolt among the lag- 
lalators. But If that rage should 
ever happen to carry over Into a 
wUllngneaa to leglalate actual 
econom y there might be some 
faint possiblUty
could stW acrape along, taking 

. alm ost as much money from  
people through the present In­
direct taxes, but avoiding put­
ting that new lump sum date 
on the calendar. '

Bach of our readers, I am 
certain, knows at least <me 
SwediiA word — sm orgasbord.
We see sm orgasbord used In 
I’cothurant advertisements ap­
plying to all sorts o f dishes. Not 
Ico long ago, I  lunched at a 
well-known Swedish restaurant 
In N ^  Y oik  caty noted for 
traditional dishes. Next to the 
Swedish m eatballs was a huge 
container o f Italian lasagne.

Translated, "sm orgasbord’ ’ 
means "bread and butter table."
The word appears in our d ic­
tionaries i through common us- 
ag^. "Sm or" Is butter. "G as" 
la pxw e. "B ord" is table. Where 
does the gooee com e in? Sup­
posedly, the lumps o f butter are 
a fancied resem blance to 
geese. ^

The traditional Swedish sm or­
gasbord offers a variety o f foods 
and dishes. It Is said to have 
origlhated at country parties to 
which each guest brought a 
dish. "One a lw i^  begins with 
bread, butter and herring. Next 
the cold fish dishes are eaten, 
then the cold m eats and vege­
table salads. Hot dishes are 
next In order with cheese fin­
ishing off the meal.

The sm orgasbord varies in 
the quantity and variety of 
dishes offered Just as is true of 
a buffet table. It all depends o n . 
the occasion and the cook.
When a  top-flight chef refers to 
a buffet,, lie means a  tiered 
arrangement of food. This is 
also true of a  traditional sm or- 
gaebord. Since m ost of us are 
not equipped tor such form ality, 
the food Is sim ply placed on 
the dining room  table or a side 
serving'plece.

Am y Vanderbilt, the accepted 
authority on etlq'jette, says we 
should not use the word "bu f­
fet" In place o f "buffet suppAr”  
or "buffet luncheon." For ex- 
amirie, the follow ing Is (Tcn- 
sldered incorrect; " I  have been 
invited to a  bu ffet." In her 
opinion, the buffet is only the 
table mi which the food Is plac- 
ed>

Lawmaker# File
Record Number 
Of New Action

HARTFORD (A P )—“ This ses­
sion w ill produce 1,0(X> more 
bills than any prevloiis session 
in the history o f the state,”  leg- 
Islatl've Oom m lssloner Arthur 
M. Lewis predicted Weddeeday.

Lewis and his fellow  com m is­
sioner, Joeeidi Goldberg, told 
newsmen they and their seven 
legal osslstante are alm ost liter­
ally buried beneath a flood of 
legislative Ideas walUng to be 
drafted into bill form .

Some 3,600 bills have-' been 
cleared throtigfa the offices of 
the House and Senate clerks, 
but there are 4,400 m ore still tc 
•be drafted, the com m issioners 
sadd.

"This w ill be the first seaatan 
to jtop 7,000 billa ," said Lewis, 
noting ’ that com m ittees may 
raise additional bills during the 
course o f the sessicn.

The previous high was close 
to 8,000 bills fed into the legisla­
tive hopper during the 1967 ses­
sion. The total ditqn>«d to about 
6,600. last year, but zoomed 
back iq> again this year despite 
efforts to avoid duplication.
„  "It isn ’t that they armi’t co­
sponsoring a  lot o f b ills," said 
Giddberg. "There is a  lot co­
sponsorship. If we didn’t have 
It, we’d  have a  lot m ore bUls 
than w e’ve got now ."

The General Assem bly’s rules 
allow a  lawm'aker to file noth­
ing more than a "statem ent of 
purpose," relying on thb leglsla- 
tl̂ ve com m lsslm iers’ office to re­
search and draft the measure 
in acceptable form .

Its 
totereet rates began gotog up 
earlier and went higher, but 
Canada like' the United States la 
now eaeliig credit. Banka have 
resumed advertising conaumfr 
loans. Housing constniotton has 
begun to go up with t e  help of 
more plentiful mortgage funds.

How does Canada compare 
with the United States on the f  j 
key questions of toflaUon and 
unemployment?

The consumer price index to 
t e  United States ehowed a rise

3urtog 1970 of 6% per cent to 
omparlaon with Canada’s 1% 

per cent rise.
On unemployment, t e  U.S. 

figure for December 1970 was 6 
per cent agatort a national fig­
ure of 6.6 to Canada. In poorer 
areas Canadian unemployment 
reached 8.8 per cent This com­
pared with U.8. averages of 7.6 
to urban poverty areas.

SPACE CENTER, Houston 

(AP) — The Apollo 14 moon 
crew spept IJ..jnottths tfp iiiiiv  
for the moment of touchdown 
and they came within 10 min­
utes of losing It.

‘The villain was Uiê  computer 
system and a  signal that lied.

Contamination in a switch— 
perhaps a  tiny bit of solder— 
was blamed as the culprit in the 
problem that almost spoiled 
Apollo 14’s $400-million effort to 
land two men on the moon.

‘The computer flashed an 
alarm  that said, in effect, that If 
Anteres began a descent the 
computer would order an abort 
and send them rocketing back 
into orbit, their mission unful­
filled.

(Ihe problem^ discovered four 
hours before astronauts Alan B . 
Shepard J r .  and Edgar D. 
l)QtcheIl were to fire the engine 
on their lunar lander Antares to 
begin descent to the lunar sur­
face, caused a flurry of activity 
at several points around the 
country seeking a solution.

‘The.problem never threatened 
the astronauts as long as they 
remained in lunar orbit. But

MTT designed the lunar lan­
der’s guidance computer, and 
MIT persimnel stationed In Mis­
sion Control and at the Institute 
in Cambridge, Mass., swung 
into action to search for a fast 
solution.

At first, ground controllers 
didn’t know the switch was at 
fault. They thought the problem 
might be with a  faulty program. 
So they set out to reprogram the 
computer.

‘"The procedures to bypass 
this came strictly from 
scratch,” Je rry  Griffin, a  flight 
controller, said.

Ground controllers almost ov­
erlooked the problem vdien it 
first cropped up shortly after 
Antares cast off from the 6dm- 
mand ship Kitty Hawk.

But later, Griffin recalled at a 
postlandlng news conference, 
“We started talking about it. We 
realized it could have caused a 
serious 1 problem If we didn’t 
work aroimd it.”

They devised a  program that

SPACE CENTER, Houd 
ton (A P )— T̂wo Americani 
who «Eflinost had their laniH 
ing canceled by a computer 
problem walked the dusty 
surface of the moon today, 
ghostly figures seeking the 
secrets of an alien land.

Alan B . Shepard J r . ,  realizing 
a  d ec^ e^ ld  personal dream aL  
age 47, became the fifth human 
to leave his imprint In the black 
lunar soU. He stepped from the 
Apollo 14 lunar lEinder at 0:64 
a.m. EST.

Edgar D. Mitchell, 40, fol­
lowed him down the ladder 10 
minutes later.

" I t ’s been a long way, but 
we’re _here,” were Shepard’s 
first words as his booted left 
foot tested the lunar soil in the 
F ra  Mauro region. He described 
it as very soft, like talcum pow­
der.

’They' were very business-like 
as they moved about their 
tasks, describing the landscape 
often in scientific terms. This 
contrasted with the einirber- 
ance, even the giddiness, shown 
at times by Am erica’s two pre­
vious moon landing crews.

’They had been just as busi­
ness-like during a tense de'seent 
to the surface hours earUer 
when they cam cw lthin  10 min­
utes of aborting a landing. But 
ejcperts on the ground worked 
furiously to trace a  false com­
puter signal. They radioed a  aty 
lution to the astronauts—in ef­
fect, tell the computer not to lis­
ten to itself—and the mission 
was saved.

If the solution had not been 
found, the computer would auto­
matically have rocketed them

WASHINGTON—Tile detailed 

Sontay plan ̂  was approved by 
Joint Chiefs °of Staff Chairman 
Adm. Thomas H. Moorer and 
Defense Secretary Melvin Laird 
In early August and on Aug. 8, 
Air Force Brig. Gen. Leroy J .  
Manor and Army Col. Aithur 
D. “Bull” Simons were select­
ed as commander knd deputy 
commander of Joint Contin­
gency Task Force Ivory Coast 
■with diners to carry out Penta­
gon counter - insurgency chief 
Brig. Gen. Donald Dunwoody 
Blackburn’s plan.

Manor, 49, commander of the 
Air Force’s Special Operations 
Force, headquartered at Eglin 
Air Force Base, F la., was 
chosen by the Air Force for the 
job. His selection was natural. 
1116 SOF, formerly named the 
Special Warfare Center, waa es­
tablished In 1961 as the Air 
Force’s contribution to carry­
ing out the original SACSA 
doctrine.

Simons, 52, like Blackburn, 
had experience in small foirce 
operations going back to World 
War H in the pacific where he 
served as officer In the Ran­
gers—the forerunners lot the 
Green Berets. After the war, he 
commanded a Ranger amphibi­
ous and jiuigle tialning camp 
at Fort Benning, Ga., served as 
a military adviser In Tlirkey 
and then, in the late 1960s, Join­
ed Blackburn In the 77th Spe­
cial Forces Group.

In 1961, he went to Laos as 
part of the White Star Mobile 
TValning Team to help riiore up 
the anti-communist Laotian 
government in its clvU 'war. In 
1966, he went to Vietnam 'wheiv, 
according to some reports, he 
played a  role In Infiltrating In­

telligence teams into North 
Vietnam.

Hand Picked
Simons was handpicked as 

the Sontay ground commander 
by Blackburn.

Before Laird and Moorer ap­
proved the plan, they presented 
It to *the President who gave 
his approval as weU. Tliere is 
some indication that Presiden­
tial Adviser Henry Kissinger 
was not Udd of the scheme at 
that point, when all the momen­
tum began for the raid wltich 
would take plsice three months 
later.

Un, stoi^ied a t F ort Bragg In 
North Carolina to idek up 
Simona, and the two men met 
for the first time.
