After
some huffing and puffing, the
Democrats, who control the leg-
islature, eventually buy the idea.

Desplte much argument over
the size and shape of the Income
tax and poasibly even a guberna-
torial veto of a Democratic in-
come tax bill, the General As-
sembly and the governor finally
reach agreement—hopefully in
tme for the new fiscal year
beginning July 1.

Scenario 2:

Moskill eschews an income
tax—which he ropeatedly sald
during his campaign last year
that he would accept only as a
“last resort'—and calls for in-
creases in a few other taxes
while holding state spending to
unawbidable increases. He re-
news his request for legislation
to allow the cities to get out of
thelr financlal bind by imposing
taxes other than property taxes,
Perhaps he also pledges an all-
out effort to get significant new
asaistance for Connecticut from
the federal government.

The Democratic leglslative
leaders denounce the governor's
budget and his tax proposals,
and eventually come out for a
state income tax and thelr own
budget, which will be bigger
than Meskill's,

This sets up a tricky situation
in which the Republican gover-
nor and the Democratic legiala-
ture try to outmaneuver each
other with an eye toward mak-
ing points with the votars. The:
outcome of the struggle is uncer-
tain, and depends on how stub-
born the opponents want to be,
In come states—Ponnsylvania,
for instance—things have gotten
very msticky, indeed, In recent
tax struggles. -

Possible advantages of Scena-
rio 1 are that Meskill will at
least get the income tax issue
settled this year, three years
before his anticipated bid for re-
election in 194—by which time
taxpayers may forgive or forget;
and that by creating & tax base
broad enough to pay off the state
deficit in one year and respon-
sive onough to take quick advan-
tage of economic upturns, the
governorumight be able to avold
any tax increases in 1972. Pre-
sumably belts can be loosened
somewhat after the deficit Is
swallowed. '

NASA Releases Photographs
Astronauts Took on Moon

SPACE CENTER, Houston
(AP) — The desolation, dust
and darkness of Fra Mauro
were captured in graphic ple-
tures taken on the moon by the
Apollo 14 astronauts and re-
leased today by the National
Aeronautics and Space Adminis-
tration,

The nine color and six black
and white photos and a segment
of 18mm movie film were
snapped by Alan B, Shepard Jr.
and Edgar D. Mitchell as they
explored the surface a week
ago. g

The photos showed why Shep-
ard was moved to remark: It's
certainly a stark place here at
Fra Mauro. It's made more
stark by the fact that the sky ia
compietely black."

And why Mitchell said:
""Nothing like being up to your
armpits in dust."

The sky appeared ink black
and contrasted sharply with the
sun-bathed landscape, the gold-
en landing ship Antares and the
white-clad spacemen,

The dust was everywhere,

clinging to the boots of the moon

walkers and clearly showing the
imprint of their footfalls and the

tire tracks of the two-wheeled

equipment cart they pulled
across the surface,

For the first time, astronauts
carried & 16mm movie camera

to the surface. The color se-

quences released today showed

an out-the-window view as An.
tares came in for a landing,
stirring up dust; shots of the
bleak terrain; Shepard and
Mitchell by the American flag,
and pictures of Shepard, Mitch-
ell and Stuart A. Roosa as they
shaved and ate in the command
ship on the way back to earth,

Most of the still shots in the
first release were taken near
the lunar module and did not
give an impression the astro-
nauts landed in a highland re-
gion.

PORT JERVIS, N.Y. (AP) —
A search for poasible additional
victims was to continue today In

the brick and debris that
crushed a diner and killed four

Twenty-one persons were in-
jured, four critically, as the root
caved in, sending supporting
bricks hurtling down on the ad-
jacent diner and demolishing it.

At least three of the dead and
most of the injured were in the
Strand diner which was doing a
brisk lunchtime business when
the roof gave way apparently
under the weight of three feet of
melting snow.

Rescue workers sifted through

Cleveland
Uninspired

The Cleveland
played to a near capacity au-
dience last night at UConn's
Jorgenson Auditorium, acquit-
ting itself well despite the ba-
ton waving of George Semkow,
youngish (42) guest conductor
who-looked-well on the podium
but who seemed to be more
concerned with putting on a
personal show than in leading
an orchestra,

Fortunately the program’s
main works were by Mozart and
Tschaikowsky, and the Cleve-
land had long and excellent
training under the late George
Szell with all of the standard
repertory, so the music sound-
ed well, although it might have
sounded better.

Usually, the seasoned con-
cert-goer can give a pretty
good guess about a conductor's
background; from his motions it
can be gueased that this one
was a violinist, that one a
cellist, and somebody else a
pianist, before switching to the
baton.

If 1 were to guess at Mr,
Semkow's background, I would
assume he was a ‘“‘danseur
noble" with some Russian bal-
let company before turning to
conducting. He certainly is the
conductor with the finest ‘‘porte
des bras” that I have ever
encountered.

Moreover, he seasons his ges-
tures with classical mime of
the balletic school. These are
meaningless as musical direc-
tions, although they are effec-
tive in revealing what the mu-
sic._meant to the conductor,
Personally I think he missed
his calling. He should have
been a choreographer.

He uses music as an accom-
paniment to his podium perfor-
mance, and I have no doubt
that many " in the audience
thought him graceful and effec-
tive. I'mn ot at all certain that
the members of the orchestra
thought the same.

The program opened with
some '‘Musique Funebre” by
Lutoslawski, one of Poland's
most composers of
today, Written in 1968, it sound-
ed as though it had been writ-
ten about 1620 under the influ-
ence of Amold Schoenberg's
earliest atonal style. As such,
it is pretty straightforward and
not too strident by today's
standards,

It was a well made plece of
music, but not one that I think
will remain in the repertoire
for many years, It served Its
purpose as a curtain raiser,
and that is just about what it
amounts to, certainly nothing
more, o
The Mozart Bymphony No. 38
went pretty well. The orchestra
was of reduced size in keeping
with the composition's period,
and It sounded in balance. It
lacked the “lift" that a good
conductor might have given.
The orchestra seemed intent on
maintaining ensemble and ob-
serving nuance, rather than in
an overall conception of the
music as a large work of art.

The Tachatkowsky went in
similar fashion. The Cleveland
just cannot play badly. On the
other hand It can play much
better than it did last night,
when inspired and led by a
consummate musician.
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Grove to his job on the night
shift at 8hell Oil"Co., in Des
Plaines he found the,K bags
marked '‘Brink's” and threw
them In the car ‘‘just to' get
them out of the réad."

Ramsey Labeled
An Eccentric By
Ex-Press Officer

LONDON (AP) — Dr. Michael
Ramsey, archbishop of Canter-
bury, was portrayed by his for-
mer press officer today as an
accident-prone eccentric capa-
ble of ‘‘rather dangerous un-
worldliness."”

This description of the 68-
yearold primate of the Angli-
can Church came from Michael
De-la-Noy, fired by the Church
information office .last July for
writing magazine articles on
homosexuality and permiasive-
ness,

In 2 book entitled A Day in
the Life of God, De-la-Noy
wrote :

“Not only would Dr. Ramsey
be congenitally incapable of
mending a fuse, he is the only
man I know who can be relled
on not even to know where to
tind a light switch.”

De-la-Noy is-a bachelor who
spent three years as the arch-
bishop’s contact man with the
news media. Of his former em-
ployer's eccentricity, he sald:
*'If he can walk into a door rath-
er than through one, he will. He
is aldrmingly accldent-prone,'”

During a visit to Puerto Rico,
de-la-Noy sald, the archbishop
walked into a plate-glass door
twice on the same day. The next
day, Dr. Ramsey sald goodbye
to his host, stepped backward
over a ledge, topped and folded
up "like a porcupine,” the writ-
er said.

The book pralsed the cheru-
bic-faced, white-haired arch-
bishop for humility and intel-
lect. It sald: “"His whole life re-
volves around his religion, but
the world God actually made is
for him (n far too many ways a
closed and indeed unread

De-la-Noy sald Dr. Ramsey's

eccentricity can offend acquain-

tances, “"He will walk away
while someone is telling him a
story or go on signing letters
while giving an interview,” he
said,

The church information office
declined to comment on the
book, published by the Citadel
Press today.

De-la-Noy, 36, is now director
of the Sexual Law Reform So-

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The Underseas Pact

Imn't it wonderful, one asks with in-
tentional sarcasm, that the United
Btates and Russia have now solemnly
agreed, by treaty ceremonially signed,
that they will not infest the beds of the
ocsans—at least not any farther out
than 12 miles from their own shores—
with ‘tests or instalations of underseas
nuclear weapons?

This leaves them free to test and in-
stall as many nuclear weapons as they
please underground in thelr own ter-
ritory or in the territory of other nations
if they can arrange it

It also leaves them free to wend their
nuclear powered and their nuclear-
weapansd submarines underseas all over
the world.

They are also free to manufacture and
store as many nuclear weapons as they
ploase, and to deploy these as they
please, until both of them are looking
down each other's nuclear launching
sites, an indeed they now are.
Nonstheless, men of good will are sup-
posed to welcome this new undorseas
pact,

The reason was given in the words
one man of good will, President Nixon,
employed at the ceremonial signing of
the treaty.

“Speaking for the United States of
America,” he sald, “I pledge that, as
we gign this treaty In an era of negotia-
tion, we conpsider it only one step toward
a greater goal: the control of nuclear
weapons on earth' and the reduction of
the danger that hangs over all nations
es long as those weapons are not con-
tralled.’ \

It is only when we examins what is
stil] left out of even this good, plous
wish that we discover how very far
humanity, and its governmenta, have to
go before they have achieved the
simplest common sense ocapacity not
destroy themselves.

. for instance, we should suc-

ceed In negotiating signing, and even
observing the total banishment of every
kind of nuclear weapon. Would that
make death by napalm, bomb frag-
ments, or plain bullets any the sweeter?
The realistic truth is that, if the exist-
ence of the nuclear weapon is to have
any civilizing influence on mankind, it
will be because, with itz own spectacu-
lar quality and power, it atimulates us
not into special regulations of nuclear
warfare, but into a system of world
life in which we will deny ourselves the
idiocy of warfare by means of any wee-
pon.

When the great powers sign some
special treaty like this, seeking to deal
with cne phase of potential nuclear war-
fare, they are, for all their good inten-

tions, evading the central issue of our

times.

They ought to turn from the negotia-
tion and signing of such sitray treaties
toward a non-decisive objective back to
one treaty they have nlready signed,
but have, almost by wicked gentleman's
agresment among themaselves, refused
to bonor and implement.

They are already mignatories o a
treaty which secks to ban war, not just
underncas war, or certain varieties of
jand war, or space war, but war any-
where by any weapon.

It is the institution of war, as oid and
as stubborn a8 man himself, which con-
stitutes the danger —not whatever the
& horrible weapon avaliable for it
may be. &
And it is this institution which the
treaty they have already signed, the
treaty establishing the United Nations,
sepks to abolish, It 15 time for the grest
powsrs to cease preening themseives
over the small concessions on the scope

of nuclear warfare they are willing to
make to each other, and begin consid-
ering, again, surrendering the war-mak-
ing portion of their sovereignty to the
United Nations, and thus concede some-
thing meaningful to all mankind.

A Truce Of Senators

But whichever one of them wins the
nomination, his task will be that of de-
feating the man already in the White
House, Richard Nixon.

Possibly, the list isn’t as unbearable
as it looks, This nation has already, for
that matter, faced the prospect that Hu-
bert Humphrey might become its Presi-
dent, and has survived the nightmare,
if only by the desperate means of choos-
ing another whom it feared only a liftle
less. And if the candidate we all fear
od only & Iittlé 1éss than we feared Hu-
bert has, after all made the modestly
impressive President he has made, who
knows that we could not survive any of
the Democratic lst?

Whatever its worth, and whatever its
future, we do have one plece of
moralistic news for Democratic National
Chalrman Lawrence O'Brien, who s
given credit for arranging this pact of
the eight for one and one for eight. The
proposed concerted political attack on
Mr. Nixon will do no more, in the end,
for the nation, or for the success of
any of these candidates, or for the Dem-
ocratic party, than the possible sniping
among the Democrats themselves would
have done. ]

Technological Forecasting

Within the next 20 years we
can be using rocket-powered ve-.
hicles to transport us from
continent to continent in about
half an hour. ‘This form of
transport is the forecast of a
emall group of engineers and
scientists concerned with
“‘technological forecasting.””’
They may use a system of ex-
trapolations or other techniques
to tell us that we will have the
abllity to do something at a
given future time — if we are
willing to pay for it and live
with the consequences;
~-One of/the most forward-look-
ing of these technological fore-
casters is G. Harry Stine, who
studies to see where trends and
curves will lead in the future,
Aa an example, he says, the
speed curve has been rising
steadlly, from man on foot, to
horseman to motorized drivers.
Thus, we went from perhaps
three m.p.h. on foot to 20 m.p.h.
for the horse, and finally, in ex-
cess of 600 m.p.h. for the festest
of automobilea, This may be
about the limiting speed on the
surface of the earth.

In 1908 the first afrplane
traveled alower than the horse,
but today’'s supersonic airplanes
can travel at almost 2,000
m.p.h. But here, once more, &
Hmit was reached.

The next step was the rocket
vehicle. ‘While the workhorse
X-156 can travel over 4,600 miles
per hour, the Uimit for this ve-
hicles is set by the speed pro-
vided by the energy In the
vehicle propellant system.

But the magical computer
which, in this bright new day
of Conmnecticut legisiation, is
supposed to have the instant
tacts about any piece of legiala-
tion, stuttered and stammered
when it was asked for the his-
tory of this bill, and produced
only the information that it had,
indeed, been {ntroduced.

Nixon Sets
Course For

GOP: Steele

Characterizing this as ‘“‘an

exciting time to be a Republi.
can,” U.S. Rep. Robert H.
Bteele of Vernon told a Lincoln
Day gathering of local Repub-
licans last night that President
Nixon “is setting the direction
for the Republicans now just as
Abraham Lincoln did 106 years
m'"
If the Republicans continue
to “pull together as we did in
the last election, we could open
a whole new era in Republican
politics,” sald the 32-year-old
Steele.

‘““The Democrats’' solutions of
the last 40 years are no longer
valild for the next 40 years,"
sald Steele, noting that the
GOP has not fared particularly
wel in the last 40 years, win-
ning three out of 10 presidential
electiorm, and two out of 20 in
the Congress.

““The Republican {mage has
ranged from antliparty to the
“poor man’'s Democratic par-
ty,"" Steele sald, adding that in
the past 40 .years elections won
by the GOP were won because
“the electorate was In an ant-
party mood." .

Steele cited the 1088 election
as an example of thls, when the
people ‘‘were fed .up with’ war
and with the lawlessness that
had gotten out of hand with the
Democrata."

Oral cancer causes some
7,000 deaths annually. It has &
higher mortality rate than any
type of cancer except that of
the lungs and stomach. There-
fore it is most important for
oral cancer to be diagnosed and
treated early,

Best of all, of course, Is to
stop smoking, Here are some
suggestions that may help you
stop, or at least cut down
drastically.

1. If smoking provides you
with & certain amount of stim-
ulation, try & brisk walk or
moderate exercise instead of a
cigarette,

2, If you like to hold a clg-
arette, try a substitute, like a
pen or & paper clip or®even
a plastic cigarette.

3. If smoking {8 primarily a
relaxant, try different activi-
ties which can give you relaxa-
tion or pleasures,

4. If you use smoking to ward
off streas, consider undertaking
some activity which will pro-
vide physical exertion or in-
volve you in social activiies,

6. If you are a craver of cig-
arettes, try quitting cold turkey
or spoll your taste for cig-
arettes by smoking twice your
usual number for three or four
dayn.

8. If smoking ls strictly a
habit, pay attention to each cig-
arette you smoke. Try keeping
them Inaccessible or do not
carry matches. Make it a point
to ask yourself if you really
want the cigarette before you
light up. Then cut down grad.
unlly.

One Iast word: Do not sub-
stitute pipes or cigars for clg-
arettes. Both plpes and cigars
have been identified as a factor
in lip and tongue cancer. The
best rule is to stop smoking—
completely. ¢

(AP) — Northern Ireland is an
armed camp thst seems to be
heading for crisis, both econom-
ic and military.

Irish’ Republican Army renews
guerrilla tactics which in the
past week have caused 11
deaths, They are afraid that un-
leas the TRA can be stopped
quickly Northern Ireland's Pro-
testants will react angrily.

‘'The gun is back in Irish poli-
tics," an official sald. "“All Irish
history shows that when that
happens the result is a bloodlet-

Underlining this, five explo-
sions resounded in central Bel-
fast early today, but large num-
bers of troops and police called
out to seek damage and casual-
ties reported neither, *

The current violence comes
from IRA's Provisional wing,
composed of Roman Catholic
nationalista trying to expel the
British army and unite the
mainly Protestant province with
the Catholic-dominated Repub-
lic of Ireland to the south,

The Provistonals have many
rifles-and -automatic weapons
and apparently possess a large
supply of gelignite, a type of dy-
namite. This explosive was used
Tuesday in a booby trap that
killed five civilians,

On the other side, the similar-
ly outlawed Ulster Volunteer
Force also is well armed and
trained. It is dedicated to main-
taining -Protestant rule in the
six countlies North and rejecting
any link with the Republic.

At the moment the UVF s
largely passive but military offi-
cials do not expect this situation
to continue if IRA activity is
stepped up.

In Dbetween the outlawed
forces is the embattled British
force which came in August 1969
to head off a bloodbath between
Protestants and Catholics in
Belfast’'s back streets.

The military situation and the
economic {lls behind it make a
somber getting for the 80th anni-
versary of the Northern Ireland
government formed by the par-
tition of Ireland.

Recent reinforcements have
brought the British army’'s
strength in Ulster to 7,400 men,
and it is clear that they are hav-
ing trouble keeping the peace
even before Northern Ireland's
“marching season’”  begins,
Each spring and summer Catho-
lic and Protestant organizations
stage parades and counter-pa-

rades, and at the height of last-

year's marching season 12,000
Britich soldiers were In the
province. Units were called in
from Germany, Cyprus and
Malta,

Urgent declsions, too, face,
Northern Ireland’s government
on chronic unemployment, three
times the general British level
and in some areas affecting a
quarter of the male population.

To thia creeping illness have
been added uncertainties in the
Belfast aircraft Industry follow-

ing the collapse of the Rolls-
Royce empire,

Even the future of the Har-
land and Wolff shipyard here is
dependent on large Injections of
British or other funds, Harland
and Wolff did considerable work
on jet engines for Rolls-Royce
and confronts the probability of
widespread canceHations.

Northern Ireland's prime min-
ister, James Chichester-Clark,
has put into action two regula-
tions intended to strengthen the
security forces’ hand in counter-
ing the TRA.

One makes it an offense for
any person to dress or behave In
public s0 as to suggest that he is
a4 member of a subversive or-
ganization. The other outlaws
concealment of dead or wound-
ed.

The first order Is intended to
assuage the anger of the Protes-
tant majority at last week's fu-
neral parades by armed IRA
men in uniform. Political com-
mentators forecast that it could
lead to a big roundup of IRA
men.

Government officials believe

leadership.”

All political solutions appear
to have been rejected In ad-
vance by Protestant and Catho-
lic extremiats.

The IRA says it will fight any
confederation linking Belfast,
London and Dublin, an idea ex-
plored informally among the
three governments.

The chief executive's amateur
ventures into meterology began
during the southbound flight
aboard Ailr Force One. While
chatting briefly with newsmen
aboard, Nixon was reminded
that military forecasters were
looking forward to improving
weather in Florida,

“You got the optimistic one,"
he joked. "I got the pessimistic
one." Then, in a more serious
tone, he sald he was an experi-
enced cobserver of Florida
weather and asserted:

‘“When the wind turns ... it
can rain for three days."

On Friday morning, newamen
saw him again at his cozy of-
fice, Outside, skies were mostly
cloudy but there aeemed to be
no immediate threat of rain.

“It's not golng to rain," sald
Nixon. ""No, really—I changed it
today."

A few hours later, molorists
on the Key could hardly operate
their windshield wipers fast
enough to maintain vision—and
Nixon headed for his helicopter.

Cut by Agreement

WASHINGTON (AP)—The threat of a nationwide
rail shutdown March 1 has dimmed considerably with
announcement by the Labor Department of an agree-

ment between carriers and
unions.

The Brotherhood of Ratiwdy
and Alrline Clerks signed an
agreement with representatives
of the railroads Sunday after an
all-night meeting presided over
by ‘Assistant Secretary of Labor
W. J. Usery Jr,

Two other unions, the Broth-
erhood of Maintenance of Way
Workers end the Hotel und Res-
taurant Employes Union, had
reached agreements Feb, 4. The
two represent about 63,000 work-
ers, compared with 180,000
members of the clerks' union.

Detalls of the weekend agree-
ment were withheld pending a
ratification vote by locals,

""The demonstrated ability to
reach agreement In the casé of
these three unions gives every
reason to expect that an agree-
ment should be achieved with
the fourth union,” sald Secre-
tary of Labor James D. Hodg-
pon.

Legal Aid for Poor Tenants

HARTHFORD (AP) — Once up-
on a time, the General Assem-
bly set out to help people in sub-
standard housing force ' their
landlords to spruce up the pre-
mises,

The idea was to provide legal
aid to tenants in the person of
lawyers appointed by the chiet
judge of the Circult Court.

These ‘‘tenants’ represent-
atives,” as theéy are called, were
supposed to swing into action
whenever a majority of the ten-
ants In a given bullding signed
a petition. Legal wheels would
be set in motion; lawsuits would
be filed; rent money could be
used by the courts to correct
substandard conditions.

That was two years ago. Now,
some observers of the program
are calling it a ‘‘boondoggle,"
“"unworkable,”” and “a waste of

~ the laxXpayeérs' money.'

In some circuits, the job of
tenants' representative is =&
“plum” for which a lawyer with
connections may collect $8,250 to
§7,250 & year for dolng almost
nothing, says former State Sen.
John F. Plckett of Middletown,
who was cochalrman of the In.

terim Judiciary Committee that-

studied the ptogram last year.

One tenants' -representative,
Thomas Keating of Stamford,
quit his post on April 17, 1970,

because he couldn't stand the
idea of accepting something for
nothing.

Keating' was replaced with
John Fusaro. According to the
files in the office of Chief Circuit
Court Judge Johm J. Daly, Fus-
aro has yet to file a report on
his activities, for which he is
receiving §7,250 a year.

But the First Circuit in Stam-

But the over-all tenants' rep-
resentativea program has bgen
something less than a howling
success,

“Reports don't Mdicate that
they are extremely overbur-
dened with work,” as Judge
Daly puts it with dry understate-
ment.

It lsn't because there isn't
enough substandard housing to
go around., But deficiencies in
the program as it was set up in
1960 have made it difficult to
implement.

Of all the problems, '‘the re-
guirement of a majority of the
tenants is perhaps the gravest,'
sald Herbert Scott of New Ha-
ven in his report to Judge Daly
last year, Scott cited the case
of a 23-unit: apartment house in
West Haven where the seven
tenants on the ground floor
couldn't get the others to sign
a petition complaining about wa-
ter leakage.

The law 'is in great need of
serious thought and overhauling;
indeed, it probably needs to be
rewritten in its entirety,” sald

~ Seott.
