Agnew doesn’t talk that way, 
normally, but he was amused 
by the alllteratlOT.

Agnew still has two full time 
ghostwrltelrs.

He continues to strike out on 
his own, however, as when he 
volunteered a public statement 
last' month accusing Rep. Wll- 
Uaih R. Anderson, D-Tenn., a 
berlbboned war hero and for­
mer skipper of the nuclear sub­
marine Nautilus, of voicing 
“ self-serving claptrap.’ ’ An as­
sociate said Agnew simply “ got 
his gorge up’ ’ while reading 
news accounts of a speech in 
which Anderson criticized gov­
ernment handling ot criminal 
accusations against t o  Berri- 
gan brothers, Philip and Daniel.

Ope Agnew speechwriter said 
his boss wrote t o  statement 
himself, without consulting his 
ghosts or clearing his words 
with anyone.

Although Agnew has been put­
ting a damper on unkind wok^s 
abopt t o  Democrats whose 
votes Nixon needs for his pro­
grams, t o  vice president re­

mains on course in criticizing 
t o  news media. Singing the 
praises of revenue sharing to 
county officials in Atlanta Jan. 
27, Agnew noted a Washington 
Post editorial raising questions 
about the Nixon proposals. Said 
Agnew:

EVERYTH IN G 
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The Autohiatic Suspension Law
Ther^  l̂̂ e some strange aiguments 

being ̂ v a n ce d  In favor o< the fast-trlg- 
geyed effort In the new General Assem­
bly to make this session’s first order of 
-important business a repeal of- the-15- 
year-oldl law stipulating an automatic 
30-day suspension of driving licenses for 
a first conviction of speeding.

One aigument is that it creates a 
problem in that drivers are frequently 
caught driving their cars even after their 
licenses have been suspended. In otheb 
words, people who have violated the law 
against speeding sometimes go on to 
violate the law against driving while 
their licenses ore under suepenslcin.

We have noticed the violations cited. 
Sometimes, the driver who has had his 
license suspended for speeding is api- 
prehended driving without Ws license 
when he happens to be involved in a 
high Epeed accident in which he kills 
somebody.

It seems to u#?fiuit this kind of cir­
cumstance has no reflection whatsoever 
on the soundness of the original law. If 
anything, it suggests we need far steep­
er penalties than we now impose for 
the violation of driving while license is 
under suspension.

Another argument being used for re­
peal of the automatic suspension law 
goes like this;

The police of Connecticut, being soft­
hearted fellows, riirlnk from arresting 
speeders because they don’t want to 
have them deprived of the licenses, they 
may need to drive themselves to work. 
And, if they do have to apprehend some­
body, their kind-hearted approach leads 
them’to substitute a lesser charge, which 
does not involve any automatic loss of 
license, for the speeding charge.

By this aigument we should, then, re­
peal the law because the policemen, too, 
violate its provisions and purposes, sub­
stituting their judgment for the original 
intent o f the Legislature.

' Tltere are more impressive arguments 
for repeal. Tliere still remains, however, 
a still more impressive toll of human 
lives, human injuries, and property dam­
age which is taken every year in Orai- 
nectlciit by drivers vriio are not content 
with the already high speed Umlts legal­
ly permitted in the state.

The lawyers in the General Assembly 
seem to think they have the repealer 
wrapped up. It behooves the laymen of 
the Legislature to take their own lo(A 
at the matter, and we certainly hope 
Governor MesklU meant It when, the 
other day, he Indicated he himself would 
take his own hard look at it if it gets to 
him for his signature.

The Helicopter War
One of the developments of the current 

"incursion” f'lhto Laos is a relatively 
heavy rat^ of casualties among our 
American hellci^iters. They are being 
used to fly South Vietnamese troops in 
and then to supply them and also to sup­
port them in action 'when it is necessary. 
The North Vietnamese have met this 
increased acU'vity for our helicopters 
with heavier anti-aircraft fire from the 
ground, and jour  ̂ pilots are, by all 
accounts, having the roughest time of 
the war, with hardly any ship on any 
mission esciqriiig at least some bullet 
hides before it returns to Its base.

we go along, the rate of helicopter 
. casualties will be watched, and our mill- 

taty experts will be forming a judgment 
as to tho role of the heliccgiter in modem 
war. Conceivably,' as a result, we will

give the helid^er increased importance 
in our future military planning.

All the while, however, no one seems 
to pay any attentlcm to the not unimpor­
tant circumstance tĥ ct, in this Aslan 
waa, the American helicopter hak enjoy­
ed a most imusqal and unnatural ini- 
munity.

It has never been subjected to attack 
from the air, not even from another heli­
copter, let alone an enemy fighter plane.

’The questlcm which has never been 
answered in Vietnam is this: Could the 
alow • moving, low - hovering helicopter 
survive in any war in which enemy 
planes were contesting centred of the 
air?

How are we going to be sure we tue 
ever again going to be able .o design 
ourselves the particular kind of war in 
which our own control of the air is un­
challenged except for ground fire?

Is this merely the first great heli­
copter war? Or is it also the last?

No doubt our own air theorists would 
like to know. So far, however, they have 
to use their imaginations to calculate 
what might happen if some low-flying 
enemy fighter planes riiould some day 
get in among our helicopters. For the 
moment, the casualty rate from just 
land fire seems heavy enough for the 
pilots _who have been flying through it.

Good Reasons For Change
TTve Middletown Press has long consid­

ered the automatic SO l̂ay suspension of 
licenses for a first speeding offense as 
an unduly harsh penalty.

Now, the General Assembly ‘will have 
an opportunity to vote on a change in 
procedure, and Capitol observers believe 
the chances of passage are favorable. 
Under the propcsed Wll, speeders would 
not lose their license for a first offense, 
unless recommended by the judge. The 
biU continues mandatory suspensions for 
second offenders (not to exceed 30 
days), third offenders (not to exceed 60 
days), and subsequent offenders (not to 
exceed six months).

While legislatoirs In support of the mea­
sure have advanced the argument that 
the present procedure is ccuising a log 
jam in the courts — mainly because so 
many jury trials are requested—there 
are nvEUiy other arguments in favor of a 
judicial determkiatkm. It may well turn 
out, for instance, that the number of 
speeding arrests will actually increase, 
once plaice otfleers believe ihat first of- 
fendeis -will not automatically lose their 
license..

But the main arguments for the meas­
ure really revolve around fairness and 
effectiveness. There are some speeding 
cases where a loss of license is clearly 
justified; there are others where an im- 
due hardship is created. Under the pres­
ent system, there is singly no judge­
ment made— ît is cdl automatic. In culdi- 
tion, it is virtually impossible to tell 
whether or not mandatory suspension is 
effective. Rhode Island, for instance, 
has always run neck and neck with Con­
necticut’s automobile fatality record 
without using a first offense suspension. 
In ihe absence of clear evidence that au­
tomatic suspension <m a first offense 
really works, there ■would seem to be no 
reason to conUiuie it.

Actually, last year auto fatalities came 
down all over the country on the basis of 
passen<'er miles driven. Better super­
highways, better medical care, and 
safer cars are undoubtedly responsible, 
because there has been no essential 
change in enforcement procedures In re­
spect to ipeeding In the country. There 
has been a small change in the attention 
given drunk drivers, and this remains 
as a fertile Arid of enforcement.

The General Assembly 'would be 'wise 
to enact the new qieedihg measure 
which now has the unanimous bacUng of 
the Senate Judiciary Committee. The 
present law has led to a number of c<d- 
lateral evils, jammed courts, people 
driving after suspensions, etc. But as the 
basis on \vhlch toe originai action was 
taken has never been proven, and be­
cause jHovision for suspenston is retain­
ed, we believe toot a proper balance be­
tween safety and equity can be struck by 
enactment. — MIDDLETOWN PRESS.

Ending A DuMous ‘Crackdown’
A IS-yeaixdd "crackdown”  on speed- 

erâ  is on the vetge of coming to a close 
under action taken by toe General As­
sembly’s influential Judiciary Commit­
tee. In a bipartisan mo've, a fact wld<to 
enhances the chsmees of passage, toe 
com m it^  has reported out favorably a 
bill to revoke toe automatic suipension 
of licenses in.^ieeding oases. Rather, 
the matter would be left discretionary 
with the court.

The legislators h a v e  sfmply come 
around to recognising toe realities of toe 
situatton.

As a ‘big stick”  against speeders, au­
tomatic suspensions have failed to make 
any appreciable inroads In reduring 
traffic fatalities, and for several rear 
eons. First, speeding is now recognised 
as not being toe chief 'vUllan in highway 
deaths—the drunken driver Is. Second, 
because of toe harsh punishment that 
awaited toe motorist caught transgress­
ing, arresting officers have been known 
to substitute a somewhat lesser choxge— 
not observing posted qpeed limits, for ex­
ample—^whose effect was to circumvent 
toe Mispenaloa tactic. And third, a desire 
to escape the punishment causes many 
apeedera to choose jury trials, bopiiig 
for a “ there but for toe grace of God, go 
I”  feeling in tto jury box. The result of 
this has been clogged court decisions.

The circumstances in speed cases are 
not always alike. In some, toe lustians of 
the driver can pose «  serious threat to 
otoers; in otoera, there may have been 
no threat. It makes sense to let a judge 
decide toe severity of toe penalty. —

Politics As Art

One obstacle to comprehend­
ing events abroad is failure to 
understand that politics Is often 
at least as much an extempo­
raneous art form os it Is a 
sober-minded determination of 
the fate of men and nations. In 
many countries, politics is pri­
marily a branch of the per­
forming arts—highly dramatic 
entertainment with wholeheated 
audience partlclpaticm.

In most poor countries, popu­
lar, conventional entertainment 
Is exceedingly limited, while 
traditional village feasts and 
ceremonies are depreciated by 
contacts with toe outside world. 
As a result, 'many people are 
bored beyemd endurance. The 
political drama offers both 
amusement and engagement— 
usually through demagogic, 
emotional and violent action.

Such politics more often pro­
duce stark tragedy than light­
hearted comedy. ’Tragedy is, 
after all, the oldest dramatic 
form.

Nor is the Inclination to en­
courage and join In politics, for 
entertainment limited to Africa, 
Asia and Latin America, for­
mally—If somewhat prissiley— 
called the developing world. The 
gory tragedy of Northern Ire­
land derives from real griev­
ances. Political tragedy must be 
based upon recognizable reality 
if It is to hold the audience.

Behind Its superficial quaint­
ness, Ireland Is a grim, frustra­
ting land. ’The stories of Frank 
O’Connor h a v e  beautifully 
caught the spirit of men and 
women trapped In narrow, cir­
cumscribed lives and crushed 
by the weight of respectability. 
Poverty makes escape from the 
confining circle almost impos­
sible.

The Irish are a passemiate, 
contentious people with a pro­
found dramatic sense. There- 
.foi-e, the Irish Republican Army, 
outlawed In the Catholic South 
as well as the Protestant North, 
protests violently against In­
justice to C d ^ lics  in the North. 
The refels enhance their con­
viction of fulfilled dedication by 
hazarding their own lives—and 
the lives others. 'The political 
drama imbues gray, monotonous 
existence with color and excite­
ment.

Many South American coun­
tries display the same hnnmiTi 
desire to enliven drab existence 
through vlident political the­
ater. High stakes in power and 
wealth make the play more 
compelling for the antagMilsts. 
The masses, the extras who 
swell tte pageants and fill the 
measures, are caught up as 
much by toe trappings of the 
drama as by the weighty prizes 
at stake.

The pdliUcal theater must al­
ways offer higii drama to keep 
its audience. Not only in Latin 
America, Africa or Asia must‘a 
leader enteHain to hold power 
and pc^ularity. Charles De 
Gaulle was a master of the po­
litical stage and bis constant 
theme was historical romance: 
The ancient glory of France. 
For that matter. President 
John F. Kennedy was no mean 
actor himself.

The best politicians, the De 
Gaulles, K^nnedys and Church- 
hills, must be consummate per­
formers. Only grand drama can 
captivate men’s spirits and 
evoke their highest aspirations. 
History may yet pronounce 
'f’reslitent Nixon’s greatest fall­
ing his total lack at theatrical 
flair at presence. Americans, 
too, demand that their leaders 
inspire — and not merely lead.

Under auspicious ciicum- 
stances, a successful politician 
may be no more than a perfor­
mer who struts, rants and de­

claims his way across the 
stage, disdaining both the re­
sponsibilities and the realities 
of power. Sukarno of Indonesia 
held his audience for two dec­
ades by histrionics alone. His 
promiscuous armours endeared 
him to the Indonesian people, 
though his policies were disas­
trous, while legends of his 
prowness in the boudoir de­
rived as much from press 
agents and hormone prepara­
tions as from natural endow­
ment.

But the heaven-blessed Indies 
could afford their favorite en­
tertainment. T h e  abundant 
earth allowed Indoesians to 
pay for Sukarno’s uniforms and 
his comprehensive collections 
of nudes, his chartered air­
planes, international confer­
ences, monumental buildings, 
extravagant rhetoric aild his 
outrageous military expendi­
tures to sustain his imperial 
pretentions.

When his histrionics polled, 
the impoverished audience clos­
ed its pocketbooks and took up 
arms. His pcissing was a pro­
longed performance as dra­
matic as his reign.

If human beings were wholly 
rational, they would forego po­
litical drama. But If human be­
ings were wholly rational, th|re 
would be no governments — or 
politics.

We were about to join the 
League of Women 'Voters In Its 
rebuke to the management of 
this session's legislative hear­
ings when we found ourselves 
trapped In a magnificent demon­
stration of how an ordinary Con­
necticut citizen can. on occa­
sion, still outwit the moat un­
friendly bureaucracy.

And we were getting ready 
to unfurl, once more, our own 
recurrent crusade In defense ot 
the old-fashioned, traditional 
Connecticut legislative hearing 
system, which has been, for so 
many years, the last possible 
refuge and platform for any 
Connecticut citizen who wants 
to be heard.

It was at this point, at a hear­
ing before the Education Com­
mittee, the same hearing toe 
Lea'rue had cited as having been 
scheduled without due public 
notice, that we fell prisoner to 
our own crusade.

At the conclusion of the morn­
ing hearing of the Education 
Committee, when all except 
three of the audience hod de­
parted, when only Senator 
Thomas Mondanl of Deep River, 
presiding, was left of the Cfom- 
mittee membership, the classic 
Connecticut Individual citizen, a 
resident of the town of Ridge­
field arose and asked If this 
would be an appropriate tone 
for a few comments he, as a 
first-time and possibly amateur­
ish participant in this bustness 
of his state, wished to make.

Assured that this was the 
time, this individual cltlMn 
then proceeded to address

himself, In cultured tefMa and 
unfaltering language, and In 
chronological order, to moot o( 
toe Issues covered and argu­
ments made during the praviaus 
two hours of toe hesulng ses­
sion. Indeed, he did more than 
that, for he explored, more thor­
oughly than toe hearing ItaeU 
had done, the side Issues which 
opened off the main issues, and 
then the sub side issues which 
opened from them, until, in 
time, what was evolving was a 
sort of coomlc treatise on toe 
problems of our tone, ranging 
from economics to youth to 
ecology and always. In this citi­
zen’s special conslatoncy, back 
to econonilcs again.

There waa no slderoad be 
failed to take, and none be 
failed to return from, erantu-
ally.

Meanwhile, the three mem­
bers of the audience departed, 
until the hearing chamber was 
vacant. But, as the tone went 
on. Senator Mondanl, far from 
exhibiting any natural Impa­
tience, even courteously illumi­
nated a particular point for bis 
marathon witness. Bhrentually, 
Representative Arthur Delia 
Vecchla, of Boutolngtoo arrt'ved 
in relief, and It fell to his also 
honorable and courteous lot to 
be privileged to bear, 42 min­
utes after he had begun, toe 
good cltiun from Ridgefield an­
nounce that he was finished, 
and thank the committee for Its 
time. We have lived through 
other celebrated dlscouraea in 
our time, but there Is no ques­
tion that Senator Mondanl s»«i 
Representative Della Vaccbla, 
combined, established an all 
time record for almost soUtaiy 
listening to the 'v ie^  of one 
single citizen.

As for us, having moraUaed 
so often, over the years, about 
the need to preserve and pro­
tect the sacred right of toe least 
Connecticut individual to have 
at least one forum whore be 
could be heard, what could we 
do but stay on to the eloquent 
end? We have one full reporter’s 
notebook to prove we did. We. 
will, some day after we have 
recovered strength «nd energy 
and phUoeophy, press on With 
our crusade for undlmlnlabed 
public hearings.

That is how Ward Tedford, 
a life-long resident of Manchester and an employe of 
the Highway Department, sums up his job. During the 
winter, Tedford operates a snow plow for the town.

A little later. If snow continu­
es, the plow operators are call­
ed and sent out to begin what 
is usually a long day of clearing 
and sanding town streets.

After a recent snowstrom, for 
Instance, chemical crews were 
sent out at about 2 a.m. and 
snowplows were In operation 
shortly after 4. By about 3 
o'clock In the afternoon. It was

a long day, but according to 
Tedford, there have been longer 
ones. J

Tedford has been employed 
by the town for 13 years, 11 of 
those with the Park Depart­
ment. Although he Is relatively 
new to the Highway Depart­
ment, and this Is only his .first 
year driving a plow, he 5 has 
learned to keep an ear on 
weather reports and get to bed 
early when snow Is predicted.

l\toen Tedford arrives at the 
Highway Garage on Olcott St. 
he hops Into a large truck with 
about four yards of sand In the 
back. He, like all other drivers, 
is accompanied by a helper who 
watches the road when the plow 
If forced' to back up and spells 
the driver when he gets tired.

Tedford says he Is often sur­
prised that he does not get tired

Is to ‘'open up”  toe roads on his 
route, that Is plow at .least one 
lane down the middle of all of 
them. '

Early sanding is done 
marily on hills and at 
signs.

On later runs, the streets are 
cleared as close to the curb as 
possible. ” Our main problem Is 
cars parked In the road,”  Ted­
ford says.

I am also propostag increases 
ta tuitkm fees at state colleges, 
community colleges, technical 
colleges, and, for the flrst time, 
at our university. The tuitions 
I prt^toee would generate some 
$36 million ta additional re­
venue. A  total o f $18 million, 
or fully half of this revenue, 
would be used to finance a new 
scholarship fund for needy stu­
dents under a separate proposal 
I am submitting.

The principal source in­
creased revenue ta m y prt^XMal 
com es from  broculentag the 
sales tax a i^  from  increasing 
its rate.

I i»op o8e raising the sales tax 
rate to 7 per cent, effective 
April 1, 1971, just six weeks 
from  now. Tills move w ill re­
duce deficit ta this biennium, 
the biennium whl<di contributed 
so heavily to it. *nils proposal 
is obviously sepeu^te from  my 
budget proposal for next year, 
but I do not feel we can wait 
until July to begin <xq;>tag with 
the deficit.

To return to the budget pro­
posal, I prĉ Mise leaving the 
sales tax at the seven per cent 
level until M arch 81, 1972, at 
which time it would drop to 6H 
per cent.

As I indicated earlier, ta ad­
dition to raising the sales tax 
rate, it vrlll be necessary to 
broadep its base.

In addition to the areas al­
ready covered, the new rates 
would be le>ded on dom estic 
fuels, children’s clothing, tele­
phone, electric and 'water bills, 
insurance premiums, m eals un­
der one dollar, m agaiine sub­
scriptions, m aterials, tools and 
fuels used ta manufacturing, 
livestock, poultry and feed, the 
full 'value o f motor vehicle pur­
chases, non-professional ser­
vices, . and m edicine, prescrip­
tions and m edical devices. All 
o f these are presently exempt.

In addition, I  propose increas­
ing the excise tax on cigarettes 
from  16 cents to 20 cents per 
pack. I  also propose levying the 
sales tax on cigarettes and 
gasoline.

Eliminating these exemptions 
while raising the rate to 7 per 
cent for one year w ill place an 
enormous burden on our tax­
payers.

According to prorjectlons, that 
additional sales tax burden will 
caise some $210 nOlUon, not 
quite enough to pay off the de­
ficit. This com parison o< how 
we must heighten and broaden 
the sales tax, perhaps more 
than anything. Illuminates the

To pay off the rest ot the 
deficit and to provide funds for 
additional commitments, and 
only the m ost modest niimber 
of now program s, other tax 
proposals are necessary.

I  ask that the corporate busi­
ness tax, scheduled to revert to 
5)4 per cent on July 1 of this 
year, be re-imposed at 8 per 
cent.

I  also r^ u est that the tax on 
insurance company investments, 
originally scheduled to be dis­
continued after 1971, be kept ta 
force at the 3Ii per cent level. 
I  also propose raising the tax 
cn liquor from  $2JM> to $8 per 
grallon.

I also iask that the amuse­
ment . and capital gains taxes, 
scheduled to be dropped June 
80, 1971, be continued ta force 
at present levelsr-

As I  said at the outset, I fully 
expect the people o f Connecti­
cut to be very unhappy with 
this proposal. I am extrem ely 
unhappy at having to make such 
a recom mendation. I  find it 
particularly fnistraUng rince I 
have only minimal im prove­
ments ta services and program s 
to offer in return.

I have lim ited m y proposals 
for new or expanded prog;rams 
to sUg;fatIy more than $10 m il­
lion, or well below  1 per cent 
of the over-all General Fund. 
These funds w ill be chainneled 
into two m ajor areas—^narcotics 
rehabilitation and the en'viron- 
ment—^where I dare not rec­
ommend delay. I sdso propose 
more fimds for education.

I 'Will briefly outline these pro­
posals for you..

In education, I propose ap­
propriation of an suldltional $1.6 
m illion for aid to non-publc 
schools n the event a Oonstlta- 
tional approach to this problem 
is devised ta the com ing year.

Also provided are funds for a 
new commimty college ta north­
eastern Connecticut and for an 
over-all community college en­
rollment increase of 2,000 stu­
dents; funds for an enrollment 
increase c f 1,000 at state col­
leges, and increEised emphasis 
on vocational education there; 
funds to begin occupancy of the 
University Health Center at 
FauTotagton; initial staffing for 
a four-year branch of the Un- 
verslty of Connecticut at Stam­
ford ; and’ftinds to Increase per- 
pupli payments for the blind 
and handicapped blind.

In the area of drug and alco­
hol addiction, funds are pro­
vided for conversion of Laurel 
Heights Hospital to a drug and 
alc<diol detcodflcatlon center, for 
the promotion of local drug cUn- 
IcB, for the expansion of the 
state toxicology laboratory, for 
the establishment of therapeutic 
community progn^ams ta correc­
tional centers, funds for in­
creased educational efforts in 
the fields of drugs, alcohol and 
venereal disease, funds for ex­
pansion of child and youth ser- 
'vices to Initiate a program of 
placem ent ta half-way houses or 
foster homes for paroled or re- 

v '̂imeTsterE, and funds for 
additional state police officers

forts.

In the I environmental area, 
lUiius are provided for 13 posi­
tions ta air pollution work and 
for environmental study g;rants.

I also call for funds for con­
sumer education and the addi­
tion of an Assistant Attorney 
General to the Department of 
Consumer Protection.

Thousands Flee Real Basics

As Aftershocks 
Scare LA Area

ANGELE6 '(AP) — More 
than 1,000 dwellings have been 
condem ned because of toe 
earthquake in toe Los Angeles 
area a . week ago and after­
shocks from  the quake have fur­
ther ruffled nerves.

The aftershocks, four o f which 
w ere felt M onday, caused only 
m inor dam age, authorities said. 
The latest shocks, from  8.6 to 
3.9 magnitude on toe Richter 
scale, were ceiKered in the Baa 

(Fernando VaUey. The quake it­
self was 6.6 on the scale.

A  M onday night tremor, 
knocked out electricity briefly 
in the Granada HlUs suburb. A 
few  MBldsnts reported cracked 
windows and widened fissures 
ta structures but no serious 
damage.

“ We hod no reports o f serious 
damage but a lot o f people 
called wondering if they should 
evacuate,”  a  police spokesman 
said.
. "A fter each shock we get a lot 

o f calls. Peojde are w orried and 
that last one shook us pretty 
good.”

Six em ergency Red Cross cen­
ters were helping evacuees find 
ahelter after they left their 
homes or apartments ta toe val­

ley 10 m iles north of downtown 
Los Angeles.

The Van Norman Dam ta toe 
north section of toe valley con­
tinued to hold. It was badly 
cracked by the big quake, but 
the water level wais lowered to 
reduce pressure on toe dam.

F ifty city building Inspectors 
surveyed damage Monday from  
the quake that killed 62 persmis, 
injured m ore than 1,000 and 
caused dam age estimated as 
high as $1 bUUon.

Hugh QilUs,. who is in charge 
o f Red Cross ahelter operations, 
said toe shelters w ere "one-stop 
service centers”  where fam ilies 
gather before moving ta 'with 
fam ilies or friendq or receiving 
money for a  week’s supply o f 
food and m otel or hotel bills.

P olice warned resldente 
whose homes have yet to be 
looked over to watch out for 
persons posing as building in­
spectors. They said there were 
reports of im posters charging 
$16 to $20 fees. The city’s in­
spectors do not charge for toe 
service.

Most dwellings designated as 
unsafe w ill have to he dem ol- 
iriied, said H orrid L. Manley of 
toe city Department o f BuUdtag 
and Public Safety.

Dope Chaser 
N ow  Filling 
Adames Shoes.

WASHINGTON ( ip )  — Walk 

into the office of Harlem’s new 
congressman, Charles B. Ran­
gel, and you get a clenched-flst 
salute, a jovial smile, a hand­
shake and a new definition of 
ecology:

"I wish I had the luxury of 
talking about cleaning up the 
air and harbors, but when you 
represent people concerned with 
heat and hot water, ecology to 
them means do they collect the 
damn garbage.’ ’

So Rangel, Harlem’s tirst full­
time voice in Congress since 
Adam Clayton Powell’s fall 
from grace in 1967, concerns 
himself mainly with hard drugs 
and crooked cops who wink at 
ghetto d ( ^  trade.

’Ihose, he says, are the pollu­
ters that concern him, because 
Harlem has an estimated 30,(XX> 
heroin addicts.

Rangel, a stoutly built lawyer 
whose energetic style makes 
him seem even younger than his 
40 years, speaks with a jazz-like 
swinging cadence that is diffi­
cult to get across on paper.

While whites worry about 
their children smoking marijua­
na or snorting cocaine, Rangel 
says, black slums are preyed 
upon by young heroin addicts 
who must steal to support a 
habit they esumot afford, a 
’ ’temporary’ ’ escape that kills 
many of them.

He faults the Nixon adminis­
tration for dealing too softly 
with ’Turkey, where most U.S. 
heroin originates as (^lum p<^ 
pies, and France, where it is 
Illegally processed. He is work­
ing with Ben. Walter F. Mon- 
dale, D-Minn., on a bill to cut 
off military and economic aid to 
countries that refuse to cut on 
Illegal opium.

And at home he criticizes po 
lice corruption, or Inaction, that 
allows highly visible heroin and 
numbers gambling rackets to 
flourish on Harlem’s street cor­
ners.

’The problem, Rangel says, is 
a club-like aWosi>here among 
policemen that protects tne 
crooked cop.

"This fraternity is similar to 
what you find right here in the 
Congress,’ ’ he says. "With the 
exception of Adam CUayton 
Powell, you don’t find these 
guys really knocking, each oth­
er’s heads no matter what the 
hell they do.’ ’ '

Rangel unseated the ailing, le­
gally troubled Powell in the 
Democratic primary last year. 
Although Powell had been re­
elected after the House threw 
him out and strii^>ed him of sen­
iority in 1967, he seldom showed 
his face in Congress after that.

SMTTHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) — 
Rep. Joe L. Evtas, a country 
boy who grew up to control 
purse strings holding more than 
$20 million ta federal funds, 
hasn’t forgotten where he comes 
from. Neither has the U.S. gov­
ernment.

An Associated Press study 
shows federal dcdlars are flow­
ing Into Evtas’ middle Tennes­
see district at a rate that would 
nearly double the government’s 
non-defense outlays If applied to 
the nation as a whede.

B'vtas’ case illustrates an ac­
cepted fact of political life : 
Chairmen of appropriations sub­
committees are ta a better poef 
tion than most congressmen 
help the folks back home.

As a Democrat with 24 years 
seniority, Evtas last year head­
ed two tqqirx^riations sutksom- 
mittees handling funds for 87 
federal agencies > and' offices. 
And, records show, non-defense 
government outlays ta his dis­
trict ta fiscal 1969 totaled $627

to

million. By comparison, aver­
age non-defense outlays per 
congressional district that year 
were $313 million.

“ Joe really takes care of his 
district,”  said Cookeville, Tenn., 
City Atty. Wes Flatt Jr., who 
managed Evtas' campaign last 
fall \riien he was re-elected with 
83 per cent of the vote. “ I dMi’t 
know where we would be 'with­
out him.”

Of his constituents, Evlns 
said: “ They are a great people 
and they deserve all the help 
and assistance that’s going to 
them.”

Evtas’ hometown oi Smith- 
ville, population 2,997, belongs 
with surrounding DeKalb (foun- 
ty to the list of 160 locales ta the 
country designated as Model 
Cities—an entree to special con­
sideration when federal funds 
are being awarded.

Cookeville, 30 miles away and 
also ta Evtas’ district. Is anoth­
er Model C7ty. Its p<^ulaUon is 
14,270.

The Model City designations 
were made by the Department 
ot Housing and U rb^  Develop­
ment, one of the agoBeies whose 
appropriations are handled by 
an Evlns’ subcommittee. Anoth­
er such agency, the Atomic En­
ergy OommisslMi, sends $800 
million annually Into Ehrtas’ dis­
trict, vrhlch includes the A ECs 
inasrive Oak Ridge facilities.

Works Hard
" I ’ve worked hard," said Ev-

ins ta an Interview, "and by 
time and effort I have come into 
a position 'where there’s oppor­
tunity for service . . . .  I haven’t 
been pro'vinclal ta my work. I ’m 
not provincial. I ’ve 'worked tor 
programs for New York and the 
West and all over the natiMi."

Evtas pointed out that ta his 
tenure as HUD appropriations 
chairman "HUD has never been 
cut back ta any of Its major pro­
grams.’ ’

He cited his work ta helping 
obtain congressional ai^roval of 
President Johnson’s rent-supple­
ment program.’ ’ President 
J(dmson said this might be 
passed ta Congress ta six, eight 
or 10 years,’ ’ Evtas recalled. “ It 
was pctased ta Its second year.”

"He gives the Impression of 
being Just a little old country 
boy,’ ’ said a form er congres­
sional liaison man.
