All the greatest deliborative body in
the world has done, so far in this new

session, has been to dellberate endless- ..

ly and inconclusively the question of its
own rules for deliberation.

Or, to describe its activity In another
way, it has been the scene of a prolong-
ed fillbuster designed to stall off and
prevent any vote which might deprive
any Senate minority of its right to fill-
buster,

The heroes and the villains of this fight
are supposed to be plainly, labeled. On
the one side, talking and voting aguinst
the institution of a-fillbuster, are all the
do-good moderates and liberals. On the
other side, fighting and voting to retain
the fillbuster, are the wicked Southern
conservatives, foes to progreas.

That s the classic, treditional division
on the issue. But the nation itself has
been sbie to see, for some tims, that
the division in the Senate itseM isn’t
really that clear and clean. There have,
recently, been thoss instances in which
liborals have been gullty of employ:
ing the filibuster, when they have felt it
a lfe and death matter for their particu-
lar view and interest to keep something
from happening, with just as much ruth-

leasness as any wicked Southern reads

tionaries. X

As the nation itself considers this bat-
tle over the filibuater, then, it s no long-
er obligatory to ook at it through the
colomation of any particular ideclogy or
philosophical persuasion, except, per-
haps, that of the philosophy of democ-
racy itself,

A democracy is, primarily, a rule by
the majority,

But any democracy that has ever
worked for very long has included in its
fundamental or in {ts acquired structure
a degree of protection for its various
minorities — protection against the pos-
sibllity of unreasonable tyranny on the
part of the majority.

The majority will not, of course, con-
cede that its policies could ever amount
to tyranny. But, in a dvable democracy,
\the definition of what is tyrannical has
to be left, in some part, to the minority.

The particular institution of the fill-
buster has one characteristic all fair
judgment should try to realize and keep
In mind. ‘

It is not a positive. power which can
make things happen to somebody else.

The fillbuster is a defensive, not an
aggressive, weapon.

One can argue that in our political
history, some minorities have abused the
power of the fillbuster. But one can also
argue that, on occasion, our democratic
majorities have abused their power, too,

What other check is there, to the will
of a majority, except such talk as the
minority can put up? If that will of the
majority is so rightly founded that it
deserves to win, it alwsys does and al-
ways will win in the end. A majority
sure of its own rightness can afford
some patience and comply with the need
wmmmmt‘mwm
doze {ts way through to its objective.

Can we afford to keep
alive the illusion that one Prophet may
have been buried on one hill, or another
may have walked through & valley, when
the hill and valley can be engineered to
contain so many thousand housing units?

How much are such illusions worth,
how much is such scenery worth, against
the need for the bullding of additional
boxes for people to lve In?

We would think, and hope, that the
balance would tilt most heavily in favor

Wonders of the Universe—
Astronomy on the Moon

With the third successful moon
landing logged in, scientists are
becoming excited by the pros-
pects of executing sclentific ex-
periments from the lunar sur-
face. Particularly stimulated by
this prospect are astronomers,
for the moon is a perfect base
on which to mount instruments
and telescopes to probe the
depths of the universe.

The successful Orbiting Astro-
nomlical Observatories (OAQO)
provide astronomers with the
capabllity of probing space
from beyond the reach of the
earth's atmosphere, but there
are inherent disadvantages to
the OAO which render the lu-
nar surface a more attractive
observing platform,

The lack of an atmosphere
makes the lunar surface ex-
tremely adaptable to resolving
eritical astronomical problems.
The terrestrial atmosphere be-
haves as a shimmering, un.
stable curtain to absorb light
and radiations selectively and to
distort light from celestial ob-
jects. The atmosphere also pro-
duces a bright sky background
and a permanent aurora. The
night glow restricts photo-
graphic exposures so the faint-
est objects do not register.

Drs. W. T. Powers and J.
Allen Hynek, of Northwestern
University, ranking astrono-
mers, conclude that there are
considerable advantages of a
lunar observatory over an or-
biting one despite the inor-
dinate costs necessary to es-
tablishing the former. They
point out that on earth photo-
graphic exposures may last to
eight hours depending on the
altitude and location of the ob-
servatory.

find celestial objects and follow
them precisely. The motions of

.the moon are predictable with

considerable accuracy which
means that observations over
long time iIntervals — perhaps
decades—could be correlated.

A clock drive for the teleacope
to compensate for the moon's
motions s a minor problem.
Certainly it would be much eas-
ler on the moon than in orbit.
In orbit there is nothing to push
against; thus, engineers must
design reaction masses to point
and maintain motion of the tele-
scape. On the massive moon
there is & surface to push
against, Further, {t Is possible
to mount other instruments on
the lunar telescope which would
be virtually Impossible to do
with orbiting ones.

From the moon it Is also eas-
ler to rejay data and informa-
tion to earth, Memories with a
billion “'bita’" or more are need-
ed to store any significant frac-
tUon of what television sensors
can provide in from five to 10
seconds. Even plans for future
orbiting observatories do not in-
clude real - time continuous
image transmission. The seven-
minute interval during each or-
bit in which one of the three ter-
restrial recelving stations will
record television data from an
OAO Is woefully inadequate, for
the core memories are too
small to store even one TV plc-
ture frame. From the moon one
can tranamit for at least six con-
secutive hours to any place on
earth, once a day.

The Northwestern astrono-
mera found that a four-inch
telescope and a television plck-
up tube could transmit about 80
times the photon information to
the earth as a 40-inch orbiting
telescope, simply because of the
ease of data transmission.

Some might question the
comparison of the moon with a
mamed QAO in a synchronous
orbit some 22,300 miles above
the surface. Here there would
be some advantage for the
OAO, The serious disadvantage
In this orbit is that if a large
solar flare occurs, the orbiting
sclentists are In serlous trou-
ble. From a low orbit which ia
partially protected by the

earth's magnetic fleld one can
return to the surface in a hur-
ry. In a synchronous orbit, un-
less we can predict solar storms
a half-day in advance, the
sclentsts would find them-
selves in a hazardous position.
Even {f they can return safely
it means the evacuation of the
station on each large outburst.
This 1s an extremely costly pro-
cedure. On the moon this prob-
lem is minimized. If storms oc-
cur, the sclentista will leave the
obgervatory and go under-
ground to perform other dutles
until the storm exhausts {tself,

There is ong- element con-
cerned with the human body
which renders the moon a more
fitting site for the observalory.
We know that astronauts in or-
bit for extgnded periods In a
weightless condition suffer a
loss of bone calcium, While this
is not a permanent effect, It
does concern space medicine
doctors, On the moon there is a
gravity fleld one-sixth that of
earth, and celcium loss there
must be leas than that resulting
from the welghtless condition.
One way of overcoming this
hazard may be the instaliation
of & centrifuge to provide a
gravity field for a fraction of
each day, However, this {s cost-
ly and solar storms are still a
factor,

In light of these problems ns-
tronomers can bulld a strong
case for establishing an obser-
vatory on the moon. The results
obtained from such a lunar
base may provide the same im-
pact on astronomy as the sppll-
cation of the first telescope to
he sky.

‘People Part’ of Drug Abuse

By JUDITH DONOHUE

Teachers went back to school
in Bolton Thursday, to study a
subject that most likely wasn't
offered to them during their
training days.

“The  subject was “drug
abuse” and the teachers were
experts from the Capitol Re-
gion Drug Informsation Center
in Hartford, including its exe-
cutive director Walter Stewart
and its drug education coordina-
tor, Ralph Archer. The object
of the program, according to
Archer, is to understand ‘‘the
people part of the problem."
About 75 persons, including
teachers of kindergarten
through grade 12, and several
members of the community,
participated in the program,
which, according to Archer and
Stewart, 1s the first of its kind
in the Greater Hartford area.

A relatively new medla, the
videotape, was used for the in-
troductory lecture, a 45-minute
presentation by Dr. Cralg
Daniels, a psychologist from
University of Hartford specializ-
ing in the developmental as-
pects of human behavior,
motlvation and emotion,

Dr. Daniels approached the
drug problem mainly from the
physiological aspect, discussing
the result of drug experiments
on animals.

Major effects of psycho-ac-

tive drugs on the brain were
studied, using experiments on
animals showing stimulation
and withdrawal. Daniels point-
od out some of the reasons lead-
ing o drug taking, These In-
cluded an escape from bore-
dom, due to prolonged adoles-
cence; curiosity, which perents
have encouraged in thelr chil-
dren, and pleasure, due to the
hedonistic nature of man. It
was pointed out that very often
the pleasure is not the experi-
ence of the drug itself, but In
the social acceptance and as-
surance that comes with its
use,
Evans compared the use of
some drugs to eating caviar,
The substance {tself s not par-
ticularly delightful to most peo-
ple, but eating it is a pleasur-
able experience, since it is usu-
ally consumed on happy, fes-
tive occasions; also, one is un-
der to pressure to ‘lke' it, as
it is ‘'faghionable” to lke
caviar,

Often, however, drugs are
taken for a negative reason,
rather than positive, as in the
case of those who take drugs as
a method of rebelling against
his “parents, or ‘the establish-
ment."” -

NEW YORK — (NEA) — A
sportas team s rarely defeated
any more, though such infor-
mation should come as no sol-
ace to coaches or fans, Assall-
ed, bludgeoned, decimnted,
truncheoned, mayhemed and
even deflowered are just a few
ways current teams may suffer
the slings and arrows of out-
rageous misfortune. And be-
cause of the linguistic ingenuity
of aportscasters and sports-
pege headline writers, the word
‘‘defeat’” has become the most
synonymized word-in the Rng-
lish language.

Dr, Bergen Evans, professor
of Engtish Northwestern Uni-
versity, is nearing completion
of a 18-year project on a “Dic-
tionary of Synonyms' for Ran-
dom House. He sald that there
are over 300 verbs used as
equivalents for ‘“defeat.” In
second place is "drunk,’” with
about €0 tipsy altermatives.
Evans came across the de-
featist intelligence from a Chi-
cago accountant, Eric Kohler,
who has made a hobby of com-
piling such verblage.
