Trial of Lit. Calley

FT. BENNING, Ga. (AP) ~—
The My Lal case against Lt
Willlam L. Calley Jr. has taken
& new tum with a clalm by the
prosecutor that '‘I have evi-
dence of other acts of miscon-
duct both prior and' after the
event.” :

Capt, Aubrey Daniel, 20-year-
old prosecutor, made the state-
ment Friday as a prelude to le-
gal arguments on what testimo-
ny will be ndmitted in the rebut-
tal phase of the trial. The jury
had been’ dismissed and told to
return Wednesday moring.

The trial judge promised to
rule today whether press and
public can hear the arguments.

Judge Reld Kennedy had
planned to hear the arguments
after a short midafternoon re-
cess but a tormnado alert inter-
vened and Kemnedy adjourned
for the day, scheduling an un-
usual Saturday seasion. '

Calley is charged with pre-
meditated murder of 102 Viet-
namege villagers in his compa-
ny's search and destroy mission
at My Lal March 16, 1968,

Danlel said that by presenting
oevidence rolating to the 26-
year-old Calley's childhood and
continuing through the months
after My Lal the defense opened
the entire time period to rebut-
tal testimony.

The senior member of Cal-
ley's defense team, attorney
George Latimer of Balt Lake
City, argued such triak busineas
should be heard In chambers
with press and public excluded.

Judge Kennedy sald the six-
officer jury had been cautioned
not to read newspapers or hear
broadcast reports, But Latimer
argued that such publicity *'be-
fore the whole United States'
would defame Calley.

The head of the board, Col,
Arnold W. Johnson, testified as
the others had: “In my opinion,
1 could find no condition that
impaired his capacity to
premeditate.*

He continued:

“We attempted to find any
condition . , . that would lead us
to feel there was o disease, a
defect, derangement or impair
ment or anything we could ob-
serve to make us feel his mental
functioning was disturbed.

'"We took into account combat
stress. When a person i8 in a
combat environment there are
many pressures on him and the
person reacts in various ways,
stress iy not an impairment but
pressure on an individual.'”

Also In dispute was the issue
of insanity.

Kennedy drew agreement that
the jury must eventually decide
whother the stresses and strains
of combat impaired the mental
capacity of Calley to the extent
that he was unable to premedi-
tate murder.

Latimer argued that such an
issue in fact came in the broad
definition of legal insanity, al.
though the defense has not con-
tended that Calley is insane,
and all the psychiatric testimo-
ny has held him legally sane,

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SEEK BETTER CHANCE
THAN SIMPLE FINESSE

By ALFRED SHEINWOLD

When you know nothing about
the hands of the opponents, you
may reasonably assume that
one opponent is just as likely as
the other to hold a missing king.

A finesse for this king has an
even chance to succeed. This
is, of course, better than no
chance at all for a needed trick;
but it pays to look for some-
thing better than just an even
chance.

West dealer,

Both sides wvulberable.

Opening lead — 4 of Hearts.

Scuth won the first trick with
the ace of hearts, drew trumps
and then tried a finesse with the
gueen of diamonds. West won
with the king of diamonds and
switched back to hearts,

East promptly led the jack of
clubs, and South found himsalf
doomed. He had to lose a club.
a diamom and two hearts.
Down one.

South explained learnedly
that it paid in the long run to
bid game when it depended on
a finesse. Everybody agreed
with him, and he went on to the
next hand full of virtue.

Pays Even More

Nobody explained that it pays
even more to bid a game and
then malke it, regardless of how
a finesse would fare, South
should win the game and rubber
as long as the diamonds break
no worse than 4-2, no matter
which opponent hasthe king of
diamonds. ‘ |

After winning the first trick
with the ace of hearts, South
should lead the ace of spades
to make sure that the trumps
are not all in one hand. When
both oppoments follow suit,
South should continue with the
ace of diamonds and then the
queen of diamonds.

The defenders take two hearts
and then lead a club to force
out dumimy's ace. Declarer
ruffs a diamond with a high
trump, leads a trump, to dum-
my's ten and ruffs another dia-
mond with alhigh trump, He

- Sheinwold on Bridge
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draws the last trump with
dummy’'s king and chases dum-
my's last diamond. This brings
in the tenth trick to fulfill the
game contract.

Dally Question

Partner opens with 1 - NT (16
to 18 points), and the next play-
or passes. You hold: Spades,
9-7-5; Hearts, Q-10-7-4; Dia-
monds, K-10; Clubs K.8.7-8,

What do you say?

Answer: Bid two clubs, the
Stayman Convention, asking
partner to bid a major suit of
four or more cards. If he bids
two hearts, you will raise to
three; if he bids anything other
than two hearts, you will take
him back to two notrump.

Sunday Kill -/
Pulled For
By Bowmen

HARTFORD (AP) — Bow-and-
arrow hunters renewed their eof-
forts Friday to win permission

to kill deer on Sundays in Con-
necticut.

The bow hunters appeared to
have won the battle in the 1960
session of the legisiature when |
their bill, extending hunting to
certain private and state lands
on S8undays, was passed narrow-
ly by the legislature. But it was
vetoéd by Gov. John Dempsey.

Hunters argued before the En-
vironment Committee that cur-
rent Connecticut law permitting
hunters to kill a limited num-
ber of deer by bow or shotgun
during the season has -not

stopped the growth of deer
‘herds.

John J. Deak, representing an
organization of danglers, sports-
men and consefvationists, ar-
gued that the number of {ilegal
deer killings would be reduced
by Sunday hunting.

Theodore Bampton, director of
the State Board of Fisheries and
Game, supported the bill. He
sald that nearly 3,000 llcensed
bow hunters in the state report-
ed only 4 deer killed last sea-
son. In contrast, about 250 of the
state’'s estimated 6,000 ‘to 9,000
deer were killed by cars or dogs
and 2,000 were killed {llegally.

The degree of safety of bow
hunting was emphasized | by
Charles Turccl, president of the
Connecticut Archery Association.
He claimed that the nation has
recorded only one bow-hunting
human death in the last decade.
He also claimed that deer well
hit by a hunting arrow do not
suffer much pain but die quickly
of hemorthaging.

James S8haw, representing the
Humane Society of Connectiout,
disagreed. He sald any wound is
painful and the chance of an ar-
cher merely wounding the deer
is high.

_“History," sald President Nixon Thurs-

day in his radio summary of his im-
mense BState of the World Message,
“has taught’ us that the old diplomacy
of impoeing peace by the fiat of great
powers simply does not work.”

In spite of such words of wisdom in
his oratorical overture to the document,
reports of the many wide-ranging con.
clugions of that document indicate that
American pollcy under President Nixon
is directed, some 95 per cent of the time,
to that same “flat of great powers.'

In the main, President Nixon Thurs-
day handled this world as if it were a
ball belng pushed and batted around by
what he himself called the two super-
powers.”

He did, gn one occasion, broaden his
acknowledgment of power by including,
in the Asian sphere, the People's Repub-
Hc of China, which he had hitherto caled
Communist China, and Japen in his list
of powers which would have to be
considered of future influence until
destiny in the region.

But his main story of the world today
waa that of the mutusl challenge between
Russia and the United Btates, in the Near
East in the Caribbean, in Europe, in the
realm of nuclear armament,

Theére {8 some great truth to this, as a
matter of observation and analysis,

[fhe trouble is that there Is little real
possibility & cure and solution in it

The kind of cure and solution the Presi-
dent does envisage iz not going to come,
boecause it is based on an unrealistic
reading of the state of the wortd and of
the relationship between the two great
Superpowers.

To Mr. Nixon, this is not so much &
world of evolutionary and hereditary his-
tory forces ns it is a world of the good
guys and the bad guys, We are the big
good guy and Russia is the big bad guy,
and all we need to have a 'gencration
of peace’’ is to have Russia listen to our
preaching, become converted, and be-
come our kind of good guy. '

In reality, this is something far more
complicated than a world of Russian evil
and American virtue. The fact that a na-
tion is, that it exists, Is more important
than any opinion that {t may be right or
wrong. And the peaceful relationship
among nations, super powers or no, is
never going to be determined on the
badno(whoma.ybeﬂgmors!mg.
good or evil, angel or villain,

To give President Nixon the full under-
sotanding that is due any national leader,
| he 18 no more to be faulted for his view
! of the world than his two predecessors.
To Lyndon Johnson and to John F. Ken-
nedy, in spite of the most sophisticated
exterior manner of the latter, this was
a.lpot.!ohanymHnddwoﬂd,ln
which the United States and Russia were
always meeting in some dusty street at
high noon. If we want to find in Ameri.
can foreign policy conduct, some ac-
knowledgement that. we and Russia are
both prisoners of our situation and our
history, much more alike in our prob-
lems and in our attitudes toward each
other than we are different In moralities,
we have to go back to the Eisenhower
era, and then only to thoee instances in
which it was Dwight Bisenhower him-
self, rather than his foreign policy ad-
viser, John Foster Dulles, who made
the decisions,

Bisenhower remains the last Ameri-
can President who thought of this as
‘necessarily a collective security, rather
than a partitioned, world, and who con-
sidered the United Nations to be both a
vital command to the United States and
a vital instrument for the United States’
best policies, Tt would be in that kind of
visian, ¢ it could be revived and given
some ‘small foothold in Amgrican leader-

/ :

ship thinking/ that there would lie some
hopedtymlddhwwanmporpmn
would respect.

'Itu/ fair to fault President Nixon
for hiy zealous efforts to deal with the
world as it has been handed to him. It
doed seem necessary to remind our-
selves that even his best efforts are
pound to fail and that not even one gen-
eration of peace, or even & part of one

’ generation of peace, 18 to be found in

the superpower formula.

Why We Are Here

One can imagine something of the
chagrin with which Britain, fountain of
80 much of the world’'s democracy, and,
for a time, something ofa critic of
America's modermn social troubles, now
finds itself In the process of adopting a
new immigration law which will have
the effect of cutting down on the free.
dom of citizens from the dark-skinned
members of the Commonwealth to set-
tle and work Britain as they please,

The admission the British now have
0 make to themselves {s that, faced
with the increased turmoll and con-
troversy caused by the invasion of the
homeiand by Commonwealth citizens,
they have turned to policles of regulation
and exclusion as part of thelr answer.

This is not a right answer, Exclusive-
ness by edict of law can never be an
answer to this planet's increasingly
urgent problem of apportioning its Hving
gpace and its opportunity fairly and
peacefully among its inhabitants,

We can know the general nature of the
good answer. Rather than try to protect
certain enclaves of pleasant lving and
good opportunity by erecting  higher
walls around them, our effort has to be
to do much more than we do now about
seeing to It that advantages continually
grow more and more equal as between
the various sections of each community,
cach state, each nation, and the world.

It is impossible to make any realistic
prognosis which claims that this respon-
aibility and this task will ever be finish-
ed.

It is equally impossible to visualize an
gbility for civilimation to maintain even
normal peace and security anywhere un-
less there is this constant effort to pro-
mote better living conditions and great-
er human opportunity everywhere.

This s, after all, why the human race
is here. If we don't accept the mandate
voluntarily and constructively, it rvll
nevertheless be forced upon us. We are
always, all of us, going to be running in-
to those phases of our own behavior
when, like Britain at the moment, we
take action which confesses that we are
somehow momentarily incapable of mov-
ing forward and rising. But it is also
in the nature of the human being, Iin-
dividually and collectively, that he nev-
er takes any negative answer gs final,
and always resumes trying to move out
and around and back into the problem
which seems to defy him, It is why we
are here,

Speed Still Kills

Unseemly is the word for the speed
and unanimity with which the House of
Representatives in Hartford acted to re-
peal the law which automatically sus-
pends the licenses of convicted speeders,
The vole was 151 to 2, and it undoubted-
ly reflects the personal dislike with
which most people, including legislators,
have viewed the regulation during the 15
yearw of its life.

It worked: that's the basic reason for
its unpopularity, People-havsibeen real-
ly afrald of a law which automatically
suspended the lcense of a speeding of-
fender.

‘There was almost no nonsense to the
law — 80 days without a license for the
first offense, more for later offenses. A
little leeway existed if a driver could get

demanding a jury .

Occasionally the law worked
hardship, when a man depe:
license for his job found himself unable
to drive. A good deal more it
worked extreme inconvenlence and even
marital discord, when one member of
the family found himself without his -
cense and dependent for a month on the
chautfeuring services of another mem-
ber.

Bet this against the number of lives
that have undoubtedly been saved in the
state because people respected and ob-
served the speed regulations. Set it
against the reputation for tough justice
which the state has achleved with the
knowledge that if a speeder is coanvieted,
no influence with the judge or the court

these penalties movre severe, But it gives
the judge the option, in a firet offense, of
imposing up to 30 days of Heense buspen-
slon along with a fine, or of leaving the
driver’s licenss In operation. '

Wonders of the Universe

Earth Surface Features

By DR, LM. LEVITT

Currently, there is evidence of
& quickening pace in the launch-
ing of highly sophisticated
satellites to scan the surface of
the earth. While this country
has revealed the nature of Its
clvillan earth scanning satel-
lites, the Soviet Union an-
nounces launchings shrouded in
secrecy. Because of thelr
secrecy, comparison of photos
of the earth's surface is almost
impossible,

A massive volume of informe-
tion about the earth has been
retrieved from satellites, Pure-
ly. meteorological  satellites,
developed primarily to disclose
cloud cover, also clarified
heretofore ambiguous terres-
trial information. On these
photographs sclentists could
study large areas of water,
water-ice combinations, land,
vegetation, =znow, mountain
ranges and other features of
paramount Interest to small
segments of the scientific com-
munity.

Nimbus satellites showed
topographical deviations which
were Incorporated in the
geographical revision of a scale
model of the Antarctic -
nent. In this updating: L.
8iple was positioned two
degrees from the position found
on existing maps, This 10,000+
foot mountain on th¢ coast
often used as a lodation or
orfentation point, was relocated
50 miles to the west, Nimbus
1 pictures also indicated w
was only one mountain group
in the Kohler Range area in-
stead of two. The explanation
for this descrepancy is that the
same mountain range was
sighted and positionea by two
different expeditions, one of
which was In error. Antarctica
maps circulated today atill
erroneously indicgte two moun-
tain groups. E the lce-front
information for frozen con-
tinent has been "changed and
updated. The areas which were
reconfigured were the Filchner
ice shelf, Weddell 8ea and Prin-
cesa Martha Coast areas.

With the launching of Nimbus
1, the Canadian government
sponsored project Nalrec (Nim-
bug Arctic Ice Reconnaissance)
which used plcture data from
Nimbus. |

The plotures obtained at Fro-
bisher Bay, Northwest Terri-
tories, were exploited for ex-
tracting ice informsation. On
three of them sea ice was dis-
cernible, Scientists indicate that
had icge been present in signifi-
cant quantities & could have
been mapped and identified on
the pictures,

Extensive underwater shoals
(visible as light areas) were dis-
covered in the Jamgs Bay re-
gion surrounding the semicir-
cular Akimiski island, as & re-
sult of Nimbus 1's plctures,

Several significant geological
results were obtained from the
first Nimus. One picture set
taken of the Paris Basin dis-
closed Upper Cretaceous chalk
as a relatively light area. On
the samo picture could be seen
black sands and clays of the
Lower Cretaceous geologic era.

Geologista feel that the varia-
tions of picture tongs are related
to rock types and are influenced
by different reflectivities of
various rock and soll textures.

Another application of the
Nimbus data deals with the de-
termination of sea-surface tem-
peratures which are not only
important to metecrology -'and

oceanography but have military
and economic overtures. In 1665
a study was made, based on in-
frared data, on the feasibility
of observing this data. It was
discovered that catellites can
measure patterns of sea-surface
temperature where cloud cover
does not interfere. This was
proven by the consistency of the
infrared data for ancas of known
gea-surface temperature. Small
scale patterns can be detected
on repeated passes, In daytime
a form of data can be obtained
which is suitable for dgtecting
cloud-contaminated points. Un-
fortunately, no method for reli-
able cloud detectipn at night is
currently available.

Operational analysis of sea-
surface temperature will require
the Processing of large volumes
of satellite radiation data, Thus,
it remains only a matter of time
before sea-surface temperatures
become another known quantity
in the meteorologists' struggle
to understand and predict the
weather,

To Space-Age Technology -

LUANG PRABANG, Laos,
(AP) — The cast of ‘‘Hair"
sang ‘‘Aquarius ... let the sun

+hine in" through sterec speak-

ers as multiple slide projectors
fiashed scénes of Lao life on the
screen.

A farmer rode his bicycle
along the Mekong, a girl lit in-
cense in a Buddhist pagoda, and
another scene showed the wac
memorial arch in Vientiane—all
with the moon prominent in the
background.

The taped soundtrack ex-
plained the relationship between
moon and earth, and the pur-
pose of the American lunar
landing program.

Then, as Nell Armstrong
planted the American flag on
the lunar surface, the flute of
Herbie Mann walled ‘“Battle
Hymn of the Republic’ in llving
stereo,

The audience for this show on
the U.S. space program Was
Jargely students at the teacher
training school In Luang Pra-
bang. The show, sponsored by
the United States  Information
Service, was set up in their
open-air dining hall,

Some asked questions and ex-
amined the 8-foot plastic model
of the Sapurn 5 booster and
Apollo capsule. Some grooved
on the slides and dug the music.

Others were simply bored. In
a town where the pace of life
hns changed little aince it be-
came the royal capital of Laos a
thousand years ago, they found
it difficult to relate to spage-age
technology.

Among the most interested
spectators were members of the
local militia unit, soldiers with
long helr, tennis shoes and
American carbines. Some were
members of the facuity and
staff at the teacher training col-
lege.

They appeared unworried by
reports that Luang Prabang
was virtually under. siege, De-
spite aslarmist announcements
by government authorities, mili-
tary sources doubt that the
North Vietnamese will attack
this city of 25,000,

“We don't think the North

NEW YORK (AP)—The
Milwaukee Bucks, with one
title under their belts, are
shooting for another at the
end of the season—and that
one actually would be two
records.

The Bucks, already assured of
being the year's winningest
team in the Nationn! Basketball
Association, must try to avold
dropping another game in their
last 12 contests.

If they win their next six
games, they break the mark for
consecutive victories. 1f they
win all 12 of thelr remalning
games, they break the mark of
the fewest losses in one season
by an NBA team.

The New York Knicks won 19
straight last year, and  the
Bucks are hot for that record.

They careened to thelr 14th
victory in a row and their 58th
in 70 games Friday night,
pounding Cincinnati 185-111.
