SAIGON (A P )— South 
‘Vietnamese massed more 
than 1,000 troops just out­
side Sepone today in prep­
aration for a large-scale as­
sault on the town and air­
strip two miles to the west 
in the heart of the Ho Chi 
Minh trail supply network.

Sources to Saigen said U.S. 
helic(q>terB flew the fresh South 
Vietnamese reinforcements to 
within three miles of Sepone 
and that an assault on the ene­
my transshipment point 25 
miles inside Laos was planned.

Lt. Ool. Le Thung Hein, a 
South Vietnamese spokesman to 
Quang ’Tri, said . the Saigon 
troops had been lifted to a land­
ing zone called Sophia three 
miles south,of Sepone. He said

the forwardmost South Viet­
namese infantrymen were 25 to 
28 miles deep Into Laos and add­
ed: ‘"rhis is the most significant 
troop movement in two weeks.” 

Associated Press Correspond­
ent J. T. Wolkerstorfer reported 
from Quang Tri that virtually 
the entire South Vietnamese 2nd 
Regiment of the 1st Infantry Di­
vision had been committed to 
the Sepone drive, and that the 
South Vietnamese now have 
about 20,000 troops to southern 
Laos.

This new troop movement left 
South Vietnam’s northernmost 
province of Quang ’Tri virtually 
bare of South Vietnamese army 
forces. Nearly 2,000 more U.S. 
troops were moved north to 
guard against a North Viet­
namese thrust across the demil­
itarized zone. ’This put the entire 
northern rim of the country to 
the hands " of the American

blocking force of 12,000 to 15,000 
men.

Sepone, a key point oti the Ho 
Chi Minh trail, has been under 
heavy U.S. air attack for 
months, and the town has been 
reported virtually flattened.

An oil barge that went 
aground at Glouceater waa re­
floated tola morning with no 
damage and without ^lUtog 
any of its 23,202 barrels of 
household fuel oil.

MAY NOT BE PATAL

By ALFRED SHEINWOLD
The beginner Is taught to 

draw trumps early to prevent a 
defender from ruffing one of his 
tricks. This rule does not apply 
when you have a substandard 
trump suit. The rule, then, Is 
to set up your side suit before 
you touch trumps: It may even 
help you if the opponents seek 
a ruff.

North dealer.
Both sides vulnerable.
Opening lead — 7 of Spades. 
West opens the seven of 

spades, and East wins with the 
ace. East returns the deuce of 
spades, and you are forced to 
ruff in the dummy.

You cannot afford to draw 
trumps at mic'fe, because East 
would later take the ace of dia­
monds and put hla partner in 
with a spade to draw the last 
trump. ’Ihen the defenders 
would take the rest of the 
spades.

Aber ruffing the second spade 
In dummy your best bet is to 
lea4„the Wng' of dlamcaids.

If so, 
you have an easy time with the 
rest of the hand. You can draw 
trumps and run the diamonds, 
discarding your losers in the 
black suits.

‘Do Somethinfi’ Program

Volunteers W ill Be Sought 
For Q vic and Charity W ork

Iri spite of strong opposition 
from the chairman, Richard T. 
McDonald, the Planning and 
Zoning Commission will hold a 
public hearing on Tuesday eve­
ning at 8 in the Town Office 
Buildings to consider changes in 
the zoning regulations relative 
to two - family houses and 
height, area, and yard require­
ments for all new ho\Jse con­
struction in town.

McDonald felt that the com­
mission had not reviewed the 
changes sufficiently b e f o r e  
bringing them to a public hear-. 
Ing. He said ‘T don’t feel we 
discussed them adequately . . . 
this should be done in work ses­
sions.”

His opposition is mainly 
against changes which would 
raise the required minimum 
square fo o t le  of all new 
homes to b e ' constructed.

Present regulations for one- 
and two-family houses in a 
Resldential-1 district require 
860 square feet for each addi­
tional room, or 7B0 square feet 
minimum on the first floor for 
a house over one story.

The new regulation for a one- 
family house proposes a mini­
mum of 1080 square feet for a 
single, story: 1,430 for a sin­
gle story without a basement; 
1,180 square feet for 1V& stories 
and split levels, and 1,600 
square feet for a colonial.

McDonald said that "nobody 
builds a 960 square foot house 
but there is a place for them." 
He feels that the commission 
should give some serious 
thought before increasing the 
960 square foot minimum to 
1,080 as this will "create many 
nonconforming uses."

McDonald was referring to 
ranches in London Park and 
Hope Valley Estates, all of 
vdilch are under 1,080 square 
feet.

Two-family houses, under the 
proposed change, would require 
a minimum of 2,000 square feet 
for a single story; 2,600 square 
feet for a single story without 
a basement; 2,000 square feet 
for a 1% story, and 2,480 for a 
colonial.
' Changes-are also proposed to 
Increase minimum square foot­
age for houses in Residential-2 
areas. Present regulations for 
these now require a 1,280 square 
foot minimum and a 760 square 
foot minimum on the first floor 
of a two story house.

Proposed changes would re­
quire 1,600 square feet for a 
single story. 1,760 for a single 
story without a basement, 1,600 
for a 1% story and a split level 
and 1,900 for a, colonial.

Homes in Ariston Lake would 
also require an additional 40 
square feet on a one-acre lot and 
an additional 100 square feet on 
summer residents <Mily. 'Hiis 
would make the proposed mini­
mum requirements 1,000 and 
000 square feet, respectively.

McDonald feels that what the 
commissl(xi "should be looking 
to discourage are the real large 
houses" rather than encouraging 
their constnictlon by raising 
the minimum square footage.

Permits may be Issued at $10 
apiece, after a public hearing, 
for cronstructlon of two-family 
residences, if the proposed

squtoe footage regulatlMis are 
met, as^troll as the following.

The lot will have to be en«, 
tirely in an i^ .g o n e  and must 
have a minimum'" pontage of 
300 feet on a two-acre>^ 70-foot 
front yard setback, a '60-foot 
side yard .setback, and a 80-ibot 
rear yard setback.

Present regulations require a 
minimum lot area of one acre, 
200-foot frontage, a 60-foot front 
yard setback, a 36-foot side yard 
setback and a 25-foot rear yard 
setback.

Proposed regulations would 
also require that each family 
unit must comply to the local 
and state health code require­
ments for sewage disposal and 
water supply systems.

Also, the plot plEUi submitted 
will have to show the general 
locaticai of the structure, type at 
structure, results and locatiMi 
of percolation tests, location of 
sewage disposal, system and 
water supply, land contours and 
water courses. The location of 
the abutting land owners’ sew­
age disposal and water supply 
systems may also be required.

Also, a maximum of three 
bedrooms will be allowed per 
family unit.

And finally, the lot areas and 
lot widths given in the pro­
posed regulations wlU be con­
sidered minimum requirements, 
unless stated, and the commis­
sion may require greater lot 
areas where necessary to as­
sure adequate seepage for sep­
tic tanks.

Proposed changes in the reg­
ulations tor two-family dwellings 
have been under consideration 
for some time by commission 
members. They have also re­
ceived several letters from con­
cerned residents regarding the 
Increased number of duplex 
houses.

Commissioner Roy Wirth 
stated that the main reason for 
the changes is that we "don’t 
have adequate soil conditions 
in town to put a two-family unit 
on one acre of land because 
of effluent."

’The commission is also pro­
posing that changes be made 
in yard requirements for the 
following:

Frontage be increased from 
60 feet to 70 feet, and edde and 
rear yard setbacks for one-fam­
ily homes in a R-1 district from 
20 and 26 feet to 36 and 60 feet, 
respectively.

It is also proposed that front­
age setback for houses con­
structed on one-acre lots in 
Amston Lake be Increased from 
60 feet to 00 feet and side yard 
setbacks from 20 feet to 26 feet.

Summer houses constructed 
in Amston Lake on 100 by 100 
foot lots under the pnq^oeed 
regulations would require a 15- 
foot side yard setback instead

of the present 10-foot require­
ment.

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That Piece Of Pipe
AThe incident of the pipe piece decep­

tion by the Defense Department is a 
very small thin :̂, but still as big as all 
our misfortune in the Asian misadven­
ture which has now tortured us for 
nearly ten years.

The small deception occurred at a 
Pentagon briefing, staged for newsmen, 
last week, the main purpose of the brief­
ing being an exjxxsition and defense of 
the "incursion”  into Laos. Defense Sec­
retary Melvin laird, that doughty keep­
er of the straight face, was there. But 
the main exposiUon was delivered by a 
respected career (rfftcer, Lieut. Gen. 
.John W. Vogt, who occupies the high 
position ot director pf the joint staff of 
the United States Joint Chiefs of Staff.

As he lectured the newsmen on the 
advantages of the strike into Laos, he 
had on display a three foot section of 
pipe which he identified as having been 
cut out of the Ho Chi Mlnh Trail sys­
tem. It was, he said, a sample of a 
longer length tom out of the enemy 
supply line, and he hailed this as a 
"major achievement which will cause 
substantial inconvenience to the ene­
my."

The only thing wrong with this exposi­
tion was that the particular piece of pipe 
on display was not anything hot from re­
cent battle in Laos, but something which 
some scouting party had picked up 
probably months before the present full 
scale invasion. It was still quite probable 
and believable that the South Viet­
namese troops had, in their current 
operation, ripped up lengths of enemy 
pipeline inside Laos. But the (Pentagon 
finally had to admit, imder the sus­
picious and persistent questioning of 
newsmen, that the particular piece of 
pipe it had displayed was not an au­
thentic p ro^ ct of the new invaMon.

Why had the (Pentagon committed this 
small deception? Because, apparently, 
some eager beaver thought It might help 
win the propaganda case for the new ad­
venture into Laos.

Why were Washington newsmen sus­
picious and persistent? Because they 
have found themselves the victims of a 
long list of minor deceptions, alt of them 
intended to add up to a propaganda de­
fense of the war to the American people, 
in the past.

The one consistent trouble with such 
small deceptions throughout our involve­
ment in Vietnam has been that these 
deceptions have been much more likely 
to beguile their own inventors and ac­
tors than to convince or persuade the 
people of America. Instead of making 
us confident of the leadership which is 
conducting our affairs In Asia, these 
wistful, amateurish attempts to Influ­
ence our appraisal have led us Into an 
inability to be sure we believe anything 
anybody tells us.

And, tragically, leadership which finds 
itself confronted with skepticimi and 
non-belief does not always find Its way 
back to simple truth, but merely calcu­
lates that it has not embroidered, simu­
lated, and acted convincingly enough in 
the past, so that the more it feels itself 
suspected, the more It strains for be­
lief, thus widening, still more, the gap 

. it might be seeking to close.
This is Indeed a vicious kind of cir­

cle, because it keeps cutting through 
the heart of a nation’s respect for its 
own leadership and ieadership-sel^lon 
processes.

we first ^It a need to deal with the fact 
that some skins are black. It stands as 
more of a cue for our times than com­
mitment and involvement, the two words 
which put march and loot and strike and 
bum' in vogue when dialogue grew fat 
and dull and tired.

Advocacy, as well, ends the need for 
polarization, the word long as a phrase 
which bore us through the months when, 
tired of dialogue and sick ot the small 
gains to be won from commitment and 
involvement, we were in a mood to 
draw each to his own kind and let that 
be.

One of the good old word codes of our 
times we do not teave; in fact it has 
helped us make our way from each mode 
io  the next. All we do and all we 
say gets a lift from the word hopefully.

It is with good hope, then, that we 
place our next sense of where we are 
and -what we do in the wide apna of the 
new word advocacy.

As near as we can tell at this stage of 
its chic, it means that in a bold mass 
meld of conunitment and involvement 
and dialogue we now set out to talk and 
push some cause cloee up to those who, 
hopefully, can help it with vote or 
pledge.

One thing does not change from cause 
to cause or door to door: We do not trust 
the short word to sAy what we mean.

The Subtle Questions

No Short Word Will Do
The new word by which we shall all 

show how much we are or are not with 
it for the next few weeks or months is 
the word advocacy. It now moves in wi 
us from all points and we all feel forced 
to groove with it.

Advocacy tajees the place of that dia­
logue of which we made so much when

At this point, we think the questions to 
raise about the South Vietnamese strike 
into Laos are not the obvious military 
ones; indeed, we think it a mistake to 
judge the operation of a failure too hast­
ily. The questions of the moment, rather, 
are more subtle ones about an evolution, 
or clouding, or even escalation of the 
purposes of the Vletnamliation policy.

The strategic justification of the Laos 
operation. It’s Important to remember, 
is to reduce the North Vietnamese offen­
sive c^iabiUty in South Vietnam next 
year, \yhen American forces will be 
smaller and more vulnerable. One way 
to do this is to disrupt supply routes, Uie 
original tactical intentkm of the mission.
The penetration was apparently stopped 
short of Its planned depth when It be­
came evident the North Vietnamese 
were choosing to fight. But If tiie enemy 
spends his men and material fighting for 
mountaintops In Laos, he will not have 
them to spend in South Vietnam next 
year. Thus the alHed strategy can work 
even If the outcome of the Laotian fight­
ing is in Itself inconclusive.

The obvious risk is that the outcome 
will be worse Than that. So far the South 
Vietnamese have taken a number of In­
dividual defeats without cracking, and 
no doubt the heavy fighting has been 
costly for the Communists. There are 
suggestions, though, that the enemy is 
massing for a huge battle, another great 
throw of the dice. By massing, he will be 
open to heavy punishment from U.8. air- 
power. But he can hope to humiliate the 
South Vietnamese army, and to unravel 
the Saigon grovemment and the whole 
VietnamUatlon policy.

This very high risk In the Laotian 
strike, even If It Is In fact offset by a 
comparably higher chance of success, 
seems to us to raise questions about the 
administration’s fundamental purpose in 
Indochina. We have always understood 
Vletnamlzation as a two-pronged'policy. 
The Paramount purpose was to with­
draw American forces, hut a secondary 
purpose was to preserve at least a 
chance that a non-Ocmununlst govern­
ment could be maintained in Saigon. 
Giving Saigon that chance was neces­
sary to American honor and world cred­
ibility, but If South Vietnam did fall 
when the time came to stand filone, at 
least American troops would no longer 
be Involved.

The questions start because on its face 
the Laotian operation looks more like an 
attempt to insure a non-Communist 
South Vietnam than an attempt to insure 
continued American withdrawals. Not 
that Its success would not speed with­
drawals, but one wonders whether risks 
of this magnitude are really critical to 
their continuation.

One wonders even more after a re­
markable article by Peregrine Wors- 
thome of the London Sunday Telegrai^ 
based on private Interviews with' Presi­
dent Nlx<m and his national security ad­
viser, Henry Kissinger. In an entirely 
sympathetic and opUmiiflc way it d^ 
scribes how Vletnamlzation was once 
merely a face-saving formula to cover a 
North Vietnamese victory, but has now 
bec<»ne a way to guarantee a non-Oom- 
munlat South Vietnam.

We hope an hard as we can that events 
vindicate the optimism TMr. Worstfaome 
describes. We have long 'been convinced 
that, after all that has been done so far.
It be far better for the United States 
both at home and abroad if a non-Com­
munist Saigon remains to ffiow fpr the 
sacrifice. And just because optimism 
has been wrong iii the post is no guaran­
tee it 'Will always be wrong in the future; 
this administration’s track record re­
mains pretty good as Its withdrawals 
testify.

But even If some sort of success Is ti- 
nally won in Vietnam, it will not begin 
to balance the costs we have paid in 
blood, in treasure and in the strain 
on the American social fabric. The pur­
pose of ending these costs must remain 
the keystone of policy, and there is a 
danger it will be subtly downgraded if 
the administration starts to smell a 
larger wceess. If it looks as if Saigon's 
independence can in fact be guaranteed, 
there will be a temptation to run a few 
more risks, risks that may compromise 
the purpose of withdrawals.

If the Laotian operation does fail in 
any dramatic way all this may not mat­
ter, for then perhaps the administration 
will never have to <hoose between Its 
two purposes, ^ t  we desperately hope 
it can keep and has kept a firm grip on 

, the first purpose of withdrawal. The load 
of accumulated grief is such that doubt 
lingers, that we are haunted by the 
thoughts of future troubles when we will 
look back and say, we had a chance to 
get out with a modicum of honor but we 
did not take it. —WALL STREJET JOUR­
NAL.

Political Parade

WASHING’rON—This stage of 
the 1972 Presidential race la 
difficult to follow, for the most 
Important events are taking 
place not on public stages but 
inside the minds of the prospec­
tive contenders.

The first of the primaries is 
still a year away. No one is 
likely to put a hammer lock 
on the nomination before then, 
or even to toss a rii^al for a 
fall. What is important at this 
point is who achieves the de­
gree of psychological and pol­
itical independence—the free-
dorn of movement—that will 
permit him to compete success­
fully when the real battles start.

And that is a hard matter for 
reporters to report, as evidenced 
by the current cases of Hubert 
H. Humphrey and John V. Lind­
say.

In a way, Humphrey and 
Lindsay are struggling with 
opposite problems as they ■view 
the Democratic Presidential 
race. Lindsay has achieved—or 
had thrust upon him—a pos­
ition of genuine political inde­
pendence, but he Is still labor­
ing visibly to overcome the 
psychological fetters of his per­
sonal Identification with Repub­
licans.

Humphrey, on the other hand, 
had achieved a remarkable de- 
g;ree of psychological Independ­
ence during his two-year sab­
batical in Minnesota, but now 
he shows evidence at losing It 
—and perhaps his political 
maneuvering room as well.

These are, of course, no more 
than the - personal surmises of ^ 
one reporter, but to ignore these 
Internal struggles on the 
grounds that an outsider can 
never be certain where they 
stand would be to ignore the 
most important part of the pol­
itical story at this point.

Take Lindsay, for example. 
In winning re-election as Mayor 
of New York over the candi­
dates of the Republican and 
Democratic parties, he achieved 
a genuinely independent polit­
ical base.

He would have serious prob­
lems In winning the Democrat­
ic Presidential nomination, but 
there Is almost nothing in the 
way of his seeking It—except 
his own internal inhibitions. 
Money, workers and publicity— 
the three'" big requirements for 
the primaries — would be his 
in large quantity the moment he 
declared. What keeps Lindsay 
from making the declslmi is 
mainly his own reservation 
about declaring himself a Demc^ 
crat.

IQs reluctance has two 
sources. One Is the distaste— 
partly political, partly person­
al, and iwutly social—Lindsay 
has acquired in the course of 
a lifetime for a great maiiy 
of the leaders of the Democratic 
party in the Congress, in the 
state of New York and in his 
own city.

The other—and more impor­
tant, one would guess—is the 
fear that a switch to the Demo­
crats would make him seem.

as he says, cynical, self-seek­
ing and opportunistic. This is 
the argument that has been 
urged on him wjth most telling 
effect by some Republicans 
who have ■visited him in recent 
days.

Lindsay’s position is rather 
reminiscent of that of Robert 
F. Kennedy four years ago. 
when he alternated between his 
burning desire to raise the is­
sue of the war and its effect on 
America’s character and his 
certainty that a challenge to 
Lyndon Johnson would be re­
garded as an act of personal 
ambition and ruthlessness.

Like Kennedy, Lindsay is 
tom between his sense of what 
the national debate requires 
and his fear of what it may 
mean for his own reputation if 
he enters the struggle. And, 
like Kennedy, he will eventual­
ly find release from his agoniz­
ing only by a plunge Into ac­
tion.

Humphrey’s case.is quite dif­
ferent, for, so far as an out­
sider could tell, his return to 
Minnesota had let him relax 
from the severe psychological 
pressures of the 1968 campaign, 
when he was endlessly dogged 
by the conflict between loyalty 
to his chief and his need to 
separate himself from the po­
litical liabilities of the Johnson 
Administration.

Back home among old 
friends, Humphrey regained his 
confidence in his own political 
instincts, demonstrated his po­
litical skills in leading the 
great Minnesota Democratic 

^ victory of 1970, and came back 
to the Senate seemingly once 
again entirely his own man, 
free' from the necessity of ra­
tionalizing his own past or of 
scheming for his own future.

But now—only two months af­
ter his return—one sees signs 
that ambition, fanned by the 
flattery of those Washington 
advisers who were so conspic­
uously and blessedly absent 
from the Minnesota campaign 
is depriving Humphrey of that 
hard-won psychological free­
dom.

Someone has been whispering 
in Humnhrey’s ear that he can 
and should be Presldeint, and he

has reacted by racing from one 
television interview to the next, 
as eager as a young Birch 
Bayh to be thought "avail­
able.”

This eagerness robs him of 
that sense of detachment which 
would give weight to the ad­
vice that his party may well 
need from Humphey in the 
months ahead. It may even 
diminish 'the respectability of 
his candidacy should the party 
eventually turn to him.

Thus, Lindsay is struggling 
for psychological independence 
while Humphrey may be sacri­
ficing his to impatient ambi­
tion, and all the time, the cal­
endar turns slowly toward 
1972!

Preliminary School Budget 
Okayed By Education Board

\

The Andover Board of Educa­
tion approved Tuesday night a 
nearly complete school budget 
of ^ ,7 1 9  for 1971-72. However, 
the budget still lacks figures for 
teachers’ salaries, p r ln c i^ ’s 
salary, social security and' re- 
tiremeitt figures, , medical in­
surance expenses and the cost 
of a new lawn tractor.

The teachers’ - salaries were 
left open, since negotiations 
with them had not been con­
cluded.

Chairman of the board iMrs. 
Bea,trice Kowalski indicated 
that ttie representative of the 
teacher’s committee, George 
Lange, had contacted her and 
stated that the teachers had dis­
cussed the past negotiations and 
were ready to continue. Mrs. 
Kowalski stated that she would 
contact Lange and set up an ap­
pointment for the teachers to 
meet with the board.

The principal’s salary was 
also left open because of the 
retirement of Mrs. Doris Cham­
berlain. ’The board requested 
figures from Superintendent of 
Schools Aram Damaijlan as to 
salaries of other elementary 
school principals In the area.
It was decided to leave the sal­
ary figure open until the ground 
rules were laid for the hiring of 
a  new principal and 'specifica­
tions for background, training, 
experience and requirements 
were set up.

The board has reached sal­
ary agreements with the school 
bus drivers, cooks and kitchen 
workers, clerical help, and in­
cluded these figures in the budg­
et. ’The salaries of these people 
are in line with the surrounding 
areas, comparing the types of 

'.work and hours maintained.
* .A $300 increase was budgeted 
for the bus drivers’ salaries ac­
count, and an additional $460 
was appn^riated to pay for a 
bus supervisor. Currently the 

. principal is doing this job.
Salaries for the custodians 

were increased for b<^ the day 
custodian and the night man. 
’The sick leave figure remainet^ 
the same as did the figures 
for heat ($4,000) and utilities 
($4,200). The item for supplies 
to be used In maintaining the 
building was increased from 
$1,700 to $2,600.

It was noted that the rates 
for electricity had been in­
creased, however, the month 
to month increase per kilowatt 
hour had not been figured as 
yet. Also, First Selectman 
Percy Cook had notified the 
principal that in all likeihood 
the town would be installing 
its own gasoline tank and the 
coat of gas to the school would 
be considerably lessened.

Salaries of the school doctor 
and nurse were to remain the 
same for a  total budget figure 
ot $2,100. ’This was felt to be in 
line with what other areas were 
paying and mutually agreeable.

The board had also met with 
the school’s secretsLrial help 
and agreed on new salary fig­
ures. ’The school presently em­
ploys one full-time secretary 
at 40 howrts per week for the 
full year,^ and a part-time sec­
retary for four hours dally for 
190 days. Both employees were 
given increases while* the sick 
leave figure stayed a t $100 for 
a  total budget item of $10̂ 760.

’ITie school also employes four 
lunch aides, each of whom 
works one hour daily for 180 
days. ’Ilie overall budget figure 
for this item remains the same 
as Itist year at-$1,440.

Clerk’s Pay
Other items approved were as 

follows: clerk for the Board of 
Education remains at $10; 
under supplies and othe): ex­
penses, the following item^ re­
mained the same as last year’s 
budget : sui^rlntendent’s ex­
penses $340, -legal fees $10, in- 
service $10, legal notlceb $60, 
supplies and other expenses at 
$600 instead of being dropped to 
$560 as proposed previously. 
Under the same category 
increases for the following were 
passed, board expenses. from 
$100 to $160, Connecticut 
Association of Boards of Educa­
tion from $276 to $300. Increases 
in these items were goVemed 
either by increasing costs or 
higher dues payments.

Budgeted for substitute teach­
ing was the sum of $2500, the 
same as last year’s and a $10 
ane item for a tesicher aide, 
again the same as last year.

Presently the school is em­
ploying a speech and hearing 
teacher for 2% days weekly with 
a case load of 30-40 children. It 
was decided to increase the 
Ume of. the teacher to three 
days. This money is 2-3 reim­
bursed to the town.

Supplies for special educa­
tion, testing, psychologlcals, 
etc. was passed at last year’s 
figure of $760. Project Out­
doors, wiiich last year had only 
a contributed $90, this year was 
tabled in at $200. The Increase 
was necessitated due to the 
termination of federal funding; 
since everyone felt the project 
so valuable, it was voted to pay 
the required portion.

•The Manchester CSilld Guid­
ance Clinic, in a  letter to the 
school, gave as Andover’s pro­
portionate share of costs the 
figure of $1,000. ’This is an in­
crease over last year’s $836, twit 
this Item is ate) 2-3 rehrihurs- 
able from the state.

Figure for the hearing tutor 
for the hard of hearing remains 
the same, at $1678; this coming 
year the school must have an 
aide in the classroom for the 
har^ of hearing child. Since the 
school will have two such child­
ren In the same grade next year 
it was decided the most 
practical thing to do was to 
enter it in the budget for $2160. 
’Ihe alternative of sending the 
chUd to a  special school would 
have been more expensive; the 
advantages of retaining a  cUld 
in his own class and community 
are also to be preferred for the 
child’s sake whenever possible..

The Igidget figure for text­
books was revised downward 
last month from $6,600 to $4,600 
and approved this month at that 
figure. At last month’s meeting 
revised upwards was the figure 
for the library books and sup- 
pUes from $960 to $1060, and the 
audio visual budget was slated 
to remain at $440. Both these

items were passed at those fig­
ures.

Ate) last month, the figure for 
teaching supplies was revised 
downward from $3000 to $2600, 
while the figure for other sup­
plies including playground, 
tests, machine scoring, etc. was 
the same at $475; both were 
passed. The census fee which 
has in recent years been paid 
to the PTA for the annual school 
enumeration required by law 
was passed at $200, as before 
and money for medical supplies 
was put in at last year’s figure 
of $160 and approved.

Money slated for tmsportatlon 
expenses, which includes trans­
portation charges to 'Vernon, 
tires, field trips and all sorts of 
repairs, gas and oil, and main­
tenance on the school buses, was 
budgeted last year at a total of 
$12,036. This year the $10 line 
Item for the transporting of in­
terested students to a technical 
school was deleted, as RHAM 
agre«ed to assume this cost; an 
$810 figure was added to pro- 
■vlde transportation to the new 
class in Hebron for the educable 
mentally retarded; maintenance 
figures for one vehicle ware re­
vised from $1600 to $1600 and for 
another vehicle from $4800 to 
$4600, due to, an expected reduc­
tion in gasoline prices to the 
school. ’The other figures in this 
category remained the same, 
and add up to a total figure of 
$12,435.

Item 720 of the budget which 
includes maintenance items such 
as septic tank service, plumb­
ing, lire extinguishers, electrical 
repairs, etc., was increaaad 
from $6494 last year to $6694 
this year. ’This was due to a de­
crease In cost for incinerator 
service from $1000 to $700 and 
an increase in unanticipated 
needs from $500 to* $1000. All 
other specific costs In this Iteui 
remained unchanged.

An item for kitchen equipment 
was passed again at $200, as 
was the item lor motor repair 
for $660, which had Inadvert­
ently been omitted from the 
aboVfB Item 720.

Items last month revised 
downward and approved ’Tues­
day were one for the replace­
ment of equipment from $600 
to a  line item of $10; the other 
lor outside (equipment and ex-, 
penses from $200 to $60.

A new item to be included in 
the budget this year was two- 
hundrM and fifty doHan as sal­
ary to the head cook, which is 
for the job of plapnlng and mak­
ing out lunch ihenuS, presently 
being done by the princ^^d. 
Social security and retirement, 
costs, as well as medical insur­
ance costs were left open and 
will be computed when negeUar 
tiops have bew  completed.

Hie food service item which 
is for supplies, towels, trays, 
etc. was aK>roved again at $1150. 
Ihe capital outlay figure for 
ground unprovemeni was drop­
ped last mcaith from $3,200 to 
$40 since all pnajor landsc^ing 
has been completed. Hie build­
ing remodeling item was put in 
at $460 from the previous $1,686,

reflecting the estimate that was 
given the school for repairing 
and replacing the windows in 
the front lobby of the school.

Under o u t g o i n g  accounts 
which reflect expenses to other 
school districts, the figure was 
-dropped from last year’s $7,600 
to $8,900, showing a decrease in 
tuiUon to Hebrwi from 2 at $1,- 
600 to 2 at $1,200. ’The bus fund 
remained the same a t $8,600.

One Other item for equipment, 
a line item showing a  budget of 
$10, was not dealt with since 
the school needs a  new lawn 
tractor. Estimates were pre­
sented to the board by the prin­
cipal on various makes; the 
board selected a particular com­
pany and Instructed Mrs. Cham­
berlain to get estimates on a 
12 H.P. tractor with certain 
equipment from different deal­
ers. Hie school also gets a 
special school discount and pos­
sibly an additional discount 
from the deader as well. Action 
will be taken on this item .vdien 
thie information is received.

’These same expenses had 
been budgeted in the current 
budget now in use at a figure 
of $100,104.

Reading Grant 
In other business to come 

before the board, Mrs. Cham­
berlain stated« in her report 
that the school was given an 
opportunity to apply for a 
$2,000 reading grant under fed­
eral Htle n  program, and it 
was learned that with the fed­
eral monies, only printed mate­
rials may be obtained such as 
film strips, papers, books, etc. 
Equipment for this program is 
vitally needed and in order not 
to lose this opportunity it was 
suggested to take the necessary 
$1,000 from current unused 
budget funds, as well as $200 
from the Norton Flmd.

’The board approved the sug- 
g;astlon and equipment consist- 
in" of earphone sets, language 
masters, cassettes and a film­
strip machine tvill be pur­
chased lor the project.

Mrs. Chamberlain has volun­
teered, In order to effect an 
orderly change of administra­
tion, to do with the board’s ap­
proval the following tasks: Bus 
routes for next year, all orders 
that are normally sent out in 
early June, class lists for next 
year, lunch orders, putting out 
bids, summer custodial instruc­
tions and daily schedules in aft, 
music, library, playgrounds etc. 
for next year.

The board accepted the princ. 
Ipals offer with an expression 
of thanks.

Mrs. Chamberlain also pre­
pared for the board a statement 
of textbook Inventory and rec­
ommendations for textbook 
purchases to be made. These 
were distributed to board mem­
bers for their Informatlcn and 
approval.

Damarjian passed out to 
members of the board a  new 
program proposed for special 
educatimi being applied for by 
reglmial school district 8, and 
which will Involve the towns of 
Colchester, Lebanon, Andover, 
Hebron and Marlborough.

’Ihls was a preliminary pro­
posal submitted under federal 
Htle m , and since there was 
no time available to discuss 
the program or any details, the 
matter was tabled for a future 
time.

School Medical Report

The school nurse told the 
board, that during the month of 
February 206 children were seen 
in the health room. Of these, 56 
were seen for )llnes^, 98 for 
first aid and 62 for medication. 
’Twenty-three children were dis­
missed for illness.

Parents of 4th, 6th and 6th 
graders were invited during the 
month to see two films being 
shown to girls in grades live and 
six; a discussion was held for 
the girls several days alter the 
films were shown in which the 
girls enthuslasUcally parUcipat. 
ed.

The vision program in the 
school was completed, result­
ing In vision referrals being 
sent to parents of 61 children, 
who could then take their chil­
dren to optometrists, oculists 
or opthalmologlsts lor further 
checking.

Mrs. JoDean Marin, school 
nurse, visited Miss Davidson’s 
second grade class to explain 
and demonstrate the role of 
the public health nurse in the 
community. Nurse-teacher con­
ferences which are scheduled to 
be concluded in March were 
continued throughout the month.

’The school was Inspected 
by a representative of the State 
Department of Health during 
February, and results of the

Tine Testing program were 
submitted to that agency.

The nurse has been contin­
uing the special, weight class 
with students, and now has a 
total of 20 participating. Plans 
for March include continuing 
with this class, completion of 
the conferences previously re­
ferred to and observance of 
poison prevention- week on 
March 21 through 28.

Vietnamese infantrymen 
under an umbrella of U.S. 
bombers and gunships 
captured the key Laotian 
town of Sepone today and 
cut the Ho Chi Minh trail 
network around it, Saigon 
headquarters announced.

President Nguyen ■Van Thieu 
sent a congratulatory message 
to field units praising them for 
their ■victory, headquarters an­
nounced.

Li. Col. Tran Van An, the 
chief South Vietnamese spokes­
man In S^gon, called a special 
news conference to atmounce 
what he termed a victory.

"Today on March 6 at 1 
p.m .,’ ’ An said, "Vietnamese 
armed forces units have at­
tacked and seized Sepone after 
inflicting heavy lo^es to tiiq en­
emy.”  He said 283 North Viet­
namese troops were killed In 
and around Sepone today, many 
of them by heavy U.S. air 
strikes. By nightfaU, he said, 
the North Vietnamese troops, 
elements of the veteran 320th 
Division, withdrew.

’"Ibere are no eiiemy in Se­
pone now,”  he said.

Lt. Col. Le Tbung Hlen told 
newspapermen at the rear head­
quarters at Dong Ha in the 
north that the South Vietnamese 
around Sepone uncovered major 
stockpiles of war materiel, in­
cluding 300 tons of munitions.

Sepone is the hub In a network 
of roads on the Ho Oil Mlnh 
trail and was considered a ma­
jor North Vietnamese transship­
ment point, although U.S. 
planes long since pounded It Into 
rubble.

“We are In complete control,” 
An said.
