It Is to get out leav­
ing 'peace behind us. We are not going to 
like living with ourselves if we shirk, in 
diplomacy and policy, the courage we 
have asked fighting men to display in the 
Asian Jungles.

A Civilized Way To Get Out?
If there are any surviving true hawks 

in our midst, and if they could be given 
their way, they would p n ^ b ly  want to 
end the war in Vietnam by either atomlz- ' 
ing Hanoi off the map or marching vic­
toriously into it.

Our doves would, if we can believe 
they would do what they say they want 
us to do, simply draw American mili­
tary force of every kind out of Vietnam 
regardless of the consequences.

President Nixon takes a middle posi­
tion. His aim is to withdraw American 
military power from Vietnam under con- 
diticms which would guarantee that 
South Vietnam would be able to con­
tinue the war, if need be, without our 
manpower.

All three of these formulas have their 
faults, and the fault with the formula of 
the hawks is so  obvious and gross we 
seem in relatively little danger of adcqit- 
ing it as national policy.

The formulas being advocated by the 
doves and by President Nixon contain a 
common fault which has not yet become 
as obvious to all of us as it might be in 
the event their formulas are ever car­
ried out.

Both the doves and President Nixon 
are willing to get out of Vietnam under 
conditions udiich would be barbaric and 
unworthy of our national conscience, if 
we have such a thing.

The barbarism they both share is this: 
they seem to assume that any quantity 
of war in Vietnam is all right so long as 
it is not American blood which is being 
spilled and not American manpower 
which Ls doing the killing. r

Our involvement, and our responsibili­
ty in Vietnam cannot really be so easily 
discharged.

We helped create and establish and 
widen this war. For us to decide, as we 
are now deciding, that we are tired of 
it and sick of it and that we want to get 
out of it, regardless of whatihappens af­
ter our withdrawal, is a hc^lessly  
callous kind of decision.

It is callous whether it is the decision 
of doves who don't care who wins after 
we have left, or the decision of (Presi­
dent Nixcm, who wants to be sure that 
South Vietnam is able to continue the 
war after we have left.

Both assume there is scmiething more 
evil and wrong about the death of Ameri­
can human beings than there is In the 
death of Asians. Both assume we need 
not care too^much how long the war 
lasts, or how it turns, so long as there 
are no more American casualty figures.

Both assume we can solve America's 
problem in Vietnam by getting out the 
war and out of Vietnam ourselves.

This is a misconception and an 
illusion which. If we should ever try to 
follow H out in real, action, would breed 
shame for us abroad and unending guilt 
within ourselves at home.

Our duty Is not merely to get out of 
the slaughter In Vietnam, but to end it, 
not merely to extricate ourselves, but 
to extricate the Aslans from the strug­
gle in which we have helped involve 
them.

It may be argued diat this was never 
really our war, and that we should never 
have been in it, and that, therefore, our 
main duty is to get out of it. TTie trouble 
is that, in the meantime, we have, by 
our participation, picked up responsi- 
billty we cannot slip off as easily as if 
it were a ^leclal troidc issue raincoat.

We are not going to be free of the war 
in Vietnam until the war Itself has halt­
ed,

Computer Gets Its Man 
The most important thing about the 

latest disclosure about the stock dealings 
of William J. Casey, President Nixon's 
nominee to be chairman of the Securi­
ties and Ebcchange Commission is not 
that there nmy have been something in­
judicious about the particular incident in 
itself.

fUie important thing is that the latest 
potential embarrassment to the Nixon 
nominee was something coughed up by 
a computer.

The computer in question is one which 
works for the Securities and Exchange 
Commission itself.

Into the S.E.C.'s computer hsis been 
fed, in the past, the names of all the in­
dividuals and organizations that have 
ever been the subjects of legal proceed­
ings by the Commission itself.

What was fed into this computer, the 
other day, was apparently a list of peo­
ple with whom Mr. Casey has, at one 
time or another, had any business rela­
tionships.

The computer then came up with the 
Information that a  gentleman Mr. Casey 
had once employed |o handle a stock 
transaction for him had once been 
disciplined and punished- by the S.E.C. 
for a stock manipulation.

Politically, this computer has render-, 
ed a service to Senator Proxmire, the 
Wisconsin Democrat who has been cam­
paigning against the Casey nomination, 
and a disservice to President Nixon. 
Conceivably, it is also rendering a serv­
ice to the nation, since it may be Judg­
ed, eventually, that the connection it 
has revealed has some real and Impor- 
ant bearing on the soundness of the 
Casey appointment.

But, again, the result of what tHe com­
puter has done is less important than its 
demonstration of its capacity for speedy, 
relentless pursuit of the fact which 
might otherwise stay hidden and for­
gotten forever. In a computer world. 
Judgment day is going to be always 
here and now, with the book that used 
to be kept up there for one eventual 
reckoning by the supreme accountant 
sow wide open for anybody to con­
sult on a day to day basis.

And it may well be that the computer 
will keep us in line better than any of 
the other concepts of supernatural man­
kind has experimented with.

Vehicle Inspection Supported
Connecticut is moving towards com­

pulsory inflection of motor vehicles — 
and it's about Ume. Widespread sui^xirt 
for such legljslation has been given at a 
legislative hearing.

Two administrative recommendations 
made at the public bearing are worthy 
of special consideration by the Oeneral 
Assembly in drafting the final bill.

John F. O ’Brieni representing the Con­
necticut Petnrfeum Council, urged that 
every Ucensed repairer who can qualify 
be auttiorized to inspect vehicles. He al­
so suggested that die Inflections be car­
ried on year-round, noting that moat 
states give car owners SO days in whiiA 
to have, them inflected each year.

By coordinating the inspections with 
the aimual Issuance of registrations, the 
state will automaUcally firea d  out Itae 
work load. Motorists could be required 
to have a  certificate obtained from  the 
Inspector which would be submitted to 
the Motor Vehicle Department at the 
same time a  new registration is sought.

It Is advisable to permit os many in­
flection  locations as posaiMe to avoid 
long lines at any one point. The state 
could authorize firms with licenses to re­
pair vehicles to do the infieotlng. Some 
firms have only limited rfia lrer 's  li­
censes. In these cases, if  flte firm dem­
onstrates It has adequate equipmott to 
perform the inflecting, then it should be 
authorized by die state to check die 
cars.

No inspection system can work satis­
factorily if it lis overly burdensome. 
Neither should it be so simple as to be 
worthless.

The state must start an inspection sys­
tem properly to save lives. Now that leg­
islative sessions are held annually. It is 
possible to make minor revisions in the 
law to correct any deficiencies vdiich 
might arise. An in fiectloa law abould be 
passed at this session. — WA'TORBURY

The View From Hanoi

A Thought for Today

WASHINGTON — Obscured 

by the Wasiilngton hand-wring­
ing, iiublic and private, over the 
performance of Saigon's forces 
in southern Laos is the fact that 
the vicious little war along the 
Ho Chi Minh Trail is also a 
critical test for Hanoi's legions.

That's because the conditions 
there give North Vietnam 
enormous advantages over the 
South Vietnamese. Accordingly, 
the question c f "hacking it" (in 
President Nixon's press confer­
ence phrase) must also be 
examined from Hanoi's point of 
view. If the Communists can't 
"hack it" defending the trail, 
can they ever hope to regain the 
offensive in South Vietnam 
under circumstances which 
strongly favor Saigon? _

Under this measiurement, the 
Inconclusive fighting alm g the 
trail is less than cheery news 
for Hanoi. ARVN (Army o< the 
Republic of Vietnam) forces 
have operated there for a month 
now without the widely forecast 
disaster. Moreover, there are 
signs — reduced rice rations 
back home in North Vietnam — 
that suggest the Communists, 
not die ARVN, are most dan­
gerously overextended in Indo­
china.

Yet, in Laos, the Communists 
are fighting <hi terrain they 
have tong occupied and know 
Intimately. Their logistics sys­
tem has 'been In place along the 
trail for almost 10 years. Be- 
iddea massive food and arma­
ment caches on the ground now 
being fought over, they have am 
open pipeline to the north.

Moreover, Stdgon does not 
halve the. slightest element of 
surprise in the Latos operation. 
Hanoi has been well aware of 
the much-publicized South Viet­
namese objective: creating 
havoc on the Ho Chi Minh Trail 
and holding up supplies to Oom- 
munlst forces in Camhoiha. 
Seasoned troops frcun Hanoi 
have the sOUd military ad- 
vantatge of retreat, encircle­
ment, and attamk at places and 
times of their own choosing.

This is exactly the warfare 
Hainoi has been geared to fight 
since its invasion of South Viet­
nam in the early 1960s. The doc­
trine laid ^  '^0 famous
Resolution No. 9 <rf COSVN 
(high command of the Com­
munist operation for South Viet­
nam) states it well:

"We should concentrate our 
main forces in directions and 
areas favorable to us and lure 
the enemy (out of his strong­
holds) in order to annihilate 
him."

COSVN No. 9, announced in 
July, 1969, still controls strat- 
egy against South Vietnam and 
every bit of it fits the brutal 
battles along the trail. It em­
phasizes, for example, the vital 
Importance of “ expanding and 
protecting our highland bases 
in order to build up a strong 
position for both our immed­
iate and long-range struggles." 
Those "highland bases”  are 
now under South Vietnamese 
attack in Laos.

So, the Impact on Hanoi of 
a Scuth Vietnamese success, 
even a strictly limited one, 
becomes clear — a calculation 
high in the President's extreme­
ly reluctant ai^roval c f the 
Laos undertaking. It is pos­
sible, for example, that even 
limited Saigon success would 
compel Hanoi to change its 

. mind about protracted warfare 
undercutting the ne­

gotiations Just might seem 
promising to Hanoi’s 

politburo.
And if Hanoi ever does reach 

that point, a major reason will 
be Decause It is overextended 
by huge supply needs in south­
ern Laos and Cambodia. With 
littlb access to rice in those 
countries or in increasingly

psu:ifled South Vietnam, North 
Vietnamese troops are drain­
ing civilian rice stocks carried 
down from the north.

That is the only loglclal ex­
planation of an order (inter­
cepted by U.S. intelligence) re­
ducing the rice ration in the 
North Vietnamese province of 
Nghe An by 1 kilo (2.2 pounds) 
a month per person. The order, 
from the prime minister’s (rf- 
fice in Hanoi, reduced the ration 
effective Jan. 1 "until there 
is a new decision.”

The same order also went to 
23 other “ locations”  (presum­
ably provinces) taking in al­
most all North Vietnam—the 
first intercepted order reduc­
ing lice  rations since 1966.

It would be dangerous to 
make too much of this. But It 
fits a broad picture leading 
some normally skeptical ex­
perts here to wonder whether 
the three-front w ai^Laos, Cam­
bodia, South Vietnam itaelf— 
may not be putting Hanoi under 
far greater strain than Saigon. 
That is the ultimate question 
in Mr. Nixon’s strategy, and 
what happens in Laos will an­
swer it.

We have the feeling that we 
ought to put on shameface and 
apologies whenever we pre­
sume to cling to some old sup­
position that there can be such 
a thing as a moral tone in the 
life of a state or the behavior 
of ita Legislature.

After all, we live in changing 
times, and hardly anyone’s idea 
or concept of what Is permissi­
ble or even desirable remains 
what it was even one or two 
decades ago. In language, in 
dress, things that were un­
speakable have become accept­
able commonplace. We are 
steadily evolving those customs 
and standards on which the 
moraTiaws o f  any time and lo­
cality are always based.

For all these reasons, we 
ought to be prepared, in some 
degree, for the possibility that 
the evil of yesterday may be­
come the good of tomorrow.

And if we need any further 
education into such a possibil­
ity, we need only take the guld- 
of a gentleman who surely is.
In addition to being Governor 
of Connecticut, a very moral 
man, more likely to prove un­
yielding, in the standards he 
defends, than anybody .else on 
the public service scene these 
days.

Way back in January, when 
he was first reinforcing his 
campaign hints that he was not 
averse to such a thing as le­
galized betting on horse racing 
in Connecticut, Governor Mes- 
to satisfy us, and, apparently 
it is going to satisfy the mem­
bers of the General Assembly.

He personally saw nothing 
morally wrong with gambling, 
the Governor said as we recall 
his remark, so long as it was 
made legal.

We have no Instinct to twist 
that remark around into all the 
extreme Intei^retatlonB that 
could make -the Governor the 
state’s first great public de­
fender of dissipation, vice and 
sin.

What he was saying waa 
that his personal code of moral 
or religious ethic did not in 
any case Include a stricture, 
against gambling, and that this 
WEIS a clrcumstEUice which, his 
fellow Connecticut ctUzens 
being willing and approving, 
left him free to favor a change 
in the law which would make 
gambling legsd so he could tax 
it.

Unfortunately, it la not the 
precise formulation of his per­
sonal position, but rather the 
glib conclusion that It can be 
cheapehed down to which is 
most likely to find echo and 
Imitation in Ckinnectlcut public 
life today.

Is gambling evH? Not if it is 
made legEil.

Is speeding »evll? Not if the 
speed limits are raised higher 
and penalties taken out of the 
law.

Is abortion evil? Not if it is 
made leg;al.

Is state aid to private schools 
evil? Not if it is made legal.

Are drugs evil? Not If they 
are made legal.

Such logic ought to satisfy 
and appease us, and w e ' aren’t 
at ■ all sure, to tell the truth, 
that it isn’t Just as much as 
those old Purltsm fathers ever 
had, either. Didn’t they, for 
that matter, hava- their own 
lotteries?

Our feeling, then, that the 
state is on a  period of low 
moral tone, must be mistaken. 
We feel guilty for even thinking 
it.

1. ’m is ordinance shall be known and may be cited as the 
Town of Coventry Anti-Litter Ordinance.

2. Definitions. FV>r the purposes of this ordinance the follow­
ing terms, phrases, words and their derivatiems shall have 
the meaning given herein. When not incmislstent with the 
context, words used in the present tense Include the future, 
words used in the plural number Include the singular num­
ber, and words used in the singular number include the 
plural number. ITie word "shall”  is mandatory, always 
mandatory, and not merely directory. ’
2.1 ‘̂Authorised private receptacle”  is a  litter storage and 

coUectiMi receptacle as may from time to time be 
required, defined and authorized by the regulations of 
the building Inspector of the Town of Coventry.

2.2 “ Town”  is the ’Town of Coventry.
2.8 ‘ ‘Garbage”  is putrescible animal and vegetable wastes 

resulting from the handling, preparatlMi, cooking and 
consumption of'food.

2.4 “ Litter”  is "garbage,”  "refuse,”  and “ rubbish”  as 
' defined herein and all other waste material which, if 

thrown or deposited as herein pndiiblted, tends to 
create a danger to public health, safety, and welfare.

2.6 . “ Park”  is a  park, reservation, playgrctand, recreatiem
center, or any other public area in the Town, owned 
or used by the Town and devoted to active or passive 
recreation.

2.6 “ Person”  is any person, firm, partnership, association,
' corporation, compai^r, or organization o f any kind.

2.7 “ Private premises”  Is any dwelling house, building, or 
other structure, designed or used either vdiolly or in 
part for private residential purposes, vdiether inhabited 
or temporarily or continuously uninhabited or vacant, 
and shall Include any yard, grounds, walk, driveway, 
porch, steps, vestibule, or mailbox belonging or appiu*- 
tenant to such dwelling, house, building, or other 
structure.

2.8 “ PnbUo place”  is any and all streets, sidewalks, boule­
vards, alleys, or other public ways, and any and all 
public parks, squares, spaces, grounds, and buildings.

2.9 “ Refuse”  is all putrescible and nonputrescible solid 
wastes (except body wastes). Including garbage, rub­
bish, ashes, street cleanings, dead animals, abandoned 
automobiles, and solid market and indusiiial wastes.

2.10 “ Bobbish”  is nonputrescible solid wastes consisting of 
both combustible and mm-combustible wastes, such as 
paper, wn^plngs, cigarettes, cardboard, tin cans, yard 
clippings, leaves, wood, glass, bedding, crockery, and 
similar materials.

2.11 “ Veblcle”  is every device in, upon, or by which any 
person or prcq;>erty is or may be transported or drawn 
up<m a highway, including devices used exclusively 
upm  stationary ridls or tracks.

Nor nhnii any person 
drive or move any vehicle or truck within the ’Town, the 
vdieels or tizes of vdilch carry onto or deposit in any starect, 
aUey or other pubUc place, mud, dirt, sticky substance.

9. Litter in Parka. No persem shaU throw or deposit Utter in .

No person shaU throw 
or deposit Utter on any occiqiied private property within 
the Town, whether owned by such person or not, except 
that the owner or person in control of private property may

maintain authorized private receptacles for coUecUon in 
such manner that Utter wUl be prevented from being car­
ried or deposited by the elements upon any street, side­
walk, or other pubUc place or upon any private property.

12. Owner to Maintain Premises FrAe of Litter. The owner or 
persMi in control of any private property shaU at aU Um^s 
muintoin the premises free of Utter. Provided, however, 
that this Section shall not prohibit the storage of Utter in 
authorized private receptacles for coUection.

18. Clearing o f  Litter from Open Private Property by Town.
(a) Notice to remove. The BuUding Inspector is hereby 

authorized and empowered to notify the owner of any 
open or vacant private property within the Town, or 
the agent of such owner, to properly dispose of Utter 
located on such owner’s property which is dangercv* 
to pubUc health, safety or welfare. Such notice shaU be 
by Certified MaU, addressed to said owner or to said 
agent at his last known address.

(b) The owner or agent so notified shaU have the right to 
appeal from such notice and order within two (2) days 
after receipt of such notice, to the Board of Health ot 
the Town of Coventry.
1. Upon such appeed the Board o f Health shaU forth­

with hold a hearing at such time and place as It 
shaU determine.
a. A  majority of such Board of Health shaU consti­

tute a quorum for such hearing.
b. Such owner or agent may act before such board 

either by himself or by counsel.
c. The decision of such board shaU be final.

2. In the event such owner or agent does not ^q)cal 
from such order within the time permitted, or In the 
event such board sustains the order of the BuUding 
Inspector, then the provisions of sub-section (c ), 
(d), (e) and (f) and the penalties housed in Section 
14 shall apply.

(c ) Action upon non-compIlancc. Upon the faUure, neglect 
or refusal of any owner or agent so notified, to prop­
erly dispose of Utter dangerous to the public health, 
safety or welfare within three days after receipt of 
written notice provided for In sub-section (a) above, 
or within three days after the date of such notice In'the 
event the same is returned to the Town Post Office 
Department because of its inablUty to make deUvery 
thereof, provided the same was properly addressed to 
the last known address of such owner or agent, the 
Chief Administrator is hereby authorized and em­
powered to pay for the disposing of such Utter or to 
order its disposal by the Town.

(d) Charge Included In Tax BUI. When the Town has ef­
fected the removal of such dangerous Utter or has 
paid for its removal, the actual cost thereof, plus ac­
crued interest at the rate of six per cent (6% ) per 
annum from the date of the completion of the work, if 
not paid by such owner prior thereto, shaU be charged 
to the owner of such property on the next regular tax 
bUl forwarded to such owner by the Town, and said 
charge shall be due and payable by said owner at the 
time of payment of such bUl.

(e) Recorded Statement Constitutes A  Lien. Where the fuU 
amount due the T\>wn is not paid by such owner within 
thirty (30) days after the disposal of such litter, as 
provided for in sub-secticn (a) and (b) above, then, 
and in that case, the Chief Administrator of the Town 
of Coventry shaU cause to be recorded In the Town 
Clerk’s  office of the Town of Coventry a sworn state-' 
ment showing the cost and expense incurred for the 
work, the date the work was done, and the location of 
the property on which said work was done.

Any person violating any ot the provisions ot this 
Ordinance shaU be deemed gifity of a  misdemeanor, and 
upon convicUcHi thereof, shaU be fined in an amount not 
exceeding twenty-five ($25.00) doUars per day, or be Im- 
priscHied in the state jaU for a  period not exceeding ten 
days, or be both so fined and imprlscmed. Bach day such 
v li^tion  is committed or permitted to continue ahaU con­
stitute a separate offense and shaU be punishable cui such 
hereunder.

16. SqpaiabiUty. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, 
phrase or portion of this Ordinance is for any reason held 

. invaUd or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurls- 
dictioii.-BUCh portion shaU be deemed a separate, distinct 
and independent provision, and such holding shaU not affect 
the vaUdity the remaining portions hereof.

16. Ordinances BcpecUed. AU ordinances and parts of ordinanc­
es in confUct with the provisions ot thin Ordinance are 
hereby repealed.

17. Effective Date. This Ordinance shaU become effective 
twenty-one (Zl) days after pubUcation pursuant to Section 
3-6 of the charter of the Town of Coventry.
