some memories for O.C. who
for many years was & member
of the Connecticut Forest and
Park Assoclation. Our assoc-

“fation held title to the Shaker

properties at Enfield, Conn. for
a few years.

Because they did not belleve
in procreation, the sect was pre-
ordained to extinction. Celibacy
is so unnatural that the desert-
ers of the falth probably exceed-
ed the recrults, At any rate,
the considerable land holdings
of the Shaker colonv came into
the possession of the helrs of
the Hazards who formerly had
the powder mills at Hazardville,
There was a wonderful white
pine forest known as the Shak-
er Pines. One of, {f not, the best
in the state.

There was also a pretty little
lake. All in all, it was an ex-
ceptional spot to be preserved
as n state forest or park for
future generations to enfoy.
When the weather permitted,
our association meetings were
held around the state outdoors.
One was at the Shaker Pines.

At that time, a development
organization was trying to buy
properties for a housing project.
Something had to be done fast,
and since the legislature could
not be prodded into appropriat-

ing the price to save the tract,
the association decided to form
& non-profit corporation to ralse
funds to hold the property until
the state could buy it,

These tactics had worked in
other cases around the state. Bo,
shares of stock in the corpora-
tion were sold to members and
anyone else who could be in-
duced to buy without prospects
of ever getting anything more
than their money back.

It seemed that another suc-
cess had been achieved by the
assoclation until the big hur.
ricane of 1938 came along and
completely flattened that wond-
erful pine stand., There was no
hope that the state would ever
take over then, so the prop-
erties were sold for what we
could get and the proceeds
divided among the stock-holders.

White pine forests have heavy
seed years occurring periodical-
ly. The seeds will only germin-
ate and take root in contact
with the mineral soil, not on or
in the ltter or duff on the for-
est floor. So foresters plan their
work in whits pine stands to
take place in the good seed
years. Men's and horses' feet,
truck and tractor wheels, eto,,
stir up the. duff to expose the
soll to the seeds and assure a
good crop of reproduction.

To obtain a good atand of
pine on a new site, it is usually

done with  several-year-old
geedling transplants from a
nursery. They have

start on the faster growing
natural scediings of hardwoods.
That saves some weeding. The
Shakers plowed and leveled a
large tract ready for a seed
year, collected the cones when
ripe. The seeds were sown by
putting the dry cones in bar-
rels drilled full of holes. Rolling
the barrels rattled out the seed
and scattered them at suitable
intervals.

To get such a well spaced
stand of such fine straight
trees must have required a lot
of hard labor weeding,

Decries Complaints of FTC

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
president of & company accused
of distributing razor blades in
dangerous packages claims he
chewed on the container and
found it harmless, .

Charles Wilson, head of the
American Safety Razor Division
sald the complaints the Federal
Trade Commission mentioned in
an ‘unfairirade action Friday
were inspired by his competi-
tors.

At issue is an advertising
campaign in which millions of a
new variety of razor blades are
being distributed in 8Sunday
newspaper advertising supple-
ments in more than a dosen cit-
les.

Besides Issuing an unfair-
trade complaint against Philip
Morris, the FTC sald it will seek
an unprecedented court injunc-
tion against the ad campaign
for the Personna 74 razor blade.

Gerald Tahin of the FTC's Bu-
reau of Consumer Protection
said a number of complaints de-
scribed children who grabbed
the plastic-encased blades be-
fore their parents knew they
had them. There have been sev-
eranl injuries, he sald,

He told also of a Doberman
Pinscher dog in Miami said to
have died after eating a news-
paper containing the insert.

Wilson said the woman claim-
ing to own the Doberman told
an insurance adjuster she
couldn't remember where she
buried the dog.

Wilson sald he too heard some
of the complainta and checked
them out before the FTC acted.

Some of them came from Min-
neapolis, Minn., he sald, where
the advertising campaign 18 not
to begin untll Sunday. Others
came from Atlanta, he sald, In
phone calls hours before the
first batch of last Sunday's pa-
pers reached the streets,

‘“We firmly believe you can
really chew on it and crumbie it
in your hands,” Wilson sald of
the package during a telephone
interview from his home in Con-
necticut.

Did you do both of those
things? he was asked. ''Yes, in-
deed, I have,” he said.

"It appears to us all the nolse
and the flak must have been
created by our competition," he
said, “There i{s no way to cut
yourself with the blade."

Wilson sald the Personna 74 is

a dramatic new development in

the razor blade industry, one
which his competition would
want to discredit if they could.

The half-page insert contain-
ing blade samples was carried
in 10 papers last Sunday. This
Sunday it had been scheduled in
papers in Akron, Ohio; Dallas,
Fort Worth, Houston and San
Antonio, Tex.; Kansas City,
Mo.; Minneapolis and Oklaho-
ma City.

However, the Oklahoma City
Oklahoman and Times and the
San Antonlo Express and Light
said they have rejected the ad.

“T wouldn't quit. They're
golng to have to throw mg out,
And they will, of course,” the
tall, muscular, 40-year-old offi-
cer sald in an interview Friday.

On Monday — barring further
delays — Herbert says he will
file formal charges of misprison
(concealment of a felony) and
dereliction of duty against the
commander and deputy com-
mander of the brigade in which
he gerved In Vietnam,

He had planned to file the
charges Friday, but he saild he
was delayed because the typing
of the specification had not been
completed,

Herbert accuses Maj. Gen.
John Barnes and Col. J. Ross
Franklin, commander and depu-
ty commander of the 173 Alr-
borne Brigade during 1869, of
falling to lnv&dgato and report
the murder and torture of Viet-
naymese clvilians in the Cu Lol

area.
Herbert, who served for 68
days as a battalion commander

In the brignde, has pressed the
accusations for almost two
years,

Both Bames, now asalgned to
the Pentagon, and Franklin,
stil] stationed in Vietnam,K have
declined to comment on Her-
bert's allegntions. The Pentagon
says the ‘Criminal Intelligence
Division is still Investigating his

Herbert sald the CID Investi-
gation was begun only after he
made repeated demands and
threatened to take the matter
Into federal court.

Q. As a career Army
man. . .what was the most frus-
trating thing about pushing for
two years for investigation?

A. It gets tiring and boring to
keep trying and driving to get it
done. But I made up my mind a
long tinfe ago that I was going
to get it finished. I think that
the thing that was most frus-
trating, If you want to talk
about frustration, was that the
people I was dealing with under-
estimated me so much,

Called For

PHNOM PENH, Cambodia
{AP) — An association of corre.
spondents covering the Indochi-
na war called today for a six-
day cease-fire during the Cam-
bodian New Year In April to
permit the repatriation of jour-
nalists and civillans missing in
Cambodia,

The Committee for Safety of
Correspondents in Cambodia ad-
dressed its appeal primarily to
the Cambodian government,
Prince Norodom  Slhanouk’s
Cambodian government -in-exile
in Peking, North Vietnam, the
Viet Cong’s Provisional Revolu-
tionary government in South
Vietnam, Communist Chins and
the Unjted States.

Other addressees on the ap-
peal are Laos, the Pathet Lao
guerrillas in Laos, Thailand, In-
donesin, Japan, the Soviet Un-
fon, Britain, Canada, India, Po-
land, Vatican City, the United
Nations, the International Red
Cross and the delegation to the
Paris peace talks

The appeal suggested a halt to
acts of war and offensive opera-
tions April 13-19. It "expressed
the hope that the cease-fire
would haove “‘the humanitarian
result of all journalists and oth.
er unarmed civilians being able
to travel freely throughout Cam-
bodia and to return to their
home or to the aree of their
choice.

WASHINGTON (AP) — An
ex-general has been ordered to
a third day of interrogation by
senators unwilling to teke a
faulty memory for an answer
and ‘angered by charges a pow-
erful congressman tried to kill
their probe 16 months ago.

The decision to seek more an-
swers Monday from former
Brig. Gen. Earl F. Cole was
made by Sen. Abraham Ribi-
coff. Riblcoff said Fridey the
late Rep. L. Mendel Rivers, D-
8.C., chairman of the House
Armed Services Committee, In-
tervenad actively but futilely to
suppress official interest In
Cole's activities,

The charge came midway in o
day of testimony in which the
former general continued to
proclaim his innocence of some
allegations of wrongdoing In
dealings with PXs and service
clubs in Vietnam, Cole sald of
other allegations that a bad
memory prevented him.from re-
membering any detalils,

Cole did remember how the
name of William J. Crum, once
a high-living slot machine and
whisky salesman in Vietnam,

was engraved with those of gen-
erals on & silver cigarette box
presented to Gen. Willlam C.
Westmoreland, Army chief of
staff,

Westmoreland returned the
box to Cole last April and de-
manded & hand-signed receipt
for it.

Cole said the cigarette box
was donated by officers in the
pecification program, in Viet-
nam when Westmoreland left
his position as U.S. military
commander. He said Crum In-
tercepted Cole's Vietnamese
secretary on her way to the en-
gravers and placed his own
name on the bottom of the list.

The former general, who testi-
tied he knew Crum only casual.
ly, gave ‘no explanation how
Crum knew of the gift or why he
would want his nume on it.

About an hour after Cole's tes-
timony began, he brought up the
name of Rep. Rivers. Cole sald
the congressman, who died last
Dec, 28, tried in September 1080
to set up a telephone conversa-
tion between Riblcoff In Wash-
ington and Cole at his duty sta-
tion in Heldelberg, Germany.

MINOR SUIT GAME
RARE IN TOURNEY
By ALFRED SHEINWOLD
One of the bid differences be-
tween rubber bridge and the
kind of bridge played in most
of the events in the national

tournament now being held In

Atlanta is the frequency of the
minor suit game contract. In
rubber bridge you are quite
willing to bld game in a minor
suit pretty often. In tourna-
ments you play such hands at
notrump whenever possible.
One of the reasons is seen in
today's hand.

North dealer

Opening lead—Six of Spades.

East puts up the jack of
spades at the first trick, and
South wins with the queen. It is
clear that West has led from &
suit headed by the ace-ten, 8o
that it would be very dangerous
to let East gain the lead, (East
would lead a spade, and West
would defeat the contract with
the rest of his long suil),

South must develop his clubs
without allowing East to win a
trick. This is easy enough,
since South can lead a diamond
to dummy’s king and can re-
turn a low club from dummy.

East plays a low club, and
South tries a finesse with the
ten, hoping to lose the finesse.
South gets his wish, since West
must win the trick with the
king of cluba.

Contract Assured

The contract is now assured
slnce West cannot continue
spades without giving declarer
a second spade trick. If West
shifts to hearts or diamonds,
declarer can lead out the ace of
clubs to capture the queen and
then can run his tricks to take
five clubs, two diamonds, two
hearts and one spade.

Declarer scores 630 points for
making three notrump with an
overirick, and this {s 30 points
more than he could have scored
for making five clubs. Even if
a 12th trick could be developed
at clubs, 630 at notrump would
still be better than 620 at clubs,

A difference of 10 points or
even of 30 points would be in-
significant at rubber bridge,
but in a tournament it may
make the difference between

11 Boys Arrested 179 Times

We doubt that there Is a city police
chlef in the country who doesn’t under-
stand and share the frustration of Hart-
ford’'s Chief Thomas J. Vaughan, who
tells of how, although the members of
one particular group of 11 boys have
been arrested 179 times, they are still
continually on the locse working toward
their next arrest.

The occasion for his complaint was
that of one arrest which may not termi-
nate in an immediate release, since, in
this case, the offense was e shooting
which resulted in a death.

That experience — of dead end kids
repeatedly free to repeat their offenses
against the law and soclety — is the
dead end standard almost everywhere.

The simplest response acknowledg-
ment of the problem evokes is to assail
the courts of the country, and accuse
them of softness and coddling tactics
and failure to completé the work begun
by the police when they bring the young
offenders in.

But anyone who has ever ventured
anywhere near the problem knows that,
although the courts frequently seem un-
duly relaxed, the cure does not l1le in
any mere increase in judicial sternness
or even in seeing to it that these repest-
offenders are kept off the streets for at
least some kind.of interval between their
crimes,

It iz only recently that society has be-
gun to realize, and try to do something
about, the fact that its own punitive in-
stitutions are much more likely to func-
tion as schools for bigger and jmore ex-
pert crime than they are as agencles for
rehabilitation and reform.

What is called for — and this in an era
when gove}\-nmenml budgets are already
loaded with deficits — is & gigantic ex-
tended effort, in which the police are
backed up in two stages.

First, we need court handling which
is not subject to judicial softness or
prosecutorial' cynicism which sometimes
result in the consensus that the qulcke‘i
and easlest disposition may be best.

Becond, we need to be sure that we
have a system for handling such of-
fenders which has had built into it at
least some fraction of a chance of send-
ing them back into soclety with some-
thing more than an Increased boldness
and expertness in the crafts of crime.

Viewing the problem realistically, we
are a very long way from any good solu-
tion, There can be, in such an area, no
mchuungasaanrennLWehave
only begun, recently, to make ourselves
aware of the true depth of the problem,
and of the truly mountainous propor-
tions of the remedies we have to try to
bulld. ’

Poasibly, at this mmoment of our evolu-
tion in our awareness of the problem, it
is not only the police who feel under-
prosecutors and juvenile authorities as
serted, but our consclentious judges and
prosecutors and juvenile authorites as
well, Perhaps they need to try to move
into closer understandings with one an-
odter,butmmtdanmembemolme
general public need to move into great-
er understanding, and appreciation, of
_the burdens all of them carry in trying
lodea.l._mtwﬂhyounganlmnh out of
some jungle, which Is what they some-
times may seem, but with our own is-
sue, born In our towns and citles, and
bred, somehow, out of what we our-
selves are.

A Fourth Branch Of Government

The story of what has been going on
in the matter of Japanese textile im-
ports is almost without parallel in
American political and diplomatic his-
tory, so that it comes out sounding more
like some comic opera plot than a piece
of reallty, 1971,

Yet this much seems real. For some
time now, there has been an issue of
protecting American textile industry
from Japanese competition. On the one
hand, this had led to unsuccessful
negotiations between the Japanese and
United States governments. On the other
hand, it has led to the raising, in Con-
gress, ' of an old-fashioned tariff bill
which has threatened to send this coun-
try into a trade war with the rest of
the world similar to that generated by
the infamous Smoot-Hawley tariff act
before the depression,

With this the situation, Congressman
Witbur D, Mills, the chaiyman of the
House Ways and Means Committee, who
has been acting something like a fourth
branch of our national government late-
ly, moved in and achisved a solution of
the problem.

He persuaded the Japanese textile in-
dustry to agree to a voluntary -quotn
system for {ts exports to this country
which would make it unnecessary for
Congress to pass a new tariff bill.

Not having to pass a tariff bill to deal
with the problem of the Japanese tex-
tiles would extricate Congresas from the
growing pressures of all the other spe-
cial Industrial groups which would llke
to get themselves some new tariff
protection against foreign competition.

As the situation stood when Chalrman
Mills had finished, the Japanese prob-
lem had been brought to a reasonable
gsolution. And Chairman Mills, acting
alone, and with no real warrant other
than his power as committee chairman
and the prestige as a maker of sound
policies, had, by stepping in, solved a
problem the President and his Cabinet
had been unable to solve, and a prob-
lem Congress itself would have been
sure to handle in deplorable fashion, if
Congressional action had been left nec-
essary. ’

Does Chairman Mills, therefore, re-
ceive the affectionate gratitude of the
White House? Do all sides acclaim him
for finding the neat solution for the prob-
lem no one else could solve?

Not under the immutable laws of hu-
man and political nature he doesn’t!

Instead, the President formally de-
nounces as inadequate the voluntary re-
striction plan announced by the
Jupanese textile Industry and nasserts
that, instead of such a “‘manecuver,” this
country must have a formal Egmemnnt
between the two governmems,

The actua] terms obtained by Chair-
man Mills might be satisfactory. The
way they were obtalped, and by whom,
is what makes them unacceptable.

What I8 next?

Well, if the Japanese textile industry
proclaims its intention of living up to
its voluntary pledge, anyway, and if
Chairman Mills can persuade his col-
leagues in the House his personal treaty
with the Jepanese industry Is so good
the House doesn't really need to
pass any new tariff law — then, perhaps,
the unorthodox forelgn and domestic
policy of this temporary fourth branch of
government, Mills of Arkansas, will get
to stand anywsy.

Bristol Press 100th

Back in early January we commented
that in this year of 1971, The Bristol
Press waa observing its 101st year of
publication. The appropriate desaignation
under the masthead on page one was
therefore Vol. C I. During the first year
of publication, previous to the first birth-
day anniversary, the designation on the
masthead was Vol. L 5

Tomorrow, Tuesday March 9, is quite
a special day in ocur long and eventful
history. The first publication of The
Bristol Press was on March 9, 1871. So
The Press joins the distinguished ranks
of the Bristol centenarians with Vol C I,
No. 57 edition Tuesday.

As we did with the 90th anniversery
ten years ago, The Press has plans for
a special edition later in the year.
Naturally we want to review our own
history, but of more general Interest to
the community and our readers, we
have plans for reviewing numerous
phases of Bristol history in the past cen-
tury, Preparing such an amiversary
edition 1s a fascinating and challenging
assignment, We are eagerly moving in
on it

Right now we will giye you just a cap-
sule on The Press, Rev. Charles Hart
Riggs, a retired Congregationsl minis-
ter, founded The Press, with the first
edition of the weekly newspaper on
March 9, 1871. In the 1800's a group of
Bristol business men and manufacturers
took over the comtrol and operation of
The Press and The Bristol Press Pub-
lishing Company became the publishers.
aln 1902 the officers and direclors of
The Bristol Press Publishing Company
convinced Arthur 8. Barnes, a Bristol
native, to come back to Bristol from
New Haven to take over the manage-
ment responsibilities of The Press. Ar-
thur Barnes continued as editor and pub-
lisher of The Press untll his death at age

In 1802 the officers and directors of
that he was practically contemporary
with the start of The Press, He was born
in Bristol on March 12, 1871, three days
after the first'issue. He had seen The
Press grow from & small weekly pub-
leation in the early 1900's to a lively and
thriving daily in the 1850's. We pay trib-
ute to him and his assoclates for thelr
guidance of The Press for over half a
century.

And as we move {n on the assignment
of planning for the anniversary edition,
we are conscious of our heritage and our
respongibilities. We aim to live up o this
challenging obligation. —  BRISTOL

PROBING THE ATMOSPHERE
OF VENUS
By Dr. L M., Leviit

A novel program to fill in the
broad information gaps in our
knowledge of Venus has been
proposed. A buoyant Venus
station balloon (BVSB) is being
contemplated to float high
above the Venusian surface to
resolve some of the myvatery
concerning the physical charac-
teristics of this nearest planet.

While some of the mystery
was dispelled with the success
of Mariners 2 and 5, and the
Soviet Venera 5, 6, and recently
Venera 7, 50 many unknowns
remain that sclentists seek any
development which could shed
new light on the planet.

Prior to 1882, astronomers
¥new the Venusian atmosphere
contained a significant amount
of carbon  dioxide, a pecullar
gas in that it permits the short-
wave radiations of the mun in
and deoesn’t let long-wave radia-

t,lam out,
Some astronomera aAssumed

the Venusian day to be abmt
40 earth-davs in length, while
others assumed it was a dav of
24 hours. Bome astronnmers
belleved the surfare tn be hot,
stormy and dusty, while others
evolved a strong case for a
surface completely covered by
water,

It must be recognized that
astropomers Ald not snemulote
caoriciously—thev  could pro-
vide sound, sclentific reason-
ing for their contentirns. Who
was right? 7t was this uncertain-
ty which led to intense interest
in the flvbya.

When the flvbys relaved thelr
data. it was discovered that the
planet has no radiation belts or
magnetic field, and the pres-

sure of the atmosvhere nn the’

Venusian surafce is 20 to 100
times that of the earth's atmos-
phere at sea level. Most sur-
prising, the surface tempera-
ture is in excess of 900 degrees
F. Because of the enormously
high surface pressure, the at-
mosphere is superrefracting,
meaning that light circles the
entire planet so that there real.
ly is no night on Venus it is
daytime on all sides of Venus
all the time.

Radar measures indicate that
Venusian day to be 243 earth.
days in length and that it ro-
tates in the “wrong” direction.

Plans are being formulated
for a full-scale assault on Ven-
us, What form should thia take?
Ancther flyby? An orbiter? An
orbiter which drops & buoyant
probe into the atmosphere? A
probe which decelerates on
entry into the Venusian atmos-
phere and then floats there?
Russia’'s Venera 7 was, we as-
sume, a buoyant descent.

Engineers at the Martin Mar-
fetta Co., working under con-
tract to NASA at Lanlley, Va.,
have concentrated on the prob-
lem of developing the optimum
tools for exploration. 8y BStein-
berg, staff engineer, and Glenn
F. Holle, senlor engineer, of
the Flight Technology Depart-
ment, recently proposed the
buoyant Venus station -balloon
designed to help clear some of
the planet’s mystery.

They would launch a Venus
probe which would fire a de-
celerating rocket to slow It as
it entered the Venus atmos-
phere, about 120 miles above
the surface, By the time it
reached the 50-mile altitude
some 70 seconds later and had
slowed to half the speed of

sound, & parachute would
emerge and the heat shield
which protected it on entry
would be jettisoned.

About 1,000 seconds after en-
try the parachute would have
slowed the probe enough so that
it would pull a thin-skin super:

pressure plastic balloon out of .

itz cannister and hellum =at a
pressure of 4,500 pounds per
square inch would begin a 45-to
80-second task of Inflating the
balloon.

At 1,115 seconds after entry,
the hellum tanks would be jet-
tisoned. The gas in the balloon,
heated by the environment,
would expand, become more
buoyant, and the balloon would
ascend slightly to remain stable
at an altitude of 40 mlles,
where the atmosphere pressure
is equivalent to & terrestrial
altitude of about 13,000 feet and
the temperature is about 70 de-
grees,

In this position the balloon
would drop instrumented radio
sounds to the surface which, in
descent, would relay a tem-
perature and pressure profile of
the Venusian atmosphere at
lower altitudes, If iarge pay-
loads can be carried, a mass
spectrometer could be used to
determine the atmosphere com-
position. All this information
would be relayed to the station
to be tele-metered back to
earth.

For such 'a probe, a power
supply would be provided by
solar cells, but operating in a

In the last session, it
was true, the Senate became
temporarily the scene of the
bizarre rather than the routine,
but the Marcus-led attempt to
take over the state lighted no
flares of ideallsm or con-
science.

What seems possible for this
1971 Senate is something In a
nobler vein, a potential revolt
against cynicism itself.

One fagtor in the Senate's fa-
vor is that it has just had an
unprecedented turnover In its
membership. Of the 86 mem-
bers, only 18 were in the Ben-
ate circle in 1669,

Even more important than
the fact that the Senate thus
nbviously has 20 new members
to the fact that 10 of these 20
new members are not only new
to the Senate, but new to the
Hartford legislative scene, not
even having served previously
in the House.

1t is in what one might call
the shock-potential of these 10
relatively innocent le«islative
neophytes that the hope for an
occasional outbreak of public
decency in the 1971 Benate is
based.

There Is a chance they may
be shncked by what they find
as established Connecticut leg-
islative habit. There s a
chance that they may reject
the indoctrination offered them.
There i8 a chance they may
create, amon® themselves with
all thelr disparate tempera-
ments and Ideclorical tenden-
cles, an occasiomal coalition of
econscience which will erupt
out of theilr party caucuses and

make a little history out on the
Senate floor.

It would be an exploslon
worth watching and lstening
to if—to name some sample
leaders one might find out in
tront—it included the joint ef-
forts of Senators Wilber G.
Smith, Dave Odegard, Joseph
Lieberman and Lawrence J.
DeNardis, all finding the same
gside of some controversial is-
sue, and taking it out of the
realm of routine politics and
CAuCUS CONSensus.

ment, He was working last
month aboard the 85-foot boat
Jarvico, in waters near Mexico.
A Soviet ship, in the area to do
experimental fishing for sar-
dines with lights at night, came
to collect the Jarvico's catch,

A Mexican Coast Guard ves-
sel was nearby and found the
Cuban and Russian boats en-
goeged in a repair job. Cubans
and Russians went aboard the
Mexican vessel, with Gonzalez
offering a helping hand. When
they left he jumped aboard the
Mexican craft and won asylum.

Gonzalez left his wife and a 4-
year-old son in Cuba. He hopes
to get a job in the United Statea
so they can join him.

““There i{s no freedom,"” he
said of life in Cuba. He added
his wife could buy food on ration
only once every two weeks. In
eight years that Gonzalez had a
clothes rationing book he was
allotted three work pants, two
dress pants, five pairs of socks
and nine sets of underwear, He
described this as an average ra-

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NBA -P.l-ayer - Signing Rule

Violation of Sherman Act

LOS ANGELES (AP)—
A U.S. District Court ac-
tion invalidating the Na-
tional Basketball Associa-
tion’s rule forbidding the
signing of* college players
until  their college class
graduates might produce
controversy as early as
March 29.

Judge Warren Ferguson said
Friday he had struck down the
NBA's ban on signing college
athletes. The judge said his ac-
tion, which came as a result of
litigation brought by Spencer
Haywood of the Seattle Super-
Sonics, was based on his decl-
slon that the rule violates the
Sherman Antitrust Act,

Ferguson sald he would en-
join the league from enforcing
such a rule,

Although the ruling Wednes-
day night may be argued in
various courts of the land, and
may well go to the U.B. Su-
preme Court, It could ceuse a
major problem because the

NBA's annual player draft
comes up March 20 in New York
City, And with the four-year
rule invalid, owners are theo-
retically free to draft anyone
they want.

For example, It would legally
be possible for a team to draft
Misgissippl's sensational, high-
scoring sophomore Johnny Neu.
mann,’ Others who are under-
classmen now but who might
be drafted include Southern
California’'s Paul -Westphall,
Marquette’s Jim Chones and
Allle McGuire and Long Beach
State’'s Ed Ratleff.

Obviously, the National Colle-
giate Athletic Assoclation would
be upset if the pros were to
“raid" the colleges but the situ-
ation becomes even more com-
plicated,

What, for example, would
happen if an NBA team was in-
terested in a high school play-
er, like Lewis Brown of Ver-
bum Del in Los Angeles?

Give Final Statements

With the sewer preferendum
only days away now, both the
pro and antd forces have {ssued
finnl statements, with the Town
Councll urging a ‘“‘yes" vote on
Tuesday, and Reslidents for Re-
sponaible Planning asking resi-
dents to vote ‘‘no’.

The council's statement points

out that the sewer problem has
been studied in various town
agencies for 10 years, and that
the council “unanimously be-
lleves that the proposed sewer
gystem is the best, and most
realistic and practical solution,
and in the best Interests of the
town,
“It is sbsolutely necessary to
solve the pollution and pot-
ential health problems in the
proposed sewered area, and
provide for the future physical,
economic, and social growth of
Coventry."

The council then offers the
following llst for voters to con-
sider:

“Coventry has a pollution
problem which will get more
severe without the proposed
sewer system. s

“Coventry's share o'be the

project had to re-
:u‘g:;ﬂto the $6.5 million bonded
debt Uimit. The original project
which was designed around the
needs of the area was reduced
in scope when it became ap-
parent that the cost is beyond
the amount we are legally per-
mitted to pay for sewers, Sewer
costs will not atfect the town's
ability to bond for achools.

“No ‘far lesa oxpensive' sys-
tem exists that would satisfy
the immediate sanitary needs of
this area.

Reduced Oost

“The University of Connecti-
cut, Mansfield Training School,
and Town of Manafield partici-
pation in the system reduces
Coventry's cost of construction
by approximately half a milllon
dollars. The annuel operation
cost will also be less on &
shared basis. The only
‘disproportionately assigned
cost to Coventry taxpayers' is
in favor of the Coventry tax-
yers.,

" “No +hospital is proposed
by the state for the Olsen
property. There s absolutely
no relationship between the
Connecticut Park and Foreat
Commission’a desire to

the Nathan Hale Forest and the
proposed sewer system.

‘““The Planning and Zoning
Commission has the power for
‘upgrading of zoning regula-
tions' in the lake area as recent-
ly confirmed by Town Attorney
John Shea.

‘‘There s no concrete
evidence that tells us the degree
of population incresse which
would result from sewers, We
can be sure that there will be
an increase regardless of the
future of sewers. It is well
known and documented that
Eastern Connecticut will grow
as the population moves out
from Hartford. Sewers may ac-
celerate this growth, However,
the important Issue concerns

primarily in the form of single
family homea.

“Last year the tax burden of
schooling one child was over
$500, A famlly with two chil-

would cost the town more
is received through taxes.
these new  houses
e two children, Saw-

s allow the type of de-
velopment, such as one and
two-bedroom apartments and
small businesses, that would
not place such a burden on the
tax rolls,

“The system s expensive,
but the council has never sald
otherwise. However, this sys-
tem was cheaper in 1065 and
will be more expensive in 1975
(approximately $20 mililion)."

Finally, the counci] asks,
“for those in the proposed sew-
er area, consider what a new
septic system will cost in the
next 15 years, Consider what it
will cost to replace a waler
supply if it becomes contam-
inated from malfunctioning
septic systems. For those not in
the sewered ares, consider the
increase in property taxes with-
out & b'mr'md economy,
also consider the possibility

v

that sewers will be extended in-
to your area in the future. Bear
in mind that sewers will in-
crease the value of all Coven-
try property.”

On the other side of the coin
is RRP which calis itselt “‘Cov-
entry’s dissident group.' It
feels that a close look at the en-
vironmental aspect of this ‘situ.
stion is in order.

“In recent years, the words
‘ecology’, ‘environment’. and
‘pollution' are In everyday use.
They are frequently used in
newspapers, magazines and the
broedcasting fields, causing
emotional responses from the
public,

“RRP  belleves the Town
Council is using these emotions
to get approval for a gsewerage
system far larger than that
needed to control the sanitary
problem and one which could
in fact create a situation of
greater pollution.

Lake Pollution

‘“The council presents Coven-
try Lake as s cesspool. We can-
not deny that pollution exists,
the question to ank is how great
fa it? From a survey done this
fall, it seems about three per-
cent of the homes in the lake
area were contributing to
pollution. It is possible that in
a wet season, this could be high-
er. But will sewers solve the
people, the greater the concen-
tration of pollutants.

*People produce pollutants in
o varlety of forms, and the
greater the concentration of
pollutants,

“The PZC has argued that
sewers would open up several
thousand small lots around the
lake, causing a large increase
in population hence a large in-
crease In pollution. The
sewerage system will not solve
the problem of solid wastes
such as garbage, junk cars and

gases.

“RRP points out that much of
our pollution problem stems
from run-off during storms, and
yet no provision for storm sew-
ers is included in this sewage
plan. Naturalists say that the
land will be changed from Iits
native state to make way for
more roads, houses and
shopping facilities thus displac-
ing natural things. °

“If the environment s the
justification for the sewage sys-
tem, why have the town man-
ager and chairman of the Town
Counci] stated that the plan is
designed to facllitate the growth
of the town? It [s clear that
growth (which Is not neces-
sarily progress), especlally un-
controlled growth, is violation
of environment, Instead of cur-
ing, the solution may kill

“It 1s also distressing to note
that due to the fact that this
sewer pystem proposes a Soc-
ondary treagment plant, the
town of Coventry, at {ts present
population, will discharge about
70,000 gallons per day of un-
treated sewage into the Willl-
mantic River. A tertiary treat-
ment plant is the only answer
for people of integrity and con-
cern.'

Young’s Body

LAGOS, Nigeria (AP) — A
U.8. Alr Force 0135 arrived In
Lagos today to fly the body of
Whitney M. Young Jr. to New
York as American civil rights
activists, African and U.S. polit-
ical leaders and representatives
of American industry gathered
to eulogize him.

President Nixon dispatched
the giant jet sent after Young,
executive director of the Nation-
al Urban League, died Thursday
while swimming in the Atlantic.

The results of an autopsy per-
formed Friday were not made
public. But reliable sources sald
Young, who was 49, died from a
heart attack and intake of wa-
ter.
