About 3 ,000  
Viet Troops 
Leave Laos

SAIGON (AP) — The South 
Vietnamese Command an­
nounced today that It haa with­
drawn between 2,000 and 3,000 
of Ite troops from Laos in the 
past two days, leaving about 
18,000 over the border.

Evidence mounted that the 
Saigon government is beginning 
to close out its campaign in 
Laos after nearly six weeks.

"Some South Vietnamese 
units which were heavily en­
gaged by the enemy were pulled 
bock to South Vietnam. There 
have been no replacements,”  
Lt. Col. Tran Van An told news­
men at the i^ g o n  command’s 
dally briefing.

Some c t Saigon’s troops at the 
Ham Nghi forward headquar­
ters were reported packing to 
return to rear headquarters. 
More than 100 empty trucks 
were assembled at Ham Nghi, 
and the troops were loading 
them with desks, beds and other 
supplies and furnishings.

Some bunkers were emptied. 
Tents also were dismantled.

Brig. Gon. Fham Van Phu, 
commander of the South Viet­
n a m ^  1st Infantry Division, 
and his entire 1st Regiment— 
about 1,500 men—had been pull­
ed out of Laos after being cut 
up and demoralized by weeks 
of heavy North Vietnamese at­
tacks.

Phu acknowledged to news­
men at Hem Nghi that nearly 
300 men of the regiment had 
been killed or wounded in five 
dajrs of fighting this week 
around Fire Base Lolo and 
Landing Zone Brown, on a 
ridgeline south of Highway 9 in 
Laos. Vietnamese sources in 
Saigon said another 200 troops 
are unaccounted for.

The .general said his troops 
had completed three {biases of 
the cwnpalgn, including a 
2,000-man sweep of Highway 
914, one of the key arteries of 
the Ho Chi Mlnh trail. It runs 
southeast of Sepone back to­
ward the South .Vietnamese bor­
der.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
Senate Appropriations Commit­
tee voted 17 to 5 today to restore 
full fimding for a  federally sub­
sidized sfipersonic transport 
plane.

The committee vote which 
was counter to Thursday’s vote 
In the House eliminating SST 
spending was denounced by Sen. 
William Proxmlre, D-Wls., who 
said he will campaign to make 
sure the full Senate goes along 
with the House view.

But two committee members. 
Sen. Hiram Fong, R-Hawali, 
and Gale McGee, D-Wyo., 
changed positions from last 
year voting for the SST appro­
priation.

Sen. Margaret Case Smith, 
R-Malne, also changed position 
to vote for SST spending but 
told newsmen this does not nec­
essarily indicate what position 
she will take when the appropri­
ation comes to a vote on the 
Senate floor.

Earlier today Senate Demo­
cratic Leader Mike Mansfield 
said that if the Senate agrees 
with the House and refuses 
more money for Uje SST “ that 
ought to be the end of It.”

And Republican Leader Hugh 
Scott said the White House 
would have to “ take a brand 
new look” at the whole Issue.

Ronald L. Ziegler, White 
House press secretary, ex­
pressed again Oie Nixon admin­
istration’s hope the Senate 
would restore funds to continue 
the construction of two SST pro­
totypes.

Ziegler said the administra­
tion hopes the Senate, in its de­
bate, will recognize that there 
are many thous^lnds of jobs in­
volved in the development cf the 
prototypes.

Study Puts Cost Overruns 
At $33 Billion on Weapons

WASHINGTON — A General 
Accounting Office (GAO) study 
discloses that cost overruns on 
01 weapons systems have 
reached $33.4 billion, an aver­
age of $300 million apiece.

The report blames this state 
of affairs on, among other 
things, “ deliberate underesti­
mating.’ ’ AddlUonal factors cit­
ed are “ unanUcipated develop­
ment difficulties, faulty plan­
ning, poor management, bad 
estimating,’ ’ inflation and the 
desire to exploit new technolo­
gy-

Of the $33.4 billion in “ cost 
growth,’ ’ the term favored by 
the Pentagon, some $3.5 billion 
took place before any produc- 
UcHi began. This sum is the dif­
ference between the first esti­
mates the Pentagon prepared 
to get money from Congress 
and later estimates made when 
the preliminary designs were 
completed.

That disclosure supports Pen­
tagon criUcs who charge that 
the military consciously have 
misled Ctongress to get pro­
grams started.

The 84-page study Is entitled 
“ Acquisition of Major Weapon 
Systems”  and is due to be re­
leased publicly later today. An

advance copy was obtained by 
the Washington Post,

It examines major sj^stems 
which are still being developed 
or produced. These were initial­
ly advertised to cost $83.6 bil­
lion by June 30, 1970. The ser­
vices estimated the systems 
would cost $117 billion. No more 
current estimate of cost in­
creases is provided nor is there 
any meeisure of the yearly in­
crease.

The biggest overrun, $3 bil­
lion is attributed to the Navy’s 
Mark 48 torpedo. Next comes 
the Air Force Minuteman III 
missile, up $2.9 billion over its 
criginal estimate.

Third on the list is a  new 
class of Navy Destroyer, the 
DD-963. However, a substantial 
share of its $2.4 billion cost 
growth simply reflects the pur­
chase of more ships. The 
Navy’s new F-14 Fighter is 
next, recording a $2.1 billion 
cost gain, again largely be­
cause more are to be bought 
then originally planned.

Some of the more famous pro­
grams with cost overruns do not 
rank high on the list, largely 
because the skyrocketing in­
creases have Induced their 
sponsors to trim them, back. 
Thus the C-5A, reduced from

(AP) — Gov­
ernment investigators sifted the 
records of a tiny IlUnols rail­
road and an even smaller mys­
tery company today in an at­
tempt to find out how more than 
$1 million worth of Penn Central 
fr e i^ t  cars disappeared. A  U.S. 
attorney said the cars apparent­
ly were stolen.

Joseph Cinotto Jr., general 
manager of the La Seille tc Bu­
reau County R a i l r o a d  —a 
freight-only line with a mere 15 
miles of trackage—termed the 
disappearance “ a terrible mis­
take.”

U.S. Atty. Louis C. Bechtle 
Philadelphia reported Thursday 
that 2T7 Penn Central Railroad 
cairs vanished since early 1970 
after being diverted onto the La 
Salle tracks. He said the cars 
apparently were stolen in 
s^tch ing operations.

” I really don’t know what 
happened,”  said Cinotto. ” I 
really can’t say any more.”

Office employes at the little 
rail line in north-central Illinois

said the cars supposedly were 
the property of a  mystery com­
pany which painted on new 
identifying marks and leased 
them to other railroads.

FBI agents seized the records 
of the La Salle line and of Mag­
na Earth Ei^erprises, Inc., 
which rented a one-room office 
and some shop space from the 
railroad.

An FBI spokesman said 
agents were checking for possi­
ble violations of the federal in­
terstate transportation of stolen 
property law and the fraud by 
wire law. He said 27 cars with 
Penn Central markings painted 
over had been found in La­
Salle’s yards.

The Federal Task Force on 
Organized Crime has joined the 
investigation and a railroad 
source said, ’ ’There is more 
there than meets the eye.”

"Warren (Kimbro) and George 
Sams were walking behind him 
and they both had guns,”  Mrs. 
Hudgins said, adding that Rack- 
ley’s hands were tied. Earlier, 
she said, Lonnie McLucas, the 
only other Panther to stand tri­
al BO far In the Rackley slay­
ing, told her, “ I’m going to take 
the brother (Rackley) to the 
bus stop. I ’ll be right back.”

Kimbro and Sams both have 
pleaded guilty to second-degree 
murder in toe Rackley case. 
Kimbro has admitted shooting 
Rackley, and Sams said he 
gave the order to kill Rackley. 
Sams maintains that he was 
acting under orders from Seale.

Mrs. Hudgins, a surprise wit­
ness when she was called Thurs­
day as toe prosecution’s first 
witness in toe Seale-Hugglns 
case, once faced capital charges 
in toe same case w d  was a 
defense witness at toe McLucas 
trial.

Attorneys for Seale and Mrs.

tor Stanislaw Skrowaczewski.

Mr. Skrowaczewski, who has 
been with the orchestra for ten 
years now, must have been 
pretty young when he started 
this association, for he is no 
graybeard even now. He chose 
a rather esoteric program 
comprising Bartok’s “ Diverti­
mento for String Orchestra,” 
and the Fifth Symphony by An­
ton Bruckner, neither very well 
known to the average concert- 
goer.

Make no mistake about it, the 
Minnesota is a very fine orches­
tra. At times it sounded like the 
finest around; at other times it 
sounded very definitely down 
around sixth or seventh place. 
In other words, it is uneven in 
its accomplishments. 'Die string

section definitely has the capa­
bilities of being at least tied for 
first place with any orchestra 
in the country, althou^ it 
doesn't always live up to this 
promise.

Not since the days when 
Koussevitsky conducted the 
Boston have I heard a string 
section that could achieve 
such a ravishing, breathless, 
pianissimo as was demonstrated 
last night during the slow move­
ment of the Bartok. It made 
Ormandy sound like Montovani.

On the other hand Mr. Skro­
waczewski does not have a 
truly definitive beat and at 
times the ensemble was a shade 
ragg;ed. In fact I was surprised 
it wasn't more so. Still the con­
ductor provided a thoroughly 
well-reasoned interpretatlcm of 
this work which is none too 
easily understood. He had an 
over all 'grasp of the music that 
lent excellent ccdierence to the 
rather abstruse melodic line 
and structure.

The Bruckner, of course, em­
ployed the full resources of the 
orchestra, and displayed some 
of its weaknesses to boot. I can­
not get excited about the trum­
pets and trombones as exem- 
pTjied last evening. Since they 
were heard in only one num­
ber it is impossible to say whe­
ther they or the conductor are 
at fault.

Bruckner, who was an organ­
ist, employed the brasses to 
sound like a huge organ in a 

.church. This was an entirely 
different conception from his 
contemporary, Mahler, who 
liked to make symphonic brass­
es sound like a marching band. 
Last night the brass sounded 
fine for Mahler, but in very 
poor taste for Bruckner.

This is a very long and dif­
fuse symphony and Mr. Skro­
waczewski managed to make it 
about as coherent as possible. 
At present Bruckner is enjoy­
ing a sort of revival among the 
musical cognoscenti. For years 
he was neglected almost entire­
ly because of the extreme 
length of his compositions.

Today audiences sit through 
his works and academicians 
mouth praises over the music, 
but actually I remain uncon-

There are many noble 
thoughts in Bruckner, but in 
general he did not have enough 
of them to warrant the exces­
sive length of his compositirms.

Personally I think he sounds 
like what he was, a serious 
organ-pusher who liked to im­
provise on his Instrument and 
thought nothing of making 
arbitrary pauses while he 
changed the “ registration”  of 
his instrument. He achieved 
some excellent orchestral soror­
ities, patterning after Wagner, 
but I still feel he did not really 
understand the orchestra. (I’ll 
probably hear from the Bruck­
ner Society of America for that 
one).

If you visit the national 

bridge tournament in Atlanta 
you’ll discover that it’s an un­
usual sport: The players pay, 
but the kibitzers are admitted 
free of charge. You'll also dis­
cover that in an unusually large 
number of hands the final con­
tract is notrump. The extra 10 
points lure tournament players 
into unsafe contracts.

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All In The Family?
The handsome gold medallion bears 

the legend “ Family of Man Award," 
and the award is given by the CkHmcll 
of Churches of the City of New York.

In the past, this award has gone to 
such as Presidents Elsenhower, Ken­
nedy, Johnstsi, and Nixon and, last 
year. Mayor John Lindsay.

This year, it was somehow originally 
scheduled to Bob Hope, on the theory 
that he had made some special con­
tribution to mankind. News ot this creat- 

' ed an uproar among some of the clergy­
men in the Council, and they created 
such a storm that the Council felt forced 
to change its idans. It took, as its most 
graceful out, an emergency decision . to 
give Its award posthumously to Whitney 
M. Young, Jr., the black civil rights 
lefider, and a gentleman who may, in­
deed, have made some special contribu­
tion to mankind.

The clergymen who objected to Bob 
Hope as a  recipient t^parently based 
their aversion to him on what they call­
ed his “ uncritical endorsement of the 
mlUtary eatabUshment and the Indo­
china w ar" rather than on any sensi­
tivity to his particular brand of humor.

So doing, they raised the standing is­
sues of our time, and perhaps of all 
time, which nobody seems able to an­
swer to the saUsfacUon of everybody 
else.

Is God a Liberal or is He a Conserva­
tive?

Is God a  Pacifist or a  Militarist or a 
Necessltist?

Each of us may prefer one kind of an­
swer to such questions, but none of us 
can know that the answer which happens 
to ai^ieal to us is the only right answer.

L.et us suppose, to try to reach for a 
solution, that God is neither Liberal nor 
Conservative, neither Pacifist nor 
Militarist, but exists and operates on 
some higher level on which He is God, 
and Grace, to each and to all of these, 
so Ibng as they possess sincerity in their 
beliefs and practices.

In that case, cme might suggest, for a 
true “Family of Man" joint citation this 
year, a triirfe program with medals for 
Hope (HI <»e side, the memory of Whit­
ney Young in the middle, and the 
Fathers Berrlgan on the left.

Not Merely Hybrid Seeds
The most familiar and repetitive pat­

tern of our times is that of the supposed 
advance which ^ther ^ velops unex­
pected bcuiklosh or, in the erui, actually 
compounds the difficulties of the prob­
lem it was intended to solve.

The pat examine of the moment is the 
growing concern among our agricultural 
scientists over the poasiUUty that some 
of their own miracles may be providing 
an opening to new curses.

The miracle hybrids of our time have 
been bred with varying goals in mind — 
quantity of producti(», so that plants 
produce more heavily; regularity of pro­
duction, so mat the y i ^  throughout a 
field will mature on one time schedule; 
and resistance to known plant disease, 
so that leas care and less spraying will 
be necessary.

We are still in the high tide cf miracu­
lous success in such endeavors and in 
our achievement of such goals.

Last summer, however, a  leaf blight 
fungus hit parts of the nattim’s  seed com  
crop and sent a ripple of fear and cau- 
Uou througfamit the nation’s agricultural 
scientist community.

SomdKiw, in their breeding of disease- 
reelatant, heavy and uniform-yielding

com, they had also bred in a susceptibil­
ity to a new disease.

They may find where their breeding 
went wrong, and switch a few genes 
around, and escape from the danger.

A few years ago there was a similar 
alarm after the development of a new 
strain of oats, which had been bred to 
possess immunity from one fungal dis­
ease, but which proved helpless before 
another disease which hadn’t hitherto 
been considered a serious factor.

So, for the future, the alarm is up: 
“ Watch out that progress and cure dcin’t 
beccnne Invasion routes for new pesti­
lence and trouble.’ ’

What can haippen with hybrid seeds 
ke^ps threatening to haipen In other 
fields, as If It were. Indeed, the pattern 
for our times and our troubles.

We have to be wary about miracle 
dmgs. Hospitals, the symbols of the best 
possible care, have been known to breed 
their own surprise Infections. Welfare 
systadns become self-proliferating and 
eventually qeli-dcicated ministers. It Is 
our ciHicem with security, personal or 
naUiHial, which often builds our greatest 
danger. We keep reaching for more 
democracy and then threaten to drown 
In It. We m<yve more news faster and 
react to it less.

But then we didn’t do so much better 
in the days when we weren’t straining 
this way. All we did, then, was get us 
where we are today.

Detergent Hysteria
The growing volume of shrill voices in 

legislative bodies throughout the land 
seeking to rule out of existence deter­
gents whi(di cixitain phosphates Is an 
amazing socio-political pheiunnenim. In 
the hysteria vriiipped up by glib consum- 
erists and fueled by pathetic letters to 
the editors of influential newspapers 
whose piHiderous editorials and slanted 
“ news stories”  pixmd the drums of war 
against detergents, the real scientific 
and technical facts are overl<x>ked or ig­
nored. ^

Amcmg these facts:
1. Neither detergents nor pluwphates 

are toxic ( a point we were glad to see 
made in the article, ‘ "The Detergent Di­
lemma,’ ’ in the January issue of “ G<x>d 
Himsekeeping’ ’ magazine).

2. ’Ihe role of phosphaten In eutro- 
{dUcatlon is a h lg^y complex <xie <m 
which there Is ccnijslderable disagree­
ment in the scientific community. How, 
for example, explain the fact that bodies 
of water In different parts of the coun­
try receiving comparable quantities of 
phosphates do not manifest the same 
symptoms of eutrophication?

3. Commercial detergents, the effec­
tiveness of iriilch has been enhanced by 
developments In phosphates, are super­
ior cleaning agents that have made an 
Immense contributiim to sanitation and 
health. A ban on detergents containing 
phosphates could have serious cixise- 
quences that are overlooked completely 
by politicians, ccHisumerists and pseudcv 
experts. Su(A a step could mean the 
elimination of dk^washlng detergents 
both in the home and in commercial and 
InsUtuttonal restaurants. For these pitxl- 
ucts, there is hxiay simply no ieplace- 
ment for phosphates.

4. It takes from eight to 10 years to 
bring a new chemical from test tube to 
commercial producton. With the volun­
tary withdrawal of NTA as a  partial re­
placement for phosphate, detergent pro­
ducers must start all Over again in their 
quest for a safe, effective substance. ' 
Setting deadlines of cme year or 18 
mixiths to come up with a  satisfactory 
replacement material is not only unreal­
istic but foolhardy since Insufficient 
time Is allowed for the necessary test 
work to provide, above all, the safe ma­
terial being sou ^t.

6. The real answer, and probably the 
CHily (Hie, Is a federally financed pro­
gram of expanded and Improved sewage 
treatment faidlities adequate to meet 
the needs of the skynxiketing pi^ulation 
of the U.S. is nothing short of a national 
scandal. To single out cleaning products 
as the sccqiegoat is completely unfair 
considering the unbdievable amcxmts of 
raw sewage from hundreds of munic­
ipalities, untreated and often toxic 
wastes from industrial plants and spill­
age from virtually every craft alfoot be­
ing poured Into our oceans, lakes and 
streaips.

Because of the rank injustice being 
visited upon producers ot detergents, 
the Soap 4k Detergent Assn, has begim a 
cixirt action in Akixm, O., seeking an in- 
junctton to prevent enforcement of a re­
cently passed ordinance In that city 
which would require the early reduction 
and eventual eliminaticHi of phosphates 
from detergents by June 30, 1972. Sim­
ilar action riipuld be Instituted else­
where, If necessary, to protect the indus­
try from being discriminated against in 
a way that has few parallels In history. 
Because banning detergents has become 
a political f<x>tball secixid to ncxie, a 
court of law, where hysteria can be 
checked at the door, is live only place 
detergents can receive a  fair hearing. —

WASHINGTON—The deadlock 

between the Nixon administra­
tion and Israel over total Is­
raeli withdrawal from the 

' Egyptian Sinai Peninsula now 
threatens an open break be­
tween the President and prom­
inent Democratic leaders.

With Mr. Nix(xi’s patient, 
strenuous diplomacy to defuse 
the Middle East now at a  cli­
mactic point, any su<di break 
would confront him with a new 
and potent political obstacle, 
carrying the danger of partisan 
conflict over Israel into the 
1972 I^esidentlal election.

Signs of restiveness among 
Democratic Presidential hope­
fuls are growing. Sen. George 
McGovern of South Dakota, who 
has forthrightly backed Mr. 
Nixon’s basic Midwest policy, 
has twice felt compelled to is­
sue “ clarifications”  because of 
private objections from Demo­
cratic politicians, both Jewish 
and non-Jewish, over his Mid­
east statements. Sen. Henry M. 
Jackson of Washington, a shad­
ow Presidential candidate, now 
demands Soviet withdrawal 
from Egypt as a (xmdltlcHi of an 
Israeli pullback from the Sinai.

Only hours after Secretary of 
State William P. Rogers’ 'Tues­
day press ccHiference appeal to 
Israel to withdraw completely 
from Sinai, Sen. (Birch Bayh of 
Indiana—also a Presidential 
hopeful—accused Rogers ot put­
ting too much pressure on Is­
rael.

More significant than public 
.attacks on the Administration is 
what leading Democrats are do­
ing privately. Sen. Hubert H. 
HumjArey recently sent a c<hi- 
fidential request direct to Presi­
dent Nix(m asking for a pri­
vate talk on the issue of Sharm 
el Sheikh—the strategic en­
trance to the Gulf ot Aqaba.

Humphrey, who wants to 
make another run for the Presi­
dency, privately claims that the 
State Department position on 
total Israeli withdrawal does 
not represent a Nixon policy 
commitment. He tells intimates 
that when the President under­
stands how much support Israel

really has in this country for 
its refusal to withdraw from 
Sinai—and how gxxxl Israel’s 
case really is—he will under, 
cut his Secretary of State.

But in fact, there isn’t any 
basic disagreement between 
Rogers and the President. Thus, 
the former vice president’s 
deeper purpose Is to put the 
FTesident on notice that pres­
suring Israel could lead to a 
partisan split.

Just how much of this 
potentially serious break be­
tween the Administration and

of a  Sinai security force, as Mr. 
Ntxon wants, in view of its 
record in breaking the cease­
fire standstill along the Suez 
Oanal last summer; and sec­
ond, that Israel was betrayed 
the first tlm« it agreed to turn 
over the Sinai border to an in­
ternational security force and 
cannot be expected to take an­
other chance now.

In the present-day Middle 
East, President Nixon dismiss­
es both those arg i^ents as 
lawyers’ debating points. But 
for the liberal Democrats,

'This private (sontact between 
the Administration and Jewish 
leaders is still on a  low and 
well-modulated level. If the 
deadlock between Washington 
and Jerusalem continues, how­
ever, a noisy escalation is pre­
dictable and the visit here this 
weekend of Israeli Foreign Min­
ister Abba Eban might trigger 
It.

Eban has scheduled a meet­
ing writh some 29 Senators for 
early next week, most of them 
liberal Democrats, and he is ex­
pected to make two hard pidnts 
with great politi(»l appeal: 
First: A wtuming that the Soviet 
Union cannot be trusted as part

Nixini, they have great political 
appeal.

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Agricultural Act Provides 
Flexibility for Farmers
By DON K END AU .

A P  Farm Writer

WASHINGTON (AP) — Nixon 
administration farm officials 
say the biggest impact of the 
1970 Agricultural Act will be the 
added flexibility given farmers 
for planning and operating Ind- 
vidual enterprises.

But the AgriculturO Depart­
ment is largely in the dark on 
what to expect because of the 
additional decision-making the 
administration says farmers 
will have under basic programs 
for wheat, feed grains and hot- 
ton.

More will be known, officials 
say, after the completion of 
signups in the new programs on 
April 9. Then, according to 
^x>kesmen of the Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation 
Service, statisticians and econo­
mists will be able to piece to­
gether more clearly a  national 
view on how 1971 agriculture is 
shai^ng up.

Meantime, USDA officials an­
ticipate more com being plant­
ed this spring, an increase in 
spring wheat acreage, more 

'soybeans and barley but some 
d^line in oats acreage.

here are continuing and

sometimes subtle changes being 
made administratively in farm 
program procedures which also 
inject further unknown factors 
into the overall picture.

A recent development was the 
easing of "conserving base" re­
strictions requiring farmers to 
abide strictly with historic land 
uses for soU-building crops and 
practices.

(bounty ASC committees now 
have greater authority to adjust 
downward a farm’s conserving 
base acreage for any bona fide 
change in production patterns. 
USDA officials say they expect 
only minimal additional acreage 
to be brought back into crop 
production this year.

'Die key feature of the new 
farm law is a "set-aside” proce­
dure which permits a partlciped- 
ing farmer to take from produc­
tion a share of his ctt^land and 
then be free to plant as much as 
he chooses on the remainder.

Carroll G. Brunthaver, associ­
ate administrator of ASCS, cites 
as an example a Dakota farm 
having 968 acres in crop land. 
Last year, operating on the old, 
stricter allotment program, the 
farm had a wheat allotment of 
168 acres, a  feed grains base of 
84 jLcres and 246 acres in con­

serving base because about 
one-third of the farm normally 
is fallowed.

Last year, that farmer plant­
ed 168 acres of wheat, 84 acres 
of barley and 98 acres of oats. 
The remaining 318 acres was 
kept out of production.

In 1971, the same farm can 
specialize in wheat. Assuming 
that the 246-acre conserving 
base is left unchanged (it could 
be lowered under the new au­
thority), the operator can "set 
aside" 57 acres from produc­
tion, leaving him 365 acres to 
plant—all of it wheat if he 
chooses.

Not <Hily does the new pro- 
gfram allow the Dakota farmer 
15 more acres to put in crops 
this year, the ASCS points out, 
but, more importantly, permits 
him to manage his crops as he 
sees fit.

"H ie same principle applies 
to producers in the middle of 
the Oom Belt,” the ASCS says. 
"The many farmers who have 
planted small acreages of wheat 
can be expected to drop that 
crop as' unprofitable, maintain 
their conserving bases (again, 
subject to adjustment) and ‘set- 
aside’ acreage under both the 
wheat and feed grains programs 
and devote their farms to com 
—or com and soybeans.”

The 'ASCS says there are indi­
cations that farmers in North 
Dakota and South Dakota, who 
feel com blight could cut fur­
ther into feed supplies, "are re­

sponding to ^ s  potential short­
age by increasing the acreage 
devoted to com and barley as 
well as 0y'going to more spring 
wheat for a cash cix^.”

Administration farm officials 
are optimistic that the new pro­
gram vriilch puts a greater reli­
ance on free markets and less 
on strict government controls 
and payments, not only will pro­
vide more decision-making to 
farmers but actually will im­
prove net incomes.

Exports, which claim one out 
of every five crop acres, are 
thriving and last year totaled a 
record $7.2 billion. Brisk de­
mand is expected to continue.

But USDA forecasters thus 
far have been saying that 1971 
net farm income may be d^wn 
some from the $15.8 blUion of 
last year. Hog producers are 
still in trouble because of near- 
record pork supplies, and a 
number of other commodities 
are still potential trouble spots.

Overriding much of the pic­
ture is the great uncertainty on 
what com blight will do this 
year. No one is making firm 
predictions, although some have 
expressed confidence that be­
cause of larger plantings the 
1971 output will more than offset 
last year’s losses.

Blight, drought tmd other fac­
tors dropped com prospects last 
year by 15 per cent, from 4.8 bil­
lion bushels expected in July to 
4.1 billion reported by USDA as 
harvested.

Parishes Donate 
Q u i c k  $100,000 
To Help Schools
HAR’TFORD (AP) — Ninety- 

two parishes in the Roman 
Catholic Archdiocese of Hart­
ford have raised approximately 
$10S,(XX> in an emergency col­
lection aimed at alleviating the 
fiscal problems of parochial _ 
schools.

The collections were conduct­
ed last Sunday in all churches 
in the Hartford Archdiocese. 
The contributions reported are 
from Hartford, New Haven and 
Litchfield counties, representing 
about half the perishes in the 
archdiocese.

"On the basis of the returns 
to date,”  Gilbert R. Boutin, 
chairman of the archdiocesan 
school board said ’Thursday,

. "we estimate that this emer­
gency collection will yield ap­
proximately $230,000 for the 
benefit of several Catholic 
schools in critical financial 
need."

Reports from all other 
parishes should be in within the 
next week and the total collec­
tion determined, Boutin said.

Guidelines and applications 
for grants from the Emergency 
Catholic Schools Collection Fund 
have been mailed to pastors of 
all 102 parish schools in the 
archdiocesan school system.

Students of Mr. Arthur 

Glaeser’s  Western Civilization 
class attended a symposium on 
the Middle East at Yale Univer­
sity Monday. ’The one - day 
school, sponsored by the Con­
necticut League of Women’s 
Voters In cooperation with Yale, 
was entiUed ‘ "n ie Fateful Mid- 
east” .

Hie students met In Hartford, 
and went to New Haven by 
train. Upon arriving at the Uni­
versity, Mr. Glaeser, a Yale 
alumnus, offered a short guided 
tour of the campus.

The seminar began at 10 
o’ clock. Each delegate receiv­
ed a kit which included a 
schedule for the day’s activl- 
Ues, a  short biography of the 
speakers, a map of the Mid- 
east, a chronology at Arab-Is- 
raeli* relations, and a copy of 
the Ifovember 1967 United Na­
tions resolution.

Hie entire session was video­
taped by W n C —TV.

’The morning session consist­
ed of three presentaUons. Rich­
ard Nolte, executive director of 
the Institute of Chirrent World 
Affairs and a former U.S. am­
bassador to Egypt, discussed 
Arab positions. Israeli view­
points were related by Ogden 
Reid, a  congressman from New 
York and a  former U. S. am­
bassador to Israel. Landrum 
Bolling, president of Eeurlham 
College and chairman of the In­
ternational Quaker Working 
Party on the Middle East, ex­
pressed his views <m the possl- 
Mllties for accomodation.

Bean Contest

Seems Close

By now, nearly everyone 
knows that Sock and Buskin is 
presenting "Summertree”  to­
night. You probably even have 
a general idea of what the play 
is about. But do you know why 
we’re presenting it?

"Summertree”  Is a play about 
the life of a young man killed 
in Vietnam. You know that; 
you’ve been hearing it for the 
past two weeks. But it also 
shows what brought the Young 
Man to Vietnam and, even 
more importantly, asks why Is 
he there. Although the play dis­
cusses the "generation gap” , 
education, marriage, and the 
break-up of famUy life In Amer­
ica, the playwright, Ron Cowen, 
writes most strongly against 
lyar, using Vietnam in much 
the same way that Bertolt 
Brecht used the Thirty Years 
Wqr in “ Mother Courage.”

The atUtude of most people 
toward war seems to be toat of 
"enlightened apathy” . They 
know war Is wrong but they 
are either too frustrated or just 
don’t care enough to do any­
thing about it. "Summertree”  is 
to show people what their 
apathy is doing not only to 
American youth but to all 
Americans.

“ Patriotic”  is a term right­
wingers, reactionaries, and 
John BIrchers like to reserve 
for themselves. But patriotism 
is more than ” My country ... 
right or wrong.”  It is a concern 
for one’s country and the honest 
effort to make it a better place 
to live. This apathy toward war 
and other vital problems of our 
times, this irresponsibility, 
shows a lack of patriotism on 
the part of all Americans.

War might be human nature, 
but it can be avoided in many 
cases. In spite of published re­
ports that the U.S. is pulling 
out of Vietnam, the war has 
been extended to Laos and Cam­
bodia. Our men are still dying! 
And what about boys who don’t 
want to go to war. They can 
go to Jail or to Canada. A 

-  whole generation Is trapped. 
Contrary to the tone this art­

icle may present. Sock and 
Buskin is not trying to offend 
anyone. We’re not trying to 
force people to see the issues 
from Just one viewpoint. Sum­
mertree doesn’t. Just list a set 
of facts, it asks questions. The 
play doesn’t end with the Young 
Man’s death, it ends with the 
audience; their reactions and 
their attitudes. It ends with 
each individual audience mem-

Israeli Foreign Minister 
s Talks Not DeadlockedSay

WASHINGTON (AP) — Deny­
ing the Mideast peace talks 
have reached an impasse, For­
eign Minister Abba Eban says 
Israel wlU not swerve from de­
mands that border security be 
part of any settlement with 
Egypt.

Eban, talking with newsmen 
after day-long conferences with 
Secretary of State William P. 
Rogers and other U.S. officials 
Friday, said there had been no 
American pressure to change 
Israel’s negotiating position. 
Such pressure would do no good, 
he said.

"W e cannot sacrifice our 
Icxig-term Interests for short­
term harmony”  with the United 
States, Eban said. "W e will, if 
necessary, fight alone.”

The Israeli diplomat denied a 
suggestion, advanced earlier by 
Rogers, that the peace talks are 
deadlocked.

“ What would create a dead­
lock," he added, “ Is the Insist­
ence that Israel must sign on 
the dotted line" an agreement

SAIGON (A P )— North

’The battalion suffered 20 men 
killed and 50 wounded In one of 
a  seriea of heavy fights on both 
sides of Highway 9 in southern 
Laos, eight to 14 miles from  the 
Vietnam border.
