Professors^ Computer 
Optimistic on Economy

NEW YORK (AP) — Partially 
forgotten amidst concern that 
the 1971 Gross National Product 
will fall short of President Nix­
on's goals are the long-range 
prospects, which are decidedly, 
overwhelmingly bullish.

The President's goal is a GNP 
of $1,066 trillion. The cold ana­
lyses of ncMigovemment eccmo- 
mlsts is that the figure Is easily 
$20 billion too high, a conclusion 
supported by the slow pace of 
recoveiy so far Uils year.

That $20 billion difference 
looms large on the scene right 
now, wdth Implications for jobs, 
taxes, urban redevelopment, 
corporate profits, the stock and 
bond markets and, of course, 
for next year's national elec­
tions.

In the perspective of 10 years, 
however, it doesn't seem at all 
as Important as it does now. 
After all, wdiat's a mere $20 bil­
lion when the 1980 GNP Is fore­
cast to be more than $900 billion 
laiger than that of 1970?

That's the estimate of Profs. 
Roes Preston and Lawrence R. 
Klein o f the Wharton School's 
Econometric Forecasting As­
sociates, who built a  symbolic 
economy of numbers that is ma­
nipulated through various equa­
tions.

The elaborate econometric 
technique—the word suggests 
economics, measurement and 
mathematics—takes place on a 
computer. Over simplified. If 
you put in certain quantities, 
you should obtain a  certain re­
sult.

That result shows the GNP 
rising from $1.0476 trillion this 
year to $1.9972 trillion by the end 
of 1980, although the authors 
concede Uiat 2.8 to 3 per cent in­
flation per year is built Into 
their projections.

“ In human terms this holds 
the promise of a decade of 
peace and welfare—^human ben­
efits for almost everybody,”  
said Preston.

“ Personal disposable Income 
will alnu>st double, total profits 
will rise, the hours we work 
will decline, and federal, state

and local budgets will have sev­
eral years when they are bal­
anced,”  Preston added.

“ Aren't you a bit optimis­
tic?”  Preston was asked. Back 
came an emphatic no. If sound 
policies are used, he said, the 
results are entirely attainable, 
but he did concede that sound 
policies often are sidetracked or 
derailed.

You must also accept the as­
sumptions on which the projec­
tions are made, namely, that 
the Vietnam war will end by the 
close cf 1972 and that, as the 
President expressed the hope 
recently, no other major wars 
will be waged.

(Further assumptions, the fed­
eral government will turn more 
of its attention to rebuilding cit­
ies, combatting iwUutlon, and 
revitalizing our social and eco­
nomic envimunent, all o f which 
were starved for funds in the 
'60s.

The model foresees unemploy­
ment declining from a 0.96 per 
cent rate In 1971 to 4.27 by 1980, 
and an inflation rate of 2.6 to 3 
per cent a year, which is consid­
ered acceptable by the authors.

The assumption that requires 
great faith to accept is that al­
most all the money that was 
going into Vietnam will go into 
domestic programs that twill 
help renew the nation’s 
strength.

But trtiat if we do have a 
war? The authors, being practi­
cal men, tossed that possibility 
to the computer and it respond­
ed with a  forecast of a  GNP that 
would fall $40 billion short of the 
$2 trillion mark.

But there Is a much, much 
greater differtnce between war 
spending, “ exploding part of the 
economy,”  and spending for 
those domestic issues referred 
to, Prescott explained. A war 
might produce short-term prof­
its immediately but weaken the 
economy over-all, he said.

A war—1974-76, one-half the 
size of Vietnam—might reduce 
GNP only $40 bllUon for the 10- 
year perioid, he said, but It 
would create imbalances that 
might slow exp€uislon Euid weak­
en the economy for years 
ahead.

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Som ething Slower Than Sound
To the news that Rallpax has gracious­

ly consented to continue some pcussenger ' 
service from New York to Hartford and 
Springfield we mdght respond with a  sar- 
ctLstic "thanks for nothing.”

Here,, as elsewhere In the nation, the 
new authority of maintaining and 
operating passenger service on the rail­
ways is starting out with a scale of serv­
ice which has to be rated a pitilul 
minimum.

But, if Rallpax meets its own respon­
sibilities, there will be one change in 
this minimum service, which could lead 
on to others.

The few trains Rallpax does keep run­
ning are supposed to be clean trains, 
comfortable trains, on-time trains, ac­
cident-protected trains, so that they of­
fer the people in the territories through 
and to which they run a kind of travel 
opportunity which has been missing from 
the routine railroad operation for at 
least two decades.

If Railpax does provide such a stand­
ard of service, there should be little 
doubt about the public resiionse. It would 
be, as it has been with the Metroliner 
service between New York and Wash­
ington, lo turn back to rail travel as the 
convenient, comfortable, luxury mode of 
travel.

If this happens, there is going to be 
justification for the scheduling of addi­
tional trains, on additional routes.

That is the bright, hopeful possibility 
which lies ahead of this initial Railpax 
guarantee of a minimum service.

When we turn from that hopeful possi­
bility to the prospect that the recovery 
of rail patronage may go slow, even if 
the service proves good immediately, we 
find one phase of the Railpax prospectus 
we ought never to accept. This is the 
threat that. If this or that passenger 
route should fall to turn profitable as an 
individual operation, Railpax would then 
have the privilege of abandoning it al­
together.

The least that ought to be required of 
Railpax in the public interest, no matter 
what its operating experience profit- 
wise, is that this very pitiful minimum 
of service with vriilch it begins shall be 
maintained and kept in iteration  re­
gardless. We can afford to run losing 
operations on sections of the national 
network much better than we can run 
the risk of destrosrlng the minimum net­
work concept. Let the national passenger 
service deteriorate downgrade farther 
and we shall rate day be sorry. And to 
keep experimenting and pioneering to­
ward more exotic modes of travel, and 
yet neglect a fundameirtal asset we still 
have within our grasp would be costly 
folly. A civilization which can send 
rockets o^  at 28,000 miles an hour ought 
to be able to run trains at 100.

The Senators handling' the matter are 
inclined to think this kind of ratification 
would not accomplish very much for the 
United States image, e^iecially since the 
United Nations, In the only semi-official 
specification of just what the Geneva 
Protocol does seek to outlaw, included 
tear gas and defoliants. For the moment, 
then, the Senate is reluctant to ratify, 
preferring to wait for the White House 
and the Pentagon to be ready and will­
ing to give up tear gas and defolitot.

There are sub-atguments which cut 
both ways. The Senators have heard 
some witnesses testify that tear gas and 
defoliants are of little practical military 
value, after all. The other side argues 
that the use of such weapims, which do 
not kill directly themselves, but merely 
make it easier to get at the enemy in 
order to kill Mm, 4s really a  humane use, 
wMch softens and civilizes war.

All such claims and counter-claims 
aside, it seems to us that if, .after 46 
years, .we are considering ratifying our 
own brain child in order to iimpress the 
rest of the world with our Mgh 
philoeopMcal and moral standards, we 
really ought to ratify it with one bold 
stroke of the national pen, and without 
trying to asterisk in exemptions for the 
particular brand of chemical or bio­
logical warfare we ourselves happen to 
be waging~~at the moment.

R atify W ithout A sterisks 
Forty-five years ago American diplo­

macy took a lead in writing and launch­
ing of the Geneva protocol by which all 
signatory nations would pledge them- 
selves not to indulge in chemical or 
biological warfare.

Having helped to draw it up, we never 
ratified and signed it ourselves.

Recently, however, the Nixon Adminls- 
iration hiid the praiseworthy idea of hav­
ing us try to repair our moral position 
in the international community by ratify­
ing the Geneva Protocol at. last. It asked 
the Senate to undertake this task.

Unfortunately, at the time It was ask­
ing tMs of the Senate, the administra­
tion was also approving the use of tear 
gas, and of defoliants. In Vietnam.

Rather than give up the right to use 
such weapons, the Administration ask­
ed tile Senate to make its ratification of 
the Geneva Ih-dtocol carry the reserva-

W hat Is The FBI Up T o?
With due deliberation and with consid­

erate regard for the Attorney General’s 
objections, this newspaper yesterday 
publi^ed the substance of some FBI' re­
cords—stolen by unknown persons from 
the FBI’s office In Media, Pa. and sent 
to the Washington Post anonymously by 
mail. The Attorney General, n a tu i^ y , 
would have preferred no account at ell 
o f the records and. Indeed, no mention 
of the theft. Because he asserted that 

‘these r e c o r d s  include informa­
tion wMch would disclose the identity at 
oonfldential investigative sources and in­
formation relating to the national de­
fense,”  tills newspaper carefully refrain­
ed from any fecsimile reproduction of 
the documents sent to it and from any 
dlsdosure o f the various FBI codes on 
t h e  records, including identification 
numbers and names of agents and of 
persons under surveillance. We reported 
the substance of the records, however, 
because we were convinced that it serv­
ed the public interest to do so.

The recMds afford a  glimpse, not of­
ten granted to the general public or even 
to committees of Congp’ess, of some of 
the ways in wMch the FBI ■works and of 
some part of its concept of internal se­
curity. They indicate that the Bureau 
focused a  good deal of attention on col­
lege campuses and particularly <xi black 
student groups which, according to a 
memorandum issued by FBI Director J. 
Eldgar Hoover “ pose a definite threat to 
the nation’s stability and security”  and 
that on the college campus In the Phila­
delphia area the Bureau enlisted the 
services of the local police cMef, the lo­
cal postmaster, a campus security offi­
cer and a college switchbocud operator 
to maintain surveillance <m a professor 
regarded as a “ radical.”  Other docu­
ments Indicated that students were used, 
sometimes on a paid basis, as inform­
ers.

This lifting of a com er of the curtain 
on FBI activity in the name of internal 
security seems to us extremely disquiet­
ing. Granted that it by no means pre­
sents a complete picture, it nevertheless 
suggests strongly that an aj^ropriate 
committee of the United States Congress 
ought to look much more thoroughly at 

-what the Bureau is.dMng. Disorder on 
the college campuses undoubtedly pre­
sents a problem to the colleges concern­
ed and perhaps to the communities 
where they are situated as well. But it 
does not rise to the level of a threat to- 
the internal security of the United 
States.

Moreover, the intrusion of undercover 
operatives and student informers into 
the life o f an instituticai wMch has the in­
terchange of ideas and the conflict of 
opinion as its very raison d ’etre intro­
duces a disruptive element more deadly 
than disorder. The FBI has never shown 
much sensitivity to the poisonous effect 
which its surveillance, and especially its 
reliance on faceless informers, has upon 
the democratic process and up<m the 
practice o f free ^>eech. But it must be 
self-evident that discusston and contro­
versy respecting governmental policies 
and programs are bound to be inhibited 
if it Is known that big brother, under dis­
guise, is listening to them and reporting 
them. I

The FBI is not (xily insensitive on tMs 
score;, it is shown by these records to be 
callous and, indeed, deliberately cor- 
mpting. One of the docum ^ts encour­
ages agents to step up interviews with 
dissenters “ for plenty of reasons, chief 
of which are it will enhance the paranoia 
endemic in these circles and will further 
serve to get the point across there is an 
FBI agent behMd every mailbox. In ad­
dition, some will be overcome by the 
overwhelming personalities of the con­
tacting agent and volunteer to tell all 
perhaps on a  continuing basis.”

That is a cwicept of internal security 
appropriate, perhaps, for the secret po­
lice of the Soviet Union but wholly incon­
sonant with the idea of a Federal Bureau 
of Investigation in the United States. A 
government of snoopers in a nation of 
informers was hardly the -vision in the 
minds of those who established the 
American Republic.

We believe the American public needs 
to know what the FBI is doing. We be­
lieve the American public needs to think 
long and hard about whether internal se- 
surity rests essentially upon official sur­
veillance and the supression of dissent 
or upon the trEuUtlonal freedom of every 
citizen to speak Ms mind on any subject, 
HTwhether others consider what he says 
wise or foolish. Patriotic or subversive, 
conservative or radical. That is why we 
published' the substance of the stolen 
FBI records.

WASHING’rON — To the Im­
mense relief to Republican pol­
iticians across the country, the 
decision has finally been made 
for John Mitchell to resign as 
Attorney General and manage 
President Nixon’s campaign for 
reelction in 1972.

The reason the choice finally 
boiled down to Mitchell is sim­
ple enough: Nobody else has the 
confidence of both state party 
leaders and the President. In­
deed, anybody as campaign 
chairman but Mitchell would 
have further dampened the 
soggy morale of state politi­
cians. They were apprehensive 
over reports that Presidential 
counselor Robert Finch, regard­
ed by them as overly liberal 
and insufficiently decisive, has 
been doing advance campaign 
planning.

Hot-tempered Mayor James 

Tate of Philadelphia led fellow 
mayors in a lobbying blitz for 
revenue-sharing last week and 
wound up offending potential 
allies — particularly Ms home 
state delegation from Pennsyl­
vania.

Ttate, president of the U.S. 
Conference of Mayors, arrived 
at the Pennsylvania delegation 
meeting fuming because Sen. 
Edmund Muskle of Maine had 
just opposed President Nixon’s 
revenue-sharing. “ Muskie’s no 
damn good, really laid an egg,”  
stormed Democrat Tate, while 
Republican Congressmen pre­
sent sMckered and Democrats 
frowned. “ He’s lost my sup­
port,”  added Tate.

Plugging revenue-sharing.

Tate demanded the delegation 
be polled in full sight of the 
PennsylvaMa mayors present. 
Veteran Democratic Rep. Dan­
iel Flood broke In angrily to re­
ject such pressure tactics. A 
written poll later, yes; an oral 
poll right then, no. Flood was 
strongly backed by Rep. Thom­
as Morgan, delegation chair­
man. Tate’s response was to 
lose Ms temper at Flood, fur­
ther angering the Congressmen.

Tate finished his day’s work 
by meeting the two most im­
portant House foes of revenue­
sharing; Reps. Wilbur Mills of 
Arkansas and John Byrnes of 
WisconsM, chairman and seMor 
Republican on the Ways and 
Means Committee. Once again, 
Tate’s hard-sell probably did 
more harm than good.

The terrible tongue of Rep. 
Bella Abzug, exceptional even 
in New York City’s "superheat­
ed Democratic reform politics, 
has new attacked the man sec­
ond in line for succession of the 
Presidency: Soft-sjpoken Speaker 
Carl Albert of Oklahoma.

Mrs. Abzug had planned an 
anti-war speech at a House 
Democratic caucus MArch IT. 
But the vote on an anti-war 
resolution was postponed the 
night before, and only 78 Demo­
crats showed up. Declaring the 
lack of quorum, Caucus Chair­
man Olln Tengue of Texas 
promptly gavelled adjournment 
—and sent Mrs. Abzug into a 
rage.

Ignoring the respect freshmen 
members traditionally show for 
the venerated office of Speaker, 
she tongue-lashed Albert for in­
sensitivity to the war issue and 
muzzling war critics. The 
Speaker took it in silence.

A footnote: Less bellicose than 
Bella, other Democrats are un­
happy with Albert over the 
surprise Social Security vote 
March 16 after House Majority 
Leader Hale Boggs of Louisiana

had assured them there would 
be no vote. Advised of an emer­
gency by Rop. MillSi Albert 
scheduled the vote. The result; 
Some 43 Democratic Congress­
men—including Boggs—were
not recorded on the most politic­
ally popular vdte of the session, 
a fact that will be drummed 
home by their opponents next 
year.

Highly unusual mass absentee­
ism prevailed at the Senate 
Armed Services Committee’s 
top-level briefing on Laos by 
Seoretarv of Defense Melvin 
Laird Wednesday, a sign of both 
disillusion with the Vietnam 
war anjd over-briefing by the 
Pentagon.

Accompanied by Adm. Thom­
as H. Moorer. chairman of 
the Joint Chiefs of Staff. Laird 
arrived for the 10 o^clock closed- 
door session to find only three 
Senators present: Chairman 
John Stennis of Mississippi and 
two Republicans, William Sax- 
be of Ohio and Richard Schwelk- 
er of Pennsylvania. Stennis had 
a phone call put in to alert 
Democratic Sen. Lloyd Bentson 
of Texas. He subsequently ar­
rived, and half a dozen others 
drifted in and out of the hear­
ing room.

Laird has been so punctilious 
about keeping Congress inform­
ed that he’s having problems 
with overexposure on an issue 
most Congressmen now want to 
avoid.

ToRed China 
By Five Men
HONG KONG (AP) — Five 

young men hijacked a PhlUp- 
pine airliner to Communist Chi­
na today, but the plane, its 25 
passengers and five crew mem­
bers were expected to be re­
turned quickly.

It was bell'eved to be the- first 
airliner hijacked to Red China.

Except for a brief message 
from the pilot, Capt. Antonio 
Mlsa, saying the passengers and 
crew were safe and the airliner 
was being "checked,’ ’ there was 
a news blackout from Canton, 
where the plane landed.

Four Americans were report­
ed among the passengers flown 
to the South China mainland 
city, after five armed men di­
verted the twin-engine jet from 
a domestic flight in the Phllip- 
I^ es .

An airline spokesman said the 
hijackMra were aU 17 to 26 years 
old, spoke a  central Philippine 
dialect and told passengers UKy 
were aetilng the BACUll jetliner 
for “ ideological reasMis." One 
passenger said four of the hi­
jackers were Filipinos and the 
fifth appeared to be Eurasian or 
Chinese.

Hong Kong airport officials 
said they expected Cbmnumlst 
authorities to return the plane, 
peasengers and five crew mem­
bers "rather quickly—possibly 
even later today.”

The plane was diverted about 
half an hour after taking off 
from Manila for Davao, on Min­
danao lalaiul. It first made a  
90-minute stop for fuel in Hong

The airline and the U.S. Em­
bassy in Manila said the four 
Americana were Mr. and Mrs.
