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Jet Hijacked 
ToRed China 
By Five Men
HONG KONG (AP) — Five 

young men hijacked a PhlUp- 
pine airliner to Communist Chi­
na today, but the plane, its 25 
passengers and five crew mem­
bers were expected to be re­
turned quickly.

It was bell'eved to be the- first 
airliner hijacked to Red China.

Except for a brief message 
from the pilot, Capt. Antonio 
Mlsa, saying the passengers and 
crew were safe and the airliner 
was being "checked,’ ’ there was 
a news blackout from Canton, 
where the plane landed.

Four Americans were report­
ed among the passengers flown 
to the South China mainland 
city, after five armed men di­
verted the twin-engine jet from 
a domestic flight in the Phllip- 
I^ es .

An airline spokesman said the 
hijackMra were aU 17 to 26 years 
old, spoke a  central Philippine 
dialect and told passengers UKy 
were aetilng the BACUll jetliner 
for “ ideological reasMis." One 
passenger said four of the hi­
jackers were Filipinos and the 
fifth appeared to be Eurasian or 
Chinese.

Hong Kong airport officials 
said they expected Cbmnumlst 
authorities to return the plane, 
peasengers and five crew mem­
bers "rather quickly—possibly 
even later today.”

The plane was diverted about 
half an hour after taking off 
from Manila for Davao, on Min­
danao lalaiul. It first made a  
90-minute stop for fuel in Hong 
Kong, and there 20 of the 45 i>aa-

Seale Judge 
Okays Some 
Seized Items

NEW HAVEN (AP) — Judge 
Harold M. Mqtvey of Superkx 
Gourt ruled Tuesday tiiat tfaje 
seizure of some evidence from 
the local Black Panther head- 
quarteiYs two years ago—includ­
ing a  tape recording and al­
leged murder weapon—waa le­
gal and may be used in the 
trial of Bobby Seale and Bricka 
Huggins.

Judge Mulvey said the raid 
and seizure in the early morn­
ing hours of May 22, 1 ^ ,  was 
legal but that "the casual and 
sporadic visits by members of 
the police to the ixem ises af­
ter that t im e .. .were illegal and 
any evidence seized during those 
searches was illegally seized."

It was not immediately clear 
whether any items the state had 
planned to introduce would be 
barred by the ruling, but it was 
known that the tape recording 
made during the Black Panther 
interrogation of Alex Rackley 
and the weapon allegedly used 
to kill Rackley were seized dur­
ing the raid, which Mulvey said 
was legal.

Visits by law enforcement au­
thorities dtirlng the three days 
that followed, the judge said, 
were illegal because search war­
rants were not obtained.

many lawyeis to fight auto ac­
cident liability cases.

The fight has been going on 
for years. In 1970, a  no-fault 
bill 'was m acted  by the Massa­
chusetts legislature, and that 
law came to for considerable 
discussion Monday. I t seems 
that a  16 per cent rate reduc­
tion which the Bay State courts 
nullified, applied only to dam ­
ages to property and “physical” 
damage. The 16 per cent reduc­
tion held as  fa r as personal in­
juries were concerned.

A similar mandatory reduction 
would be “unwise” to Omnecti- 
cut, said Aetna Life A Casualty 
vice president William O. 
Bailey. Bailey said he would be 
willing to commit Aetna to ac­
cept a  mandatory 10 per cent 
reduction to  personal Injury pre­
miums to order to get a  “no­
fault” Insurance system out of 
the legislature.

In the case of Lt. WtUlam Calley It Is 

the literal which Is unreal, and relative­
ly least impontant.

On that literal level, there has 
never seemed much real doubt that this 
particular individual, In such a place at 
such a time, ‘ pumped bullets into a 
group of helpless women and children. 
This has now been accepted as fcuit by 
a military jury, which has returned a 
verdict that Lieutenant Calley is guilty.
He happened to get caught and witness­
ed in an act; there are rules which can 
be applied, and vdiich now have been 
applied fb that act; no literal-minded 
observer could have expected anything 
different.

Yet, as just about everybody knows 
or can feel in some degree, this literal 
side of the case does not begin to enter 
the real issues rsdsed by this incldrtit 
and this trial.

The fantasy is In our imagining that 
we can ever lay off the Iblame and guilt 
for this incident and this action on any 
one man, even if he alone stood and pull­
ed the trigger.

The reality demands a whole series of 
things from  all of us.

Reality demands the admission that 
any one ot us, in that situation in that 
time to d  place, might have done exact­
ly what Lieutenant Calley did.

Reality demands the admission that 
none of us ■ really has any moral right 
to sit in judgment on the conduct of in­
dividuals in the war into which we have 
sent them.

Reality demands that we admit to our­
selves, to Lieutenant Calley, and to his­
tory that there is no realty distinguish­
able difference between a  President sit­
ting in his office in Washington and 
making the decision which looses the 
atomic bomb on the women, and chil­
dren of Hiroshima and the soldier vdio 
stands hot-gunning in the Vletna^nese 
jungle.

Reality demands that we recognize, 
even in this charade of literal justice 
which has just been played out, that 
what we were seeking to do was not so 
much to carry out justice to Lieutenant 
Calley as it was to try to refurbish and 
reestablish the Institution of war as a 
potentially civilized occupation for man.

Reality demands, finally, our admis­
sion that such refurbishing does not 
work, that the savagery and brutality 
of war is not negotiable, and that the 
Climes of war have to  be committed by 
many many people in their minds and 
plans and in their su:ceptances brfore 
they can possibly emerge In the actions 
of men in uniform.

As for Lieutenant Oahey, he is caught, 
on the literal level, and the hope with 
regard to him has to be that our society 
does not compound Us crimes by trying 
to take his life, too, in cold blood. That 
would be carrying the literal fantasy 
much too far.

The rest of us — the ones itoo were 
really standing in the dock all along — 
need to continue to try to face up to 
truth. This actual trial was more o f an 
evasion than a  showdown..The real trial 
can be conducted otdy by ourselves, of 
ourselves inside ourselves, and the only 
verdict that will count will be the verdict 
of what we intend to do about sending 
more Galleys into more wars.

He 
seems to think that the more ■we watch 
the less real fun we have and the less 
we know, and he has devised a special 
sports quiz udiich, he charges, most of us 
would flunk today whereas only a decade 
or two ago we would have been sure to 
have the answers.

His questions would be as follows; 
Who won the last Siq>er Bowl? The 
World Series? How many tea#ns are 
there in the NJP.C. and In the A.P.C.? 
In the N.B.A.? In major league base­
ball? What teams were the champicna 
of each? What teams played in this 
year’s Rose Bowl?

For those who found this quiz as im­
possible as the writer of this editorial 
did, the answers can be found at the 
bottom of thiB column.

The quiz makes the point. We get 
more aports than we can really pay 
any attention to.

But, although this may be so, it’s not 
very pleasant to be t(dd about It, and 
to have our casual pleasures threaten­
ed, just when we can begin looking tor- 
ward -to that first kickoff some warm 
June night.

W ill Smokers Be Warned?
'The question is how far should we go 

In a free society In trying to stop people 
from doing things that are bad for them.
It is platitudinous, yet Sir Keith Joseph 
was right to make the point on Tuesday 
when discussing what he proposes to do 
about the dangers of cigarette smoking. 
The extreme libertarian position was 
stated by John Stuart Mill in a  dictum 
quoted by the Ad'vlaory Committee on 
Drug Dependence. In Its report on can­
nabis: "The only purpose for which pow­
er can rightly be exercised over any' 
m e m b e r  of a civilised community 
against his will is to prevent harm to 
others. His own good, either physical or 
moral, is not a  sufficient warrant." In 
practice this philosophy is rarely follow­
ed. Restricticns are placed on access to 
dangerous drugs tor the protection of 
the individual rather than to prevent him 
using them to do harm to others. This 
paternalist nde of the State is hardly 
questioned. At the other extreifte, how­
ever, outright prohibition is not normal­
ly regfarded as acceptable. Relatively 
few restricticxis are placed In the wqy of 
the consumption of alcohol and tobacco, 
though both of them can be addictive 
and seriously harmful to health.

There is, of course, endless scope for 
argument about how paternalist the 
State riiould be. Sir Gerald Nabarro is 
much more rigorous In the restrictions 
that he would impose in the Bill he now 
has -before Parliament. Its place in the 
timetable ensures that there should be 
adequate (^>portunlty for Parliament to 
decide whether it wants to go further 
than Sir Keith JoeejA Is now ptoposing. 
Sir Keith’s one positive step is the agree­
ment with the tohfuico companies that 
they should label cigarette packets with 
the warning “ Bmoklng can damage your 
health," and Include that warning In cig­
arette advertising. There is also that 
promise that in due course the quantity 
of tar and nicotine in different brands of 
cigarettes will be published, and there Is 
to be more intensive persuasion to dis­
courage smoking, and possibly some fur­
ther extension of restrictions on smoking 
on public transport and in public build­
ings. But it will not make much differ­
ence to the* hardened smoker.

Granted that the Royal College of Phy­
sicians recently calculated that in the 
age bracket 35 to 61 some 27,600 deaths 
every year in the United Kingdom can 
be put down to  smoking. Sir Keith Jo­
seph’s pn^iOBals look rather feeble. For 
one thing, American experience has 
shown that warnings of the risk have led 
only about one in fifty smokers to give it 
up. But that sort of experience also leads 
to the c<mclusion that smtddng is such a 
deeply rooted habit in western society 
that attempts at prohibition would be 
quite impracticabte. P erh a ^  there Is 
more to hope for in the search for a  less 
dangerous form  of smoking than the 
present kind o f cigarette. AIL poeslble 
s u i^ r t  should be given to that. — MAN-

Time-Zoning Sports 
Just when many of us were hoping 

that we could soon see professional foot- 
baU occupying our television screens all 
year round, OongreoBman Morris Udall, 
the Arizona Democrat, Is Introducing a 
bill which would send our three majm- 
sports reeUng bock into limited time 
zones.

The Udall bill would forbid the trte- 
caating of professional football except 
between Sept. 1 and the second Sunday
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After nearly three months In 
offlce, Governor Thomas Mes- 
klll is scheduled to be on 'va­
cation this week.

As the whole state knows by 
this time, he Is not a man who 
wears all his feelings on hla 
sleeve. He - is something of s  
loner who does not trust or 
confide In too memy people. 
That means we are going to 
have to guess just how. In this, 
vacation interlude, he himself 
may be rating himself, and 
rating the job with which he 
has now had one concentrated 
period of experience.

One kind of guess seems fair­
ly safe.

The job has quickly revealed 
itself in all its horrible pro­
portions, enslavements, diffi­
culties, and futlUtles. Trying to 
be Governor of the State of 
Connecticut is one of the worst, 
the most thankless jobs in all 
the world, but no one ever 
really learns this except by 
personal experience.

It is our guess that these long 
three months have been enough 
to make Tom Meskill feel tired,

' a little less confident of his 
own ability to impose his own 
refreshing stsunp on the con­
duct of public Eiffairs, a little 
more conscious of the terrible 
fact that the more he takes on, 
the more there is to take on.

The question of how he is go­
ing to react to his own discov­
eries of the difficulties, futili­
ties, and the sometimes infuri­
ating obstinacies which like to 
surround any Connecticut Gov­
ernor who is minded toward 
action and change, is a ques- 
ti(k  stiU to be answered. Last 
week, as he berated the Legis­
lature for its action on a wire­
tap bill, he seemed to be 
reaching for a whip, which Is 
all right now and then if It is 
political play-acting, but not 
much of a long-Uvlng strategy 
if he really means it.

This week—and another sad 
discovery he has to make la 
that a week is not adequate

time for a  recharglni; of guber­
natorial batterle»-he m ay be 
schooling himself back toward 
some mood ot patient, phllo- 
sopbical perseverance more fit­
ting to the situation of a  lead­
er who has ten hundred bat­
tles to fight and who can’t pos­
sibly win even 'half o f them.

But if, during his brief inter­
lude for perspective, he can for­
get how be feels and take the 
cool look back over hla first 
three months, he will perhaps 
realize that, whatever lies 
ahead, he has already survlTed 
some rather critlcsd weather.

He has pretty well succeed­
ed in dramatising the fact that 
the state’s fiscal position Is 
something that was waiting for 
him when he came in, and he 
has struck the big pose of 
wanting to follow the moat 
painfully honest formulas for 
dealing with the deficit.

He has succeeded, with an al­
most unbelievable minimum of 
controversy, in staffing the 
state government with com- 
misslmers largely of his own 
personal choosing, and there­
fore responsible strictly to him­
self and to him alone, so that 
all he has to do now is hope 
and pray they will not make 
him look bad by displaying in­
competence in office.

And he has, to date at least, 
maintained sufficient momen­
tum to keep himself moving 
forward,.without any noticeable 
break in stride even after 
some occasion when he has 
stubbed a  toe.

He has, in summary, lived 
dangerously but still success­
fully for these first three 
months, losing no m ajor skir­
mishes. AU he needs to be sure 
to find^again, and bring l^ck 
from his vacation, 1s that shy, 
restrained smUe that started 
down at the com ers of his 
mouth and then traveled up 
into his eyes. Even after you 
do find out what it is like to be 
a Governor of Connecticut, you 
have to, somehow, keep some 
kind of a  smUe.

The Last Hurrah

WASHINGTON—The central, 
unpublicized fact about the 
Lacs operation is that tt marks 
the final commitment of U. S. 
troops, either on the g;round or 
in the air, in support of a major 
military operation against Com­
munist sanctuaries or supply 
lines outside South Vietnam.

More important, the after- 
math of the Laos incursion — 
described to us by one high of­
ficial as "the last hurrah for 
us" — will almost certainly lead 
to a faster rate of U.S. troop 
withdrawals than the 12,500- 
monthly rate of the past year.

Without exception within the 
Administration, the target is 
for a  new -withdrawal rate 
around the 16,000-a-month level, 
high enough to show the ever 
more skeptical American public 
that by late summer of 1972 
there 'irtU be no more than 50,- 
000 American troops left In Viet­
nam.

Although President Nixon 
himself has made no hard com­
mitment yet on the -withdrawal 
level to be announced In mid- 
April, pressure is rising on him 
to fix a timetable that will un­
dercut his political opposition, 
now damoring for a Dec. 31, 
1972, evacuation deadline. 
Moreover, intense resistance by 
the Pentagon brass to faster 
troop withdrawals, which has 
dogged Mr. Nixon every step of 
the way, is evaporating. The 
reason: Budgetary limits on
overall Pentagon spending and 
new comprehension abcut Mr. 
Nixon’s political problems.

From the 
standpoint of domestic politics, 
they concede it ytas. clcser to 
disaster than triumph. Militari­
ly .however, a secret report to 
President Nixon, made outside 
Pentagon channels, claims a 
significant gain.

That report was drafted by 
Brig. Gen. Alexander M. Haig, 
deputy assistant to the Presi­
dent for national security af­
fairs, who was sent cn a fact­
finding mission to Saigon and to 
the U. S. base at Khesanh. 
Haig’s confidential repcrt to 
Mr. Nixon basically agreed with 
findings of the U.S. high com­
mand, but it offered Mr. Nixon 
an independent judgment not 
colored by the military’s ten­
dency to exaggerate gains and 
minimize losses.

Both Haig and the U. S. field 
command agreed that as a 
spieling action, the South Viet­
namese attack on the Ho Chi 
Minh ’Trail was a success. It 
disrputed supply lines and 
forced the Communists to move 
major elements of four divi­
sions in the Tchepone area, 
some from north of the demTi- 
tarized zone, some from the 
northern provinces of South 
Vietnam.

These enemy troop move­
ments and high casualties in 
Laos have now relieved Com­
munist military pressure just 
south of the DMZ, where a ma­
jor enemy attack has long been 
anticipated.

Thus, known enemy plans for 
diversionary attacks south of 
the DMZ during the Laos in- 
vasicm never could be carried

out. The drain on Communist 
forces In that area was too 
great.

As for the larger objective— 
to disrupt the supply lines lead­
ing into Cambodia and prevent 
Hanoi from mounting a major 
offensive against South Vietnam 
early next year — full results 
won’t be known for months. 
What can be said Is that Hanoi 
has lost at least two to three 
months’ worth of desperately 
needed supplies.

The negative side of this last 
U.S.-backed offensive i n t o  
enemy-controUed territory is 
strictly politlcial. ’There is con­
cern, for example, that costly 
South Vietnamese casualties 
could be used against President 
Nguyen Van Thieu in the Presi­
dential election this fall. Some 
diplomats here think hitherto 
hawkish Vice President Nguyen 
Cao Ky may run for President 
as a dove, with the rapid U.S. 
withdrawal and the bloody Lao­
tian operation as his spring­
board.

More important is the poUt- 
icai reaction inside the U.S. Mr. 
Nixon’s political problem with 
Laos is precisely the same as 
last year -with Cambodia. It is 
impossible to offset highly-emo­
tionalized accounts of the f lu t ­
ing that dominate the media 
-with immediate evidence of mil­
itary success. That has been 
true during the Laos operation 
but it will be even more true 
in the heavy fighting just ahead 
as the U.S. evacuates Its base 
at Khesanh.

Evacuation will end the first 
and last large-scaile invasicn of 
Laos. It will also end the ex­
posure of U.S. troops to heavy 
combat If President Nixon has 
his way.

Five Bodies 
Found A fter 
Boston F ire

BOSTON (AP) — The bodies 
of five persMis too badly burned 
to be identified Immediately 
were rem oved this morning 
from  the ruined upper floors of 
a sprawling apartment buUdlng 
that w as swept by a general 
alarm fire.

Fire officia ls said earlier sev­
en persons had been klUed, but 
the num ber was reduced after 
they learned some victim s had 
been counted twice. The official 
count dropped to four, but a 
fifth victim  was discovered lat­
er.

MeanvttiUe the search contin­
ued for possible additional v ic­
tims who might sUll be in the 
ruined structure, offiplals sold.

A spokesman at Boston City 
Hospital, where the dead were 
taken said immediate identifi­
cation of the victim s was im ­
possible.
