Pardue Remains
On Critical List
After Shooting

. BRIDGEPORT (AP)—John R. Pardue Jr., shot down
in a desperate attempt to escape from federal lackup,
remained in critical .condition Friday at a Bridgeport
hospital nearly 24 hours after emergency surgery.

Pardue was felled by three
shots fired from about seven
feet by a young guard as he
levaled a heavy callber, aawed-
off rifle at a marshal—who is
the guard's father — during a
break jn his trial on bombing
and bank robbery charges.

A hospital spokesman said his
condition early Fridgy remained
critical and the prognosis guard-
ed—the same report as issued
after a long Thursday afternoon
operation.

Pardus's pretty wife, Nancy,
was in custody under $260,000
bond, charged with aiding and
abetting attempted escape.

Authorities said she smuggl
the gun into the third-floor lock-
up of the Federal Building,

It was, authorities satd, her
second bid to help her 28-year-
old husband shoot his way to
freedom, She waa free on $80,-
000 bond for allegedly trying to
smuggle a .45 calibre pistol to
him during Holy Week last year.

Mra, Pardue was found short-
ly after the Thursday shooting
in a car parked by a motel a
few blocks away. Her year-old
child was with her, the FBI
sald,

The federal agents added that
the car also contained weapons,
cash and luggage.

Shortly after the visit between
Pardue and his wife ended,
Chief - Deputy U.8. Marshall
Anthony DiRienzo opened the
door of the detention cell, He
sald he heard Pardue say:
“¥You'd better turn around very
alowly."""

Morano's bill brought strong
opposition from truckers, bus-
cempany spokesmen and the
Ccnnecticut State Police.

Lt. Michael Griffin of the
state police testified that a truck
and bus speed limit that is
“‘appreclably leas” than that of
cars would cause the faster ve-
hicles to swerve around them,
slow cr worse. The proposed
10 m.p.h, difference would be a

Its Smoking Rules

Manchester High School

students will be permitted

to smoke outside the building before and after school
and at any time during the school day when they have
study halls. The partial change in policy becomes effec-

tive Monday, the start of the
fourth quarter.

In making the announcement
to the student body yesterday,
Principal George Emmerling
said that the experiment will be
on o trinl basis the rest of the
year, with the sanction of
Superintendent of Bchools Don-
ald J. Hennigan and the Board
of Education.

The no smoking ban inside
the bullding remains in effect.
Any student found violating it
will be subject to a ane-week
suspension from school for the
first offense, and a two-week
suspension for the second.

The smoking privilege 1s not
a hasty decision, Emmerling
stated, nor should it be inter-
preted as a condonation of smok-
ing by the administration.
Rather, he sald, ‘“We are pre-
senting an honest and realistic
appraisal of the present situa-
tion.”*

Emmerling added that he feels
that the prohibition on student
smoking in the past has encour-
aged deception, and that polic-
Ing of lavatories and other
areas is becoming an almost
{mpoasible task. "I feel there
are more important responsibil-
itles in education' he sald.
*““The rules of 20 or 25 years
ago just don't work today."

The student smoking privi-
lege, Emmerling pointed out, ia
really a restoration of one that
was granted in the late 1940's,
when MHS was located in the
present Bennet Junior High
School Main Bullding. It re-
mained in effect when the new
high school was bullt but was
rescinded aofter the Surgeon
General's report in the 1960's,
enumerating the hazards uas-
sociated with smoking. ‘The
recommendation to restore the
prlvllcgeona.t.ria.lbaslslnme
final quarter this year was
made jointly by the administra-
tion and a faculty-student com-
mittee formed in December.
Martin Mazur, a junior, headed
the student group. In connection

Among other policy changes
that Emmerling announced yes-
terday, he sald that after school
officially opens in the morning,
cars will not be permitted to
enter or leave the student park-
ing lot before the lunch period
without office permission.

This step is being taken, he
noted, In answer to complaints
by teachers, students, and
neighbors in order to minimize
thefts, vandalism, disturbance
of classes racing of cars, pres-
ence of outsiders, and the lfter
problem.

In connection with permis-
sion to leave the bullding dur-
Ing study halls, specific places
to re-enter have been desig-
nated for the lunch hour and
other periods, For those who
wish to remain Inside, study
halls, the library, cafeteria, and
subject matter areas will be
avallable for study,

Emmerling reminded the stu-
dents of the new school hours
next year, which are being in-
stituted in cooperation with Il-
ling Junlor High School Grade
9, These will include overlap-
ping sessiona and an elght-pe-
riod day. He added that changes
are also being anticipated in the
Student Activitles Association
policy, lunch schedule, study
halls, and curriculum. The
course changes, he saild, will de-
pend upon final budget determ-
ination,

Emmerling, csalled upon all
students to respect the new
freedoms being granted; a co-
operation, he said, ‘that would
serve to enrich themselves and
help to make the school a place
of which they can be proud.
The complete text of his re-
marks, Emmerling sald, will be
printed in next week's High
School World in The Herald.

accident suits,

Partly because of the number
of lawyers on the Judiciary Com-
mittee, the bill also was assigned
to the Insurance Committee. The
groups considered the bill joint-
ty.
‘“This action was taken be-
cause of the unanimous feeling
that an improvement in the pre.
sent nutomobile reparation sys-
tem is needed, together with a
recognition that the legislation
before us does not protect or
satisfy the needs of the consu-
mer in the vital areas outlined
for study,’” the joint committee
statement sald.

In the night procession Pope
Paul pldanned to carry a wooden
cross from the Colosseum to the
ruins of the Temple of Venus.

At Holy Thursday services,
the Pope compared the wave of
Roman Catholics leaving the
priesthood to the betrayal by
Judas,

The Pope called the defectors
“‘these runaway brothers” and
sald ‘‘they have abandoned and
scandalized’’ their communities
and accused them of ‘vile
earthly motives.”

“Among the personsalities of
the Last Supper we cannot for-
get Judas,” he said, ‘“The pres-
ence of the traitor weights on
the heart of the Master. Who
cannot but feel a shiver in his

Morra sald today that figures

he recelved indicate that the

. cost of police protection through

a nelghboring town would be
$12,728 per man, not including
$300 for hoapitalization. Morra
sald that he was also told that
if a speclal emergency call is
made, a minimum of four hours
is charged.

Both Negro and Selectman
Joseph Licitra expressed the
opinien that more research into
the matter should be done before
a budget request is made. Mor-
ra indicated that he wants to in-
clude the additional protection
in this year's budget request,

Licitra apologized to Morra for
changing his stand on the police
question when it came before
the Board of Finance recently,
saying he he'd rather apologize
to Morra now ‘‘than to apologize
to the whole town later for rush-
Ing into & decision.” Licitra had
originally agreed to support the
budget request for extra con-
stable patrol,

Negro objected to the sugges-
tion that the town purchase a
used police cruiser, saying that
his inquiries have shown that
crulsers are usually not sold
until they have traveled at least
80,000 miles. He sald a car like
this would probably spend more
time in the garage than on the
road,

Negro also questioned the le-
gality of constables performing
regular weekend patrols, saying
they do not mget training re-
quirements as provided in recent
statutes. He read an excerpt
from the Connecticut Law Jour-
nal stating that permanent po-
licemen must complete 160 hours
of tralning, He said that accord-
ing to his information, since
constables are elected for a two-
year period, they are considered
permanent and are subject to
the state statute,

Morra sald constables are not
subject to the statute, and sald
many towns use constables for
such patrol duty.

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Whose Arms Kill Whom

What goes on in ([Past Pakistan has
sdme specisl relation to the United
States and to United States policles be-
cause jt llustrates, once again, the risks
fnvolved .in our role of armorer to’ so
much of the world.

We have absolutely no control over the
use the army of West Pakistan is mak-
ing of our weapons In its operation
against the largely civiian revolt In
East Pakistan. There is increasing
evidence that American guns and Ameri.
can bullets have been involved in the
slaughter of large numbers of clvilians.
In such an instance, our own guns
and bullets are not, at least, being used
against us, which is another thing that
sometimes happens to armorers.

But they are being used for purposes
we cannot approve, and a touch of the
blood they are spilling attaches itself to
our national conscience, so that some of
us are mildly disturbed. But our govern-
ment, if one must guess at the truth,
doean't really want to know too much
about what may be going on, or be
forced into any stand which might mean
it would have to threaten to give up
supplying Pakistan with arms.

Our government, whan it enters upon
the role of agmorer to some other nation,
thinks of two kinds of risks — one this
risk now being demonstrated, that our
arms may be used for some purpose
of which wé would not approve.

But the second risk our government
always keeps in mind is the risk of what
might happen i#f we do not supply
the arms some other nation wants. This
ig the risk that {f Pakistan, for instance,
can't get arms from us, it will get them
from somebody else, some other
armorer, like, for instance, Ruasia,

It is this second consideration which
usually proves compulsive, for our gov-
ernment. We would rather, for instance,
have Pakistan using our guns against
its own citizens than to have It using
Russian guns against its own citizens,
We would rather have both Pakistan
and Indis using our guns against our
guns, as they did a few years back,
than have one or both of them using
Russian guns.

The real cure we should be seeking
isn't easy to find. Suppose, for instance,
both we and Russia should make a fine
agreament together that neither of us
would supply any more arms to other
nations, What would happen then would
be that Britain or France or China or
any number of smaller industrial na-
Uona would undertake ¢o supply the
market we and Russia might be
abandoning,

It we really want to find an answer,
then we are driven toward some idea
of world law about the sale and pro-
vision of arms by one nation to anoth.
er. But this, when we began to analyze
it, would put all non-industrial, agricul-
tural nations at the mercy of nations
which bappened to have the raw ma-
terials and the powsr for an armaments
industry of their own.

In the end, the best way for the United

States and Russia to give up their roles
as world armorers is to be ready to
give up being armorers for themselves,
in other words, give up arms as a way
of ife.

If we were really to try to give up
supplylng arms to Pakistan we might
have to begin by denying ourselves the
arms with which we are operating in
Vietnam,

All the intricate fencing we and Russia
are doing on questions of partial mutual
limitation of armaments wouldn't even
consider dolng anything to interfere with
our abilities to operate in Vietnam, or
Czechoslovakia. Until it does, it won't

mean very much,

A Captain Courageous

Some new kind of medal for unusual
courage in an unusual situation should
be struck off for Captain Aubrey M.
Danlel 8rd, the prosecutor in the Army
court-martial of Firat Lieut, Willam L.
Calley, Jr.

His action in writing to his President
and Commanderin-chief protesting the
two interfering actions Mr. Nixon took,
first in one capacky and then In the
other, with regard to the Calley case
may be an action which, for some, con-
stitutes disrespectful insubordination.

For others, It will seem that Mr. Nixon
invited just such a rebuke, when he
made such unorthodox uses of his high
offices, L

However the action is clessified, it at
least reminds us, for one thing, of the
fact that this is still something of an
irrepressible, uncontrollable
racy.

For 8 second thing, Captain Danlel
presented viewa which Indeed are en-
titled to a place in the news as the peo-
ple of this country continue the
asgonizing business of trying to read their
own hearta on this issue,

The letter Captain Danlel wrote to
his President included the (following
language :

“Your intervention bas, In

democ-

my

opinion, damaged the military judlelal

system and lessened any respect it may
have gained as &8 result of the proceed-
ings,

““You have subjected a judicial sys-
tem of this country to the criticlsm

‘that # is subject to political Influence

....What will be the impact of your
decsiion upon the future trials, particu.
larly those within the millitary?

"*Nol only has regpect for the legal
process been weakened and the critics
of the mlilitary judicial system been giv-
en support for thelr claims of command
influence. The image of Lieutenant Cal-
ley, a man convicted of the premeditat-
ed murder of at least 21 unarmed and
unresisting people, as a national hero
has been enhanced, while at the same
time support has been given to those
persons who have so unjustly criticized
the six loynl and honorable officers who
have done this country a great service
by fulfilling their duties as jurors so ad-
mirably."

We will never belleve President Nixon
intended injudiclousness. As on a previ-
ous Instance when he found himself
criticized when he spoke of some civilian
murder suspects as if they had already
been found guilty, the President was
actually forgetting his own professional
tralning as a lawyer, and, In that pro-
fessional lapse, neglecting, as well, some
portion of his natura] duty s both Presi-
dent and commander-in-chief. The Presi-
dent had certain Instincts end feelings,
which he followed carelesaly.

Captain Daniels’ reaction is entitled
to at least equal understanding and sym-
pathy.

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Nixon Pulls The Rug

WASHINGTON— Weil before
President Nixon's personal in-
tervention in the Calley case
last Thuraday (April 1,) the
civillan high command of the
Army had decided wholly on its
own to order Lt Willlam L.
Calley's release from the stock-

ade at ¥Fort Benning, Ga., on
Friday, April 2,

Thus, Mr. Nixon's declsion,
sald to have been reached in
the dead of night, was made af-
ter the Army's own decision
was sent to S8an Clemente for
approval,

That ‘unpublicized sequence
of events had dropped morale
in the Army officer corps, dan-
gerounly low anyway, to rock-
bottom. At the same time, the
sudded intervention of the Pres-
{dent in the Calley case abrupt-
ly shattered the judicial atmo-
sohere that the entire Pentagon
high command, civillan and
uniformed, had so carefully
protected during the trauma of
the My Lai trial,

Moreover, the way the Presi-
dent transmitted his order fer
the release of Calley from jall
wrenched the chain of com.
mand for military justice out
of shape. Instead of giving the
order to the Secretary of De-
fense, thence to the Secretary
of the Army, as called for by
the military code of justice, Mr.

Throughout the long pre-trial
period, and the trial itself, ever
the slightest suggestion of out-
side interference with the due
process of military justice was
ruthlessly rebuffed. Thus, de-
spite their agony over the cir-
cumstances of the trial, high
civilian officials in the Penta-

gon, from Laird on down,
made the hard declslon a year
and & half ago, long before the
start of the trial on Nov. 12, to
keep hands off, The trial and
the appeal proceedings that
would inevitably follow it must
be allowed to run their normal
course,

By inserting himself into a
judicial atmosphere so0 carefully
purged of outside political or
military pressures, Mr. Nixon
has now caused grave concern
within the Pentagon that the
reviews and appeals which lie
ashead may lose the legal purity
that marked the trial {tself,

These post-trial procedures
include a review by Lt Gen.
Albert O, Connor, commanding
general of the Third Army, by
the Court of Military Review,
and by the Mlilitary Court of
Appeals, The case then goes
to Army Secretary Resor, who
would normally make the final
declslon,

But the President's announce-
ment last weekend that he will
make that final decision him-
self, as Commander in s
ralses a& question of objectivity
at each step of this review-and-

appeal process, The reason is
that Mr, Nixon's Intervention
was unquestionably based on
the public anger provoked by
the life sentence, Having inter-
posed himself into the judicial
process as a response to that
public clamor, Mr, Nixon leaves
a clear implication that he, too,
feels that llife Imprisonment was
an improper  sentence. That
adds a heavy burden to the
Army officers now faced with
the review-and-appeal responsi-
bilitiea.

Beyond this, the Presldent's
interference In the case was
strictly political, not military.

Passed, Sent to Governor

HARTFORD (AP)—A wiretap
bill that Gov. Thomas J. Meakill
has called ‘‘practically value-
less’” received final legislative
approval Thursday and was sent

Carl Ajello, fie majority lead-
er, nald it was a “‘disservice'’ tg
the General Assembly to say
“we are assisting organized
crime.”’ The Ansonia Democrat
sald he hoped the legislature
would ‘“‘receive no further insults
from the executive.”

Rep. Robert King, a Repub-

Firat to appear in most gar-
dens were the crocuses and they
are one of the most reliable
spring flowers, Planted wherc
they will get warm sun, they will
blossom year after year, form-
ing new bulba each year for the
next spring's display. They will
also seed themselves and a cro-
cus will sometimea spring up In
a quite unlikely spot.
Crocuses are sometimes plant-
ed in the middle of the lawn and
will flower there, but cannot
live over for another season if
thelr leaves are clipped off when
the grass ls mowed, Since it in
a nuisance to mow around them
until they have completed thelr
season's growth, i is better to
plant them in & flower garden,
or neiir the house.

The crocus s one of the
flowers whose Latin name has
become the common name, They
can be white, golden yellow,
blue, purple or striped.

There are some enormous
beds of crocuses at Eilizabeth
Park, in the rock garden area.

bottom, and pumps keep the
water in the ditches at a con-
atant level, just the proper dis-
tance below the plants,

Tulips and daffodils are
grown in beds separated by nar-
row walks, and the beds are
just wide enough so that a
worker can reach the middle of
the bed by stooping. It is for-
bidden to step off the walk, In-
spectors go through the flelds
at frequent intervals on the
watch for any plant that showa
signs of disecase, These are
pulled out and deatroyed.

It was & surprise and a shock
to see workers with huge wicker
baskets golng down the rows

* when the tulips were in full

ppeared, look-
ing a little ke a buttercup on a
stubby two-inch stem,

The early spring anemone s
a2 miniature relative of the
bright-hued flowers on 12-inch
stems that you can grow later
in the year or buy at the flower
ghop, Anemone blanda is the
name and it has pink star.shap-
ed flowers on ghort stems nestl-
ed among fern-like Tleaves.
There is also a blus kind.

Grape hyacinths have a des-
criptive name. The straight
stems bear clusters of blue blos-
soms, packed closely together.
Before the buds have opened
they look rather Itke bunches
of grapes. Muscarl is the Latin
name and there are several
varietios, of varying shades of
blue. There is one white variety.

Our April snowstorm has done
the little bulbs no harm. The
leaves and flowers are already
poking through the snow and as
it melts the snow is providing
welcome moisture.

If injury has
been severe you may have to
cut the canes only a few inches
above the crown. If two canes
rub together, one of them
should be cut back below the
point of contact,

Another purpose in pruning
is to encournge a well-ahaped
plant, and some live canes, or
parts of canes, may be cut for
this reason. Twelve to 18 inches
is considered a desirable height.
Each cut should be made just
above an outside bud, so that
the new branch will grow out
from this point rather than to-
ward the center.

Floribundas require lesa prun-
ing, but dead or diseased canes
should be removed, Crowded
canes should be thinned., With
climbing roses, the oldest canes
should be cut back to the base.
Strong canes which grew last
year are the ones that will pro-
duce flowers this summer. They
can be shortened if they have
grown too tall,

When the pruning is finished,
scratch some fertilizer into the
sodl around the roses, They are
vigorously growing plants and
heavy feeders.

British Beaches
Should Be Clean
For Weekend

LONDON (AP) — Offshore
winds today blew out to sea an
oll slick from another English
Channel collision and pollution
watchers predicted Britain's
south coast beaches would be

clear for the Easter hollday
weekend.

Parliament voted the govern-
ment sweeping legal powers to
pelze or alnk forelgn ehips
whose condition threatens to
poliute British shores with oll,
even if they are outside territo-
rial waters.

British tanker Huligate and the
500-ton Ida Hqyer of Denmark
collided. Nelther ship was dam-
aged much but lesks developed
in two of the tanker’s tanks.

To the northeast, in Dover,
Capt, Thomas Fields sald his
emergency antipollution team
was winning a fight to break up
oil slicks that have menaced the
British coast for days. Some oil
was reported on several beach-

NOWE TYCHY, Poland (AP)

— “I got where I am today
without being efther a man or a
party member."
" Irene Bmalec says it with a
laugh. 8he's the boss of this
model community's planning
commission.

Irens, & widow, admits she's
not as slim as she'd like to be,
but for a career woman in her
late 308 who raised two boys,
she is by no means unattractive.

With shapely legs, curly red
hair, blue eyes and & sense of

. humor, Irene has all the charm

whe needs to win the men over
to her planning ideas.

And she's smart, too.

Over a glass of a famous local
beer, Irene says she got a de-
gree in economics at Cracow
University, and went on to get
an advance degree in Invest-
ment economics &t the Grimy
Industrial Center of Katowice,
12 miles north of here,

“I met my husband when we
were students,' she says. After
graduation they were asent to
Opole, anpther southern Polish
town like this one, and the hus-
band worked as a planner in the
construction office. In Poland
all university graduates an
“repay'”  the state for its
free education by working sev-
eral years an assigned job.

“In 1954, when they needed
people ‘to plan this new town,”
Irene continued, '"we came
here. My husband had the same
job as In Opole, and also was &
member of the City Council. He
died 11 years ago of a heart at-
tack during & meeting.

They have
plenty of open green space,
many shops, & concert hall, mu-
sic school, drama and film thea-
ters, and new hospitals,

Under Irefié's plan, the town's
only two Industrial areas are
strictly zoned for the outskirts.
That’s to keep their nolse and
pollution away from the center.

In the next few years, her
plan calls for more housing to
accommmodate an expansion that
will double the population,

Irene joined the Comrhunist
party four years ago, buj says
ghe was able to get ahead in her
career long before that.

he might be joking,' the young
Dirfenzo sald.

The young guard sald he
turned around and saw Pardue's
hands outstretched, but did not
gee the rifle at first glance.

“I saw my father slowly turn-
ing toward him, and then I re-
allzed that Pardue had a real
weapon in his hands ... I
thought he was going to wipe
us all out when I firgt realized
he had a real weapon in his
hands," Dirienzo sald.

“I alowly slipped my hands
down my chest to where my
revolver was tucked In my
waistband, grabbed the weapon,
cocked it and fired five timeas,"
he said. The first three shota
hit Pardue; the last two struck
the mesh door of the cell.

‘“The only choice I felt I had
was to fire," Dirlenzo said. “If
1 had tried to jump him and
take the rifle away, I'm certain
I would have been shot and pos-
aibly killed."”

Pardue's 25-year-old wife,
Nancy, was arrested in a near-
by parking lot minutes after the
shooting and was held under
$250,000 bona on charges of ald-
ing and abetiing attempted es-
cape.

HOLLYWOOD (AP} — Most
serious film critics have pro-
claimed thls the age of the di-
rector, If that's so, why are so
many director getting fired?

The director generally takes
part In shaping the script, se-
lects camera angles, puts the
actors through their paces and
assembles the film in final
fcrm. The French consider him
the “‘Auteur’” (author) of the
film,

During the big studio era of
Hellyweed, directors were
usually subservient to produc-
erg. With the decline of the atu-
dio control, ‘American directors
follcwed their European coun-
terparts in beccming auteurs.

That trend may now be re-
versing.

A proposal to create a public
campaite on the Lemek property
on Goose Lane triggered con-
siderable  opposition  during
Monday night's public hearing
on the zone change request,

These favoring the proposed
campsite, cited ecological ad-
vantage of such an area and
the realization it would be a
form of land preservation. The
camping area would be far
more desirable and would cause
less problems than an B0-home
subdivision on the property,

The Conservation Commis-
slon, represented by {ts chair-
man Charles Mayer, however,
opposed the area as & camp-
site, '‘due to poasibility of pol-
lution, strain on the town dump
and the need to retain areas
of open spaces.’” The commis-
sion did include a lst of rec-
ommendations In the event the
zone change is approved.

The Conservation Commission
as well as members of the
Citizsena for Tolland Environ-
ment (CITE) group inspected
the area and reviewed the plans
for the campsite at Lemek’s in-
vitation last week.

Speaking for CITE, Atty, Ar-
nold Sbarge of Robin Circle, ex-
pressed the opinlon the camp-
pite would be the best use of the
land for the town, definitely pre-
ferable to selling it to a develop-
er.

The CITE group held
reservation regarding’

Opponents to the zone change
were represented by Atty. Wi
llam Hall of Rockville. Hall
had been hired by several
neighbors of Lemek Including
Mr, and Mrs. Donald Barrows,
Mr. and Mrs, Donald Lichten-
walner, Mr. and Mrs. Stanley
Szestowicki and Mra, and Mra.

This was the second time a
nublic hearing has been held on
Lemek's application for a zone
change - from  residential to
camp zone.

Miss Uecello Remembers

Consumer Affairs Tutor

HARTFORD (AP) — Antonina
P. Uccello, the Department of
Transportation's first director of
consumer affairs, says she
served a valuable apprenticeship
for her new job under a woman
who ‘‘believed the customer is
always right.”

Before her election as the first
woman mayor in this over-
whelmingly Democratic city’s
history, Miss Uccello, a Repub-
lican, spent 22 years working for
a state department store chain.

*I learned from the most bril-
llant woman In consumer rela-
ticns," Miss Uccello sald, refer-
ring to Mrs. Beatrice Fox Auer-
bach, late owner of G. Fox
& Co., the department store.

“‘Mrs, Auerbach believed the
customer is always right. She
knew that by protecting the con-
sumer she was also protecting
the store,” sald Miss Uccello,
who was director of the store's

“comparison office."”

Secretary of Transporta-
tion John A. Volpe sald Thurs-
day Miss Uccello's office *‘will
direct its concerns to the indl-
vidual user and purchaser of
transportation goods and serv-
ices, as opposed to the commer-
cial user and purchaser.

“The goal will be to provide a

departmental focal point which ..

will allow consumers to com-
municate to the Department of
Transportation thelr desires and
problems, . . ," Volpe said.
Miss Uccllo, 48, sald she was
sorry to step down from her job
as mayor, but she would not be
leavtnx Hartford complataly
““The oﬂlce is a part of me,"
she said. '‘You don't just walk
away. A little of you stays.'"

"1 hope in some way I've been
able to do some good for my
city,” the mayor sald. "I feel
very maternalistic about it. The
more you put into the job, the
harder It is to break away, but
my new job is a wonderful
opportunity and a challenging
one."

Miss Uccello, who will be the
highest ranking woman in the
transportation department, is the *
daughter of a Sicillan-born shoe-
maker. She was elected fo the
City Council in 1663 and four
years later became the first Re-
publican mayor in 22 years.

Miss Uccello ran unsuccesa-
fully for Congress in 1870, losing
to William R. Cotter, the former
atate insurance commissioner,
in a close race.

The city's black and Puerto
Rican sections were struck by
racial disorders in the summers
of 1989 and 1970, and Miss Uc-
cello's angry reaction to the
first year's troubles—which in-
cluded several days of looting
and firebombing — was widely
criticized by minority group
leaders,

“It was righteous indignation
and horror,” she sald later of
her remarks. ‘“There was a qual-
ity of vengeance about the riot
. telephone booths uprooted
and 'smashed down . . . a Iibrary
burned—a library where chil-
dren had gone to special sum-
mer programs.”

Miss Uccello attributed the
“major part of the criminal act-
fvity'' to ‘those militants who
choose violence to gain their ob-
jectives'”’ and “hurt no one but
the very people they profess to
help."'

W eekend Marks Festivals

For Christians and Jews

By GEORGE W. CORNELL
AP Religion Writer

NEW YORK (AP) — In a rare
concurrence, Christians and
Jews this weekend simuits-
neously celebrate their related,
but contrasting festivals of
man's redemption from bond-
age.

The kinship of the two occa-
slons, in mood and concepts,
symbolize the ‘'persistently
mysterious yet fateful bonds’’
which have linked the two falths
through the centuries, says Rab-
bl Marc Tanenbaum.

' It is the only time In this dec-

ade when the Jewish observ-
ance of Passover eve this Fri.
day coincides with the Christlan
observance of Christ's crucifix-
fon, as was the case when it oc.
curred,

Ordinarily, because of subse-
quent differences In ways of cal-
culating the dates, the two fes-
vals come at separate times, of-
ten weeks apart.

But both are springtime
events, Both breathe a spirit of
joy, hope and new horizons of
life. Both Involved great person-
alities, Moses and Jesus, Both
commemorate God's Interven-
tion {in man’s behalf,

Passover commemorates
mankind's first great struggle
for freedom, and victory over
tyranny through the exodus of
the Jews from slnvery in Egypt.

‘“Let my people go,"” demand-
ed Moses, and through & mirac-
ulous oeries of events, the cap-
tive, ragged people broke free
from the dominant military
power of the era.

Among Christians, their festi-
val of Christ's crucifixion and
resurrection also  celebrates
mankind's release from another
kind of chains, the destructive
forces of sin and death,

“Christ has set us free'”
writes St. Paul, and Peter's
epistle adds, “We have been
born anew to a living hope
through the resurrection of Je-

sus Christ . . . and to an inherit.
ance which is Imperishable."

The climax of the Christian
celebration comes Sunday, on
Easter, marking Christ's resur-
rection from death and the
promise it holds out for man's
ultimate future.

As In Its origin, it comes on
the first day of the week, follow-
ing the Jewish Sabbath which
was then, as it Is this year, the
first day of Passover. It begins
Friday evening, as it did then,
after Roman troops crucified
Jesus,

His Last Supper with his apos-
ties, the Christian rite that con-
veys his continuing presence
with men, took place just before
Passover, John's gospel says,
but was considered a Passover
meal,

“T have earnestly desired to
eat this Passover with you be-
fore I suffer,” he told his men.

Rabbl Tanenbaum, director of
inter-religious affairs for the
American Jewish Committee,
points out that the Jewish and
Christian festivals have ‘'pro-
found kinships and common fea-
tures as well as cruclal differ-
ences."

Advances in New Testament
scholarship, he adds, increas-
ingly brings out “how much
more deeply Jewish were Jesus
and his followers'' than has
been generally recognized.

‘““The entire Holy Week ob-
servances simply cannot be un-
derstood —as Jesus and his ear-
ly followers understood them—
apart from their profound root-
edness In first-century Ju-
daiam,' he says.

Passover is observed for eight
days by Orthodox and Conserva-
Hve Jews, and seven days by
Reform Jews. Its first two eve-
nings are marked by a ceremo-
nial measal, the Seder, at which
the story of rescue from Egypt
is recalled as a continuing sign
of God's saving work for men
and human richts,

Young Workers; Retirees

Divided on Social Security

NEW YORK (AP) — Observya-
tions on the mores of Ameri-
cans, particularly in regard to
the way they acquire, spend and
even save thelr money:

—A generation gap may be
opening between young workers
and retirees. That is the conclu-
slon of The Morgan Guaranty
Trust, which observes:

“It would not be surprising if
young and middle-aged work-
ers, whose family budgets are
being severely strained by taxes
and inflation, would oppose fur-
ther liberalization of Soclal Se-
curity."

The bank notes that some rel-
atively poor families pay more
in 8ocial Security levies than in
federal income taxes. In fact, 12
million tax returns In 1969 In-
volved no tax payment. But
these same people pald Soclal
Security.

The developing situation, Mor-
gan notes, arises from the In.
creasing strain on budgets of
wage earners because of steadi-
ly rising levies and the growing

pressures for higher benefits by
the nation's retirees.

lem the Boston Red Sox
set out to solve via the off-
season trade route, but it
didn’'t work out that way
in their 1971 road debut
Thursday.

Starter Sonny Siebert, pitch-
ing brillantly in outdueling
Cleveland ace Sam McDowell
for seven innings, had a 2-0 lead
going into the eighth before the
Indians nicked him for a run on
three straight hits,

Sparky Lyle came on with
some great clutch relief hurling
to bail him out of the jam. but
then in the ninth Ken Tatum-—
the right-handed reliever ob-
tained for just such situations—
failed to preserve the lead as
the Indians rallied for two runs
to win the game 3-2.

The loss left the Red Sox with
a 1-1 record after Tuesday's 3-1
opening day victory over the

New York Yankees. They have
a day off today, then resume the
series with the Indians here
with games on Saturday and
Sunday.

Siebert and McDowell each
gave up only two hits in the first
seven innings, but there was a
slight difference, Both Cleve-
land safeties were singles by
Larry Brown, while both Boston
hits were homers—a shot to left
by Luls Aparicio leading off the
third inning and one to center
by Siebert to start the fifth,

McDowell struggled on sever-
al other occaslons, walking five
batters, hitting one and going to
long counts on numerous others,
The fireballing left-hander who
won 20, games last season had
his usual strikeout pitch going,
however, fanning nine to escape
further difficulty in the seven
innings he worked.

Vince Ca)bert came on o
pitch for Cleveland in the eighth
and retired the Red Sox in or-
der.

I
can't see people spending thelr
whole lunch hour walting to
make a2 bet,” sald Richard
Schaplowsky of Scotch Plains,
N.J., who waited an hour to
place his wager.

Thousands of bettors were
persistent enough to run the
OTB handle for the night's
races at a Long Island harnesa
track to $62,308—more than six
times the $10,000 that OTB Pres-
ident Howard J, Samuels had
expected.

Hundreds more were shut out
when the windows closed as
scheduled at 7 p.m. An OTB
spokesman estimated that if
they had remained open another
hour, ‘‘we could have passed the
$100,000 figure with no prob-
lem."" b

Under Guidance of Hannum

DENVER (AP) — Alex Han-
num set about today to change
the fortunes of the Denver
Rockets,

Hannum, with 22 years in pro
basketball as = player and
coach, Thursdey as
coach of the San Diego Rockets
of the National Basketball As-
sociation to become president,
geneal manager and coach of
Denver's American Basketball
Association franchise.

“He's going to have complete
charge of managing, directing
and coaching,’ sald owner Bill
Ringsby, who added that the 4-
year-old Rockets have been aft-
er Hannum since the beginning.

“I'm looking for ' immediata
results,”” sald Ringsby, a truck-
ing firm executive, ‘“We want
to win a championship and, giv-
en & reasonable length of time,
he’ll do it. He's a champion."

Hannum, 48, comes to the
Rockets with 12 years pro
coaching experience. Before
joining San Diego in December
1969, he coached the Bt. Louls
Hawks, Philadelphia T76ers and
the Oakland Oaks. He's the
only coach to win titles in both
leagues,

He sald the determining fac-
tor in his decision to leave San

Diegd, where his team finished
third this year in the NBA Pa-
eifl ¢ Division with a 40-42
mark, was the Ringsby offer
for complete freedom of oper-
atlon.

"The acope of power they
(Ringsby and son, Don) have
given me is probably the moat
important factor,”” Hannum
sald, “They want someone to
run it and that's what I want."

The other factor he cited was
the contract, o five-year pack-
age which includes an option
for profit sharing and participa-
tion in ownership of the fran-
chise.

“It's a very lucrative con-
tract as far as I'm concerned,"”
Hannum sald. “It's the best
I've ever been offered In pro
basketball."

In San Diego, General Man-
ager Pete Newell termed Han-
num's action a breach of faith.
He sald there was & verbal
agreement that Hannum re-
main with San Diego at least
until June,

Both Newell and team Presi-
dent Bob Breitbard sald, how-
ever, no legal gction was
planned. A replacement for
Hannum has not yet been con-
sldered, he added.

Oilmen Pre

pare to Quell

Four-Month-

Old 0Oil Fire

NEW ORLEANS (AP)—Oilmen move in today to

try to strangle the last oil

well in an offshore oil fire

which has cost four lives and about $36 million since

it started Dec. 1.

Fed by 11 wild wells at its
height , the once-great inferno
had been reduced to a gush of
flame resembling a king-sized
blowtorch when the drilling rig
Margaret braced for the final
kdll,

The fire started 131 days ago
when an explosion ripped the
8hell Oll Company’s 22-well con-
trol platform which stood on
stilts in 85 feet of water 10 miles
off the Louisiana coast, south of
New Orleans,

Two workmen died
blast and. two died
burns.

Since then, Shell has picked
off the wild wells one by one,
smothering them deep beneath
the bottom of the Guif of Mexico
with the slow and expensive
“killer well” technique,

The method was adopted to
avold any sea pollution which
could have cmo efrom effortis to
blw out the fre nd try t cp
the wild wells at the surface.

Instead, the gushing ofl—thou-
sands of barrels of {t—was al-
lowed to go up in smoke while
five blg drilling rigs wers called
in.

A 8hel spokesman said each
of the 11 “killer wells" cost
about $1,250,000 to drill and
were sunk to a depth of 12,500
feet beneath the sea floor.

BRIDGEPORT (AP) — John
R; Pardue Jr. lingered on the
critical list S8aturday as he lay
in a Bridgeport hospital suffer-
ing from bullet wounds suffered
In an alleged escape attempt,
The hospltal reported no
change In his condition from
Thursday afternoon when he
underwent emergency surgery.

Pardue was dropped in his
tracks by a young guard as the

-suspected bomber and bank rob-

bed allegedly leveled a sawed-
off rifle at a marshal—who hap-
pened to be the guard's father.

“Mr, Pardue is still the same
—critical,” the hospital spokes-
man said Saturday morning.

He Is accused of three bomb-
Ings in Danbury in February,
1670, He is slso charged with
robbing the Unlon Savings Bank
of $26,000 just after the first of
the blasts that authorities say
were set to divert attention from
the holdup.

In custody under $250,000 bond
was Pardue’s wife, Nancy.

Authorities said she smuggled
the rifle to Pardue In his de-
tention cell at the Federal Build-
Ing during a break in the trial.

They speculate she secreted
the 21-inch-long weapon under
clothing, which conslsted of a
short skirt and tight sweater.

Even before the incident
Thursday, Mrs. Pardue was free
on $50,000 bond for allegedly try-
ing to smuggle a pistol to Par-
due nbout one year ago.

Pardue was shot down by An-
thony Dirlenzo III who reacted
when Pardue ghouted "Freeze'
at four guards who were taking
him from the cell shortly after
the visit from his wife.

“T saw my father slowly tum-
ing toward him," Dirienzo said,
“‘and then I realized that Pardue
had a real weapon in his hands
. « I thought he was goling to
wipe us all out. . .

“I just had to stop him. . .I
slowly slipped my hands down
my chest where my revolver
was tucked in my walstband,
grabbed the weapon, cocked it
and fired five times."

Three of those bullets hit Par-
due, who never fired the .308
caliber rifle.

It was the second escape ef-
fort foiled by Dirienzo who
works part time as a guard
while studying criminology In
college.

One week after jolning the U.8,
marshal's office In 1089, he
chased down a prisoner who had
fled and overpowered him with
a blackjack.

Police Bring

NEW HAVEN (AP) — Two
chained and heavily guarded
Black Panther Party members
werc returned to New Haven
Friday to face capital charges
in the death of another Panther.

For Rory Hithe, 20, and Lan-
don Willtams, 26, their arrival In
custody of atate police and New
Haven County detectives mark-
ed the end of o 21-month fight
in Colorado to avold extradition.

They were arrested In Denver
on June 5, 1989, about two weeks
after the tortured body of Alex
Rackley was found in a Middle-
field swamp. He had been shot
in the head and chest.

Each is accused of alding and
abetting murder and other of-
fenses, The state has contended
they oversaw torture of Rackley
at Panther headquarters here
and his death.

The Denver attorney for the
two men said two weeks ago
they had decided to drop their
extradition fight and return to
face the charges,

They did it against his advice,
said attorney Walter Gerash, in
part to help Bobby G. Seale,
the party’'s national chairman
now on trial here in Rackley's
death, and in part to help heal
a reported rift in the party,

According to Gerash, Hithe
and Willlams said they were
tred of dolng ‘‘dead time' In
Colorado where they have been
in custody during the extradi-
tion battie.

The two were laken to the
Bethany State Pollce Barracks
for processing after their arrival
here and later were spirited
away to an unknown detentlon
center,

Peril Seen
In Another
Type Candy

HARTFORD (AP) — Large
quantities of *“'World's Finest"
candy, labeled a health hazard
by the Food'and Drug Adminis-
tration, may already have been
distributed In Connecticut, the
state consumer protection com-
missioner sald Friday.

“It's & serious health hazard,"
spld  commissioner Barbara
Dunn,

“As far as we're concerned,
this candy absolutely, positively
should not be eaten,"” she said.

The candy, manufactured by
the Cook Chocolate Co, of Chica-
g0, ia sold through schools, clvic
organizations, clubs and charit-
able organizations for fund-rais-
ing drives.

Mrs. Dunn said the FDA com-
pleted its evaluation of the candy
early Friday afternoon, saying
that samples of candy manu-
factured between Feb, 10 and
March 8 were contaminated with
the bacterin salmonella, which
can cause intestinal infection.

One big sales project in the
state was called off before the
FDA's final evaluation was made
public,

A spokesman for the New Hav-
en Register and Journal-Courier
sald the sale of candy for its
"“Fresh Alr Fund"” by carrier
boys was canceled in the inter-
est of protecting the public,

The newspaper spokesman
sald a Connecticut agent for the
candy manufacturer had in-
formed him earlier that there
was only a ‘“'slim poasibllity”
that the consignment belng sold
in the area was contaminated.
Later in the day, however, o
company official in Chicago sald
the sale should be canceled {m-
mediately and the candy bars
recalled.

The candy being recalled are
certaln lots of “World's Finest"
imperial milk chocolate bars
with almonds in three, four, six
and elght-ounce and one-pound
sizes; '"World's Finest'' continen-
tal almond bars, mostly in eight-
ounce sizes; and ‘“Kookettes'
chocolate cake frosting sold In
bulk units of 25 pounds or more.

Mrs, Dunn said there are two
Connecticut distribution points
for the candy, and both have
agreed to withhold all shipments,

“Any charitable organization
recelving candy between Feb, 10
and March 6 should hold any
further distribution,” Mrs. Dunn
sald. “"We suggest they contact
people who are distributing and
stop distribution.”

'“T'o date, there are no known
deaths from the use of this
candy,"” she sald, "There have
been no injuries reported so far.

The latest announcement was
the second in two days of bad
candy being distributed in Con-
necticut just before Easter.

Mrs. Dunn announced Thurs.
day that chocolate Easter eggs
containing metal shavings are
being sold in the state and
should not be eaten. She said the
problem I8 even more serious
than indicated in earlier FDA
warnings. \

The ecarlier warning cited
chocolate ecggs wrapped in foll
and sold in one-pound plastic
baga. The eggs containing metal
shavings, according to the orig-

Vietnamese troops repulsed
a North Vietnamese com-
mando attack on besieged
Fire Base 6 today as
enemy forces launched new
assaults on government
positions in the central
highlands.
" South Vietnamese headquar-
ters said 12 enemy commandos
were killed and that the govern-
ment defenders selzed three ri-
fles, five rocket-propelled gre-
nade launchers and some eéxplo-
sives which were to have been
usead to blow up the base,

Headquarters sald there were
no South Vietnamese casualties.

Four hours after the attack
was beaten back, South Viet.
namese jets bombed North Viet.
namese positions about a half-
mile north of the base. The
spokesman said 20 enemy sol-
diers were killed and the bombs
triggered several secohdary ex-
plosions, indicating hits on am-
munition stores. .

Enemy gunners shelled three
other South Vietnamese posi-
tions near Fire Base 6, which
has been under selge since
March 31. Two South Viet-
namese soldiers were reported
wounded.

Mortar shells triggered a fuel
fire in one of the attacks on the
airfield at Dak To, north of the
fire base.

U.S, bombers and hellcopter
gunsh’ps kept up thelr around-
the-clock nattacks against ele-
ments of three North Viet-
namese regimenta In the region
to prevent them from overrun-
ning the South Vietnamese posl-
tions.

U.S. B52 Stratofortresses have
been dropping tons of explosives
on enemy troop concentrations
within two or three miles of the
mountaintop artillery base, 300
miles north of Saigon near the
triborder juncture of Laos,
Cambodia and South Vietnam.,

After the B5Zs struck Friday,
smaller U.8. fighter-bombers
and helicopters saturated the
Jungles around the base with na-
palm In an effort to burn off the
heavy growth giving cover to
the North Vietnamese.

Nearly 100 miles to the east,
along the Bong Son plain bor-
dering the South China Sea, U.S.
paratroopers from the 173rd
Alrborne Brigade clashed twice
with enemy troops. The U.S8.
Command sald 11 enemy were
killed, while nine Americans
were wounded.

One U.S. alr cavalryman was
killed and six were wounded in
a patrol action 51 miles east of
Saigon. Enemy losses were not
known.

hens lny green eggs and blue
eggs, and thelr owner says some
day they may produce pink and
gold-colored ones,

Easter egg chickens?

That's right, according to Her-
bert C. Tilley of New Canaan,
who bought his first “‘araucana’
hen and rooster from an Iowa
hatchery about two years ago
80 ‘‘my wife and I can have
Easter eggs in our basket every
day of the year."

Tilloy scoffs at the suggestion
that he might have added egg
coloring to the fowls' mash,

He notes that each pair of
chickens cost about $25,

‘‘The chicks are fascinating,''
Tilley says. They come in a
wide assortment of colors, al-
though most are black., The
adults have long legs, and
“‘some people are reminded of
an ostrich,” he says.

First discovered about 1880
in Chile, where they were being
raised by the Araucana Indians,
the chickens were brought to
the United States in the 1020.s
The birds, which have bushy
tufts on each side of the head
and lack tail feathers, are rare.
