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Avoid Adjournment Donnybrook
As this new Governor and this new 

General Assembly opened their steward­
ship of the state’s  business last January.
It appeared quite clear that the most im­
portant and the most controversial prob­
lem they had to settle between them was 
that of whether Connecticut was to go 
Into the business of being another in­
come tax state.

Any realistic reading of the^,sitGatIoh 
at Hartford has to ccaiclude that, al­
though almost everyone may have aome 
suspicion, or^ear, or wish that the in­
come tax m u^ eventually become part 
of the state’s  revenue structure, there is 
now almost no chance whatsoever that 
Connecticut is ready to admit that step 
must be taken now.

Governor MeskiU has refused to be­
come the one to propose an Income tax.

Tile Democratic party is not likely to 
be able to unify itself into being the 
ptdltical agency to propose it.

That leaves a rather strange alliance 
ot potential proponents of an income 
tax, an alUance so strange It does not 
seem likely to find any effective means 
of actually exercising all its potential 
strength.

It consists, this strange potential 
alliance, at a  scattering of Republicans 
who think an income tax is the only 
way really to ease the real estate tax 
burden, of a strong contingent of liberal 
Democrats who think an Income tax is 
a  way to achieve economic social justice 
by sharing the wealth, and of a strong 
segment ot̂  Connecticut industry and 
comTnerce which has come to the opinitm 
that an income tax may become, for 
it, less of an evil than the alternatives 
now being proposed.

Measuring this potential strange alli­
ance against the opposltioin of the Gov­
ernor, and the reluctance of the Denuv 
cratic leadership, one reaches the con­
clusion that the income tax Is not com ­
ing out of this sessiim, and that, there­
fore, the sharpest issue rising out of the 
state’s financial crisis has been settled.

If we accept the idea that the income 
tax issue has been settled, for the pres­
ent at least, that leaves the Assembly 
and Its two party leaderships and the 
Governor with two choices. ^

First, they can find ample oppi^rtupl- 
ty for political battle in all'Uie subsidiary 
decisions they have to make, and carry 
a tax-budget fight down to the end of 
the session and into a  series of immedi­
ate special sessions.

Or, second, they can give up some of 
their political oi^iortunism and head con­
sciously and directly toward such rea­
sonable ccunpromlses as lie open to 
them.

The Governor and the Democratic ma  ̂
JorlUes in the General Assembly are, 
when his veto power is calculated in, 
situated In positions of equal Ekrength.

The key area ot potential compromise 
between them lies in the question of 
whether to pay off the state’s present 
deficit in one year, as the Governor 
proposes, or ^ rea d  it over a number of 
years, perhaps as many as four, as the 
Democrats suggest.

It should not be too much of a strain 
for the Governor to adjust to a budget­
ing which would spread the burden over 
two years, as it would have been spread, 
anyway, in the natural course of events, 
if the voters of the state had happened, 
last November, to reject the Oonstitu- 
clonal Amendment creating annual ses­
sions.

Taking two years instead of one to 
meet the $260,000,000 ' deficit would al­
low the General Assembly and the Gov­
ernor some leeway in which they could

In this wonderful world in which we 

live syme financial experts have just 
BpeckU dls- come up with a sure-fire guide-book for 

the average American family to use in 
figuring out its own finances.

Undercover Threat?
They have their uses. Particularly 

where drugs and potential campus vio­
lences are concerned.

But the infiltration of campuses by un­
dercover men for federal or local au­
thorities still gives us pause.

In the first place, their presence is a 
reminder that an age of campus inno­
cence, if there ever really was one, is for 
the moment past. A few years ago, of 
course, there were already agents on 
various campuses who had infiltrated In­
to student organizations; but their work 
centered on foreign Involvements. Now 
the campus Is very much the focus of 
America’s Internal challenges,' or what 
many call Its domestic threat. Some 
may say the young have brought the 
need for spying upon themselves. Tbls 
may be so. But the fact of infiltration 
gives all on the campus, not just the few 
committed to trouble, intimations of Big 
Brother surveillance which compound 
the tensions of college-going today.

One wonders too whether such infiltra­
tion will spread beyond campuses. There 
is, of course, evidence that government 
officials are particularly sensitive to 
trouble directed against America’s poli­
cies in Southeast Asia. An Informer was  ̂
used, it was widely surmised, to gain 
evidence in the Berrlgan case. And with­
out judging the merits of such a practice 
in that particular case, one still wonders 
whether informers could be used to infil­
trate other institutions, say, the press — 
to “ get the goods’ ’ on newsmen whose 
views on the war may be aispect; or 
worse, to ferret out circumstantial evi­
dence which would not stand, up in a 
court o f law but vdilch would serve to In­
timidate the press nonetheless.

What has made the use of Informants 
abhorrent, in the past, has been the fre­
quent unreliability of the Informant him­
self. Again, we have in mind not so 
much the trained agent as in drug cases, 
as the hired man of dubious backgrou 
whose motives may be confused ,<did 
judgment warped. Injustice m^iy be 
done by his testimony.

Further, suspicion is contagious. Al­
ready there exists on mapy campuses an 
incipient fear that flje government is 
heading toward a n /e ra  of repression. 
The nation shoidd’ merefore be watchful 
that the preftont techniques of intelli­
gence gathenng do not so feed upon 
themselves that the campuses be made 
even less habitable, or another g^rotesque 
erg^ot allegation and intimidation occur.

Our Changing Language
Like the Society it serves, our lan- 

g;uage is constantly changing. But some- 
t i m e s  one can only wonder if the 
changes are improvements.

Some years ago, for example, Ameri­
can business began to embrace use of 
the suffix “ w ise" as a way of saying, 
“ in regard to.”  Balance sheets showed 
how the company was doing financial- 
wise. Employment was either up or 
down, personnel wise. Marketwise, the 
Edsel was a bomb.

The media have had their influence, 
too. Time magazine has made lasting 
and useful contributions with “ tycoon" 
and “ socialite,”  which in part make up 
for the publicatlan’s less enduring neolo­
gisms such as “ omnivenderous”  and 
“ paradoxhund." Some television weath­
ermen seem incapable of telling us 
whether tomorrow will bring rain, snow, 
sleet or  hail; instead, they talk about the 
curious meteorological phenomenon, 
“ precip.”

Now even the environmentalists, sup­
posedly so concerned with protecting our 
heritage against the ravagers, have let 
their guard slip. The great concern to­
day is for “ ecosys,”  as that television 
special on the Everglades made clear.

Granted, few things in this life are 
static, and a new word now and then — 
or even corruption of an old one — prob­
ably Isn’t too high a price to pay for 
novelty -value alone, if not for better 
communications.

But this doesn’t mean that we should 
just stand OEdde and let the language 
mongrellzers have their way. Like Win­
ston Churchill said, this is the sort' of 
thing up with which we should not put. 
Conformancewise, it’s sometimes neces­
sary to be non. — LOUISVILLE COU­

Bob Casev of Hous­
ton (a Muskie neighbor) the 
Texans were unimpressed by 
their party’s frontrunner. Most 
said they preferred Sen. Hub­
ert Humphrey of Minnesota. A 
couple were eyeing Gen. Henry 
M. Jackson of Washington.

What makes this significant 
is that Muskie might have had 
all or nearly all the Texans had 
he profitably used the time since 
his triumphant election eve tele­
cast last November. Instesul, he 
has done nothing to build an or­
ganization there. Moreover, he 
has Ignored two powerful Texans 
most interested in him last 
November but now having sec­
ond thoughts: Lt. Gov. Ben 
Barnes and Democratic Nation­
al Treasurer Robert Strauss.

Texas is no isolated example. 
In New York, Illinois, and Ohio, 
Muskie has neither laid down a 
rudimentary organization nor 
kept touch with political leaders. 
Moreover, until very recently, 
the omissions have been inten­
tional.

When that election eve tele­
cast made Muskie a runaway 
frontrunner, he and his advisers 
eyed the -vulnerability of past 
frontrunners and decided to 
malntaijft a Idw profile—few 
speeches, few trips around the 
country. That was sound strat­
egy, but they extended the low 
profile to ignoring politicians 
and political spadework. That 
miscalculation has brought a 
tentative verdict, delivered 
privately by top . state party 
leaders, that Muskie is dead.

Almost surely, that verdict is 
premature—if only for the thin­
ness of the field. The two most 
likely altcmatlves, Humphrey 
and Sen. Edward M. Kennedy 
of Massachusetts, evoke groans 
in wide party segments.

Fiithermore, Muskie contin­
ues to do well with the public 
(though the Gallup Poll showed 
him slipping against President 
Nixon). The cumulative survey 
of 9,076 voters in 21 states 
through March by private po­
llster Oliver Quayle showed a 
12-month edge of 48 per cent 
to 42 per cent by Muskie over 
the President (the balance- for

Gov. George Wallace)— Mus- 
klc’a highest edge ever.

The- question for Muskie now 
is whether these triumphant poll 
figures will be undermined by 
the Muskie-can’t-be-nominated 
talk now being reflected in tlie 
press. If the polls decline, the 
little hard, committed support 
he has among politicians will 
erode.

The reaction to this at Mus- 
kie headquarters in midtown 
Washington is characteristically 
wedded to issues rather than 
organization. Thus, he seems 
more upset by his recent trou­
bles with the mayors over re- 
venue-sharing than his problems 
with state politicians. Dissat­
isfied with his own speechwrit- 
ers, Muskie plans to tarm out 
future speeches. He is making 
plans to conduct Senate subcom­
mittee hearings on key subjects 
around the country.

But all that igrnores the heart 
of his problem in, for example, 
so key a state as Illinois. An 
invitation for Muskie to address 
the testimonial dinner of Lt. 
Gov. Paul Simon, probable nom­
inee for Governor next year, 
was so badly handled that no­

body knew whether he was ac­
cepting or declining; he ended 
up declining. The Democratic 
leader in one of the state’s 
largest downstate counties is 
still waiting for a reply to his 
letter. The state’s Democratic 
chieftains never hear from Mus­
kie himself.

The problem of the unanswer­
ed letter and phone call, 
endemic since Muskle’s emer­
gence as a national figure in 
1964, is in the capable hands of 
his new campaign manager, 
Washington lawyer Bert Bern- 
hard, but it Is still unsolved. 
Seemingly, bringing order out 
of chaos on L Street has a low­
er priority than speech content.

Bernhard also is urging Mus­
kie, when he has a spsu’e min­
ute, to telephone those politic­
ians he has been igoring. That 
workaday habit, second nature 
for Hubert Humphrey or Ted 
Kennedy, seems agony for Ed 
Muskie. Yet failure to make 
those contacts seems to have 
lost him the opportunity of tie- 
ing up decisive numbers of pol­
iticians for the nomination. Con­
tinued failure could conceivably 
los'' him the nomination itself.

WEST HAVEN (AP) — State 

police and agents from the 
state tax division say they ar­
rested a  Guilford man on the 
Connecticut Turnpike here 
Wednesday and confiscated 
more UiEui 1,000 cartons of al­
legedly contraband cigarettes 
and 84,000 in cash.

PZC Sets Public Hearing 
Tuesday on Mobile Homes
’The Planning and Zoning Com- 

miaalon will hold a public hear­
ing ’Tuesday night at 7 :30 at the 
high school to consider a major 
change in the zoning regulations, 
namely, that section pertaining 
to “mobile honves.”

The change in regulations has 
been in the process of prepara­
tion by the PZC for some time 
and is being submitted for public 
discussion because of the re­
quest of Richard Bremen, a  local 
resident who wants to establish 
a  trailer park in the Pucker St. 
area.

According to the suggested 
changes, the definiticm of “trail­
er” as it currently exists in the 
zoning regulations will he elimi­
nated and several other defini­
tions substituted.

The present definition of trail­
er is “A trailer coach or mobile 
home, either on or off wheels, 
whether or not containing cook­
ing, bathing and toilet facilities, 
capable of being connected to a 
water supply and to a sewage 
disposal system, designed or 
used for human occupancy.”

The new definitions would be 
"mobile home,” "mobll/B home 
park,” “recreational park,” and 
“recreational vehicle.”

A mobile home is defined as 
“a transportable single-family 
dwelling unit without a perma­
nent foundation but suitable for 

. year-round habitation and equlp- 
p|ed with the means to connect 
Water, sanitary and electric fa­
cilities. It shall not include simi­
larly prefabricated modular or 
unitized dwellings placed on 
permcment foimdation, nor shall 
it refer to travel trailers, 6amp- 
ers, recreation vehlcVes or simi­
lar units designed for recreation 
or other short-term uses.”

A mobile home park would 
be “A parcel of land upon 
which two or more , mobile 
homes are, or are intended to 
be placed and occupied as 
buildings.”

A recreational park would be 
"A parcel of land upon which 
two or more recreational vehi­
cles are, or are intended to be 
placed and ‘occupied for short 
term use.”

Finally, ”A vehicle commmcoi- 
ly referred to as a  camper, 
trailer, trailer bus, motor bus 
used for recreational purposes” 
defines a  recreational vehicle.

In terms of definitions alone, 
the new regulations open up the 
town for trailers on a  year- 
round basis. Also under the new 
rules, the.town is broken down 
mto nine districts for zoning 
purposes, as is done with the 
apartment regulations. ’Ihe 
maximum number of trailers 
allowed in any one district 
would be 100, except in five dis­
tricts in the lake area where no 
trailers would be allowed at all.

Under the new regulation 
also, what the PZC terms "stiff 
road specifications’” provided 
for trailer parks.

Copies of the new regulation 
are available in the Town Hall 
and will also be available a t the 
auditorium in the high school on 
’Tuesday night at the hearing.

The public is urged to attend 
this session and make its feel­
ings known to the PZC, prior to 
that group’s taking action on 
the proposal.

motor vehicle taxes should be 
paid In a lump sum In the first 
Installment of taxes or If pay­
ment should be divided between 
the two installments.

WASHINGTON (APJ — Part 
of the maze feeing local govern­
ments in search of federal aid 
would melt away, sajrs Presi­
dent Nixon, if Congress permits 
him to put |9 billion worth of 
programs in a new Department 
of Community Development.

With, the new department, the 
President says, communities 
such as Monroe, Ohio, would no 
longer have to apply for sewer 
aid to  three federal agencies 
with regional offices in three 
separate otties.

And cities such as Cambridge, 
Mass., would be spared filing 
each year 134 separate federal 
and 17 state urban aid applica­
tions under 163 different sets of 
regulations.

The Nixon plan would grather 
related programs in five depart­
ments and three agencies into 
the proposed Community Devel­
opment Department. Added to 
the core of the present Depart­
ment of Housing and Urban De- 
vel<^ment would be highway 
and mass transit programs 
from the Department of Trans­
portation; development pro­
grams from the Commeroe De­
partment; rural housing, water 
and sewer, and electrification 
programs from the Agriculture 
Department; and library grants 
from the Department of Health, 
EMucation and Welfare.

Other programs, such as com­
munity action, would come from 
the Office of Economic Oppor­
tunity, Small Business Adminis­
tration, and Apx>alachian Re- 
gicmal Commission.

Here in a question-and-answer 
format Is the administratton’s 
view of how the department 
would operate and its advan­
tages.

Q. What’s wrong with things 
the way they are?

A. Thel« is no single govern­
ment oiganlzation with the re­
sponsibility and authority to 
coordinate and direct federal 
assistance for community devel­
opment. For example, HUD and 
Agrlcultiue each have pro­
grams for housing, water a n i  
sewer lines, and recreational 
areas.

As a result, separate depart­
ments must come up with piece­
meal approaches to the prob­
lem ’s solutions.

Q. How would the new organi­
zation help local govermnent?

A. They would draw up « ie  
comprehensive development 
plan, Including transportation 
housing, and community facili­
ties and service, and get funds 
from one federal agency rather 
than eight.

Q. How will the department 
promote more orderly national 
development?

A. The impact of proposed 
transportation systems, for ex­
ample, on land utilization, hous­
ing patterns, and local economic 
development can be determined 
by a single department.

Q. Is this department for big 
cities only?
' A. No. The Department would 
aid smaller towns and rural 
areas, too.

Q. What types of aid would be 
available?

A. Plajuting money and tech­
nical assistance to strengthen 
local governments; programs, 
suqh as community action, to 
encourage citizen movements

for civic improvement; money 
for construction of mass transit 
systems, highways, , subsidized 
housing, water and.sewer lines, 
libraries, parks and electrical 
and telephone lines; flood, riot, 
and crime insurance.

Q. iWhat would be the major 
components of the department?

A. An urban and rural'devel­
opment administration to build 
up state and local government, 
to encourage individual partici­
pation in community develop­
ment, and to provide basic pub- 
Uc«/aclllties.

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Drunk Test 
A Laugh In 

Deadly Game

MILWAUKEE—There’s a new 
pastime at a school here: Get­
ting drunk for science. It’s 
proving that experience really 
counts.

■ Researchers analyzing a 
drunk driver tester at the Medi­
cal College of Wisconsin are 
getting a few chuckles—as well 
as Information that may cut 
down the highway traffic toll— 
for their efforts.

One normally sedate secre­
tary decided she wanted to 
elope with a researcher after 
a few belts. Another woman 
got up from her scheduled 
drinking bout and did a jig.

The project is financed by 
General Motors Corp. Delco 
Electronics Dlv. which has de­
veloped a "phystester” (pro­
nounced "fizz-tester”  of course) 
that could be used to prevent 
drunk drivers from starting 
their cars.

The device, which was un­
veiled in May 1970, has a score- 
board that displays a random 
four-to seven-dlg^t number for 
a couple of seconds. The motoT- 
ist then must punch the same 
number on a keyboard within 
three or four seconds to prove 
he’s sober enough to drive. If 
he can't, his car won’t start.

The medical college has test­
ed about 40 people to date, in­
cluding medical! students, Delco 
executives, and others, says Dr. 
Jack Peterson, assistant profes­
sor of environmental health en­
gineering.

The students didn’t hold their 
drinks very well — several got 
sick at a 0.1 per cent blood al­
cohol level while most Delco 
executives “weren’t even feel­
ing happy at this point.” Dr. 
Peterson calls it a "graphic il- 
ilostration of what experience 
does for you.”

Whether or not phystesters 
will show up in cars depends on 
results of federal tests in which 
about 50 wiM be installed on 
government owned cars.

In the meantime, testing will 
continue in Milwaukee, where a 
Delco man says, "there’s no 
shortage of volunteers.”

Voters Give 
House GOP 
Added Seat

HAR’TPORD (AP) — Republi­
cans will now have an added 
vote in the state House of Rep­
resentatives, in the aftermath of 
two elections held Wednesday to 
replace representatives who died 
during the current session.

One Democratic seat, the 86th 
District in Waterbury, which was 
vacated by the death of William 

' Begg, will be filled by his wife 
Claire—also a Democrat.

But another long-Democratic 
district, the 44th in Enfield, gave 
Republican Rosario Vella a nar 
row victory over Democrat Jt^n 
Adams. Vella’s seat had been 
occupied by the late Sabath Nig- 
ro, a Democrat.

The lineup in the House will 
now be 98 Democrats and 79 Re­
publicans. Before the deaths of 
Begg and Nlgro, it was 99-78.

Enfield had been considered a 
solid Democratic bastion. In 
1956, it was one of only six 
towns that voted for Adlai Stev­
enson during the Elsenhower 
landslide.

Mrs. Begg won in a three-way 
race. The unofficial tally was 
1,248 for Mrs. Begg, 759 for Re­
publican William Soloman, and 
759 for Independent Richard He­
bert.

In Enfield, Vella had an unr 
official count of 2,080 votes to 
Adams’ 2,038.

From Your
Neighbor’s Kitchen

By VIVIAN F. FERGUSON
Tiny green sprouts are just 

beginning to show on the cur­
rant bushes behind the house 
at 109 Maple St. The two blue 
plum trees have been pruned. 
“ Last year, they were so full 
of fruit, it was unbelievable,” 
Betty Dziadus told me as we 
strolled through the garden on 
a pleasant afternoon.

"When I go Into the kitchen 
to cook, it’s a rarity. Most 
everything I make seems to be 
involved with fruit from this 
garden. I love to watch it 
grow. When it’s ready, I ’ll even 
give up my golf game to get 
it in and prepare it for the win­
ter. Do you know that you can 
freeze plums? My sister, Agnes, 
told me about it and I didn’t 
think it could be done. I tried 
it and it works.’ ’

To freeze plums, Betty wash­
es, quarters and pits the fruit. 
Then, she merely places them 
in a freezer container lind 
sprinkles ^  . teaspoon of fruit 
preservative powder over. ’The 
latter is obtainable in most 
drug stores if you can’t find 
it at the gfrocer’s.

’There are many varieties of 
the plum in this country. ’The 
Dziadus trees bear the small 
blue, sometimes called the Ital­
ian plum. "ITie trees, the grape­
vines and the currants were 
here when we came to this 
house, and that is at least 30 
years,’ ’ says Betty.

Betty has used the frozen 
plums as well as the fresh for 
her pie. A quart container of 
the frozen fruit equals 23-24 
fresh.

Fresh Blue or Italian 
Plum Pie

2 lbs. blue plums (23-24) 
pastry for 9”  double crust

1 tablespoon ’ fine dry white 
bread crumbs

1% cup sugar 
% teaspoon salt

2 tablespoons flour 
1 tablespoon butter

Wash, quarter and pit plums 
(do not pare). Sprinkle crumbs 
over bottom of pastry-lined pan. 
Blend sugar, salt and flour; 
spiinkle % of mixture over 
crumbs; add'rest to plums and 
mix gently. Then, turn into pie 
plate and spread evenly. Dot 
with butter.

Moisten edge of bottom pas­
try. Lay top pastry over fill­
ing. Vent, seal, crimp with 
tines of fork to finish edge flat.

Eva Peron 
Mystery 
May End

BIUENOS A1RE3S (AiP) — ’The 
location of Eva Peron’s body, a 
mystery to Argentines for 16 
years, may be dlscloeed soon.

Eve, Peron was an actress in 
her teens and early 20s, then 
was a fiery and spellbinding po­
litical leader beside her hus­
band, President Juan D. Perm.

She was 33 when Edie died of 
Leukemia on July 26, 1952, three 
years before her husband was 
brought down in a military 
coup. She had unofficially been 
the head of the ‘Labor Mlnlstiy 
and gained popularity for her 
espousal of labor, social and 
welfare benefits.

Her body disappeared shortly 
after the 1965 coup and has been 
a problem for Argentina’s gov­
ernments ever since. None has 
been wtUUng to make public the 
body’s v(d»ereabouts, for fear It 
would be used as a rallyOg 
point for pro4Peron and antigov- 
emment sentiment.

Now leaders of Argentina’s la­
bor confideratlon, an organiza­
tion of all the country’s labor 
unions, say they will ask (Presi­
dent Alejandro J. Laiuisse to 
btdng back the body.

Lanusse, although imprisoned 
for four years by Peron, has in­
dicated he wants to cooperate 
with Peron’a followers in restor­
ing democracy to Argentina aft­
er eight years of military rule.

Rumors of what happened to 
the body have ranged widely, 
but authoritative sources said 
recently that it has remained in 
Argentina.

Following a funeral uiuivaled 
in Argentina before or since, the 
body was turned over to a Span­
ish embalmer named Pedro Ara 
who had it for a year.

The body was kept in a chapel 
at the lalx>r headquarters from 
1963 until it vanished on Dec. 22, 
1966, three months after the mil­
itary ou)9ted Peron. The body 
had been under military guard.

(Continued (rom Page One)
and Independent and coura­
geous expression of opinion,”  he 
told the American Society of 
New^>aper Editors Wednesday.

“ I think we must hold and 
strengthen—perhaps restore—
public confidence in our capaci­
ty to fulfill the principles to 
which we are committed,”  said 
Canham.

An ASNE panel which he 
headed “ concluded there is cer­
tainly a  need for more responsi- 
Ue and conscientious profes­
sional performance by newspa­
pers,”  Canham added.

That panel, he said, decided 
most grievance problems "can 
be met by a more Intelligent, 
more responsible performance 
on the part of individual news­
papers.”

Instead of recommending 
ASNE set up a press council or 
grievance-handling group as na­
tional machinery to deal with 
complainta against its member 
newspapers, the panel proposed 
an experiment.

As approved by society direc­
tors, the ASNE study group is 
prepared for "a  kind of very in­
formal dry run,”  to see what 
might have happened had a 
press council or grievance com­
mittee been created to deal with 
q>eclflc cases, Canham said.

ASNE President Newhold 
Noyes Jr., editor of Washing­
ton's Evening Star, said: 
“ There Is, to me, something re ­
pugnant about the idea that we 
as a  Society should gang up on 
an individual editor whose con­
cept of what is best for his 
newspaper or his readers differs 
from that of a select committee 
or even a majority o f the rest of 
us,”  Noyes said.

He added that while the direc­
tors “ are rather sharply divided 
on the issue,”  the board agrees 
no moves will be made "without 
coming back to the membership 
and making sure that what we 
are doing in this is what the 
membership wants done.”

“ Aren’t we beating our breast 
about something that has al­
ways been with us?”  asked 
John McCormally, president 
and publisher of the Burlington 
(Iowa) Hawk-Eye. "The press 
has always been criticized.”

‘ 'If I read the public right, I 
think there is a rising criti­
cism ," said John Emmerich, 
editoiial page editor of the 
Houston Chronicle, "and I ’m in­
clined to 'think we ought to re­
spond in the best way we can'— 
although I ’m not convinced a 
press council is going to be the 
ultimate answer.

"W e certainly can’t lose any­
thing by proceeding with this 
dry run," he added.

John E. McMuUan, executive 
editor of the Phila^lphla In­
quirer, wondered “ if we aren’t 
in danger of embarking on a 
sort of witch hunt."

Noyes replied: "That is the 
reason we want to g o  very slow­
ly and carefully . . . and exjdore 
the whole thing thoroughly be­
fore w© get into it."

The Republican governor re­
called that he had estimated the 
deficit in his budget message 
Feb. 16 at $250 million.

"It is the purpose of this spe­
cial message to stress for the 
General Assembly the emergen­
cy nature of that proposal and 
immediate necessity of enact­
ment of this measure," Meskill 
said of the proposed sales tax 
hike.

The latest forecast by the Of­
fice of ETnance and Oontrol diow 
“ an adverse change of circum­
stance”  which requires “ force­
ful and immediate counterac­
tion to maintain our fiscal bal­
ance,”  Meskill said.

Democratic leaders have con­
sistently rejected the governor’s 
uigings for a temi>orary boost 
in taxes. .They have said they 
are in no hurry to impose the 
highest sales tax in the nation 
on Connecticut taxpayers, and 
that any new or increased taxes 
would have to be part of a com­
plete fiscal package.
