Several wore Mao buttons
and, during interviews with
newsmen Sunday, commented
on the prevalence of Mao's im-
age. Jack Howard, the team's
nonplaying captain, sald he rec-
ommended reading ‘“The
Thoughts of Mao Tse-tung."

Judy Bochenski, 15, wore a
Mao badge “as & sign of friend-
ship"” when she arrived home in
Eugene, Ore. '‘Mao was every-
where, on posters, buttons, slo-
gans and the little red book,"
she sald. ‘I brought back five
cmu.tb

She found China ‘‘very, very
different. They didn't have TV
in hotels. They didn't even have
radios. We never saw a boy and
girl walking together, It's so
completely different. We didn't
realize it until we got there.”

Olga Soltess, 17, had similar
thoughts in Orlando, Fla. “It's
completely different from the
United States. I thought Peking
would be a minlature Chicago
but there were no cars, only &
few buses and everybody rode
blcycles,” she said.

“I hope the people of both
countries can come together,
because they are just as nice as
any other human beings,” she
said, *“The people are warm and
were reéally friendly—there
were no fake smiles."”

Graham Steenhoven, 59, presi-
dent of the U.8. Table Tennis
Assoclation, was asked in De-
troit if he thought the Chinese
hed used the American team for

ropaganda purposes.

‘“No, not at all!"” he said em-
phatically. “I'm sure what they
wanted was in some way for us
to be friendsa."

WILLIAMSBURG, Va. (AP) —
Gov. Thomas J. Meskill, en
route to & Republican governor's
conference here, announced Sun-
day the veto of four bills passed
by the Connecticut legislature.

America is still beautiful, If
you look for it,

We were two forelgn nawsmen
gathering Impressions on &
three-month tour of the nation
and {ts people. Whatever we
found, there was always Ameri-

the mbuntains.

Some of it is blighted. But
some of it Is as awesome as any
landscape in the world.

., Much of America is still so
young. When ploneers were
pushing westward through
northern Utah along the Oregon
Trail more than a century ago,
their wagon wheels bit deaply
into the surface of the émpty
land. North of Salt Lake City
you can still see those wagon
ruts on the hard desert floor,
and the land itself ‘must be the
way the ploneers first saw it:
stark, majestic—and still.

We found many Americans
and the disappearing wilder-
ness. We heard talk of an envi-
ronmental Armageddon. Air
pollution is seriously™ blighting
the country. In the Los Angeles
basin 4t 1s overflowing east into
the next state, Nevada,

Garbage litters the land Dis-

carded cardboard containers
and candy wrappings led us up
the slopes of Mt. Rainfer in
Washington State ke signposts.
Beer cans and soda pop hotties
gimilarly gulded us through the
bayous of Louisiana,

But it was America’'s ampti-
ness and beauty rather Its
congestion and pollution that
most impressed us.

California sprawls in o ferry-
built suburb from San Francisco
to Los Angeles by way of the
8an Joaquin Valley. Housing de-
velopments surge along the
shallow valley; at night tho
sparkling lights outline what
looks like a 400-mile-long city.
But take Route 1, the coastal
highway. It navigates the Big
Sur country where bulging pro-
montorles cut man down to
mortal size as he hugs the wind-
ing, narrow ribbon of highway.

From- there, we, flew north to
the Olymplc Peninsula, Jt
thrusta into the "Paclfic past
busy Puget Sound, {ts loins
shielded by roadless rain foresta
and skirted by rocky, windswapt
beaches.

We watched Indlan tribesmen
digging clams on the beaches
and hunting in the forests They
are still the masters of this
Northwest paradise of salman-
filled rivers and glaclered
mountains, sharing their tradi-
ti unting grounds only with
the graceful elk that ellp down
from the high mountalins in the
winter to graze near the beach-
es and the lakes.

Conservationists told us in
Seattle that projected nuclear
power plants and oil refineries
threaten the peninsula. “If it
were not for technology, this re-

Attack by U.S. Bombers Continues
On Enemy in Valley at Laos Border

SAIGON, (AP) U.8.
fighter-bombers attacked North

an allied operation that appar-
ently hasn't gotten off the

Both President Nguyen Van
Thieu and Gen. Creighton W.
Abrams, the commander of U.S.
forces in South Vietnam, an-
nounced the operation Saturday,
and Abrams sald South Viet-
namese troops were in the A
Shau, glying the impression that
they had moved into the 30-
mbile-long valley in force.

But fleld reports today said
only reconnaissance lroops were
operating inside the valley on
the Laotian border, and the ma-
jor force would move In later
this week.

The announcements by Thieu
and Abrams raised the possibili-
ty that the U.S. Command and
the South Vietnamese govern-
ment were giving out mislead-
ing information in an attempt o
confuse the North Vietnamese.
But Abrams’ chief spokesman,
Col. Robert W, Leonard, sald he
considered questions along this
line ‘‘4mpertinent’’ and added:
“We haye never used the press
to cause specufation.”  South
Vietnamese military headquar.
ters turned aside all questions
gbout the operation, A spokes-
man, Lt. Col. Le Trung Hien,
sald he would not disclose any
details until there was signifi-
cant contact with the enemy.

Nixon Denounces

We]fare

System

WILLIAMSBURG, Va. (AP)—Presgident Nixon told
Republican governors today the United States cannot
tolerate a welfare system ‘“under which working people
can be made to feel like fools by those who will not

work” at any job available.

Nixon sald anyone who re-
fuses to register for work and
nccept work or should
be ineligible for welfare pay-
ments,

“It is incredible that we have
allowed a system of lawe under
which one person can be penal-
ized for doing an honest day's
work and another person can be
rewardel for. doing nothing,"
the President told the Republi-
can governors conference.

The Pregident was applauded
when he declared that anyone
able to work who refuses to
work will not benefit under his
welfare reform plan.

He sald glso that no job is me-
nial if It puts bread on the table
and enables a man to meet his
responsibilities,

“Scrubbing floors, emplying
bedpans—my mother used to do
that—is not enjoyable work—but
a lot of people do {t—and thers
is as much dignity in that as
there is in any other work to be
done in this country-—including
my own,"” the President sald,

Nixon flew by helicopter to
the restored colonial capital of
Virginia to address the 19 state
governors and a conference
audience of about 300 peopoe.

His helicopter touched down
on the practice  tee of the Wil
llamsburg golf course. Nixon
drove about eight blocks
through Willlamsburg, stopping
at one point to greet a crowd of
tourists and townpeople.

In his speech, he sald the wel-
fare system must be overhauled
to emphasize ‘‘the dignity ol
work, any work"” that enables
an American to suppart his fam-
fly.

Under the present syatem, he

sald, an attitude is developing of

“‘give up the job, go on welfare,
everybody else is at the trough,
why not me ...

‘“This Is wrong, it must be
changed, and we've got o
change {t in this country, and I
pledge to you we will,’’ he sald.

The President denounced the
current welfare system as '‘a
monumental faflure,’” and urged
support for his own family as-
aistance proposal, before Con-
gress again after falling to win
passage laast year.

Nixon said under the current
system ‘‘the person on welfare
can often have a higher income
than his neighbor who holda a
low-paying job,

“Tragically, these situations
often exist in the same nelgh-
borhood, side by alde In the
same apartment houses—and
the effect Is corrcsive,” Nixon
sald. "It creates bitterness on
the part of the worker, In the
end, I suspect, it causes resig-
nation—and we end up, with an-
other person on welfare . ... .

'“The fact is that the welfare
establishment and system in the
United Stdtes s a monumental
fallure. It makes the taxpayer
furious, It makes the welfare re-
ciplent bitter, and it inflicts the
distillation of all this anger and
bitterness to the children who
will inherit this land. It is a dis-
grace to the American spirit.”

Nixon sald he does not think
any job Is menial If it puts
bread on the table, ‘‘provides
for your children and lets you
look every one else in the eye."”

New Russian Satellite
Put into Orbit of Earth

MOSCOW (AP) — The Boviet
government put & new aatellite
called 8alute into earth orbit to-
day. The Russinns called it a
‘‘selentific - station'” but gaid
nothing about any men  being
aboard.

If the satellite {8 unmanned, it
could be jolned by a manned
aspacecraft that would link up.
There have been rumors for a
week that the Soviets were pro-
paring for & manned shot, amd
West Germany's Bochum obser-
vatory sald it expects another
launching late tonight. '

The goal of the Soviet manned
space program is the establish-
méeént of orbital space laboratnr-
fes, but space officials have an.
nounced no date for this,

Bochum observatory reported
that it recorded the launch of
Salute at 3:40 a.m.—9:40 p.m.
Sunday EST—and sald the craft
was using a radio frequency re.
served in the past for manned
space flights.

The Soviet government ususl-
ly refers to unmanned space
shots as “‘automatic,” but the
first announcements of Salute
did riot use this word,

Tass, the Soviet news agency,

sald the mission of the station
was ‘‘the sdjustment of the ele-
menta of the design and on-
board systems, carrying out
sclentific studies and investiga-
tions in cosmlic flight.' It sald
the station’s high point from the
earth was 137.9 miles and the
low point 124.2 miles—an orbit
‘‘close to that which was calcu-
lated.”

The time of the orbit s 88.6
minutes and its angle of Inclina-
tion to the equator is 51.6 de-
grees, Tass sald.

‘“The on-board systems,
equipment and sclentific appa-
ratus of the station are function-
ing normally,” the report sald.
““The coordination-computing
center is processing incoming
information."’

The last manned Soviet rpace
flight was Soyus 9, launched on
June 1, 1970, It carried cosmo-
nauts Andrian Nikolayev and
Vitaly Sevastyanov to a space
endurance record, clircling the
earth for 17 days, 18 hours, and
52 minutes.

The purpose of that flight, ac-
cording to Soviet aclentists, was
to test man's abllity in an ex-
tended state of weightlessnesa

% “THE WAY
I HEARD IT”

The week before last was
notable for the death of Igor
Stravinsky, certainly the most
publicized of any 20th century
com r. He has a devoted
coterie of fanatic followers for
whom everything he wrote is
Inspired and magnificent art. If
you make the least derogatory
remark .about him you are
heaped with scorn for your sup-
posed ignorance and lack of un-
derstanding.

Since I never thought too
much of his music, and am
about to tell you why I don't,
there will doubtless be a flock
of people to tell you what a
dope I am. But I simply cannot
subscribe to the tenet, “There
is no compeser but Stravinsky
and Robert Craft is his disci-
ple.”

Stravinsky was bcrn near St
Petersburg in'Russia June 17,
1882, He came from a musical
family; his mother was a pia-
nist and his father was the lead.
ing basso of the St. Petersburg
Opera. Consequently he heard
fine music from infancy and
had extraordinary musical op-
portunities as a child,

Nevertheless he falled o
show much talent in musie, and
his parents (who were not at all
against musical careers) re-
gretfully decided to push him
into the study of jurisprudence,
He liked to diddle around on
the plano but refused to do the
hard work necessary to estab-
lish a technique, He was bored
with harmony and he drifted in-
to mere musical dilletantism.

He wasn't particularly good
at his law studies either, but
he pursued them and finally
took his degree in 1905, While
a student at the university he
met the son of Rimaky-/Korsa-
kov, who took him home to
meet papa. Rimsky aaked ‘the
young lawyer-musician to play
a couple of his works and then
took pains to advise him not
to abandon his study of law.

Still he was sufficlently in-
terested to recommend some
private music teachers, and
himself helped him to learn the
craft of drchestration. Rimaky-
Korsakov was a master of this
field. He also helped him to
write his first symphony which
was a lotal flop, and a song
cycle for mezzo-soprano and or-
chestra that was successful.

Stravinsky then wrote two
works for orchestra on hia own,
“Scherzo  Fantastique” and
"Feu d'Artifice.” The latter was
intended as a surprise for Rim-
sky¥orsakov who died while
the work was in the mail and
never heard it,

The works were premiered at
8t. Petersburg by Siloti (Rach-
maninoff’s uncle) and in the
audience was Cergel Diaghilev,
who had an unerring instinct for
budding talent in any art.
When Liadow proved dilatory in
composing & ballet on the sub-
ject of the “Firebird," Diaghilev
took the commission from him
and handed it to young Stravin-
sky.

This ballet was produced in
Paris in 1910 and has never
been out of the orchestral rep-
ertrire ever since. Fokine did
the choreography, and Bakst did
the settings and costumes. It
was 8 sensational success.

A year later he had an even
more sensatinoal success with
“Petrouschka."” He had finally
established a style of his own
which was highly polytonal and
was hailed for this reason by

the first of his devoted ad-
mirers. Nobody seemed to real-
ize that S8trauss had already
been highly succeasful with
polytonality in ‘‘S8alome'’ and
“"Elekira' before that time.

Siravinsky then wrote the
score for '‘S8acre du printemps'’
which has been nicknamed
‘*‘Massacre du printemps.’' This
was halled as an even greater
plece of avante.garde writing
and his greatest work to date,
Nowadays we think much less
ot “it than of Petrouschks.

He tried several other ballets
for Diegnilev witnout much suc-
cess. The Russian revolution
camne aiong anu Sravinsky took
up permanent resiuence in
rars, becoming a krench citi-
zen in 1034, :

As a Frenchman he eschewed
everytning nusslen anu devel-
oped a new atyle of writing,
‘"‘noo-clussivism.' Here he went
back to oia formas and old har-
monles with a somewuat moa-
ern twist. His devolees claim
uus Wad fus greuiest period.
Personally I think the works he
CunipuBeu In e nexi U years
are remarkably good crafts-
manship but quite iacxing In
the promise he had earlier dis-
played.

an & way he went down hill in
a similar manner to Richard
Strauss., Both wrote music that
was extremely popuwar during
the next years, but both seem-
ed to have run out of ideas.
(Now the Strauss fans will
squawk about ‘‘Rosenkavalier.)
Stravinsky did write a aignifi-
cant opera in 1851, This was
*““ane Rake s Progress”  based
on the drawings of Hogarth and
musically modeled after Mo-
zart, This is worth hearing {f
you get the chance,

During his entire lifetime
Stravinsky had been at odds
with Arnold Schoenberg and
his dodecaphonic method of
composition. Now at 70 years of
age Stravinsky adopted it. He
wasn't very successful; few
people but Schoenberg have
been. From this point on he
definitely went downhill, but
his past reputation sustained
him.

You can probably recall his
widely publicized extravaganza
‘““Noah and the Flood"” which
NBC commissioned and televis-
ed in 1862. George Balanchine
staged and choreographed this
fiasco, and has regretted It ever
since,

The sponsor of this opus was
& firm of cosmetic manufac-
turers, particularly heair care
items, if you recall, A review
of the premliere in n German
periodical that I read hit things
on the head. It read, '‘Stravin-
sky's ‘Flood’ Only Shampoo,'
which was & dilly of a two-line
head as far as I was concerned.

Since then he has produced
nothing that has received any
great notice, For a long time
he lived in Los Angeles and
only moved to New York quite
recently, where he was found
dead in his apartment, ap-
parently the victim of a heart
attack. He was 89.

I met him in 1825 or 1028, I
can't recall which. He was
small, skinny and unpreposses-
sing even then. He spoke a jar-
gon of English that sounded like
Esperanto and larded it with
French and German expres-
sions. He did have a remark-
ably resonant bass volce for
ane of such 3light stature.

His complete works are avalil-
able on Columbia, many of
them as conducted by himself.

Tuba Player
- In Recital
At Hartt

By JOHN GRUBER

There waa an unusual recital
at the Alfred C, Fuller Music
Center last evening, presented
by Ronald Apperson. Mr. Ap-
person is the tuba player with
the Hartford Symphony Orches-
tra, and while you may hear
an occasional tuba solo in a
band concert, a recital by the
Instrument is highly unusual.

Heard by itself, it .Is a sad-
sounding, rather lugubrious In-
strument, so It came &8s no
surprise that the most effective
work of the evening was a
“Cortege’” by Albert Beaucamp.
Obviously the composer had a
funeral cortege In mind and
the tone color of the tuba was
admirably suited to the char-
acter of the work. v

Throughout the evening Mr.
Apperson displayed an excel-
lent tone, smooth and ingratiat-
ing, on his unwieldy instrument.
He also showed a considerable
amount of facllity., For example,
he offered the well-known Third
Concerto for Homm by Mozart,
since the literature for tuba Is
distinctly Umited, The final
rondo of this concerto goes at
a fast clip and Mr. Apperson
was quite competent to execute
the notes, articulating them
cleanly both with the lips and
tongue as well as with the fin-
gern.

As a change of pace, Mr. Ap-
person was joined by Michael
Thompson, French horm; and
Joseph Castello, trombone, in
two trio offerings for low brass,
One of these, a sonatina by
somebody named Schmidt, was
quite effective.

There was another sonatina
on the program, by Halsey
Stevens. This was manifestly
difficult and well written for
the tuba, but somehow the com-
poser tried ¢oo hard and the
work Itself falled to arrive, de-
spite the fact that it was well
played.

Throughout the evening, I
was impressed with the very
musical playing of Charles Gig-
liotto who provided the piano
accompaniments, Although he
is local, T have never encoun-
tered him and now I'm glad he
has come to my sttenticn. He
tells me he has & harpsichord
trio that plays around town oc-
casionally and I think it would
be most interesting to hear.

I haven't the alightest ddea
what size gudience a-tuba re-
cital can be expected to draw
but there was & group of mod-
jerate size on hand for the oc-
casion, which accorded all the
performers warm applause.

WRINKLING YOUR BROW
MAY BE WASTED MOTION
By ALFRED SHEINWOLD

You often see a bridge player
wrinkling his brow, scratching
his head and staring up at the
celling. ““What an {nspiring
sight!” you exclaim. *‘Such
brainpower! Such concentra-
tion!"" At the risk of creating &
nation of cynics, I must report
what usually goes on when &
bridge player goes through the
motions of deep thought.

North dealer,

North-South vulnerable,

Opening lead — Ten
Spades,

Declarer, & deep thinker,
took the first trick in dummy
with the king of spades and
drew four rounds of trumps,
discarding two diamonds and a
club from dummy. East made
similar discards to match the
length of dummy’s suits.

South next led a spade to the
ace and ruffed a spade in the
hcpe that the queen would fall.
When nothing delicious happen-
ed In spades, South led a club
and tried a finesse with the
ten, East took the jack of cluba
and got out with the queen of
spades.

Declarer ruffed and wonder-
ed whether to try a finesse with
the queen of diamonds or with
the queen of ¢lubs. He gave this
problem his full attention, even
going so far as to pace gravely
up and down the room. (I told
you he was a deep thinker.)

In Vain

South's massive meditation
was all in vain. Both finesses
were doomed, and South
eventually went down one.

"What a pity,”” North com-
miserated. '"You worked #0
hard, too. Perhaps we ought to
leave your brain to sclence. ...
And the sooner the better.”

‘Overdramatic,

Gov. Thomas J., Meskill's
airborne announcement he had
vetoed four bills was labeled
“gverdramatic’’ today by Jamea
J. Kemnelly, depuly House
speaker.

Kennelly charged that the
governor's action “indicates a
greater interest in his own per-
sonal political image than in the
orderly handling of the state's
business.

Kennelly specifically singled
out the governor's veto of House
Bill 6188, which would have
transferred from the Depart-
ment of Community Affairs to
the State Development Commis-
slon the administration of state
ald to municipalities for harbor
improvement. He called the ac-
tion ‘'a clear Inconsistency on
the governor's part.”

Kennelly said, ‘“This position
{s completely inconsistent with
the governor’s own recommend.
ations, included in the budget
message, that industrial devel-
opment funds to assist muniel-
palities be tranaferred from
Community Affairs to the De-
velopment Commission.”

Kennelly chided the governor
for glving as his reason for
vetoing H. B. 6138 that he op-
poses the transfer of that author-
ity because it removes the di-
rect line of control from the
governor, ‘‘since the Commis-
sloner of Community Affairs is
his personal appointee and the
Development Commission Is
composed .of several holdover
members from the previous ad.
ministration.” .

Promising that the governor’'s
vetoes will be fully considered
on the floor of the House, Ken-
nelly remarked, '‘The gover-
nor's veto of measures which
carry appropriations and his
threat to keep on vetolng such
bills until the General Assem-
bly gives him a complete budg-
et and tax increase program la
doing much more than just de-
laying the work of the General
Assembly. It Is also an unvell-
ed attempt to enforce his will
on the legisiature, regardless of

Speakers "at the mesting in-
cluded: Mrs, Beck, & state rep-
resentative; Harry Hammer of
Vernon, asalstant BSecretary of
State, and Nick Pawluk, Tolland
County sheriff, and president of
the Assoclation.

Mrs, Beck sald that she and
other Democrats have worked
toward getting the ADM in-
creased to the schools from $200
to $230 per child. Although the
grant is less than she would
have hoped for, she stated it will
alleviate town tax burdens.

Charies Phelps, member of
Andover's Board of Finance
and of Rham’s Board of Edu-
cation, interjected that this was
umnuun.

“And we are right back
where we were 15 years ago,
again proposing the income
tax”, stated Mrs. Beck, ‘‘and
where are the Republicans?"
8he advised everyone to

write their congressman urging
support of an income tax,

Mrs. Beck sald that if the
Governor recognizes the tre-
mendous problems the towns
are having, he ‘‘has not chosen
to tell the people that he under-
stood our problems’.

Hammer sald that after ob-
serving the Governor in action
for some 3% months, *it is ob-
vious that he is an extremely
astute politician and I think the
worst mistake the Democrals
could make is to underestimate
his expertise."

Hammer continued that the
Governor has already allenated
state employes and farmers
with his sale tax proposals.

Flying Tackle
Stops Bandit
In Hartford

HARTFORD (AP) — A bandit
carrying what he sald was a vial
of nitroglycerin held up the Con-
stitution National Bank here
Monday, but was stopped a block
away with a flying tackle by a
bank employe, police said.

About $2,000 taken in the hold-
up at the downtown bank was
recovered, police said, and
Thomas McCarthy, 67, of Hart-
ford was arrested and charged
with robbery with violence.

Arnold Leibowitz, the bank
president, said he and two bank
employes chased the bandit
when he left the bank. One of
the unidentified employes stop-
ped the escape with a tackle
and suffered minor injuries in
the process. Authorities said he
skinned his elbow and was
treated at a hospital,

After the tackle by the em-
ploye, Lelbowitz and the second
employe held the man down un-
til police arrived.

Police sald It was not known
if the robber really had nitro-
glycerin in the small vial as he
told bank employes. The con-
tents of the vial were being
analyzed,

He said a major question that
must be resolved is whether
health care shall be adminis-
tered by public or private agen.
cles, Also remaining to be ex-
plored, he emphasized, are the
areas of preventive medicine,
health maintenance, follow-up
programs on individual pa-
tients, and provisions for closer
ties among various groups.

Also speaking briefly were
William ‘B. Thornton, a trustee
and chairman of the planning
committee; and Dr, Merrill B,
Rubinow, president of the hos-
pital medical staff,

Thornton sald, ‘“The most im-
portant thing we have in this
new bullding is the dedicated
cooperation of all who have
made [t possible.'

As of last Wednesday, 14
weeks into the currgnt legisla-
tive session and with only 8
weeks to go before adjourn-
ment, 6,330 bills were on file
in the State Capitol, with many
more still being processed.

As of today, the
governor has vetoed 7 bills, Two
of the vetoes have been sustain-
ed, Actions on the other five are
pending.

The governor has vetoed sll
bills which require appropria-
tions. He has sald he will con-
tinue to do so, pending adoption
of a 197172 budget and tax
schedule.

Insurance Committee Tells
Rea_sons for Premium Hike

The Insurance Advisory Com-
mittee met with the Board of
Education Thursday to explain
reasons for an increase of be-
tween $3,000 and $4,000 over es-
timates for the Habllity insur-
ance premium.

Charles Lathrop, spokesman
for the group, chided the school
board for its '‘unfair criticism"
of the IAC. He read an item
from Wednesday's Herald
which quoted school board
members saying that there had
been a breakdown of commuyni-
cation 'between the board and
the committee, and that school
board membera felt they were
not sufficlently informed as to
the nature and extent of cover-
age.

Lathrop said his committee
has always cooperated with the
school board and has attended
every meeling requested.

The original policy, written in
March, 1083, was based on a
praberty valuation of $1,867,390,
and the premium rate was 33
cents per $100. That policy ex-
pired earlier this year. The new
policy is based on valuation of
$2,837,000, at a rate of 47 cents
per $100. Much of the increase
In property valuation is due to
the opening of the new elemen-
tary school.

School board members seem-
ed surprised to learn of a $2,600
deductible on vandalism cover-
age and speculated whether it
was worth paying a premium
for such coverage.

Coverage for accidents on
school property were discussed,
and though there was disagree-
ment among JAC members as
to the extent of the school's
Uability, it wans agreed that,
with the exception of athletic
activities, immediate treatment
of Injuries sustained on sachool
property would be covered.

Beyond this, the insurance
board would provide the school
with a defense against claim for
damages.

It was pointed out that a dis-
count - previdusly extended to
achools has been discontinued,
as schools are no longer con-
sidered ‘'good risks'. Bolton
and other suburban schoois are
beilng forced to carry the bur-
den of big city school vandal-
ism, according to one IAC
member.

Kindergailen Program

In other school board bual-
ness, consideration was given
to next year's kindergarten pro-
gram. Superintendent of
Schools Joseph Castagna re-

ported that there will be T2 stu-

dents,, divided into three sec-
tions containing 23, 24, and 25
students. There will be two
morning seasions and one after-
noon session.

Castagna recommended to
the board that there not be a
midyear changeover in the
kinderbarten next year. In other
years, students have attended
morning sessiona for the first
half of the year and afternoon
sessions during the second half
of the year.

He suggests that students ro
main in one session all year,
based on thelr geographical lo-
cation, alternating among areas
from year to year.

Teachers End
Long Strike
. In Newark

NEWARK, N.J. (AP) — The
cften bitter and sometimes vi-
olent Newark teachers strike
has ended, with 80,000 students
and 4,200 teachers set to attend
clagses for the first time in 11
weeks,

During the strike; the longest
teachers walkout in a major
American city, less than half of
the students and teachers at-
tended classes although the
achools remained open.

The strike aroused racial ani-
mosities, which Mayor Kenneth
Gibson had sald were creating
tensions similar to those in_Ne-
wark before the 1987 summer
riots thet left 26 persons dead.

The Newark Teachers Union
and Board of Education both
voted Sunday to accept a com-
promise plan offered by Gibson.

It provides a three-member
panel for binding arbitration of
grievances, reinstatement of 347
teachers suspended for strike
activitles, and a compromise
calling for teachers to perform
certain nonprofessional chores
such as hallway monitoring
while they may “‘voluntarily ac-
cept’' others,

Nonprofessional duties had
become a crucial issue. The un-
fon claimed teachers were not

required to do them, while the |

Obvious-
ly, too, he was enjoying himself as He
felt himself respanding well lo. the

choallenge and the opportunity of this
poarticular audience,

And thils, rather than any of the

serious discussions of policy he conduct-
ed during the evening, was what sent
the nation’s editors home thinking more
highly of the President and his capaci-
ties in his office than they had previ-
vusly.

Was this wrong, or was it bad, to he
influenced, in these tmes of terribly
seripus public issues, with the fate of
the American society and civilization it-
self always at stake, by the demonstra-
tion that the man who is President still
has the capacity to look at himself with

i bemused eye, or to play wilty games
with editors?

The answer, it seemed to this editor
s he watched this Presidential per-
formance, is that one of the pervasive
fears about this man in the White House
his been the fear that he might be lack-
ing In all sense of humor, and that, if
he had somehow become locked into
some closed White House mental and
cmational syndrome, such a condition
waould in itself constitute one of the

gravest dangers possible to the nation.

On that basis, jt could be that the
newest und perhaps the best and most
important news the editors could take
home with them from their Washington

visit was the news that the President
Richard Nixon of April, 1971, -was
possessed of Intellectual and emotional
balance, was capable of Inviting his
severest critics to join In a laugh at him-
self, and at least knew how to play well
the role of u free leader in the free at-
mosphere h'free people properiy guards
for Iitself.

Blighting The Roadsides
This is the time of year we are likely
to notice, drtving along our superhigh-.
wnys, that there are occasional trees
which have somehow falled to come
green with life again this spring.

There has been previous ‘suspicion that
the human factor in back of this
has been the use of sait and chemicals
to melt winter snows on the highways.
The salt washes off down into the tree
roots, the suspicion goes, and produces
injury.

There may well be something in this
theory. But it has been noticed, however,
that there have been springs when the
fatality among roadside trees has oc-
curred on upward gslopes hlgh'er than
the highway itself, and therefore not
suscejffible to Injury from salt leaching
down from the highway.

Preliminary results of a survey being
conducted by the Yale School of Faores.
try Indicate there may be another dan-
ger to roadside trees which comes not
from the winter treatment of highway
lce and snow, but from the season-round
exhaust of the traffic itself,

The Yale analysis of trees located near
heavy New Haven traffic reveals that
the trees have absorbed, apparently
from the air, unususlly high amounts of
both lead and mercury, both admittedly
toxic to plant life when the concentra-
tion is too heavy.

Some day before too long, apparent-
ly, we who like W drive out to see the
beautiful scenery, the green of spring,
the shade of summer, the color of fall,
are going to need reassurance that we
are not, by our travel, contributing to
the death of the beauty we admire. No
final report is in, but the advance evi-
dence Is alarming.

The Tuition Problem

As Connecticut considers the question
of tultion increases—or in the case of the
University of Connecticut, the establish-
ment of a tultion—it should keep several
sallent facts in mind.

The first of these is that Connecticut
is not now and never has devoted an ap-
propriate share of its state revenue to
public higher education. The second s
that a high percentage of students in col-
lege — the estimated tigure at UConn ia
27 per cent — may have to leave college
if tuition increases, as proposed by the
governor, become law. The third factor
Is, that any increase be an afmount that
a student could pay, (which at UConn
would probably mean an increase in
(fees) and bear some reflection on cost
of living Increases. It would, for instance,
be elther extremely difficult or impossi-
ble for students at UNConn te_go from a
zero to a $1000 tuition, on top of $1100 in
fees for lodging, ete. In addition, the res-
ident student needs another $100 for
weekend meals, books, clothes, and oth-
er incidentals, So even though the gover-
nor wishes to devote $10 milllon of the
$36 milllon that he would raise via the
tuition route to scholarships, it i{s nec-
essary to go slowly.

Compared to other states, Connecticut
does not set any shining example In
terms of ils expenditures for higher edu-
cation, The Camnegie Commisalon has
just reported that Connecticut is one of
four states in the union which fall to
meet two of ils tests to determine ade-
quate support, Less than 0.6 per cent of
per capita income was spent through
state and local taxes for higher educa-
tion, according to the 1967-68 figures,
and the state had a net export of 15,000
students in the fall of 1988. Since then,
Connecticut has no doubt improved its
support in some measure, and It ig true
that the state has been increasing its ex-
penditures for higher education rapidly
over the last decade.

The Carnegie report also made some
recommendations that are sound. It said
that tultion and fees of public colleges
should not be raised at a rate greater
than the rise in per capita personal dis-
posal Income, should not be raised at all
until a tuition grant system for poor stu-
dents exists, and that no tuition or a
very low tuition should be charged for
the first two years in public institutions.

Certainly a great usefullness of a
young institution such as Middlesex
Community College rests on its avallabil-
ity — and presance — at a cost that |s
affordable by a generation of students
who might not have been able to go to
college at all in the past. In this in-
stance, it would seem very unwise to ap-
ply anything but a very small percent-
age increase,

As James Dyer, a member of the
Board of Trustees for State Colleges, has
pointed out, more than 50 per cent of the
familles of state college students earn
below $10,000 8 year income ‘‘and could
not possibly afford a tuition that would
be on a level with a private school fee."
As there is some reason to belleve that
parents of community students may be

‘even less affluent, the problem is no

doubt even more pressing at that level.
The median income level of familles at
the university is $12,800, which also
leaves little room to finance o $3,100 ex-
penditure. Indeed, the vast meajority of
students are working right now because
their families can't afford the whole tab
of the institutions involved. Until Con-
necticut is spending an appropriate
amount to its per capita income, It
should stop short of major change in {is
past policies. — MIDDLETOWN PRESS.

The Congressman replied that
Calley was a pathetic case and
probably should never have béen
an officer.

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Pay Recommendations Okayed
By Hebron Board of Selectmen

The Board of Selectmen at its
meeting last week recommended
that the Balary Study Commit-
tee's final report be submitted
to the Board of Finance “as is",

However, the selectmen did
request that any increnses the
Board of Finance might recom-
mend for elected officlals
should not be effective until aft-
er the elections next November,

8ince December of last year
when the selectmen appolnted
the committee; they have work-
ed in a serles of sessions total-
ing 223 man-hours and their rec-
ommendations are pretty much
in line’ with the salaries which
will be presented this evening at
the town budget hearing.

One of the committee's
atrongest recommendations is
that clerks for all boards and
clerical assistants for officials
be put on an hourly wage rather
than a set salary.

The committee feels that, with
the exception of the clerk to the
Board of Selectmen, a $2 an
hour maximum salary should be
pald. A maximum of $2.25 an
hour is recommended for the
selectmen’s clerk,

Other recommendations in-
clude a $750 per year increase
for the position of first select-
man which would raise that
salary to $5,250,

Also recommended is that the
second and third selectmen not
receive any set salary but
rather they should recelve $5
per meeting not to exceed $400
each per year, Presently these
two selectmen recelve $200 a
year,

The committee also recom-
mends that the tax collector not
recelve any set aalary either
but that compensation for this
position should be based on half
of one per cent of tolal tax tol-
lections, not to exceed $5,000 per
year.

The tax collector is requesting
an increase from $3,600 to $5,000
in this year's proposed budget.

Other major compensation
recommendations were for the
fire marshal and fire chief.

The committee fell that §2
an Inspection for fire marshal
fees was not sufficlent and rec-
ommends $2.50 per hour on in-
spections, not to exceed $160 per
year. Also recommended is
$1,000, with no expenses, for the
fire chief.

Increases are recommended
for the town treasurer and the
town clerk, $230 and $760 re-
spectively.

However, the committee felt
that salaries for the assessor,
$2,600, and the bullding Inspec-
tor, $6,000, should remain as
presently set,

The committee Investigated
the possibility of fringe benefits
and recommends a medical in-
surance coverage plan offered
by the Prudential Insurance
Company with the town paying
50 per cent of the cost.

The premium for this plan,
which offers life insurance, ac-
cldental death and dismember-
ment, weekly disability income,
dependents' life, health insur-
ance for employes and depen-
dents, and a medicare supple-
ment for employes and depen-
dents, would amount to approxi-
mately $34.60 a month per em-
ploye,

It also recommends that after
90 days employment, employes
be given six paid holldays per
year which would Include New

Yale Applicants
Drop Off Slowly

NEW HAVEN, Conn, (AP) —

Applications for the freshman
class at Yale University have
dropped more than 2,000 since
last year, but the figures for
this year are still the third high-
est in the university's history,
Yale spokesmen say,

They say the drop—which they
attribute in part to the nation's
economic aslowdown—has had the
effect of halting a sudden dra-
matic rise in’' applications that
started when Yale decided to go
co-ed two years ago. Many of
those new  applications were
from women.

The universily says this year
it received 8,865 applications for
the class of 1075. Last year—the
record year—there were 10,000
applications, and the year before
—a cloge second—there were
10,050.

Of those who applied this year,
1,912 men and women have been
accepted. Presumably, attrition
among those for whom Yale is
not first choice will whittie that
figure down so it matches the
1,300 places available In the
freshman class.

There will be 276 women this
year and 1,025 men in the class
of 1975, an increase of 45 places
for women.

John Muyskens Jr., dean of
undergraduate admissions, sald
economic conditions and their
“discouraging effect on the abill-
ty of families to send their chil-
dren to private schools'" have
been facters In the slowdown cf
applications.

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Army-Backed Greek Regime

Approaching Anniversary

By PHILIP DOPOULOS
Asnociated Press Writer
(AP) — The Greeks'

proaching its annlversary with
power and fortune seemingly its
servants.

The junta staged o bloodless
coup d'etat April 21, 1967, Four
years later it appears more
firmly entrenched than ever.

The unsettled Middle East dis-
pute and unrest in Turkey and
Italy have enhanced this coun-
try's strategic importance to the
Aflantic alliince. The United
States has resumed arms ship-
ments,

Aggressive economic policy
has built Industries and opened
new trade routes. The govern-
ment's opponents at home and
abroad are divided if not silent,

The long-promised return to
democracy has not come, Mar-
tial law rules the land.

External happenings—trou-
bles around the Mediterranean
—are seen by diplomats here as
benefiting the regime of Pre-
mier George Papadopoulos.

Greece, Italy and Turkey are
the North Atlantic Treaty Or-
ganization's southern flank. Ita-
ly has frequent political crises
and a staunchly anti-American
Communist party knocking on
the door of government. In Tur-
key generals had to threaten to
take power to counter leftist
youth gangs that kidnaped
Americans and attacked U.S.
Gth fleet sallors on shore leave.

More 6th Fleet ships have
dropped anchor in Greek waters
in the past year than ever be-
fore. Over Christmas alone, 32
American ships visited Athens.
That's over half of the fleet.

The United States resumed
shipping heavy arms to Greece
last September after a 3%-year
embargo. Washington had with-
held the arms as a lever aiming
at the restoration of pariiamen-
tary democracy. A staff report
of the U.8. Senate's Forelgn Re-
lations Committee said In
March that this ‘‘policy of
friendly persuasion has clearly
failed." It suggested that the
Greek government was able o
exert more leverage on the
United States than vice versa.

Greek opposition groups
charged that the resumption of
aid gave the impression that
Washington was keeping the
Greek colonels in power. Some
diplomats insist that some more
‘‘arm-twisting'' by America
would force the regime to an-
nounce more civil liberties.

In the meantime the Greeks
have been striding out on their
own diplomatic initiatives.

Deputy Premier Styllanos Pa-
takos has gone on a goodwill
mission to Egypt, proposing
greater cooperation between
Greece and Arab and African
countries,

Greece has signed a trade
pact with her Communist neigh-
bor, Albania, and begun her
first major trade deal with
Communist China—the latter in-
volving  $800,000 worth of
Chinese lambs and Greek tobac-
co.

The trade agreements are an
effort to Greece's chronic trade
imbalance.

At home incentives have
gpurred forelgn—mostly Euro-
pean—and domestic industrial
investment. New factories give
some stark Greek landscapes
the look of a vast workship. Lib-
eral tax laws reward shipown-
ers who switch to Greek Tregls-
try from other flags of conven-
fence.

The regime has borrowed
heavily at home and abroad to
induce what it describes as an -
‘economic miracle.”

Evanghelos Averoff, & former
foreign minister who is now in
opposition, derides the govern-
ment for ‘‘eating tomorrow's
bread today'’. Some experts
foresee a dive In the economy
when {ntermational credit runs
out.

But one Greek financler says
the government is acting ke a
shipowner in a hurry to buy
more vessels, ‘Borrow as much
as you can,” he says. "Once
you're heavily in debt and run
into difficulties, your creditors

Earlier this month the regime
released 2681 of these detainees
and reported the closing of ail
island prison camps.

But 300 persons convicted of
antiregime activities remain in
jall, and 50 untried persons de-
scribed as hard-core Commu-
nists have been sent to remote
villages.

As far as is known, no over-
tures have been made for the

Advisors on Economy
Maintain Good Humor

NEW YORK (AP) — With the
stock market up about 50 per
cent as measured by the Dow
Jones Industrial Average since

last May, there iz only minor
evidence to Indicate that the
professional advisors are losing
their nerve.

Higher and higher they sat
their sights, no more intimidat-
ed by the elevation than a steel-
worker on the 88rd floor of &
new skyscraper who psyches
himself with the reminder that
some of his craft have been 10
floors higher.

In this Iinstance, though, it
isn't so much the height as it ia
the fall. There were few inden-
tations on the way up. Only a
few tiny plateaus to Interrupt a
possible slide,

The explanations for the good
humor of advisers are many, as
always, but prominent among
them are these:

—The prices are justified by
economic and corporate condi-
tions. Profits are recovering
from a dismel year. The reces-
glon Is easing, {f not over. And
the ratio of stock prices to earn-
ings is sound.

Remember back in 1966 when
the Dow Jones was aven high-
er? Well, the companies that
make up that average are big-
ger and stronger now than then.

—It doesn’'t take nerve to
make a bullish forecast, It only
requires self-interest.

This argument points up the
split alleglance in the Invest-
ment advisory busineas, Whom
does the adviser work for, you
or his company? Does he want
you to buy because he is con-
vinced you can make money?
Or does he need commissions?

A considerable amonnt of in-
vestment advice emanates from
sources that can benefit either
way: When you buy or when you

Rebels Executed Stop&Shp

In Ceylon Sweep

COLOMBQ, Ceylon (AP) —
Government troops attacking a
forest full of rebels say they ex-
ecute their captives as soon as
they're convinced the prisoners
ure Insurgents,

Ten have been shot and
twelve more are being executed
today, sald a ranking officer
who reported that rebel battle
casualties in the hills around
Kegalle totalled 200 last week.

“Once we are convinced pris-
oners are insurgents, we take
them to the cemetery and dis-

post of them," he told newamen. -

Another officer sald the ides
of a truce with the rebels had
come up but his solution was to-
tal destruction of the leftist
movement that tried to over-
throw the government on April
5.

‘‘We have learned too many
lessons from Vietnam and Ma-
laysin, We must destroy them
completely. We have no
cholce,” sald Lt, Col. Cyril Ran-
atungn, who heads a force of
troops and police shelling an es-
timated 4,500-5,000 insurgents in
a thickly forested triangle about
40 miles east of Colombo. He
sald this is the backbone of the
rebel army.

Ranatuanga sald his forces
had been ralning mortar fire on
the rebel strongholds, but '‘we
cannot go In' becsuse of rebel
anipers, tree-trunk road blocks
and sentries who warn insur-
gents to scatter and hide.

Inside the triangle are the
rich graphite mines at Bogala,
where rebels selzed 12,000 sticks
of dynamite, and large gasoline
stores they are using to make
firebombs.

Controversy in Poland

PODKOWA LESNA, Poland,
(AP) — Like a Polish James
Brown, the singer shouts
“Floods have lifted up, &
Lord,” and the blaring, rocking
beat of a teen-age band fills the

parish church.

Kids from mlles around flock
to this muddy village near War-
saw for the '‘Msza Beatown''—
the controversial pop Mass,

It's been done In the West,
too, but for the ultraconserva-

tive leadership of the 1,000
year-old Polish Roman Cathollc
Church, a pop Mass is nothing
short of sensational,

Some see it as a drastic
Church weapon in its struggle
with the Communists for the
loyalty of Polish youth.

It starts with a 27-year-old
priest In lavender kissing the
Communion table and facing 600
standing youngsters in coats
and wool caps., He presses his
hands together as iIn prayer

the altar twangs s way
through ““Thou Art Clothed with
Majesty.'

With wires, amplifiers and
loudspeakers strewn about un-
der the stained glass windows,
the pulsating sound floods
through the church and out to
the courtyard in front, where
another 200 youngsters stand.

Two shiny red electric guitars
flash on either side of the cross
on the altar, under a painting of

8t. Christopher, The drummer's ber

arms move frantically behind
the motionleas priest and a
youth on the electric organ bobs
his head with the beat,

Suddenly the overwhelming
sound stops. The priest leads

12 to 15 but Including & few eld-
erly nuns, in reciting the Litany.

Then there's a loud bang as
the drummer hits the first beat
of a slow number, “Kyrie."” The
singer chants into a microphone
“‘Panie, Zmiluj.sle nad nami"—
Polish for 'O, Lord, have mercy
upon us."'

After the priest reads a lesson
from Exodus, the rock band,
called *““The Trappists,"” goes
into another slow but loud num-
"Graduale.”

The slow, steady beat bullds
up in intensity, repeated over
and over, as the singer express-
es falth that "Thou art everlast-
ing, mightier than the waves of
sens.!” As if to express this

while & rock group in front of the congregation, mostly aged mightiness, a spectacular drum

.roll explodes from the direction

of the altar.

The attention of some of the
teen-agers wanders during the
sermon. A few cough.

The young priest prepares the
gold challce and wafers for
Communion while “The Trap-
pists play another slow num-
ber and hum like the Beatles.

Then, as he and an assistant
administer the Communion, the
bend bursts into a loud, synco-
pated, happy song about the
beauty of nature created by
God.

‘“This i3 the music of contem-
porary youth., It's their Ilan-
guage,’” the Rev. Leon Kantor-
ski says afterward. The hand-
some, B3-year-old parish priest

ploneered the pop Mass and oth-
er innovations in Poland.

Father Kantorski says he's
worried about  antireligious
teachings in the state schools,
and adds: “The Church must
change, Otherwise, young peo-
ple will leave it." f

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Speculation Grows §
In Cambodia After

Premier Quits Post

PHNQM PENH (AP) — Some observers in Phnom
Penh viewed the resignation today of Premier Lon Nol
as a maneuver to permit him a thorough housecleaning

of his cabinet,

Others gpeculated that the all-
ing leader would designate Dep-
uty Premler Sisownth Sirik Ma-
tak as his successor, or that the
way had been opened for chal-
lenges from'Son Nogc Than, for-
mer leader of the anti-Sthanouk
Free Khmer movement, of Na-
tional Assembly President In
Tam.

Lon Nol's younger brother, i.t.
Col. Lon Non, predicted that the
premier would be back in office
shortly with a new cabinet. *Ill-
ness is not the real! reason be-
hind his resignation,"” Lon Non
told the newsmen. “The real
reason is that when he came
back from Hawall it was neces-
sary o put together a new gov-
ernment.”

Poor health was the reason
Lon Nol gave in his letter of re-
signation to Chief of State
Cheng Heng. The 57-year-old
premier was felled by a stroke
Feb. B that paralyzed his left
side. He returned last Monday
after treatment by the U.S.
Army in Honolulu but walked
with difficulty and was assisted
by male nurses.

The announcement that he
and his Cabinet were resigning
came as a surprise since he saill
before leaving Hawall that he
planned to resume direction of
the government ‘and would gov-
ern with *‘help from friends.'

One U.S. official in Washing-
ton commented: ““There doesn't
seem to be any great change in
the situation since Lon Nol has
not been actively directing the
Cambodian government for sev-
eral months."

Laon Nol had been premier for
some months when in March
1970 he led the group who ousted
Prince Norodom Sihanouk while
the neutralist chief of state was
in Europe.

Lon Nol aligned his govern!
ment with the United States and
SBouth Vietnam against the Com-
munists, and in April American
and South Vietnamese troops in-
vaded Cambodia in & campaign
against Viet Cong and North
Vietnamese bases along the bor-
der.

‘“We are all shocked by the
barbarism of My Lai, but do we
consider the large crime in.
volved In killing several hun.
dred thousand innocent civilians
by our massive firepower?"
MocGovern sald, '“These crimes
against humanity are on the
scale of those that led us to sen-
tence to death German and Jap-
anese officers at the end of
World War II,"” he sald,

If America is to preserve its
sell-respect, sald McGovern, the
war must be ended immediate-
ly. .

“In a sense,” he sald, ‘‘we are
all under the indictment of Lt.
(William) Calley. American pi-
lots flying overhead do not hear
the screams of their victims be-
low, but the pain and the death
are as real as the massacre at
m mu

McGovern is sponsoring legis-
lation that would terminate all
funding for U.8. military opera-
tions in Indochina after Dec, 31.

U.S. Troops
Move Into
Viet Valley

SAIGON (AP) — U.S., and
South Vietnamese infantry bat-

talions have finally moved into

the A Shau valley but no signifi-
cant contact with the enemy
was reported 3

Assoclated Press Correspond-
ent J. T. Wolkerstorfer reported
from Lavang, the forward com-
mand post for the operation,
that at least one battallon of
about 400 troops from the U.S.
10ist Airborne Division and siz-
able South Vietnamese units
had been committed to the A
Shau operation.

For the past week, U.S, and
South Vietnamese reconnals-
sance teams have been operat-
ing In the 30-mile-long valley
trying to find enemy targets to
attack, Allied firebases have
been set up all around the jun-
gled valley to support the opera-
tion, which i named Lam Son
720, the successor to the South
Vietnamese invasion of Laos,
which was Lam Son 719,

The 101st Alrborne is provid-
ing both helicopter and ground
support for the operation.

One American fleld officer
said the operation *‘will last as
long as we have targets, You
can expect us to operate all the
way west to the Laotian border
until the monsoons start.'”

The monsoon rains are ex-
pected to begin in about three
weeks.

‘The valley 370 miles north of
Salgon is just east of Base Area
611, 2 major North Vietnamese
supply depot on the Ho Chi Minh
trail network in southern Laos.

Although no action was re-
ported in the valley, the U.8.

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Fire Claims
Lives of 25
In Thailand

BANGKOK (AP) — A fire
raged through the north wing of
the Imperial hotel early today,
killing 25 forelgners, police re-
ported. They said 23 of the bod-
fes had been recovered, but
Identification was a difficult
task because the register was
destroyed.

The police said it was be-
lieved the vietims were Ameri-
cans, Japanese, German,
Chinese and Egyptian. The hotel
near the American Embassy
was popular with foreign tour
groups, American service fami-
lles and crews of some airiines.

Some of the bodies were found
in corridors, others in the eleva-
tor. Most of the deaths were
caused by asphyxiation.

Many terrified guests, includ-
ing four airline stewardesses,
were Injured jumping from
fourth floor windows, The num-
ber of Injured was not known.

Witnesses sald the fire started
gbout 4 a.m, after an explosion
in the ground floor coffee shop,
a popular after hours meeting
place.

Police arrested the cook from
the coffee shop.

Top Court Ruling Backs

Busing for Integration

WASHINGTON (AP)—
A unanimous Supreme
Court held today federal
courts may order busing of
public school children as a
means of desegregating
schools.

“Desegregation plans cannot
be limited to the walkdn
achool,’”’ sald Chief Justice War-
ren E, Burger in announcing the
most important ruling of the
term.

At the same time, the court
held fixed racial ratios are not
required in all the schools of a
communify,

As Burger sald: “The consti-
tutional command to desegre-
gate schools does not mean that
every achool in every communi-
ty: must always reflect the ra-
clal composition of the school
system as a whole."

However, the court ruled val-
Id the use of a white-black ratio
system for schools in Charlotte,
Mecklenburg County, N.C.

‘“The very limited use of
mathematical ratios was within
the equitable remedial discre-
tion of the district court,'” sald
the chief justice.

In all respects the court was
unanimous as it ruled on school
cases from Mobile County, Ala.,
and Clarke County, Ga., as well
as the Charlotte case,

Burger delivered all five opl-
nions, taking command as his
predecessor, Earl Warren, did
when the court in 1854 first de-
clared segregation of public
school students for racial rea-
sons was unconstitutional.

The White House had no spe-
cific, immediate reaction to the
decision except for word from
press secretary Ronald L. Zie-
gler that the ruling will be con-
sldered fully. He sald there had
been no opportunity even o
read It by the time newamen
were pressing him for reaction.

Asked whether he saw no
need for a new policy statement
by President Nixon in the light
of the declsion, Zlegler replied
that he would take that question
after there had been an oppor-
tunity to review the court rul-
ing.

Among the court's findinga
was that the North Carolina
antl-busing law s unconstitu.
tional because it prevents im-
plementation of desegregation
plans. The law forbade assign-
ment of students on account of
race or for the purpose of creat-
ing raclal balance. Additionally,
it prohibited ‘‘involuntary’ bus-
ing as well as the use of public
funds for such busing.

Reaction came swiftly from
communities directly Involved
in the ruling,

Julius L. Chambers, a young
Negro lawyer for the NAACP
Legal Defense and Education
Fund, who has been the princi-
pal combatant for the Negroes
in North Caroling, satd, "I think
it's great ... it's all we asked
for."”

But William H. Booe, an attor-
ney elected to the school board
on a strongly antibusing slate,
called the ruling a ‘‘sad day for
America."”

Booe predicted the court's rul-
ing would hasten the flight from

Problems of Desegregation

WASHINGTON (AP) — Ac-
cusing President Nixon and
Congress of passing the buck on
desegregation, Sen. Abraham A,
Ribicoff is presasing for a vote
requiring inner-city and subur-
ban schools to combine enroll-
ments to achieve Integration.

The power and influence of
the courts are going to be de-
stroyed unless the President
and Congress face up to their
responsibilities, the Connecticut
Democrat said Monday,

Riblcoff is trying to add his
amendment to a $1.6-billlon Nix-
on administration bill to aid the
states in desegregating schools.
He sald he would like a vote on
the {woposal anytime this week,
but Senate leaders have an-
nounced no schedule.

The amendment, applying to
metropolitan areas, would re-
quire states and school districts
to submit plans which in a dec-
ade would lead to dividing mi-
nority-group pupils equally be-
tween inner-city and suburban
schools.

The President and Congress
“have found ways to duck this
problem for years,” Riblcoff
said. '‘We focused on the South
as the only part of the country

that denied Its citizens equal
rights,

“We have been delighted to
let the courts take the lead on
this- lssue—and thereby also
take the heat.

“Year after year angulshed
citizens in this country have had
no recoursé but to turn to the
courts for rellef,"” he sald.

“Tos many men in public and
private life have been anxlous
to be hesitant followers—and
never leaders—on the question
of integration.

‘“This is especially true of the
President, who has a major re.
sponsibility in this field but has
failed to exercise leadership.’

Chances for adoption of the
Ribicoff amendment appear
slim. Only one other senator,
Walter F. Mondale, D-Minn., en-
dorsed It immediately.

Mondale sald he agrees with
Sen.

Agnew, who held an off-the-
record meeting with a group of
newsmen Monday at a Republi-
can governor's conference at
Williamsburg, Va., was quoted
as indlcating he was not in com-
plete agreement with the steps
Nixon announced last week.

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New Haven
School Board
Head Resigns

NEW HAVEN (AP) — The
president of the New Haven
Board of Education resigned
Monday night, just before Mayor
Bartholomew F. Guida officlal-
ly announced a school budget
which cut the school depart-
ment's requests by $3.2 milllon.

Gulda's school budget was
contained in a proposed $66.6
million general operating budget
for New Haven for 1071-T2—a
budget which, it was estimated,
would mean s tax increase from
70.85 mills to 74.70 mills.

Garfinkel, a lame-duck ap-
pointee of former Mayor Rich-
ard C. Lee, was named to the
board and was elected its presi.

uary 1870. Lee, a Democrat,
had stepped out af the race for
renomination, leaving his party's
nomination open to a primary,
which Guida won.

Garfinkel was board president
when—in the months before
Guida took over Lee's office—
the board gave =& three-year
contract to School Supt. Gerald
E. Barbaresl. And then, last
September, Guida and Garfinkel
clashed over whether community
groups should be allowed to sit
in to watch negotiations aimed
at ending a teachers’ strike, Gui-
da said no, reversing a promise
Garfinkel had made to the com-
munity groups, >

Garfinkel had asked the city
for $31.7 million and sald a cut
of more than $1.8 million from
that request would force the
city’s schools to eliminate some
essential services,

But, in the budget announced
Monday by Guida, the Board of
Finance and the mayor have al-
lowed the .education department
$28.6 milllon cut of $3.2 mil-
lion,

The mayor’'s proposed budget
Is still $2.7 million greater than
