Of the 94 new voters, 66 are
in the over-2l age group and
are on tho ‘“Regular Electors'
list, permitting them to vote In
all efections — federsl, state
and local. The other 8 are In
the 18 to 20 age group and are
on the “Federal Electors’ lst,
permitting them to vote only In
federal elections.

Detalls of the plan were not
disclosed in an announcement
by Conrsd Whlers, spokesman
for Chancellor Willy Brandt, but
earller in the day a government
committee of economlic experts
recommended letting the West
German mark float to find &
new level of parity with the dol-
lar. The Immediate effect would
be an incresse in the value of
the mark.

Ahlers added that the govern-
ment hoped its plan would find
the support of the five other
Common Market members but
conceded that the meeting in
Bruasels, Belgium, on Saturday,
which will deal with the prob-
lem, “wiH certainly be very dif-
ficult.”

Karl Schiller and Foreign Minis-
ter Walter S8cheel would present
the government's plan at the
meeting of Common Market
economics and finance minis-
ters.

The committee of economic

Floating of the deutschemark
means placing it on the free ex-

Up to now the mark's value
on exchange markets has been
reatricted by international mon.

The view of the committee of
economic experts is belleved to
coincide with that of Schiller,
who was reported to favor
freeing the mark but keeping its
parity within 1 per cent above
or below its present value,

This could be done by the
West QGerman Central Bank
which would move to support
the currency whenever it rose
above.or below the limit the
government considered tolera-
ble,

If the government adopted
such & measure, it was expected
that the mark would rise
immediately to its highest limit
and, parhaps, come down again
to its present value once specu-
lator pressure on the currency
ceased. .

“The freeing of the mark
seoms to be the method of insur-
ing external and intermal eco-
nomic stability that best corre-

to the cwrrent prob-
loms,"” the committee said.

One of the five panel mem-
bers, Claus Koehler, said in a
minority view that he had reser-
vations about floating the mark.

Plane Crash
In Arizona
Claims 12

COOLIDGE, Ariz. (AP) — Wit-
nesses say. an Apache Alriines
plane appeared to be attempting
an emergency landing when %t
nose-dived into a cotton fleld
near here and exploded. All 12
persans on board were Idlled.

The plane, on a flight Thurs-
day from Tucson to Phoenix,
was the first scheduled com-
mercial alrliner to crash in the
continental United States since
November 19060, It carried 10
passengers and a crew of two.

Among the victims was Thom-
as Segundo, chairman of the Pa-
pago Indian Tribal Council at
Sells, Ariz. Others included Rob-
ert Ford, of Prescott, Ariz,, ex-
ecutive vice president of Nu-

clear Dynamics of Phoenix,’ and
Richard Hummer, of Tucson, a
pliot for the alrline flying to
Phoenix to pick up another
fiight.

Also sboard was Michael
McGrath, son of the Apache sta-
ton agent in Tucson.,

Ramon Florez, 80, an frriga-
tor who was working about a
half-mile away, sald the plane
appeared to be in level flight
and then came almost straight

U.S.-China
Trade Bar

Removed

WASHINGTON (AP) — The

United States today removed all .

controls on the use of American
dollars In transactions with
mainland China,

The declsion swept away n big
barrier to international trade
with Red China,

Since 1950, the U.8. govern-
ment has prohibited the use of
dollars or credit based upon the
dollar in transactions with Red
China.

Because the dollar s consid-
ered a basic internationsal cur-
rency, the restrictions served to
prohibit effective trade by the
Red Chinese with countries that
use the dollar extensvely,

The Treasury accomplished
{ts actiori by fssuing a general
license which removed the con-
trols, In effect, that is a signal
to other countries and private
industry that the dollar may be
used in transactions with maln.
land China.

The ‘decision makes interna-
tional banking facllities more
readily avallable to the Red
Chinese.

The action follows President
Nixon's April 14 decision to re-
jax trade restrictions with Red
China.

The Treasury galso removed
restrictions that barred Ameri-
can controlled foreign-flag ves-
sels from calling on mainland
China ports,

In addition, American oil
companles located overseas
were authorized to sell fuel or to
pull their vessels Into ports
owned or controlled by main-
land China.

CAPE KBENNEDY, Fla., —
Launch crews Thursday began
loading fuel aboard the rocket
that wilt lift into space the first
Amertcan spacecraft built to
orbit the planet Mars,

Mariner 8 it's called, and i
things at launch pad 36A move
along asmoothly the next two
days the unmanned 2,200 pound

of cameras and instru-
ments will be carried into space
by an Atlas-Centaur rocket pre-
cisely at 9:11 p.m. EDT on Sat-
urday.

Rocketing directly out over
the South Atlantic toward Mars
76 million miles away, the Mari-
ner 8 spacecraft will start the
first leg of & journey that will
last 192 days and cover & dis-
tance of 287 milllon miley. The
spacecraft is due to arrive in
the environs of Mars Nov. 14, at
which time it will be maneu.
vered into orbit sbout the planet
to start an unprecedented mis-
slon in which it will photograph
more than 70 percent of the
mysterious red planet.

Almost certainly the most

important unmanned spacecraft
ever bullt by the U.S., Mariner
8 is the first of two spacecraft
(the other is Mariner 9) that
will be fired toward Mars In
the next two weeks, Together,
the two Mariners cost the U.8,
$154 milllon, a price tag you
could glmost read in the faces
of the men getting ready to
launch the first Mariner Batur-
day night.

“We've got a good bird, o
well-behaved spacecraft and
we're ready to go,” launch oper-
ations director” John Jellon told
the press here Thursday,
“You're looking at one of the
few groups in Florida who hope
it won't rain over the weekend,"”
he added.

Ac , Nellon said, a light
rain s predicted for SBaturday
night but ‘“nothing that will
stop us from going."

The task of getiing Mariner

Rogers Gets View from Jet
Of Stronghold at Sinai Desert

JERUSALEM (AP) — With
Israel's army chief of staff os
his gulde, Secretary of State
william P, Rogers flew over
Sharm el Sheikh today and told
newsmen ‘he had a better un-
derstanding of the situation aft-
er seeing the area.'"

Rogers sat in the copllot's
geat as Lt. Gen. Halm BarLev
pointed out stategic areas at the
stronghdld on the southern tip of
the Sinai desert. They circled
the outpost for about 16 minutes
before returning to Tel Aviv.

The flight lasted 1% hours.

Using his presidential jetliner,
Rogers sandwiched the sight-
seeing flight In between talks
with Israell leaders marked by
brisk debate over his desire for
more flexibility in Israel's de-
mands in the peate negotiations
with the Arabs.

Sharm el Sheikh commands
Israel's waterwny to the Red
fea, Hast Africa and the oll of
the Persian Gulf. The Israelis
say it ls vital to their security
and that Egypt's blockade of the
adjacent Strait of Tiran caused
the 1967 war. They want to keep
it in any peace settlement, and
the Egyptians want it back.

Rogers has not presented any
specific proposals, a spokesman
gald, But he is known to feel
that the Isra¢lis have not been
forthcoming enough in setting
out proposals for negotiating.

Artiving in Tel Aviv from Cal-
ro Thursday to complete his

Middle East tour, the secretary
of state went first to Jerusalem
for talks with Premler Golda
Meir and other Israell policy-
makers,

A U.S. spokesman, described
the 2%-hour meeting as ‘‘a good
and animated exchange.'

Israell sources sald Rogera
asked Israel to be more flexible
—and they expected he would
pursue the matter at a second
round of talks this afternoon be-
fore his departure Saturdsy.

The question of what pressure
Rogers might bring to bear Is a
highly sensitive one with the Is-
raells, who look to the United
States for their main outalde
support, -

“One should not assume, for
the exchange of views that we
will not arrive at a strenuous
dispute,” sald Deputy Premier
Yigal Allon, one of those at the
Jerusalem session,

““There i3 no doubt that the
members of the American dele-
gation will try to influence those
they meet,' Allon saild in ad-
dressing a student meeting,

“It is Egypt who adopted a
not-an-inch  policy, while we
adopted a policy of compro-
mige."

Defense Minister Moshe Day-
an and Foreign Minister Abba
Eban were also at the meeting,
as was Joseph Sisco, U.8. assist-
ant gecretary of state for Mid-
east affairs.

The atmosphere of vigorous

debate emerged here more
strongly than at Rogers' Arab
stops—Saudl Arabla, Jordan,
Lebanon and Egypt.

The secretary of state set the
tone of his Israell visit in an ar-
rival statement which spoke of
U.8.-Israell friendship and *‘the
constancy of America's support
for the well-being and security
of Israel.”

Ho called at the same time for
doing more ‘'to impart new mo-
mentum to the negotiation for a
peace settlement'” and for meet-
ing '‘the challenge and Indeed
the agony of making peace.”

Rogeras paid his first call on
elder statesman David Bgn-Gur-
fon, rated here as n dove,

WASHINGTON (AP) — There
are indlcations Congress will
approve loan guarantees for
Lockheed Aircraft Corp., and
perhaps other companies as
well, But one congressman at-
tacked the move as an attempt
to ball out the Lockheed chair-
man and ‘“‘his merry band of
thieves."”

. Wiliam 8. Moorhead,
D-Pa,, lashed out Thursday at
the Nixon administration, which
nsked the guarantees, and Lock-
heed Chairman Daniel Haugh-
ton.

“One has to admire Danlel
Haughton who by sheer guls
and balling wire has kept his
group of incompetents afloat by
intimidating the federal govern-
ment with threats of corporate
sulcide and then walking out
with the taxpayers' money,"”
Moorhead sald, -

His statement followed o news
conference at which Secretary
of Treasury John B. Connsally
announced the administration
next week will send Congress a
bill seeking $250 million in guar-
antees to keep Lockheed from

collapaing.

Connally said his preliminary
soundings indicate the - legisla-
tion will be approved.

Character of

Bobby Seale

Defended by Two Priests

NEW HAVEN (AP) — Two
priests, testifying at the trial
of Bobby G. Seale and Ericka
Huggins, sald they knew Seale
to be peaceful and honest and
to have a high sense of soclal
responsibility, A Black Panther
woman gave a similar descrip-
tion of Mra. Huggins,

The witnesses took the stand
Thursday In Superior Court,
where the five-month-old trial
of the two Panther leaders was
in its second day of defense
testimony. Mrs. Huggins' mother
and mother-indaw also testified,

“I've found Mr. Seale to be a
very honest person with a trem-
endous amount of integrity and
truthfulness,” sald the Rev,
Earl A. Nell, a black Episcopal
priest from Oakland, Calif.

The witness sald he had
known Seale “‘Intensively and
intimately for three years,’ and
had traveled with him to the
funeral of Martin Luther King
Jr, in Atlanta In 1968. The Rev.
Neil zald he and Seale were
friends of the slain civil rights
leader.

Charles R, Garry, Seale's
chief attorney, asked him whe-
ther 8eals had a peaceful na-
ture.

*My personal opinion is that

if anyone can keep the peace
and quiet in the community,’
the priest sald, “Bobby Seale

State's Atty, Arnold Markle,
the prosecutor, asked-the Rev.
Nell on cross-examination whe-
ther It was “peaceful talk' for
Seale to advocate in & speech
that biack people arm them-
selves,

“That certalnly 1s,”" the wit.
ness retored, explaining that
“this is o peaceful talk as de-
fined by oppressed people be-
cause what we mean iy that a
change needs to come about in
the process and one must arm
oneself ,.. in the paolitical
arena, the soclal arena , . ."'

The Rev. Nell sald those who
are oppressed should only use
firearms as a last resort.

Seale, 34, and Mrs. Huggins,
28, face capital charges arising
from the killing of Alex Rack-
ley on May 1, 1969, They are
charged ‘with kidnaping result-
ing in death, alding and abett-
ing murder and lesser charges.

At an abbreviated sesslon Fri-
day, the judge denled a defense
motion to take the jury out to
the New Haven apartment where
Seale is alleged to have ordered

Cities Adopt
Course For
Drunk Driver

PHOENIX, Ariz, (AP) —
You're enrolled In an extension
course of Arizona State Univer-
sity. The professor has labeled

‘you &8 a potential murderer.

No university credit is offered
and almost all taking the class
paid the §10 registration fee be-
grudgingly. Mosat feel the 10
hours spent in the classroom
will be a waste of time.

However, the judge has told
you that you'll have your driv-
er's license suspended for 60
days for drunk driving if you
don’t attend. And he has made
clear that completion ' of the
course may -influence what will
happen when It comes time for
sentencing on any other charges
against you.

The Phoenix Alcohol Re-
search and Re-education Pro-
ject, the title of the course, has
become a national model for
dealing with drunk drivers. It
has been adopted by several cit-
fes In the United Sates and Can-
ada, and recently was started
by the New York State Depart-
ment of Motor Vehicles,

The Phoenix DWI—driving
while intoxicated—program, as
it is commonly called, is self-
supporting, All costs are pald by
the students' registration fees,
Students are required to attenl
a 2%-hour session each Wednes-
day night for four weeks.

The course owes its success
primarily to Dr, Ernest L. Stew-
art, professor of health educa-
tlon at Arizona State, and Eu-
gene K. Mangum, chief magis-
trate for the City of Phoenix. It
has been taught to more than
6,000 persons in five years.

Mangum says very few gradu-
ates have been rearrested iIn
Phoenix on the same charge.

The reason for the success,
according to officials, is that
most people who fully under-
stand the seriousness of their of-
fense want to change their be-
havior,

At the first sesslon most peo-
ple feel they haven't really dime
anything wrong, except get
caught.

Stewart tries to change that
feellng In his opening remarks,

“We're dealing with a very
serlous problem,’' Stewart com-
mences. "I don't have the right
to get In a car impaired and kill
your daughter, and you don®
have the right to do it to my
daughter,”

He continues:

HARTFORD (AP) — A large
trial balloon was unleashed at
the' State Capitol Thursday. It
was & state income tax balloon.
The Démocrats are wondering

what to do about it

It seems that nine of the 17
Republicans in the State Benate
signed a petition urging the
Genernal Assembly. — which s
controlled by the Democrats—
to “consider seriously™ a state
income tax. .

At the same time, Gov, Thom-
as J, Meskill, who had proposed

to raise the sales tax to 7 per

cent and to extend it to cover
many now-exempt goods and
services, - was speaking In
Bridgeport. Meskill called the
sales tax a tax which comes
from ‘‘the pockets of the elderly,
the working man, young married
couples and even the unem-
ployed.”!

Was the governor fishing for
an Income tax?

That was a question which
confronted Democratic legisla-
tive leaders. To say the least,
they were suspicious.

One House leader, who asked
not to be identified, sald Meskill

would dearly love to see the.

Democrats stick their necks out
for a state income tax-—so he
could veto It

On the other hand, one Sen-
ate Republican leader, who also
asked to remain nameless, sald
he thought the governor would
prefer an income tax to the
package which the Democrats
are pondering,

In its broadest outlines, the
Democratic tax package—which
Includes o 10 per cent tax on
interest, dividends and capital
gains— could be conuldered a
“‘soak-the-rich'" tax,

On the other hand, Meskill's
7 per cent sales tax could be
considered o ‘‘soak-the-poor”’
tax.
Given these two alternatives,
a broad-based state Income tax
might appear to be a possible
compromise, instead of & wild,
new idea. It might be a “‘soak
everybody” tax in the middle
ground between ‘‘soak the rich"
and “soak the poor.'" |

One school of thought at the
State Capitol is that' Meskill
micht be fortunate to get a state
fncome tax this year. If the
queation were settled In 1971, it
might not be & political {asue in
1974, when the next election for
governor 15 scheduled. So. the
thinking

goes,

Also, by getiing a state In-
come tax included In the state’s
tax struoture, Meskill might be
the beneficiary of .increased
state revenues which could head
off deficita in 1972 and 1878, thus
smoothing the way for the
governor in future legislative
sessions,

If  off-the-record commgnts
mean anything, the income tax
seems to be more populsr on
the Republican side of the alale
nowsdays than it does among
the Democrats,

The GOP is obviously hoping
that the Democrats will bite at
the lure and opt for an income
tax, This tax could he passed
through the House and Senate
on pretty close party-line votes,
and then be vetoed by the gov-
ernor., The resulting
would then set the stage for a
special seasion, which would re-
sult in another income tax pack-
age, which Meskill could ‘“‘re.

The Court Dodges The Issue

The United States Supreme Court has
skirted ‘the issue of capital punishmsent,
but refused its opportunity to resolve it.

That refussl continues the uncertainty
for the 848 people who now inhabit death
cells in the country.

Some of them could now be executed
forthwith, if the governors of the states
involved should so decree.

It is to be hoped the governors In
question do not exercise their authority
to go ahead with the executions of some
of these 648,

And it peems to us that the only long
range thing to hope for now is that the
fate of all these 648 can be delayed un-
til the Court does take up the {ssue of
capital punishment directly and rule
that it cannot be part of the legunl code of
a clivilized community. ' '

For a sample of what any other
course of conduct would mean, 648
times, we have only to quote a matter-
of-fact description, In a New York Times
news story the other day, of the pro-
cedure for an execution.

“When the time arrives,” sald this
account of how an execution would be
conducted, "a state-appointed execu-
tioner, whom nobody knows, will push a
rubber-handled level forward, sending
2,000 volts through the condemned man.

‘*After three secands, the voltage is de-
creased to 500 volts for BT seconds, bullt
up rapidly again to 2,000 volts, dropped
again to 0600 volts, then shot up again to
2,000 vods, When it is all over, in less
than three minutes, a physician declares
the prisoner dead." )

policy, now at an extremely deli-
cate stage, 1z working.

The fresh evidence of trouble
for the Communists 1s & re-
markably candid clandestine
broadeast by Cuu Long, a North
Vietnamese general whose renl
name is Tran Do—the long-time
political chief of all Communist
armed forces in South Vietnam.
The broadcast, routinely inter-
copted on April 29, came from
the so-called COSVIN high com-
mand, a floating headquarters
which operates along the South
Vietnamese-Cambodian border.
Gen. Tran Do flatly stated that
“gvery unit, locality, and in-
dlvidual” engaged in the south
have been infected by ‘“rightist
phenomena” in one form or an-
other.

Although filled with doctrin-
aire exhortations, the broadcast
warns that the war has become
“increasingly critica:, difficult,
and flerce,' despite the fact that
U.8. forces are cdown from
543,000 to less than 248,000
Reading between the lines, the
political  chief of CQOSVIN re-
veals his deepest concern: That
the political side of the “people's
war' is deteriorating.

Thus, he repeatedly refers to
“rightist phenomena' afflicting
Vietcong sympathizers and the

underground Communist politi-
cal organization in the South on
which the invading armies of
North Vietnam, and the Viet-
cong, are dependent. He warns
that ‘'deep vestiges of the old
regime and the old society and
the reactionary, bad thinking of
the U.S. imperialista and the
rotten social regime in the south
are still influencing our people.”

“Our people’” include cadres,

'mllltnry and political, who run

the war in the Dbattle zones,
Some have now become infected
with “counterrevolutionary, neg-
ative, and non-progressive
thoughts and acts.”” No harsher
{ndictment could be made
against Communist leaders.

The supply problem was re-
ferred to in bleak terms as “a
shortage of everything."” As for
treating the wounded, the gener-
al paints this stark portrait:
“‘Many surgical units, althougit
they do not have a fixed area
of operation, have succeeded in
taking cave of the sick and
wounded combatants along with
fighting and trying to find food
for these combatants."

As translated here, that
means food sources in hamlets
and villages sympathetic to the
Vietcong are no longer depend-
able. Coupled with that hope-
ful interpretation are the re-
sults of the two major U.8.-
bscked Incursions into Cambo-
dia and against the Ho Chi Minh
Trall, Despite controversy over
their success or fallure, the
heavy emphasis that Gen. Tran
Do placed on the supply prob-
lems strongly indicates thal
they had a harmful impagf on
the enemy. y

The importance of these Com-
munist difficulties Is further
héightened by the manner in
which Gen. Tran Do chose to
reveal them. Under normal cir-
cumstances, such frank talk
would  have been sent to cadres

in the field by sealed pouch, not
transmitted over Hanol's easlly-
monitored “‘Liberation Radio.”
That deviation from normal
practice indicates new Commu-
nist  difficulties In moving
agents through territory in
South Vietnam which is now
pacified, or at least far less hos-
pitable than it used to be.

It would, of course, be folly
to claim too much for this April
48 clandestine broadcast. Nev-
ertheleas, it fits neatly with oth-
er clues, most importantly the
abyamal fallure of the Commu-
nists to mount an offensive dur-
ing the past two years as severe
as they have repeatedly and
provably plarmed.

Accordingly, whatever Presi-
dent Nixon's political problems
at home in deeling with grow-
ing antiwar sentiment, Hanol is
facing a condition that as of to-
day looks even worse.

The committee rejected a new
and higher pegged rate for the
mark as well government con-
trols over foreign exchange
movements,

It sald currency controls
would lead to further govern-
ment intervention in economy.

The Bonn government, a key
to the crisis because of its ex-
ceptionally strong currency,
does not plan to revalue the
Deutschemark unllaterally, gov-
emment spokesman Conrad Ah-
lers reported. He sald it also
would not seck revaluation of
the currencies of all six Com-
mon Market countries because
rll six would never agree on
such & move,

Indications are that the West
Germans Instend will seek a
wider fluoctuation limit for the
European currencles than the
International Monetary Fund
now permits. At present, central
banks must buy or sell dollars
to keep the exchange rate of
thelr currency within three
quarters of one per cent of Its
pegged value. Some sources say
the Germans want this changed
to one per cent.

Economics  Minister Karl
Schiller will seek joint action at
a Common Market meeting in
Brussels Saturday. But France
and Belgium were putting up
strong resistance to anything
smacking of revaluation. The
other members of the Common
Market, or BEuropean Economic
Community, are Italy, the Neth-
eriands and Luxembourg.

Indications are that if the
West Germans don't get their
way in Brussels Saturday,
Brandt's government will go
ahead with its measures alone.

It could, for example, let the
mark float in the world’s money
markets, with the Central Bank
supporting it within Hmits snt
by the government rather than
by the International Monetary
Fund.

This would not amount to an
cutright revaluation but would
give the Central Bank more lati-
tude in supporting the mark and
would make the currency less
attractive to speculators betting
on & revaluation upward.

Ahlers said his government
also rejected any controls on
movement of foreign ocurrency
in and out of West Germany,
“but we would not mind if there
were such a restriction applica-
ble within the whole European
community."”

The West Germans bslieve
that a wider fluctuation limit
coupled with & number of
domestic and joint monetary
measures would soive the prob-
lem caused by the heavy inflow
of U.S. dollars and the heavy
purchase of marks this week by
speculators expecting a revalua-
tion upward. Chancellor Willy
Brandt's government blames
the dollar influx for increasing
domestic price rises by greatly
enlarging the money supply.

Ahlers and Brandt earlier In
the day sald the government
would declde on {ts measures at
a Cabinet meeting Sunday. This
amounted to an ultimatum to
the other Common Market coun-
tries to accept the West German
proposals on Saturday or let the
West Germans deal with the
problem alone, ;

This was confirmed by Ah-
lers' statement that he was
“certain that West German cur-
rency exchanges will reopen
Monday." The exchanges have
been closed since Wednesday,
when the West German Central
Bank and four other major cen-
:m.l banks stopped buying dok
ars,

Meanwhile, the Buropean Mo-+

netary Committee drafted three
proposals to be comsidered by
the Common Market economic
ministers Saturday. Informed
sources sald they call for the in-
crease in the fluctuation margin
sought by the West Germans
coupled with restrictions on
companies borrowing outside
the Common Market and re-
strictions on foreign purchases
of West German securities and
foreign deposits in West Ger-
man banks,

The commission also recom-
mended measures to bring in.
torest rates on Eurodollars—
dollara on deposit in Europe—in
line with domestic Common
Market rates.

“We must seek all posaible
means to stem the influx of U.8.
doliars," sald n delegate from
one of the Common Market na-
tiony,

U.8, Treasury Secretary John
B. Connally again sald that the
U.8. government plans no spe-
cific action immediately but will
cooperate in trying to stabilize
the situation.

Basically, Connally told news-
men in Washington Thursday,
the question of revaluing foreign
currencies is & ‘‘matter for oth-
er nations to decids.”

(Continned from Page One)
and ‘was just below the nine-
year high of 8.2 reached last De-
cember.

Total empiocyment was up
slightly due malnly to more
farm jobs. The work week for
rank and file workers edged up
slightly for the second month in
a row and factory overtime was
unchanged.

But, after holding steady be-
twoen December and March,
the jobless rate for Negro work-
ers moved up from 9.4 per cent
to 10 per cent,

The BLS sald this was due
mainly to fewer jobs for Negro
women,

The unemployment rate for
whites remained 8.8 per cent.

For teen-sgers the rate  re-
mained essentihlly unchanged
at 17.2 per cent.

The rate for aduit men edged
up two-tenths of ome per cent to
4.4 per cent, and the rate for
women was up the same
amount to € per cent.

The BLS gave a breakdown of
unemployment among blacks
showing the rate for Negro men
edged up to 6,8 per cent, for Ne-
gro women increased from 8.4
per cent t0-9.3 per cent in April,
and for black teenagers re:
mained virtually unchanged at
a whopping 82.1 per cent,

The total number of persons
in the work force Increased
trom 85.6 million to 85.8 million
and the total number of unem-
ployed persons actually declined
during the month from p.a70
million to 4.694 million.

This seeming paradox, an in-
crease in the rate of joblessnesas
while actual employment in-
creases, Is explained by the fact
that the BLS takes seasonal fac-
tors into account into computing
the jobless rate,

Since construction, agricultur-
al and other work usually picks
up in spring, a decrease in ac-
tual unemployment is usual for
April. BHowever, the seasonal
pickup was not as large as it
usually Is and so the adjusted
rate edged up.

Nixon says his drive to ex-
pand the economy through in-
creased federal spending and
easier motiey policies should re-
duce unemployment and the in-
flation rate simultaneously.

But April's wholesale price in-

Egg prices during the first
quarter were down 24 per cent
from a year earHer; pork
dropped 18 per cent, poultry 4
per cent. Fats and ofls and fish
products cost 10 per cent more,
Coffee, 'processed fruits and
vegetables and bakery and ce-
real products were more expen-
sive.

The rise {n wholesale prices
accelerated by three-tenths of 1
per cent in April. On & eeasonal-
ly adjusted basis, the increase

was a sharper five-tenths of 1
per cent.

But the industrial commodi-
ties Index, regarded as cne of
the best measures of inflation,
advanced by four-tenths of 1 per
cent. Seasomally adjusted, the
rise In industrial who'esale
prices was higher, five-tenths of
1 per cent.

In March, the rise in whole-
gale prices Aeveled off, Increas-
ing by two-tenths of 1 per cent.
Industrial prices had gained by
three-tenths of 1 per cent in
March. .

A spokesman for Nixon's

Peter Dempsaey, who
runs the iab under the direction
of Gary Griffin, assistant pro-
fessor of agronomy, showed me
the sophisticated equipment
that is used to analyze about
12,000 soll samples in a year.

The samples come from
homeowners, nurserymen and
florists, dairy farmers, tobacco,
frult and vegetable growers.

When your half cupful of soil
reaches the laboratory in a spe-
clal mafler provided by the Uni-
versity it is first spread on &
sheet of paper and left a fow
hours untll it is thcroughly dry.
Then It is put through & sieve
with a 2-millimeter meeh to
screen out any tiny bits of stone
or chaff. Four grams of the re-
sulting dust mre put in a flask
with a chemicad solution that
will extract the chemical ele-
ments in the soil, The fiask is
mechanically shaken for 20
minutes and the contents are
then put through a filter. We
now have an almost colorless
liguid in o test tube.

The next step is complicated,
but sutomated and fost. A suc-
tion pump forces & small amount
of the liquid through four sepa-

On Brink of Ruin

NEW BEDFORD, Masas, (AP)
— The. discovery of mercury In
swordfish may do to that indus-
try In the old port of New Bed-
ford what the discovery of oll In
Pennsylvania did to the port's
whaling trade more than a cen-
tury ago.

i § that just about does
it for us,” sdid Joseph J, Avila
Jr. after the Food and Drug Ad-
minlstration sald a survey of
swordfish samples found 95 per
cent tontaminated with mercu-
ry in exceas of safety guldelines
of 0.5 parts per million.

As a result of the survey, the
FDA Thursday warmned the pub-
lic against eating the popular
seafood,

The swordfishing business In

New England Is centered here,
and Avila, his cousin, James F.
Avila, and their uncle, Gilbert
B. Avila, accounted for most of
the 97,000 pounds of swordfish
landed in New Bedford from the
southern New Englend coastal
waters last year.
" The New Bedford whaling in-
dustry was at its peak when the
commercially succesaful
oll well was drilled in Titusville,
Pa., In 1850, Oll products, in.
cluding kerosene for lghting,
became cheaper, the whaling in-
dustry faded.

Swordfishing, lkewise, seems
abcut to vanish.

The FDA sald its Investigation
disclosed that the long-lived
swordfish accumulate danger-
cus amounts of mercury. In the
Boston area alone, the

FDA-

said, more than 400,000 pounds
of swordfish, valued at $240,000,
were seized and would be de-
stroyed.

Mercury poisoning can cause
damage to the brain, kidney and
nervous system.

Most of the 26 million pounds
of swordflsh consumed in Amer-
ica last year was Imported from
Canada and Japan, But it's an
important source of income for
some U.S. fishermen,

Using specially rigged
with long bow platforms, fisher-
man harpoon the swordfish as
they bask in the sun in warm
weather near the surface.

Joseph and Gilbert Avila own
a light plane for spotting the
fish during the ssasom, June to
Labor Day, Joseph said he had
spent more than $1,600 in pilot
fees alone and ‘‘now It's no use
to us."

Joseph sald he earned more
than $31,000 from swordfish,
more than half his income, last

year.

*It's really too bad,"” sald Jo-

seph.
“Jt all depends who you talk
to. One guy will tell you the
warning doesn't mean a thing,
and another guy will tell you the
cpposite, All T know is that no-
body I know ever got sick from
eating swordfigh."

“I'll tell you one thing,” he
paild, “if I'm dragging and I see

poon it. I'm still going to bring
{t home and eat it."”

Gilbert Avila had planned to

go to California for the May to
November swordfish season. He
changed his plans when the
swordfish controversy  first
broke in January.

“1 don't Imow what I'm going
to do,” he sald. “It's what I de-
pend upon to ‘make a Uving. I
don't know where to turn to,"”

Industry wspokesmen in Call-
fornin, & major of
swordfish, sald some fishermen
there will have to go out of busi-
ness because of the waming.

Ray Lemol, president of the
California State Fishermen's
Associntion, sald, ““The problem
is that there is not much fish off
the coast of California they
could go after, so some will
probably have to go out of busl-
ness completely.”

In National City, Calif.
Charles Olsen, §0, and Bud
Sears, B85, operators of the 48-
foot Invader swordfish boat,
said that despite the FDA advi-
sory, they're going out at the
start of the swordfish season fo
make test catches,

"We're gollg to go out and
bring in samples and test
them,” Sears sald. He added
that he wants to compare pri-
vate test findings with those of
FDA.

“We've got to force their
(FDA's) hand,” sald Sears, &
25-year-veteran. of swordfishing.
He compared the FDA 0.6 part
per million standard on sword-
fish to ‘‘taking 17,087 gallons of
gin and putting one ounce of
vermouth in it and calling it &
martinl,"’

Asked what effect: the FDA
advisory will have on Califor-
nia’'s swordfish industry, Olsen
said: *We don't know. They
geem to have no regard for how
much of an investment in fish-
ing equipment the people have."

Spaceships Seen Providing
Many Pictures of Mars

CAPE KENNEDY, Fla. (AP)
— Mariner 8, acheduled for
launching tonight toward an or-
bit of Mars, and Mariner 9, set
to follow May 18, should pro-
vide more than 8,000 of the best

The pictures and other data
gathered by the satellites could
help determine if a primitive
life foym such as microbes or
tiny plants could exist on Mars.

The twin spaceships are the
first intended to orbit another
planet, Mariner 8 starts its 287
million-mile journey atop an
Atlas-Centaur rocket scheduled
to blast off between 0:11 and
9:58 p.m. EDT. .

Both vehiclea are to.fire into
Martian orbit in November aft-
er six-month trips. Mariner 8 i8
to study 70 per cent of the sur-
face In o reconnalssance and

mapping mission, Marine 8 (s to
make repeated investigations of
six selected areas to note at-
mospheric, surface and season-
al changeas. ;

Each craft carries two televi-
slcn cameras, Wide-angle cam-
eras will resolve surface fea-
tures about 8,280 feet in size.
Narrow-angle cameras will
clearly detect features about 328
feet in size as the satellitea dip
to within 530 miles of the planet.

"“"We expect the plctures to be

Being Reversed by Judges

WASHINGTON (AP) — Dis-
trict of Columbia judges, con-
fronted with the largest number
of arrests in & single day in the
city's hiastory, are reversing
many actions taken by police
during the week's antiwar and
antipoverty demonstrations. -

Superior Court Judge Charles
W. Haleck Friday dropped
charges against 200 persons ar-
rested outalde the Department
of Health, Education and Wel-
fare. He ruled unconstitutional
the parading-without-s-permit
law under which they were ar-

Other judges made similar
moves as they continued hear-
ings for some of the 12,000 per-
gsons arrested during the current
wave of antiwar protests which
ended Thursday.

Many of those arrested
Wednesday on the Capitol steps
for ‘‘unlawful entry" were
freed.

When the D.C, corporation
counsel charged that many
demonstrators had come to

Another 348 demonstrators
were released on bond after
Greene ruled their fingerprints
and arrest records must be kept
out of Federal Bureau of Inves-
tigation flles.

SAIGON (AP) —Com-
munist-led forces sprang
two ambushes on allied
troops today, one of them
on a small U.S. reconnais-
sance patrol, during the
first hours of unilateral
cease-fires in South Viet-
nam for Buddha's birth-

1¥vo U.8. and two South Viet-
namese soldiers were roported’
killed and three Americans and
five Bouth Vielnamese were re-
ported wounded, Enemy losses
were not known.

The U.B8. Command sald ene-
my forces also fired 30 rounds
of amall arms at a second
American  patrol  operaling
about four miles away from the
patrol that was ambushed. The
second patrol suffered no cas-
ualties, the command said,

The three attacks were the
only incidents reported during
the overiapping truces an-
nounced by the Viet Cong and
the allles. But reports from the
fleld often lag in reaching Sal-
gon headquarters.

The 48-hour Viet Cong cease-
fire went Into effect al 7 a.m.
Salgon time. Five hours later, a
24-hour allled truce began, but
the U.8. air war continued un-
abated over North Vienam, Lacs
and Cambodia.

The U.S8, patrol that suffered
the casualties was ambushed 90
minutes after the allled cease-
fire began near an American in-
stallation on the central coastal
plain 15 miles southeast of Bong
Bon and 275 miles northeast  of
Baigon. A mine net off by enemy
troops hiding in the woods killed
two Americans and wounded
three. The U.8. troops returned
the fire, but enemy loases were
not known,

Alarmed By
Polish Arrest

WASHINGTON (AP) — U.S.
officials say 'Poland, in jailing
an American engineer, has vio-
lated an understanding that any-
one with a Polish visa may vis-
it without fearing arrest on
charges from & bygone era.

Department spokesmen
sy are alarmed over the
case of Adam Mueller, a Polish.
American convicted in Poland
Thursday of passing secrets to
Western  Intelligence services
when he escaped from his na-
tive countiry 13 years ago.

As & result of the Mueller case
the BState Department urged
Pollsh-Americans Friday to ex-
ercise utmost caution i they
plan to visit Poland,

The 43-yoar-old Mueller ob-
viously was entrapped, depart-
ment spokesman Charles W.
Bray sald in response to a ques-
tion.

Americans, native or natural-
ized, have been arrested and
tried in various Euro-
pean countries before, but al-
ways charged with committing
some crime while visiting. The
notable ‘exception was the case -
of Viadimir Kazan-Komarek, a
Crechoslovakia-born American
travel agent taken in 1968 from
2 Soviet alrplane during an
emergency landing In Prague
and accused of treason.

But, officials say, unllke Ka-
san-Komarek, who had no inten.
tion of visiting Cuechoslovakia,
Mueller was granted & Polish
visu to viait his aging father.
